The AMVETS Club at Mar­
tin, which had been closed by 
circuit court order for several 
weeks, was permitted last 
Thursday to reopen until a 
final hearing of the petition 
asking a permanent restrain­
ing order is held on Sept. 8. 
The veterans' organization was 
required to post $1,000 peace 
bond. 

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley 
said he permitted the club to 
reopen only after hearing of 
the injunction procef'ding had 
been postponed three times 
when witnesses for the Com­
monwealth failed to appear. 
The last continuance of the 
ease was made last week, and 
after that the judge decided 
to permit reopening of the 
club until a hearing can be 
held. 

Judge Conley said he and 
other officials have had com­
plaints from citizens at Mar­
tin. He explained that mem­
bers of the club have been 
ready for hearing, each time 
the case has been set, that 
those interested in keeping the 
club closed did not appear, 
and that under the law the 
club is entitled to trial of the 
case. 

"Those interested in this 
matter must appear in court 
Sept. 8," he emphasized. "For 
on that date a final disposi.,. 
tion of the case will be made.'' 

The club was closed on 
statements alleging that quan· 
tities of intoxicants had been 
found in it by officers and 
that it constituted a nuisance.

Shooting in the area of the 
lodge and vacation cottages. hik· 
ing trails, btidle trails and other 
recreation areas precipitated ac· 
tion closing all these areas to 
hunting. 

State Parks Commissioner Rob· 
el't D. Bell said Monday that 
hunting at state parks or on anY 
property owned or leased by the 
Department of Parks is strictly 
prohihited and that persons '\\"ho 
wiliully violate these restrictions 
will be subject to arrest and fine. 

He added that hunting is per· 
rnltted in some sections of an 
11,500-acre tract of land around 
the lake which has been leased 
jointly by the Department ol 
Parks and Fish & Wildlife Re· 
sources. 

None of the restricted areas 
had been posted when the sea­
son opened, and posting still 
awaited, as of Wednesday, the 
arrival of properly printed signs.
