As To Who Is Trying To Break the Union at the United Fuel Gas Co.

You may have read the article in last week’s Floyd County
Times where the Company representative says he states the facts, 1
will answer the Company representative’s statement, in the order he
made them.

1. He states: “The Company has made a settlement offer,
which is the best ever made the Union.” '

Answer: We, the Union, say, this is true. But he failed to say
that we are asking for contract language that will protect our jobs.
The Company has pointed out contracting out is a issue. Example:
Last yvear, the Company contracted out three jobs that were in the
bargaining unit. Two of these jobs were in Charleston, W. Va., the
other in Prestonsburg, Ky. We met with the Company through griev-
ance procedure. Then a federal arbitrator had to decide. The Union
won the two cases at Charleston. The Company agreed to put the
other one back in the bargaining unit.

2. He states: “*Two Local Unions accepted the Company offer
and signed contracts.”

Answer: He failed to say that the two locals voted along with
us to strike. There was a ninety percent majority vote to strike. You,
the public, be the judges. Would you be a man of your vote, or would
yvou be a coward and return to work? A weak sister Local.”

3. He states: Many members of the two Unions on strike are

at work under the terms of the contract.

Answer: We the Union ask, Who signed the contract for them?
Do they have a charter from O.C.A.W. International Union? We say,
No. They are “vellow dogging.”

4. He states: Altogether, over 400 hourly employees of the
Company are at work.

Answer: There are almost 200 hourly employees that do not
belong to the Union. With the two weak sister Locals that signed the
contract, that will make up the 400, In this area we have two hourly
employees working., They are Ray Fannin, chief mechanie, and Bill
Williams, telephone lineman. Neither of these men belong to the Union.
I ask, How can these men face us Union men when we return to
work ? A cold shoulder for them.

Q.—Is it true that all individual
income tax returns will be pro-
cessed by your computer system
in 19672

A.—Yes, All individual tax re-
turns filed for the 1966 tax year
will be handled under the IRS
automatic data processing sys-
tem. The information on these
returns will become part of the
master file being compiled at the
IRS National Computer Center.

Q.—My 65th birthday is in De-
cember. Can I deduct my medi-
cal expenses for 1966 without re-
ducing them by three percent of
income?

A —Your .age on the last day
of the year is the key factor. If
you are 65 or older on December
31, 1966, medical expenses you
paid during the year will be sub-
ject. to the rules for those 65 or
over.

Louisville, Ky. — Professional
negotiation (PN) between local
education associations and boards
of education will turn out to be
“good for education and good for
the profession,” an Illinois sup-
erintendent told some 550 Ken-
tucky school leaders meeting
here.

Speaking at a statewide work-
shop on PN sponscred by the
Kentucky Education Association
(KEA) Commission on Profes-|*
sional Negotiation, Dr. Lester B.|"
Ball said the fact that PN is
here to stay means a new role
for school superintendents.

“Pirst of all,” said the Oak
Park, Ilinois, superintendent,
“‘the superintendent has got to
change his mind on one idea
that has sort of obsessed him
down through the years and that
is the idea that ‘everything goes
through me." "’

He stays out of the limelight
when agreement is reached.

1964 LAW SAVES MONEY

Fra;nl;mrt. Ky. — Gov, Edward
T. Breathitt says Department of
Finance records indicate the
state has saved millions of doel-
lars under the model 1964 pur-
chasing. law. :

Had it not heen for constantly
rising cosis, he says, savings
compared with prices paid in
1963 would have been much more.

Figures compiled by the De-
partment’s Division:of Purchases
show total savings of $1,165,186
during the last two years in such
areas as office furniture, state
police cars, janitorial supplies,
painf, school buses and other
commodities.

Q—I was hurt in a car acci-
dent and was compensated for
my infuries by an insurance
company Is that money taxable?
A —Damages for mj),mes suf
fered in an aceident are fax
Q—1I rent a car for bu ess
use. Can I use the mileage rate
for expenses instead of adding
up the rental fees?
A—On a rental car, use the |

pay for tolls, parking fees and
casoline and oil as:the expense
figure. These costs, when incur-
red for business purposes, are
deductible to the extent they are
not reimbursed by your em-
ployer,

If a rental car is also driven
for personal or family use then
the costs have to be allocated
between business and personal
use. In this case, only the busi-
ness' portion of the expenses
qualify as a tax deduction,

Q.—I understand that farmers
can now take gas tax refunds as

a credit against income fax. Can
this eredit just be taken on gas
used in 19669

A .—The credit can be taken for
a period stretching back foJuly
1, 1865, on the return filed for

June 30, 1965.

For most faxpayers, this will
he the return filed for calendar
vear 1966. Be sure to file your
tax return on time however. The
credit is lost if the return is late.
