Troublesome Creek was 50
named, long ago, for a definite
reason—it was troublesome and
trouble often visited it.

One of its mest recent mani-

the low-water level, collapsed
under the pressure of Trouble-
some’s boiling waters in the Feb-
 ruary 13 “‘rise.™

And few residents of Hindman
|entertain hope that future wash-
outs will not create the same
troublesome problem. This fear
of future trouble lies in the fact
that some of the pipes are laid
on the stream bed while other

Based on incompléte returns
from superintendents in all
but 44 of Kentucky's 200 pub-
lie-school systems the survey
shows that 2,066 teachers who

1964-65 are not teach-
ing there this year.
(Kentucky last 'year had
25,464 classroom teachers.)
For the 2,066 who left a|
local school svstem, the sur-|

vey was able to pin down the |
whereabouts of only 803 who
are still in publie-school teach-
ing at the elementary and
secondary level. Information
was incomplete for another
905 teachers who may or may
not be teaching in  public
schools this year.

bushel.
