A LQOK AT THE PROPOSED NEW STATE CONSTITUTION

(EDITOR'S 1Q()‘I‘Ii‘. This is ﬂll? second of a series
of arficles defining the dlffere&es between Kentucky’s
present constitution, adopted in 1891, and the draft of
a new constitution prepared er two years of work
by the Constitution Revision Assembly. This week's
article deals with the changes in the legislative branch
of government.) '

By ALBERT E. DIX

Article III of the propesed econstitution makes
some major changes in the Legislature.

Perhaps the biggest is having the General As-
sembly meet every vear, turning it into a eentinuing
hody, and extending the terms of Senators and Rep-
resentatives.

Retained is the bicameral system of government,
a4 House and Senate. There was considerable discus-
sion in gthe Revision Assembly toward making Ken-
tucky & one-house legislature as is the ease in Ne-
braska.

The same number of repr eweutatlves
senators, 38 are provided.

Bub'terms in the Senate are extended fo six years
with one third of the senators being elécted every
two years. Terms in the House are extended to four
vears with half of the 100 up for elecmm every two
yEars,

To start the six-year Semate terms, the new doeu-
ment sets up a staggered emchon system starting in
1967 .

In the House, representatives winning election
from the odd numbered districts in 1967 will serve
four<year terms, and those winning from the even
numbered districts will serve fwo years. This gets
the staggered two-year election underway.

The qualifications for becoming a Senator or Rep-
resentative remain the same.

Section 5 of the draft deals with the fouchy prob-
lem of legislative districts. The new paragraph orders
the General Assembly to- re&strict the state every 10
years, as did the old.

But the 1891 eonstitution sa.ld not more than two
counties shall be joined together to form a represent-
ative distriet: provided in doing so the prineiple re-
uiring every district to be as nearly equal in popula-
tion as may be shall not be violated.”

The language in the - quotes has been dropped.
The Kentucky Court of Appeals has ruled the Legis-
lature must include more than two counties in a dis-
triet if necessary to bring a:bwt 4 greater degree of
equity in representation. :

The job of redistricting the state shall, under the
proposed document, be tumed over to a Redistrict-
ing Commission, composed of drom seven to 15 mem-
bers appointed by the Governor with the coﬁ?unon
of the Stale Senate, Reetmﬁneudaﬁonq of Com
mission must be submitted to the General A'Bsembly

for awmﬂ

The Revision Assembly apparently felt it was too
difficult & job for a member of the legislature to legis-
late himself out of a district. So it turned the job
over to the Commission, hopefully a group of men
and women who will be affected by changes in Dis-
triets.

Turning the legislature into a body which meets
vearly for 60 legislative days as opposed to the every-
two-year legislature was the next major change.

The proposed constitution also allows the legisla-
ture to extend ifself another 30 days with two-thirds
approval of both houses, provided it does not meet
past June 13 of that year. It cannot do this presently.

Other changes involve the meeting date. In the
yvear of the election of a Governor, the draft provides
for the Les‘islatulu to convene on the first Tuesday
in March imstead of January. This answers @& com-
plaint of many years that a Governor, taking office
the fifth Tuesday after his election, has little or no
time to prepare a budget and legislative program to
present to the Assembly convening, presently. the
first Tuesday aiter the first Monday in January.

Under the existing constitution a Govermor must
get his legislative program ready while he is still a
candidate. The short time between his installation in
office and the meeting of the Legislature in January
allows little time for debate on the budget.

Many delegates regard the first sentence of Sec-

tion 8, Article III, of the proposed constitution as the
most. significant, It turns the General Assembly into
a “‘continuing body.”

This gives it the power to extend its life beyond
the regular sessions, and committees of epach house
can conduct hearings year-round. It allows the Ap-
propriations Committee fo sit in on the drafting of
the budget, or the Mines and Minerals Committee to
hold hearings in mid-July, It does not mean the legis-
lature itself sits in continuous session.

