ESCAPES CUT

. $231,700 for County
¥ 0K’d Before Shriver’s
Report Made on Slash

Possible effects of the slash in
funds for Community Action
programs announced Tuesday by
Sargent Shriver were nof im-
mediately assessable here, but
Douglas H. Morrison, head of
the Floyd County Community
Action Program office, predicted
it will mean no new programs
and the funding only of those al-
ready under way.

This, Mr. Morrison said, has
_{.Jeen known for months. Buf not
till Tuesday did Shriver make
the sitnation public knowledge.

Cities have suffered a 30%
cut in funds, and the reduction
is expected to be no less in
rural areas.

“Rural Community Action
agencies whieh have programs
well under way will be as badly
hit as the larger cities,”” Shriver
said. He blamed Congress for
the situation.

One of the programs appar-
enfly escaping the blow is the
Neighborhood Youth Corps. A
few days before the Shriver an-
nouncement, a NYC project for
iﬂb}’d county which will entail
the expenditure of $231,760 and
benefit 600 students was ap-
proved. :

Shriver noted that Congress al-
located even more money for
Head Start and the Neighborhood
Youth Corps than he requested
but that poor health centers,
Upward Bound and the Job
Corps will suffer.

The Mullins house rents for
$46 a month.

Of Kentucky Folklore
By GORDON WILSON, Ph.D.

latest edition of the Meﬁnﬁw
Readers had, as one of its selec~
tions, “Carcassanne," a French
poem translated by an Amerlca.n
writer. In the poem an elderly
peasant laments that he has lived

seen Carcassonne, a city not too
far away, by modern standards

| of measuring distances. The orig-

inal poet says that he suggested
that he would take the old man
to Carcassonne; they set out, but
the old fellow died on the way.
And then, like so many older
poems, a clear-cut moral was
drawn: “Each mortal has his
Carcassonne.” Even as & boy 1
was deeply impressed with that
poem, for all around me were
people who reminded me of
old French peasant.

In Fidelity there was an almost
daily lamenting by some of our
older neighbors and friends, be-
cause Fidelity and its poor seil
and somewhat drab appearance
just did not match the glories of
North Carolina, where so many
of our families had come from,
Since none of us other people had
at that time been in North Caro-
lina and rarely more than 10
miles from home, we could net
dispute the older people who had
come all the way from that Gar-
den of Eden into our back-coun-
try area. Sometimes, however,—
but I did not dare say so out
loud—I wondered whether things
were so nearly like Eden back
in the older state.

Even more people, for there
were more of them still alive and
kicking, whose memories ran
back to the days before and dur-
ing the Civil War, made us
younger ones long for times we
could never see. For a large per-
centage of us the stirring days of
the Civil War were our Carcas-
sonne.

But, since I was born in 1888,
it was impossible for me to know
either of these glorious times,
even though I sometimes imag-

back when older people would re-
live their former great days.
Even great things had happened
right in our own neighborhood,
long after the Civil War, that 1
just wasn't around to witness.
And older brothers and sisters
lost no time il reminding me of
what I had missed by being born
an age foo late. All the swans,
in my day, were plain, unattrac-
tive geese; all the queens were
just plain girls, with plenty of
freckles and taggy hair., And a
great many of the poems that I
read and most of the stories
dwelt on great events of “‘onc
upen & time.”

But somehow a fellow grows
jup and, if he isn’t wise, he, too,
'joins the throng of folks who sit
by their cabin doors and lameni
the Carcassonnes that they and
others have failed to see. At
church, at school, in the after-
supper visits from the neighbors,
at the log-rollings and wheat-
threshings, and everywhere else
we heard tales of a Golden Age
that was never now, for now
was puny and foolish; *“‘there
were giants” in other times, but
none were around now,

On the other hand, advancing
age makes even the unpoetic
long for Carcassonnes that no one
has yet arrived at., A few years
ago, when my legs began to feel
the effect of too many years, 1
suddenly realized that mountain-
climbing was for me a lost Eden.
For years I dreamed of visiting
Maine again and taking plenty
of time off to climb Mount Katah-
din; now I know my legs could
not get me there and back. Thus
Carcassonne works both ways,
toward a Golden Past and to-
ward a beckoning Future. Fort-
unately, in the meanwhile there
are near-by things to see, small
hills that will have to “‘make do¥
for scaling famous mountains,
sunrises and sunsets over my own
hills that must substitute for
sunrises over the Andes or the
Alps. *“Each mortal has hii
Carcassonne.” 7

Forest Fire Laws

BY OLIVER HALL
Kentucky Division of Forestry

From October 1 until De-
cember 15 and from Mareh
1 until May 15 it is illegal
to burn any open fires within
150 feet of any woodland. If
burning is done more than
150 feet from the woodland
but is capable of spreading to
the woodland through grass
or other flamable material, it
is still a violation of the Ken-
tucky forest fire laws, If burn-
ing must be done, it is permis-
sible between the hours of
4:30 p.m. and 12:00 midnight,
providing all reasonable pre-
cautions are taken, Reasonable
precautions shall consist of
cutting and piling flamable
material and clearing around
the flamable material to pre-
vent spread of fire to the
woodland. The fire must be
extinguished at 12 midnight,

Setting of fires fo capture
any wildlife is prohibited by
law. This statute includes the
smoking of squirrels or other
animals out of hollow {trees,
hollow stumps, or holes in the
ground.

