When the argument was presented het·e, seventl 
m~mths ago, that econo.l!.'y and the matter of mai<Jr 
lanung the flow of traffw dJCtated a new route fur 
US 23 from Prestonsburg to Allen, we "bought" 
the idea. 

Jt was pointed out that the old US 23 route 
through Prestonsburg, along the river to Allen 
would be costly and that "through'' traffic would 
be slowed to a damaging degree. 

That covers US 23 from Prestonsburg to Allen. 
Now, in the name of sweet consiRtency, doesn·t 

the same argument apply to US 23 from Allen to 
Pikeville., The present route has been accepted ( 
for that pa1t of the highway, but that route en­
counters not one but three or four towns and vil­
lages. C'learing of t.he right-of-way will mean the 
co:-:.tly purchase of home:.;, bu~ine:-:..ses, and an unde­
termined number of parcel~ of prope1·ty. Construc­
tion of the road will inYolve the blasting of moun­
tainside cliffs, at the very edge of the present road, 
and the complexitie" of maintaining traffic while 
l:unstructiou is under way. 

PerhapH it can be done-we wouldn't know. But 
we wonder if a new route on the weHl side of the 
Big Sand:v, opening up new territor~- to access to 
a modern highway. meanwhile presen·ing the pre'­
ent rout~ - perhapH restricting one highway to 
southbound tn,ffic and the t>lher to traffic travel 
ling north-would not be more fea><ible, at least 
more in line wit!> the thin king already exercised!
