Where The Dams Didn't Help 
Communitie~ along the Big Sandy were grate­

ful this week for two completed flood control 
clams in the headwaters of the Big Sandy and for 
a third which, though not completed, mate1;a!ly 
reduced the depth of the swollen river and the 
extent of its de,truction. 

But scores of Big Sandy tributaries, small and 
large, had no such protection and felt the full 
force of the floodwaters. In this county, the Beaver 
Creeks are prime examples of sections which are 
with tragic regularity visited by flood , with little 
or no rem~dy for the situation in sight. 

The town of Martin, at the confluence of Right 
and Left Beaver Creeks, has a problem which is 
being met by nobody or anything except the sheer 
courage of the people. They "take it on the chin" 
with diRmaying 1·egularity, clean up after the 
waters subside and give it another try. This is only 
one community in that part of the county; all suf­
fer, and none has any immediate hope oi relief. 

Whatever the federal government and its Corps 
of Engineers has in view for Martin should be 
started now. A million-dollar dredging and stream­
widening project has been talked for two years 
or more. Congreosman Perkins and Senator Cooper, 
in particu l:lr, have worked hard to get something 
done. But lhe project remains in the planning 
Htage. 

Either this project must be given a trial or a 
more expensive flood wall for both sides of the 
;;h·eam there must be built. 

But what of Left Beaver Creek and the com­
muniti<1. on Right Beaver Creek which are up­
stream from Mm-tin? Stream clearance has helped 
some on Right Beaver Creek. A similar undertak­
ing is developing on Left Beaver. Unless these 
>rteps meet the situation, which is nothing less than 
tragic, con:Jtruction of reservoirs may become a 
necessity-and that would involve the tragedy of 
uprooting hundreds of homes and businesses.

One of my colleagues recently 

visited in the neighborhood in 
which he grew up, a neighbor-

~ hood ln the corner of my own 
home county diagonally opposite 

• Fidelity. He returned t.o our col-
lege with a strange feeling o! 
the passing of earlier times and 
has several times mrntl.oned his 
sadness at the decline in popula~ 
tton o! h1s home section. In his 

~ youth this community was one 
1 of the most populous in our 
~ countY. At one time there were 
l three teachers in the school, with 

.125 pupils enrolled. To be the 
princi.pal of that school was one 
of the honors that I well remem· 
ber. Now there are only seven 
children of .school age in that 
whole distlict. and they ride the 
bus daily to another community 
school. It is a .,ad sort of thing 
to record the passing of this com­
munitY and many others like it.

M o s t coWl try communities 

have declined in the same way, 
though few so completely. In the 
Jackson Purchase the impor~ 

~ 
tance- of black tobacco once kept 
things going. Since there was no 
limitation on the crop, any fam­
ily could put out as many acres 
as could be attended to. Many 
a. farmer raised tobacco on every 
available acre and even bought 
corn and hay for his livestook. 
Much of the good soil was mined 

~~ by this process, long before the 
slump in black tobacco markets. 
Overseas markets became less 
important because some of the 
countries raised their own crop. 
and others switched to burley. 
Hundreds of fanners, trained to 
raise tobacco only, found them­
selves with families and not 
enough income.

Insurance Firm Says 
Reports from Metropolitan 

Life Ins\ltanc.e Company. Lex~ 
ington. the caTrier which han­
dles meclicare doctor bills 
daims for the Floyd county 
area, indicate that payment of 
some claim-.:; io;:; being slowed 
up because medicare identifi­
cation numben; are not shown 
on the request- ·of payment 
form. 

Daryl E. Ratliff, social se­
curity district manager at 
Pikeville. said the problem of 
missing medicare numbers has 
been most frequent on claims 
submitted by beneficiaries. 

"Even though the number 
ma:v seem like a very simple 
Hem, it is very important to 
the medicat·e carrier." he said. 
''Without the medicare iden­
tifieation nmnber, it is very 
difficult for the carrier to find 
out if you are actually signed 
up for doctor bill insurance 
or if you have met your $50 
deductible for the year." 

When the number is not 
shown on the request for pay­
ment form, Ratliff said, Metro­
politan Life In~mrance Com­
pany mu3t Wl"ile to the social 
security district office of the 
beneficiary to get it. Natural­
ly, time is lost and the pay­
ment is not made as quicklY 
as it oould be. 

He advised beneficiaries to 
be sure that they copy the 
number from their red, white, 
and blue medicare card in 
the blank at the upper right­
hand corner of the reque~t for 
payment form before sending 
it to Melropol i.tan. 

'(There are a eouple o.f im­
portant things for beneficiar­
ies who pay their doctoT bills 
and send in their own request 
for payment forms to remem~ 
ber," Mr. Ratliff said. "Be 
careful to fill in all blanks 
on the top half of the form 
and be sure either to have 
your doctor complete the bot­
lorn part of the form or en­
close his itemizerl receipted 
bill." 

Ratliff reminded beneficiar­
ies 1hat he was talking only 
about doctor bill claims where 
the "payment to the patient'' 
method was used. Under the 
"assignment" or '1payment'' to 
the doctor method, lhe doctor 
sends the bill to the medicare 
carrier an.d bills the patient 
only for the part not covered 
by medicare. 

'We are inviting Floyd 
county area beneficiaries who 
are making a doctor bill claim 
for the first time, to bring 
theh· request for payment 
forms into our office and let 
us check them./' he said. 

Beneficiaries who are un­
able to come to the office may 
send their forms with their 
telephone number to the social 
security office at Pikeville and 
they will be contacted if there 
are any problems.
