EXTRADITION 
MOVE FAILS 
Attempt To Return 
Crittendon to Floyd 
Again To Be Made 

A second try at extraditing 
Granville Crittendon f r o m 
lllinois to this county for trial 
on a murder charge is ready 
to be made, Commonwealth's 
Attorney Harold J. Stumbo 
said this week. 

A bench warrant issued on 
a child desertion charge was 
first sent to Governor Breath­
itt as the basis for his requisi­
tion on the governor of Illinois 
f o r Crittendon's extradition. 
This was insufficient, however. 

Now, Sheriff Joe Wheeler 
Lewis has a bench warrant is­
sued for Crittendon on the 
murder indictment voted by 
the September grand jury, 
accusing him in the death of 
his wife. This will be used as 
the basis of the new extradi­
tion attempt. 

Mrs. Crittendon was dead 
when she and her husband 
arrived last Dec. 4 at the 
home at Weeksbury of her 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Joe P. 

The husband con­
tended he had known nothing 
of her death, had thought she 
was asleep in the rear seat of 
the car. A laboratory analysis 
of the dead woman's blood 
reportedly showed evidences 
of wood alcohol in 1 e t h a 1 
C!

Chiffilley .~wifts are birds of 
the sky; they keep on flying, 
hours on end, and are no doubt 
the greatest endurance flyers on 
record. 

One faH I watched the swifts 
g-ather at twilight oo roost in a 
large abandoned smokestack on 
Tug River. They flew to it from 
an J)oints of the compass and 
evidently came from many sur­
rounding counties and states. 
11hey circled hi·gh in the sky 
about an hour before time for 
going w roost. The Whole sky 
was filled with the whirling, 
chippering birds and the noise 
was so tremendous one could 
scarcely hear a person taJ:king. 
We estimated there were about 

' 4,000 of the birds c'Oming there 
to roost eaclh night. They cir­
cled, darted. whirled, played 
games and at last When they 
were all tired of this, they cir-
cled lower and lower until they 
Jilerally filled the air over the 
~:mcke<ltack, going around and 
around so fast the eye could 
scarcely follow them. As they 
got ready to drop inside, they 
seemed oo hover a sPlit second 
above the mouth of the smoke· 
stack. and then bhey let loose 
and fell straight dwn int'O the 
opening like swarms of huge, 
hlar-k bats. Then all was sud-

. denly quiet inside the tall smoke­
stack. 

On the morning of Oct. 4 all 
these swifts rose into the air and 
be'{an their long migration to 
Peru.

Warns of Dangers 
At Hallowe'en Tim~ 

The niglht. of jack-o-lanterns 
and witCihes' brooms will soon 
be here; the children of Kentuc­
lcy wm J:>e out "trick or treat-

But Hallowe'en can be a rught 
of tragedy as well as fun, the 
tFIJ.oyd County Hea1th Department 
warns. Accidents, the leading 
cause of death in child1·en up to 
age 19, occur at a high rate on 
that lllig1ht. 

'!'here are several safety steps 
every parent a.nd neigihbor ca.n 
take to make Hallowe'en sa.fe 
:for children. One step is to keep 
!POl'oh ~ts on so that children 
~re more easilY seen. 

The health department sug­
ge ts: 

Mothers should plan costumes 
either in lig[Jt colors or with re­
flective materials tap e d or 
painted on t h e m. Costumes 
should be closely fitted so fJhey 
·will not catch on fences or 
b\1Sihes and cause dangerous 
falls. These can be made name­
proof by dipping them into a so­
lution of three QUarts of warm 
water, seven ounces of borax 
and three ounces of boric acid. 

Masks should be loose fitted · 
and should let the child see 
clearly. Ohildren can also be 
di~sed with m a. k e·up or 
greas®aint. 

To prevent serious burns a.nd 
dnjury, children silrould not be 
allowed to carry liglhted candles 
or sham> instruments. TheY 
Should be warned to watch for 
lawn furniture, low fences and 
steps as they take short cuts 
lt'hrougih neighlborhood yards. 

Ohildren should be instructed 
on how to cross streets safely. 
Drivers should drive slowly and 
watch for trick-or-treaters, es­
pecially on side streets a.nd be­
tween parked cars. 

Hallowe'er, is a time all chil­
dren look f'orwal"d to a.nd enjoy. 
Be sure it doesn't end with a 
tragic accident for you.
