99 percent of Kentucky ham-eat­
ers, he said. 

''The idea tihat hams could be 
cured in a matter of months was 
suggested to me l>y Sam Guard. 
of Louisville , a fm·mer editor of 
tihe 'Breeders Gazette'," Dr. 
Kemp recalled. "We applied for 
a grant and got it." 

"Old sayings and adages are 
often more truth than fiction," 
said Dr. Kemp !lJS he and his as­
scciates discussed the necessity 
of the "Jtme sweat" for a ten­
der, moist ham. They questioned 
the fact that it had to be that 
particular month. 

"Changes in the quality of the 
meat are brought about by en­
zymes-organic compounds which 
act upon proteins and fat in the 
meat, oreating a change," Dr. 
Kemp explained. By injecting the 
ham with additional enzymes, 
the researchers found they could 
bring aJbout changes more quick­
ly. 

Enzymes go into action during 
hiig~her temperatures, he added. 
After killing tohe hogs in the fall 
cf the year, the traditional pro­
cess was to cure the meat with 
a m:xture of salt, sugar and salt­
peter. Often, molasses, pepper, 
and other seasonings were added. 

Winter weather was ideal for 
keeping the pork fresh and al­
lowing the salt to penetrate the 
meat. T•hen wit,h the arrival of 
waa·m. humid weat~1er, the ham 
would "sweat" and shrink. 

"A hrum has to lose moisture 
before the best quality of taste 
is reached," Dr. Kemp said. "A 
20 pound ham will shrink to 
abcut 15 pounds before it has 
ccmoleted the aging process." 

The UK scientist has found 
I (1hat using a 75- degree heat 

I 
througlhcmt the entire aging pro­
cess and 38 to 40 degrees in the 
curing process generally pro-
duces the !>est results. By con­
trc:'in6 , he heat L1 the ae:iPg 
room, bhe process 1s ;:,peeded up 
by four to five months with less 
e•hauces of sourness, saltiness or 
general ~poi!age. 

11hese findings have bPen re­
ported to the Univer<:ity's exten­
sion wot ke-t s and outlines of the 
quicker "country-Etyle" process 
are now availal>le.
