EDUCATORS MAY HOLD 
THE KEY TO THE SITUATION 

The growlth of Prestonsburg Commund.ty Oollege 
is n<>t going to be determined by the "good wishes" 
a-nd "godspeeds" of those who recognize it as an 
answer to deep-seated problems of students and 
parents. Support must take a more active, defini­
tive form than that. 

The improved economy of the area it serves has 
slowed down enrollment growth at the college. 
Savings offered to parents of college-age youths 
'has become le><s important than in other years 
when the economic picture was less bright. Many 
who at one time would have hailed the opportml­

dty for their children to attend college near home, 
avoiding the heavy cost of room, board and other 
necessities, now are not flinching from the burden. 

Even the fact that students who have attended 
Preston~bnrg <Ammunity College and other col­
leges of the community system a.re achieving higher 
schola.qtic averages after transfer to other state 
universities for tfueir final two years of work than 
students who ha1re been on those university camp­
uses since they were freshmen bas failed to inter­
est as it should many students and parents. 

College within driving distance from home is of 
prime importance to many, even now. It could be 
a neces•;ity to many more under less fortuitous cir­
cumstances. But the growth and progress of these 
community colleges should not be dependent UP<Jn 
~traitened financial circumstances of parents. Their 
development cannot wait on tlte day when a lack 
of money will force people to send their children 
to college near home. 

One group which can mean much to t'he college 
·here by contributing more than a casual "bless 
you" is composed of the educaltors of Floyd and 
surrounding counties. Their support is of the ut­
m<r.>-t importance. Their loyalties to ather colleges 
and universities Which they themselves atltended 
should not cause them to overlook the opportun­
"ty they have to direct their high scihool graduates 
to two years of the highest type college work here 
at home. 

Their influence with young people is greater than 
they may t.hink. They should use it for the great­
e$t benefit to the student~ and to the college that 
l1as been e:;tabli~hed for them. -------
