Take a cigarette pack and a "'his key bottle 
bnlh preferably erupt,·. Read. 

'!'he cigarette pack bea1·s thL~ statement: 
·'Caution: Cigarette smoking may be hazardous 

to your health." 
The warning was placed there, because the law 

requires it. But what of the whiskey label? It tells 
the brand. proof, and, usually, adds some refer­
ence to its "outstanding" qu~lity, mellowness, bla­
bla. 

One wonders why the w<hiskey bottle escaped 
the responsibility of &tating what the contents 
might do for the consumer. Minor items such as 
beating .vour wife, starving your children, killing 
your best friend, committing blind, mass murder 
with your automobile. The distiller might be per­
mitted to forget rlelirium tremens and other ail­
ments the drinker might incur, but it would seem 
reasonable to think these other matters should be 
listed for thE' protection of all concerned. 

Lawmakers have talked legislation which would 
ban cigarette advertising. Which is all right with 
us. But what of alcoholic beverages--continue to 
try to condnce young America that the most beau­
tiful women and the most handsome, m·bane men 
get that way by soaking themselves to the gills'? 

We are fully aware of the fact that neither ad­
Yertising nor warnings nor all our inveighing will 
;rtop either cigarette smokiJ1g or dl'inking. It's 
me1·el.v the reasoning or the mc;tives back of the 
J,andling of these products that inveigle our inter­
est. 

But what can you expect when a large percent­
age of the parents in this country introduce their 
children to social drinking at an early age on the 
premi~e that they can be taught to drin]{ with mod­
eration-as little ladies and gentlemen? This is 
little >hort of playing the Americanized form of 
Ru"ian roulette-you don't use a gun, juRt human 
beings, and leave it to blind chance as to which will 
die an alcoholic. 

Or what can you expect when a heavy part of 
the population contends that alcoholic dtinks should 
be made availab le to all , prettily packaged, legal­
ized and dis]Jensed to evet-y Tom, Dick and Harry 
\\ ho rna.\', or may not, beat his wife, starve his chil­
dren, kill his best friend, and on down, down the 
line?
