Floyd Rescue Squads
Joins River Search

Near Elkhorn City

Search of the Big Sandy River
by more than 40 members of
Kentucky and Virginia rescue
squads has failed to recover the
body of Richard MecCracken, 25
Columbia, Tenn., who was
drowned at E‘l}nhorn City Sum-
day miorning. The Floyd County
Emergency & Rescue Squad and
the Left Beaver Rescue Squad
sent a dozen of their members
to join searchers from Pikeville,
Haysi and Dickenson county,
Virginia.

MicCriacken was drowned when
he was kmocked from a ‘‘head-
ache’ ball wihich he was riding
across the river. The ball is a
piece of equipment used in bridge
construction. When the clubch of
the crane slipped, the ball hit
a bridge beam, whiperacked and
hurled McCracken 90 feet info
five feet of water.

The missing man was em-
ployed in bridge construction at
Elkhom City by the Kentucky
Erecting Company. .

The Adams faction claims 44
of the .present precinet commuit-
teemen have signed requests
that the election be held at the
precinet level. On the other
hand, the group headed by Hyden
says the county's executive com-
mittee “has petitioned by an
overwhelming majority for a
mass meeting.”

The statemnef was made in
reply to a query made by The
Times  after Commissioner of
Highways Hazelrigg's office had
announced that all of new US 23
between Paintsville and Louisa
will be under construction by
July 1,

The deparfment spokesman
said US 23 irom Prestonsburg
to Allen and on to Pikeville gof
involved, last summer and fall,
with federal safely regquirements
and that, as a result, work of
design consultants in some cases
was stopped. Design work will
be done on the Flovd-Pike sec-
tor of the highway this year.

The entire route is a part of
the WAppalachian highway pro-
gram which is now in its third
year.

The existing highway bebween
Paintsville and Louisa will be
closed April 1 to allow early
phases of the rebuilding work to
proceed, Hazelrigg said.

During construction, KY 201
from Paintsville to Blaine and

$17.7 million improvement is ex-
pected, lafe next yean.
Kentucky expects to start con-
structions on 176 more miles of
Appalachian highways during
the next fwo and a half years.
This forecast was presented to
the Appalachian Regional Com-
mission in Washington recently
by A. O. Neiser, Kentucky state
highway engineer. The meeling,
attended by representatives of
both the U. S. Bureau of Public
Roads and state highway de-
partments, explored ways to ac-
celerate the three-year-old high-
way developmeni program.
“Kentucky,”’ Neiser said, “‘ex-
pects to have under design by
July 1 of this year all but one of
the highway improvements which
are to be built with Appalaichian
funds.” This goal was set by the
Devartment in July of 1967.
The exception is the section of
US 25 on which a decision by
the Appalachian Regional Com-
mission and the National Park
Service is pending on how fo fi-
niance & tunnel to preserve Cum-
bherland Gap.
Design work in Kentucky has

'need to use new safety criteria,
“despite statements from some
omarters that these new stan-
dards would not cause any de-
lays in current highwaly pro-
grams.

“However,” Neiser said, “the
record should indicate there were
301 .27 miles under design under
Kentuckv's Appalachian High-
way Program when our geo-
metric desien standards had fto
‘be revised to include safety cri-
teria. and more than 30 percent
were delayed because of safety.

“On the basis of our new cost
eriteria. our construction costs
estimates which include safefy
are expected to inerease by 20
to 24 percemt.”

These delays in  design will
mbove much of the construction
intio the later yvears of the Appa-
laichian proeram, Neiser said,
And this will result in additional
costs because of the imability to
obtain materials in or gef ma-
terials to the Appalachian area.

The supply of engineers,
physicists, computer program-
mers and engineering tech-
nicians “already is far below
the demand. Even greater
shortages are forecast for the
next decade unless we can at-
tract more young people into
engineering,’ says Dean Rob-
ert M. Drake, Jr., of the Uni-
versity of Kentucky College
of Engineering.

He says Russian institutes
graduate about 138,000 engi-
neers a year, with one-third
of them women. Japan turns
out more than 200,000 engi-
neers a year.

“In 1967, American univer-
sities awarded only 36,000
engineering degrees, Of the
one and'a half million Ameri-
cans registering for college
last Fall, fewer than 50,000
will receive engineering de-
grees when graduation time
rolls around in the early
1970's.”

Dean Drake cited a report
by a national task force cre-
ated by the Engineering Man-
power Commission of the En-
gineers’ Joint Council. He
said the eommission is “seri-
ously concerned over the fu-
ture engineering, technological
and science needs of the na-

[ tion.”

He said that at one univer-
sity, a year ago, 250 industrial
recruiters were competing for
the 230 engineering college
graduates.

“These conditions are due to
reach erisis proportions by the
early 1970’s,” Dr. Drake said.
“The average technical organi-
zation was able to recruit
about 75 per cent of the tech-
nical people it required in
1967.”

Referring to a national con-
dition which he said is some-
what better at the UK College
of Engineering, Dr. Drake
added that in the past ten

During my first term at West-
ern, however, I learned that the
General Assemibly of the state
had passed a bill requiring every
county in the staie to have a
four-year high school. Though
this law had some fine support,

1it also had many enemies, for

public education was regarded
by some as only for the ones
who could mot educate them-
selves; some people feared that
more than the ‘‘eemman-school
branches” would make  people
too aloof from things to work.
For years I heard our public
high schools placed in almost
the same category as our penal
institutions. Some counties were
very slow 'about establishing a
county high schigol, and some of
the first ones established were
in ‘out-of-the-way ecorners of a
county, chiefly because these
corners wished to have & good
schiool for their children. Since
transportation was out of the
question, some of these early
county high schools lived and
died without ever getting pupils
from more than two or three

miles away. After some years of

drifting and even opposing high
schegls, many counties got a
sort of fever for high sehools:
every crossroads place wanted
one; often it got ., In some
cdounties there were as many as
sixteen high schiools before con-
solidation began. With the com-
ing of school buses and the at-
tendant. better roads, the smiall
high sebool began going the way
of the onesroomed schiools.

The one-room country school,
the one so many of my genera-
tion remember, was located
within easy walking distance of
the short-legged youngsters for
whom if was built. Thus a coun-
ty like my native county had ap-
proximately a ‘hundred such
schools, and even small counties
had 60 to 80. Even after consoli-
dation of grade schools sbarted
and had had considerable suc-
cess, I saw one-roomed country
schoels built, some of them nlot
more than three miles fo the
next one down the road, For
vears T felt a very strong at-
tachiment to the teacher of the

 one-roomed school, for it was in

such a school, as Fidelity, that
I got my educational start, and
it. was one of this sort bha.t 1
tavght in 1907.
