A continuing boom in the coal
business was the prediction
made in Lexington last week at
the annual meeting of the Ke”‘i
tucky Coal Association by vari-
ous speakers, including United
States Senator Howard H.
of Tennessee, and,

S. Senate, Miss Katherine Pe-
den and Judge Marlow Cook.

A note of caution, however, |
sounded by Joseph E.
Moody, of Washington, president |
of the National Coal Policy Con- |
ference. Moody indicated that
the picture painted by some po-
litical and coal indusfry speak-
ers was unrealistic.

“It is going to be a rough
road,”” he noted. ‘‘We stand to
lose several of our best markets
unless we can do a better job
of selling and lobbying.”

THE GMTEST PL&NTER

October is the month of fall-
ing nuts and flying seeds. It is
also the time of nature’s plant-
ing. One of her prime laws is,
“Nature abhors a vaceuum.” 80
she has many ways of planting
her trees, plants and shrubs.
She does her sowing and plant-
ing in autumn, but man mostly
does his in spring.

Nature equips seeds with all
kinds of devices to assure that
they will be widely distributed
over the earth and help to cover
the barren spots. Seeds like
those of the cocklebur and bur-
dock have hooks which catch
hold of the hair of animals, or
the clothing of persons, and are
often ecarried a long distance. I
have seen large wads of burdock
seeds clinging to the tail and
mane of a horse, People used to
have to take a curry comb to re-
move these. I knew a man who
once brought his horse from the
pasture with its tail full of big
wads of burdock seeds. After
much laborious effort, he got the
burrs combed out and tossed
them over on the bank of a
brook. The next spring, a large
colony of burdock plants spraﬂg
up there.

Many seeds are mtcnhxkers
a8 they hitch a ride on the hair
of animals or man’s “clothing
and are often carried a long dis-
tance before being removed.
Such seeds are called ‘‘beggar
ticks,” or “stick-tights,” a very
fitting name. Among these aré
the barbed seeds of Spanish
needles, the ftrefoils, hound's
tongue and sheep-burrs. Often
these seeds are carried miles
before being removed and cast
away to sprout and grow, _

Other seeds are flyers, with
two wings like birds. Among
these are the maples, box elders,
hornbeams, and' s o m e others.
These seeds fly long distances
in the wind and begin new trees
in many different places. A
great many seeds have only one
wing, such as those of the tulip
poplars, the ashes, the lindens
and others., These o n e-winged
seeds may often be seen spine
ning around and around in a
brisk wind, yet they can travel
a long distance,

Some seeds are ‘‘crawlers,”’
like those of the linden trees.
They have seeds with a long,
wing-like bract shaped some-
what like a hound’s tongue; and
when the wind blows they erawl
along the floor of the forest and
may go far from the parent
see. The seeds of the ashes have
a long, slender, wing shaped

brecze.

. Many nuts and seeds depend
tipon squirrels and bluejays to
plant them. Squirrels dig holes
'in the ground in the fall and
bury tens of thousands of acorns
and walnuts for use as winter
food. But they do mot find all
they plant and these sprout in
the spring, t0 begin new frees.
Squirrels plant oaks, hickories
and walnuts, perhaps hazelnuts
also,

Other trees bear frujts with
hard seeds, which animals swal-
low but cannot digest. These
are offen carried a great dis-
tance before being passed out.
Animals eat wild plums, wild
cherries and black gum seeds,
digest the pulp, then pass out |
the seeds over a wide area. The |
pawpaws and persimmon fruits
also depend on animals to scat-
ter them widely.

Birds are the greatest plant-
ars of nature. They swallow all
kinds wof seeds for their pulp,
then garry the seeds a long way
beforg passing them out.

Nature furnishes many seeds
with gilk parachutes. In autu_mn
the flossy seeds of milkwee
lare offen seen sailing on epgvy
brisk Wind, to go far afield, The
seeds of fireweed, or pilewort,
also has floss attached to the
seeds for sailing on the wind.
The common dandelion I8 wide-
spread because its seed s are
equipped with parachutes for
sailing far,

If it does the
superstitious one any good to
farm according to ridiculous
methods, he may have his sigas
and welcome, If meat is butch-
ered according to these same
signs, it will probably keep just
aswell as it would keep anyway.

