I feel it is my duty, to 
request a thorough investigation of the 
problems of the educational system in Floyd 
county, Kentucky." 

He also asked Attorney General John B. 
Breckinridge to "institute the necessary action 
to recover school funds which, I feel, have been 
improperly allowed in Floyd county." 

Brecklnridge later indicated he had no basis 
for action. 

"We are told by our Floyd County Board of 
Education," Akers wrote, "that funds are not 
available to rebuild the burned school, yet the 
parents of these children continue to be taxed 
at a rate determined to include schools. Funds 
to Floyd County Kentucky, for capital outlay, 
under the minimum foundation are in excess or 
$4,000,000 annually. It is my opinion that school 
money In thus county is being disbursed in the 
fll!llle of education, with the intent of per­
petuation In office of local officials." 

Superintendent Clark had this comment: 
'"l'he letter containing the charges reflects 

the total lack of knowledge of our school sys­
tem and even less of what goes on in the Mar­
tin school. Among the many things the 
Representative does not know about the Floyd 
county school system is that we had a capital 
outlay income this year from Minimum 
Foundation sources of $498,000 rather than $4 
million as he stated in his letter, and the fact 
that we did ask that our use of federal funds be 
audited by federal officials last school year. 
The auditors complimented us highly on our 
use of such funds." 

l 

(Mr. Akers later said the $4 million figure in 
his letter was a typist's error. ) 

Replying to Akers' charges that "fire 
protection has been disregarded, sanitation is 
ignored," Clark said the state fire marshal's 
office has approved grade school facilities at 
Martin and that sanitation arrangements there 
have the approval of the State Division of 
Buildings and Grounds. He added that seven or 
eight rest-rooms for each sex are available in 
the high school building. 

Clark described one statement by Akers as 
"pure fabrication." This statement alleged: 

"Small, less fortunate children have been led 
from more acceptable, mobile unit classrooms 
to hazardous basement classrooms to make 
vacancies for the children of parents who were 
able to protect their children." 

"He (Akers) had to hurry if he wanted to 
speak from an official position,'' Supt. Clark 
said, referring to the fact that Akers' term as 
Representative expires this month. 

Clark added: 
"We shall continue to press forward against 

all obstacles for the benefit of our young people 
and under no circumstances shall we permit 
Mr. Akers, with or without his being in an of­
ficial position, nor any other individual or small 
clique to substitute their personal wishes or 
uninformed judgement for that of the School 
Board. We are most anxious to start on plans 
for the six-room addition to the present high 
school building for use in an improved 
elementary program after the new school at 
Eastern Is open, but ridiculous lawsuits have 
kept us at a standstill. We do appeal again to 
those who are Involved in filing these ground­
less suits to let us proceed for the benefit of all 
children tn the Right Beaver area." 

Two holdups in this and neighboring Knott 
county last week may have been staged by the 
same two men, state police believe. 

Last of the robberies was that of Mrs. Ar­
minta Clemons, owner of the Clemons Grocery 
at Garrett, from whom between $30 and $35 
were taken at gunpoint last Thursday night. 

The first was on the preceding Monday 
evening when the W. D. Smith Grocery at Four 
Mile, between Lackey and Mousie, on Jones 
Fork, was robbed of $70 cash and two endorsed 
checks.

At the Garrett store the 
shorter of the two waved a gun and ordered 
Mrs. C.emons, "Don't scream or nm," while 
the taller stood near the door. The store-owner 
had removed most of the day's receipts from 
the cash register before the robbers arrived. 
Neither man was masked. 

At Four Mile, the troopers were told, the 
taller of the two men wore a stocking over his 
face. The other asked for cigarettes. Behind 
him stood his companion, gun in hand. The 
shorter man held a knife to Smith's back while 
his cash register was being rifled, the report 
received here says. 

In both instances, the two men left afoot, but 
officers are checking the possibility that a third 
man may have waited in a getaway car, some 
distance from the scenes of the crimes. 

Several persons have been questioned, but 
officers have failed to uncover definite clues to 
the identity of the men.

$3.7 Million Asked 
By Glasgow Bidder 
Is Below Estimate 

The low base bid of $3,744,300 asked by James 
N. Gray Glasgow, Ky. contractor, for con­
struction of the Highlands Regional Hospital 
near here was accepted by the Economic 
Development Administration last Thursday 
afternoon, shortly after all bids submitted had 
been opened and studied. 

This quick approval came because the bid 
was $48,000 under all estimates. Yet final ap­
proval by other agencies connected with the 
construction program is not expected before 
another six weeks. 

Dr. George P. Archer, hospital board 
chairman, said this promises groundbreaking 
not later than March 1. 

The Glasgow contractor's bid was $504,000 
below the next low bidder. Other bidders were 
Akers and Akers, of Dana; Tenco, Inc., 
Atlanta, Ga., and G. W. Armstrong, of Ashland. 

