The oldtime farms back in the
country, where there used to be
plenty of trees iand plants to
furnish blooms, usually had sev-
eral beehivas;

The bees
pollinated the apple blossoms
and always assured plenty of
fruit; ‘they also pollinated the
farmer's corn and garden €rops.
There swere no “patent-gums’’ in
fha early days; the hives were
sawed oul of hollow black-gum
trees, some three feet long, and
roofed with boards. *'Cross-
sticks" were fasténed in the mid-
dle to support the weight of the
bees and honey. Small triangu-
lar doors were sawed in the bot-
tom of the gum to let the bees go
n and out. During the summer
season, a steady stream of bees
pould always be seen going out
or coming in; they kept the
farmer’s table supplied with
noney, the year around, and
there was usually @ surplus to
sell. But those old, romantic
days of the round bee-gums on
the farms are gone,

By
the time Pa got 1o the bouse, the
swarm was usually settled down
on the branch of Some apple
tree—so many of them in one
big mass they almost broke off
the tree limb.

It was then an easy matier to
get them put safely in the new
bee-gum. It was first wiped or
washed out with ecrushed green
peach-iree leaves, to impant an
odor that was said to please the
bees; then the limb was sawed
off gently by Pa and lowered
slowly with a rope fe the mouth
of the gum. The bees went
quietly in, following their queen.
Sometimes, however, the swarm
went wild and refused to setile
down. They would cirele in wild
confusion to gain altitude, then
take off to the woods, usually to
some hollow tree located in ad-
vance by the ‘‘bee scouts.” The
farmer was always chagrined to
lose & fine swarm of bees, es-
pecially in May when a ‘“‘swarm
was worth a staek of hay.”

Eastern Ky. Streams
Are Native Habitat
0f Unusual Minn_ow

The etheodoma saggita is not
nearly as jong as is its Latin
name. Known more familiarly
as the arrow darter, it is an ele-
gan'ly shaped, elaborately fin-
ned and riotously colored small
fsh. It lives In colonieés which
frequent the headwaters of the
streams of Eastern Kentucky,
but almost mnowhere e€lse in
America.

During the darter's annual
breeding season, May to July, its
calors dake on the spectrum
brilliance of a gorgeous tropical
fish,

The darter, along with its com-
panion, the drab-colored min-
now, is the objec¢! of an ecolog-
ical population study underway
by the Department of Zeoology
at the University of Kentucky.

The chief researcher is Vietor
A. Lotrich, whose doctoral the-
&8 will describe a study of the
community life of these two in-
digenous fishes.

Lotirich has selected a still un-
pollu‘ed stréeam in Robinson
Forest, Breathitt county, as the
site for his study. He says such
game fish as Big Mouth and
Rock Bass are known to begin
iife in such streams and con-
tinue to inhabit them.

“Catching a small-sfream bass
is something like hooking onto
a real fighting rainbow trout in
Colorado,” says Lotrich, a na-
tive of that state, and he claims
a lifetime association with the
figh'ing Rainbow,

Lotrich named the worst of the
predators that decimate small
youne fish communities as King-
fishers and raccoons, and the
most depredatory as the com-
mon wafer snake.

The UK researcher says a
single stream of the third order,
such as the one he is studying,
may contain up to 5,000 indi-
vidual fishes. Lotrich is study-
ing them both in the field and
in his laboratory at UK.

He wants to know about the
feeding habits of the fish, and

‘what elements contribute most

substantially to their communal
and individual growth, He is re-
lating growth rate to the type
and availability of nutriments
most favored by the iwo types
of Kentucky stream ifish.

Lotrich . has studied for seév-
eral years the ecological aspects
of fish populations, both in fresh
water and salt water.

“Fish communities,'” he said,
*aet in a manner not unlike that
of human eommunities. If some
familiar element s removed
from accessibility, the whole
community may react to the dep-
rivation and rebel to the extent
of deserting the stream entirely.

“The nature of the community
may undergo a complete change
when the community deserts its

: habitat. Chances are a new com-

munity ¢f fish may move into
the deserted areéa and take up
where the rebellious community
left off. ™

It is such behaviar and related
activities which have interested
Lotrich, He hepes to complete

‘his work and receive his degree

late this year.
