But one lure has been estab-
lishing quite a record with big
bass, I'm talking a:b@t the plas-
de worm.

Ideal spols for this lure are
where firees or bushes appear on
v in the water or where rocky
points drop into deep water. Cast
the worm near covar and let it
seitle until your line goes slack,
signifying the wormt is resifing
on the bottom—ar pessibly on
weeds, limbs or some other un-
derwater object.

Lower your rod tip, and slowly
reel the slack out of the line.
Raise your rod tip very slowly,
and if the worm appears to be
snagged, don't yank on it In-
stead, yield a foot o so of glack
‘ne and give your rod tip short,
upward flips.

Sometimes you'll get snagged.
On the other hand, if the snag
moves, it's not a snag—set the
hook! This frequently happens
because a bass follows the worm
as its settles, and picks it up
just as it hils bottom, sometimes
-n the way down.

You have to stay alert to what
that lure is doing all the time,
Jolting Slrikes arg rare on the
worm, Usually, it's just a gentle
jerking of your line as a bass
mouths the worm; eor your line
feels abnormal as a bass inhales
the worm angd heads for a place
o eat it,

Just remember this: anylime
vour; ling feels as it shoulgn't
—either tighter, looser, or no
fecl—sel the hook! 1 can't em-
phasize teo strongly that this
must be done with unbelievable
nower if you want to hold the
bigger bass. And T'Il #dell you
why. The bass has the worm

balled up mayle its mouth. This.
medng the hook is insulated by
all that worm, and this plastie
stuff is far tougher than the live
arlicle. So, o get that hook
(hrough all that worm, and drive
it into the bass’s tough jaw—you
wan’t eut the mustard with your
usnal hook-sefiing encegy.

Homer Cirele, Angling Editor
of Sports Afield Magazine, has
seen expent form fishermen ac-
tually fall off the boat seat from
the power they pul into seiting

There is little else 40 say about
tishing the worm, except these
pointers: When you refrieve,
cao-a-w-1 the worm over the bot-
fom as slowly as possible with-
out stopping it any longer than
the time reguired fo reel the
slack ocut of your line, You

c-r-a~w-l the worm by slowly
naising your rod tip, crank in
‘he slack line as you lower your
rod tip to the water, then
s-r-a-w-! the worm some more.

If you possess normal sensitiv-
ity, soon you will develop a feel,
a definite sensing of what the
worm is touching. Some develop
this awareness fo such a degree
that they can distinguish the
feel of rocks, mud, leaves or
brush,

A difference of opinion exists
on when to set the hook and
mozst of this comes from the var-
ious ways of rigging the worm.
My advise is (a) let the bass
have free line off your reel the
moment you feel lifs, and ()
count three before you sock it
fo him,

The most imporntant factor in
worm fishing is experience,
hours behind the rod, thousands
of casts to learn where bass are
found, and infinite patience as
you woeem your way into their

A new approach to reading
for the beginner which origin-
ated in England and spread to
schools in the United States is |
being closely watched as it is
taught in the McDowell ele-
mentary school,

The new teaching tool, per-
fected a few years ago by Sir
James Pitman, grand son of
the man who developed the
Pitman system of shorthand,
is designed to eliminate some
of the confusion with which
the beginner 18 beset when he
tries to associate sight and
sound of lefters in the tradi-
tional alphabet.

The new system, known as
the Initial Teaching Alphabet
(ITA), has 4 characters
which are made up of 24 con~
ventional letters, 14 which are
lettérs joined together to make
sounds, plus six new symbols
of letters.
