AV DIRECTOR
ASKS PROBE

Justice Department
Told KUAC Hearings
Violated Civil Rights

David Walls, of Prestonsburg,
acting director of the Appalach-
fan Volunteers, has requested a
federal investigation of the hear-
ings conducted by the Kentucky
Un-American Activities Com-
mitlee (KUAC), alleging that V-
olation of civil rights i ae—
cent KUAC hearings at
ville,

His request was made, in a
letter last week to Stephen J.
Pollack, assistant atforney gen-
eral in the Civil Rights Division,
U. 8. Department of Justice.

Wialls said violations game un-
der the Reconstruction Civil
Rights Act which protests pri-
vate citizens against the denial
of rights under federal laws.

#We believe these laws pro-
tect the right to be free from
intithidation or punishment for
claiming benefits under federal
or federally assisted programs
guaranteed ‘ugld er the Civil
Rights Act 1968, he wrote
Pollack.

“We believe these rights have
been flagrantly violated by Ken-
tucky officials aeting through|
KUAC and we belieyve that a
thorough investigation would
show that the KUAC investiga-
tion and the Pikewille hearings
represented a deliberate pre-
planned attack on the AVs and
the Pike County Citizens Asso-
cmt'ml designed to stop AV fed-
eral fnnds and suppress activily
in relation to federal programs."”

Walls said the first Pikeville
hearings were held in conflict
with the AV all-staff meeting in
West Virginia and that a request
for a change of date was re-
iected. He informed the Justice
Department that the KUAC is-
sued a “report’” calling for the
complete suppression of AV pro-
grams before the second hear-
ins were held and before the
transcript of the first hearings
were made available.

College To Use Gift
By Anonymous Donor

On Big Science Center

Dr. Thomas H. Johns, presi-
dent of Pikeville College. an-
nounced this week that an
anonymous gift of $100,000 has
heen received to be used in con-
structing the $2% million Sei-

“The 765,000-volt network will
become the world's most powers
ful and most eﬂlment when comi-
pleted in, 1972, La Fon said. He
oxplained that over 100 miles of
the 765-kv line would cross Ken-
tucky Power's service area, 1t
spans Eastern Kentucky, from
the Ohio River near Greenup tfo
Big Sandy Plant and south to
the ¥ Kentucky-Virginia border
near Eikhorn City. It intercon-
nects with Ohio Power to the

Utility Rate Boost
Okehed by Council

The City Council last Thurs-
day approved the raise in water
and gas rates here which was
recommended by the Municipal

Waler & Gas Commission on the |

basis of income needs outlined in
a report by Howard K. Bell, Con-
sulting BEingineers, Lexington.

The increase, confined mainly
to minimum rates, is intended
to boost revenues $38,720 above
the 1966-'87 income in order to
provide sufficient funds for the
two city-owned utilitles fo meet
projected operating costs, prin-
cipal and interest on existing
and new revenue bond issues,
provide required reserves and
make funds available for needed
extension to the existing utility
systems.

The water rate increases are:

Minimum (2,000 gallons per
month), from $2.25 to $3; next
3.000 gallons, from $1.20 to $1.25
per 1,000 gallons; next 5,000
gallons, from $1.05 to $1.15; next
5,000 gallons, from $1 to $1.10;
all other quantities up to 100,-
000 gallons, Increased 5¢ per 1,-
000 gallons above the previous
rate,

{ The only change in gas rates
was on the minimum (2,000
cubic feet). This item was ine
creased from $2 to $2.95 W
month.
| Gas rates outside the corpors
ate limits of Prestonsburg also
were unchanged, except for the
minimum change from $2.40 to
$3.30. %
. The sewer system fee of 70
percent of the net water billing
to all customers stood un-
changed.

Last week's increase in rates
was the first made since A

Another characteristic of re-
tarded workeps is their
punctuality. At Remco Indus-
tries in Harrison, N. J., one
of America’s leading toy
manufacturers, the absen-
teeism of the retarded is less
than 2 per cent compared to
the general plant rate of 7
per cent. Furthermore, the re-
tarded workers’ lateness fig-
ure is 5 per ecent below the
plant average. During a heavy
snowstorm several years ggo,
a retarded woman worker was
the only one, other than the
owner and foreman, who
showed up.

“Sure, had doubts—I never
dreamed it would work out so
well,"” admits Remco President
Saul Robbins, who began hir-
ing retarded employees in
1956, “1 know one mentally re-
tarded woman who leaned on
the shoulder of her father for
27 vears, To-day, when she

morning and leaves in the
afternoon, leaning on her
shoulder for guidance is a
blind man. 1 was privileged
to be part of this miracle.”

Despite th e assets of re-
tarded workers, many em-
ployers still resist hiring them.
Unfortunately, many people
don't understand what mental
retardation is, confusing it
with menta! illness. But the
handicaps are entirely differ-
ent. Mental illness is a dis-
order of the personalily or
emotions, the mind is “sick.”

