Some of the Prestonsbll.l'g flood­
wall repairs and improve-ments 
asked of the city of Prestonsburg 
by the Huntington District, Corps 
of Engineer<>. are being made, 
and others will be made, but some 
cannot be undertaken at city ex­
pense. Mayor George P Archer 
said this week. 

The imprO\ emenr that \\ill not 
he undertaken by tho city, Dr. 
Archer said, is the guard fence 
asked by the Corps of Engineers 
to top the cribbed wall built dur­
ing construc1ion of the Tourist 
Information Center, in the Vicini­
ty of the flood protection instal­
lation. 

" The fence is needed, but we 
didn't create the hazard. This 
was done by 1the state. Besides, 
we do not .have the money to do 
the work," the mayor said. 

The clearing of brush and weeds 
from the banks of the levee and 
the outlet channel. which was 
suggested, was being done this 
week. Replacement of one or 
more bearings in Pump No. I, 
which is noisy when running, also 
will be made by the city, it was 
said. So will a missing belt in 
the pedestal of the gate operating 
mechanism.

There "ag a time when we naively associated 

a U.S. highwa>· with a good, modern thoroughfare, 
wide enough, straight enough and smooth enough 
to tra~el. 

That was IJefore 1'. S. 2:3 di~illusioned us with 
the unpleaRant truth that a road IJy any other name 
could l>e mu<:h better. 

U. S. 2:3 has been a bottleneck on the way from 
Detroit to Miami for years now. Not all of the route 
is in disrepair, poorly designed and ill-kept, but the 
eastern Kentucky and the western Virgill'ia sections 
are miserable- rough, crooked, narrow. 

Federal funds are availabr!e through the Ap­
palachian Regional Commission to correct the situa­
tion, but the work moves slowly. Kentucky has built 
a.t least two modern turnpikes since the Appa'iach­
tan funds became available. Two or three others 
are planned, and they will be completed before 
U.S. 23 gets its clue, unless Frankf01t and;or Wash­
ington step up the pace on this main north-south 
artery of traffic, 

The worl< on U. S. 2:l was correebly begun on 
an unimproved sect-ion from Louisa to Paintsville, 
extending what passes as a modern highway on 
from the Kentucky-Ohio border southward. A two­
lane section that also passes a.. a modern highway 
exists between Paintsville. That gets the visitor 
from the north as far as PresbonsbuT'g, without en­
countering the rather harro-w1ing experience of U.S. 
23 at its worst, which is the section between Pres­
tonsburg and Pikeville. 

But the improvement of the route does not ex­
tend in unbroken sequence from Pr!*lt<>nsburg to­
ward Pikeville. Now it has jumped to Pikeville, 
from which point the highway-builders apparently 
plan to work back toward PrestonsBurg and on 
southward toward the Kentucky-Viirginia line. 

We accept that bit of leapfrogging in construc­
tion, e1 en though its soundness is not readily ap­
parent. But we cannot continue to try to appear 
satisfied with the continued delay in getting action 
on the highway, starting with the end of the im­
proved highway here in Prestonsbuvg. 

Every time that miserable stretch of U.S. high­
way between Prestonsburg and Allen~ one of the 
moot-travelled in E a stern Kenttlcky - is en-
countered, one becomes more dJssatisfted. 1

What makes the improvement so urgent is the 
J'act that Kentucky ·has, over a period of years, ad­
vertised Jenny Wiley's camping area. As a comle­
quence, campers from Ohio, Mich•igan, other states 
have come here, expeoting s<>mething special. They 
ll'ave left, disgruntled, somebimes obviously angry, 
later to tell othern to give Jenny Wiey's camping 
<area a wide bet1:h. And that sort of advertising 
tends to keep even non-oompers away. 

If it has not already done so, it will reduce the 
number of visitors to the park, although Jenny Wil­
ey is, on the whole, one of the finest in Kentucky's 
great parks sy!!tem. What has been a l)righ t tourism 
picture begins to darken.

One of the current commercials 
we see on telev~sion says "you've 
come a long way, baby." This 
applies to the Kentucky Highway 
System. 

Originally, Kentucky was a dis­
trict of Virginia. Because of i.ts 
renrote location, communication 
wHh the seat of state government 
was praotioally nonexistent. This 
situation eventually Jed to Ken· 
tucky becoming an independent 
state in its own right. 

In 1748 Virginia, by legislative 
action, requi·red all roads to and 
from, the court house of each 
county, and roads to aU public 
mills and ferries, to be well 
cleared from woods, bushes arnd 
other obstructions and ,that all 
roots be well grubbed up for a 
30 foot width. This was adopted 
by the Kentucky legislature. 

Virginia had a law rega-rding 
work on the highways that was­
also adopted by t h e Kentucky 
legislature.
