Mr. Gibson said that all cities will not
receive the service at the same time, but
that it should be available to all by mid-
1971. Total expenditure for the expansion
includes the building, dial and toll equip-
ment, and outside plant facilities.

The company has 141 employees in
Paintsville. As a result of the expansion
program, five additional pesitions have
been created.

Western Electric Company will install
the equipment in the building.

Ten Western Electric employees are now
working in Paintsville, and the number
could go as high as 50 as the equipment is
installed in the new building next year.

In all, South Central Bell plans the ex-
penditure of $52,100,000 this year in Ken-
tucky. Items in this county included in this
overall program are an addition to the
company building at McDowell and ex-
tension of the Kentucky Educational
Authority (ETV) closed circuit television
network to Prestonsburg Community
College.

Pupil’s Rights Rule

Delayed for

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley has post-
poned a ruling on the temporary injunction
granted John Luxmore, against Lloyd
Stumbo, the Floyd County Board of
Education and Spperintendent of Schools
Charles Clark until opposing counsel file
briefs in the case.

The hearing on the injunction was held
last Friday, two days after Luxmore had
filed for the restraining order. Briefs are
due in Judge Conley’s hands by Friday of
this week.

The elder Luxmore’s petition for a
restraining order said Stumbo, principal of
MecDowell high school, had established a
rule to the effect that fighting by a student
was punishable by an automatic E, or
failing grade, in conduct not only for the
six-wek period in which the offense was
committed but for the entire school year.

John Paul Luxmore, 17-year-old senior at
the school, was engaged on or about Nov.
18, in a fight, but it was claimed he fought in
self-defense. The petition claimed he was
given an E in conduct, without hearing, and

as a result was suspended for the entire
school year from all extra-curricular ac-
tivities and privileges. This involved, it was
contended, the loss of the right to:

Ride the school bus to athletic events and
field activities; go on the senior trip to
Washington, D. C.; participate in and at-
tend school and the junior-senior prom and
other dances; participate in intra-mural
sports; to be a member of clubs and attend
chapel and convocation programs.

Plaintiff alleged that the rule is
“‘capricious, unreasonable, discriminatory
and arbitrary’’ in that it violates the
Kentucky constitution by failing to allow
the rights of self-defense or to seek safety
and that it also violates the U. S. con-
stitution in that it failed to permit the
student due process of law and inflicted
exessive punishment.

The petition says young Luxmore is an
above-average student and that, except for
the violation in question, had a record of
good conduct.

Chalmer H. Frazier, adn.aistrator of the
Highlands Hospital Corp., said EDA of-
ficials and other friends and leaders of the
move for a regional hospital will par-
ticipate in the program.

Shape of the hospital structure is already
apparent, with- excavation of its basement
almost complete. The James M. Grey
Construction Co., Glasgow, Ky., con-

tractor, already has some equipment at the

site and more is being moved in. Piling to a
depth, in places, of 50 feet, has been driven
to bedrock, preparatory to foundation
work. An earth-fill of the site also is under
way.

The hospital structure will consist of a
ground floor plus four floors, and will be
built for three additional floors to be added.
The structural frame will be reinforced
concrete and steel, with steel joist floor
construction. The exterior will be brick
and precast concrete aggregate panels.
The building will be completely air-
conditioned and heated by a chilled-hot
water system, with individual patient
control in bedrooms.

The 150-bed hospital will contain a
coronary care unit with all the modern
monitoring and lifesaving equipment.
There also will be an intensive care unit
and a recovery room. The hospital will
contain three operating rooms for major
surgery.

The extensive emergency room will
contain an additional three operating
rooms for minor surgery, and will be fully
equipped with modern lifesaving equip-
ment.

The laboratory will be equipped with
automated equipment to permit
multiphasic screening of large groups of
people. Included in the equipment will be

EARANCE
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The Law Gets “the Runaround”

(A guest editorial by William O. Newman, Public Safety Com-
missioner)

Guilty! . ..

“But not as charged,” seems to be a persistent and far-too-
frequent practice by some Kentucky courts when dealing with the
drunk driver.

And, sometimes, this whole business of looking for ways to amend
an arresting officer’s complaint against the tipsy motorist threatens
to stretch the broad credibility gap to a chasm we cannot span.

