Extra Veniremen

Called As Only
4 Jurors Seated

The work of empaneling a jury for the
murder trial of Bob Hall for the slaying of
his step-mother, Mrs. Willo Dean Bentley
Hall, at Allen Jan. 12 was begun Monday,
and it appeared that testimony in the case
may not be heard before Wednesday.

" 'The regular panel was exhausted Mon-
" day, with only four jurors accepted by both

Commonwealth and defense. Sixty

Jveniremen were summoned to appear

Tuesday for possible jury service.

Although Hall, a part-owner of the Hall
Concrete Products Company at Allen, was
named in murder indictments for the
revolver slayings of both his father, Edgar
H. Hall, and his stepmother, the Com-
monwealth elected to try him for the
slaying of Mrs. Hall.

Preparing for the trial, the defendant, by
counsel, filed a motion Friday to require
State Detective Chester D. Potter to
-produce pictures taken at the scene of the
double slaying. The photos were made
available the following day.

Otherwise, the current court term has
dragged. Only one conviction has been
recorded, and that resulted in a one-year

,pen term for Charles L. Phillips, who
‘pleaded guilty to a grand larceny charge.
The shooting and wounding charge against
Russell Thornsbury was dismissed.

Also dismissed, on motion of the
prosecuting witness, was the desertion
charge against T. Y. Jarrell. The $500
appearance bond of MacArthur Stumbo,
accused of child desertion, was forfeited
when he failed to appear for trial. The
appeal of German Salisbury from a
quarterly court conviction for possession of
alcoholic beverages for the purpose of sale
was dismissed and the case was remanded
to quarterly court.

3 0.1., and once more is in the stockade at Ft.

Knox.

Wallen was granted a week-end pass for
the week-end of April 11, came home and
was married Saturday to the former
Madonna Williamson, daughter of Mr. and
Mrs. W. H. Stratton, of Betsy Layne. Next
day, he called the duty officer at Ft. Knox

to ask an extension of the pass in order to

help his wife move her trailer. She had been
notified that it had to be moved within the

next two days because of new road con-
struction. Wallen avers that the duty of-

ficer, though saying that he could not grant
the extension, did say that it would be all

‘. right to stay overnight and call the first

‘sergeant on Monday morning.

"5+ Monday morning, Pvt. and Mrs. Wallen

“called Ft. Knox, and were referred to a
major on the clemency board who told

“them he could not extend leave on a pass,

and that Pvt, Wallen should report as soon
as possible. They claim the officer
left with them the understanding that he
would try to help him with the difficulty.
*After attempting to see several county
officials and others here, Pvt. Wallen
proceeded to Ft. Knox where he was
promptly charged with being absent
without leave and once again thrown into
the stockade.

Pvt. Wallen’s troubles with the army
began after he returned from Vietnam and
came home on furlough. After 30 days at
home he went to Ft. Knox to report of duty,
and was told there no assi ent had
been made for him. He claims he made two
more trips there when orders failed to
arrive and that on each occasion he was
told to return home and wait. On the fourth
trip he was imprisoned as an a. w. o. 1.

He was in a special processing detach-
ment when the three-day pass was issued,
followed by his marriage and more martial
(not marital) trouble.

Floyd Man Slain,
Brother-in-Law

Held in Pike-Co.

Bond of $25,000 has been asked for the
release of Henry D. Bailey, 38, of Island
Creek, who last Wednesday morning shot
and killed his brother-in-law, Bill Jones, 30,
native of Bevinsville and a Pike coal mine
foreman. Bailey had not executed bond,
Monday afternoon.

Jones was slain at 6:15 a.m. last Wed-
nesday as he walked out the driveway of his
home, which is next door to the Bailey
residence. Two acquaintances, Charles and
James Donald Salisbury, of Toler Creek,
with whom he rode to work, waited for him
in their car when three shots were heard.

One bullet struck the former Floyd man
in his temple, another passed through his
body at his armpit and a third struck him in
the back. Roland Jones, former Floyd
county bookmobile driver-librarian, said he
was told the Salisbury brothers reached his
brother before he fell.

The report received here said the shots
were fired from a distance of about 12 feet
and that Jones fell in front of the Bailey
home.

The two men had argued, several days
before the shooting, State Detective James
Harmon said, but there had been no further
known trouble.

