Productien Is not ex­
pected till 1972. 

One of the companies whicb will develop 
the new field is the Martin Qmnty Coal 
Corporation, which is now *>ing road­
building and site preparation work in Wolf 
Creek. It also has done some preliminary 
mine-opening work there, Raymond 
Bradbury, of Prestonsburg. the company's 
general manager, said. After the present 

f 8¥.!-mile contract is completed, another 
eight miles will be necessary to reach this 
operation. The company, an affiliate of the 
A. T. Massey Coal Co., has not yet awarded 
a contract on construction of the big coal 
preparation plant it will operate in con­
nection with its coal development. 

The other firm which will have a mining 
operation ready for work when the railway 
reaches it is the Island Creek Coal Com­
pany. Island Creek eventually will open a 
second operation in the Martin county field, 
it is said. 

Planned to produce 2,000,000 tons of coal 
a year, the mines will employ an estimated 
700 miners.

A 22-year-old Pike county man drowned 
in Dewey Lake Sunday morning when he 
sought to rescue his younger brother and 
sister who had stepped into water beyond 
their depth. 

The victim, Wayne Edward Caudill, of 
JGnancy, went to the rescue of the two, 
although he knew he could not swim. The 
others, Kathy Lorraine Caudill, 15, and 
Paul Jason Caudill, 11, were rescued by 
bystanders but attempts to save their 
brother failed. One bystander said he 
momentarily grasped Caudill's clothing but 
that his hold slipped. 

Caudill drowned in about eight feet of 
water, 200 yards downstream from the 
German bridge. The Caudills and a party of 
friends had camped nearby Saturday night, 
and the victim's brother and sister, playing 
along the inshore shallow water stepped 
into the deeper stream channel. It was said 
that upwards of 500 persons were in the 
German bridge area at the time of the 
tragedy. 

The drowning occurred at 10:30 a.m. The 
Floyd County Emergency and Rescue 

Squad was alerted at 11 a.m., and at 11:50 
the body was recovered. The body was 
brought to the squad's building here, then 
taken to the Baker Funeral Home at 
Pikeville. 

Caudill's young brother required ar­
tificial respiration following his rescue, and 
later was taken to a Pikeville hospital. He 
was at home Monday, however, and in good 
condition. 

Caudill's was the first drowning of the 
year at Dewey Lake. The area where he 
died, however, is the scene of four previous 
drownings. 

The victim was a son of Jesse C. and 
Minerva Osborne Caudill, of Jonancy, and 
was employed by the C. and 0. Railway 
Company. Besides his parents, he is sur­
vived by his widow, Mrs. Anna Lea Houston 
Caudill; a daughter, Angela Lynn; two 
brothers, Donald Blake and Paul Jason, 
and the sister, Kathy Lorraine.

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The State Defends the Law 
The hue and cry against destruction of Kentucky highways by coal 

truckers has at last caused departments and officials of the state to 
admit what they knew from the first-that the law was deliberately 
being violated. 

Highway Commissioner Goss and the Department of Motor 
Transportation have taken action in the Perry Circuit Court to 
uphold the law which they and all others with authority are bound by 
duty and by oath to protect. 

We hail their departure from the See-No-Evil, Hear-No-Evil at­
titude that has so long characterized Frankfort's policy of per­
missiveness and favoritism. 

This done, it may be that Commissioner Goss and Attorney 
General Breckinridge can now work together and end their use of the 
situation as a ring for political sparring. Mr. Goss, on the Republican 
side of the house, has chided Mr. Breckinridge, Democrat, about his 
failure to take action, remarking that Breckinridge is the state's 
chief enforcement officer, and taking a sharp jab in return from 
Breckinridge, who reminded him that he, Goss, well knows that 
Governor Nunn is the state's chief enforcement officer . The Com­
missioner has argued that enforcement of the law does not lie in the 
domain of the Highway Department, and the Attorney General with 
equal accuracy has said that he is only the state's chief legal ad­
viser.

But either can act when he wants to do something about a situation 
such as this. Any private citizen can go to court and ask a restraining 
order, and Mr. Breckinridge didn't merely advise when he called on 
grand juries, a few months back, to indict coal companies which 
were operating without workmen's compensation. 

So, really, the sparring means little. What counts is the depth of 
official interest in the law which they profess to honor. 

Perhaps the younger generation will find now that, after all, the 
law is not fashioned to serve some and oppress others. This discovery 
is important to them, for the hypocritical closing of eyes to the of­
fenses of some and the close watch on the aberrations of others has 
deprived many the knowledgeable teenager of the respect he once 
held for what we like to call law and order.

