Dr. George P. Archer, chairman of the 
Highlands Hospital board, was notified 
Saturday that the low base bid of Jamea N. 
Gray, Glasgow contractor, on the 
Highlands Regional Hospital construction 
project has been approved. Gray's bid was 
$3,744,300-$48,000 below the lowest 
estimate of the construction cost. 

Formal signing of the contract will 
probably be done here today (Thursday), 
Dr. Archer said. 

That done, work is scheduled to begin at 
the site near Auxier within 10 days, ac­
cording to terms of the contract. But 
weather conditions may prevent more than 
a token show of activity. The contract also 
provides for completion in two years. 

Dr. Archer said the formal ground­
breaking ceremoney will await a date when 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins, Dr. Russell 
Teague, state commissioner of health, and 
William Davis, head of the Huntington (W. 
Va.) district EDA office, can be present. 

"Without the encouragement and the 
help of these three men there would have 
been no hospital," Archer said. And he 
added that he would not think of a ground­
breaking for the hospital when all three 
could not be present. 

Altogether, the 150-bed hospital building 
and its equipment will cost in excess of $5 
million. Its design, equipment and staffing 
will give the area the most modern 
diagnostic, medical and surgical services 
and will provide employment for 350 per­
sona, exclusive of medical staff members.

·· Statement by Goss Hit 
By Two Officials Here 

Both County Judge Henry Stumbo and 
County Attorney Barkley J. Sturgill 
reacted strongly last week to the statement 
made by Highway Commissioner Eugene 
Gross to the effect that three highway 
projects authorized for Floyd county have 
been cancelled because the Floyd fiscal 
eourt had failed to get the righto{)f-way for 
the roads. 

The work cancelled includes grade, drain 
and surfacing on the Drift-Honaker road 
(KY 2030), a distance of 2.6 miles; the 
Wheelwright Junction-Otter Creek road 
(KY 306) from the southern city limits of 
Wheelwright, south a distance of one mile 
and the Hite road (County Road 1081A) 
from one mile south of KY 80 to the junction 
with KY 2030. 

Said Judge Stumbo when told of Com­
missioner Goss' statement: 

"These are RS (rural secondary) 
projects, and the Highway Deartment has 
let us know that it will not have anything to 
do with the fiscal court on the RS 
program." He added that the fiscal court 
has been advised that the state will not 
meet with it on this program. 

' County Attorney Sturgill commented: 
"These projects were set up with the 

Republican patronage people, and the 

fiscal court was never asked to take any 
action." 

He said no surveys were made; also, that 
on one occasion he and other officials were 
told the fiscal court has nothing to do with 
these roads. 

Judge Stumbo pointed out that Floyd 
county has no money for rightso{)f-way 
buying and that the Highway Department 
can, if it wishes to do so, buy righto{)f-way 
with RS money. 

He said that until the Nunn ad­
ministration took office the county was 
permitted to build such roads under its 
equipme11t rental-purchase agreement with 
the state. 

Both officials said they spent some time 
trying to acquire righto{)f-way on the Hite 
road, that they worked on the assumption 
that a 50-foot righto()f-way was desired, then 
were told it should be 60 feet wide. They 
then asked for a survey so that the land­
owners and all concerned would know 
exactly where the road would go and what 
would be taken by it, but no such survey 
was ever supplied, they said. 

Goss said two of the projects were 
authorized in June, 1968 and the other in 
May, 1969.

One of those who were reported indicted 
last Thursday pleaded guilty to two counts, 
auto theft and breaking and entering a 
service station, and was sentenced, the 
next day, to pen terms of two years on each 
count. The defendant is Farrell Smith, and 
the court directed that his terms run 
consecutively.

Robert Hall Held 
Here After Call 
Admitting Crime 

Edgar L. Hall, 59, founder of the Hall 
Concrete Products Co., and his wife, Mrs. 
W1lladean Bentley Hall, 34, were shot and 
killed around 11:30 a.m. Monday in the 
company offices at Allen by Hall's son by a 
former marriage, Robert Hall, of Banner. 

The shooting apparently climaxed family 
discord of long standing. 

Three shots were fired from a 32-calibre 
revolver. One of the bullets struck Mrs. 
Hall in the top of her head. The other two 
took effect in Mr. Hall's chest, one of the 
bullets also passing through his arm. 

When officers arrived at the scene both 
bodies lay on the floor near the adjacent 
desks at which the husband and wife 
worked in the operation of the business. 
They apparently died almost instantly. 

