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AV Suit vs. Board
Out in U. S. Court

Judge Moynahan
Dismisses Suit
On Prior Action

A second federal court action filed as an
aftermath of the injunction granted against
Appalachian Volunteers and others to
restrain them from entering upon
properties of the Floyd County Board of
Education was dismissed Jan. 16 by U. S.
District Judge Bernard T. Moynahan, Jr.

Earlier, Judge Moynahan had remanded
to the Floyd circuit court the original in-

ion case which Supt. Charles Clark
and the board of education had instituted
against AV’s, VISTA and individuals
associated with the two organizations. A
federal ruling on the injunction was sought
on the contention that it restrained VISTA
members as federal officers from effective
performance of their duties.

The second suit, which was flatly
dismissed, was filed by Edward Lee
Blankenship, the AV’s and the Eastern
Kentucky Welfare Rights Organization,
seeking to have a resolutions adopted by
the board and the restraining order issued
by cireuit court declared unconstitutional,
and asking an injunction against en-
forcement of the restraining order. The
resolution declared ‘“‘all schools and all
$chool property off limits to VISTA and
Appalachian Volunteers.”

Plaintiffs contended the resolution and
injunction are in violation of the 14th
Amendment to the Constitution of the
United States.

The defendants, Supt. Clark and the
board, moved to dismiss the action for want
of jurisdiction on the parties and subject
matter of the action, for failure of the
complaint to state a claimupon which relief
could be granted, and because of a prior
pending action begun in the Floyd circuit
court which involved the same parties and
the same subject matter,

Judge Moynahan in his memorandum
opinion pointed out:

1. Federal courts will not ordinarily in-

rfere with state court proceedings.

2. The U. S. Code specifically prohibits
courts of the United States from using their
injunctive powers to stop state court
proceedings except as authorized by act of
Congress, or where necessary in aid of the
court’s jurisdiction or to give effect to the
judgements of the court.

3. In the case at issue there is no
allegation that the state’s criminal
processes have moved in any way against
the plaintiffs, nor is there any allegation
from which it might be inferred that the
plaintiff’s rights cannot be fully vindicated
through the pending state court aetion, nor
does the case involve a request for the
declaration of the unconstitutionality of a
state statute.

Food Stamp Cost
Soon To Be Less

Governor Louie B. Nunn said this week
that Floyd county’s 4,726 food stamp
recipients will soon be paying less and
getting more.

Under a new basis of issuance table,
announced recently by President Nixon,
stamp holders will more than double their
food-buying power while investing less. .

“The table represents an across-the-
board hike for the Commonwealth’s 136,743
persens now on the food stamp program,”
said Department of Economic Security
Commissioner Merritt S. Deitz, Jr.

“The new formula, effective Feb. 1,
compensates for current increases in retail
food prices,” Deitz said.

“It also gives the low-income family
enough coupens fo buy food for a more
nutritional diet,”” he added.

To illustrate the broad jump in benefits
provided by the adjustment, Deitz com-
pared the old schedule with the new:

“A typical family of five with a net
mepthly income of $40has been paying $14
for stamps worth §68 in fuud. X

;0 Arnett Held Guilty
£ '8 In Shepherd Death

Defendant Says
Did Not Leave
Club Basement

Russell Arnett, of the Royalton section of
Magoffin county, was convicted in circuit
court last Thursday of manslaughter in the
fatal beating at the Eagles Club here of
George Shepherd, and was given a 10-year -
pen term. The jury deliberated slightly less
than an hour before agreeing on the ver-
diet.

The defendant claimed he did not leave
the basement room of the Eagles Club prior
to the discovery that Shepherd had been
found in a dying condition. So did Ishmael
Caudill, former coroner of Magoffin
county, and C. M. Whitaker.

No Commonwealth witness testified he
saw Arnett strike Shepherd, although
Bufford Fletcher said he saw Shepherd
engaged in a fight with a man who “‘looked
like Arnett.” Howard Rice testified he saw
two men fighting, that Shepherd did not
appear to be in condition to fight, that he
saw Shepherd go down beneath a blow, then
heard the thud of two other blows and heard
Shepherd’s antagonist say, ‘“‘You ain’t
going to tell anybody anything.”

