"This Month

The tourist information center which
ceased to function as such here last year
when it was occupiéd by personnel of the
Department of Highways will be reopened
this month, it was indicated this week.

Cost of operation of the center will be
shared between the state and Prestons-
burg, assisted by Paintsville and Pikeville
citizens, Prestonsburg Community College
and the Big Sandy Area Development
Council.

The Big Sandy Development Council
office will move into the center from the
Prestonsburg Community College.

The center was slated for earlier opening,
k. but the heat was turned off after highway
personnel moved out, and plumbing burst
during last month’s sub-zero weather. A
local contractor, however, will restore the
plumbing at minimum cost, it was said, and
this work may be completed within a week.

The Department of Public Information,
Frankfort, has notified offieials here that it
would like a part in a formial reopening of
the center when it is ready again for oc-

cupancy.

Mothers Plan
Martin School

Demonstration

Floyd county’s schools reopened Wed-
nesday morning, but absenteeism at
Martin’s schools was heavy, if plans made
by mothers there materialized.

Between 25 and 30 mothers met there
Monday and decided to picket the school
grounds Wednesday and to keep their
children out of school in protest of what
they termed the “‘disgraceful condltion” of
school facilities.

“The mothers figure that if 30 to 35 per
cent will hold their children out of school,
they can get something done,” Charles R.
Lafferty, chairman of the Committee for
the Preservation of the Martin School, said.

Superintendent of Sehools Charles Clirk
said he and the board of education
naturally would hope the parents at Martin
will not interfere with the operation of the
school. “Although conditions there are not
ideal, we hope the parents will be patient
andlet us finish the school year,” he added.

Clark said daily attendance reports will
be received at the board offices each
morning, and that the board will evaluate
the situation on the basis of these reports,

Loirely Transfer Made
To Fill Need, Says Host

The transfer last week of Mark Lovely
from the managership of Jenny Wiley State
Park to the same post at Carter Caves State
Park was made because of an urgent need
for his services at Carter Caves, said
James Host, commiissioner of parks, in a
telephone conversation Monday with The
Times.

“We were having some very serious
problems at Carter Caves where Mark
came from when he became manager at
Jenny Wiley,"” Mr. Host explained. ‘“He did
such a good job at Carter Caves, and also at
Jenny Wiley, that we transferred him to the
trouble spot.”

Lovely, a native of this county, was
replaced at Jenny Wiley, where he has been
manager since last September, by Robert
Copeland, of Fulton, Ky. Mr. Copeland has
been manager of Pennyrile Forest State
Park, near Bowling Green.

The parks commissioner expressed
confidence that Copeland will fit well into
the job here. He admitted that the park has
its problems and that much needs to be
done.

Mr. Host said he met at May Lodge two
weeks ago with leaders from various
counties of the area, and that at that time
he told them Jenny Wiley State Park had
been ‘‘the worst operated” in the system.
He diagnosed much of the trouble as
developing from ‘‘leaders fighting among

themselves,” and expressed the deter-
mination to make it “‘the best in the parks
system.” He said he was assured of
cooperation in this effort,

Host, a native of Ashland, said he is
familiar not only with Jenny Wiley State
Park but also with the people of this and
surrounding counties and that he is anxious
to improve the park here. He has written
chambers of commerce in the area, asking
suggestions.

Host also said the department is in
process of making improvements in
primitive camping facilities in the Stratton
Branch area but that a permanent camp-
site cannot be put into operation at Goble
Branch until further clearance from the U.
S. Corps of Engineers.

Park managers began soon after May
Lodge was opened in June, 1962. Since then
no less than 13 managers have come and
gone there, and that number does not in-
clude three brief periods of service by the
same man.

Floyd county teachers returned to the
classrooms Wednesday morning, along
with practically all teachers over Ken-
tucky, ending a strike which was described
as “‘the largest walkout of teachers that has
ever occurred.”

