““This points out what can be done when
we all work together,”” Kenneth F, Harper,
commmissioner of the Kentucky Department
of Public Information, commented last
Wednesday in a brief address at
ceremonies marking the reopening of the
Public Information Center here.

He cited the teamwork of county-seat
towns in the area, citizens, civic groups, the
Big Sandy Area Development Council and
Prestonsburg Community College with the
state in effecting the reopening of the
facility which had been closed as a tourist
information source for several months.

Commissioner Harper and Curtis Clark,
. Prestonsburg °city manager who
" represented Mayor George P. Archer, cut
the ribbon emblematic of the opening of the
center’s doors.

Mr. Clark said, I will always be grateful
to Commissioner Harper for taking a
second look at Prestonsburg and this
regional public information center.”

Harper pointed to the importance of
tourism to this area and the entire state. He
said $38 million in taxes was paid to Ken-
tucky last year by tourists.

Joseph McCauley, director of the Big
Sandy Area Development Council, acted as
master of ceremonies. Mr. McCauley and
staff have moved their office into the in-
formation center, and will do double duty—
in development work and in staffing the
'\ information office. The Prestonsburg
" Community College joined in furnishing the
center.

The building is open to public and civic
groups.

Mayor Chandler, of Paintsville, one of
those introduced by Mr. McCauley,
remarked: ‘It is an accepted fact that here
in Eastern Kentucky cities and counties
work together . .. this center represents
that cooperative approach.

Perkins To Ask
Testimony Study

Congressman Carl D. Perkins announced
last week that he will ask the Justice
~ Department and the General Accounting
Office to review sharply conflicting
testimony given in committee hearings on
the Office of Economic Opportunity, then to
decide if the matter should be pursued
further.

Most of the conflicting testimony was
% produced by Governor Louie B. Nunn on the
one hand, and on the other by OEO officials
in Eastern Kentucky. Nunn and his aides
claimed OEO funds in Eastern Kentucky
were spent unwisely, some going into
Democratic political work, and that the
poor benefitted little from the program.
This testimony was presented in the
governor’s row with Treva Turner Howell,
of Breathitt county, whom he un-
successfully sought to oust as Community
Action Program director.

OEO witnesses testified, on the contrary,
that funds were being used to the best
advantage., Among these witnesses were
Hollace West, director of the Community
Action program in Knox county; Dr.

Wells’ Pay Denjal

The Court of Appea]s last Friday held
that theré was no error in the qrcmt coyrt
trial here o the si.t of J&mes M. (Toodles)
Wells against the IFloyd County Board of
Education and that the jury’s denial of sick-
leave pay to him was justified on the basis
of evidence.

Wells, now a resident of Morehead and a
Department of Highways compliance of-
ficer, sued to recover $215.91 sick-leave pay
from the board of education after the board
had disallowed his elaim. The board action
was based on the factthat Wells, a member
of the Prestonsburg high school faculty,
had gone to Michigan on a hunting trip
during the seven days for which he sought
sick-leave pay.

Two doctors who were his hunting
companions testified Wells was coughing,
sneezing and wheezing with asthmatic
bronchitis during the trip. But the appellate
court noted in its opinion that all four men

e suit involved, in addition to the sick-
leave pay, Wells’ claim of $2500 punitive
damages. He contended that his claim was
denied for political reasons arising from his
support of A. B. Chandler for governor in
the 1967 campaign.

The former teacher said the suit was filed
“stricily as a test case, inasmuch as I felt
the matter was politically moti-
vated . . . As evidence that this was only
a test case because of conditions in the
Floyd county school administration, the
amount involved was only $214.91, and I
spent many times that much in legal and
statutary fees.”

Trojans Win Spot
In State Tourney

The 58th district (Floyd county) main-
tained its dominance in Region 15
basketball here Saturday night when the
Wheelwright high school Trojans elamped
down a tight defense against the offensive
power of highly ranked Johnson Central,
staged a scoring uprising of their own and
provided one of the big upsets in four-
nament play over the state.

The Trojans defeated fifth-ranked
Central, 71 to 63, and thus earned a place in
the state high school net tournament which
began Wednesday at Freedom Hall,
Louisville. Wheelwright met Trigg County
high, of Region 2, in one of the Wednesday
games.

