Examination by a ballistics expert of the 
.32-20 calibre revolver held by the state as 
an exhibit in the case of Olin Shepherd, who 
is accused of the slaying of his wife, was 
permitted last week by order of Circuit 
.Judge Hollie Conley. 

The order was made in response to a 
motion by Shepherd's attorney. 

Judge Conley directed that State Police 
Detective Chester D. Potter deliver the 
weapon to the State Police laboratory at 
Frankfort and to have the State Police 
ballistics expert examine the revolver in 
detail, then to report his findings and 
conclusions as to whether or not the weapon 
is capable of being placed, and remain, in 
fully cocked position; and, if placed in full­
cock, would it be capable of firing without 
the trigger being pulled. Findings also were 
asked as to possible accidental firing of the 
weapon. 

Mrs. Shepherd was shot one time in her 
lace at the home of Jack Shepherd, near 
David, September 20.

The n• structure, to be erected between 
the firm's two Third street structures and 
U.S. ~will be a refrigeration building, 74 
by 94 feet. 

Construction will be done by the D. H. 
Holbrook Construction Co., Prestonsburg, 
and it is scheduled for completion in four 
and a half months. Insulation and in­
stallation of refrigeration units will be done 
by Niehaus, Inc., Carmel, Indiana. 

Overall cost of the new facility will be in 
excess of $100,000. 

Exterior walls of the refrigeration 
building will be of concrete blocks. 
Refrigeration units will be iitst8ll.ed in the 
interior walls. Present refrigeration 
capacity of the company is between four 
and five carloads of foodstuffs. The new 
building is expected to triple this capacity. 

After completing its new Third street 
building in 1965, Brown Produce acquired 
the two-story brick buil · formerly oc­
cupied by the J. H. N ry Store at the 
t:orner of Third and raham here. The 
Nunnery building is used exclusively as a 
warehouse; the structure built in 1965, for 
refrigeraton, offices, shipping and storage.

Homer Spears, 49, also of Shelbiana, was 
seriously hurt when' his vehicle struck the 
rockslide. He was taken to the UK Medical 
CA!nter, Lexington, suffering a broken leg, a 
crushed ankle and head cuts. Both cars 
were travelling south when the wrecks 
occurred. 

Slighter injuries were suffered by Bill 
Garrett, of Prestonsburg, Charles Pack, of 
Williamsport, and four-year-old Donnie 
Howard, of Auxier. 

The wreck occurred at what is known as 
"The Narrows," a stretch of the highway 
that is bordered by a wall of precipitous 
rock, a short distance north of the Plan­
tation Motel.

TRAGEDY, NEAR AND DISTANT 
Floyd county, which has had its share of 

tragedy, is deeply affected by the air 
tragedy which occurred at Huntington, W.

Prestonsburg's Mark Miller, a member 
of the freshman football team at Marshall, 
was immediately thought of when the first 
report of the catastrophe reached here, and 
when it became known that he was not on 
the ill-fated plane, there was a bit of hap­
piness mingled with the gloom. 

These tragedies that come nearest our 
door naturally affect us most. In faraway 
Pakistan 50,000 lives are already known to 
have been lost to a tidal wave, and the 
awesome toll may run many thousands 
higher. But the awful desolation of those 
who survive there is dwarfed by the miles. 
In this way we are spared.

The first year of an eight-year program 
of alcoholism services planned by the 
Region 11 Mental Health-Mental Retar­
dation Board headquartered here won last 
week a staffing grant of $62,397 from the 
Department of Health Education and 
Welfare. 

Announced by Congressman Carl D. 
Perkins and Senator John Sherman Cooper, 
the grant is being made through the 
National Institute of Mental Health. 

The funds will be used in implementing a 
program centered upon discovering, 
helping and rehabilitating the alcoholic and 
his family. The program will begin Dec. 1, 
and the staff responsible for its conduct will 
include an alcoholism coordinator, a 
counselor-educator, a Halfway House 
manager, a medical records transcriber 
and five alcoholism counselors. 

