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Higher Gas 
Rates Seen 
For County 
Increase Follows 
Higher Pay for Gas 
By Major Companies 

As the temperature here dropped to 
around 15 degrees Tuesday morning, news 
of impending increases in natural gas rates 
became of more concern to residents of 
Prestonsburg and other Floyd county 
communities. 

The Prestonsburg City Council last week 
entered into a one-year contract which 
provides that it will pay 40 cents per 
thousand cubic feet of gas pUrchased from 
Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company. The 
current rate charged the city by the gas 
company is 31 cents. 

What the rate to consumers here will be 
has not been determined. Another raise by 
Kentucky West Virginia is almost certain 
at the end of the new one-year contract, and 
the Municipal Water and Gas Commission 
will debate whether its increase for the ned 
year sbould be based on the new 4-centa 
price made by the supplier, or if a new rate 
should be set to cover next year's an­
ticipated increase and thus remove the 
necessity of making more than one price 
raise. Each increase must be advertised 
and approved by the Public Service 
Qvnmilwion. 

1be same 40-<:ent per MCF rate is in 
effect under a new one-year contract signed 
between Kentucky West Virginia Gas and 
the Ohio-Kentucky Utilities serving the 
Allen-New Allen-Dwale area. Ohio­
Kentucky, in turn, proposes these rates · 
subject to PSC approval: 

First 2000 cubic feet, $3.25; next 49 MCF, 
98 cents per MCF; all over 49 MCF, 95 cents 
per MCF; minimum billing, $3.25. 

A hearing on this rate proposal will be 
held at Frankfort at 9:30 a.m., Dec. 15. 

In the Right Beaver Creek section the 
contract is based on "commodity and 
demand," which means, in effect, supply 
and demand. The base charge for gas there 
may range from 42 to 45 cents per MCF, it 
was said. 

The highet cost of 388 began with higher 
rates paid t the well-head by major 
distribution companies. Kentucky West 
Virginia, for instance, is now paying in­
dependent producers 20 centa per MCF at 
the well. United Fuel Gas Company in some 
instances is paying even more. 

Ohio-Kentucky Utilities has filed an 
application with the Federal Power 
Commission for permission to construct a 
four-inch gas line a distance of ap-

. proximately 12,500 feet from Turkey Creek, 
near Langley to the head of Stone Coal 
Creek where it would connect with an 
existing main. The project, estimated to 
cost $47,000, is planned to remedy gas 
supply deficiencies in Garrett, Hueysville, 
Lackey and Estill.

New Bids on US 23 
n County Reviewed 

Greer Brothers and Young, London, Ky. 
contractors, have offered the low bids on 
construction of the controversial three 
sectors of US 23 between Mare Creek and 
the Floyd-Pike line at Boldman, but the 
awarding of a contract still remains in 
doubt. 

The Department of Highways' Awards 
Committee began a review of the bids this 
week, but even if it recommends ac­
ceptance the U. S. Bureau of Public Roads 
must agree before a contract is formally 
awarded. 

The original bids were rejected last June 
when the J . D. Barter Construction Co., 
Harrisburg, ill., was low with a bid of 
$9,812,753. The three sectors of road in­
volved were readvertised, and in August 
Greer Brothers and Young were low with a 
bid of $9,496,273. But the U. S. Bureau of 
Roads held that there was not sufficient 
competition in the bidding, and the projects 
were advertised for the third time. 

The London firm's low bid on this third 
advertising is $9,800,394, only $12,359 less 
than the original bid of the Illinois firm and 
about $304,000 more than Greer Brothers 
and Young asked for the work at the second 
bidding in August.

Gas Companies 
And Road Dept. 
In US 23 Suits 

Two gas companies o~rating m this 
county have instituted circuit court action 
against the Kentucky Department of High­
ways. 

One of the firms the United Fuel Gas 
Company, last week filed an appeal in 
circt~t ('011") from the l"lnvd co mtv court 
action which allowed it an~ others $176,500 
for right-of-way over property in the Ivel 
area. It contends that its holdings alone are 
worth that amount. The same claim was 
made by Wendell Stratton, holder of coal 
rights on the property. The overall $176,500 
amount was the total allowed the gas 
company, Stratton and th~ owners of the 
land, Mr. and Mrs. H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr. 
and Mrs. Sallye Gatewood Clark. 

In the other action the Ohio-Kentucky 
Utilities Company seeks a declaratory 
judgment and asks that it J>e declared the 
sole owner of all easements over its mains, 
lines and facilities and new easements for 
lines in the Allen-New Allen-Dwale area, 
except where these lines cross US 23 and 
KY 1428. 

The gas company also demands that in 
the event it is required to remove any of 
these facilities the work be done at the 
expense of the highway department. The 
petition says the highway department 
claims removal of these lines is the duty of 
the company. 

