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Middle Cr. 
Water Job 
Is Sought 
Distribution System 
Second Near Here 
In Planning Stage 

A second community water system is in 
the planning stage in tbe Prestonsburg 
area, it was learned last week. 

Latest of the two planned is envisioned by 
the Parkway Water Association, Inc. to 
serve a 3.6-mile stretch of the Middle Creek 
section from the Clark elementary school to 
the mouth of Rough and Tough. 

Directors of the association are D. H. 
Holbrook, Ike Fitzpatrick, Bev Shepherd, 
Sam Henry Fitzpatrick, Don Hicks, John K. 
Pitts and Bill Smith. Richard E. Martin is 
the engineer and Fred Francis is legal 
representative of the group, which will act 
as a non-profit cooperative. 

Planners hope to have 75 customers. An 
effort is now under way to contact all 
potential customers and to get them to sign 
for the service. The tap-<>n fee initially will 
be $100, but those who do not sign until after 
the project is under way will be charged 
$200, it was said. 

Yet in the planning stage is the 5.1knile 
water distribution system projected by the 
Abbott Non-Profit Water Association for 
the Abbott Creek section. This system 
would accommodate initially about 60 
customers. 

Such water distribution systems now are 
dependent for financing on loans from the 
Farm and tiome Administration. More 
favorable financing is seen as a possibility, 
since some Congressional leaders are 
talking legislation to permit outright grants 
of 80 to 90 per cent. This thinking is in­
fluenced, it is said, by the fact that the 
federal government in effect makes grants 
of $9 to $1 on certain highways.

THE CASE OF THE BAD CHICKEN 
DETROIT (AP) .,.."I'.m for health 

standards as much or more than the next 
man," said George Verbeke, "but this 
seems silly." 

A federal health standards law which 
went into effect Jan. 2 required an in­
spector's presence at any establishment 
processing more than 20,000 chickens a 
year, and Verbeke's market on Detroit's 
East Side barely qualified. 

Verbeke had to provide the inspector an 
office and equipment and pay his overtime, 
some $60 a week. The government paid the 
inspector's salary of $10,000 a year. The 
inspector stayed for one month and 
rejected one chicken. 

He was later withdrawn after Agriculture 
Department layers decided such 
requirements really were for wholesalers 
processing millions of birds and found a 
loophole excluding Verbeke's market. 

Assuming the office and office equipment 
would rent for $150.00 per month, this would 
amount to $1,800 a year. Overtime pay of 
$60 a week for the inspector, paid by Ver­
beke, would be $3,120.00 per year. So the 
inspector's salary, rent and overtime would 
amount to $14,920 a year.

Tho Pupil Loss Less, 
eacher De and Low 

Floyd county's schools this year have 
experienced the smallest drop in pupil 
enrollment in the last seven years, but the 
figures indicate that no new teachers will 
be required for next year. 

The current school tenn began with 9482 
pupils-58 more than the total at the close 

of the preceding term-and at the end of 
five months had dropped by only 11 to 9471, 
indicating a levelling off in pupil loss. Yet 
the total holds little or no promise for new 
teachers. 

County Superintendent of Schools 
Charles Clark said no more than three or 
four teachers are expected to retire at the 
end of this tenn. Eighty-nine new teachers 
who were fully certified applied for 
positions during the current school year but 
no places were available, the superin­
tendent said. He added that the teacher 
retirement law which will become effective 
in 1972 may result in a number of 
retirements and this may ease the teacher­
employment situation in some degree. 
Under this law a teacher having 30 years' 
experience may retire, regardless of age, 
and draw his or her full annuity. 

Only three schools in this county-all of 
them elementary-have shown enrollment 
gains from the 1964-'65 school year to date. 
These are Garrett, Martin, and Prestons­
burg. All high schools have lost in the 
enrollment figures. 

Rural schools in the seven-year period 
have lost almost 1000 pupils. From the 
11,749 enrolled at the beginning of the 1964-
'65 tenn the drop has taken place every 
year ~ the 9471 in school at the end of the 
fifth month of the present tenn.

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Meeting Attack Hits 
Area Medical Care 
One-Fifth of Floyd 
Population Getting 
~id via Food Stamps 

There were 7590 low-income persons in 
Floyd county-roughly, 20 per cent of the 
county's population-receiving aid through 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture's food 
stamp program in January as compared to 
7285 in December, Russell H. James, 
southeast regional director of the USDA's 
Food and Nutrition Service, reports. 

