Jury Suggests

Pollution Action,
Narcotics Fight

The Floyd circuit court grand jury wound
up its session with an extra day of work
Monday and reported 42 indictments voted,
including one for murder, two for in-
vohmtnry manslaughter and four for illegal
possession of narcotics.

In its final report to Circuit Judge Hollie
Conley the jury urged citizens to work
toward curbing illegal use and sale of
dangerous drugs and said its inspection of
garbage dumps in the county revealed that
these create a health hazard. The jury
asked that county and state agencies take
corrective action.

The jury report, signed by Harry Vincel
Cooley, foreman, recommended that the
justice of the peace in Magisterial District 3
conduct his court ‘“in a more proper
manner.” It did not make any other
comment to explain the situation there.
Eddie Caudill is magistrate in that district.
The report also called for enforcement of
the law against location of junkyards along
highways. It recommended that the
courthouse be cleaned, the roof repaired,
the food stamp office moved to another
location, the parking lot at the rear of the
courthouse be marked off and water
fountains repaired.

The murder indictment voted named
Palmer Powers in the slaying of Paul
Taylor at Auixer, The two involuntary
manslaughter true bills were voted in
deaths of two as a result of auto wrecks in
which the drivers were accused of gross
negligence. Indicted were Dennis Ray.
Price in the death on Left Beaver Creek ¢f
Donald Johnson and Earl Vanderpool,
in the death near Hueysville of Kennﬁth
Sparkman.

Two More Groups
Planning Systems

For Water Service

Two more Floyd county communities
working toward organization of water
districts and ultimately for water
distribution systems have been encouraged
by the interest of federal agencies, it was
said here this week.

The Levisa Water Association, formed to
serve the area along the Big Sandy from
Allen south toward the existing Big Sandy
Valley district, has applied to the Farm and
Home Administration for a $661,000 loan,
and was scheduled to meet Monday with
Pikeville officials. The group, if the
proposed project is completed, may buy
water from the Pikeville system.

A second group, being formed on Bull
Creek has been contacted by Hill Smith,
EDA representative, at the request of
Congressman Carl D. Perkins. Mr. Smith
conferred with Jesse Wallen and Joe D.
Weddington, members of the Bull Creek
group. Both water distribution and sewer
service are being talked there.

Water distribution systems also are being
sought for the Abbott Creek and Middle
Creek areas.

“I wanted to be free to come to
Prestonsburg and the Big Sandy when poke
greens were in, and the dogwoods and the
redbuds were in bloom, and maybe drink
some sassafras tea with my friends—"’ this
was a part of the statement made last
Friday night by Former Governor Bert T.

“Iwas staying in Cincinnati . . . saw only
records, bundles of briefs .. .had no op-
portunity to do anything but search out
errors . . . I just wasn’t satisfied with what
I was doing. I felt like I had a few more
years and could be of service to Kentucky—
and, of course, to Eastern Kentucky.”

Of his platform Ex-Governor Combs
mentioned only three planks:

1. Education: “When I was elected

governor, Kentucky was 47th in teacher .

salaries. While I was in office it advanced
to 31st. Now, it’s back to 44th. We can build
all the parkways in the world, and all the
lakes and all the lodges, and if we fail to
educate our children, we have lived in
vain.”

2. Environment:“This ought to be the
most beautiful country in the whole world.
We have to stop the pollution of our streams
and the air.”

3. National Resources: “We must have a
severance tax on coal, this tax pegged to
the market price, and to apply also to oil
and gas. A substantial part of this tax must
be returned to the counties from which
these resources came.”

Then he asked why his opponent, Lt. Gov.
Ford, would tax coal alone and not other
resources such as oil and gas and why he
would keep all that tax in Frankfort and not
in the counties which produces the
minerals.

Combs’ speech was preceded by a talk by
Mike Mullins, of Wheelwright, who is a
student at Berea College. Young Mullins
said, in part:

This
area, it is said, contains a rich coal vein
near the tops of the ridges.

The temporary injunction issued against
two poverty organizations which no longer
are active in this county—the Appalachian
Volunteers and the Volunteers in Service to
America—was dissolved last Friday by
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley.

The restraining order banned both

" groups from entering upon Floyd county

school property. It was issued on motion of
the Floyd County Board of Education
following an altercation last year at the
Board of Eduecation building here in a
controversy over the county school lunch
program. The two groups asked the
Supreme Court torule on constitutionality of
the restraining order but the high court
refused to hear the case on the grounds that
they had not used available state courts as
a possible source of relief. After that, the
court here was asked to dissolve the in-
junction.

