Wells Says His Engine To End 
Motor Vehicle Pollution of Air 

A former Prestonsburg man says he has 
the solution to air pollution from motor 
vehicles and factory smokestacks but must 
have financial backing if this major 
breakthrough toward the answer to this 
phase of the country's environmental 
problem is to become a reality. 

Ferman Wells has on the drawing board 
what he calls a "self-supporting engine" 
which, he claims, will completely eliminate 
the air pollution caused by motor vehicles. 

In the same stage is an anti-pollution 
system which is designed to clean up not 
only the air but also the water used with 
factory smokestacks. 

No mere dreamer, Wells, already has 
produced and has on the market an 
auxiliary air valve for internal combustion 
engines which is proving its worth. A 
Columbus, 0. newspaper story points out 
that the air valve is a pollution-fighting, 
gasoline-saving device which was first

For Two Months 
Representatives of ti)e Big Sandy 

Community Action Program and the Floyd 
County Comprehensive Health Services 
Program were told in Washington last week 
by the Office of Economic Opportunity 
(OEO) that the pilot health program will be 
funded for the period, Nov. 1, 1970 through 
July 31, this year, but that the funds so 
promised-approximately $800,000-will 
not arrive immediately. 

OEO told representatives of the two 
agencies that the funds should reach here 
within less than two months. Meanwhile, 
the health program will feel a tight 
financial pinch unless interim financing 
can be arranged. 

Dr. Arnold Schecter, Q.irector of the 
Comprehensive Health Services Program, 
said three meetings were held with OEO 
officials last week-<ln Tuesday, Wed­
nesday and Friday-and that in the 
meantime all received a lecture on what 
OEO demands. 

OEO, he said, expressed its willingness to 
accept the program proposal as submitted 
but said it expects some compromises at 
the local level. The one doctor and one 
dentist lost earlier to the program are to be 
restored, he said. 

While the program continues to function 
as it was before recent changes were 
proposed and sharp reactions to change 
proposals were registered, Dr. Schecter 
said OEO does want the Floyd program to 
move toward what simil;Jr programs in 
other areas of the coun~y are like-a 
health program that is comprehensive, 
with doctors and perhaps a pharmacy and 
pharmacists added. 

Commenting on the claim that if his 
proposal to introduce the services of 
specialists to the progam is accepted, the 
effect would be to discourage other doctors 
from coming into the county, Dr. Schecter 
said: 

"We would like to bring local doctors 
back to Floyd county, and if my board of 
dir<'~.tnr~ would permit me I would pay 
the.•n $"i.b()(fmore a yt:ar Uu.a. "We .,~;, w ner 
doctors. We would like to provide an in­
centive rather than discouragement to 
native, young doctors to return here." 

He added that there is no Comprehensive 
Health dentist at Wheelwright and that the 
Mud Creek section has not had a dentist for 
the last few months. One is expected to be 
located on Mud Creek later, however, he 
said. 

Youth Admits

Floyd-Co. Native 
Is Found Hanged 

The fourth acquittal . was recorded 
Tuesday morning in the liquor possession 
case of George Potter. 

Lonnie Dillon was acquitted last Wed­
nesday on a charge of arson. He was ac­
cused of burning an empty store building on 
Middle Creek. 

Clarence Martin Jr. entered pleas of 
guilty to charges ol possessing ana selling 
intoxicating beverages and was fined $100 
and given 30-day jail terms in each case, 
the jail terms to run consecutively. An 
earlier conviction and $50 fine for liquor 
possession was affirmed by the Court of 
Appeals. 

The charge of selling intoxicants lodged 
against Deputy Sheriff Dexter (Dester) 
Hamilton and Jim Hall was dismissed on 
failure of prosecuting witnesses to appear. 
Hamilton was earlier convicted in absentia, 
but this conviction was set aside when it 
was shown that bench warrant had not been 
served. 

Bonds of Henry Posto~ and Randall 
Owens, charged with grand larceny, were 
forfeited and their arrest on bench 
warrants without bond was ordered. They 
were jailed last Thursday, and Poston later 
executed bond. A new charge, that of 
reckless use of a deadly weapon, was 
lodged against Owens, and Poston was 
charged with bigamy. 

Gov. Louie B. Nunn l9-st Friday an­
nounced in an address a~ the Louisville 
mid-winter conference of the Kentucky 
Press Association that he plans to call the 
General Assembly into special session Feb. 
25 to undertake the task of reapportioning 
the state's legislative districts. 

The reapportionment presumably will 
conform with the one-man, one-vote 
Supreme Court edict and will be based on 
the new federal census. To acheive equality 
of representation, the legislators may be 
required to cut across county lines, adding 
to one county precincts of another county to 
give the legislative districts in both near­
parity of population. In Louisville the 
possibility of even cutting across precinct 
boundaries has been talked. 

On the basis of the new census, each 
senatorial district would, if redistricting is 
done as asked, have a population of around 
82,000. House districts would be restricted 
to about 32,000. 

If the Legislature fails to redistrict, the 
job will be done, eventually, by U. S. courts. 

State Senator; Clifford B. Latta said that if 
an equitable redistricting plan can be 
evolved, he will vote for it,, but that he will 
not support any bill which he feels is not 
fair to the people affected. "I have the 
feeling that it would be better for us (the 
General Assembly) to redistrict than to 
leave it to a federal judge," he said. 

