Lodge Meet 
Is Arranged 
By Perkins 
New Work Program 
Set for Discussion 
In Seminar, Aug. 24 

Congressman Carl D. Perkins announced 
this week that he has planned a meeting at 
May Lodge, Jenny Wiley State Park, Aug. 
24, for federal and state officials to take 
part in a day-long seminar designed to 
clarify provisions of the new Emergency 
Employment Act, housing and community 

' facilities and environmental control. 
The Emergency Employment Act, which 

was recently signed by President Nixon, 
authorizes a two-year $2.25-billion program 
of jobs during time of high unemployment 
to fill unmet needs for public services in 
such fields as environmental quality, 
health care, housing and neighborhood 
improvements, recreation, education, 
public safety, maintenance of streets, 
parks and other public facilities, rural 
development, transportation, 
beautification, conservation, crime 
prevention and control, prison 
rehabilitation and other areas of human 
betterment and public improvement. 

Congressman Perkins said a formal 
budget request of $1 billion has been sub­
mitted. He said he expects both House and 
Senate to act on the request promptly. 

Congressman Perkins also announced a 
public meeting at Belfry high school' 

\gymnasium, at 12:30 p.m. Aug. 15, for a 
discussion of black lung legislation. 

The Congressman is sponsor of curre~ 
proposals to improve the black lung 
benefits section of the Coal Mine Health and 
Safety Act of 1969. His bill, H. R. 9212, 
recently cleared the House Committee on 
Education and Labor, of which he is 
chairman. He expects to take it to the floor 
of the House of Representatives for a vote 
within the next few weeks. 

Perkins has long been critical of the 
narrow interpretation placed upon the 
black lung l>enefits law by the Federal 
Social Security Administration. 

The Perkins bill would require that an 
applicant for black lung benefits not be 
turned down on the basis of X-ray 
examination aJ.or,e.

Reynolds, Campaign Co-Chairman 
State Representative W. J. "Bill" 

Reynolds of Allen, who was active in the 
primary campaign of former Gov. Bert T. 
Combs, has been appointed co-chairman of 
the Democratic campaign committee, it 
was announced Saturday. 

In announcing the appointment, Sen. 
Walter "Dee" Huddleston, campaign 
chairman for !he Democratic nominees 
headed by gubernatorial candidate Lt. Gov. 
Wendell Ford, said: 

"I know Bill as a man who has been an 
effective legislator and a leader of our 
party. We feel quite fortunate to have a 
man of his knowledged ability and stature 
to aid in leading a campaign organization 
which we feel will bring victor to the entire 
ticket on Nov. 2." 

Reynolds is a four-term member of the 
Kentucky House of Representatives and 
has served as Democratic caucus chair­
man, the past two terms. 

"I believe Kentuckians have bad enough 
of the heavy-handed tactics of the 
Republicans. They are tired of reading and 
listening to news reports of how state 
employes are being made political pawns 
and of how state government itself no 
longer serves Kentucky, but has been made 
to serve the Republican Party," Reynolds 
said.

veteran. He attended the University of 
Kentucky and Morehead State University. 
He is active in civic affairs and has been 
elected to the Floyd County Hall of Fame 
for his promotion of the Prestonsburg 
Community College.

Legion, Floyd County PTA Council, and 
Masonic Lodge .

Make 5 Arrests 
After Rum Raids 
Five arrests were made in this county 

Sunday by state troopers on warrants of 
arrest and search warrants for intoxicating 
beverages. 

Sgt. Flora and Trooper Sailey arrested 
Betty Lykins on a warrant alleging illegal 
sale of intoxicants, and Joe Lykins on a 
possession count.

Details of the proposal for "Decen­
tralized Comprehensive Health Services" 
for Floyd county which has been submitted 
by the Eastern Kentucky Welfare Rights 
Organization ( EKWRO) to Dr. Leon 
Cooper, director of Comprehensive Health 
Services, Washington, D. C., were supplied 
The Times this week by Mrs. Eula Hall, 
head of EKWRO's health committee. 

Dr. Cooper has been asked to meet in 
Lexington this month with potential 
members of an interim board of directors 
and with consumers. 