The pay of legislators has been changed to meet
the new rules regarding annual sessions, and the con-
tinuing life section of the new draft.

The new constitution provides for an annual sal-
ary for each Representative and Senator, to be de-
termined by themselves, so long as they don’t do it
in the session in which they are sitting.

The old constitution allowed $5 per day plus 15
cents per mile for travel. This has been changed to
$25 per day salary and $25 per day for expenses on
legislative days only.

The Revision Assembly felt the annual salary
was a guarantee against influencing the legislature
to stay in session and to keep holding committee
meetings and hearings simply to draw the daily pay.

When it comes to the passage of a bill, changes
bhave been made in the propesed constitution. If the
session is extended the allowed 30 days, a bill intro-
duced in the regular 60-day session may be consid-
ered in ihe extended period.

A section of the 1891 document has been delefed.

Gone are the words allowing for the dispensing of
second and third readings of a bill by a majority
vote of all the members elected to the House in which
the bill is pending, and the requirement (not now
observed) that bills be read at length.

Section 20 of the draft allows the General Assem-
bly to contract for “casual debts,” the old limit be-
ing $500,000, the new limit set at two percent of the
general fund tax revenue of the state for the preceed-
ing fiscal year. In 1890 the half million lmit was
about 50 percent of the general fund révenue.

The General Assembly is still allowed to contract
debts to “‘repel invasion, suppress insurrection, or if
hostilities are threatened, provide for the public de-
fense."”

' Section 24 of the new constitution creates what
the Revision Assembly felt might be a “‘watchdog”
commitiee checking the state’s income and expense.

The General Assembly is given the power to ap-
point an Inspector and Examiner to conduct audits
ef any agency or department of the state. Reports
are made to the legislature and the Governor. By law
the Department of Finance now conducts these in-
spections but the new provision broadens the power
of the General Assembly to examine the operations
of any state department.

The Revision Assembly delegates apparently felt
the Inspector and Examiner, who could become a po-
litical fool had in its creation advant.ages which far
outweighed any political considerations. “An admin-
istr atum with a clean nose should welcome an investi-
gation,” & spokesman said.

The old constitution told the General Assembly,
by law, to provide for monthly investigations into the
accounts o fthe Treasurer and Auditor, these reports
to be published in two newspapers, semi-annually, of
general circulation in the state.

Seciion 25 again prohibits the legislature from
iimiting the amount to be recovered for injuries re-
sulting in death, of for injuries to person or property.
Bul a second paragraph of that section says the Gen-
eral Assembly may by law provide for a compulsory
system of workmens' compensation and provide for

its enforcement,

Courts in Kentucky have held the state cannot
have compulsory workmens’ compensation. While the
Commonwealth has it in effect, the new constitution
simply spells out its allowance. It reaffirms the no-
limit on the amount to be recovered from injuries,
but allows a limit to be established under workmens’
compensation.

Article IV of the new draft, relating to impeach-
ments, is the same as the old constitution.

Three sections of the old constitution, dealing with
the boundaries of counties, creation and abolition of
counties, or the partition of counties, have been de-
leted.

The only Burchett mentioned in
the 1810 Floyd county census is

there are many Burchett mar-
riages in the decades of the last
century prior to the Civil War.
John Burchett, while not listed
in the 1810 census of Floyd coun
ty, married Lois or
Akers, November 20, 1810, Drury
Burchett married Elizabeth Me-
Cowen in 1816 and Thomas Burch-
ett married Milly Maynor (May-
nard) the same -
was married by Hiram Stration,
early Floyd ecounty MethodiSt
minister. Hiram lived on Johns
Creek at the time so we may as-
sume fthat Thomas Burchett did
also.

Burchett marriages were Arm-
stead Burchett to Elizabeth But-
ler, 1820; Armistead Burchett to
Rebecca Pigg, 1841; Ben Burch-
ett to Nancy Lewis, 1821; William
Burchett to Patsy Calloway, 1839;
and William Burchett to Frances
E. Auxier, 1840.