Violators, when econvicted,
are subject to both fines and
imprisenment. Violators are
also responsible for the cost

lof putting out the fire,

Division of Forestry em-
ployees will be patrolling the
area to apprehend violators.
Citations will be issued to in-
dividuals violating the forest

| fire laws.

Folk remedies are easily di-
vided ' info three main types:
magie, something to swallow,
or something to rub on. There
are & good many remedies that
employ two or all three of
these, The very practical
people of the Mammoth Cave
region, whom [ have studied|
so long and with such
pleasure, had remedies that
were largely practical, though
a few Dbits of magic were
known. In SOUTHERN FOLK-
LORE QUARTERLY for June,
1966, I have an article about
the relatively few magic prac-
tices that I have found in my
study area. Most of these; I
must confess, were given as
bits of fun, so that T am not
sure how seriously any of
them were taken, especially
by people now under fifty.

Magic: carrying in ' the
pocket a buckeye, which is
almost world-wide in its use;
carrying an acorn to prevent
rheumatism; wishing a sty on
the next fellow to come by,
especially at a crossroad; rub-
bing a stolen dishrag on a
wart then burying the dish-
rag where it won't be dug up
(formerly the best place was
an ashhopper): cutting a notch
on a growing twig for egch
wart, with the assurance that
the warts will disappear when
the bark has again grown over
the notched places. These are
mere samples, practically all
of them found all over our
cultural area, that is, places
settled by people from Vir-
ginia and the Carolinas.

“Swallow it.” A great
many remedies took the form
of tea, or bitters, or cordials.
Practically every plant was
endowed by nature with cura-
tive powers, provided you
used good horse sense in
gathering it at the right time
and processing it according to
the folk tradition. Bark, for
example, must be peeled down
or up according to its planned
use; that is, for a medicine
made from bark to be ef-

Department To Match
Number of Seedlings
Bought by Farmers

Frankfort, Ky.—A ‘“matching-
seedling”’ program to accelerate
planting of pine trees in 11 East
|ern Kentucky counties has been
|initiated by the Natural Re-
sourees Department.

The program gives landowners
lan equal number of free seed-
|lings for those they purchase,
'says Commissioner J. O. Mat-
lick.

The program is sponsored by
the Department’s forestry divis-
ion, the Agricultural Stabilization
Service, the Soil Conservation
Service, the University of Ken-
tucky Extension Service and the
West Virginia Pulp and Paper
Company.

Participating counties are
Bath, Boyd, Carter, Elliott, Law-
rence, Fleming, Greenup, Lewis,
Menifee, Morgan and Rowan.
Matlick said additional counties
may be added to the program.
The paper company will pay for
the free seedlings.

“We're trying fo enable land-
owners fto plant pine seedlings
on idle farmland, cutover wood-
[land or existing forest property

(at a wvery small eost,”” Matlick
said.

State Forestry Direetor Gene
L. Bufcher said landowners will
be allowed to substitute hard-
wood seedlings for pine seedlings
in cases where the land is more
suitable for hardwoods.

‘State Police Head
Cites Major Errors
By Winter Drivers

Frankfort, Ky. — The director
of Kentucky State Police, Col-
onel James E. Bassett, says
failure to adjust to winter, im-
patience amnd lack of foresight
are the major driver-errors caus-
ing accidents and traffic tie-ups
during bad wWweather,

He offers these tips to help
drivers sharpen winter driving
skills:

Check weather reports. When
a storm is brewing, give your-
self more time to reach destina-
tion. Slow down on Sslippery
streets.

Allow considerably more dis-
tance between cars in traffic on
slick roads.

Plan every maneuver on snow
or ice well in advance. Accele-
rate, steer, and stop smoothly.
Pump brakes when stopping to
maintain both steering and stop-
ping control.

Get the feel of the road. Know
just how slippery that surface
really is.

Equip your car with snow tires
and use reinforced tire chains
for severe conditions.

Keep all windows clear—inside
and out.

If you haven’t given your car
that winter tune-up, of if de-
fects in equipment gave you
trouble during the last snow
storm, correct them immed-
iately.