PERSISTENT BELIEKFS

For years a friend of mine,
who has spent his life as a
teacher of biology, and I have
talked about how hard it is to
break up folk beliefs about bi-
ology. In spite of textbooks that
plainly say that only copper-
heads and rattlesnakes are our
poisonous snakes; in spite of re-
peated articles in newspapers
and on radio and television that
keep travelers and campers, in-
iormed, almost weekly he and 1
have heard people, literate peo-
ple at that, tell about how poi-
sonous are such harmless things
as chicken snakes or black rac-
ers. And no amount of our as-
suring them that they need not
be afraid avails; few ever
change their minds. If it was a
common belief in their families
that all snakes are poisonous,
that is far more to be believed
than any amount of stuff in a
book. I am not particularly dis-
turbed when perfectly illiterate
people make such statements,
but somehow I cringe when some
well-to-do person, with plenty of
money, social standing, and for-
mal education, repeats, like a

yokel, the folkish beliefs as prov-

able facts,

A test of water wholly by its
clearness or cloudiness has
oiten bobbed up, too. I have
heard prominent people laugh at
the silliness of putting anything
into ‘water-to make it pure or

even to strain it through some

sand to take out any undesirable
particles, The queerest thing
about this folk left-over think-
ing is that most of such people
live in limestone country, where
it is obvious that the water in
somebody’s ‘‘pure” spring may
be contaminated by surface
drainage and from underground
streams that may h a ve their
source in barnyards. In sandy
couniry such a belief would not

be so bad, but here it certainly

would be.

The harmless little ' pretty
striped lizards are still feared
mightily by many people. No
amount of high school or college
study seems to root out this fool-
ish folk belief. “‘Scorpions” they
are, and everybody knows that
scorpions are poisonous! Ac-
tually, the real scorpion with
which the folk have confused
these harmless lizards is execeed-
ingly rare in south-central Ken-
tucky: I can recall having seen
only omne as recognized by an
eminent eollector.

As 1 have so often said in this

column, the prejudice against all |
hawks and owls is one of the |
hardest beliefs to ddwn. It is

guite obvious to me;, 88 an orni-

thologist, that certain species
are still far below tlieir former
numbers, though : e former

destroyers of hawks and owls
now say that it is met worth the
money to buy amm#ihition to kill
them. This is a roufid about way,
often, to keep onelSwposition as a
valiant hunter without actually
shooting everything in sight.
Some of the mos§ destructive
men whom I have ever known
prided themselves en how many
birds of all sorts they had killed,
not for food, not even to pretend
that they were killing enemies
of any of man's domestic ani-
mals, but just as a badge of
great prewess.

If T weré offeredd a good-sized
sum of money to prove to many
people whom I know that moles
do not destroy vegetables in the
gardens, I would have to look
elsewhere for money. I know
that T could not convince one
out of any given hundred. I am
not discoﬂ?ﬁng the damage
moles do by plowing up yards
and gardens; anvbody can see

[that. Buf Ju$ try to suggest tha’

they did nof eat your root veg-
etables. Tell them about field
mice; s with their ability to use
mole tracks for pathways, and
after you ‘have eonvinced your
first fellow, let me know. I will
be out soon fo get his picture for
my fﬂf!& and a taped intérview
for my collections.

There used to be more house-
flies around, before sprays be-
came, common. Try to convince
somebody that our ordinary
housefly does not bite, that he
actually can’t bite. You needn’t
write me what he says; I al-
ready know and am willing to
take all the ugly things he says
about me., Meanwhile, get a
fairly good pocket magnifying
glass eof some sort and look at a
housefly's . fongue; why if he
could poke that fongue into your
flesh, you would soon be heard
from. Meanwhile do not fear any
such bites. Some other little fly,
which you have confused with
the common one, can bite and
bite to count, but don’t blame
the housefly for that.

HOPE FOR HANDICAPPED

Greetings, friends of the hand-
icapped:

Thank you for your letters. It
is obvious that this column is
going to be of praetical benefit.
May I suggest that you tell the

management of this newspaper |

that you appreciate its elforts on
behalf of the retarded and other
children.

I'm sure you nofed, as 1 did,
that Mayor Arecher proclaimed
last week as *“Hire the Handi-
capped Week.,” This is com-
mendable of the mayor. We hope
that it will bé more than a proc-
lamation but become a reality
for many handicapped in Floyd
county.