Work will begin not later than 10 days after 
final approval of the bid. The contract provides 
for completion in two years. 

Addition of equipment will bring the total 
cost of the hospital to around $5.2 million. 

The 150-bed hospital, designed to bring the 
most modern diagnostic, medical and surgical 
services to the area, will be constructed on a 21-
acre tract, near Auxier. Once in operation, it Is 
expected to provide employment for 350 and a 
payroll of $1,350,000 a year, exclusive of the 
salaries of medical staff members.

Three Pike County Fires

'The bodies of the children 
were found in the living room of 
the home near a window, ac­
cording to Gene Hall, Pike 
county coroner. 

Mrs. Hatfield, who was 
hanging clothes in the backyard 
when she noticed the fll'e, tried 
to rescue the children but was 
unable to enter the dwelling 
because of flames, Hall said. 
Mr. Hatfield was away at the 
time. 

'The blaze began about 3 p.m. 
Friday and had destroyed the 
home before the Belfry 
volunteer fire department 
arrived. cause of the fire was 
not determined. 

'The family occupying the 
other half of the duplex was 
away at the time. 

Four persons died in a blaze 
Dec. 4 which destroyed a three­
room frame house on the 

Williamson road ill t11e Pikeville 
city limits. 

Arthur Collins, 29, his two 
sons, four-year-old James 
Ervin and 11knonth-old John 
Michael, and Leonard Goble 
perished in the fire. 

A fire Dec. 8 took the life of 
Mrs. Vada Wheeler when it 
destroyed her converted mobile 
home, about three miles from 
the first blaze.

Pike-Co. Operators 
Vote for Appeal 
Of NLRB Ruling 

'The Pike County Independent 
Coal Operators Association has 
voted unanimously to appeal a 
National Labor Relations Board 
decision on a United Mine 
Workers contract clause. 

Robert Holcomb, president of 
the association, said the NLRB 
decision was a reversal of its 
own decision after the first 
opinion had been appealed to a 
U. S. District Court of Appeals 
in Washington, D. C. 

'The U. S. Court remanded the 
previous decision back to the 
NLRB for further con­
sideration. 

Holcomb said the ob­
jectionable clause called for 80 
cents a ton royalty purchased 
by operators and ramp owners 
from non-union mines which 
were not paying the regular 40 
cents per ton royalty into the 
union lund. He said the clause 
was held slmilar to a protective 
wage clause which ~ NLRB 
ruled illegal in 1961 and then 
ruled the 8Q.cent clause also 
illegal and in violation of 
restraint of trade. 

'The operators contend the 
extra levy will force some of 
them to "go broke," if they have 
to meet the demands of the 
clause. Holcomb noted that the 
last NLRB decision was a split 
3-2.

General Accounting Office to 
investigate the operations of the 
state Division of Economic 
Opportunity. He asked a 
detailed study of how the 
division providu technical 
asststance to poverty 
prtlgl'IIIll), how It spends its 
money, and whether money has 
been used for political purposes. 

Donald Baker, chief counsel 
for the Education and Labor 
Committee, which Perkins 
heads, said in a telephone in­
terview that the information 
may be used in hearings 
Perkins plans to hold in Ken­
tucky after Jan. I. 

Perkins, be said, will appoint 
an ad hoc subcommittee within 
the next few days to conduct the 
hearings and look into charges 
about antii)Overty efforts in the 
state which Nunn made in 
testimony before the committee 
last month in Washington.

For 8 Counties 

HAZARD, Ky-A disputed plan to cr1'3te the 
biggest garbage disposal district ln Kentucky 
will be up for approval by the Kentucky River 
Health Planning Council at its meeting ln 
Lexington today. 

The proposal involves establishing a disposal 
system llnlting Perry, Letcher, Leslie, Knott, 
Breathitt, Lee, Owsley and Wolfe counties. 

The idea is to truck garbage from all over the 
area to a sanitary landfill at Hazard. 

The plan was referred to corrunittee at a Nov. 
20 m~ting of the Kentucky River Development 
District board of directors. But a week later, 
the executive corrunittee agreed to allow the 
group to apply for a $160,000 federal grant to 
finance the project. 

The grant would come from the Appalachian 
Regional Commission, and would be used to 
acquire land, develop sites, purchase equip­
ment, and train personnel.

If 
the rabbit bag limit, for instance, Ia reduced, it 
is done surely because the population of rabbits 
may he endangered. The length of the se81J0ns 
for all game is determined on the same basis. 
For instance, during the past gun deer hunting 
season, only deer with visible antler or antlers 
were permitted to he taken in 95 of the counties. 
This regulstion was not issued merely as a 
whim on the part of the Commission. Biologists 
who are assigned to study the deer conditions 
and the habitat available were of the opinion 
that most areas would support a few more deer 
than were available at the present time. By 
protecting the doe they were of the opinion, 
backed by sound biological research, that the 
deer population would be increased or a least 
held at the same level In these counties, not­
withstanding the approximately 10,000 that 
were believed to have been harvesb!d in the 
past season and the untold hundreds which fell 
victim to the speeding automobile, the 
spotlighting night hunter and packs of dogs. 