Mental retardation, on the

otheér hand, is an impairment
of the mind or intellect—a
failure to develop mormally.
The degree of retardation
ranges widely from mild to
severe. Many mildly retarded
persons develop skills and
aptitudes which exeel those of
normal persons.
Today 2 million mentally
retarded persons are working
in private industry. A million
more of America's 6 million
retarded could be usefully em-
ployed, the U. S. Department
of Labor recently reported, I
properly trained, at least 83
per cent of the retarded be-
tween 16 and 64 could help
support themselves.

In fact, many men and
women with this widely mis-
understood handicap show
better attendance and safety
records and better job. atti-
tudes after training than do
some normal workers.

Because of the soaring birth
rate, the number of persons
whose minds stopped growing
before their bodies is increas-
ing in the U, 8. About 126,000
babies born this year will be
diagnosed as retarded In
future years, many will enter
the job marketf.

During the past few years,
more has bheen done for the
retarded in America than in
the past few centuries. But
although 50 per cent more re-
tarded obtained jobs this year
than last year, the #frend is
only in its infancy. Too many
job doors are still clamped

But as President Johnson
reminds, “Equality of oppor-
tunity in America must never
be restricted by an IQ num-
ber,” Sargent Shtiver, who
was Director of the Office of
Economic Oppertunity, adds,
“It's high time we stopped
selling the retarded short and
started looking at what we
are doing — or not doing — to
train them for work which
they are perfectly capable of
performing!”

Little or Big?

When a history of eur present-
day America is wristen, there
will have to be a chapter on the
‘passmg of small things. Whether
this is wholly bad or wholly
good, 1 will not say, for I do not
know. Anyway, when we look
back to earlier periods in our
lives, we who are past middle-
age, it is nearly always of small
things that we find ourselves
thinking,

. Suppose we begin with our na-
five communities. In my pas-
®ion dfor studying maps, es-
pecially those made 40 or 50
years ago, I am somewhat
amused by the smallness of such
areas as my own Fidelity com-
muhity.

Loss of Birds Is Appalling

but to other forms of wildlife.
We are also losing far too
many birds on their fall and

gcaused by  the modern struc-
tures man has erected on or
near their flyways, Roger Tory
Peterson, authar of “Field Guide
to the Birds,” recently wrote:
“A single felevision tower can
wipe out thousands of birds in
oune night; an ice storm can also
destroy millions of birds; so can
hurricanes wipe them out in
vast numbers."”

Last September, when the
birds were flying south in a
nurry, nearly 6,000 were killed
in a single night by flying into
two high TV iowers at Nash-
ville, Tenn. The whole area
around the towers was litlered
with dead birds, mostly warb-
lers, which migrate by night, A
Nashville woman who was ap-
palied by this sad loss, gathered
up as many dead birds as she
could and put them in cold stor-
age: she sends them out to sci-
entists and museums for study
of their fall plumage and the
sex of each, She says, *Our
freezer is still full of the poor
little victims; I have embalmed
a large collection of specimens
for future study.™

Figure this loss wholesale: If
nearly 6,000 birds were killed in
one night at the Nashville TV
lowers, how many do you sup-
poge ! were killed all over the
United States doring last fall's
migrations.

Tall buildings, lighthouses and
other modern structures kil
multiplied thousands of birds on
migration, Probably as many as
10,000 birds have been killed by
fiving into the Washington mon-
ament, which towers 555 feet
and is on the flyway of several
sirds. One morning, 150 dead
warblers were found at the fooli
of the Washington monument;

cause of the death of multiplied

T he northern migration in |
spring presents even more haz-
ards for the birds. While high
towers take a heavy toll of the
spring migrants, their worst
enemy is sudden cold snaps,

which may coat their wings with
ice and cause them to have 1o
come down. Many of these
spriug migrants are heading for
the Far North to rear their fam- |
ilies and they offen run into se-
vera ice storms that destroy
multiplied thousands 6f them.
One severe storm over Lake
Michizan once struck a flock of

Swans |
lyv highsr in migration than
most ofher birds, several miles |
ahove the earth, so high they |
cannot be seen, This great flock |
flew. inth an iee storm; which

coated thejr wings and brought |

them down, erippled, frozen,'

worn down by exhaustion. 8o
many swans fell they covered
most of four counties; those thal
weren't killed, were so cold and
exhausted, they didn’t try to es-
cape when people ran to them o
club them to death. Many were
killed, but a few kind-hearted
persons picked up many of the
nalt-irozen birds, carried them
home and tried to save their
ives.

Birds such as purple martins,
barn swallows, scariet tanagers
and bluebirds often come back
a little too early and many are
irozen to death by a sudden cold
snap in early April, As many as
seven dead martins were picked
up under a large martin house
one cold spring. The birds alse
starve during cold springs, as
the weather keeps insects from
fiying and the birds can find no
wod. A man found a martin Iy~
mg on the ground, too weak to
ty; it was wasied away to
“*skin and bone,’”” as the weather
had been too cold for the in-
sects to fly out,

We need to develop a greater
feeling of sympathy for our
feathered f{riends who come
back after the long winter is
over to fill the land with musie
and joy but often meet a tragic
death from many disasters,