For instance, in a case heard in one Kentucky court, the judge took
a novel approach, if nothing else.

The motorist was convicted. But not of driving while intoxicated,
as he had been originally charged. Instead, he was found guilty of an
equipment violation.

The language, meaning and intent of the two laws involved here
have nothing in common. While | would agree that a bottle of
whiskey or a six-pack of beer might, under certain circumstances,
be improper equipment for safe vehicle operation, it is hard to un-
derstand how such a charge could ever grow out of a drunk driving
offense.

Unless, of course, the whole idea is to defeat the point system

~which would have revoked that driver’s license, if the original

charge had been sustained, and taken him off the road before he
kiiled himself or someone else.

Certainly, the interests and safety of the community aren‘t served

- when any drunk driver is allowed to keep his license under the guise

that he deserves another chance because it was a first offense—often
not the case at all—or just because the court wants to give him a

" break.

If anyone gets the break, it's going to be the other fellow who
dies—when the “‘break’ is a broken neck. And, don‘t think it couldn‘t
happen to you. It could.

Of 6,677 drunks arrested by state troopers during 1969, only 3,500
were convicted of that offense. These 3,500 lost their licenses. But
what about the rest? ,

Seven per cent—or 456—didn’t even get their hands slapped; the
charges against them were filed away or dismissed. Most of the
remainder—37 per cent, or 2,444—are back behind the wheel after
having been fined for some lesser offense. Drinking beer on a public
highway, reckless driving, drunk in a public place and disorderly
conduct were the legal escape hatches most often used by courts to
evade handing down a drunk driving conviction.

And, yet, the public doesn’t seem to care—although they should.
Nearly half of the drunks arrested on highways last year are out
there right now. If only 50 per cent decide fo drink and drive again
thisiyeae,"and just half of that number cause one fatality each, 794
Kentuckians are going to die before the year is over.

Unfortunately, there isn’t much that the individual police officer
can do about it. He can make the arrest. But citizens, themselves,
are the real enforcers. Unless every citizen demands, loudly and
emphatically, that officials in his community stand 100 per cent
behind strict, letter-of-the-law enforcement of our point system and
drunk driving laws, there will never be any real safety on Ken-
tucky’s highways.

You’ll just have to cross your fingers and hope that one of those 794
deaths this year doesn’t furn out to be you!

Arizona Assay
Upholds Gold
Find Report

Reports published in The Times, a few
months ago, that pay-dirt had been struck
in gold and silver, in Lawrence county,
were subsequently attacked, and this at-
tack was met this week by an assay cer-
tificate from the Arizona Testing
Laboratories, Phoenix, Arizona.

The certificate, sent to Homer Neeley,
Milford, O., was Laboratory Report 6889 on
Sample No. 3, and it showed that the
sample submitted assayed 59.6 ounces of
gold per ton. At $35 an ounce the per-ton
yield was valued at $2086.

Mr. Neeley said the ore sample tested -

was from Vein No. 5 on the Neeley and
Jordan properties in Lawrence county, and
that this is the first analysis made from this
vein. The mining which has already been
done, he added, is from Vein No. 2.

Although No. 2 vein yielded only 7 ounces
of gold per ton, he said ore was trucked to
Cincinnati for smelting, and that it was
done at a profit.

Mr. Neeley emphasized that his firm has
no stock to sell.

Park Managers
Told New Role
As ‘Vigilantes’

' Parks Director James Host urged all
state park employes in a meeting last week
at Kentucky Dam Village to become
‘“vigilantes” and stamp out pollution
wherever they find it.

“The war has to start someplace,” he
said, ‘““and for those of us in the Kentucky
park system, it starts here and now.”

Host told a meeting of state park
managers that when they spotted an area
where environmental decay begins to set
in, do something.

“If it’s within your control as park
manager, handle it yourself,"” he urged. “If
it’s beyond your control, pick up the hot line
and call me.”

Host said this ‘‘doesn’t take money and it
doesn’t take an act of Congress. It takes
you. Only you can make Kentucky’s best
even better.”

He pointed out that President Nixon,
through the Department of Interior,
recently created an ‘‘environmental early
warning system’” under which the
department watches for problems likely to
create pollution and attempts to correct
them.