The victim was born March 28, 1940 and

was the youngest son of the Rev. Charlie
Jones and Mrs. Lottie Hatfield Jones, of
Bevinsville. He was a Marine Corps
veteran of the Korean Conflict. In addition
to his parents, he is survived by his widow,
Mrs. Judith Ann Holbrook Jones; two sons,
Billy Charles, 4, and Wayne Ellis, 6 weeks
old; two brothers, Roland Jones, of Printer,
and Buck Jones, Columbus, O.; six sisters,
Mrs. Virginia Johnson, Mrs. Charlene

Case Histories Back

Plea Made by Agency

Asking the public for help in providing
temporary shelter for its wards, the Child
Welfare Agency this week used two case
histories to emphasize the urgency for
Floyd county residents to become aware of
the vital part they could play in caring for
those who are unable to help themselves.

Case 1:

Sheriff Frank Leslie called a Mental
Health worker on a recent week-end,
reporting that he had taken into custody a
20-year-old girl and her six-months-old
baby who had just arrived by bus from
Ohio. The girl had come to this area in what
appeared to be a fruitless search for the
father of the child. Desperate, she had
attempted suicide. A doctor was called, and
the young mother was immediately sent to
Eastern State Hospital, Lexington, for
treatment. Then Mental Health began a
search for a place for the baby until the
following Monday when Child Welfare
could help.

Case 2: :

The next week, State Police brought to
the Mental Health Center an elderly woman
whose husband had died, a few weeks
earlier. Lonely, with no immediate family,
with no means of support, frightened and
confused, she left home. Without plan or
thought of where she was going, she stuffed
her clothing' into a sack, and began
walking. At the Center she was given
psychiatric treatment to relieve her deep
mental depression. Public Assistance
promised action as fast as possible. But she
had to have shelter while this work was
under way—and ended up staying in the
county jail for three weeks.

The Child Welfare Agency asks that any
person who has a spare bedroom and would
be willing to provide temporary shelter for
babies, teen-agers or elderly persons to

We trust these youngsters will not permit their role to degenerate
into mere demonstration and a destructive attitude at a time when
they are aligned with those who would preserve a livable en-
vironment. They can get their point across, can influence thinking,
through civil means. Wild-eyed disorderliness will not restore order

to the ecology or anything else.

In future assemblies arranged for the dlSCUSSIOI‘l of the peril
humans face these young people should attempt to induce in-
dustrialists, civic leaders and officials of all degrees of importance
to hear their story. These leaders should be given an opportunity,

also, to state their own case.

It seems important, in particular, for city, county and state of-
ficials to get into the picture.

IF bass begin nesting at the present low
stage, the water would rise approximately
five feet above the spawn, and this could
cause trouble, some fishermen say.

Martin Railway

To Serve Mines

Coal developments which will change
Martin county’s way of life will be con-
nected with outside markets by a 24-mile-
long railroad which the Interstate Com-
merce Commission last week authorized
the Norfolk and Western Railroad to build.

v The $19 million rail spur can be com-
pleted this year, given favorable building
conditions, a N. and W. spokesman said.

)} When finished, the line will provide rail
access to approximately 100,000 acres of
coal land in Martin county that is held by
the Pocahontas Land Corp., an affiliate of
the railroad.

Initially, the coal will be mined by the
Island Creek Coal Corp. of Cleveland and
the Martin County Coal Corp., an
organization newly formed by the Massey
Coal Co. of Richmond, Va.

Spokesmen for Pocahontas said that a
third firm, the Consolidation Coal Corp.,
has an option on more land in the area and
may develop active mining operations in
the future.

The new mines, which Pocahontas
general manager Douglass Crickner
said will be “‘predominantly underground,

i deepmined coal,’’ are expected to produce
between 8 million and 10 million tons
vearly after five years of operation.

An Island Creek spokesman said that his
company is in the “‘active planning and
engineering’’ stage of development of its
Pevler mine, which will employ an
estimated 600 men. Actual shipments of
coal may not start until late 1972.

The Martin County Coal Corp. operation
may require as many as 1,200 employes,
according to Crickner. Raymond Brad-
bury, of Prestonsburg, is general manager
of this operation.

The Island Creek spokesman said the
company is considering the possibility of
eventually opening a second mine on the
Martin county land, but this may be
largely dependent upon the availability of

} labor. :

The N and W rail line will branch off
from main trackage in Mingo county, W.
Va., which adjoins Martin county. The
construction project includes boring of a
1,700-foot tunnel along the way to
prospective mine sites.