RUBELLA IMMUNIZATION PROGRAM 
SCHEDULED AT SCHOOLS, AUG. 12, 
WITH STATE DEPT. ASSISTANCE 

A rubella (German measles) im­
munization program will be conducted at 
the Prestonsburg and McDowell elemen­
tary schools Wednesday, August 12, from 9 
a.m. to 1 p.m., for immunization of Head 
Start children and all other children, ages 1 
through 12, who have not previously 
received the rubella vaccine. 

Dr. Russell L. Hall, Floyd county health 
officer, said two teams from the Kentucky 
State Department of Health will be 
assisting county health department per­
sonnel, using jet-injectors to administer the 
vaccine. 

All children to receive the vaccine in this 
program should be accompanied by a 
parent or guardian, so that pertinent in­
formation and written parental consent 
may be obtained prior to immunization. 
Parents will be responsible for getting their 
children to and from immunization sites. 

Rubella, a mild illness for children, is 
hazardous to unborn babies whose mothers 
contract the disease during the early 
months of pregnancy-often causing 
spontaneous abortions, stillbirths, or in­
fants born with severe birth defects such as 
blindness, deafness, heart defects and 
mental retardation. 

The last major epidemic of rubella in 
Kentucky in 1964, caused an estimated 285 
fetal deaths and 360 children born with 
serious birth defects. These major out­
breaks of rubella tend to occur in 6-9 year 
cycles. The entire state is participating in a 
rubella control program in the hope that the 
next epidemic may never happen.

Ad Plan Warning 
Voiced by Newman 

Public Safety Commissioner William 0. 
Newman said recently that the Kentucky 
State Police have not authorized use of its 
name in connection with the solicitation off 
any advertisements: 

"Nor does the State Police benefit from 
such activities," he said. Newman's an­
nouncement came in the wake of recent 
complaints and inquiries about the ac­
tivities of at least two men who have been 
using the telephone to solicit contributions 
and the sale of advertising space, allegedly 
for a Houston publication called "State 
Law Enforcement Officers Recorder". 

Most of the telephone calls are believed to 
have been made from Atlanta, Newman 
said. 

"The complaints indicate that the caller 
introduces himself as a representative of 
the State Law Enforcement Bureau; State 
Law Enforcement Journal or State Law 
Enforcement Recorder," he said. 

A business man at Allen reported having 
bought ad space in the maga~ine after 
having been led to believe it would benefit 
the Kentucky State Police. 

Lexington police reported receiving 
complaints from a number of people who 
said the caller implied that he was a 
sergeant on the Lexington Police Depart­
ment. 

At least two police departments are 
currently looking into the activities of the 
two solicitors, Newman said.

Causes Arrest 

A warrant issued here last Wednesday 
charged a girl with fraudulent use of a 
credit device. 

According to South Central Bell Manager 
Bill Gibson, the girl said she was given a 
toll credit card number by a friend who told 
her that actor Paul Newman had bought a 
lifetime toll credit card and advertised it 
for general use.

Tbe SEC is asking a court injunction to 
prevent what it alleges would be further 
violations of the Securities Exchange Act, 
the Investment Company Act and the 
Securities Act. 

Most of tbe charges in the suit involve 
alleged failure to fUe statements as 
required by law, but some of the defendants 
were accused of accepting illegal com­
nensation and fraudulent dealings. 

'!'h~ 20-page SEC suit contends 
Daniel Chandler and Nave accepted 
compensation-not as salary-in violation 
of federal law during a merger of Com­
monwealth Security and Daniel Boone. 

It also accuaes Nave of using false 
statements in the sales of Daniel Boone 
stock. Among these statements, tbe suit 
says, was one that entertainer Sammy 
Davis Jr. was vice chairman of the Daniel 
Boone board of directors. 

The Daniel Boone firm already has been 
placed in permanent receivership by 
Fayette Circuit Court with the receiver, 
Lexington attorney James Amato, under 
orders to liquidate the firm. 

Amato told the state court an in­
vestigation during a month when be was 
temporary receiver revealed the company 
lost about $2 million in its three years of 
operations. He said current assets are 
slightly more than $1 million. 

At least 24 suits have been filed against 
the Daniel Boone firm, most of tbem for 
labor and materials, but Amato said some 
of these appear to be defensible by Daniel 
Boone lawyers. 

Lawyers for both sides in the SEC suit 
said they would be glad to have Judge 
Swinford hear the case despite bis son's 
stock 01fllel'Ship, but the judge decUned on 
grounds it would violate judicial ethics.