The son called the Sheriff's office here 
and when Deputy Sheriff Tom James an­
swered Hall said, "Tom, come get me-I've 
killed my daddy and step-mother." 

The shots were heard at 11:30 and im­
mediately thereafter, Thomas Hamilton, 
Jr., an employe of the company, told 
County Attorney Barkley Sturgill, Robert 
Hall came downstairs from the second­
floor office and gave him two revolvers­
one of .32-calibre, the other a .38. Hamilton 
said Hall identified the .32 as the weapon he 
had used. Birkey Lewis, another employee, 
was present when the weapons were 
produced by Hall. 

Sheriff Frank Leslie and deputies, 
County Judge Henry Stumbo and County 
Attorney Sturgill went to the scene of the 
slaying, immediately after Hall's call to the 
Sheriff's office. Deputy Sheriff Claude 
Flanery said Hall was sitting on a block in 
the shop portion of the building, directly 
beneath the office where the shooting took 
place. He was shaking, and Flanery quoted 
him as saying, "Claude, what in the world 
have I done?" 

Later, officers quoted him as saying 
more than once, "Why did I kill my dad­
dy?" 

They said Hall told them he had been 
drinking for two weeks and that he had 
taken two pills which he thought were pain­
killers. After taking them, he said, he 
hadn't known anything. 

Acquaintances described the slayer as a 
man who was normally courteous and 
likable. Officers said Mrs. Hall swore out a 
warrant for her stepson, about three weeks 
ago, charging him with reckless use of a 
deadly weapon. Few Allen residents were 
surprised by the shooting, some saying they 
had expected something of the sort. 

Edgar Hall founded his concrete block 
business, soon after returning home from 
World War II service. He and his sons, 
using crude equipment, made their first

Snow, Frigid Air, 
Threat of Flood 
In Weather Story 

Floyd county had a white Christmas, and 
it barely escaped a black aftermath. 

The county was blanketed by a four-inch 
snowfall on Christmas Day, and elsewhere 
in the valley heavier snow was reported. 
And this snow went off last week in a 
steady, two.<fay rain. 

The river valley itself was saved from 
what might have been a major flood 
disaster by the three dams in headwaters 
tributaries of the Big Sandy. In Prestons­
burg the most spectacular show of water 
was at Archer Park where backwater 
surrounded park buildings and flooded 
installations in lower parts of the 
recreation area. 

The flood alarm was highest along the 
Beaver Creeks. At oft-flooded Martin the 
stream level crept to within an inch of 
encroaching upon the main street. Left 
Beaver Creek at McDowell reportedly cut 
the highway for a time. But, except for a 
few homes in low-lying areas, the water 
damage was not serious. 

Southeastern Kentucky-notably, Harlan 
county-was hard hit. 

And, beginning last Tuesday, sn.ow 
returned in depth equal to the Chnst­
mastime fall. Through the week the 
thermometer hovered near the zero mark. 
Schools have been closed a week now as 
driving conditions have been treacherous 
and some country roads remain dangerous. 
Frozen water lines left plumbers busy, and 
in one or two instances churches were 
closed last Sunday for want of heat. 

During the flood threat Dewey Lake hel.d 
19.1 feet of water, Dean Murray, reservoir 
manager, said. The dam was operated, 
around the clock, Dec. 29 through Jan. 2, 
and the flood storage blocked several roads 
on Johns Creek. These roads were not open 
till Jan. 3. The Big Sandy crested here at 
31.48 feet; at Pikeville, 31.95 feet; Paints­
ville, 29.59 feet and at Louisa, at 40 feet.

'Ibis 
tall, spare man from Allen in Floyd county 
is typical of the pioneer breed that lose 
themselves in another world when they 
pick a banjo or run a bow across strings of a 
fiddle. 

1be occasion was an address by EUtem 
Kentucky Historian Henry P. Scalf, of 
Stanville, in a Christmas program at Mayo 
School, Paintsville, sponsored by the 
Johnlon County Historictl Society. 

1be auditoritml was £ with guests 
from throughout the Big dy and Eutern 
Kentucky. They had trav over beautiful 
Motultain Parkway, scenic US 460 and US 
23 and various county · ays in comfort 
and ease, compared to tbe rigors of trans­
portation the speaker talked about later 
when he told about Daniel Boone-and the 
pioneers of the region. 

Off to one side of Sloaa sat the Jeruiie 
Wiley Olantresses and t.ta- director, EdJth 
James, all of Floyd CGWlty, who ~d 
presented Old Kentucky Mount 
Christmas Songs, many oftbem taken 
a story, "The Cattle Low At Midnigh " 
written by Scalf. 