Perhaps the most damaging testimony
against Arnett was offered by Ervin
Shepherd, who said he saw Arnett and
Shepherd leave the basement together at
about 11 p.m., and saw Arnett return alone
about 10 minutes later. He said that when
he asked what happened to George, Arnett
said, “‘George—George who?’’ The witness
said that Ishmael Caudill went to where
Shepherd lay, returned and announced that

Sun, Thaw Help
Schools Re-Open
After 11 Below

Floyd county and its roads thawed out
enough oger e week P For "s schools 6
re-open ziter possibly the coldest weather
on record for the region had for days
brought all activities to a near-standstill,

A low of 9 degrees below zero was
recorded here, the morning of Jan. 22. But
at Dewey Dam the temperature hit 11
below that morning, Reservoir Manager
Dean Murray said. At Huntington, W. Va.,
the Weather Bureau reported 7 below — the
coldest weather recorded for that date.

Many communities suffered from lack of
gas or failing gas pressures. Although
Bosco residents reported that stoves left
burning went out at night, the gas later
coming on to spill unburned into rooms, no
fires or asphyxiations resulted. One report
received here said the city of Pikeville
suffered from a low gas supply.

It was pointed out here that had not
Prestonsburg’s gas system laid two high-
pressure lines the entire northern
(downriver) section would have been
without gas.

Dewey Reservoir Manager Murray said
the 11 below recorded there was not the
lowest ever. He said that a Corps of
Engineers thermometer, located below the
dam, showed, a few years ago, 36 degrees
below. Incredulous, he said he checked the
thermometer and found it working
properly. Elsewhere in this section at the
same time, Murray said, temperatures
were only a few degrees below zero. He said
the cold recorded there could not be ex-
plained.

Dependence on Mining Blamed
For Slow Growth in 2 Counties

Dependence on coal mining, an industry
whose mechanization has meant heavy
capital investment but the employment of
fewer and fewer men, is blamed for the
slow growth rate in two Eastern Kentucky
caupties. This view is included in a study of
Kentucky personal income and economic
growth made by Harold K. Charlesworth,
associate dean of Extension and director of
the University of Kentucky's Office of
Development Services and Business
Research, and by William W. Davis,
research assistant.

Two counties—Leslie and Perry—are
specifically cited for slow growth over the
years from 1959 through 1968. Leslie ac-
tually slipped down the economic ladder,
while Perry county growth rate was only
1.43 per cent.

(The Whitesburg Eagle, published in
Letcher county, recently compared Let-
cher county’s growth rate—which, along
with Floyd county’s, was in the 3 to 5 per
cent group—with Perry’s 1.43 per cent, and
hazarded the opinion that Perry county’s
mechanized stripmining cost it growth,
while deep mining in Letcher and Pike
counties had resulted in satisfactory
growth. Pike county’s growth rate for the
period was in the 5-7 per cent group, as

were Magoffin, Johnson, Morgan and
Lawrence.)

Authors of the report said, referring to
counties of slow growth rate:

“In all of these counties, except
Robertson, a principal reason for the
relatively poor record of growth is their
heavy dependence on mining activities
which have become more mechanized,
substituting capital for labor.”

Only seven counties in the state had for

the period a growth rate of more than 9 per
cent, and of these only one—economically
depressed Martin county—is in Eastern
Kentucky. But the advance made by Martin
county is attributed not to sound business
growth but to state and federal spending.
Wrote Haywood and Davis:
« “, . .much of the growth of Martin
county’s personal income can be attributed
to two factors: A rapid growth of transfer
payments, which accounted for slightly
more than 30 per cent of the county’s
personal income .. .and the increase in
income payments from state and local
governmental activities, which accounted
for almost 25 per cent of its personal in-
come ..."