The strike began Feb. 23. An end of the
walkout became inevitable, last week-end,
as scattered boards of education in other
sections of the state filed for injunctions
against teachers, with the return of
teachers in those districts beginning when
courts granted the injunctions.

The delegate assembly of the Kentucky
Education Association (KEA) met in
Louisville Monday night, receiving there
the KEA recommendation of a return to
classes. The assembly approved the
recommendation, but final action remained
for the teachers in each county.

When the Floyd County Education
Association met at the Strand Theatre here
Tuesday morning there was not a quorum
present. Michael Auxier, FCEA president,
then issued an executive order, officially
ending the strike. His action was applauded
by the teachers present.

Mr. Auxier then conferred with
Superintendent of Schools Charles Clark,
and it was announced that schools would
open Wednesday morning at the usual hour.

Reporting to the gathering of teachers on
Monday night’s Louisville meeting, O. E.
Stanley said the feeling expressed there
was that most of the KEA program will be
voted by the General. Assembly, although
the 6 per cent cost-of-living pay increase
has not made much progress and the in-
crease for the present will stand at $200 for
the next school year and the $100 additional,
the following year, as approved in the
budget.

The prospects for teacher negotiation and
sick leave benefits are favorable, he said.

When the Community Methodist Church opened its doors for its first service in
January, 1954, Z. 8. (Dick) Dickerson tolled the bell that summoned the community to
worship. Now, 16 years later, the 88-year-old Mr. Dickerson continues as the official
bell-ringer for the church, and in all that time he has not been away from the job on
more than 25 occasions. He rings the bell five times on Sundays for Sunday School and
morning and evening services, and twice on Wednesdays for prayer meeting,
Residents of the community say they can detect a different tone when “Uncle Dick” is
not on the job. The church-bell, incidentally, was used for years in the old Preston-
sburg grade school building before it gave way to a new structure. It was donated to
the church (for the nominal $1) by the board of education.

that in the last four months 6,342 patients
have been transported to and from doctors’
offices and hospitals a total of 125,644 miles,
exclusive of the miles patients were
transported in ambulances.

The comprehensive health program,
which is scheduled to operate through 1972,
employs 102 persons. Its eight outposts—
each' manned by a registered nurse, an
assistant team leader, four aides and a
secretary—are located at Dwale, Bypro,
Bosco, Martin, Drift, Middle Creek, Mud
Creek and Mare Creek.

Prestonsburg, Ky.
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Will the Pollution Problem
At Jenny Wiley Be Included?

A recent news release says, in
effect:
- “"Parks Commissioner James
Host met recently with Dr. Russell
E. Teague, commissioner of
health, to learn how to avoid the
water pollution problems that
have arisen in the past at the fif-
teen or more public bathing
beaches at state parks.”
" This is, of course, welcome news
to Kentuckians. But we who have
wondered how long Floyd and
surrounding counties would
escape an epidemic of hepatitis
originating from the water at the
Stratton Branch recreation area in
Jenny Wiley State Park find little
comfort in the announcement. For,
'if the policy that was in effect
there last year remains un-
changed, the water at the beach
will be wuntreated; only signs
warning the public of its pollution
will stand as a mere token
protection—and the beach will be
open to bathers of every age.

Pollution of the Stratton Branch
arm of Dewey Lake, where the
original Jenny Wiley State Park
is located, is
nothing new. But until the state
opened its community-size pool
nearby health personnel had the
task of adding bacteria-killing
chemicals to the water. Some work
was done to add motion to the
water there to lessen the ac-
cumulation of pollution. The
beach, with Stratton Branch
‘bringing down pollution from the

camping area farther up the small
stream, was never a pristine “old
swimming hole,”’ but the danger of
disease was reduced to the point
that it could be wused with a
reasonable degree of safety.
When the state pool was opened,
however, treatment of the water
ended. Warning signs were posted,
a fence that fenced nothing in and
nobdy out was erected. And so the
beach was still used.
Now, will the desire to avoid
llution problems at state park
eaches include Jenny Wiley's
condemned but still-used beach?
The spot is popular with literally
thousands of visitors to the park
who prefer the open water of the
lake and its sand beach to the
costlier modernity of the pool
which the state built at con-
siderable expense. It will be as
inviting this year as last. The
warning signs will be no plainer,
the fence-barrier no more ef-
fective.