Wheelwright entered the championship
game, definitely the underdog—Johnson
Central had beaten them by more than 30
points in their last preceding encounter—
but, with the chips down, tight guarding
held the Johnson countians’ heavy-scoring
Wallen to a scoreless first half and reduced
the offensive strength of the entire Central
team.

This week’s trip will be the Left Beaver
Creek team’s second to the state tourney.
On their first try at the state crown they
reached the semi-finals.

Johnson Central had it easy on the way to
the finals, easily downing Betsy Layne in a
high-scoring game Thursday night, 125 to
98, and defeating Millard in the semi-finals,
81-53. Wheelwright slaughtered Mullins, 91-
40 in the second game last Wednesday
night, but found the going not so easy in the
semi-finals against Johns Creek, though
winning, 77 fo 63.

In addition to the championship and
runnerup trophies awarded, respectively,
to Wheelwright and Johnson Central,
awards made at conclusion of the title
game included the individual free throw
trophy to Tommy Parsons, of Millard; the
team free throw to Millard high school; the
cheerleaders’ trophy to Mullins high.

Briefs Awaited
In Martin Case

After Hearing

The temporary injunction prohibiting
picketing of Martin schools and en-
couragement of pupil absenteeism remains
where it stood prior to Saturday’s hearing
of the case here before a special judge,
except that Special Judge Charles Fannin,
of Boyd county, held that the part of the
complaint filed in the name of Charles
Clark as an individual should be dismissed.

Judge Fannin postponed a decision on the
motion to dissolve the restraining order
entirely until opposing counsel file briefs.
No date for the filing of these briefs was set.

He also reserved a ruling on a motion by
the school board that 10 residents of Martin
be held in contempt because they allegedly
violated orders of the court issued March 4.

The temporary injunction was granted by
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley after
Superintendent Clark and the board of
education alleged that pickets were
disrupting operation of the schools at
Martin. Hearing of the case was originally
scheduled March 9 but was postponed.
Later, Judge Conley disqualified, and
Judge Fannin was designated by the Court
of Appeals.

(The Times erroneously reported last
week that Judge Conley had remarked that
“if picketing is to be done, the board of
education, not the school, should be the
target.” This statement was made by W. W.
Burchett, legal counsel for Clark and the
board.)

At Saturday’s hearing Judge Fannin
ruled that the burden of proof was on the
board of education. Three Martin teachers,
witnesses called by the defense, described
conditions in temporary classrooms as
deplorable. The temporary classrooms
were put into use after the grade school was
destroyed by fire in 1968. They also testified
that the pickets did not interfere with their
pupils, and Chief of Police A. J. Reed said
there was no violence during the picketing.

Some teachers, testifying for the board of
education, said their pupils were restless
while the picketing was in progress, that
attendance was only about 70 per cent
normal and that it was extremely difficult
to instruct students. One teacher-witness
said she was struck on the head with a
picket’s sign but admitted the incident was

Bartley Draws
Ten-Year Term

Curt Bartley, former Prestonsburg man,
was convicted of manslaughter last
Wednesday in the Knott circuit court in the
slaying of James E. Turner, of
Wheelwright, and was sentenced the
following day to a 10-year prison term.

Bartley executed $10,000 appearance
bond for five days, pending a possible
appeal from the sentence.

The defendant testified that he had a
revolver tucked beneath his belt because he
feared that the two women and Turner who
were with him in a car travelling from
Perry county would rob him. He claimed
that Turner suddenly snatched the weapon
and that in the ensuing struggle the pistol
was accidentally discharged and that he
did not fire it.

A statement by Josephine Miller was
admitted as defense testimony. It quoted
Emma Pack, one of the Commonwealth
witnesses, as saying the day after Turner's
death that the shooting was accidental.

Mrs. Pack and Edna Franklin testified
for the Commonwealth that after an
argument which they considered minor the
revolver shot was heard. They said they did
not see the actual firing of the shot.

State Patrolman Maggard and a Hazard
policeman said Bartley told them he killed
Turner.

Trial of the case required three days.