Frank H. Layne, who has served as 
alcoholism coordinator with the Mental 
Health-Mental Retardation Board since the 
early days of its work in this county, will 
continue in that capacity in the im­
plementation of the expanded program. 

It is planned to have one counselor in 
each of the five counties in the region­
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Magoffin and 
Pike. 

The Halfway House planned for operation 
in connection with the program will be 
located at Pikeville in conjunction with the 
Model City program there. (A Halfway 
House is a facility where male alcoholics 
may stay six months during the transition 
period while the alcoholic is making the 
return to normal life. Mr. Layne said he 
knew of only three such facilities in 
operation in Kentucky-two in Louisville 
and a third at Covington.) 

In the five counties in Region 11 it is 
estimated that there are approximately 
4,530 alcoholics. Noting that each alcoholic 
affects about four other people severely, 
the Mental Health-Mental Retardation 
Board estimates there are 22,600 in­
dividuals in this region who are serioualf 
efft>' re • by alcoh lism. It ~1"" ?Oted · t a 
study fur fiscal ye .. ·r 1968-100!1 re\ ealed that 
5080 peopie were arrested in the region 
when there was an associated drinking 
problem. 

Road Dept. Appeals 
17 Land Appraisals 

Appeals filed last week-end by the 
Department of Highways from evaluations 
set on Floyd right-of-way for new US 23 
increased by more than $1 million the total 
involved in litigation between the depart­
ment and landowners over the route. 

The $1,028,100 involved in the 17 appeals 
filed last Thursday and Saturday brings the 
total allowed landowners by county­
appointed appraisers to approximately $4 
million for right-of-way between the mouth 
of Katy Friend, where the new four-lane US 
23 will begin, and the Floyd-Pike line. 

It is these amounts allowed landowners 
by county appraisers that the state is 

contesting. While the litigation awaits final 
decision in higher courts, landowners are 
paid by the state the amounts allowed by 
county court. The landowners may use the 
money, or it may be held in escrow, pen­
ding final outcome of their cases.

Sunday Selling 
Facing Attack 
In Paintsville 

Neighboring Paintsville is taking legal 
steps to enforce the Sunday closing, with 
one $50 fine already assessed and two 
businesses scheduled for hearings in police 
court Wednesday. 

Meanwhile, the Court of Appeals in a 
ruling last week "put teeth into the law," 
holding that stores remaining open in 
violation of a court injunction must be fined 
50 per cent of their gross sales. It also killed 
an attempt by several Louisville and 
Jefferson county stores to have Sunday 
sales legalized on the grounds that they are 
of "extraordinary necessity.'~ 

At Paintsville the HosP.ital Pharmacy 
pleaded guilty to the Sunday closing law 
violation and was fined $50. The businesses 
scheduled for hearing Wednesday are the 
Foodland Store and Paintsville Sundry. 

About 20 Louisville stores had attempted 
to circumvent a circuit court injunction by 
requiring each Sunday customer to sign a 
certificate saying his purchases were of 
extraordinary necessity or an emergency 
need. Commented the Court of Appeals: 

"The evidence established that the 
business of satisfying extraordinary 
necessities and emergencies as certified by 
the customers was brisk indeed.'' 

"The Sunday sales included such items of 
extraordinary necessity or emergency," it 
continued, "as supersonic toy racers, 
record albums, toy dump trucks, nail 
polish ... fertilizer dust, ear rings, 
eyebrow pencils and lipstick. 

"The very nature of the items sold is, in 
itself, a denial of extraordinary necessity 
and emergency and convinces us that the 
appellees opened for business on Sunday 
for their own business purposes rather than 
the necessity of their customers.''

State Moves Toward 
Solid Waste Program 

By MARY ANNE GURNEE 

FRANKFORT, KY.-''The development 
of a comprehensive solid waste 
management program is a significant 
accomplishment toward preserving the 
quality of our environment," said Gov. 
Louie B. Nunn last week. 