Ohio-Kentucky Utilities points out that it 
serves some 1250 customers, 375 of whom 
are in the Allen-New Allen-Dwale area 
where new US 23 will be built. It is the 
proposed road construction that will 
require removal of the company's 
facilities. 

Two Million Tons 
Of Coal Per Year 

The Martin County Coal Corp., of Inez, 
which is now preparing for development of 
huge coal resources in Martin county, has 
signed a contract to deliver 2,000,000 tons of 
coal a year over a period of 30 years to a 
North Carolina electric power firm, it was 
announced Monday. 

W. E. Massey, president of A. T. Massey 
Coal Company, Inc., of Richmond, Va., 
announced the signing of the contract 
between its wholly-owned subsidiary, 
Martin County Coal Corporation, and Mill­
Power Supply Company, Charlotte, N. C., 
agent for the Duke Power Company. Duke 
Power, one of the nation's larger investor­
owned utilities, presently has seven major 
coal-fired electric generating stations in 
North and South Carolina. It is providing 
some of the financing for the Martin county 
corporation. 

The coal primarily is for. Duke's Belews 
Creek Station, presently under construction 
and slated to go on steam in 1974. The coal 
will be mined by the Martin county firm 
from a 100-million-ton reserve acreage in 
Martin county, which was recently leased 
from the Pocahontas Land Corporation, a 
land-holding company of the Norfolk and 
Western Railway Company. TheN and W 
has under construction a 2-knile spur line 
that will penetrate the reserve. 

The coal to be supplied to Duke Power 
Company under this contract will be a 
completely cleaned coal product of low ash 
content. Although the seams to be mined 
are of low sulphur content, the ash as mined 
is extremely high and the heat content low. 
In order to make it of acceptable steam 
coal quality, a contract for the construction 
of the preparation plant to process this coal 
has been awarded to the Daniels Company,

A restraining order agai1tst Local Union 
317, International Brotherhood of Elec­
trical Workers, and 20 of its members was 
asked Friday by the strikebound Big Sandy 
Rural Electric Cooperative. 

Slnce the beginning of the strike Nov. 17, 
says the petition for injunction, signed by 
Bill Wells, of West Prestonsburg, manager 
of the cooperative, there has been an ab­
normal number of ''outables •' in the co-op's 
service to approximately 400 customers in 
the Cow Creek, Buffalo, Bull Creek and 
Emma sections of this county and in the 
Johns Creek and Boonscamp areas of 
Johnson county. 

The plaintiff expressed the belief that 
these interruptions of service were caused 
by "unlawful acts of defendants" and that 
unless they are enjoined these acts will 
continue to occur and become more 
numerous. 

U. S. Shoe has announced that it has 
dropped plans for location of a plant at 
Jackson which would be similar to the 
operation here. 

LitUe immediate hope for reviving plans 
for the $1.4 million plant at Jackson is seen 
unless Congress enacts legislation 
restricting the import of foreign-made 
shoes. The nation's shoe industry has been 
hard hit by competition from foreign 
manufacturers who can undersell U. S. 
manufacturers because of lower labor and 
other production costs. 

It was only after the concern about 
mercury-poisoning became widespread 
that I learned the origin of the expression, 
"mad as a hatter."

The work-stoppage resulted from a 
dispute over wages. The cooperative in its 
petition for injunction claimed that it has a 
working agreement with the union and that 
this agreement contains a no-strike clause 
providing that disputes shall be settled by 
arbitration. A federal mediator was called 
into the dispute and when he failed to effect 
a settlement, the workers went on strike, 
the RECC claims. 

The cooperative also contends it has 
suffered damages in having to pay for 
overtime work during the strike, that the 
system has been damaged and that it has 
been required to bear expenses without 
production. It sets these damages at $9000. 

J. Phil SmWt, chairman of the Breathitt 
County Industrial Foundation, did not see 
this competition, however, as the sole cause 
for U. S. Shoe's decision not to locate at 
Jackson. "I tbink," he was quoted as 
saying, "most of it was troubles in the 
economy. They said it (the decision not to 
build) was prudent, conservative 
business."

One or more checks bore 
the signature of Ralph A. Roop. 

Business places in Floyd, Martin, 
Morgan and Powell counties are known to 
have been victimized. Some checks 
reportedly were cashed in Mingo county, 
W. Va., and in Virginia .

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Faithin Eastern Ky. Upheld~ 
Nunn Says at Plant Dedication 

Faith in the economic future of Eastern 
Kentucky has been upheld "in a measure 
we would not have dared to forecast at the 
beginning of this administration," 
Governor Louie B. Nunn said at the 
dedication of American Standard's new 
plumbing fittings plant near Paintsville 
last Wednesday. The governor noted that 
"during the past 33 months 43 new in­
dustries have come to Eastern Kentucky. 