At the same time, James revealed that 
the total number of Kentucky people on the 
USDA food programs in January was up 
11,950 over the previous month. In January 
there were 324,949 participating as com­
pared to 312,999 persons a month earlier. 

The major increase, it was noted, was in 
the food stamp program now in operation in 
72 Kentucky counties. Here 269,962 people­
up 9,998 from December-were issued over 
f1.5 million in food coupons. Of this amount, 
more than $4.5 million was in free bonus 
stamps-a contribution of USDA's Food 
and Nutrition Service to Kentucky's war on 
hunger. 

Some Hospitals, 
Doctors Blamed 
At Allen Meet 

A gathering which crowded P. A. C. E. 
headquarters at Allen Sunday afternoon 
heard talks and testimony which con­
demned some area hospitals in particular 
and the medical profession in general. 

The attack on health care, in its final 
effect, struck out at the conduct of the 
Floyd County Comprehensive Health 
Services Program. 

Dr. Oliver Fein, of New York City's 
Health Policy Advisory Center, was the 
speaker who assailed medical services and 
doctors on a broad front, rating Floyd 
county's poor but adding that this was the 
national picture and not one that is merely 
confined to one area. 

The particularized attack on hospitals 
and medical services was made in a series 
of statements made by members of the 
"consumer group" of the county. 

When the question was raised as to why it

State Police Reduce 
Floyd's Beer Supply 

Kentucky State Police troopers in a four­
day period last week arrested three men on 
the charge of illegal transportation of 
alcoholic beverages and confiscated 555 
cases of beer in this county. 

Heaviest of the hauls made was the 
confiscation at 4 a.m. last Thursday of 350 
cases at the end of a two-mile chase by 
State Troopers Gary Rose and Keith Scott 
of a Ford van driven by Silas Elkins, of 
Wayland. The beer taken after Elkins was 
overhauled was valued at $4300. 

The chase began near Hi Hat, and the 
officers were blocked in their effort to 
overtake the van by a car driven by Roy 
Lee Branham, of Wheelwright, which 
trailed the van. After Branham was forced 
from the road Elkins was overtaken. 
Branham later was arrested on charges of 
reckless driving and failing to yield to an 
emergency vehicle.

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Let's assume, the chicken rejected was a 
roasting hen that dressed out at 5 pounds. 
Divide $14,920 by 5 and you get the cost of 
this government service-a mere $2984 per 
pound. 

You'd think the consumer and tax payer 
could take a chance on 1 in 20,000 of getting 
a bad chicken at such a price per pound, 
and that's assuming that people working 
for Vebeke's market didn't discover the 
bad chicken. 

This price does not include transportation 
for the inspector and we're assuming he 
had a government car marked "USDA­
CHICKEN INSPECTOR". 

However, this same chicken was later 
located in the city of Houma, Louisiana, 
and the story is related in the following 
news item from that city, or town: 

A complaint from a Roussell Street 
resident notified police this morning about 
5 a.m. that he could not sleep. His neighbor 
was making sounds like a chicken and 
keeping him awake, the man complained. 

Police sent to check on the case reported 
back to headquarters that they could not 
find anyone who was making noises like a 
chicken, a police report stated. 

Later about 6:30 this morning, the man 
called again to say that he was still awake 
and he could still hear someone making 
noises like a chicken, the police report said. 

A second search by police located a 
chicken on the back porch of a nearby 
house. The chicken was making noise, the 
report said .• 

The patrolmen knocked on the door of the 
home and informed the sleepy-eyed 
resident of the situation. Without replying 
one word the man walked over to the 
chicken, wrung its neck, and returned to 
bed, the report said. 

MORAL: Once a chicken goes bad, he 
will eventually be found out without cost to 
the American taxpayer.

get an M. D. to testify against another." 
Among those who testified as to failures 

of hospitals and medical services were 
Jack Daniel Hall, of East McDowell; Mrs. 
Maggie Hall, also of East McDowell; Lizzie 
Gilespie, of Teaberry; Mrs. Mary Blevins, 
and others. 

One testified that her state medical card 
paid $1000 for services and medicines she 
never received. She said she was in a 
hospital five days, was charged for 13 days, 
and that "two little bottles" of medicine 
was all she received. 