At last Friday’s hearing of the case Larry

Norton, attorney representing the two
groups, asked a ruling of the con-
stitutionality of circumstances under which
the restraining order was issued. The
temporary injunction was issued by Circuit
Clerk Frank DeRossett, in the absence of
Judge Conley, and the attorney sought a
ruling on the constitutionality of the clerk’s
action in the case, especially since it in-
volved civil rights. Judge Conley made no
ruling, remarking that it was a moot
question, since no case was pending after
dismissal of the injunction.

County Escapes

Worst of Fires
Besetting Area

The forest fire situation in Floyd county
is pretty well in hand, but the picture in
adjacent Johnson county is discouraging,
Price Moore, district forester, said
Tuesday.

Mr. Moore said he has been with the
Division of Forestry 17 years and that it is
more difficult just now to hold a fire line
than at any time in his experience. ‘“These
fires simply explode,” he said.

Bulldozers were used in fighting a fire in
the Red Bush section of Johnson Monday
night, but firefighters’ efforts were almost
wasted till an hour before midnight when
dew dampened the leaves. Three new fires
broke out Monday in Johnson, and two old
blazes broke out anew.

In this county one small fire broke out
Monday at Ball Alley here, and another was
reported at Weeksbury. But the county,
Moore said, is under no present major
threat, although timberland and fields are
tinderbox dry. The biggest fire this county
has had this season, Moore said, was ob-
viously caused by diesel locomotives and
this blaze extended at one time last week
almost from Prestonsburg to Allen.

Floyd county has two fulltime forestry
division employees. Nelson program men,
equipped with forestry-owned radio trucks,
are used. Pickup firefighters are used in
emergencies.

“Qur pickup labor in Johnson county is
dead—we killed them fighting fires last
week,” Moore said.

The Kentucky Division of Forestry pays
such workers $1 an hour. West Virginia
pays only 25 cents.

Dentists
will be on active duty, July through Oc-
tober, 1971.

Kentucky’s proportionate share of the
national eall is 28 doctors of medicine, one
doctor of osteopathy and nine dentists.

The Kentucky Medical Advisory Com-
mittee has considered cases of doctors of
medicine, doctors of osteopathy and den-
tists necessary fo fill this special call, who
are eligible for military service under the
amended Military Service Act of 1967.

The President’s executive order of April
23, 1970, with respect to the phasing out of
occupauonal deferments applies to doctors
of medicine, dentists and allied specialists.

continued through Monday. There was no
trace, however, of either of the wanted men
or the automobile.

Federal officers are expected to join
state police and other officers in the search
for the unnamed men who robbed the
Paintsville store, since federal foodstamps
were in the loot. The two men entered the
store around 8 p.m. Friday while two
employees were preparing the day's
receipts for a bank night depository. They
fled the scene in a dark-colored pickup
truck. Their haul included $2000 in cash and
$22,000 in checks.

One of the two in the Paintsville holdup
was described as being about 40 and
weighing between 160 and 130 pounds.

Authorities are convinced there is no
connection between the two robberies,
since the two suspects in the Auxier holdup
were in the correctional institution at the
time of the Paintsville robbery.

Women Mount Towers, Wath Over Woodlands

By JIM WARREN

FRANKFORT, Ky.-Like most rural
northeastern Kentucky housewives, Mrs.
Alta Jobe, of Boyd county, awakens early to
cook breakfast for her husband and begin
her housework. But there, the similarity
with her contemporaries ends.

" In spring and summer she usually

finishes her housework around 10 a.m. and,
accompanied by her dog Boxie, climbs to
the fop of a nearby hill where a gleaming
metal tower thrusts high into the mountain
air.

It’s a 50-foot climb to the small cab atop
the tower but Mrs. Jobe has been making it
every fire season since the tower was built
on Laurel Ridge in 1952,

Mrs. Jobe is a forest fire lookout for the
Kentucky Division of Forestry. She is one of
14 tower operators in the 15-county North-
eastern Kentucky Forestry District,
helping protect some 1.25 million acres of
forest land.

In all, the division operates some 155
towers across the state protecting almost 11
million acres of forest from the ravages of
fire.

More and more, the division is relying on

women as tower lookouts. Of the division’s
155 towers, 60 are operated by women.

Mrs. Jobe takes pride in her work but
sees nothing unusual about the job. It’s just
part-time work during the fire season,
about 212 weeks in spring and 2 weeks in the
fall.

“When they leased the land to build the
tower from my father John Muser they said
they needed someone to work up here so I

took the job,” she said. “They finished the
tower about 1952 and I've been working
here ever since.”

Mrs. Jobe’s only complaints about the job
are high winds which rock the tower and
electrical storms which have caught her
several times in the tower. Only once has
she ever been in danger from a fire—one
started by her brother-in-law.