State Representative W. J. Reynolds said 
here Monday that he will not vote to 
"disfranchise" any person he represents. 
Removal of some precincts from this 
county to adjacent Pike in order to equalize 
district populations has been considered as 
a possibility, and voters over the state 
regard such an action as tantamount to 
disfranchisement. 

Some legislators saw the .late date set by 
Governor Nunn for the special session as a 
bit of political strategy. They point out that 
this could make settlement of the 
redistricting issue before April impossible, 
and that leaves little more than a month for 
primary campaigning. The Republican 
state administration, these critics claim, 
would not be so adversely affected by the 
late session, because it can with some 
degree of certainty name its candidates 
and prevent primary infighting. Others 
defend Governor Nunn, saying the late 
date was selected to make certain the 
legislators would act on the bill without 
undue delay. 

And where will candidates be running? 
Others ask. Cadidates for the State Senate 
must file 45 days before the primary. Those 
running for Representative may file as late 
as 30 days before the primary. If 
redistricting is not accomplished by that 
time, candidates may find themselves 
campaigning in areas they will not 
represent.

District buses at Colwnbus: Officials there 
reported fuel savings of as much as a gallon 
and a baH per bus per day. 

The first 4000 air valves. were sold on a 
test basis, and Wells later attempted to buy 
them back. None of the owners were willing 
to sell, he says. 

Although he expects the aj.r valve to catch 
on nationally and provide lucrative 
financial returns, he sees the day ahead 
when it will no longer be used. "My seH­
supporting engine will eliminate it," he 
predicts. 

The complete eliminatiOQ of air-pollutiQD 
through use of this engine, its inventor 
points out, is certain because the engine 
will not use oil or any oil byproduct. And 
that's where he may encounter oppgsition. 

The giant oil industry will not sill'render 
without a fight, he concedes. "But," Wells 
points out, "it all depends upon how sincere 
our leaders and the people are about this 
matter of the environment. I'm shocked, 
sometimes, by the so-what attitude some 
take. Then, again, most people always talk 
about it but are never willing to do anything 
about it." 

Wells said here last wee~ that the Bytell 
Institute, Colwnbus, 0., has been trying for 
years to develop an engine such as he has 
waiting, so to speak, in the wings. During 
his research and planning of the engine he 
has become acquainted with the Bytell 
organization and the Ford Motor Company 
in Detroit, and on one occasion discussed 
the engine personally with President 
Johnson. 

"Our trouble," he says, "js this: We have 
the answers but aren't financially able to 
prove what we have." 

Wells said he is willing to convey a big 
interest in his enterprise in order to get 
financing. The invesbnent to get a working 
model of the engine would not require too 
much capital, but production and 
marketing would call for a heavier outlay 
of money. 

Also designed by the form,er Floyd man is 
a substitute for mufflers used by both 
water-and air-cOOled engin.es. 

Wells first got into the "innards" of 
automobiles and trucks when employed as 
a mechanic here by the Cooley Motor 
Company. Mter that, he spent four years in 
the Marine Corps, and since has been out of 
Kentucky. He and Mrs. Wells currently are 
visiting relatives here.

Kentucky Power Sets 
$10,388,000 Budget 

Kentucky Power Company's construction 
budget for 1971 totals $10,888,000, according 
to the announcement made this week by 
Waldo S. La Fon, executive vice president 
of the utility. 

Regarding construction activities, he 
noted, "We must proceed with the work 
during this inflationary period because we 
do not have the privilege of waiting. Power 
must be available the instant customers 
want it. Therefore, these large ex­
penditures are necessary to meet our 
service commitment to our 104,000 
customers in eastern Kentucky." 

The biggest item in this year's budget is 
the $6,200,000 slated for distribution lines, 
he said. Major projects include: upgrading 
distribution to 34,500 volts in Leslie and 
Knott counties of the Hazard Division; 
continue converting of the Ashland 
business and urban area distribution 
system from 4,000 to 12,000 volts for greater 
reliability; and strengthening and 
modernizing the Pikeville area distribution 
system. 

About $800,000 will . be spent on 
distribution substations. La Fon noted that 
much of this construction is necessary to 
serve the rapidly expanding coal industry 
in the Pikeville and Hazard divisions. 

Station work in the Pikeville Division will 
include construction of the new Pevler 
station in Martin county and the new 
Keyser station in Pike, .with increased 
capacity at Topmost station in Knott county 
and installation of capacitor banks at 
Elkhorn City. 

Hazard Division's statiof.l work includes 
the construction of the new Beckham 
station to provide a new source of power for 
the Hindman area and improvements on 
eight stations connected to the trans­
mission system between Fleming and 
Hazard. 

In the Ashland Division, the new Russell 
station, started last year, is scheduled for 
completion by this surru;ner, and con­
struction will start on the new Wurtland 
station, with completion expected by early 
1972. Capacity will be increased at the 
distribution substations at Tenth Street, 
Hoods Creek, Hitchins and Louisa. 

Another $800,000 is sl~ted for trans­
mission lines, including construction of a 
69,000-volt line to new coal operations in 
Martin county, the rebuilding of the Beaver 
Creek-Elwood 69,000-volt line, and building 
a 69,000-volt line from Long Fork to Bor­
derland, providing a new source of power 
for the Williamson area. 

About $900,000 is budgl'!ted for trans­
mission substations. Included in this work 
will be the addition at Bellefonte station in