The proposal describes the decentralized 
program as, essentially, a network of 
decentralized health clinics controlled by 
an administrative staff-all responsible to 
a board of directors, and each clinic staff 
directly responsible to a consumer board of 
directors for each clinic. 

It envisions a program to conform with 
OEO guidelines. 

For the first year, a "blue ribbon" group 
would act as an interim board of directors, 
this board to receive both planning funds 
and the initial grant. At the end of the first 
year, the interim board would surrender its 
"grant recipient responsibility" to the new 
Floyd County Comprehensive Health board 
of directors, the interim board assuming an 
"advisory" and "watchdog" role in the 
continuing program. 

The interim board, it is proposed, would 
be composed of professional and lay people 
from outside the county, plus six con­
sumers. Then, when the permanent board 
is established, two-thirds of its membership 
would be composed of eligible consumers 
selected from each outpost consumer 
board. The remaining one-third of the 
membership would be representatives of 
social services . agencies, health 
pr·>f""-•lonalo o-,d interested citizens whose 
participation would not create conflict of 
interest. Yet the consumer portion of the 
board would confirm by vote the ap­
pointment of any non-eonsumer to the 
board. 

At first, only two clinics would be 
operated. One of these would be in the Mud

22 Acres Added 
To Site, Second 
Building Planned 

The Floyd County Board of Education 
has completed its purchase of an additional 
22 acres at the site of the Eastern school 
now under construction, and its architect, 
George Lee Shannon, has been directed to 
prepare plans at once for the combination 
gym-auditorium-music building on the 
campus there. 

Construction of the school building, 
Phase I of the development there, is ex­
pected to be completed by next August, and 
the building is scheduled for occupancy 
with the beginning of the 1972-'73 school 
year. Work on the second structure is 
planned to start with the completion of this 
initial project. 

The second building will be located to the 
rear of the school itself and not between the 
school and KY 80, as originally planned, 
Supt. Charles Clark said. 

The works of two of Floyd county's most 
talented artists and the music of some of its 
most gifted musicians were joined at the 
Floyd County Library Sunday afternoon in 
honoring two of the county's outstanding 
men in a prelude to the opening of an art 
exhibit featuring the paintings of Mrs.

Judge Retirement 
Fund Low on Money 

The Kentucky judicial retirement system 
L• >eriously WJderfinanced, according to a 
legislative audit report, and would be in 
trouble if too many judges died or retired in 
a short period. 

The report was submitted to the 
Legislative Research Commission 
recently, and was referred to an interim 
judiciary committee. 

The audit survey indicated that the 
retirement system needs another $200,000 a 
year from the state, <>n top of tbe $500,000 it 

~ already gets annually, to make sure it is 
solvent for the reasonable future. 

The report said the deficit was caused by 
two pay boosts enacted for circuit and 
Court of Appeals judges in recent years. 
Retirement benefits are keyed to salaries. 

The General Assembly has guaranteed in 
its statutes not to reduce benefits, and if 
there was a strain on the existing fWld, the 
assembly would have to make up the 
deficit. 

Acturial cost of the judges' benefits is 
estimated at $940,000 a year and income to 
the fund from all sources at $750,000.

Tidbits of Kentucky Folklore 
"SOME TOWN CHANGES" 

Though most of the more than 1800 ar· 
ticles written for this column have been 
about rural customs and beliefs, I have to 
confess that it has now been sixty years 
since I lived in even a small village and 
longer still since I lived on the farm. But, I 
suspect, many of the readers of TIDBITS 
have had the same experience. Certainly a 
whole new world has grown up since I 
followed my mule across the field. 
However, it is quite obvious that conditions 
have changed, even in good-sized towns and 
cities. Suppose we look at a few things that 
have gone or are going. 

Where ts the ice man? Some day the card 
we used to put out to tell the ice man 
whether we wanted 2S or 50 or I 00 pounds 
will be a museum piece. And it may be that, 
in some good museum will appear a 
genuine icebox of the older vintage, the 
kind that we city people knew so well.! just 
cannot recall when I last saw an ice wagon 
and its driver, who could call "Ice!" so 
musically. He would seem as much out of 
place on the streets now as an ox wagon and 
its sleepy driver. 