There were many early mar-
riages with Burchett brides in
the early decades of the last
century. Morgan Clark married
Elizabeth Burchett, 1840; Thomas
Lewis, Jr., son of the pioneer
Thomas Lewis, Sr., married
Sopha Burchetf, 1830; Albert Os-
born married Mary Burchett,
1840; John Spriggs married Sally
Burchett, 1825.

ORDINANCE NO. 5-66

An Ordinance of the City Council
of the City of Prestonsburg, Ken-
teuky, Defining the Sale and Use
of Various Products and Amuse-
ments Within the Corporale Limi-
its of the Cily of Prestousburg,
and Fixing A License Tax for
the Use Or Sale of Same; Includs
ing Bui Not Limited To, the Sale
of Food for Public Consumption,
the Sale of Ice Cream, Soft
Drinks, Tobacco Products; And
the Use Or Provision of Ammnse-
ment Sources Through Billiard
Tables, Bowling Alleys,
boxes, and Any Other Machines
Which Provides Some Amusement
To the User Thereof, Regardless
of Whether Or Not Such Ma-
chines Delivers A Product In
Connection With the Amusement
Offered by Same; And Providing
for Penalties for the Failure To
Purchase the Necessary License
Required Herein.

WHEREAS, the City of Pres-
tonsburg, Kentucky, a municipal
corporation, of the fourth class,
pursuant to provisions of the Con-

stitution of the State of Kentue- |

ky, Section 181, and the
ifons of Kentucky Revised Stat-
utes, Chapters 86 and 137, deem
it necessary that the City provide
for the leving of certain licenses,
taxes, or privileges on the sale
of certain products and the use
of certain amusement machines
or devises, and

WHEREAS, it is necessary on
the part of the City in order to
provide for the public health,
safety, and morals of the citizens
of the City, and those partaking
of such products and services, to
enact the legislation hereinafter

| set out.

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY

HEREBY ORDAINS AS FOL-

1. The City is hereby authorized

$10.00. The definition of machines
used for amusement shall include,
but not be limited to, jukeboxes,
pinball machines, and any other
machine which offers an element
of amusement; provided however,
that any machine in which an
element or chance is involved is
not taxable hereunder, and the
use of same is prohibited within
the city limits of the City of
Prestonsburg.

6. Any business or esbtablish-
ment within the city limits of the
City of Prestonsburg which op-
erates billiard tables or bowling
alleys shall pay an annual li-
cense fee not 1o exceed $10.00
for the first table or alley used
in connection with the operation
of said business,. and an annual
fee not to exceed $2.50 for each
additional billiard table or al-
ley used in connection with the
operation of said business or es-
tablishment.

7. All license fees hereunder
shall be due and payable as of

July 1, 1966, and shall continue
for the fiscal year ending June
30, 1967, Thirty (30) days after
July 1, 1966, the payment of said
license fees shall be deemed to

be in default, and the penalties
hereinafter set out shall be as-

sessed after the expiration of
thirty (30) days as hereinabove
set forth.

8. PENALTIES: Failure fo pay
the license tax within the time
‘hereinabove set out shall be
deemed a violation of this ordi-
nance, and the licensee shall be
liable for a payment of twenty
percent penalty of the amount of
the license due to the City of
Prestonsburg, and an addition
thereto shall liable for the
payment of a {ine of $5.00. In the
event that the licensee fails to
| comply with anv of the provisions
herein, or in 2anv other manner
abuses the use of the products or
amusements h ¢ 1 e i n regulated,
saids business establishment or
licensee will not bhe allowed to
continue operation of any of the
services contemplated under this
ordinance, and the City is author-
ized to enter wpon ifs said prem-
ises and fo eclose same and fo
discontinue the sale of the prod-
uct in question or the use of the
amusement devise.

9. This Ordinance shall become
effective upon passage and pub-
lication as required by law.