You may also have noticed
an article dealing with a lawsuit
in Pike county in which two
blind teachers had been refused
employment because they were
blind. The courts ruled in favor
of them, asking the Board of Ed-
ucation to employ them, or for-
hidding the board to refuse to
hire them if an opening existed.
In effect, the court rules that a
blind person is entitled to the
same respect -and treatment as
any other person,

Isn't this typiecal, though?
Don't most of us when we see a
person crippled, blind or re-
tarded just automatically think

—“Gee, I sure feel sorry for that
person. I'll bet he has a hard
time. I wonder how he makes a
living?"’ |

We have stereotyped the
handicapped, We look upon them
as beggars or persons who can
do. little or nothing.

Nothing could be farther from
the truth. I have former stu-
dents who are now earning - $5
an'hour. Yet, without special
training and schooling, those stu-
dents would now be on the wel-
fare rolls and heading for a life
of dependenecy, reproducing chil-
dren who would be headed for
the same dismal future.

Let me throw some statistics
at you. The Office of Vocational
Rehabilitation in Washington re-
ports' that in a recent year they
took 78 mentally reatrded per-
sons who had never worked be-
fore, put them through a train-
ing program, rehabilitated them
and placed them in gainful em-
ployment, The first year, the
group earped §1,265,200. The
year previous to their fraining,
they had earned $32,100.

The Paintsville-based South-|
East Coal Company last Friday
won its U. 8. district court dam-
age suit against the United Mine
Workers of America and the|
Consolidation Coal Co., Pittss
burgh, and was awarded a judg-
ment of $7,231,356. The award
was said to have been the 1arg-|
est ever made in a case of this|
nature. |

The award came at the end of
a four-week trial in which South-
East alleged that the union con-
spired with Consolidation and
other major coal companies {o
force smaller producers out of
business.

The verdict is appealable, but
no immediate decigsion on ap-
peal was announced by the de-
fendants.

After deliberating about five
hours, the jury set actual dam-
ages at $2,410,452, an amount
that had to be tripled under fed-
eral anti-trust laws, South-East
had sought treble damages tot-
aling $9.3 mililon.

In its complaint, filed in 1966,
Seuth-East contended that na-
fionwide labor contracts since
1950 had been “‘tailored to fit the
abilities of major producers”
using automated eqmpment in
prime coal fields.

It said that the UMW, in a
conspiracy with major produec-
has refused to negotiate
contracts on wages and other is-
sues to meet the needs of small-
gr companies, suc¢h as South-
East.

The complaint alleged also
that major producers have at-
tempted to avoid buying coal
from smaller operators using
nonunion labor. The UMW and
the large producers ‘“knew it
was impossible for most of the
industry” to exist under these
agreements, the complaint
added.

Until 1962, South-East said, it
abided by the terms of the na-
tion-wide contracts negotiated by
UMW. Financial losses caused
the company to terminate the
contract in that year, the com-

plaint said.

The UMW, it said, refused to
negotiate a “‘practical, working
agreement.” A strike led to

four years of what the com-}

plaint described as ‘‘continuous
. . acts of violence, mob inter-
ference, and mass picketing.”

When a Calloway county alco-
holic brandished a knife and
threatened the lives of his wife
and family near midnight re-
cently, they ealled their minis-
ter. He knew of the 24hour
emergency service of the Com-
munity Mental Health Center of
Western Kentucky, dialed the
emergency number and talked
to the on-duty mental health
professional who is trained in
emergency techniques,

Through the consultation car-
ried on that night, the man re-
ceived immediate medical atien-
tion and the crisis was averted.
He was seen by a psychiatrist
at the Paducah center the next
morning, admitted to a local hos-
pital for a week and is now be-
ing seen as an outpatient at the
center.

The seven-day, 24-hour emer-
gency service, ufilizes an an-
swering service, an eleefronic
“page boy’’ deyice and two-way
radio, designed to provide im-
mediate psychiatric intervention
in cases of suicide attempt, ex-
treme anxiety attack and po-
tentially dangerous situations.
Gaylord T. Forrest, center ad-
ministrator, said about 60 after-
hours calls are received each
month and the number is in-
creasing rapidly. At least one-
third are genuine emergencies,
he added.

Emergency menfal services
are one of five basic services re-
quired under the terms of the
federal grant used for initial
staffing of the centers, accord-
ing to Dr. Dale H. Farabee,
M.D., state commissioner of
Mental Health. The regional
mental health-mental retarda-
tion boards which operate all the
centers also receive funds from
the Department of Mental
Health and from the local com-

| munity, State allocations to th.e
boards.. averdga.*neariy 20 per-

cent of their total budgets, Dr.
Farabee added.