And so, when a person violates the fish and 
game laws of the state he is literally cutting 
down the game and fish which those very laws 
were designed to protect so thst it may be 
perpetuated for the present day hunters and 
those of the future. 

And so, the short.Uved victory the game law 
violator may enjoy will surely come back to 
him as a defeat for the very animal or fish that 
he so fondly likes to hunt or catch.

SELECTION AND CARE OF POINSETI1AS 

By FRANCES H. PITrS 

Handle your Christmas poinsettia with care 
if you want to enjoy it throughout the holiday 
season, suggests Jan Ahernathie, UK hor­
ticulturist. 

Poinsettias are very sensitive, Ahernathie 
points out. Sudden temperature changes, 
drafts, too cool or too warm temperatures, dry 
atmosphere, improper watering, or dim 
lighting can cause loss of leaves and withering 
of bracts. The bract, or modified leaf, is the 
showy part of the poinsettia, while the flowers 
are the tiny, yellowish balls in the center of the 
bract. 

Put your poinsettia in a place where it gets 
bright light (but not direct sun ) and where the 
air is not too dry. Keep the soil moist, always 
adding enough water to soak the soil to the 
bottom of the pot. But never let the poinsettia 
stand in water as this will damage the roots, he 
warns . 

Keep the poinsettia in a room where the 
temperature is uniform-in the 60 to 75 degree 
range. Keep the plant away from radiators, 
registers, fireplaces, outside doorways or 
window sills. 

What should you look for when selecting a 
poinsettia? If buying a poinsettia now, choose a 
plant that has good bract size and color. 
Depending on the plant, bracts may he red, 
white or pink. Bracts expand and color fully 
just before the tiny, yellowish flowers open. 

Buy a plant that is just beginning to flower 
and it will last longer, Ahernathie, points out. A 
poinsettia that is shedding pollen will soon 
begin to deteriorate. Pollen from the flowers 
appears as a yellowish powder on the bracts; if 
you see much of this, you 'll know the flowering 
period is almost over, he concludes.

COYOTES.-Men often think they are 
than nature; so a few years ago, they 
a campaign to wipe out the coyotes by 
poison, and they nearly succeeded. 

DYo•tes were created by nature to keep 
balances on the rodent populations, 
the rats, gophers, ground squirrels 

rabbits. So when the coyotes were 
to a dangerously low level, the rodents 

and did so much damage to the 
farms and ranches, men had to let up 
them. They let them increase again to 

the rodents. Once again the 
chorus of the coyotes may be heard in 
their old ranging grounds. 

RED WOLF.-This is one of the most 
wild animals of the U. S. but it is now 

to be extinct. This wolf bas red legs, a 
some red on neck, ears and flanks; 

truly magnificent but trapping, over­
and persecution by stockmen have 

perhaps wiped lt off the map. Some naturalists 
believe there may stU! be a few red wolves left 
in some of the southern national forests, like 
the o.&rks and Sam Houston and some others. 

Both the red and gray wolves were 
fascinating animals, well-known in pioneer 
times, but they have been wiped out over most 
of their former range. Wolves were designed by 
nature to maintain the proper balance of the 
herds of deer, moose and others of the big game 
animals. They capture and thin out the old, the 
sick, the injured; the young, robust deer can 
escape the wolf. 

THE GRAY WOLF.-This powerful animal is 
a huge, wild dog nearly siJ: feet long. It has 
practically disappeared from the U. S. It is 
also called "the timber wolf." It is gray, but in 
the Arctic regions It is white in color. The loud, 
eerie howls of the gray wolf were often beard 
by the pioneers and made some persons 
shudder. When this animal began to capture 
the livestock because it was driven by hunger, 
the pioneers made unrelenting war on It and 
wiped it out. Memories of the wolf still remain 
as many of the streams of the Tri-State region 
are named "Wolf Creek." 

THE RED-COCKADED WOODPECKER­
Men in their vaunted wisdom recommend that 
all the aged, diseased, doty and dying trees of a 
forest should be cut down and destroyed, but 
when this is done It destroys the nesting sites 
and food sources for many species of wild life, 
like the red-eockaded woodpecker and others. 
This bird bas a speclal adaptation; for coun­
tless ages, it bas lived in pine forests and has 
always built Its nest in an aged pine tree-<me 
that looks old and ready to die. Forestry 
practices demand that all such trees be cut and 
destroyed; so this bird is about to become 
extinct. It is a handsome woodpecker, with a 
ladder back, a white cheek and white throat; 
the male has a small red spot, an ear patch, 
called a red cockade, It is said that this bird 
will not nest in a pine tree until the tree is more 
than seventy years old; so modern forestry 
practices now threaten to wipe out this bird in a 
few more years.