As of today, he continued, the ‘“‘Kentucky
Department of Parks becomes an extension
of this early warning system.”

“Each of us must become a vigilante in
our home territory . . . Our territories are
more than our own parks. They include the
lands surrounding them and touching upon
them,” he said.

He called the state’s parks one of the few
areas dedicated to the preservation of
nature and promised there will be more
preserves, more forests, and more state
parks.

‘“Those working in the state parks this
summer,’’ he said, “‘are in a position to lead
the growing number of people who have
made the ecological choice—the choice of
fighting to preserve man’s environment.”

Accumulations of cans and other waste
are at almost every farm in the county, it
has been pointed out. Many of these
householders have no truck in which to haul
away this waste, and if they did they have
no place to put it.

Said one:

“Idon’t want to have cans and jugs in the
creek, and I don’t want them piled around
my place—but where can I put them?”

The county has four garbage dumps, but
these fail to serve most areas.

The solid waste disposal problem is not
peculiar to Floyd county. The upper
Kentucky River valley has either applied
for, or been granted, federal funds to cope
with problems of its communities. In
Johnson county a study is being made of the
feasibility of using abandoned mines as a
storage place.

WHEREAS, the Board of Water Com-
missioners of the Sandy Valley Water
District, of Floyd and Pike Counties,
Kentucky, has heretofore determined that
the promotion and preservation of the
public health, safety and general welfare of
said District and of all of its citizens and
inhabitants require the construction and
installation of a new District waterworks

WHEREAS, the District is by concurrent
proceedings providing for the issuance of
its Water Revenue Bonds for the purpose of
defraying the costs (not otherwise
provided) of constructing said system in
the manner provided by KRS 74.370 and
KRS 96.350-510, and

WHEREAS, in and by said statutes it is
required that rates or charges for services
of the District waterworks system be
prescribed and maintained so as to provide
for the payment of the interest upon and
principal of said bonds as the same become
due, and also to pay operating and main-
tenance costs, as well as to create a
depreciation fund, and

WHEREAS, the District has entered into
a contract, as amended and supplemented,

" with the City of Pikeville, Kentucky,

whereby the District will purchase water
from said City at a reasonable rate, and
- WHEREAS, it is necessary at this time

that a schedule of rates for District water

service be prescribed and that provision be
made for the collection thereof,

NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF

B. Water Connection Charges. For all
customers who signed or have signed
written applications accompanied by the
deposit prescribed above, upon the con-
ditions set out above, prior to the date when
construction of water lines available to the
respective premises of such customers
have been completed, no separate con-
nection fee, other than said $25.00 deposit,
shall be charged to such customers at the

~ times that their respective properties are

connected to the waterworks system of the
District. For all customers who have not
signed such written application and-or who
have not paid the deposit prescribed above
prior to the time of the availability of the
respective water lines as set out above, the

- connection charge shall be an amount equal

to the actual cost of making such con-

SECTION 2. MONTHLY WATER
RATES.

There shall be and there are hereby
established from and after the effective
date of this Resolution, monthly rates or
charges for the water supplied by the

SECTION 3. RIGHTS ON PAYMENT OF
WATER CONNECTION CHARGES.

Water connections shall be made
available to the owners of any premises
(residential, commercial or industrial)
abutting upon any street, road, alley, public
way or easement in which a water line is
constructed by the District within 150 feet
of such water line.

Any and all property owners to whom
such lines are so available shall be entitled
to a water connection upon timely payment
of the prescribed water connection charge
as set out above. )

Any and all owners of properties where
the property line or easement is located
more than 150 feet from a water line shall
be entitled to the same privilege by paying
the additional cost of bringing a water line
the additional distance, in excess of 150
feet, to his property line or easement.

SECTION 4. RIGHTS ON PAYMENT OF
CONNECTION CHARGE; PAVEMENT
REPLACEMENT.

The payment by property owner(s) of the
prescribed water connection charge shall
entitle the owner of such property to have a
water line brought to the edge of his
property line or easement, and said charge
includes the cost of replacing any
pavement which may be disturbed on any
dedicated public streets or ways during
construction. Such property owner, if he
desires water service, must bear the cost
(including replacement of any pavement
which may be disturbed on his premises
during the construction) of running a water
line from the building located on his
premises to the point in said property line
or easement where the District has brought
the water line.