As Sloan picked and sang " 
Goodin," "John Henry" and his ori · 
ballad, "This Big Mountain Man \A:U._... 
Daniel Boone," Mrs. James tapped 
feet. "When I hear the old songs I just h 
to tap my toes," said the woman 
directs the annual Highland Folk Festi 
at Jenn)' Wiley State Park. 

The chantresses wore long frocks 
green and blue~prigged calico ... 
faces wore the expressions of moun 
women before them as they chan 
familiar Christmas songs to unf"amiilif' 
tunes. The melodies were sweet 
plaintive in the way. of old ballads t 
traveled across seas and mountains, and 
the way that families not too many ye 
removed from the old cotultries continue 
keep Old Olristmas on January 6. 

"AB children we sat up to listen to 
cows low at midnight," Mrs. James 
reminisced. "We sang the old songs llld 
when I hear the Otantresses sing 'Away In 
A Manger', 'Jesus, Jesus, Rest Your Head', 
and others, it's heavenly music to me." 

Narrating the preaentation was Mn. 
Elizabeth Stephens, who lives at historic 
Garfield House in Prestonsburg. 

"We also kept the twelve days of 
Ouistmas." said Mrs. James. "On lbe 
twelfth day-night we celebrated with 
parties and dances and called in a mwiclan 
like Uncle Dennie to play for our frolics." 

Sloan, who played for the first time In 
public his ballad to Boone, had written tbe 
song to commemorate Henry Scalf and the 
research Scalf has done on the great htulter 
and frontier scout. 

Sarah Auxier he gave one of his best buffalo 
hides. Then Boone, his wife Revecca, two 
sons, Daniel Morgan and Nathan, others of 
his family and their belongings left in the 
big dugout canoe. Reaching Limestone on 
the Ohio River, all the Boones, except 
Nathan, began traveling overland on the 
great march to Missouri. Nathan kept the 
dugout a few days and after his marriage 
the couple used the dugout to continue their 
travels. 

Scalf exhibited to the audience at tbe 
Mayo auditoritml a small square of buffalo 
hide. He explained that eventually the hide 
was cut into small squares so each member 
of the Auxier family could have a memeato 
of Daniel Boone, and the square he had was 
a prized posession of the Awders. 

Boone, hurt later by loss of his vast land 
holdings in Kentucky, did not return to 
Kentucky until he was an old man. He hyice 
visited the state before · death at 81 in 
Missouri. 

Scalf who attended Morehead state 
University, was introduced by Edward 
Hazelett of Johnson COtulty. The <lum­
tresses who keep alive the old motultain 
songs and wbo continue to celebrate Old

Scalf said, "Some ntered the Bluegrass 
region 200 years ago, but he first came to 
Kentucky 206 years ago." Speaking on 
"Daniel Boone In Eastern Kentucky," 
Scalf pointed out many places in the Big 
Sandy area where Boone was in the Big 
Sandy region. Here he made many friends 
among the pioneers, including the Hat­
chers, Awders, Strattons, Grahams, Hills, 
Hamiltons Perrys, Napiers, Harmans, 
l..eslies, Smallwoods and many others."

Scalf was adamant in his theory that 
these pioneers were stalwart fighters under 
General Washington at Valley Forge and 
were· skilled artisans. "To say these 
families had their origins in the slums of 
the old countries is a travesty." 

Genealogist and historian, Scalf said that 
George Boone first came to Pennsylvania, 
looked over the new countrY, liked it and 
returned to Devonskire, England, to report 
to other families about the "good land." 

Daniel Boo~e was born in Pennsylvania 
and later moved to the Yadkin River in 
North Carolina. He heard about Kentucky 
where "the canebrakes were filled with 
game and the streams choked with fish." 

The Oterokee trouble was o.ver ih the 
1760's and Boone set his eye on the land that 
would be Kentucky. Wherever he traveled, 
camped or rested, Boone cut his initials, 
name or bear-tilllngs on rocks and trees. It 
is Scalf's belief that almost every county 
that claims to be the location of a Boone 
Tree or Boone Rock has a valid claim. 
Boone chose beech trees on which to carve 
because he knew beeches grew slowly. 
According to Scalf, it was almost as if the 
frontiersman knew he was carving history 
for posterity. At Flat Rock, Boone cut his 
initials in 1775 and on another rock at Goose 
Creek in Floyd county. 