(“Transfer payments” is not money
earned by work but is income from social
security, unemployment benefits, welfare

and relief programs.)

Since 1959 Floyd county’s total personal
income has increased approximately $3
million a year, yet it ranks 95th among the
state’s 120 counties in the matter of per
capita income. This county’s total personal
income jumped from $53,628,000 in 1967 to
$56,580,000 in 1968, but the per person in-
come for 1968 was only $1364—$48 above
that of 1967.

Total personal incomes of other counties
of the area (in thousands of dollars) follow
for the two years:

Knott, $12,813 and $14,034; Johnson,
$23,786 and $25,616; Lawrence, $13,828 and
$15,014; Letcher, $40,824 and $43,466;
Breathitt, $12,379 and $13,081; Magoffin,
$8945 and $9,563; Martin, $8,191 and $9,206;
Perry, $43,758 and $45,194; Pike, $90,637 and
$97,133.

Per capita income for these counties for
the two years follows (rank of each county
is in parentheses):

Floyd, $1,316 and $1,364 (95th); Knott,
$738 and $769 (119); Johnson, $1,350 and
$1,415 (88); Lawrence, $1,206 and $1,274
(100); Letcher, $1,438 and $1,510 (85);
Breathitt, $820 and $855 (114); Magoffin,
$776 and $815 (116); Martin, $905 and $953
(111); Perry, $1,302 and $1,326 (98); Pike,
$1,472 and $1,533 (83).

Old Christmas Party Held Here

Keeps Alive An Ancient Custom

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Timorously The C.-J. Suggests

Liquor for State Parks

The Courier-Journal in half-
hearted fashion has editorially
suggested that the state might
make business better for its parks
during the winter months by
“easing’ local option provisions,
and thus create wet precincts near
the parks so that parks visitors
could more easily fill any and all of
their whiskey and beer require-
ments.

As proof of ifs weak approach to
the subject, The Courier-Journal
admits:

“"Whatever its merits, any
proposal to put whiskey in the
parks is largely academic,
because the average family group
that patronizes the parks doesn’t
want it and the legislature isn’t
likely to vote for it. Camping
collegians and motorcycled
hoodlums have made the all-night
beer bust the scourge of park
camping areas, and anyone who
has had to endure their noise and
inconsiderate conduct = will
probably vote to keep alcohol not
only out of the parks but out of
anyone visiting the parks. Nothing
more rudely shatters the soothing
atmosphere of a park setting than

a big-mouthed drunk on a
motorcycle.”
This is not to take these

statements out of their editorial
context. Other paragraphs of the
editorial ask why the fisherman
shouldn’t be able to pick up a six-

pack before setting out, or enjoy a
cold one at the park snack bar at
the close of a hot day, also that a
man and his wife should have the
privilege of enjoying a decent
mixed drink in the lodge dining
room, etcetera, etcetera.

The editorial closes with the
observation:

“Of course, it wouldn‘t do
anything to ease the problem of the
big-mouth boor on a motorcycle.
But then, nothing will.”’

We add: All the big-mouthed
boors who are on the liquid diet
suggested by the editorial don‘t
ride motorcycles.

We are glad the editorial was
written. For:

It, first of all, stated the strong
opposition of Parks Commissioner
James Host to any such com-
promise of the decency of state
parks in order to cater to the
desires of a few.

Secondly, it pointed to the op-
position of what the newspaper
terms ““the average family group’’
to state parks bars and in-
toxicating liquors. _

Surprisingly, the editorial did
not, as we began to expect it

would, suggest that because a
minority among parks guests
would like open gambling or

cavorting about in the nude, the
state should relax its laws fo make
of every park a Las Vegas or a
swank sort of nudist colony.

Luckett Reminds Owners

FRANKFORT, Ky.—All property owners
must file reports with county property
valuation administrators before March 1,
1970, State Revenue Commissioner James
E. Luckett said this week.