Somebody whose sense of
responsibility is greater than the
public’s should be responsible. One
of two things should be done, this
year:

1. The pollution should be
reduced by elminating camping on
Stratton Branch, upstream from
the beach, and the water should be
chemically treated; or, 2. Guards
with authority to bar bathers from
the lake should be posted at the
beach.

We hope Step No. 1 will be taken.

Major Earthslides and Minor,
And the Alibis They Create

i The road up Stonecoal Creek in
Pike county has been blocked by
an earthslide at an auger-mine
operation that not only imposes
hardships on residents of the
community, including the aged
.and ailing, but also poses a
~big problem to Pike county.
. What makes the occurrence
more tragic is the ridiculous
response of governmental and
business leaders fo the situation.
For instance:

Elmore Grim, director of the
Kentucky Division of

- Reclamation, admits there’s no

question about augering causing

the slide. But, he explains, it
‘resulted because ““old’’
reclamation practices were

followed at the site, and he adds:

“We have not had a major slide
on sites reclaimed under the latest
requirements.”’

What about minor slides? Aren’t

they deserving of consideration?

Then County Judge Rutherford
and Robert Bartley, executive
secretary of the Surface Mining
and Reclamation Association in
Pikeville, hazard the opinion that
most of the slide resulted from
natural causes. ‘'Heavy water
caused it,”” Judge Rutherford is
quoted as saying. It is possible,”’
he conceded, ‘“that this might not
have come down if they hadn’t
augered there, but | think the hill
would have come down, anyway.’’

One thinks what he wants to
think. That hill had been there a
long time and a lot of “heavy
water’’ had run down its slopes
during that time without a slide,
major or minor. And a lot of other
hills stood up under the same
“heavy water’’ that is blamed for
this little community’s tragedy.

Ranier Construction Co., Prestonsburg.
These industries contribute approximately
$6,000,000 to Floyd county’s gross annual
product, plus more than 500 jobs. Other
industries are the Lycoming Shoe plant at
West Liberty, employihg 300, the U. S. Shoe
plant at Prestonsburg, employing more
than 300; Kentucky Appalachian In-
dustries, Prestonsburg, which employs 400;

SOME MORE FAMILY NAMES

My study of onomastics — origin of
names — has made me remember many
ways in which we used to carry on this
tradition, not to the extent of centuries ago
but still obvious in rural areas. Some of the
people whom I knew at Fidelity were never
called by their names but by some short-
ened or comic form of them. I was grown
before I knew that Ceph Winchester was
named Josephus, and his brother Zannie
was actually Alexander. One of my
Mammoth Cave friends was called Doc; I
did not know until I read his obituary, after
he and I had lived as good friends for
decades, that he was so called for the
doctor who brought him into the world. A
rather well-fed friend of mine is universally
known as Fatty; his real name is James
Skaggs; but I know at least six men with
that name; only this one has such a
distinctive name added.

A host of Mammoth Cave family names
arose, in pre-pioneer days, in the same
way, back in the British Isles. The original
Campbell was so called because he was
hare-lipped; Crump was applied to a man
who was bent or crooked in stafure; the
first Kennedy was ugly-headed; the first
Scotchman named Mitchell was a
“pig’un,” for the word is the, same as
Scotch MICKEL. Springs, streams,
bridges, swamps played a big part in
placing some Jim or Tom or Bill who might
otherwise be hard to identify: Parsley lived
across the water; Rich lived by the stream;
Adwell lived by the well or spring; Vance
lived near a swamp; also Whittle lived on
or near a white hill, probably a limestone
one at that; Keith lived in a forest.