Almost every community in Kentucky is industry-hungry. More
. jobs are needed as the population grows. In Eastern Kentucky there
~ has been a growing interest in diversified industry as leaders have
- come to realize that the area cannot thrive as long as its industry is
confinud to coal or oil and gas.
- Kentucky has done a good job of it, in recent years, toward at-
tracting new industry. The prospects for Eastern Kentucky
brighten. We commend officials at all levels and civic leaders for
‘their efforts toward bringing new industries into this part of the .
state, and we welcome industry.

But in our search for industry and our glad-handing of all who will
come to be with us we need to take a long look at what we are getting
before we trot out the band. Not every individual is good for his
community, and, by the same token, not every business is good.

In support of that statement The Times reprints the following
article, "’"What’s New Where You Live,”” by Dan M. Russell, chief
farm game biologist, Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources,

" which originally appeared in the March number of KEN-
TUCKY ... HAPPY HUNTING GROUND:

Would you believe—50 tons a day? How about 500 tons? The large
plant near Paducah has nine smokestacks, each of which dumps 58
tons of ash and smoke every 24 hours, totaling 522 tons a day!
Imagine, if a junk car weighed a ton, the stacks would be burping up
one junk car and a ‘cycle every three minutes—day and night. If you
have a stack of like dimensions near you then you can guess that it is
puffing out from 30 to 60 junk cars of poison chemical fumes and fly-
ash daily.

Another plant at Paradise, Ky., in addition to its smokestacks,
dumped super-heated water into the Green River at such a rate that
it not only endangered the aquatic life but its neighbor plants
downstream complained that it made their intake water to hot. How
about that! It is only fair to say that installation of cooling towers
and ash catfchers are helping these two plants. The Paducah plant
ash catchers will be a reported 95 per cent efficient and when in
operation only 27 tons per day will go info the air. These measures
could have been preventing pollution all these years. But, bad as it
is, they are using some of the public money to benefit the public by
bestowing on them less waste. If there are any private plants with
plans to cut down on their pollution they should publicize the effort.
Have you heard of any?

“...1tis time to question whether the state can afford the in-
dustry.” This is a quote from an article about stripmining. But why
limit it? With the evidence Kentucky has had in some places, we’d
better ask this of any and all industry having plans to move here.
What evidence, you ask? Well, remember hearing of a plant in
Simpson:county that dumped a batch of deadly. methyl antifreeze
and sterilized Drakes Creek for a distance of 40 miles? Or, a pulp
mill that settled in Hancock county and has caused sore eyes and
noses and tempers all around—even on the Indiana side of the wide
Ohio River? Or, a metal plant in Warren county that simply dumped
waste acid fluids in the plant yard and let it burn its way along the
road, over a bluff and into Barren River? Or, an oil operation in the
‘Henderson area where rusted-out pipes broke repeatedly, smearing

“0il through the woods and spoiling everything, including wildlife in
“its path? Or, a cheese factory ... Yes? Oh, you've remembered
noticing some new stinks, garbage dumps, dead fish, posted signs,
litter piles, smoggy skies, horrible noises, angry farmers, crowded
‘recreation areas . .. Well, then you know what | mean.
- You'‘ve also seen pictures in the local papers of some dignitary
spading ground, laying a cornerstone or cutting a ribbon across the
“doorway to a new plant.

~ Many popular lure colors look totally
unlike anything game fishes feed on, and
yet—they cateh plenty of fish, Wi ' This is
another of the fascinating “mumowns”
about fish reactions, and therefore worthy
as a topic for discussion.

Let’s examine one of the best all-time
fish-catching patterns, a red head with a
white body. Who ever saw a minnow, or
food fish, so colored? No one.

Then why is this color combination so
effective?

This corner’s opinion, based on numerous
underwater color studies, is—contrast. Red
and white can be seen against any
background. It has extreme visibility.

If you have a lure with red head and white
body handy, get it and let’s make a little
experiment. Ask someone to take this lure
and hold it in front of various colored
backgrounds.

Notice how it stands out, even when held
in front of matching colors. Against a red
background, the white body contrasts
sharply. On a white background, the red
catches your eye.