The governor met with state and local 
representatives concerned with the solid 
waste management problem and the ef­
fects it can produce on the environment. 

(Solid waste means all decomposed and 
non-<lecomposed refuse in solid form. This 
includes garbage, incinerator residue, dead 
animals, demolition and construction 
wastes, solid commercial and industrial 
wastes and special wastes including ex­
plosives and radioactive materials.) 

Kentucky has already qualified for 
federal funding prior to the release of funds 
for the program. 

Funds will be made available through the 
Resource Recovery Act of 1970 recently 
signed into law by President Nixon. 

"Kentucky can be proud it is the third 
state in the nation and the first state in the 
Southeast to have completed this stage of 
the solid waste management effort and 
gained federal approval," Gov. Nunn said. 

Dr. William McElwain, state health 
commissioner, told the group that the 
Health Department's concern is to attack 
the solid waste problem before a direct 
health hazard develops.

Through the cooperation of state officials 
and local and regional representatives in 
the development of a solid waste 
management program, the governor said 
that "Kentucky is taking positive action to 
avoid an environmental crisis." 

Dr. McElwain also outlined the broad 
goal of the solid waste management 
program which is "to provide the disposal 
of solid waste in a manner that will protect 
the public health and welfare, prevent the 
spread of disease and creation of nuis­
ances, conserve our natural resources and 
enhance the beauty and quality of our 
environment."

"The program establishes a clear~ut 
management system for local communities 
to improve their environment; it en­
courages regional consolidation of financial 
resources; provides a channel for more 
effective delivery of the state's technical 
capabilities to local governments; and it 
will enable Kentucky communities to 
quahfy for increased federal funding of 
their efforts to establish modern, effective 
solid waste disposal systems," Nunn said.

Both the President's Commission on 
College Unrest and the Carnegie Com­
mission on the Future of Higher Education 
fowtd a direct relationship between student 
wtrest and incidences of violence, the size 
of the student enrollment and emphasis on 
research rather than teaching, Ward ad­
ded. 

"These studies revealed that campus 
wtrest was most frequent in the huge 
wtiversities where the student is sub­
merged and has little personal contact with 
faculty members and administrators," he 
continued. "In its latest report, the 
President's Commission predicted that 
disturbances are most likely to occur in 
colleges with more than 10,000 students. 

"This has been borne out by experience 
here in Kentucky. During the last academic 
year, there was not a single violent eruption 
on the ~ampuses of the 14 independent 
colleges. This did not come about by ac­
cident. The students in these schools are 
just as concerned, just as sincere, just as 
disturbed about our problems as those 
elsewhere, but they have the advantage 
denied to students in what can, with 
justification, be described as big 
educational factories. I '

"One recommendation of the President's 
Commission was based on the lessons 
learned in the smaller, independent 
colleges. The commission urged that the 
huge wtiversities be decentralized into 
small residential and teaching wtits, 
because it believed this would relieve 
student frustrations by making the school 
less impersonal and bureaucratic and by 
improving faculty-student contacts.

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"In the smaller schools, the student is an 
individual, not just a number . They have an 
opportwtity to know the ' teachers and ad­
ministrators. Classes are small, and 
discussions are encouraged. Students do 
not need to stage a demonstation to get a 
confrontation with the personal interest in 
the individual student. 

"There is something else important 
about the character of our independent 
colleges. They have an uncompromised 
commitment to the best values of our 
society. They were founded on and continue 
to uphold Christian virtues forgotten in too 
many places. They are a part of the free 
enterprise system, and are devoted to the 
full development of the intellect of the 
student, so that he will be an objective and 
responsible citizen." 

The Kentucky Independent College 
Foundation was organized by business 
leaders 18 years ago because they believed 
that the independent, non-tax-supported 
colleges merited the wtited support of the 
business commwtity, Ward said. 