''These companies have invested almost 
$50 million in their future and in your 
future," he told an estimated 400 regional 
dignataries and American Standard em­
ployees. Addressing him:;;elf to civic 
leaders who worked to attract industry to 
this area the Governor said: 

'"In my memory, and I trust in the 
memory of future generations of Eastern 
Kentucky who will have a better op­
portunity to realize their full potential 
because of what you have done, this plant 
will always stand as a monument and 
reminder of your endurance, your concern 
and your dedication to the betterment of 
this section of our state and its people. 

B. S. Durant, senior vice president of 
American Standard's Western Hemisphere 
Plumbing and Heating group, told the 
gathering that the company at first did not 
consider locating the plant in Eastern 
Kentucky. 

"Somebody had to get our attention, and I

Five Seminars on the Techniques of Adult 
Education for Teachers will be presented 
on Tuesday evenings from 6:00 - 9:00 at 
Prestonsburg Community College. The 
Seminar Program is being planned for the 
near future and the starting date will be 
announced at a later date.

introduction to improved approaches of 
mathematics teaching and the new con­
cepts of modern math. The purpose of this 
seminar is to demonstrate the methods that 
can be employed so as to have students 
enjoy mathematics and to illustrate that 
modern math has a place in the educational 
process.

I<'HANKFOHT, KY .- Hegional task 
forces soon will be formed to help carry out 
Kentucky 's program for the education of 
exceptional children . 

Under a 1970 state law every Kentucky 
school district must by July I, 1974 offer 
such special education. 

The law defines as "exceptional" those 
children "who differ or deviate from the 
average or normal children in physical, 
mental, emotional or social characteristics 
and abilities to the extent that they require 
specialized education in order to attain the 
maximum of their abilities and 
capacities." 

Gov. Louie B. Nunn recently appointed a 
nine-member State Task Force on Ex­
ceptional Children. Letters are now being 
sent to school superintendents, county 
health departments, college and university 
presidents and regional mental health and 
mental retardation boards inviting 
nominations to the regional task forces on 
exceptional children. 

"Everyone interested in this program is 
invited to volunteer to serve on a regional 
task force or to suggest the name of 
someone who should serve," said Paul 
Osborne, executive director of the Human 
Hesources Coordinating Council.

Mental Retardation Board held at Jenny 
Wiley State Park last Wednesday. 
Plann~d to resolve problems and 

Questions previously posed by local of­
ficials, the meeting was opened by in­

o\ritation to judges, county attorneys, 
sheriffs, jailers, mayors, police, and of­
ficers of associations primarily concerned 
with mental health. 
· Presentations were made by Daniel B. 
Howard ' and Dr. James G. Bland, both 
~Put¥ commissioners of the Kentucky 
Department of Mental Health, Judy Boggs, 
that Department's attorney and the 

',psychiatrist and Dr. Jerry Wysocki, 
director of the unit at Eastern State 

,hospital serving Region 11. 
• . Discussing the development of the 
..rMental Health Centers, Howard spoke of 
l periodic differences of opinion between the 
~t Department of Mental Health and the 
• Regional Board but reaffirmed that both 
·~shared the same goal-the development of 
~"comprehensive mental health-mental 

retardation services for the five counties, 
'Floyd, ·Johnson, Magoffin, Martin, and 
, Pike. He acknowledged that patient 
~ transportation to and from Eastern State 
/Hospital to be a problem but reported that 
~ "~ot· later than July 1 the Department will 

hospital." 
Miss Boggs affirmed tpat there is a 

problem with drugs in Kentucky, that steps 
have been taken to provide persons abusing 
drugs with treatment and mentioned some 
of the places this is available. She reported 
on the extended capacity of certain county 
officials to act when a person is in need of 
mental health services with or without 
warrant or petition. 

Bland in dealing with the topic of 
psychiatric emergencies spoke of the depth 
drug abuse, violent behavior and suicide. 
He said that the suicidal person almost 
without exception tells someone of their 
intentions. He rebutted the idea of an idle 
threat-"If they say they wjll, they will," if 
there is not intervention. He affirmed that 
with proper attention suicide is almost 
always preventable. 

He noted that in resolving a "psychiatric 
emergency" that one needs to keep cool. 
"The most disturbed person is sensitive to 
much of what is going on around him," 
Bland reported. He recommended that 
honesty and a simple, straight non­
threatening approach be utilized. 

Dr. Wysocki reported on the recently 
established unit system at Eastern State 
Hospital. He reported that the unit had a 
total of 149 patients from Region 11. The 
unit is ready and intends to establish firm, 
lasting communication with this region, he 
added. provide transportation service to that

raccoons. Other than for those pursuits, a 
person has no business in the field with a 
gun, unless there is an animal or bird that is 
doing damage to his property, in which 
case the owner of the property may shoot

the animal or bird, providing he informs 
the conservation officer of the cir­
cwnstances and providing he turns the 
killed animal or bird over to the officer who 
will dispose of it, most likely by giving it for 
food to a publicly supported institution, 
sucn as an orphans' home. 