Another claimed she was not properly 
examined for uterine bleeding, that she had 
never taken her coat off in the doctor's 
office. 

One man stated his five-year-<>ld son was 
treated for worms at one hospital and that 
when he was taken to another it was found 
that his appendix had ruptured. 

Bob Young, a Harrodsburg sophomore at 
the University of Kentucky's College of 
Medicine, said the college has not recruit¥ 
medical students from the lower income 
brackets in proportion to the number of 
poor people. He pointed out that in its first 
year, 1964, 52 per cent of the medical 
students were from the $6000-a-year and­
under group, while the 1973 graduating 
class will have only 1 per cent from that 
income bracket. 

Dr. Arnold Schecter, deposed director of 
the Floyd County Comprehesive Health 
Services Program, reviewed his position, 
pointing out that he had wanted 10 doctors 
or specialists involved; that they would 
have devoted half time to the program and 
the remainder to private practice. He 
quoted Dr. Russell Hall, head of the Floyd 
County Health Department, as having 
testified at a Washington hearing in 1969 
that "we have only half the number of 
doctors we need in Floyd county." 

The meeting was sponsored by the 
Eastern Kentucky Welfare Rights 
Organization, and Mrs. Eula Hall, chair­
man of that group's health committee, 
presided. Interrogators included Mrs. Hall, 
Jay Blevins, of EKWRO, and David 
Wilderman, Mountain People's Rights 
attorney. 

The "Bill of Rights" rea«J at the meeting 
alleged that "so-<:alled private hospitals 
continue to receive most of their funds from 
taxpayers' money," and are not private but 
public institutions. This was followed by the 
demand that a public board of directors be 
elected to set the policy for each of these 
hospitals, and that these directors include 
the poor people "who get the sickest and 
have to go to the hospital the most." 

Another demand was made on the UK 
Medical Center, which was described as 
having a monopoly on all the training, has 
all the specialists and most of the advanced 
medical equipment. The demand was that 
the Medical Center "stop running 'token' 
programs for Eastern Kentucky and assign 
500 doctors and other medical personnel to 
work in Eastern Kentucky." 

Another demand called on OEO and · 
Congressman Carl D. Perkins to turn OEO 
money over to the poor people, "so that we 
can hire our own doctors and set up our own 
clinics."

Cure Air Pollution Problem 

FRANKFORT, KY.-Swnmer is the 
worst season for air pollution problems. 
Spring is the best. 

According to Delance Martin, 
meteorologist for the Kentucky Air 
Pollution Control Commission, swnmer 
combines the most persistent air pollution 
potential with the worst kind of pollution 
when it will do the most damage to 
vegetation. 

It all has to do with wind, sunlight and 
beat. 

Summer has low wind speeds with much 
san1ight and heat. Spring's changeable 
weather has higher wind speeds. 

Martin said wind is the most significant 
meteorological factor in dispersing air 
poDution. When the wind blows from lOto 15 
JQiles per hour-the fla~J flapping stage­
• pollution dispersion IS best. 

"The stronger the wind, the better the job 
of mixing the pollutants into a larger area. 
When the wind speed is low concentrations 
of pollutants persist," Martin explained. 

He said the average wind speed in 
Kentucky is about 10 mph. 

Although it mixes the air, increased wind 
speed may increase air pollution by picking 
up ground dirt. Martin said dirt on city 
streets presents particular problems.

when low wind speed is combined with an 
inversion. When an inversion occurs, 
polluted air is trapped near the ground by 
an overriding layer of warm air. 

Sunshine makes photochemical smog out 
of automobile emissions, including 
hydrocarbons and nitrogen oxides. Sun­
shine and high temperatures supply the 
energy for the photochemical reactions 
which produce the eye irritating smog. 

During winter, air pollution comes 
mainly from burning fuels. The elements 
don't combine photochemically. 

Martin said rain wouldn't make air 
pollution go away. "Even with a strong rain 
it will take 24 hours to wash away all the 
particulate matter," he noted. "That still 
doesn't significantly eliminate gases." 

"Regardless of meteorology, if there is 
no air pollution, there is no air pollution 
problem," Martin said. "Meteorology 
doesn't produce pollution, it helps get rid of 
it."