‘““He was burning leaves a few years ago
in a field nearby and the wind whipped the
fire up out of control. In about an hour it
was all over this hill and I had to leave the
tower because of the smoke. Of course I
called district headquarters for a fire
fighting team first.”

A few miles away at Argillite, Mrs.
Joanne Taylor also is keeping watch over
Kentucky’s forest lands from a perch high
over the countryside.

Mrs. Taylor is a comparative newcomer
to tower watching, having been assigned to
Argillite tower only three years.

... Northeastern District Forester Charles
Prather noted women make good tower

operators—perhaps better than men.
“They seem to be more patient than the
men and they don’t get bored as quickly,”
Prater said. ‘‘The girls we have working for
us do a really fine job as do all our tower
operators.”
The ladies usually spend about seven

hours a day on watch during fire season
depending on conditions in the woods. When
a smoke is spotted, its location is pinpointed
with the help of an alidade, an instrument
for determining direction, and reported to
district forestry headquarters at
Morehead.

““An experienced tower operator can tell
what Kind of fire is involved by the smoke,
how big, how hot,” prather said. ‘“Thanks
to their work we usually get most fires
under control within three or four hours
after they are spotted.”

Both Mrs. Jobe and Mrs. Taylor enjoy
their work and neither feels it interferes
with housework.

*“I can do almost all of my cleaning and
put out a big wash before coming up in the
morning,” Mrs. Jobe said. “After I come
down I work in my garden so it all works
out pretty well.”

*“It’s nice and quiet up here and there’s
plenty of time to think,” Mrs. Taylor said of

. her elevated work station. ‘‘Sometimes I

bring my dog up with me and maybe a book
to read when I take a break. And you can
see everything for miles and it's always
very pretty.”

What do the husbands think? Their only
complaint seems to be relieving their wives
in the towers when housework piles up and
they have to take a day off.

State Hunting Season Dates
Fixed for Most Game Species

Frankfort, Ky.-Kentueky’s 1971
hunting seasons are all but complete, with
only the waterfowl and dove seasons yet to
be set. All other seasons and bag limits
have been determined for this year but, it is
pointed out, the season for the migratory
birds must await action by the Department
of Interior.

Basically, the seasons are the same as for
last year as far as length is concerned, with
only the opening dates varying, but with
practically the same number of hunting
days per species and the same bag and
possession limits.

The gun deer season this year will be
open in all 120 counties. Opening date is
November 13 and it will extend five days
through November 17. In 117 counties only
bucks with forked antler or antlers will be
legal game, while in three counties, Hart,
Barren and Edmonson, deer of either sex
will be legal. The bow and arrow season is
open throughout the months of October and
December and either sex deer is fair game.
Hunters may bag but one deer, either by
gun or bow and arrow, for the entire year.

Squirrel hunting kicks off the seasons,
opening on August 21 and continuing
through October 31. The second phase
opens on November 18 and -continues
through December 31, the same season,
with the exception of the opening day, as for
last year. The bag limit again will be six
and the possession limit 12.

State Attacks Drunk Driving
Problem through Special School

By JAMES D. SEWELL

FRANKFORT, KY.—One of the com-
monwealth’s most comprehensive and
innovative efforts to date to alleviate the
drunkdriver problem—a special school for
offenders of the drunk driving law—is in
full swing at Richmond.

The program is the result of efforts from
four of Kentucky’s brightest young minds:
Dr, Jerry L. Miller, 28, associate professor
of traffic safety at Eastern Kentucky
University’s widely acclaimed Traffic
Safety Institute; W. Kent Jessee, 22,
Miller’s assistant and co-formulator of the
program; Paul E. Fagan, 30, police court
judge for the city of Richmond and a
practicing attorney there; and Arthur E.
Beard, 28, executive director for the
Kentucky Traffic Safety Coordinating
Committee.

The school consists of 10 hours of
education on alcohol and how it affects the
body. The ‘“‘students’ attend four two-and-
a-half hour sessions held on four con-
secutive Monday nights, and leave with a
broadened knowledge in alcohol education.

Miller and Fagan believe this type of

approach offers ‘substantial hope for
reducing the incidence of driving while
impaired by alcohol and, in addition,
furnishes encouragement to problem
drinkers to seek rehabilitation as the only
realistic countermeasure to their personal
difficulties.”

Openly inviting inquiries on the program
from anyone who might be interested, they
would like to see the program spread to
every court in the state and are working
toward that end. Judge Fagan has already
explained the project to several of his
colleagues in the Richmond area and has
received favorable comments and a desire
to participate from many of them.

The project has the backing of the Traffic
Safety Coordinating Committee, which is
eyeing the program closely. If the success
is significant, Beard says the committee
will push for a largescale implementation
of the program.