I have not seen a house-to-house beggar 
or tramp in years. Since my simple house 
used to be the last one in town on our street, 
we must have had samples of the wan· 
dering Willies of that time. They were not 
all contemptible, either, for some were 
actually on their way somewhere and 
stopped just to get a drink of water. We 
have often offered food to some weary­
looking fellow who said he was not begging 
but merely thirsty or so tired he wished he 
could just sit down on the porch floor and 
rest a few minutes. And we felt little or po 
fear of such a fellow then, but I am afraid 
that we would be afraid now. 

Street preachers used to be known 
everywhere, in small or large towns. Our 
own Central Park often had several each 
season. Sometimes the preacher would be 
alone; sometimes he would have a song­
leader attendant. And casual visitors to 
town would stop long enough to hear some 
or even all of a given program, if that is 
what it should be called. The inevitable hat 
was passed around, and I rarely saw it 
return completely empty. Just what the 
organization was to which the preachers 
belonged I rarely knew; most of them were 
mighty condemners of sin, especially in 
people who lived in fine houses and drove

the fine cars (T·Models) of the time. Oc· 
casionally I have known a pastor of a 
church in a small town who saw in a 
Saturday street meeting a chance to do 
some good. One such pastor was ultimately 
asked to give up his regular church: his 
congregation felt that he was degrading the 
whole church and its people. 

A very few grocery stores now have 
delivery service. There was a time when 
everything was sent to our houses by the 
delivery wagons and later by automobiles. 
Much of the food consumed in those days 
was ordered by telephone or was read off to 
the delivery boy, who came around to ask 
what we needed for that day from his store. 
You see, carrying bags of groceries was 
regarded as plebeian in those times. Just 
think, you might run into some higher-up 
person and get caught with a paper sack of 
food in your arms! Horrors, etc.! 

A few elderly men stili bring vegetables 
and fruits from the country and sell them 
on the streets, but this institution is largely 
of the past. It has been ages since I heard 
the street cries-some of them worthy of 
being kept as records of an earlier time and 
every bit as distinctive as the street cries 
made apart of PORGY AND BESS. One old 
fellow I knew in a big town could make his 
cries about apples make you want hts kind 
of fruit long before you could even see him. 

These people and their occupations seem 
to have left us, along with such distinctive 
things as the watering trough down by the 
Central Park; the blind beggar who sang, 
after a fashion, and had a handy tin cup for 
whatever you wtshed to give him; and tne 
queer fellow who sold pencils in dry or wet 
or hot or cold weather, until he became a 
symbol of the poor man who stili tried to 
earn a living.

But there are other problems, difficult 
ones too, which technology can solve if 
applied with the fervor the problems 
demand. To illustrate, consider the 
automobile. 

The automobile with its internal com­
bustion engine is responsible for at least 60 
percent of air pollution in the United States. 
In some urban areas it causes up to 90 
percent of the air POllution. That air 
pollution is killing people. The internal 
combustion engine fed on fossil fuel burns 
an irreplaceable natural resource which 
the petroleum industry predicts will be 
exhausted within the next century. 

None of this is news. But wnat IS 

American technology doing about it? 
In May, auto industry representatives told 

Environmental Protection Agency Ad­
ministrator William D. Ruckelshaus that 
they doubted they could clean up their cars 
enough to meet 1975 standards set last year 
by Congress. But while they were making 
their gloomy forecasts in Washington, in 
Hollywood, Florida, an engineer-inventor 
namedMorrisKlein was putting the finishing 
touches on plans for a new fuel system. 
Klein's system, which he already has in­
stalled in his own Chevrolet stationwagon 
and Ford van, emits no POllution. Ab­
solutely no poisons come out the tailpipes of 
his cars. The gas coming out is water 
vapor-H20,because Klein bas modified 
Detroit's internal combustion engines to 
run on hydrogen gas. 