The Pike county man, a pa-
tient at Eastern State Hospital,
Lexington, for over 30 ‘years,
was able to return home after a

| mental health worker at the

Pikeville branch of the Mountain
Comprehensive C are Center,
which has headquarters at Pres-

center.

The Mountain Comprehensive
Care Center offers inpatient, out-
patient and partial hospitaliza-
tion care as well as emergency,
education and consultation ser-
vices in its region. Three years
ago, said Dick Stai, its executive
director, the closest psychiatric
care was more than 100 miles
away.

The 16 community centers now
operating throughout the state
are offering mental health and
mental retardation services to
96 of Kentucky's 120 counties,
Dr. Farabee said. “Three years
ago,” he said, “‘psychiatric ser-
vices were available only in
Louisville, Lexington, Covington
and Owensboro. Now, each of
the ecenters has a psychiatrist
available and over 7,000 people
are getting help. The commun-
ity programs are bringing psy:
chiatrists, ‘ social - workers and
psychologists from all over the
country to work in Kentucky,”
he said.

Yet in
all thiz ferment some communi-
ties expett their teachers to re-
main mute.

Traditionally, teachers and
politics, like oil and water, were
not supposed tomix. If a teacher
had any interest in politics, he
was not supposed 1o show it.
Like the oil, he never became
inwolved or absorbed.

Today the idea that children
must be taught by a clan of po-
litical neuters is being discarded
—but perhaps not completely or
rapidly enough. Other profes-
sionals, such as doctors or law-
yers are expected tfo turn 1o
practical politics, why not teach-
erg? Just as a doctor may take
heated exception to M e d icare
and still perform the daily tasks
of healing his' elderly patients,
similarly a teacher can have a
marked political preference and
<till ‘eonduct a class fairly.

Most teachers are not inclined,
ideologically or intellectually, to
trouble young minds with uncon-
ventional ideas. They are more
likely to *‘play it safe.” Recent
studies of high school teachers
made by Ronald Corwin show
that most of them make it a
practice to adjust their teaching
to the administration’'s views of
good educational practice and
are obedient, respectful, and
loyal to their principals.

Teachers who use the class-
room to generate controversy
and stimulate their pupils fo-
ward critical thinking are in
danger of c¢ommunity disap-
proval and loss of support by the
administration. No one objects
to, political discussions ‘as long
a8 they are in support of the ex-
isting system, but when they go
against community views, often
the teacher is reprimanded or
dismissed.

Certainly a teacher should not
take advantage of his capfive
audience to push his own par-
tisan views in the classroom, but
his affer school hours should be
free to campaign for others or
run for office himself,

The very least that one can do
as a citizen is to vote. Yet, ac-
cording to surveys, less than
hall of the teachers to their duty
at the ballot box.

first class eitizen is to vote.

If every teacher woted  in
every election and induced at
least five pelatives, patrons, or
friends to vote, it would guaran-
tes financing adequate facilities
and faculties, adequately paid.

In this era, as never before,
continual improvement in edu-
cation inevitably means govern-
ment participation at some level,
be it Congress, the state legisla-
ture, or local school board, Or-
ganized pressure groups or pro-
fessional lobbyists cannot alone
achieve their ends. Person-to-
person contaet is needed — a
continuous. effort, vear in and
year out, not just when a crisis
is looming.

Party membership enables a
teacher to use his influence as
a precinet worker, campaign
manager, or office holder rather
than as a mere bystander. Such
work gives him a greater voice
in determining who the candi-
dates will be and what the plat-
form will meclude, He also will
be in a key position to influence
other votes in favor of crucial
issues.

A Resolution adopted by the
NEA  Representative Assembly
in 1964 reads in part:

The National Education Asso-
ciation. believes that every
teacher has the right and obli-
gation to be an informed and
active citizen. It therefore rec-
ommends that every educa-
tional system in written person-
nel policies guaraniee to -all
teachers full equality with other
citizens in ‘the exercise of their
political rights and responsibil-

ities, including such rights as
voting, discussing political is-
sues, ‘campaigning for candi-

dates, and running for and serv-
ing in public office . . . The As-|

sociation believes that support of |

those teachers whose status or
rights have been unfairly men-
aced or impaired is a major ob- |