SECTION 5. COSTS OF INSTALLATION
AND INDEMNIFICATION.

All costs, expenses and responsibility
incident to installation, connection and use
of water lines from the outlet side of the
respective water meters to such respective
premises where such respective water lines
are brought to serve such premises and
extending to the respective buildings on
such premises, shall be borne by the
respective property owners, who shall
further indemnify the District from any
loss or damage that may directly or in-
directly be occasioned by the installation of
such lines. All water connections shall be
made under the supervision of the
Superintendent of said waterworks system
in accordance with the rules and
regulations of the Kentucky Department of

- SECTION 6. RATESARE EXCLUSIVE -

OF SALES TAX.

The foregoing rates are rates to be
charged by the the District, and any ap-
plicable State sales tax shall be added to
each bill as a separate charge.

SECTION 7. EFFECTIVE DATES FOR
WATER CHARGES.

The foregoing water rates and charges
shall be effective as to all water customers
beginning on the respective dates upon
which water service is sufficiently
available to the water premises of the
respective customers to enable such
customers to connect their premises to the
waterworks system of the District. Such
system shall be considered sufficiently
“available” to any premises which abut
upon any street, road, alley, public or
private way or easement in which there
exists a water line of said system, capable
of supplying water service to such
premises, where a water line has been
brough to the edge of the property line or
easement of such premises within the
meaning of Section 3 hereof, such date to be
determined either upon the date of actual
connection of said premises with such
water line or on a date ten (10) days after
the District furnishes such customer notice,
either by personal written notice or by
notice published in a local newspaper of
general circulation through the District, to
the effect that water service is available to
such premises, whichever date is earlier.

SECTION 8. ALL CUSTOMERS
METERED; NO FREE SERVICE.

It shall be mandatory for all customers of
the waterworks system to be metered. No
one shall receive or be entitled to free water
service or to any such service without
paying the full rates herein specified. The
schedule of rates herein prescribed for
monthly water service shall be uniformly
charged to all customers of the waterworks
system of the District. No customer shall
resell water except uner the terms of a
special contract executed with the District.

SECTION 9. METERS READ MON-

. THLY.

Water meters shall be read monthly
commencing on the 20th day of each
calendar month or as soon thereafter as
weather and other conditions and cir-
cumstances may reasonably permit, and
such reading shall continue as ex-
peditiously as possible until all of the
meters have been read.

In the event that upon the occasion of a
monthly meter reading, it is found that the
meter of a customer is defective or non-
operative, such water bill shall be com-
puted on the basis of the average monthly
water consumption of such customer shown
by the three preceding monthly meter
readings, provided that if no such readings
are then available, the applicable water bill
may be computed on the basis of an
estimate of water consumption, estimated
by the Superintendent of the waterworks
system, subject to adjustment upward or
downward according to the average of the
next three succeding monthly meter
readings.

SECTION 10. DEPOSITS APPLICABLE
TO FUTURE CUSTOMERS OTHER THAN
RESIDENT PROPERTY OWNERS.

Subject to the provisions of Section 1
hereof, and apart from the requirements of

unpaid charges, shall be refunded to such
customer, his heirs or assigns, whenever
such customer notifies the District legally
to disconnect or terminate service to such
customer.

SECTION 11. OWNERS PAY CON-
NECTION CHARGES; OCCUPANTS PAY
RATES.