Boone was in Breathitt county during a 
cold winter and slept overnight in a great 
hollow tree where he almost froze. It is said 
Boone's experience here gave the name 
Frozen Creek to the stream. 

It fmally came time for Boone to leave 
Kentucky, and Scalf's research showed 
that he and his party, which included part 
of his immediate family, felled a giant 
poplar to make a 60-foot dugout in which to 
make the trip downstream to Limestone 
(Maysville). 

In September of 1789 Boone's pioneer 
friends and their families gathered at the 
water's edge at mockhouse Bottom to bid 
him farewell. He took a powder horn and 
gave to his htu1ting friend Auxier. and to

Records of Problem Drivers 
Should Be Checked, Says Bivens 

By LEONARD KIMBALL 

FRANKFORT, KY.-You've heard the 
old saw-"An accident looking for a place 
to happen." 

Overworked though it may be, there's 
nothing trite or humorous about it to 
Kentucky State Police U. Ernest Bivens, 
commander of the KSP Safety Education 
Bureau, who recently disclosed the results 
of a study into the driving background of 
every motorist involved in a fatal accident 
between January and March, 1969. 

Ordered by Public Safety Commissioner 
WUliam 0. Newman, the study served as 
basis for publication of a four-page 
trochure sent to county judges and law 
enforcement officials. Underscoring the 
growing threat of the problem driver to 
highway safety the brochure urges of­
ficials to make full use of individual driver 
violation data, available through the state's 
Driver Ucensing Division before passing 
sentence on any traffic violator. 

During the period studied 186 drivers 
were involved in accidents which took the 
lives of 208 persons, Bivens said. 

driving while under suspension or 
revocation. 

Among some of the "more flagrant" 
problem drivers singled out in the study by 
Bivens were: 

One man whose record listed two con­
victions for reckless driving, three for 
speeding and one for running a stop sign. 
Once suspended and twice revoked, he was 
driving under revocation when the fatal 
accident occurred. 

Another with six drunk driving con­
victions and two arrests for driving while 
his privileges were revoked. 

Still another, suspended as a result of his 
involvement in a fatal accident during the 
period under study, had only one prior 
arrest-for dis'egarding a stop signal. 
Since that accident, however, he had been 
twice arrested within 30 days for driving 
while under suspension. 

And one whose driving record was clear 
until the date of his involvement in a fatal 
accident has since been involved in two 
further accidents, both within a !llklay 
period.

Of those drivers, 75 had histories of 
serious traffic violations and-or accidents 
before the fatal crash occurred. 

Among them, they had racked up an 
approximate total of 35 prior accidents; 36 
convictions for speeding; 20 for reckless 
driving; 12 for drunk driving; seven for 
running stop signs; six for driving without 
an operator's license, making an improper 
turn or wrong lane usage; five for driving 
while under suspension or revocation; five 
for improper passing; four for using 
someone else's driving license, careless 
driving, following too close or being on the 
wrong side of the road; and three for im­
proper driving. 

"These are the people most likely to 
cause a fatal accident," Bivens said, "but, 
all too often, we find that some officials will

Trails 

Large Animals That 
Are Endangered 

By RUFUS M. REED 

THE ALLIGATOR. This magnificent 
animal of the fresh-water streams and 
swamps of the south came down to us from 
the Great Age of Reptiles, when these 

· beasts dominated the earth for eons of 
time. All of the big ones, such as the 

¥ dinosaurs, completely disappeared from 
the picture. Will the alligators also become 
extinct? 

They are now in serious trouble, headed 
toward extinction. It used to be that 
specimens 10 and 12 feet long were common 
in their range, but all the big ones are gone 
now. CAUSES OF DECLINE: Hunting by 
poachers-men who kill them unlawfully to 
get the hides to sell. From pioneer days the 
hides of alligators have been used to make 
fine handbags and luggage. To carry a 
costly alligator handbag at one time was a 
mark of distinction, but it seems there'll be 
no more of these bags on the market in the 
near future. 

One way to curb the destruction of 
alligators would be for the federal govern­
ment to pass a law prohibiting the shipping 
of the hide:; from one state to another; 
another good way is for people who can 
afford the luxury of a fine alligator bag to 
stop buying them and use leather bags 
instead. 

Another cause of the decline of the 
alligator is the drainage of the swamps, 
thus destroying the natural habitat. These 
huge reptiles are not overly long-living 
animals, about 25 years being their 
maximum age. 