At the same time, Luckett sought to
correct two erroneous ideas in regard to
property assessment in Kentucky. The
recently ratified constitutional amendment
which makes it possible to revalue farm-
land cannot become effective until the
General Assembly passes an enabling law,

. Luckett pointed out. The earliest date such

an act could become effective is Jan. 1,
1971, because action under the amendment
cannot be retroactive.

““The other mistaken idea is that it’s okay
for an owner to list the same valuation

said.

‘““The steady rise in the value of land, both
rural and urban, and increased con-
struction costs require raising the val-
ues listed with property valuation ad-
ministrators if the Court (of Appeals)-
directed level of fair cash value is to be
met.”

Inflation more than offsets the
depreciation which ordinarily would lower
the value of a building, the commissioner
explained.

Besides real estate, the property which
must be listed includes tangibles such as
cars, mobile homes, aircraft, water craft,
merchants’ inventories and trade tools and
intangibles such as stocks, bonds, notes,
mortgages, accounts receivable, an-
nuities, money in out-of-state banks and the
like.

Taxes on property declared in this
January-March period are due and payable
in September, 1970.

Black Lung Bill
Draws Support
Of Coal Ass’n

FRANKFORT, Ky.—The first piece of
1970 leg!ﬂlﬁm aimed at compensa
miners suffering from pneumoco
“black lung"—has drawn support from the
Kentucky Coal Asseeiation and the United
Mine Workers union.

And a broader measure is coming, but it
too, as proposed, apparently will meet no
opposition from the association.

Sen. Francis M. Burke, D-Pikeville, told
the House Committee on Health and
Welfare that he will offer a bill-and a
cofnpanion measure in the House—which
will embrace recommendations of a special
legislative subcommittee on occupational
respiratory diseases,

The subcommittee’s recommendations
also have been endorsed by the Coal
Association, said Fred W. Luigart Jr., of
Lexington, president.

A hearing by the Health and Welfare
Committee was on House Bill 12, which
would make black lung a disability covered
by state workmen's compensation laws. It
was introduced by Rep. Darvin Allen, D-
Royalton, committee chairman.

Luigart told the committee that the Coal
Association, whose members produce 55
per cent of the total coal output in Ken-
tucky, has no basic objection to the
proposed bill.

“There is no argument on our part,”
Luigart said, to a propesal that would
establish a “‘presumption’” that black lung
is a work-related disability and the miner is
entitled to compensation.

The miner thus claiming workmen’s
compensation for black lung would no
longer be required o prove his disability is
related to his job. Theslnftolproofmld

dustry ‘“‘wants to make sure” it is not “held
responsible for non-work-related lung
disorders such as emphysema.”

The committee took no action on HB 12,
but instead agreed to wait and ‘‘take |

time” to bring out the “best possible bill.”

would pay his share of the amount.

The transcript of the case describes the
scene at Chandler headquarters in the
Watterson Hotel in Louisville on the Friday
preceding the election:

“It was a madhouse down there just
before the election,” testified Walters, who
was Chandler’s campaign chairman.

“We came to the realization that we
needed some money for precinct workers
throughout the state . . . We had between 90
and 100 counties financing themselves.
However, with some counties, it was im-
possible,”

It fell to Martin Petty of Cynthiana, a
contractor and member of Chandler’s
finance committee, to raise the cash.

“The only reason I got roped in was the
banks were open (on Saturdays) in Cyn-
thiana and not any place else,” Petty said.
“I opened my big mouth when I should have
kept still, but you get in a fight to win. If I
had kept my mouth shut, it would have dene
a lot of people a favor.”

The evidence indicates that the $25,000
note was drawn up at headquarters by the
late Leonard Smith, vice president of the
First Security National Bank and Trust Co.,
Lexington, who was campaign finance
chairman.

The printed form made the note payable
to the bank, but the bank’s name was
crossed out and Petty’s name inserted as
payee.

Osborn and Sutterfield based part of their
case on the claim the note was changed
after they signed it. The evidence was
conflicting, but a Fayette Circuit Court jury
upheld the note’s validity.

In any event, Walters and Sutterfield co-
signed the note and sent it to Lexington,
where a third Chandler backer, Osborn,
also signed.