In addition to such obvious names for
occupations as carpenter, tailor, farmer,
smith, there were many others that are not
so obvious now. Jagger or Jaggers was a
driver of a peddling wagon; Kidwell made
wicker baskets to catch fish; Poynter or
Pointer made lace for a living; Slemmons
made looms for sale; Spillman was a
juggler or jester, a sleight-of-hand artist;
Webb was a weaver; Webster was a female
weaver,

It has always been true that personal
characteristics often separate some of us
from the rest of our tribe or clan, The
original Woolsey or Woolsie got his name
from his keen eye, ‘“wolf’s eye”’; Self may
have looked like a sea-lion, probably
because of a walrus mustache; Lyons
looked or acted or roared like a lion;
Pardue, originally a Frenchman, used a
naughty byword—PAR DIEU—or a less.
naughty one—DE PARTE DIEU, which
means a mere “in God's name.” Maybe
Barron or Barrons strutted his stuff, like a
lord; Toohey was or pretended to be a
greenhorn, a rustic; Clements or Clem-
mons had a kind bearing and was merciful;
Curtis was noted for his courteous man-
ners; Gentry acted like one well-bred;
Moody was bold, as was also Mudd, both
words derived from an old word that is not
lost, “mod,” which meant just about every
good quality.

The actual giving of surnames is not at all
ancient in many parts of the world. It is
said that Napoleon, in the early 1800’s
urged Frenchmen fo standardize their
names. In the Scandinavian countries it is
still said to be common to create a new
surname for each new boy: for example,
Nils Hansen might name his son Hans, but
he would be Hans Nilsen rather than Hans
Hansen. This is very picturesque and is
definitely good enough for a local neigh-
borhood, but it is pretty hard to keep up
with beyond such narrow boundaries.
Sonny Brown may live and die as Sonny
Brown, so far as his village is concerned;
but we have grown accustomed to having
him as a responsible citizen with some
name or names: James T. Brown or
George Brown, Jr., or Raymond Brown III.
It is very folkish, however, 10 be in-
troduced, as I have been, to Baby Thomp-
son, let us call him, a six-footer, twice as
big as his pappy. And Little Mary Jones or
even Sugar Jones has been introduced to
ine after both of us were grandparents.
Now aren’t family names interesting?

On many farms of our region, the
beautiful and highly useful slippery elms
have been almost wiped out by the all-too-
persistent bark peddlers. Some of these
seem to think that they have the right to go
upon the lands of others and kill the slip-
pery elms.

As I walk through the woods, I see the
naked trunks of slippery elms bleaching in
the sun, where they have been cut and
peeled and left to rot. If you have a slippery
elm on the farm, protect it well and keep its
location a secret, if possible. Few of these
trees are safe from the bark hunters.

The slippery elm is also known to
botanists as the red elm, Ulmus Rubra, as
the inner wood is tinged with red. It is also
known in some parts as the sweet elm and
the moose elm. It is one of the finest har-
bingers of spring, as it bursts out in bloom
during the latter part of March, the flowers
appearing ahead of the leaves. They are
formed in clusters on the twigs and are
small, rounded and yellowish-green. They
mature to tiny “seed wafers” which are
dispersed by the wind.,

The inner bark of this tree is its most
useful and distinguishing feature. It is
white, aromatic, tender and sweet and may
be eaten like candy. It is a good tonic, also a
fine medicine for coughs and colds. In the
days of the early settlers, the bark was used
for many ailments. It was a remedy for

diarrhea, and was also used to make the
famous ‘‘slippery elm poultices,” used for
binding up bruises or carbuncles. To make
the poultice, the inner bark was pounded
into a mucilaginous pulp, sewed up in a rag
and applied to the bruise or ‘‘risin’”’. The
savory, aromatic bark is much used today
to make lozenges for the drugstore trade
and is always in demand on the herb
market, which makes the gathering of the
bark a profitable venture for the herb
dealers.