Now, try-an all white lure against a white
backdrop, or an all-yellow lure against a
yellow base. They’re hard to see,

Then, things happen to colors under
diminished, diffused light where the fish
live.

Let’s say we're standing on a black mud
bottom in about ten feet of water. We are in

A cl'uld shopping for candy will take
considerable time before he makes up his
mind about what he wants. He knows it’s all
good but he wants to come up with the very
best—the very tastiest of the lot.

The Kentucky fisherman is much like the
child shopping for candy. There’s so much
good water to fish it is difficult sometimes
to come up with the most satisfying answer.
But it is a healthy dilemma in which he
finds himself.

The reason is simple-—Kentucky, as most
everyone knows, has more miles of running
water than any other state except Alaska.
It is estimated that running, fishable water
in Kentucky streams ramble over 13,000
miles. And then, if interested in close-to-
home fishing, the angler has myriad farm
ponds from which to choose. There are
literally thousands of such ponds, properly
stocked and producing fish, within the
borders of Kentucky. It boils down to the
fact that there are several choices to be
made within each county.

If the fisherman seeks the larger waters
he is particularly blessed and is becoming
more so every year. Since the first major
lake, Herrington, was impounded in
Kentucky in the early 1920’s, 12 others of
more than 1,000 acres each and a great
number of smaller lakes have been com-
pleted and are now offering good fishing.
Total surface area of these 13 im-
poundments is slightly over 184,000 square
miles and that’s a lot of water. Another
good thing about it is that most of that
water is well-populated with several
desirable species of fish.

Lakes of practically all sizes are in-
cluded. In far Western Kentucky there are
the twin lakes, Barkley and Kentucky.
Connected by a canal, they must be con-
sidered - among the largest man-made
bodies of water in the world. Total area of
these two lakes is better than 95,000 square
miles.

Lake Cumberland, which lies wholly in
Kentucky, is 101 ml.les long and alone has
an acreage of 950,250, There’s Barren
Reservoir with 10,000 acres and nearby is
brand new Green River Reservoir that has
over 8000 surface acres. The others in the
major lakes category range from around
5000 downward. And, of course, some real

... good fishing is experienced in the smaller

stateowned and managed lakes located in
all sections of Kentucky.

Three of the newest lakes to be completed
in Kentucky and which should offer some
excellent fishing this year are Green River,
Fishtrap and Grayson. They are all of
fairly good size and the fishing should be of
the best,

what anglers cal “good fishmg water”
because it’s slightly unclear.

background. As the lure is moved father

away, it remains yellow almost as far as it

is visible. Only during the lag few feet of

céliscemment does the yellow fade to whitish
ay

This does not mean yellow is ViSlble
farther than white. But, wh{te loses its
whiteness long before yellow loses its
yellowness. Yellow as a reecognizable
color is more enduring than white.

Homer Circle, Angling HEaditor for
SPORTS AFIELD MAGAZINE, reports
that this may be why yellow in various
combinations is the most popular overall
color in lures. It posse extreme
visibility and distant identity as'a color.

The popular natural scales are subtle
shadings over white, yellow, gray,
pearlescent and other hght base colors.
These are meant to duplicate the life-like
colorations of food fishes such @8 perch,
shad and bluegills.

Usually, these are more eff e than
study colors in clear water becaﬁse they
more closely resemble the natural forage of
game fishes.

The shad finish and the various white
combinations are effective under the same
circumstances. But, black seems to te a
regional thing.

Man, the Mosl Danﬂerous Predator

Nature created predators, because they
are necessary in her scheme of ereation to
help maintain the checks and balances of
life. 1ost predators kill only what they can
eat or need as food; they let the rest alone,
so that they’ will have a food supply left.

Among the birds, we have the hawks and
owls as the finest predators, as they destroy
the rodents that would soon overrun the
earth and eat up the crops. Hawks and owls
rarely kill more than they can use as food.
In the animal world, we have such
predators as coyotes, wolves, lions, tigers
and others. Most of these help nature by
weeding out the herds of deer and elk and
others; they mostly kill the weak, the old or
those that cannot escape. Thus they help to
keep the herds strong and able to survive.