"They are needed even more today for 
several reasons," he continued. "They save 
Kentucky taxpayers money. It would cost 
the state $35,000,000 a year if they were 
state institutions. Because they are in­
dependent and not controlled by govern­
mental dictation, they can change more 
quickly to meet the needs of the students. 
Most of all, they give their students a well­
balanced education."

Goss has said no bribe offer over reached 
him and allegations of wrong-{ioing on his 
part are "absolutely false."

1-A Status for So~ne 
May Mean No Service 

By GARY G. HUDDLESTON 

FRANKFORT, KY.-The state Selective 

Service System recently announced a new 
policy whereby deferred registrants with a 
Random Sequence Number of 171 or higher 
can give up their deferments and be re­
classified 1-A. 

But, who in his right mind would do a 
thing like that? I mean, that would be 
almost like volunteering for military 
service, wouldn't it? 

Not at all, according to Col. M. A. San­
ders, Chief of Staff for the state Selective 
Service office, who said no Kentuckian in 
the. 1970 priority selection group (born 
between 1944 and 1950), whose number is 
171 or above, will be inducted involuntarily 
this year. 

And this "'reached" number may be 
even lower for some local boards, as 170 is 
the statewide ceiling. 

Sanders explained the advantage in­
volved when a deferred registrant with a 
number over ·l70 is re·dassified as 1-A by 
the end of the current year, with a 
guarantee that his number will not be 
reached. 

"Exposure to the 1-A pool for even one 
day of the year now counts for the entire 
year of vulnerability," he said. 

"H a man ends the year in a 1-A status 
without his number being reached, he is 
moved into a less vulnerable category, 
behind the priority group for the coming 
year." 

In effect, according to Sanders, with a 
number of 171 or higher, the registrant 
having a classification of 1-A by January 
31, 1970, can plan his future, free of the 
threat of interruption by military service. 

The policy was initiated by President 
Nixon, who issued the new instructions in 
September. 

Sanders· predicted this year-end 
"housecleaning" of high-number deferred 
registrants would be an annual occurrence, 
as the military moves toward an all­
volunteer army. 

He recalled when the President asked 
Congress for the draft lottery system, one

of the stated purposes was to reduce an 
individual's period of vulnerability to in­
duction. 

"This is another move to give everyone 
eligible for military service equal ex­
posure, and to make the draft equitable for 
all people," he said. 

He urged deferred registrants who would 
like to take advantage of the new program 
to write their local boards requesting re­
classification. 

He noted the national director of Selec­
tive Service, Curtis Tarr, has said he hopes 
the requests will be in by Thanksgiving. 

But he added the state office has directed 
local boards to hold as many meetings as 
necessary to process all requests received. 

Sanders noted the national draft quota 
ha.~ - -c:timated at 120,000 in 1971, and 
75,0CW'lll A • 

"The goal for 1973 is zero draft call," he 
said, "but no one is certain that sufficient 
enlistment will continue." 

"There have been more changes in the 
Selective Service System from this past 
February to the present, than in the entire 
history of the system,'' he said. 

He added, ''Kentucky boards have shown 
exceptional efficiency in the use of 
available manpower during this period of 
change."

KEA Says Christen 
Owes An Apology 
After Statement 

LOUISVILLE, KY-The Kentucky 
Education Association (KEA) has told 
Finance Commissioner Albert Christen he 
"owes an apology to the teachers of Ken­
tucky for his ill-considered statements" 
about their competence. 

Christen, in an interview with the 
Associated Press in Frankfort, had said it 
would be an eye-opener for taxpayers to 
realize how many incompetent teachers 
they are wasting money on. 

Dr. J. M. Dodson, KEA executive 
secretary, called for an immediate apology 
from Christen and asserted, " If he has 
personal knowledge of incompetent 
teachers, let him cite cases and bring 
charges for dismissal. But he does himself 
no honor in maligning an entire profession 
with his sweeping, undocumented 
statements." 