Except for the provisions listed above, 
hunting in Kentucky is shut down, tight, 
during this pre-hunting season. 

The reason for the "closed season" is 
simple. It's an attempt to prevent the 
harvest of small game, and other game as 
far as that goes, by those individuals who 
would literally "jump the gun" on the 
hunting seasons. 

In the past violators did not wait until the 
season opened to take rabbits and squirrels 
and quail as well as many other species. 
They would, under the guise of hunting 
groundhogs or crows, kill illegal game and 
it was necessary for the officer to find 
illegal game on them or to see them shoot 
game for which the season had not opened 
before he could make an arrest. Hunters 
dodged this game on person feature by, for 
instance, killing a rabbit or quail and hiding 
the kill out until night, when they would go 
back and bring the illegal harvest home. It 
was most difficult to make a case when the 
illegal hunter was accosted in the field. But 
now, things have changed. 

If a hunter is in the field with a gun, an 
officer knows pretty well that he is a 
violator unless he is engaged in the hunting 
of geese or deer during their seasons which 
overlap the ''no hunting" ban. And so the 
act of crow hunting or groundhog hunting 
no longer may be used as an alibi by the 
illegal hunter and it is relatively easy for an 
arresting officer to make his case stick. 

That 's the reason for the tight regulations 
and that's the reason that the law abiding 
crow and groundhog hunter must be 
punished. Again it is the law violator for 
which the laws are made, but everyone, of 
course, must abide by them. 

Game law violations do not end when the 
small game season officially opens. 
There'll be those who hog more than their 
legal possession limit; there'll be the night 
rabbit hunter who will spotlight rabbits on 
the roads from an automobile or from a 
tractor. 

He may not think so, but that fellow who 
does this is just as much a law violator as 
the one who hunts before the season opens.

Wild Turkey Unlikely Menu Item 
For Thanksgiving Day~ 1970 

By GARY G. HUDDLESTON 

FRANKFORT, KY.-The eastern wild 
turkey, generally considered to have been 
the main course at the Pilgrims' first 
Thanksgiving at Plymouth in 1620, will 
decorate few Kentucky tables for this 
year's feast. 

The bird, plentiful over all the eastern U. 
S. when settlers first arrived in the New 
World, can be found in only the most 
remote woodland areas of the com­
monwealth today, and game officials are 
worried that the .turkey's plight may 
worsen. 

Kentucky's wild turkeys , were driven to 
near extinction when demand for 
cooperage lumber kindled extensive timber 
cuttings soon after 1900, according to Fred 
Hardy, restoration and management 
coordinator for the Department of Fish and 
Wildlife. 

By 1925, most of the big oaks were gone, 
and so were all but a fraction of the turkeys, 
Hardy said. 

When initial plans were formulated for a 
turkey restoration program in 1946, only a

remnant population ofl500 birds remained, 
in a national wildlife refuge located on what 
is now Land Between the Lakes (LBL). 

From that sole remaining source, wild 
birds were trapped and released in some 20 
to 30 east and central counties, many of 
which lie in the Daniel Boone National 
Forest. (Some were released in the Dewey 
Lake area without success.-Ed.) 

Even though the restoration program has 
reestablished the turkey in many areas, a 
recent decline in the number of birds in the 
original LBL source area has game 
managers worried. 

"We don't know why they went down," 
Hardy said, "whether it was range 
deterioration or poaching." 

He also noted most transplanted herds 
had not grown as fast as had been hoped. 

"The most critical habitat requirement 
for wild turkeys is a large area of con­
tiguous woodland," he explained. 

"We require a minimum of 10,000 acres 
before we '11 consider an area for 
restocking." 

Since the original source herd in Western ' 
Kentucky has been reduced, restocking has 
been at a minimum. 

Hardy said efforts had been made to 
obtain birds from neighboring states with 
no success. 

"And, in the late 1940's ~orne pen-raised 
birds, bred from wild stock, were released, 
but they did not survive." 

Despite the rather gloomy prognosis for 
an extensive Kentucky wild turkey herd in 
the near future, there are areas in the state 
where the wary bird may be hunted. 

In 1970, a nine-day spring season in late 
April and early May was opened in 19 
Eastern Kentucky counties, and a six-day 
season in two counties in the LBL. 

During this period only gobblers were 
legal game, and some 1131 hunters har­
vested a grand total of 11 turkeys, 
something under a one per cent success 
ratio. 

With slim pickings like that, the 
historically-minded hunter could indeed be 
proud to be one of the very few who could 
provide a wild turkey for his Thanksgiving 
table.