Parks Continue 
War on Litter 

Parks Commissioner S. W. Palmer-Ball 
has urged all Kentuckians to join in the 
Parks Department's "Keep Kentucky 
Parks Clean and Green" program this 
year. 

"This special clean-up effort, begun just 
last summer, has already received very 
fine support from some of our citizens," 
Palmer-Ball said. 

"The time has come, however," he said, 
"when every Kentuckian must become 
aware of his personal responsibility for the 
cleanliness of his environment, especially 
as pertains to his state parks." 

Palmer-Ball said the "Keep Kentucky 
Parks Clean and Green" slogan will be 
promoted again this year through the use of 
lapel buttons worn by park employes and 
colorful tent-cards placed on dining tables 
at the lodges. 

He said his department is now expanding 
and intensifying its efforts to preserve the 
natural beauty of park lands. As an 
example, litter bags are distributed to 
campers and lodge guests when they arrive 
at the parks in order to enlist their help in 
litter control. 

In addition, Palmer-Ball said the 
department is increasing its use of sanitary 
land-fill garbage disposal facilities in areas 
where they are available. 

"In order to implement this program," 
he said, "We are in the process of equipping 
the larger parks with compaction-type 
garbage trucks which make possible the 
handling of larger volumes of litter and 
refuse. This new equipment will enable our 
clean-up crews to do an even more effective 
job, and do it much more conveniently and 
quickly." 

Some of the parks formerly had dumping 
areas but they have now been eliminated 
and covered over with earth fill. The 
department is working out cooperative 
agreements with the counties in which the 
parks are located to utilize land-fill dum­
ping facilities outside park boundaries.

Boat Toilet Laws Same See us for 

As L~st Year, N_ewman Says DISC BRAKE

FRANKFORT, KY.-In. spring, it has 
been said, "a young man's fancy turns to 
love," but boaters of all ages are far more 
likely to begin thinking about more prac­
tical matters. 

And heading the list of thoae topics which 
seem to concern them most is the matter of 
marine toilets. At least, it would appear 
that way, judging from the number of 
telephone calls to both the Kentucky State 
Police and Public Safety Commissioner 
William 0. Newman. 

"By and large, they want to know what 
constitutes and adequate marine toilet 
disposal system and whether we intend to 
enforce thoae standards," Newman said. 

The answer to both questions is the same 
as it was a year ago, be said. Only the 
authority under which acceptable disposal 
systems are defined and enforcement 
carried out has changed. 

Olapter 235 of Kentucky's Revised 
Statutes ( KRS), which was enacted by the 
1970 3eneral Assembly and became law on 
Jan. 1 of this year, sets out, almost word­
for-word, the same standards previously 
enforced under WP-5, a regulation issued 
by the Kentucky Water Pollution Control 
Commission in 1969. 

With the exception of those marine toilets 
which have been rendered inoperable in an 
approved manner, all marine toilet 
systems must be equipped with disposal 
devices falling into one of three general 
categories. They are: 

Holding tanks constructed so as to permit 
waste disposal only by pumping. Gravity 
Dow systems are !lOt acceptable. 

Inc:inerators capable of reducing raw 
se~e to an inert ash. 

uent discharge systems, providing 
for discharge of treated waste into the 
w4' and approved by the Water Pollution 

Control Commission on an individual basis 
only. 

According to Newman, all boat owners 
must sign an affidavit at the time of boat 
registration that their marine toilet 
systems meet requirements outlined under 
KRS 235. 

"Anyone refusing to sign, or not having 
an approved system, will not be allowed to 
register his boat," Newman said. 

Boat owners interested in obtaining a 
complete listing of approved disposal 
systems are being instructed to contact the 
Kentucky Water Pollution Control Com­
mission at the State Department of Health, 
Frankfort, Kentucky 40601.

Water Levels 
Being Restored 
At Area Lakes 

Water levels at Fishtrap, Grayson and 
North Fork of Pound Lakes and John W. 
Flannagan Reservoir in Kentucky and 
Virginia, will be raised by the Corps of 
Engineers in preparation for the summer 
recreation season. 

The water levels will be raised to meet 
the high public demand for water 
recreation during the summer months. 
More than one and a half million pel'ICIIlS 
used facilities at these lakes in 1970. 