Miller and Jessee say the course is not
aimed at preaching the evils of drink,
rather itis designed to teach the “‘students”
about the use of alcohol and how it affects
the human body, emphasizing coordination
as related to driving.

“We don’t expect those who complete the
course to run down to the local tavern, hand
out Bibles, and begin preaching the evils of
John Barley Corn, but we do hope they will
help us get the message across to those who
drink with them before they climb into a
car after excessive drinking,” Miller said.

Judge Fagan says that about 60 per cent
individuals convicted of drunk
driving who have their licenses suspended
or revoked continue to drive without them.
“Obviously, we have a serious soecial
problem and the present system doesn’t
seem to be doing the job.”

Reluctantly admitting he has a
reputation for being tough on drunk
drivers, Judge Fagan said that, although he
cannot require offenders fo take the course,
he stongly recommends attendance and
few have refused.

Upon completion of the course, the of-
fenders are directed to re-appear in court
for disposition of their charges.

Dr. Miller said he has received some very
encouraging questions from the members
of the class. “Probably the most significant
question,” he said, “was ‘why hasn’t this
information been taught to the public
before?”’

He also said that at least three of the
members of the first class have indicated a
more than surface interest in the Richmond
area Comprehensive Care Center, to which
he referred them should they wish to
voluntarily seek help.

Dr. Miller and Judge Fagan say the
project will be researched at the Traffic
Safety Institute at Eastern. The driving
records of the “‘graduates’ will be followed
to determine results of the program,

Inquiries about the course should be
directed to Judge Fagan.

Continues Downward

\’[aytown s Tallent Signs Paect
To Join His Brothers at GWU

Maytown high school’s Pat Tallent, one of
the most sought-after high school
basketball players in the country and a pre-
season All-American selection last Friday
signed a grant-in-aid to attend George
Washington University next year. The
signing was held at the Touchdown Club in
Washington during a press conference
called by the university.

Tallent, acclaimed by many as the finest
high school player in the nation this year,
will join his two older brothers, Bob and
Mike, at GW in the fall. Bob will continue as
the Colonials’ freshman coach while Mike
will be a senior on the varsity.

“We are extremely delighted that Pat
Tallent has chosen to attend GW and join
our baskethall program here,”’ said
Colonial head coach Carl Slone. ““I have
said on many occasions that Pat is the best
player I have seen in high school since
Jerry West.

Pat, like his brothers before him, was Mr.
Everything for Maytown high this year. He
almost single-handedly led Maytown into
the regional playoffs. He averaged 36.8
points per game, 22 rebounds and nine
assists. The 6-foot-2 guard (tallest of the
Tallents) scored over 60 points twice, went
over 50 three times and over 40 11 times. In
one game, he pulled down 35 rebounds. His
team finished with a 21-11 record and
compiled a 101-27 record over the four
years that Pat played.

He was named to the All-State team
during his junior and senior years. As a
junior, he averaged 30.2 points, 16 rebounds

“and nine assists. As a sophomore he

averaged 17 points and 12 rebounds.
Maytown finished third in the state that
year. In his four years at Maytown, Pat
scored 2,880 points.

This past fall, the All-American High
School Basketball Year Book named him as
one of the five best players in the country.
The magazine said, ‘“Last of three Tallents
and the best.”

Asked to compare Pat with his older
brothers, coach Eugene Frasure, who has
coached all three, said he preferred not to
make a comparison as the three each did
things differently. But Ed Stewart, prin-
cipal of Maytown high, was more out-
spoken. “Pat is the best high school guard I
have ever seen,’’ he said. Brother Bob says,
“Pat will definitely be an All-American
before he finishes at GW.” _

“Pat’s biggest game came late in the
season this year when he scored 65 points
against Carr Creek to break Bob’s school
scoring record of 52. Pat scored 53 and 62 in
other games that week. At GW, he will have
a number of his brother’s records to shoot
at as Bob set or tied six Colonial marks
during the one season he played (1968-69)
after transferring from Kentucky. Bob was
the nation’s fifth leading scorer and a
Helm'’s Foundation All-American that year.

Besides being an outstanding basketball
player, Pat is also superior in the
classroom, ranking first in his class, He is
also an accomplished golfer.

Pat was recruited by over 200 schools and
had narrowed his choices to GW, Morehead
State, Vanderbilt, Georgia and Florida. He
will major in engineering at GW.

Tallent also has been chosen to play with
the Kentucky-All-Sars in their annual two-
game midsummer basketball classic
against the classiest of the Indiana
graduating players. The first game will be
held June 19 at Indianapolis; the second,
June 26 at air-conditioned Freedom Hall in
Louisville.