Why hydrogen? Why not, says !Oein. It's 
plentiful (two-thirds of the earth is water 
and two-thirds of water is hydrogen) and 
cheap and not nearly so dangerous as 
gasoline. Hydrogen has an octane rating of 
12~lus, K1ein says it's lots cheaper than 
gasoline. Engines that use it can 
be simpler and the engine and 
muffler will last longer. 

Klein says any gasoline-burning internal 
combustiou engine can be modified to burn 
hydrogen at a cost of about $300. It would be 
simpler, he says, to manufacture the 
engines on an assembly line. Since you 
don't need a carburetor, fuel pump or 
manifold, !Oein points out, the engine itself 
could be cheaper, although he notes that the 
Detroit manufacturers could produce his 
car and "their margin of profit would be 
protected."

threatening the nation. So many people are 
dying, in fact, that the statisticians are 
calling the people who would be alive if the 
air were clean "excess deaths." 

The principle air pollutants causing 
illness, death and propercy damage are 
sulphur dioxide, nitrogen oxides, carbon 
monoxide, particulates, hydrocarbons, and 
photo-chemical oxidants. Of these the 
atutomobile is responsible for large por­
tions of hydrocarbons nitrogen ollides, 
carbon monoxide and particulates. Other 
dangerous materials such as lead find their 
way into the atmosphere and lungs via the 
automobile. ' 

These compounds are dangerous. Carbon 
monoxide combines with hemoglobin in 
blood cells and kills outright when inhaled 
in quanticy. Long term exposure to lower 
levels results in blood Ulickening and faster 
heart beat, both put additional strain on the 
heart. One study found mortality rates from 
arteriosclerotic heart disease and 
cerebrovascular disease to be 79 percent 
higher in polluted areas than in those with 
relatively clean air. 

Nitrogen oxides in smo~ cause and 
aggravate emphysema which is now the 
fastest growing cause of death in the United 
States. Hydrocarbons are considered a 
major factor in the astonishing rise in lung 
cancer in urban areas during the past half 
century. 

For those who like to convert lives saved 
and illnesses averted into dollars and cents, 
two scientists concluded in 1970 that 50 
percent reduction in air pollution levels in 
major urban areas would save $2080 rnillion 
annually in terms of decreased morbidity 
and mortality. 

Those same scientists. Lester B. Lave and 
Eugene P. Seskin, also concluded that 
"approximately 25 percent of the mor­
tality !rom lung cancer can be saved by a 50 
percent reduction in air pollution ... 25 
percent of morbidity and mortalicy due to 
respiratory disease could be saved ... over 20 
percent of cardiovascular morbidicy and 
about 20 percent of cardiovascular mor­
talicy could be saved ... Finally there is a 
good deal of evidence connecting all 
mortality from cancer with air POllution." 

But the automobile isn't necessarily the 
real culprit. Some, like Morris Klein, 
wolll<ln 't even say 1t's the internal com­
bustion engine. K1ein says it's the fUel. 
Petroleum is an impure fuel to begin with, 
he says, so you can't help getting poisons 
when you burn it. 

The average, uncontrolled gasoline­
burning automobile emits 900 parts per 
million (ppm) hydrocarbons, 1500 ppm 
nitrogen oxides, and 2.5 percent carbon 
monoxide. The hydrogen auto emits none. 

Hydrogen is produced by electrolysis-a 
method of separating oxygen and hydrogen 
in water with a charge of electricicy. One 
hydrogen manufacturer says it sells 
electrolysis-produced hydrogen for 55-*l 
cents per 100 cubic feet. Hydrogen is also a 
by-product of petroleum refining (the 
flame always burning at petroleum 
refineries is hydrogen). When purchased as 
a petroleum by-product the cost drops to 30 
to 35 cents per 100 cubic feet. K1ein says 
enough hydrogen to drive 100 miles costs 
him about 4ll cents. 

Current producers of hydrogen say they 
could step up production to meet a national 
demand if large numbers of automobiles 
began running on hydrogen. And service 
stations that now sell gasoline could be 
converted to sell hydrogen. 