Connection charges, where applicable,
shall be the personal obligation of the

owners of the respective properties. All

water charges, other than connection
charges, shall be the personal obligation,
collectible by law, of the occupant of the lot,
property or building receiving the benefits
of such use and service so long as the same
continues, and the satisfaction of the
Yiability by any party shall be a discharge
the liability for which the payment is
de.
SECTION 12. MULTIPLE USERS.
Where two or more tenants or occupants
(of different rental units) of property are
served by a single water meter, the water
rates and charges shall be the personal
obligation, collectible by law, of the person
or persons who apply for such service and,
where applicable, make the required
deposit. Such occupants may each obtain a
separate meter, and in the event that such
multiple unit property is served by a single
meter, each of such occupants shall be
blled his proportionate (to the number of
users and not to the quantity used) share of
the water charges applicable to such
property, and each shall constitute a
separate user and be billed accordingly,
and in any event, not less than the
minimum rate(s) herein prescribed. The
computation of the water consumption
above the amount allowed in the minimum
bill to such water users shall be made the
same as if only one customer occupied the
entire property; provided, however, that a
motel may be billed through a single water
meter, according to the applicable water
rates for the amount of water so consumed.
Any customer may file an application for a
separate water meter and upon payment of
the applicable connection fee and deposit
therefore, the District shall install a
separate water meter for such applicant, in
which event such applicant will be billed at
the water rate applicable to the usage of
water recorded by such separate meter.
SECTION 13. REVISION OF RATES.
The schedule of rates and charges
prescribed in this Resolution shall be
revised from time to time, and whenever
required shall be increased, so as to
produce income and revenues from the
waterworks system adequate to comply

_ with such covenants and agreements as
* may be made by the Distriet in connection
" with the Revenue Issue financing

referred to herein.

SECTION 14. BILLING; COLLECTION;
PENALTIES.

The rate or charges aforesaid shall be
billed monthly on or about the first of each
month, and all bills for such service shall be
considered due and payable ten days after
rendition. If a bill is not paid as aforesaid
within such ten-day period, there shall be
imposed a penalty on each bill not so paid,
in an amount equal to ten percent (10 per
cent) of the charges (other than sales tax)
shown on the face amount of said bill not so
paid. If a bill is not paid within the first
thirty-day period after said due date, the
charges shown on such bill shall be deemed
delinquent, and the attorney for the Water
District is hereby authorized and directed
to enforce and collect any such charges
remaining delinquent for a period of thirty
days. If the deadline date falls on a Sunday
or a legal holiday, the bill shall be deemed
to be timely paid if paid on or before the
next secular day thereafter.

SECTION 15. DELINQUENCY;
DISCONNECTION OF WATER SERVICE;
RECONNECTION; RE-
ESTABLISHMENT.

If a bill is not pzaid after remaining
delinquent for thirty days, the Superin-
tendent of the waterworks system shall
thereupon turn off the water of such user
according to the current practices existing
at the time of the turn-off for water
delinquents and may further enjoin use of
the water facilities of the District by said
customer until payment in full is made. If
the deadline date falls on a Sunday or legal
holiday, such deadline shall not expire until
the next secular day thereafter. If water
service is disconnected by the District by
reason of delinquency in the payment of
any water bill, reconnection of such service
shall not be made until the owner or user
pays all charges and penalties owed, plus
the amount of Five Dollars ($5.00) as a
disconnection and reconnection charge. If
water service is discontinued at the request
of the water customer at a time when such
customer is not delinquent in the payment
of any charges, then reconnection of such
water service shall not be made until the
customer pays all charges and penalties
owed plus the amount of Ten Dollars
($10.00) as a re-establishment charge.

SECTION 16. DEPOSIT IS NO EXCUSE
FOR DELINQUENCY.

The foregoing provisions are intended to
and shall apply regardless of the
availability of any initial deposit required
by this Resolution.

SECTION 17. RECORDS AND AUDITS.

The rates, rentals and charges for the use
of and services rendered by the District
waterworks system shall be billed and
collected by the District, and the full
amount of the proceeds for such service
shall be deposited as received and set aside
into the appropriate fund as the Superin-
tendent of the system may designate, but
subject to any different designation which
may be made in any proceeding relating to
the issuance of Revenue Bonds. The
records of the District with respect to
charging, billing, collecting and accounting
for water service shall be audited at least
once each twelve months by an independent

the District waterworks system.

SECTION 18. SEVERABILITY.

If any clause, provision, paragraph or
section of this Resolution be ruled void or
unenforceable by any court of competent
jurisdiction, the remainder thereof is in-
tended to be adopted and shall be in full
force and effect notwithstanding.

SECTION 19. ALL FORMER
PROVISIONS REPEALED; EFFECTIVE
DATE OF RESOLUTION.