Drying up of the swamps is also another 
cause of the decline of alligators. These 
animals must have plenty of water, and 
during a period of drouth they dig deep 
"gator holes" in marshy places to preserve 
the water supply. 

The Florida Everglades have long been 
the natural habitat of the alligators, but it 
seems there are big business concerns that 
can't let alone the way nature fixed it. They 
want to change the habitat, commercialize 
the Everglades, change the water flow and 
put airfields nearby. The question is, Why 
can't greedy, seHish men let a great nature 
sanctuary like the Everglades remain the 
way time and nature fixed it? Such a 
splendid habitat for many species of water 
fowl and wild life should remain forever 
untouched; people should raise their voices 
against interfering with places like the 
Everglades . 

THE PUMA, CALLED PANTHER AND 
COUGAR-This big, unspotted cat is the 
largest member of the cat family, often 
growing over seven feet long. It is 
yellowish-brown above, white below and 
has a tail about three feet long; the head is 
small and round, the whiskers prominent 
on the nose, which is tipped with red. This 
big animal is called the "Florida panther" 
in the south; it has a loud, blood-<:urdling 
scream that brings terror to the heart of 
any listener, but there are no authentic 
records of the big cat attacking a human 
being, unless cornered or provoked. 

Why did nature create an animal like the 
puma? She is wiser in her ways than man 
and she designed the puma for the express 
purpose of keeping the proper balance of 
the large deer herds that would increase too 
fast and soon devour all vegetation. The 
work of the puma is to thin out the herds, 
to capture and devour the old, the diseased, 
the crippled ones, giving the herds a fine, 
healthy chance to survive. In places where 
the pumas have all been killed out, the deer 
blcrease too rapidly and soon overrun their 
ranging grounds; herds are weakened by 
disease and malnutrition. Naturalists now 
recommend that pumas be brought back in 
numbers sufficient to maintain the proper 
balance of the deer herds. 

CAUSE OF THEIR DECLINE.-Over­
hunting, trapping, ruthless slaughter; also 
loss of habitat to man's advance on their 
domain. This great animal should be 
protected by federal law from slaughter 
and trapping. It is protected now in some of 
the southern states. 

4 THE MANATEE, OR SEA COW.-This 
huge animal of the southern coasts and 
streams is about to become extinct. It most 
certainly should be preserved, as it has 
long played a role in the legends of old 
sailors, who called it the "mermaid," and 

' thought it was half-human, half-monster. 
They often saw the mother manatee rising 
out of the water, holding her baby with 
fippers and standing upright to let it nurse 
her breasts. 

The manatee belongs to the Sirens, or sea 
cows; it is huge, weighing a ton and having 
a length of 12 feet. It ~as no legs, butits tail 
is broad and rounded for use as a rudder; it 
is a shy, gentle animal and can be tamed. 
Manatees have no hair, except a scraggly 
beard on the upper lip. Their bodies are 
grayish in color; their eyes are light brown 
and seem almost human in their appeal. 
They live in shallow waters of rivers and 
bays, and are slow breeders, only one 
young being produced each year. Their 
main food is seaweed, pf which they eat 
over 100 pounds per day. 

CAUSE OF DECLINE: Wanton killing by 
sportsmen, also loss of habitat by man's 
advance on their domain.

Plans for Camping 
Emphasize Welfare 
Of Young Campers

In the future, especially aa it relates to 4-
H camping, the tribal aspects which have 
been the rule at former .camps will be 
replaced and greater emphasis will be 
placed on the individual youngster, on his 
personal pleasure, his growth, overall 
welfare, and physical comfort. 

This was brought out at a meeting of 
board members of the J. M. Feltner Cor­
poration held recenUy at Feltner 4-H Camp 
in Laurel cowtty. The camp serves 4-H club 
members in 19 Eastern and Southeastern 
Kentucky cowtties. The board, composed of 
delegates from each of these cowtties, in 
cooperation with the University of Ken­
tucky Cooperative Extension Service, 
directs the destinies of this camp. 

The board members also· heard the 
direction 4-H and 4-H camps over the state 
are lik~ly to take in future years. Dr. H. H. 
VanHorn, assistant extension director in 4-
H, indicated that greater efforts will be 

nded in attracting more yowtgsters to 
t-H; that greater use will be made of 

ping facilities, and that programs will 
be designed in such a manner as to attract 
yowtgsters from both rural and urban 
areas. Attempts will also be made to get 
more older youngsters-those in the 
teens-to participate in the programs 
which are leader oriented. 