On Saturday, Cynthiana accountant
William D. Morris wrote the checks which
produced the cash.

“This was flown to Bowman Field (in
Louisville) . . . in a handbag which I picked
up and delivered to Mack Walters at the
Watterson Hotel,” Petty said.

“We put it in envelopes and sent it to
these counties to hire workers,” Walters
said.

Despite the effort, Chandler lost the
election to Edward T. Breathitt.

Nearly two years later, Petty filed suit in
Fayette Circuit Court against Osborn,
Sutterfield and Walters to recover the
money. :

Before the case came to trial, however,
Petty assigned the note to American States
Insurance Co., Indianapolis, as partial
payment of a $104,298 debt arising from a
Bell County schoolconstruction project.

When the case came to trial in 1968, it was
the insurance company, rather than Petty,
pushing the suit. On the witness stand,
Petty, who suffers from a back ailment,
described himself as ‘““totally and per-
manently disabled.”

The jury decided in favor of American
States and against Osborn and Sutterfield.
Osborn and Sutterfield appealed the ver-
dict, and it was this appeal they lost in the
Court of Appeals ruling yesterday.

The note was not the only sour aftermath
of Chandler’s campaign.

Former state Sen. Marvin Edwards of
Lawrenceburg also put $25,000 into the
campaign on the basis of a note signed by
Sutterfield, Petty, Walters and James C.
Pickett, a Frankfort real-estate dealer,

Edwards filed suit in Franklin Circuit
Court in 1964 to collect the money from the
four and won the case. Petty testified that
his share of that note, plus interest, cost
him $6,900.

Walters, now a state senator, testified
that during the 1963 campaign he signed
notes “in excess of $75,000,”

One of the principals said yesterday that
Chandler did not contribute to paying off
any of the notes, a fact he did not deny in a
telephone interview last night,

“Nobody ever undertook to tell me about
them,” said Chandler, from his Versailles
home. “I never got involved in the financial
arrangements for a campaign ...l was
the candidate and I made the campaign but
didn’'t take any part in the money
business.”

UK Extension Service

Latta, Others
Seek Heavier

Told To Extend Work Weapons Fines

By ERNEST L. CLARK
(In The Courier-Journal)

LEXINGTON, Ky.—The University of
Kentucky Extension Service has been told
to create for itself a new image.

To do this, according to instructions
given here last week by officials of the
service, the 56-year old organization’s
workers will:

Accelerate efforts on behalf of the poor,
including the poor in urban areas; the part-
time farmer, and underprivileged children.

Become ‘‘ambassadors and interpreters
of the school’s needs and policies.”

Involve the school in community social
action roles.

Dr. Charles E. Barnhart, director of the
extension service, set the tone for the
change before a conference of about 500
county agricultural, home demonstration
and 4-H Club workers when he declared:

“For too long we have drifted as an
organization adapted to working with
various specific groups; for too long the
service’s activities have been controlled by
groups and people who talk loud to the
county judge.” The latter reference was to
the fact that part of the service’s $7 million
anigal budget is made up of funds from
county fiscal courts. The rest is from
federal and state sources,

Barnhart said the organization now must
make every effort to be of assistance to a
broad group of people from the very
poorest to the biggest commercial farmer,

I may not be dean too long, but I am not
worried about that,”” he said. “What I am
worried about is that we reach the
thousands who need the technical and
educational assistance you people (ex-

tension service workers) are capable of -

providing.” Barnhart alse is dean of the UK
agriculture college and director of its ex-
periment station.

It was Dr. Lewis W. Cochran, vice
president for research at UK, who told the
group that they (as UK personnel) must
become more involved in community ac-
tivities, He said continuing education is one
of the university’s biggest functions and
added that other colleges such as business,
engineering and medicine are beginning to
put workers into the field.

UK President Otis A. Singletary, in a talk
to the workers, urged that they inform
themselves of the issues affecting the
school and try to explain them to the
people. He said many issues arise simply
because people fail to really understand the
functions of a university.