The sprouts of slippery elm are one of the
choicest foods of the moose, which browse
on them to the very last one. Where moose
range, the slippery elm has small chance to
thrive.

The slippery elm can be told easily from
the larger American elm, which has tough,
stringy inner bark and smaller leaves. The
leaves of the slippery elm grow about seven
inches long and are rough like sandpaper,
being covered with coarse hairs. The outer
bark is dark brown, rugged, deeply
furrowed perpendicularly and is rough and
scaly.

the inner bark, which is sweet, tender
and full of tonic properties, was once widely
used to make a food for invalids; it was
ground up fine and mixed with milk and
used as a healing food for invalids. The
bark is also said to be an effective remedy
for relieving congestion of the chest and
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Some people just don’t like jig fishing.
For them there just isn’t enmough sport
connected with this method of catching
black bass. They like action with a casting
rod rather than with stiff cane poles. This
minority need not wait longer to get in their
licks While most people are enjoying jig
fishing in most of the lakes, two others offer
fishing that should delight the purist, if that
be his description. It’s rainbow trout fishing
in Herrington and Cumberland. .

These stocked fish have an idea of
spawning. They have moved into the very
heads of some of the creeks or tributaries
that empty into these two lakes and they
are there now, going through the motions of
spawning, and actually spawning in many
instances. Although it is believed they are
wasting their eggs in such water, they
nevertheless succumb to the call of nature,
and when the temperature begins to rise
just a bit after the long winter, they head
for the most natural spawning areas in
these lakes and there congregate to lay
their eggs. The heads of these creeks are
the most natural spawning areas.

For the past few weeks fishermen have
detected their actions in these areas and
have been having better than fair luck.
Many know from the past year’s activities
that the rainbow will be in those given
areas at certain times and the anglers have
been there to greet them. Others, not aware
of the spawning runs in these two lakes,
miss much of the fun.

During the past two weeks, good catches
of trout, up to three pounds, have been
made at Lake Cumberland. Similar catch-
es, but smaller fish, are reported from
some sections of Herrington Lake.

It may be that the runs in these two lakes
are about over, but it’s worth the while of a
fisherman to give it a go anyway.

The rainbow is his own worst enemy in
the spawning areas. He moves into the very
shallow waters, often not over a couple of
feet deep, and there wallows about slashing
the water and presenting to the
knowledgeable fishermen a dead give-
away of the rainbow’s madness.

The fisherman then has merely to move
his boat into the shallow water, keeping it a
fair distance from the actual spawning
grounds, cast a minnow-action flashy ar-
tificial lure and retrieve swiftly.

As surely as the rainbow are there,
they’ll hit and they’ll give the fisherman the
battle he desires. In some instances the
fisherman will discard the boat a few
hundred feet away from the shallow water
and walk the bank, casting as he quietly
moves along.

And often, in place of artificial lures,
worms or a soft, sticky cheese will do the
job, behind a floater. The bait is allowed
aliost ‘to touch the bottom and is kept
moving by a slow retrieve.

It's anybody’s guess as to how long the
rainbow will be in the spawning mood. It
may be a couple of weeks more, or it may
be less.

Anyway, it’s worth a trip to find out, and
if the rainbows and the fishermen meet at
this pseudo spawning area, then there's

_bound to be a lot of action.

One way to tell a slippery elm in winter is
by looking closely at the winter buds, which
are covered with reddish or tawny hairs.

The slippery elm is usually found
growing on fertile, rocky hillsides and
spurs of ridges; sometimes it grows along
the banks of streams. The tree may reach a
height of 75 feet, with a trunk diameter of
three feet, but it seldom attains the gigantic
stature of its cousin, the American elm.