However, some predators run amuck and
kill life just for the thrill of killing it. That is
when the predators become dangerous, and
a serious menace to future life. A lion often
becomes a bloodthirsty killer; instead of
stopping when he has killed what he needs
for food, he often goes on a savage binge
and kills every member” of a herd of goats
or other animals he attacks. Thus he
becomes a dangerous predator and often
has to be caught and taken away from the
herds or else destroyed.

In the past history of man, he has been a
predator much like the lion that runs
amuck and kills for the sport of killing. It is
perfectly right for man to kill any animal
he needs for food and can use. But man has
never been willing to stop there; he goes
right on killing the animals, whether he
needs them for food or not. That is why
today we are faced with the loss of most of
our finest and best animals and birds. Man
has over-killed them in the past. Today a
great many men are waking up to the grim
fact that unless we stop wanton killing of
wild-life, there isn’t going to be any left in

the future. Naturalists now say that there
are more than 500 species of wild life
headed for extinction,—unless we stop their
killing and try to save them. Recently, a
sportsman who had awakened to the dire
necessity of trying to protect and save
game animals and birds, said: ‘“When we
lose an animal or a bird which nature has
created over past eons of time, we lose a
part of ourselves.”

Joseph Wood Krutch, the great
naturalist, recently made this statement:
“It is a grim fact that unless we are willing
to share this earth with other creatures
besides ourselves, we shall not be able to
live on it for long.”

Marguerite A. Selser, who is on the board
of directors of the Defenders of Wild Life,
recently said: ‘““We humans have no
mandate to destroy life at will; we are not
the creators of life; we are not even the
owners of wild life; we are merely a part of
all life and kin to all life.”

Therefore man has a responsibility to
protect life and not to destroy it. But man is
prone to think only of his own selfish in-
terests. In the past he has been ruled by the
greed for gain; he puts out dangerous
pesticides to kill insects and doesn’t think
how many other creatures he is also kKilling
or endangering, even himself, We have lost
many fine birds in the past by man’s
thoughtlessness and =elfishness.

A bird student, recently appalled by the
loss of many birds to man’s encroachment
and destruction of their habitats, cried out:
“What could be lonelier or sadder than the
mating song of the world’s last robin? What
could be more heartbreaking than to hear
the last wood thrush on earth singing his
last song?”’

Today we are fast becoming aware of the
sad loss of many of our finest birds and
animals. It is perhaps too late to save many

of them, but we can keep on trying. We
never know how we miss wildlife and birds
until they are gone. I myself might ask,
What could be lonelier than a piece of
pretty woods where there is never heard a
bird note, the bark of a squirrel, the yap of a
fox, or the soft tread of a rabbit’s foot on the
leaves? A piece of woods like that would be °
like a graveyard.

Man, the most dangerous predator,
almost wiped out such magnificent birds as
the snowy egret, the whooping crane, in
order to supply fashionable women with
their gorgeous plumes. When there were no
more of these birds left to furnish the
plumes of fashion, women had to quit
wearing hats decorated with plumes.

It used to be stylish to wear sealskin coats
and coats lined with the fine fur of the
beaver. Man, the greedy predator,
slaughtered these animals by the millions
to supply the demands of the society,
dowagers who wanted a fine coat of
sealskin. Men used to go the the islands "
where there were thousands of baby seals,
knocked them in the head with a club and
somtimes skinned them alive to get their
furs. Today, the fur seals are in grave
danger of extinction. The beavers were also
over-killed, trapped and almost wiped out
in order to get their fine furs to supply the
demands of fashion. It used to be a common
thing in the country of the beavers to find
many of these animals with two or three
feet missing. They had gnawed them off fo
escape death in the cruel, leghold steel
trap.

Man failed to realize that the beavers
were made by nature to conserve the water
supply and to prevent soil erosion. Almost
too late he woke up to the great value of the,
beavers in nature’s plan of conservation.
Once he did, these animals became
protected by law.

already is removing coal by shoving entire
mountaintops down the slopes.

Coal normally is stripped seam by seam,
with crews working down through a hill by

digging along the contour of the slope.
Sometimes the coal is drilled out with huge
augers. . :

“But this only gives you a 40 per cent
recovery,” Grim explained. “The new
method gives you 9% to 95 per cent.”