"KEA has no wish to protect the in­
competent teacher," Dodson continued, 
"but we would point out that the teaching 
profession has not yet won the right to 
determine who shall enter and remain in 
the professional--a right long ago secured by 
the medical and legal professions." 

In a two-page statement taking issue with 
Christen's remarks, Dodson said, "Mr. 
Christen also wields a broad brush when it 
comes to educational finance. Perhaps he 
was misquoted. But he does not dif­
ferentiate between appropriations for the 
foundation program (which covers 
elementary and secondary schools) and for 
higher education." 

Christen had contended the state has 
fulfilled its obligation to elementary and 
secondary school people under the foun­
dation program of basic aid to school 
districts. He said elementary and secon­
dary education get the equivalent of all 
money raised from the 5 per cent sales tax.

Thanksgiving was observed by the 
Pilgrims of the Plymouth Colony, they 
probably never dreamed the day would 
become a national holiday. 

In the strange new land where they 
settled, the Pilgrims felt deep gratitude to 
God for the blessings that came to them, 
and they wished to show their thankfulness. 

The first Thanksgiving was observed 
December, 1621. A few years later, a day 
was set aside in the month of November 
which became associated with the har­
vesting of the crops. 

In celebrating the harvest, the Pilgrims 
were following a custom that had been 
observed in one way or another by different 
races and peoples for many centuries. In 
their own native England, harvest-time 
was celebrated on farms for many years.

community observance, with all the people 
of the parish taking part. The master or 
squire held a big feast and sat down at the 
same table with his servants and all the 
farmers of the pansh, their wives and· 
children. 

Another influence may have come from 
the American Indians. We know that the 
Indians were accustomed to observing 
several days of Thanksgiving throughout 
the year. The Iroquois, for instance, had an 
autumn festival known as the Green Corn 
Dance which lasted three days. 

We are familiar with the story of how the 
Indians came to the first Thanksgiving 
feast at the invitation of the Pilgrims. 
Accounts of the occasion tell us that 
Massasoit, who was Chief of the Wam­
panoag tribe, of the Algonquins, came with 
his ninety warriors to the feast and 
remained with their new white friends 
three days. It seems likely that a three-day 
period of Thanksgiving was customary for 
them. 

It took many years for Thanksgiving Day 
in America to become the permanent and 
regularly observed holiday we know today. 
The New Egnland Colonies observed it 
from time to time. As early as 1644 in the 
New Amsterdam Colony, in what is now the 
city of New York, the governor of that 
settlement on the Hudson River issued a 
proclamation calling for a day of 
Thanksgiving. 

In 1784, because the American colonists 
were so grateful that the Revolutionary 
War ended, a special Thanksgiving day was 
observed. Five years later, in 1789, 
President George Washington issued the 
first Thanksgiving Proclamation of the new 
nation. 

In 1795 another Thanksgiving was set by 
President Washington. Then, in the year 
1815, President James Madison proclaimed 
a Thanksgiving day because of the close of 
the War of 1812. 

After 1815 a national Thanksgiving day as 
such became almost unknown. Some of the 
states observed it by proclamations of the 
governors of their respective states. But 
the observance was mostly irregular, 
varying in date from state to state. 

It was Mrs. Sara Hale, editor of Godey's 
Lady's Book, who launched a campaign to 
establish Thanksgiving as a national 
holiday. 

She worte thousands of letters-to

governors and to President Lincoln. 
Funally she received an interview with the 
President and discussed the crusade so 
close to her heart. 

The result of that interview came in 1863 
when President Lincoln made the last 
Thursday in November an annual, national 
Thanksgiving Day. 

The persistence and untiring efforts of 
one woman were rewarded by a national 
legal holiday. . 

Our American Thanksgiving is the first 
such holiday in the world to become a legal 
holiday. We can see from this account how 
it started and how it grew. It is truly a 
family day and, aside from Christmas and 
Easter, is the only national holiday on our 
calendar with religious significance. 
Perhaps more than any other day of the 
year it is a day when we can be thankful to 
God for all that America means to us.