Fishtrap will be raised a total of 32 feet, 
North Fork 10 feet, John W. Flannagan 16 
feet and Grayson 19 feet. Raising of the 
Grayson water level was started on March 
23. The water levels at Fishtrap, North 
Fork, and Flannagan will strart rising on 
April 1. Summer level at each project will 
be reached as soon as possible depending 
on the amount of rainfall. 

Grayson Lake has been 11 feet lower tban 
normal winter level since November, 1170 
to allow for paving of the boat launching 
ramp above the dam. In addition to the 
ramp, a paved access road, paved parking 
lot, comfort station, water treatment plant 
and picnic facilities are being provided in 
the vicinity of the dam. Current completion 
date for these facilities is December 1971. 

North Fork and Flannagan in Virginia, 
and Fishtrapnear Pikeville, Ky., are in the 
Big Sandy river basin. Grayson is on the 
Little Sandy river.

FRANKFORT, Kentucky .--May the 
white bass fishermen be alerted. 

The time is soon to come when these 
"stripers" will be on the move in the 
headwaters of a nwnber of lakes and in 
some rivers and smaller streams. 

It's just about spawning time for the 
species and when this occurs it means that 
these fish are hell for leather to hit any lure 
that is thrown in their general direction. 

To the uninitiated an explanation of the 
famous white bass "runs" may be helpful. 

Most of Kentucky's major lakes have 
bountiful populations of this gamester, the 
average weight of which would be around 
one pound, but which on many occasions 
may be pushing three pounds. When spring 
rolls around and the water temperatures in 
the headwater or feeder streams rise to 
around 60 degrees the mating urge comes 
to these fish. They move into the shallower 
waters of the streams to deposit their eggs. 

Even before the run actually starts in the 
streams great harvests of white bass are 
made in the lake itself, just below the first 
riffle of the stream in which they are to 
spawn. The migration up the lake starts 
many days prior to the actual spawning and 
they may be found in deeper water near the 
mouth of the stream in good nwnbers and 
may be caught by trolling, by casting a 
shad-like lure or minnows. The 
knowledgable fisherman will follow the 
whites right on up the lake until they enter 
the shallow water where the fishing 
reaches its peak. 

Moving into the spawning waters first are 
the males. They will be caught for a few 
days before the females follow the same 
route into the spawning areas. They will 
spawn when the water temperature 
reaches and hovers around the 62 degree 
mark, but they will move into the spawning 
area when the water is considerably cooler. 

H the "run" is not interrupted by heavy 
rains, muddy water or cold, it will continue 
for as much as three weeks during which 
they can be caught at any time of day or 
night. H inclement weather sends the 
temperatures plummeting, the run will 
subside. The same will happen if the waters 
become muddy. But immediately upon the 
return of favorable conditions good fishing 
may be reswned. 

The "father" of the white bass run is Dix 
River which is the feeder stream of 
Herrington Lake. For several decades they 
have been caught in this famous area 
where fishermen may line the banks, 
shoulder to shoulder, to retrieve this hard 
fighting, good tasting game fish. 

But other lakes have lately produced 
some excellent white bass fishing in the -
spring. Of course, the whole affair depends 
on the weather conditions. This being 
favorable a fisherman often may take his 
daily or possession limit of 60, that 
sometimes may average well over one 
pound each, from the headwaters of Dale 
Hollow, Cumberland, Barren River Lake, 
Dewey, Buckhorn, Rough River and Nolin 
lakes as well as others. Also every two or 
three years excellent runs may be 
discovered below the locks and dams in the 
Kentucky River.

There are certain limits on legal services 
lawyers may offer in the program, such as 
not taking any criminal cases and staying 
within certain income guidelines, Carlucci 
told a Senate subcommittee hearing on 
extending the Economic Opportunity Act.

Service attorneys should be as free to help 
their clients as any other lawyer might be.

He said in California the bar association 
bas shown interest in helping poverty 
lawyers and he thinks this is proper 
because he said they need guidance. 

"But I do not believe in restricting the 
type of cases they accept," Carlucci said. 
He said his personal view includes ac­
cepting class-action cases, or suits brought 
by one person on behalf of many others who 
may have been similarly wronged. 

He said it would be premature to speak 
for the administration because a new act is 
now being shaped but "I am sure we will be 
strengthening the legislation.'' 

The legal services budget has been in­
creased from $46 million to $61 million a 
year while the cost-per-case declined to $59.