The oil industry is warning the nation 
that insatiable demands for oil will exhaust 
known reserves within the next century. To 
prevent a national emergency, the oil 
companies say they must drill offshore 
around the nation , pipe oil across the 
Alaska wilderness and ship it in from 
abroad. The dangers of oil pollution on the 
seas is wellknown and the potential dangers 
of an oil pipeline across Alaska are just 
beginning to be recognized. Off~ore 
drilling presents its own special problems 
as the people of Santa Barbara can testify. 

The industry is on notice from EPA 
Administrator 'Ruckelshaus that if any of 
the manufacturers can meet the standards, 
he will not grant to any others the one year 
extension of the deadline provided for in the 
law. He has also warned the industry that 
not only technical feasibility will be con­
sidered in granting an extension. It also 
must be shown that the attempt to meet the 
standards was made in good faith. 

The auto industry, which has predicted 
failure in its attempts to clean up its 
engines by 90 percent in 1975, is also saying 
that its only hope of doing so are add-<>n 
devices that require unleaded gasoline in 
order to run properly. 

Meanwhile, outside Detroit, several 
"unconven tiona!" vehicles are being 
driven or developed. Morris Klein's 
hydrogen car is the cleanest as most of the 
others run on some forrn of petroleum. All 
the others, however, meet the 1975 stan­
dards. And they meet them tod_a)l. 
In Ambler, Pennsylvania, the Williams 

brothers have perfected a Rankine Cycle 
engine, or steam car. The Williams' ex· 
ternal combustion engine, which they have 
brought to Washington to show it can be 
done, has been running with very low 
emission levels for 10 years. The 'l'rllliams 
brothers' auto burns kerosene. 

In Florida, inventor Wallace Minto is 
building prototypes of a freon-powered 
engine for Nissan, the Japanese auto firm 
that manufactures Datsuns. Minto's car, 
too, burns kerosene in an external com­
bustion engine. Minto sold his invention to 
Nissan after the Detroit manufacturers told 
him they weren 'I interested. 

In Silver Spring, Maryland, scientists 
with government money are experimenting 
with a car that runs on a fly-wheel prin­
ciple. Although it is called the ''wind-up" 
car by some, flywheels powered busses in 
Switzerland during the 1930's, The flywheel 
is wound by electricity when the car is 
parked. Then the flywheel is reversed and 
unwinds to power the car. 

Inventor William Lear of Learjet fame 
has invested millions in developing gas 
turbines that might be useful in autos and

The Japanese, who bought Wallace 
Minto's freon engine design and are 
working out their own hydrogen system, 
are showing a great innovative spirit in the 
field of vehicle propulsion. And if the 
Japanese perfect their devices and get 
them on the American market before 1975, 
the United Auto Workers may wish very 
much the American auto industry had been 
more enthusiastic and imaginative about 
the development of home-grown pollution 
control devices. 

So what is the U.S. waiting for? For the 
largest industry in the world to alter its 
assembly-line to produce an auto that 
would run on hydrogen maybe? Cleaning 
up the auto is a difficult task that will 
require the fuil commiiment of the 
automobile industry. But the auto industry 
is used to meeting difficult challenges as it 
has demonstrated often, and most notably 
30 years ago when it retooled for war 
production in the face of a national 
emergency. Air pollution in America is also 
a national emergency and is taking lives as 
surely as any war. 

How embarrassing if another country 
were to beat the greatest nation in the 
world in mass producing a non-polluting 
automobile. How embarrassing if that 
technology had been sitting right here 
under our very noses all along. 

And how embarrassing for government 
officials, in the face of citizen demands for 
clean air, to close their eyes to innovations 
.going on all over the country and acceding. 
to the auto industry's apparent inertia and 
gloomy defense of the petroleum-powered 
internal combustion engine.