All district resolutions, orders, motions,
or parts thereof, insofar as same may be in

Dodson Says Nunn and Assembly
‘Turned Their Backs On Teachers’

LOUISVILLE, KY—By turning their
backs on public-school needs, Governor
Louie B. Nunn and the General Assembly
have made 1970 ‘“‘a low-water mark for
education in Kentucky,” Dr. J. M. Dodson,
Kentucky Education Association (KEA)
executive secretary, has charged.

During its 60-day session the legislature
failed to act on and the governor failed to
support nearly every aspect of KEA’s four
equal legislative priorities, Dodson noted.
Of those priorities, only some permissive
fringe benefit measures, limited ad-
justments in the restrictive tax-rollback
law, and token salary increases were ap-
proved by lawmakers.

Legislative and gubernatorial inaction
provoked 25,000 of the state’'s 32,000
teachers and administrators to take part in
a six<day work stoppage during Ilate
February and early March and produced a
call for a sanctions investigation, now in
process by the National Education
Association (NEA), against Kentucky.

In a preliminary report the sanctions
investigation team said its findings to date
“indicate that Kentucky public schools are
plagued with severe educational
deficiencies” and that “‘the educational
future of this state is in serious jeopardy.”
The preliminary probe is continuing to
determine if a fullscale investigation
should take place.

KEA’s four equal priority points, and
legislative action or inaction on each, were:

1. A law guaranteeing local associations
the right of professional negotiation with
boards of education, The PN bill (HB 215)
passed the House 78 to 8 but was tabled in
the Senate (SB 270) by a 21-to-17 vote.

2. Removal of the limitation on local
school-tax rates. HB 522, which would have
given property-tax relief of not more than
10 cents a year to a maximum increase of 20
cents, died in the House appropriations and
revenue committee. Passed were two
measures that relax rollback-law
restrictions to a limited extent—HB 498,
which allows assessment growth on
existing property to be counted for
schooltax purposes, and SB 231, which
allows the seven school districts that were
not at the $1.50 maximum tax-rate when the

rollback law was passed in 1965 to levy a.

rate as if they had been at the maximum.
3. Fringe benefits (group insurance,
personal leave, sick leave, sabbatical
leave, and optional retirement on full
benefits after 30 years service regardless of
age). All but the sabbatical leave measure
(HB 60), which died in the Senate education
committee after being approved by the
House, were passed although all but the
group-insurance measure were watered
down from the original KEA proposals.
The group insurance bill, HB 49, allows

local school boards to:form @ployees into "

a group or groups to obtain group life,
disability, medical, dental, @r any group
insurance, with the boards paying all or
any part of the premium on the policies.

The personal leave bill, HB 61, permits
school boards to grant employees no more
than three personal leave days a year for
reasons designated by the board and
without affeeting sick leave.

The sick leave bill, HB 142, raises the
minimum number of accumulated sick
leave days that may be used in any school
year from 20 to 60, retaining the present
provision that boards may authorize a
greater number of days to be accumulated
and used. The bill also allows sick leave to
be used for illness of a member of a
teacher’s immediate family.

The teacher retirement bill, HB 52, will
be effective July 1, 1972, It deletes the
present requirement that pensions of
teachers who retire before age 60 are
reduced by 5 per cent for each year under
60. In 1972 it raises the contribution rate
from 7 to 7% per cent for both teachers and
the state. The state’s matching contribution
will be an estimated $2,500,000 a year
starting in 1972. Currently there are be-
tween 1500 and 1800 teachers who have
taught 30 years or more and are less than 60
years old.

4. An annual cost-of-living increase of 6
per cent on the $5000 base salary for
teachers as indexed by the state’s foun-
dation program for education. No action
was taken on HB 733, which would have
raised foundation-program salary allot-
ments to the level proposed by KEA; it died
in the House appropriations and revenue
committee. The same committee killed HB
584, which would have levied a 4-cent
cigarette-tax increase above the present
2%-cent tax to finance the salary measure
and a number of other educational needs,
including more special education and
vocational education units.

KEA'’s original proposal had been to raise
the $5000 base to $6000, using the foundation
program index for training and experience.

When the salary proposals of the
Democratic leadership became known in
early February, the KEA Delegate
Assembly termed them inadequate and
offered the cost-of-living counterproposal,
which would have meant raising the $5000
base to $5300 in 1970-71 and to $5600 in 1971-
72, using the foundation program index.