John Heller, state camping specialist, 
Slid it was the intent that each yowtgster 
g · new· skills, knowledge, and attitudes; 
to become acquainted with the satisfaction 
and dignity of work; to develop leadership 
talents and abilities, to learn decision­
making processes, recognize the value of 
research, become aware of career op­
portunities, and to understand how 
agriculture and home economics contribute 
to the economy and hwnan welfar . 

As related to the camping programs, 
Heller continued that camping was a 
recreational experienc~ in the outdoors 
with special emphasis on learning and 
social adjustment through group Uving. At 
these camps, he said, the yowtgster will be 
given instruction in the practice of health­
ful living and constructive use of leisure 
time. He will be taught to appreciate nature 
and the principles of natural resource 
conservation, and through instruction in 
the ideals of good citizenship and personal 
standards, be stimulated to cultivate a 

, desire and ability to cooperate with others.

Carter Caves Park 
Gets $22,780 Grant 

WASHINGTON-The U. S. Department 
of Interior has annowtced a $22,780 grant 
for the expansion of Carter Caves State 
Resort Park, in Carter county. 

At the same time, the department 
disclosed it will have turned over to Ken­
tucky a total of $1.08 million during this 
fiscal year, which ends on Jwte 30. 

The fwtds, from the department's Bureau 
of Outdoor Recreation, are to be matched 
by Kentucky on a 50-50 basis. They go for a 
wide variety of recreation projects, and are 
channeled through the Kentucky Depart­
ment of Parks. 

The $22,000 grant, for instance, will go 
toward purchase of a l()()..acre expansion of 
the Carter Caves park as well as the 
removal of certain overhead power lines. 

The federal outdoor recreation funds, 
totaling $58.9 million this year for all the 
United States and its possessions,are raised 
from entrance and user fees at national 
parks, a federal tax on motorboat fuel, the 
disposal of surplus federal property, and 
sometimes, a grant from general treasury 
funds. 

Within a decade federal officials hope to 
bring the annual outdoor recreation fund to 
about $200 million. That would be nearly a 
four-fold increase, which might indicate a 
$4 million annual appropriation to Ken­
tucky.

Bass fishing is one of the most demanding 

sports of all. Is it a hopeless sport? 
ore hope is in bass fishing than any 

other phase of the grand sport of fishing. 
If this were not so, we would not have 

bass in 49 of our 50 states (and they'd be in 
Alaska if bass could tolerate the climate) ; 
nor would bass fishermen outnumber those 
that engage in any other types; nor would 
most fishing stories be devoted to bass 
fishing and all its fascinating facets. 

Ponds: t's talk about these first. Some 
3,5000,000 of them are scattered throughout 
the country. The first step is to be certain 
the pond has a harvestable bass population. 
This can be done by a net sampling, by a 
buddy with skindiving gear, or by checking 
the total yield in a season. 

Once you're sure the bass are there, then 
here are some pond tactics to try: 

Timing: Traditionally, the most 
productive hours will be those sandwiching 
daybreak and dark. But, at times, if these 
periods do not pay off, then try the unusual, 
like fishing during the hot, bright middle of 
the day. Also, during "dog days" night 
fishing should produce the biggest bass. 

If the water is very clear, try: 1) fishing 
on the blackest nights, and 2) during a light 
drizzle when rain breaks up the mirror 
advantage the bass are accustomed to. 

Tackle : Most bass specialists prefer bait­
casting outfits. The rod should be long 
enough to give casting leverage, like 51h to 
61h feet; it should have a tip reponsive 
enough to cast ¥4 ounce lures, yet not cave 
in when a one-ounce lure is used. And the 
butt should be burly enough to drive home 
the barb when the time comes. 

The reel should be spooled with line no 
lighter than 15-pound test. It should be able 
to cast lures from v, ounce upwards, and 
your thumb should be experienced enough 
to control your casts under adverse wind 
conditions. 

Make sure your topwater selection in­
cludes the basics such as: lures that chug 
or pop; those with spinners; the slim­
minnow types that dart and dive tan­
talizingly; those that can be twitched and 
animated by rod-tip manipulation; the 
splutterers that can be fished on top, or just 
under the surface. 

According to Homer Circle, Angling 
Editor for SPORTS AFIELD Magazine, 
underwater lures should include: weedless 
spoons; floating-diving plugs; plastic 
worms; weighted spinners; the lipless, 
fast-wiggling es; and any of the lead­
heads or jigs. 

Colors should include bread-and-butter 
hues such as yellow, red and white, natural 
scale patterns, metallic flash and black.