It was Dr. Barnhart who last year
reestablished the extension service on a
county basis—assigning at least one
agricultural agent and one home demon-
stration agent te a county. Several years
ago the service was reorganized into areas
(groups of counties) with various
specialists assigned to work within the
areas on their individual specialities. There
still are 50 specialists assigned to the areas
backed up by about 70 specialists who work
throughout the state.

Barnhart said he feels the reassignment
of county agents was necessary to reach the
poor people, while retaining the area
specialist system to work with the com-
mercial farmer who needs special expert
advice.

Barnhart has emphasized 4-H Club work
within the counties, and in those counties
which do not have a 4H agent assigned, the
task falls to the county and home demon-
stration agents.

Turning to the extension service’s urban
work, Barnhart said more than 6,000
families already have been helped through
the university’s home economics food and

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nutrition program. Under the system,
home demonstration aides are hired to
work directly in 44 Kentucky counties with
the poor, assisting in the preparation of
foods, meal-planning and other jobs. Ad-
ditional federal funds will permit expansion
of that program this year, he said.

Barnhart also said he has enlisted the
help of homemaker groups throughout the
state in assisting in the eorganization of
similar groups among the poor who want to
help themselves.

The dean said the federal government is
providing up to $250,000 of the $800,000
allocated for the nutritional aid program to
be used for 4-H Club work in urban areas.
He said this will be in addition to the work
already being done by the organization in
those areas.

The experiment with the food and
nutrition program has been so successful
that there is talk of expanding it to the other
phases, Barnhart said. For example, UK
now has a pilot project underway in which
it has hired several development aides to
work with communities,

In one Eastern Kentucky ecommunity, he
explained, an aide was able to form an
organization to raise funds and purchase
pipe to put a running water tap into every
home in the community. Others have
helped organize clean-up campaigns and
garbage-collection services. '

Barnhart said there is talk now that the
federal government might provide funds to
hire aides to work with individual sub-
sistence-type farmers, much the same as is
now being done in the food and nutrition
program. He said the extension service is
equipped to take on such a program.

Dr. John L. Ragland, associate director
of the extension service, told the meeting
that their county programs should reflect
the people they serve. “‘If all the people in
your county are in a rural setting, your
programs should reflect that. If the county
is half-rural and half-urban, your programs
should reflect that,” he said.

Senators Charles B. Upton (R-
Williamsburg), Clifford B. Latta (D-
Prestonsburg), (R-Albany), Pearl Strong
(D-Darfork) and William L. Sullivan (D-
Henderson) have introduced Senate Bill
No. 36, upping the fine for carrying con-
cealed deadly weapons.

The bill states any person, not expressly
authorized by law, who carries concealed a
deadly weapon, other than an ordinary
pocket knife, on or about his person, or any
person who sells a deadly weapon, other
than an ordinary pocket knife, to a minor,
shall be confined to the penitentiary for not
less than two nor more than five years, or
fined not less than $50 nor more than $500.

Exempt would be sheriffs, constables,
marshals, policemen and other ministerial
officers, when necessary for their
protection in the discharge of their official
duties. Also exempt would be United States
mail carriers, when actually engaged in
their duties; and agents and messengers of
express companies, when necessary for
their protection in the discharge of their
official duties, may carry concealed deadly
weapons on or about their persons.

Bonuses to very low-income families will
more than double in many cases, Deitz
said.

‘“At any rate,” he said, ‘‘every par-
ticipating family will receive a greater
bonus or at least one equal to what it has
been receiving.’

Deitz said the new table will also mean a
boost to Kentucky’s economy.

“The food stamp program doesn’t cost
the state anything and last year 11.1 million
in federal money from food stamps flowed
into the state economy.

“You can see how local purses will be
fattened when you consider it has been
estimated that every food stamp dollar

turns over about five times in the com--

munity,’’ he said.

Deitz said the Department of Econemie
Security’s field offices in 63 counties now
participating in the food stamp program
have already made provisions for con~
version to the new scale.