It used to be a favorite spring venture of
country boys to go to the woods as soon as
the sap began to rise, to peel the young
slippery elms and eat the inner bark. The
smaller ones in every fence corner always
showed scars from pocket knives, where
they had been peeled by the boys. They
would even scrape the cambium layer
under the bark to get its sweet flavor and
tasty goodness. This inner bark and the sap
of the cambium layer allays both hunger
and thirst.

I believe that we should all work to try to
save the slippery elm for posterity. It has
played a great role in healing the various
zilments of our foreparents, who depended
on it for poultices and medicines. Such a
tree with its long history of 'serving
mankind should not be destroyed utterly. It
should, rather, be given every protection
possible against the ravages of the bark
peddlers.
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Present Pollution Said to Leave
.~ ,But 20 More Years of Human Life

(An editorial from The Huntington Advertiser)

- “We have only 20 years left for
us to live in our present en-
vironment.’’

This chilling statement by Frank
W. Holas, president and chief
executive officer of Booth
Fisheries, the world’s largest
handlers of fish and seafood
products, placed the growing
menace of pollution squarely on
the line for the public and officials
alike.

The problem was pointed up by
the series of Advertiser articles
last week on pollution of the Ohio
River and its tributaries. It has
been repeatedly emphasized by
reports of dangerous con-
tamination of the Potomac at
Washington.

Last year alone, the Holas
statement said, more than 15
million fish were killed by water
pollution. This meant the loss not
only of those killed but those that
would have been propagated had
they lived.

A surprising aspect of the
statement was that telling of the
effects of pollution in the oceans.
Probably most people think there
+ 1880 much water in the oceans that
it will dilute pesticides sufficiently
to nullify their effects.

But seafood can store up
pesticides in their tissues, and the
confinued pollution can raise the
concentration to dangerous levels.
Such poisons can alse be carried
much farther than most people
would think possible.

Residues of DDT have been
found in penguins thousands of
miles from the nearest point of
contamination. '

The poisoning of fish and seafood
is a serious handicap to the effort
to provide more sustenance fo the
* constantly increasing world
population.

In 1968 retail sales of such food
amounted to $2.8 billion.

But this is only one aspect of the
rising pollution of air and water to
dangerous levels for human life. In
the congested metropolitan areas
pollution is now causing serious
health problems.

Only a few years ago em-
physema, a lung ailment, was
comparatively rare. Now it is a
common and a serious trouble
complicated by airborne irritants.

Asthma and other respiratory
ailments also can be seriously
aggravated by impure air.

In view of the effects of rising
levels of pollution on health,
self-preservation requires that the
public insist upon speedier efforts
to reduce the amount of injurious
substances going into air and
water.

This is especially necessary in
areas of dense population. But the
mounting problems arising from
the concentration of people in the
crowded ghettos of the big cities
call insistently also for more ef-
fective national efforts to spread
the population more evenly over
the country.

This not only would make more
adequate use of natural resources
such as land and water but would
contribute to the solution of many
other serious problems resulting
from the crowding of people
together.

As the population of the nation
rises to 300, 400, 500 million and
even more, the increase will
become more rapid, and survival
will require prompt and energetic
efforts to deal with mounting
problems.

The public welfare requires
more effective action now to meet
not only national but world dif-
ficulties.

Health Department
Says Trailer Parks

Violations Growing

A growing problem in this area is the
number of trailer parks which are in
violation of the Kentucky trailer coach park
law and regulations, says a statement from
the Floyd County Health Department.

The following information regarding the
law and regulations relating to trailer
coach parks is submitted by Dr. R. L. Hall,
Floyd county health officer.

“Trailer coach park” or ‘‘park’’ means
an area of land upon which two or more
occupied trailer coaches are harbored,
either free of charge or for revenue pur-
poses, and shall include any building,
structure, tent, vehicle, or enclosure used
or intended for use as a part of the equip-
ment of such trailer coach park.”