To mine owners, more coal is just one
benefit of the new system, which was
developed by thel Natural Resources
Department and the U.S. Forest Service
Experiment Station at Berea. Grim also
ticked off these assets:

1. More level land for industrial
development—even for airports—since
hilltops are leveled and overburden is used
to fill narrow, V-shaped valleys.

2. Less erosion and stream pollution from
spoilbanks, since “the operator is required
to build silt structures to keep sediment in
the tributaries and off the main streams.”

3. Acid materials, which pollute streams
long after mining operations have ceased,
are being “‘segregated and buried.”

Stripped land is reseeded almost im-
mediately, and lands destined for com-
mercial uses already would be especially
attractive to developers.

“This land will be off the flood plain,”
Grim said. "You've also got (mining) haul
roads there, and a lot of times they’re
better than the country roads.”

Grim saic Breathitt Coal Co., of Hazard,
is the only company now using the new
method, wiich costs more initially but
over-all is 10 more expensive than the old
strip-minirg method.

“If it wrks there (Breathitt county), I
can’t see why it can’t be done in Knott,
Letcher a:d Perry counties where 75 to 80
per cent «f the total strip mining is done,”
Grim sail.

Grant Davis, project leader for the
Forest Service, said it is too early to
evaluate results, but agreed that ‘‘better
looking land” and more coal seems
assured

“Over in that country, level land is quite
a scarcty,” he added.

William Sturgill, president of several
coal firms, including Breathitt, which is
stripping about 50 acres atop mountains,
said the new method is “working out real
well.” He said his company will now “be
able to do a better job of reclamation.”

Sturgill was asked if the new mining
method had drawn any opposition.

“To the contrary,” he replied, ‘“‘we’re
getting encouragement from every
ql.lal‘ter." I

But Harry Caudill, Whitesburg attorney,
author and conservationist, said moun-
taintop stripping promises ‘‘total
obliteration” to the Appalachian coal
areas.

“The older method at least left some of
the forest,” he explained, ‘“This (new
stripping method) will be done eventually
to this entire mountain range while people
sit around with cocktail glasses and talk
about the environment.”

Caudill added, ‘“There are thousands of
acres of level land in Eastern Kentucky,
extremely fertile, but we’re running people
out of there (with strip mining).”

Dan Gibson, of Knott county, is an out-
spoken member of the ‘““Appalachian Group
to Save the Land and the People,” whose
members come from at least five coal-
mining counties. _

“They’re cutting the tops of those hills
off, filling the valleys up and ruining the
water for the (live) stock,” Gibson com-
plained.

He said Troublesome Creek near his
home is ‘‘red as can be”” because of strip-
mining pollution. ‘“There’s not a living
substance in that creek.”

Grim said the state also has developed
another method to reduce strip-mine
erosion and stabilize spoilbanks in about 10
miles of Eastern Kentucky. He said miners
reduce dangerous slopes there by as much
as 5 per cent by pushing overburden
downhill, creating ‘‘shelves’” (areas for
organic debris). '

This reduces most of the weight which
causes dangerous earth slides, and since
slopes have to be vegetated immediately,
cuts erosion, the official added.

Unclaimed mining areas—called ‘‘or-
phan lands” because it is difficult to fix
responsibility for their destruction—are
getting the attention of about a dozen
hydroseeders, Grim said. The machines
spray seed mixtures of grass, legumes and
trees, along with fertilizer and water, on
the stripped slopes. Those operations
previously had to be done by hand.

“We’re now getting vegetation in less
than a year. It used to take two to three,”
Grim said.

state’s 120 counties reported mineral
production.

The report ‘“The Mineral Industry of
Kentucky, 1968, was prepared by Harold
L. Riley, mining engineer, U. S. Bureau of
Mines, Knoxville, and Preston McGrain,
assistant state geologist with KGS. It is one
of a series issued annually by the U. S.
Bureau of Mines and the Kentucky
Geological Survey, to show amounts and
trends of mineral production in the Com-
monwealth.

The combined value of mineral fuels
production—bituminous coal, natural gas,
and crude petroleum—was $458 million or
86 per cent of the total mineral production
of the state in 1968. Kentucky ranked
second in the U. S. in production of
bituminous coal, with 19 per cent of the
national total, and second in production of
ball clay and flourspar.