· Newspaper work, for the most part, is 
pleasant. It offers an opportunity for ser­
vice to your community, and a means of 
livelihood if you work bard enough. It 
challenges you anew each day, because 
each edition of the paper is a fresh chapter 
in the running history of mankind. It is both 
creative and factual. It requires craft­
manship of the highest order from every 
member of the staff from both front office 
and back shop. At the end of the day you 
can feel a sense of satisfaction and ac­
complishment in the knowledge that you 
have been a part of the force that has 
created a living story from cold type and a 
sheet of paper 

But there is one phase of newspaper work 
that is a never-ending source of worry to 
me: The news story that somebody wants 
us to hold out of the paper. It may be a story 
about a drunken driver who may lose his 
job, a married man who has been caught in 
an unfavorable situation with somebody 
elee's woman, a respected citizen who has 
let his greef trap him into dishonest action, 
or any one of a hundred sins that are 
common to frail mankind. Over and over 
again, wehave requests to leave this or that 

I story "out of the paper." The good Lord 
knows we'd rather leave these stories out 
than print them. We'd like to print nothing 
but "Good · news" every day of the year. 

But what kind of a newspaper would that 
be? And how true a mirror of the life of the 
community would it be? Because, as you 
know, people are going to commit crimes 
as long as they let the devil influence their 
lives. U these crimes are not recorded 
fairly and accurately, their impact upon 
the people will be even more alarming, 
because they will become inflated out of 
proportion and rumors will run wild. Too, 
!Ill mere fact that reports of crime will be 
pttbll~hed tends to discourage the act itself. 
Many an individual has been kept from 
committing a crime because he did not 
want to be branded as a criminal. The human 
heart is a mysterious thing. It harbors 
thoughts that could make criminals of most 
of us, if left without discipline. 

You remember, too, that the best job of 
\ reporting that the world has ever known is 

to be found in the Bible. It gives facts an• 
calls names. It has no "sacred cows" 
·within its pages. Its great characters are 
praised for their good deeds and con­
demned for their sins. It is a pefect 
example of factual reporting. Any in­
dividual desiring to be a newspaperman 
could study with profit this angle of the 
Holy Writ.. .So we come back to the problem· 
of deciding what to publish and what not to 
publish, in a newspaper. Our creed at the 
Times-Tribune is a simple one: If it is a 
court record, the people are entitled to 
know it. We do not publish rumors, gossip, 
petty items. We do not strive for sen­
sationalism. We do not crusade. We merely 
publish the news as accurately and fairly as 

~ we can, human frailties and errors con­
sidered; and leave the judging to the 
courts. •

Preventive medicine by means of mass 
community education, home visits and 
!IOCial services; rehabilitative therapy for

Two hospitals in the county-Our Lady of 
the Way at Martin and McDowell Ap­
palachian Regional-have agreed to serve 
as backup facilities for the program, Mrs.

A "model" health clinic is proposed for 
the Mud Q-eek section. 

The proposal estimates that the cost of 
operating two fully equipped and staffed 
clinics would be $1,849,500 a year but that 20 
per cent of this amount would be reim­
bursed through third-party payments such 
as Miners' Welfare, Blue Cross, Medicaid 
and others. 

Costliest single items in the tentative 
budget would be $200,000 for drugs and 
medical supplies and $100,000 for X-ray and 
laboratories. 

The staff for one clinic would cost an 
estimated $186,000 a year.

TIME FOR SUMMERTIME FISHING 

It is the consensus among novice 
tlshermen that this is not the time of year to 
catch black bass in either large size or 
11110bers. Tile water is too hot and clear, 
blating activities are at their peak, bass 
1re less active in feeding and the sun ton 
bot, they say, for good black bass fishing. 

<Illy to the bank but into the deeper water 
as well. At times point casters will spend 
dose to an hour before giving up on one 
point and moving to another.

conditioned motel and resort rooms, 
awaiting nightfall when tbe lake waters are 
CIICe again quiet. So quiet in fact, many 
times one may fish all night and hear only 
tbe distant drone of an outboard motor as 
1110ther night fishennan heads for his 
favorite cove or point. 

Most bass fishermen who apply their 
*ills to night fishing use deeJH"Uillling, 
bottom bouncing lures. Many are of the 
lead head variety with hair bucktails, 
garnished with a pork rind eel. Others have 
Smilar lures except that large spinning 
liades have been added. Still others employ 
.tificial nightcrawlers on the bottom, 
a'awllng them along to tease a bass in to 
:triking. 