Governor Nunn'’s budget proposal
ignored teacher salaries and provided no
money for foundation program increases
beyond small built<in obligations. The
Democratic budget revision, which was
passed, allotted $16.6 million for teacher
salary increases for the two-year period;
these were non-indexed increases on each
foundation-program category of $200 the
first year and®$100 the second year. To
index the Democratic allocation plus
raising, the amount needed for the KEA
cost-of-living increase would have required
an additional $23.5 million.

Reviewing the performance of legislators
and the Governor in regard to Kentucky’s
educational needs, Dr. Kenneth Estes,
KEA president, said educators are deeply
concerned about the effect that the lack of
financial progress will have on Kentucky’s
schools during the next two years.

One bright spot, Estes said, is the fact
that ‘‘the teaching profession is at last
showing some strength in protesting and
insisting upon some attention from a
legislature that is always too deeply in-
volved in the political battle for party
dominance to care what happens to boys
and girls over the next biennium.”

Continuing its battle for educational
improvement, KEA will place increased
emphasis in coming months on political
action programs, public relations, and
local-level professional negotiation, Estes
said.

There were a few other measures backed
by KEA and KEA units that the General
Assembly enacted into law. Governor Nunn
has indicated he might veto at least one of
them, HB 34, which eliminates ‘‘conflict of
interest” in regard to teachers serving as
legislators.

Other KEA-backed bills passed were HB
69, which amends the tenure law to require
school boards to give written reasons for
not re-employing non-tenure teachers or for
transferring teachers to lower-paying
positions, if such reasons are requested by
the teachers; HB 150, which increases the
monthly retirement allowance for teachers
retired before July 1 of this year and raises
the death allowance from $1000 to $2000, SB
194, which allows school boards to use
teacher aides to supervise children, thus
making it possible to free teachers for
planning periods and duty-free lunch
periods, and HB 601, which raises the
guarantee ‘“‘floor’’ allotments to school
districts not benefiting from foundation-
program allocations. Guarantee allot-
ments, currently $235 per pupil, will' be
raised to $243 in 1970-71 and to $247 in 1971-
72.

County Escapes
Rabies in 1969

Kentucky had 211 laboratory-confirmed
cases of rabies last year, but Floyd county
contributed not one to this total.

This rabies-free record, unusual for this
county, was based on laboratory reports
made after heads of 17 animals were tested.

The Floyd County Health Department
emphasized the point, however, that only a
continuing program of immunization
against rabies can be expected to reduce
incidence of the disease.

Included among the animals from this
county which were tested for rabies were
one groundhog, two foxes, one rabbit, one
cow, five dogs and 10 cats.

Elsewhere in Kentucky 41 dogs, 17 cats,
103 foxes, 14 skunks, 28 cattle, 5 horses, one
bat, one hog and one wildcat were con-
firmed last year as rabid. Half of the cases
developed during January, February and
March. The incidence rate of rabies was
highest among skunks (64 per cent) and
gray foxes (956 per cent).

The last human rabies case in Kentucky
occurred in 1961, although many persons
have been bitten or otherwise exposed to
rabid animals since that time. The State
Health Department distributed 4,729 doses
of duck embryo rabies vaccine and 34 vials
of anti-rabies hyperimmune serum during
1969.

Several items concerning rabies are
listed by the health department:

1. Rabies incidence figures such as the
above represent only a small proportion of
total overall occurrence; 2. Kentucky’s
chief reservoir of rabies is in wildlife,
especially foxes; 3. Rabies is widely
distributed over the state and occurs in a
variety of animal species; 4. Pet animal
rabies is totally preventable with proper
distribution of commercial vaccines and
stray animal control; 5. Consultation on
problems relating to rabies control is
always available from the Office of
Communicable Diseases, phone number
(502) 964-4935.

Stray dogs and cats are a special
menace, and health authorities recommend
that all such animals be picked up and
properly disposed of. The rabies control
law provides that all dogs over six months
of age must be vaccinated against rabies. A
new type vaccine used at local health
department clinics gives immunity for
three years. The law makes an owner liable
for any person bitten by his unvaccinated
dog, if the dog is rabid.