The trailer coach park law, enacted by
the 1954 General Assembly, requires all
trailer coach parks in Kentucky to be
licensed. The Kentucky State Department
of Health was designated by the law as the
licensing agency, and the Kentucky State
Board of Health was empowered to adopt
reasonable regulations to carry out the
intent of the law.

No one shall operate a trailer coach park
without having first obtained a permit.
Permits to operate shall be posted in a
conspicuous place at the trailer coach park.

Each trailer coach park issued a permit
to operate shall:

1. Be so located that the drainage of the
park area will not endanger any water
supply.

2. Dispose of all sewage and other water-
carried wastes into a municipal sewage
system whenever available; however,
where connections are not avallable,
disposal shall be into a private system
which includes a sanitary means of
disposal, the operation of which creates
neither a nuisance nor a menace to health,
and is approved by the department;

3. Dispose of garbage and rubbish in a
manner which creates neither a nuisance
nor a menace to health and which is ap-
proved by the department.

Unless trailer coach parks are operated
and maintained in a sanitary manner they
constitute a threat to the health of the oc-
cupants of the parks and to the health of the
residents of adjacent areas.

All trailer coach park operators should be
thoroughly familiar with the provisions of
law and regulations concerning trailer
coach parks. For further information,
inquire at the health department.

Water Here Not
Affected by Oil

Oil which moved down the Big Sandy
from the Haysi, Va. section recently
and forced the temporary closing of the
Pikeville water plant did not affect the
Prestongburg water supply, Dick Davis,

water gystem manager here, said Friday.'

The heavy volume of water pouring into
the Big Sandy from tributaries between
Pikeville and Prestonsburg was credited
with dissipating effects of the oil by the
time it reached here.

Ike Hall, Pikeville city manager, said
residents there began complaining of the
oil-taste of the drinking water, about 6 a.m.
on Feb. 18. The plant was closed, and
roughly half a million gallons of water were
emptied from tanks, lines and hydrants
during the cleaning process which required
several hours.

Hall said the source of the oil was pin-
pointed at a spot along the tracks of the
Clinchfield Railway Company tracks and
that legal action was being studied. He
added that it was the second time in a three-
week period that Pikeville’s water supply
had been threatened. The first was when
Clinchfield railway cars containing
chemicals wrecked and plunged into the
river in the Haysi vicinity. The Pikeville
plant on that occasion was closed for about
six hours.

suffering the penalty now in effect, and this
was hailed as a victory. The legislation, if
finally approved, will not become effective,
however, till 1972 because of a current lack
of revenues.

The KEA group censured Superintendent
of Public Instruction Butler for his critical
remarks directed at teachers.

Says Levenson:

“When kids are very young—8, 7, 8—
that’s no time to make scientists of them.
It’s a time for innocence, for wondering,
imagining. I have no objection to sex
education. But it depends on how it’s
taught. All the charts, and the birds and the
bees—forget it! I think sex should be taught
with the stress on love, not biology.”

I’'m told (via this artlcle from which 1
quote) that the author says the subject
should be love, not the mechanics, because
love is what the world is all about . . . and
because many children don’t get enough of
it. He says children should be taught that
they're a chain of forever, that they’re
important and belong to eternity. And he
sensibly points out that when a toddler
asks, “Where did I come from?" he means

just that—‘'‘where,” and is not asking to

know the ‘“how” of the matter.

Mr. Levenson is aware of something
many aren’t hep to—that this sex education
teaching of the ‘“how” is, reduction ab-
surdum, threatening to be a mere chart of
male and female plumbing.

They put out to
sea one day recently, hoping for a heavy
catch of lobsters. What they caught was
something else, plus.

The partners had a series of lobster pots
with some ropes attached to buoys about
three miles off Manomet Point, out of
Plymouth, and Clark learned from the
violence with which the ropes were shaking
that something bigger than lobsters was
enmeshed. They began to haul in the catch.