Crude oil production of 14 million barrels

Union county in west Kentucky was the
leading producing county in the state, with
2.3 million barrels. Lee county led all east
Kentucky counties with 1.7 million barrels.

Crushed limestone was produced at 118

' operations in 67 counties,

Other mineral production included fire
clay, miscellaneous clays, sand, gravel,
and zinc.

LOST DAYS, NOW THE QUESTION

One big question facing Kentucky public
school teachers as they ended their recent
strike for higher salaries and other benefits
was how to make up the six school days lost
by the work stoppage beginning Feb, 23.

The question was to be discussed at a
Frankfort meeting of school superin-
tendents from across Kentucky called by
Wendell P. Butler, state superintendent of
public instruction.

Kentucky law requires 175 teaching days

- which must be completed by June 30, end of
the fiscal year, to prevent budget com-

plications and possible loss of accreditation
from the Southern Assn. of Colleges and
Schools.

Butler said it was the intention of his
office to prescribe a uniform formula for all

~ schools to follow. Possibilities included

elimination of spring vacation, extension of
the school year, Saturday classes, or a
combination of the three.

Tractor Policy,
Payments Total

A total of $28,300 in claims was paid
during 1969 under Kentucky Farm
Bureau’s Farm Premise Accidental
Death Policy and Theft Protection
Service, KFBF President Louis F.
Ison has announced.

The payments included $17,000 in
claims resulting from farm tractor
deaths, $7,500 for claims arising from
farm accidents not involving a
tractor, and $3,800 in rewards paid

_ under the Theft Protection Service.

The Farm Premise Accidental
Death Policy and Theft Protection
Service are special services provided
to Farm Bureau members in counties
which participate in the program.

The programs are financed with the
regular $10 membership dues paid by
Farm Bureau members and in those
counties which participate represent
an added service at no extra cost to
members.

At this time, 108 county Farm
Bureaus take part in the programs.
These 108 counties provide coverage

I for 92,176 FB members.

Tractor Policy

The Farm Premise Accidental
Death Policy is a blanket policy
operated through the Kentucky Farm
Bureau Mutual Insurance Company.

The policies are not sold to in-
dividual members of Farm Bureau,
but to participating county Farm
Bureaus. The county Farm Bureaus
pay the fee for each member who
joins.

The policy insures the FB member,
his wife and children (as long as
children are unmarried, dependent,

and have not reached their 25th bir-
thday).

Under the policy, if an insured is
killed on a farm tractor, the payment
is $1,000. If an insured is killed in a
farm accident, other than on a
tractor, protection is $500.

If a tractor death occurs on a public
highway, the insured is covered.
Coverage applies only in the case of
accidental death.

The policy also includes a
dismemberment provision. Under this
provision, if the insured is involved in
an accident of a farm tractor which
results in dismemberment of one
hand, foot, or loss of an eye, the in-
sured receives $500.

If the accident results in loss of both
hands, feet or eyes, or any com-
bination thereof, payment is $1,000.

Theft Protection Program

The Farm Bureau Theft Protection
Service is operated by the Kentucky
Farm Bureau Federation and the
KFB Mutual Insurance Company.

Through this service, Farm Bureau
pays a reward of $200 to the first
person who furnishes information
leading to the arrest and conviction of
any person or persons stealing from
the premises of a Farm Bureau
member.

To be covered by the service, an
individual must be a currently paid-up
FB member of a participating county
FB and have a reward sign (furnished
by FB) posted in a conspicuous place
on his premises at the time a theft is
committed.

Nunn Sets March 30
State Doctors’ Day

Perhaps Drake’s most significant con-
tribution in the field of medical education
was his founding of the Medical College of
Ohio, now the University of Cincinnati
College of Medicine.

Largely because of his efforts and his
influence, Cincinnati became the early-day
center of medicine in America, ranked then
the way the Mayo Foundation and Johns
Hopkins are ranked today as healing
centers.

The University of Kentucky Press
recently published “Physician to the
West,”” the selected writings of Daniel
Drake, in which he reveals himself as a
man of robust energy and scope of interests
that extended far beyond the field of
medicine.