For the moot part black bass are found in 
two main areas during the quiet and restful 
period of night. 

Many anglers choose to fish the points. 
There they try casting both directions-not

where dropoffs and stwnp beds are found. 
There, too, much time is spent just locating 
the feeding bass. 

It isn 'I too uncommon, once a school of 
bass is located, for several bass or even a 
limit to be taken from one point, stump bed 
cr dropoff. 

Bass fishermen who have discovered the 
advantages of night fishing this time of 
year, fishing those bottom bouncers slow 
and easy , are reaping good results for their 
efforts. 

One who has not experienced such an 
outing should get with one of the "pros" and 
learn the tricks before venturing out alone. 

Too, there are licensed guides available 
in many areas who are able to get a 
fisherman into some of this night bass 
fishing-possibly the best that the novice 
has ever experienced.

Summer-Time for a Drink 
Of Wildflower Beauty 

WEST LffiERTY, Ky.-! complained 
because of the weeds, then one morning the 
weeds had blooms-exquisite flowers that 
had color nuances of palest lavender to 
lrightest blue. Clay county chicory seemed 
bluest-a bright ultramarine or electric 
blue-unW the same color showed up in 

,. Rowan county flowers. 
Chicory blue will tint the Kentucky 

landscape from now until late autumn. It is 
an abundant flower, edging roadsides for 
mile after mile. Because of its abundance, I 
stopped one morning in Johnson county to 
gather a bouquet, but almost immediately 
the blooms began to close and the bright 
rircles of blue disappeared. 

A great part of Kentucky's beauty and 
glow is in her wildflowers, and being 
oomething of a novice in identifying these 
bits of color that sometimes spread to make 
great patches of blue or yellow or pink on 
hillside and meadow I find the book, "A 
Guide to the Wildflowers and Ferns of 

f Kentucky," invaluable. 
Most people who love the hills as I do 

already know much about wildflowers. 
Their knowledge is that of experience and 
living and working close to earth, rather 
than that gained from books, classes and 
field trips. 

But for those who are more or less bound 
to a typewriter, office, home or car, a book 
is a must. Not everyone can live next door 
to Nevyle Shackelford, Roger Barbour or 
Mary Wharton, but everyone can read their 
books and articles on flowers and things of 
nature. Miss Wharton, professor and 
chairman of the department of biology at 
Georgetown College, and Mr. Barbour, 
!X"Ofessor of zoology at the University of 
Kentucky, collaborated on the guide to 
wildflowers and ferns which was published 
this year by The University Press. 

Back in the spring while spending a day 
at Robinsion Forest in Breathitt County, 
immense patches of blue covered steep 
hillsides and edged outcroppings of cliffs 
and rocks. Wild blue phlox seemed to be 
rompeting with a blue sky to make Eastern 
Kentucky beautiful after a hard winter, and 
a forest! ire that had blackened wide areas. 

Seeing thick carpets of blue phlox on 
Troublesome and Buckhorn Creeks 
reminded me of a passage from Nevyle 
Slackelford's booklet, "Wildflowers of 
Kentucky," published by UK's Cooperative 
Extension Service. The Beattyville writer 
had described the swift-passing summer 
and its star-5haped rose pinks observed on

dry, sandy byways, then stated: "To come 
..,on a roadbank covered with these 
gorgeous wildflowers is to share the ex­
perience of a naturalist who wanted to halt, 
sit down and drink his fill of their beauty." 

The time has come when not just the poet 
rut everyone can and must appreciate a 
blue sky with fluffy white clouds, tall trees 
casting cool shade, green grass and 
flowers. A poet may use a vivid 
imagination and see many things in a 
flower-a star, tiny people or even an entire 
world in miniature. But an everyday work­
man may look at the flower and see it for 
what it is, a flower, and however 
inadequate his vocabulary, derive the same 
pleasure from its beauty. 