Clark’s eyes popped when the sea denizen
was slowly dragged to the surface. He had
seen turtles but nothing to equal this giant.
Ogg and Clark fought furiously to hold their
catch and bring him aboard. Succeeding
after a long struggle, they stood amazed on
the deck. Both agreed that what they had
was the biggest turtle they had ever seen or
read about. They didn’t know then what it
weighed but hours later, when they were
back at shore and technicians of the Boston
Sea Laboratories of the New England
Aquarium had done their work, they were
told the turtle weighed 800 pounds. It was,
the technicians said, the largest ever
landed in New England.

However, before the Boston Sea
Laboratories had examined the turtle,
there had been much stirring on the wharf
and lots of wireless messages. Ogg had
called the harbormaster, the message had
been intercepted by Capt. John Pinto of the
Liberty II ship, and he hurried to the scene.
Boston Sea Laboratories picked up one of
the messages out of the air waves, and tha’
institution put in a telephone to the har-
bormaster. They wanted that turtle, alive if
possible.

The huge turtle was finally loaded, fully
tied down with ropes, on a truck dispatched
Now OPEN by the sea laboratories, and the ride to
Boston began.

Gains Bipartisan

FRANKFORT—Governor Louie B.
Nunn's four-point proposal for welfare
reform has been introduced in the House of
Representatives and Senate as a bipartisan
measure by 16 Republicans and 12
Democrats.

The bill, HB 429 and SB 260, is directed at
rehabilitation rather than maintenance of
welfare recipients, stressing work in-
centives to remove people from welfare
rolls and place them on pay rolls.

Nunn noted adoption of the legislation
would not call for any more money than

otherwise needed if the welfare system

were allowed to go unchanged.

The bill calls for a redistribution of assets
so as not to penalize those at the low-income
level who have begun working for low
salaries.

Governor Nunn pointed out that under the
present system a needy person who starts
earning $100 a month may see his welfare
check shrink by $50.

Thus, initiative to earn is thwarted by the
reduction in relief payment.

By shifting the scale, those families
earning the least money would be able to
retain more of their earnings.

At the same time, those demonstrating
ability to support themselves would be
removed from the relief rolls,

In encouraging private individuals and
agencies outside of government to aid in
helping the poor, the bill calls for the
establishment of a new effort, Community
Resources for Employment And Training
Effort —CREATE for short.

According to Economic Security Com-
missioner Merritt S. Deitz, Jr., CREATE
would be established under the direction of
Public Assistance offices in each of the
state’s 120 counties.

“A social worker in each office would
serve as a liaison between the poor and
those individuals interesting in helping
out,” Deitz explained.

“The social worker would put the public
in touch with those welfare cases where
rehabilitation were possible,” he said.

In order to make CREATE effective, a
loosening of the present confidentially laws
for welfare recipients is necessary to allow
CREATE workers and recipients to talk
together.

““This loosening of the confidentially laws
wouldn’t fling welfare records wide open to
public disclosure,” Deitz explained.

‘“‘But we have to lift the barrier between
the poor and the public if we are to form a
communication between them that would
be advantageous to the needy.

“Many people who have expressed
willingness to help have had to be turned
down in the past because the names of those
on relief could not be made available to
them,” Deitz added.

CREATE would work directly in finding
employment for those qualifying. It would
also advise training programs, help with

child care placement and call upon com- -

munity agencies to help in preparing the
indigent for the work world.

The welfare reform bill is also aimed at
discouragement of absentee fathers.

In the past, the government has awarded
money to a family only if the father was
absent, thus promoting the possibility that
the father would make himself absent in
order to get that money.

The new bill would require that no
payment be made on behalf of a child
because of desertion until after an action
for support has been started against the
deserting parent.

This would discourage the breakdown in
family unity, requiring location of the
father, whenever and wherever possible, as
a condition of eligibility.

The bill would also require all welfare
recipients who are work-ready, or who
could become work-ready with training and
education, to apply for appropriate work or
training.

Refusal to apply for work or training
would make a recipient ineligible for
continued benefits.