But even before Drake, a Kentucky
physician gained international renown. In
1809 Dr. Ephraim McDowell, of Danville,
performed the world’s first ovariectomy in
the parlor of his home.

A complication of the surgery was the
woman’s armed husband who vowed to kill
the doctor if the operation failed. Such
incidents were rare, though. Early doctors
enjoyed the respect of their patients and
immunity from the usual violence of the
frontier.

One thought twice about doing harm
today to the man who might save his life
tomorrow.

ABOUT THE ACCIDENT

More about that accident that put Gov.
Louie B. Nunn on crutches and his left foot
in a cast until March 23, three days. after
adjournment of the 1970 General Assembly.

The accident happened on a Sunday, one
week before the governor’s 46th birthday,

The governor tried a jump shot but he
came down wrong.

State Troi;;pers To Get Tough
On Boat Anti-Pollution Rules

FRANKFORT, Ky.—Pleasure boaters
can expect 100 per cent enforcement of
Kentucky anti-pollution regulations this
summer, William O. Newman, com-
missioner of public safety, advises.

The regulations require the boat owner to
sign an affidavit at the time of registration,
stating that his boat tilet is equipped with
an approved disposal system before the
boat is registered.

“Anyone refusing to sign, or not having
an approved disposal system, will not be
allowed to register his bhoat,” Newman
said. 1

The regulations were
the Kentucky Water
They stipulate that evely marine toilet in
use must fall in one of fhree categories:

1. Those with holding $anks built so that
waste can be discharged by pump—and
vented to prevent escape of gasses.

2. Those with vented in€inerators capable
of reducingwaste material to ash.

3. Those with new type efflaent discharge
devices—subject to individual prior ap-
proval by the Water Control Commission.

Fire Prevention
Work Necessary,

Clark Is Told

The new 1970 inspection by the Kentucky
Division of Fire Prevention shows that very
little progress has been made since the
previous inspection to eliminate
deficiencies in a number of Floyd county
schools, Billy D. Williams, director of the
division, wrote Superintendent of Schools
Charles Clark last week.

Wrote Williams:

““We are again listing the deficiencies our
records indicate are yet to be corrected. We
would appreciate your advising this office
if our records are correct and the number
of deficiencies that have been corrected
between the time of inspection and the
receipt of this letter. It is our hope that we
will receive your full cooperation in
bringing your buildings into compliance
with the minimum fire safety regulations
for the safety and welfare of the
children . ..”

Superintendent Clark told The Times that
the maintenance foreman employed by the
board of education is now making a survey
to determine all corrections made or yet
needed and that a report will be forwarded
next week to the Division of Fire Preven-
tion.

“Our problem, of course,” Clark said,
“is, these safety measures change. When
all but the newest of Floyd county’s school
buildings were built, years ago, they met
all state standards and were approved.
Now, the regulations which apply in 1970
are such that they could be met entirely
only by tearing down all except a few
comparatively new buildings.”

He pointed out that maintenance workers
are concentrating on firewalls. All fire
extinguishers in schools have recently been
recharged, and a fire alarm system at the
Wheelwright school is now being installed.

“We are moving as fast as humanly
possible,” Clark said.

“THE BILLFOLD TEST”

If you think tourists don’t contribute to
the economy, consult your billfold. The way
you do it, take all the folding money in your
pocketbook out, lay the bills face up, then
observe the letter printed within » circle on
the left side of each bill. If the le*>risa D,
chances are the bill comes only through
local circulation, since that letter denotes
the money was issued from the Federal
Reserve Bank at Cleveland, Ohio which
serves Eastern Kentucky, But the bills
bearing other letters tell a story.

The Federal Reserve Banks do not send
their coded currency outside their
respective regions, and so the only way
bills with the letters indicating Reserve
Banks of other areas could reach this
section is for somebody to bring them in.
That means tourists.

If you care to try the “billfold test,” here
are the letters that appear on bills and the
banks which each represents:

“A” Boston

“B"” New York

“C"’Philadelphia

“E” Richmond, Va.

“F” Atlanta

“G" Chicago

“H"” St. Louis

“T”* Minneapolis