In Fayette county recently crown vetch 
made a soft pink cloud, a delicate tint that 
shaded to deeper rose as it grew and 
bloomed along highways, making a perfect 
foil for beautiful bluegrass. In Morgan, 
Magoffin, Johnson, Floyd, Pike and other 
counties making up the Cumberland 
Plateau, the orange daylily is a delight to 
travelers. Galled tiger lily by some, this 
flower seems to grow best along a roadway 
where it can be seen and admired, rather 
than in some secluded hollow to be chanced 
upon by an occasional hiker. 

I know farm women who can gather an 
armload of flowers from nearby fields, plop 
them into an old stone sealing jar or a half­
gallon green glass jar and without so much 
as rearranging a stem or bloom have a 
bouquet fit for the houses of Williams­
burg--<Jr for that matter, fit foc the houses 
in Lawrence, Owsley, Jackson, Martin and 
Boyd. 

They pinch off about halfway down the 
Item if the flowers are purple ironweed, 
rink Joe-pye weed and Queen Anne's lace; 
almost to the ground if they are going to 
mix in yellow cone.flowers, goldenrod, 
black-eyed and brown-eyed daisies . 
Sometimes they mix in spangle.grass, tall 
dovers and life everlasting. A country 
bouquet has ch8I"IIl in every leaf and 
flower. 

Now when I travel Mountain Parkway, 
<ther highways and byways of Kentucky I 
count my wildflower books as part of the 
passenger list. Here are some of the flowers 
I look for now, through August and even 
later ; there are frightening names like 
snakeroot, rattlesnake plantain, bear's 
foot, tickseed and mad-dog skullcap; the 
funny flowers, lopseed, monkey flower, 
borse balm, cat-tail, pokeberry; the Indian 
plantains and arrowhead; rushes for chair 
caning and mnbrella sedge that is not for a 
rainy day. 

There are the rose mallows in Western 
Kentucky and the cool mints in the 
mountains. This summer wildflower 
beauty includes mist.flower, blazing star, 
jewelweed, aster, cardinal flower, thistle, 
wtterfly weed, evening primrose, gentian, 
morning glory, bell-flowers, selfheal, 
catnip, pennyroyal. 

From one of the books I learn that 
sneezeweed is a flower that sometimes is 
sniffed like snuff. The sneeze comes after 
the sniff rather than from pollen that floats 
through the air. 

Travelers in Morgan county might he 
surprised to find two areas that go by the 
same name-Ditony and Ditony Ridge. 
Now I'm wondering if both neighborhoods 
were so named because of the abundance of 
the flower Dittany, a small purple-blue 
bloom on stems from 1 to m feet high. 

There are many surprises in wildflowers. 
Some flowers can be made into medicines, 
oome can be eaten-and sOme can become 
that cup of balm that causes the traveler to 
"halt, sit down and drink his fill of their 
beauty."

A Matter for Loca I 
Concern, Nunn Says 

Govenor Nunn believes Kentuclt)''w 
educational problems can be met more 
effectively at the local, instead of state, 
level of government. 

Kentucky mtl'lt take a different approach 
toward Its education system, the governor 
said in a recent interview, "for too long 
educational opportunity and the youth of 
this state have been sacrificed on the altar of 
political expediency. 

"State goverrunent cannot continue to be 
held solely and wholly responsible for 
educational inadequacies," he added. The 
people on the local level "are better able to 
determine the needs of their community." 

He said the true purpose of education 
should be " to prepare individual boys and 
girls to live with themselves and each 
other." 

As parents, he continued, 11We're going to 
have to assume part of the responsibility as 
to what we want for our children, rather 
than letting legislators and educational 
leaders make all the decisions. 

"And you can't leave it up to the 
professional educators either-they 
become involved in administrative affairs, 
and sometimes become bogged down in 
physical needs," he said. 
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Wright 34, will replace former principal, 
0. C. Leathers, who has been appointed 
assistant superintendent in charge of 
buildings, grounds and other duties for the 
city school system. 

Wright, who will assume his new duties 
August 1, is a native of Prestonsburg. He 
was assistant principal and dean of boys at 
Middletown freshman high school, Mid­
dletown, Ohio, and served as teacher 
probation officer for the Middletown 
juvenile courts.
