Grady Stwnbo, of McDewell, who had to 
fight to get into the University of Ken­
tucky's College of Medicine, now is a leader 
of UK medical students and is the co­
founder and a director of the Appalachian 
Program of the Student American Medical 
ASsociation there. 

He is a son of the late lsom Stwnbo, a 
miner, and his interest lies in the medical 
needs of rW"al Kentucky. His philosophy is 
the subject of a recent Courier-Jow-nal 
featw-e written by David V. Hawpe, from 
which the following is extracted: 

The University of Kentucky College of 
Medicine will not meet Kentucky's needs 
until it takes its training program into the 
hills and hollows where people need it most, 
a leader of UK medical students asserts. 

What is needed, Stwnbo thinks, is 
community involvement like that produced · 
by his own project, the Appalachian 
Program of the Student American Medical 
Association (SAMA). 

Under the Appalachian Program, 
, medical, dental, n~sing and pharmacy 

students, and . others in health-related 
pursuits, are assigned to locill professionals 
to give them experience in .rW"al medicine. 

Stwnbo said 65 per cent of the par­
ticipants in that program ~d in response 
to a questionnaire that they would be 
willing' to spend all or part of their 
professional careers in the Appalachian 
region. 

"And I think the reasoJt they are iri­
terested-the reason they have this kind of 
commitment-is that we have given them a 
taste of the people's needs. They have been 
involved first-hand in a total approach to 
the patient and his problems."

family practice-now in the fonnative 
stage-will insw-e the kind of involvement 
he thinks is necessary to produce excellent 
rw-al practitioners. 

UK and the University o( Louisville are 
moving to carry out the state legislature's 
directive to set up family medicine as, a 

, specialty comparable to thpse now offered 
in such fields as pediatrics and surgery. 

But stumbo argues that much more is 
needed if the ever-worsening shortage of 
rural physicians and other health 
professionals is to be conquered. 

"As of now the university has graduated 
399 physicians (since its first class emerged 
in 1964), and only 32 are in the state prac­
ticing," he said. 

"They will tell you that . this is because 
many are still in (military)" service, or in 
specialty training, or in internship, and so 
forth . But figures from another state 
illustrate what the full picture will be like in 
Kentucky, when the complete statistics are 
in," Stwnbo said. 

His example was Tennessee, which he 
said graduates more medical ~ents than 
all but nine other states, but finds that 70 
per cent of them go outside the state to 
practice. 

"Of all the primai:y physicians 
graduating in America today, only 6 per 
cent stay in rw-al America to practice," 
according to Stwnbo. "And yet there are 52 
million rW"al Americans." 

''There' are 16 million Appalachian people 
and it would take 2,400 more doctors there 
to establish a ratio of 100 physicians for 
each 100,000 people. It would take 6,000 
more physicians to establish a doctor­
patient ratio which meets even the 
national average." ~ 

"Money to set up more rW"al scholar­
ships, or money to finance a family prac­
tice department, will not meet these kinds 
of needs," Stumbo said. 

"I am convinced that money alone will 
not put anybody anYWhere. It has been ow­
experience in the SAMA program that the 
doctors who will stay and do the right kind 
of job are those motivated by a desire to 
simply help people."

Tree Seedlings 
Now Available 

Ronald C. Schw-eman, .director of the 
Division of Forestry, announced that tree 
seedlings are now being lifted and shipped 
from the division's three ow-series. During 
the next six weeks, the nw-series will ship 6-
7 million seedlings for use by Kentucky 
landowners in reforesting idle acres. 

Schw-eman said Kentucky has nearly one 
million acres of idle and eroding land that 
should be Planted to trees. The erosion 
constitutes a ~J~,ajor source of Silt in ow­
streams," he said, "and Kentuckians must 
make a major effort to reduce this 
shameful waste of ow- natw-al resow-ces." 

Order forms giving prices and oth.­
information can be obtained at any forestry 
office, county extension office, Soil Con­
servation Service offices or local ASCS 
offices. 

All orders should be pla~ immediately 
with tbe Division of Forestry. Orders will 
be filled on a first come, first served basis 
and several species, such as yellow poplar, 
will be in short supply. 

The cost of most speciea is $10 per 
thousand. The exception is black walnut 
and scotch pine, which will sell for $15 per 
thousand, and hybrid poplar and superior 
cottonwood cuttings which will sell at $20 
per thousand. 

Foresters from the Divil$ion of Forestry 
are available for consulation and advice on, 
tree planting problems, Schureman noted.

out into the communities of Kentucky, 
Stwnbo believes. And to be effective, he 
says, the training will have to emphasize a 
team approach. 

"As it is now, doctors are trained in the 
medical school, dentists are trained in the 
dental school. And the doctors never talk to 
the dentists. We don't even know each 
other. 

"How can we be expected to establish a 
team approach to health care, which is 
precisely what we are going to have to do to 
meet the comprehensive needs of 
the patient, if we are trained to operate 
seJiu"ately." 

"Then too, the problem is not numbers of 
doctors, so much as it is the system of 
health care delivery," he explained. 

"The system of health care delivery 
should be responsive to the people who need 
it most, instead of the people who need it 
least,"-he added. 

"The emphasis should not be on acute­
care medicine, but on preventive-care 
medicine . .. .. . We need to change the 

. delivery system that we are asking young 
I doctors to come in to. If we seriously want 
to improve care for the family , particularly 
in rw-al areas .. .... and remember that 80 
per cent of Kentucky is rw-al , speaking 
from a developmental stand-point." 

Stwnbo's father died when he was 11 
years old. He worked his way through Alice 
Uoyd College and the University of Ken­
tucky on scholarships. 

He was refused admission to the 
University of Kentucky Medical School 
when he first applied (although he had been 
accepted at the U of L), apparently because 
he did not score well on the medical en­
trance tests. 

Friends tell how he challenged that 
refusal, contending the tests operated 
unfairly to exclude disadvantaged Ap­
palachian students. He made his point. 

Since then, he has lobbied fiercely for 
admission of more Appalachian students, 
particularly from low-income families, to 
the medical school.

any day now to hear that the white bass 
have moved into the headwaters of a 
number of lakes, that crappie are being 
caught in greater numbers and that black 
bass are hitting on surface lures. That time 
of year is not far away, and the fishermen 
are ready. 

A friend, who keeps a calendar of his 
fishing events, produced records to show 
that last year, on March 13, in the head­
waters of Lake Herrington, he caught a big 
string of white bass by casting just below 
the first riffle. He consulted his calendar to 
prove also that he had caught whites in the 
pix River section for well over a month that 
same year. 

To most persons it would seem a bit early 
for the whites to be running now. But 
credence is lent to that by the fact that even 
on March 1 this year reports came from 
Dale Hollow of whites moving into the 
headwaters of that lake, where the surface 
temperatures were about five degrees 
above that of the lake itself. 

Expert crappie fishermen have been 
catching this species all through the winter, 
but now it's to the stage where just about 
anyone who knows anythin about fishing 
can harvest "Old Papermouth." They 
already are being caught from ponds and a 
few have been picked up in the streams. 
Many sections of the rivers have been too 
muddy and too high for fishing, but where 
there is clear water, crappie and black bass 
are being taken.

This is not to indicate that fishing is good 
right now, but is meant as a reminder that 
before you know it fishing will be in full 
swing, and that more favorable fishing 
weather cannot be many days away, not­
withstanding the blustery prediction made 
by Mr. Groundhog on Feb. 2. 

Many fishermen are of the opinion that 
fishing will hit a high mark earlier this year 
than for the past several when cold winters 
and colder waters delayed top fishing until 
well up in April. Of course, there were 
exceptions to last year's trend and the 
shallower waters, always the first to warm, 
produced fish at an earlier date. 

During the past winter there were very 
few long, drawn-out periods of frigid 
weather and the lake waters did not 
become as cold as in previous cold winters. 
By the same reasoning, with favorable 
March and April weather, the water should 
warm at an earlier date than usual and, of 
course, with warm water, comes good 
fishing. 

The first frantic fishing to follow the 
jigging season will be the white bass runs 
and, contrary to popular belief, they occur 
in a number of lakes. Most persons have 
heard of the runs in Herrington, Cum­
berland and Dale Hollow. Lesser known 
runs, but good ones nonetheless, occur in 
Barren, Rough River and Dewey, to name a 
few. So, the best advice to eager fishermen 
is to be ready. The time is not too far off 
when the whites will be on the move.

"I thought I had seen the plastic worm 

fished m every possible way, until I saw 
John Hadad III, winner of the recent bass 
fiShing tournament, and his unbelievable 
loose-line technique," avows Angling 
Editor Homer Cir!:le of SPORTS AFIELD. 
"With it he landed 29 of 30 bass while other 
good fishermen using plastic worms landed 
no more than 60 to 75 percent of their 
takers." 

Let's analyze the Hadad technique for 
those of you who would like to try it. His 
casts are comparatively short, about 25 to 
30 feet He feels this is far enough if the 
approach has been quiet. Also, he gets in 
more casts per hour. 

As the worm settles toward bottom, 
Hadad's rod tip drops to keep the line slack 
even on the cast. And his eyes are locked on 
that line where it enters the water because 
a good percentage of pickups come as the 
worm sinks. 

A pickup is signaled by any number of 
line reactions, such as lateral movement, 
or a faster sink rate or a menute side 
twitch. At times the line just keeps on going 
as a bass grabs the worm and heads for 
cover. Hadad is ready for any of these. 

If he gets no pickup on the cast, he reels 
the slack out of his line, lowering his rod tip 
as he does so. Then, he raises his rod tip 
high, and now is when he suddenly flips his

Tougher Stripmine 
Regulations Studied 

NOTICE 
The Kentucky Department of Highways, 

in order to assist those people displaced by 
highway construction, desires to obtain 
listings of available housing and building 
lots which are for sale , rent or lease in Pike 
and Floyd counties .

New proposals to regula~e surface-mine 
drainage, blasting and coal prospecting 
were announced last week by Elmore 
Grim, director of the Reclamation Division 
of the state Department of Natural 
Resources. 

Grim termed the proposals "tough son­
of-a-guns." If approved, he added, Ken­
tucky would have the most comprehensive 
surface-mining regulations in the nation. 

A new water-pollution law would give the 
division authority, for the first time, to 
control acid and silt pollution from mine 
sites from their source to where they enter 
watersheds. Jurisdiction for the streams 
would continue to be held by the Kentucky 
Water Pollution Control Commission. 

Grim said the proposals were developed 
with the help of state and federal clean­
water agencies and the University of 
Kentucky. He said surface-mine laws in 
Pennsylvania, West Virginia and other 
states were studied. The new regulation 
would prevent: 

Active discharges from . surface mines 
into streams in cases where operators had 
failed to install approved water-treatment 
facilities and silt-<:ontrol structures. 

High concentrations of iron, acids, solids 
and other materials in surface runoff from 
mine sites. 

According to Grim, about 40 division 
fieldmen would be equipped with simple 
water-testing kits and trained in sampling 
procedures by representatives of the 
federal Environmental Protection Agency. 
He said some tests would be made in 
streams, but that his division would not 
encroach on the state clean-water agency. 

"I hope my regulations are not in conflict 
or weaker than theirs," he said. 

Also being formulated, Grim said, is a 
new state law to control blasting 
procedures at surface mines. Operators 
would be required to set charges during 
daylight hours, notify communities of their 
activities, and they would be prevented 
from blasting near streams and highways. 

''This would stop a lot of local com­
plaints," Grim said. "Now we hear about 
blasting at 2 a.m., or on Sunday mornings 
when the blast actually rocks people in 
their pews." 

Operators also would have to designate 
an individual as their blaster and file in­
formation with the division on the amount 
and type of charge used. Grim said 
violators could be fined as much as $1,000 a 
day for each unintentional offense and as 
much as $5,000 for each dellberate offense. 

A third proposal being drafted by the 
division would prevent "gouge and go" 
operations by coal prospectors. Grim said 
persons holding mineral rights for surface 

coal would have to get a permit to explore 
for new seams and agree to reclaim any 
lands they disturb after their search. 

Grim said the new law is needed because 
surface coal prospecting is on the increase, 
spurred by rising coal prices, tougher 
underground-mine safety laws and a slwnp 
in the construction industry that has 
prompted some firms to take up mining. 

" In 1969 about 13,000 acres were covered 
by surface-mine permits in Kentucky," 
Grim said. "Then last year we issued 174 
new permits and the acreage went to 23,000. 
We've already issued 29 new permits since 
the first of January." 

Grim said public hearings on the three 
proposed regulations will be held by early 
June. Final drafts of the measures, he 
added, then will be sent to the state's 
Legislative Research Commission for filing 
and could become law within 30 days.

Higher Mailing Rates

The Postal Service has proposed to the 
Postal Rate Commission rate increases 
which would provide additional revenues of 
$1.45 billion during fiscal 1972. 

These increases would put the postal 
system on a sound financial basis and shift 
more of the costs from the taxpayer 
generally to those who use the mails the 
most. 

The proposals call for increases in vir­
tually all mail categories except parcel 
post. 

If, within 90 days, the Rate Commission 
does not present to the Governors of the 
Postal Service a recommended decision on 
rate changes, it is anticipated that a 
temporary rate increase will be put into 
effect by the Postal Service. 

Higher rates had been sought by the Post 
Office Department under both the current 
and previous administrations, but no action 
was taken. 

In addition to the long-standing Postal 
Service proposal for a 2-cent boost for 
letters from 6 to 8 cents, advertising mail 
(regular bulk rate third-class) would be 
increased to a minimum of 5 cents per 
piece, plus additional increases for heavier 
weights. 

Mailers holding bulk third-class permits 
would find their rates per pound raised 
from 16 to 22, and 28 cents per pound, 
respectively, when the proposal is fully 
effected, and the minimum-per-piece 
charge would be raised to 5 cents.

cent in participation in the food programs. 
He said 312,999 were given help in 
December as compared to 199,735 during 
December, 1969-an increase of 113,264. 

James noted that the increase occurred 
in the food stamp program now in operation 
in 72 Kentucky counties. Here 259,964 
persons in need of additional food were 
issued $6.4 million in food coupons in 
December. Of this amount, $4.5 million was 
in the form of free bonus stamps-the 
USDA's Food and Nutrition Service's 
contribution to the program. 

In this program, low-income people use 
the money they normally spend for food to 
purchase food coupons worth far more. 
These are spent like cash in authorized 
grocery stores for domestic food. 

Kentucky's other 48 counties provide for 
their people in need of help through the 
family food distribution program. During 
the month there were 53,035 participating 
as compared to 62,986 a year ago-a 
decrease of 9,951. The drop was attributed 
to the fact that a number of counties during 
the year switched from commodity 
,distribution to food stamps. 

The food stamp program is administered 
in Kentucky by the State Department of 
Economic Security, while the family food 
distribution program is handled by the 
Kentucky Department of Agriculture, both 
in cooperation with the U. S. Food and 
Nutrition Service.

Crabgrass is a perpetual problem in a 
home lawn. Can it be controlled? The an­
swer is, yes! Good lawn management 
practices; combining cultural and 
chemical methods, will control crabgrass 
in your yard. 

When desirable turf grasses begin to thin, 
crabgrass frequently gets established in 
the open, lighted areas. Once started, it 
continues to spread by creeping stems, and 
eventually, it crowds out the desirable turf 
grass. Crabgrass seed must have light to 
germinate; therefore, mowing turf grasses 
at 2-inch height will help to shade crabgrass 
and prevent it from sprouting. 

To control crabgrass with herbicides,

germinate. In western Kentucky, make marks you as one concerned about the 
applications before April 1; in central, welfare of the less fortunate. 
eastern, and northern Kentucky, apply 
before April15. These dates vary from year To Whom It May Concern;. 
to year, depending on moisture, tem­
perature, and other enviromental con­
ditions. Some scientists believe crabgrass 
seeds germinate only after the soil tem­
perature is 60 degree F. for a continuous 
period of 6 to 7 days.

Siduron (Tupersan) is the only recom­
mended herbicide that controls crabgrass 
on newly-seeded lawns. It kills the 
crabgrass seeds without injuring the young 
bluegrass and fescue seedlings. 

To control crabgrass in established blue 
grass and fescue lawns, use benefin, 
bensulide (Betasan or Prefar), DCPA 
(Dacthal), and siduron (Tupersan). Tluise 
are the active ingredients in commercial 
products sold under various trade names as 
"weed" or "crabgrass killers." When using 
these herbicides, follow the directions and 
precautions on the lable closely.

Homeowners frequently ask, "Are 
combinations of pesticides and fertilizers 
the best way to care for home lawns?" The 
usual answer that attacking each problem 
separately is generally more desirable, 
using the correct material at the proper 
time. If weeds are the problem, insecticides 
are not necessary; conversely, if insects 
are present herbicides are not needed. 
Another problem with formulated com­
binations is that they may not contain the 
correct analysis or quantity of fertilizer for 
a given lawn.

WEST LIBERTY, Ky .-My father, the 
late Earl Price, of West Liberty, taught me 
appreciation of country things. While most 
of his life was spent in a so-called city area, 
he was ever-mindful of his boyhood years 
on a farm near Spencer, W. Va. 

When his work with United Fuel and 
Wayne United Gas Cos. brought him to 
Kentucky he found it as easy to talk with a 
farmer or a country blacksmith as with the 
Cabots and Lodges in Charleston office­
and with the same degree of pleasure. 

Through the years he acquired many 
tools, strange and unfamiliar to me, and 
occasionally passed some of them on to his 
inquisitive daughter. That is how I came to 
possess a number of items, handforged by 
blows of a smithy's hammer on an anvil. 

Frequently, in interviewing farm folk for 
a story, I have come away .with an ancient 
bit of iron that performed an ancient task in 
what seemed an ancient world. And yet, as 
history and fashions repeat themselves, a 
repeat era of the blacksmith is not the most 
far out idea. 

Not exactly carried away at the time by 
my acquisition of these (arm and hand 
tools, I did not bother to learn their uses. I 
kept trying to work out an artistic wall 
hanging with tongs-a common piece of 
sculpture with the anvil. 

Common sense told me that a large pair 
of tongs that came with hsmd-forged and­
irons should be used for lifting another log 
onto the fire, but not until I bought a 
secondhand book on practical 
blacksmithing did I learn that slightly 
smaller tongs were used by a smithy to hold 
horseshoes . Using the same theory I tried 
to make a still smaller pair into holders for 
pony shoes, only to find out they were hand­
forged tooth pliers used by one of Morgan 
County's first doctors. 

When Fayette county-()r another county­
gets a state park, provision shoud be 
made for an oldtime blacksmith or farrier's 
shop. Many people collect old tools and

many farmers retain them to do necessary 
repairs around the farm. There are yet 
enough oldtimers, smithies in their day, 
who could be called on for background 
knowledge. 

In the book on blacksmithing, compiled 
and published by M. T. Ricpardson in 1890, 
he called on guest" smithies to relate their 
experiences in smithery. One told how to 
weld buggy springs and said, "I have 
welded springs in this way for many years, 
and it has never failed." 

If the smithy used wooden parts for 
handles, they were made with the same 
degree of perfection as were the iron parts. 
The handles were soaked iJl linseed oil for 
a week then rubbed down every day for two 
weeks to give them a lustrous beauty and 
durability. 

To prevent rust on a tool, caoutchouc oil 
rubbed on the piece gave good results, as 
did a coating solution of India rubber in 
benzine. Another preventive was to use one­
half ounce camphor dissolved in one pound 
melted lard and mixed with fine lead such 
as pencil graphite. 

To remove rust, cover the metal with 
sweet oil for 48 hours, then smear with oil 
applied freelywith a feather and rub with 
unslaked lime. 

Some of the tools in Richardson's book 
were : hatchet for opening bundle iron, 
collaring tools, light flatter for finishing flat 
irons, set hammers, heavy flatters, siding­
down tools and tongs. 

Farrier tools included shoe spreaders, 
picks, corn-cutters, clinch blocks, plow 
share tools and the more common wren­
ches, bolts, and screws. · 

It was agreed that any book was merely 
an aid to a blacksmith. The smith worked 
without patterns and diagrams, but used 
his finesse and imagination to turn out a 
tool for a particular job. The way in which 
he held his tools and the force and trueness 
of his blows often gave iden.tity to his work. 

The book on practical blacksmithing 
showed all kinds of gadgets. that must have 
been dear to the smith of that day. Then 
almost every farmer was his own 
blacksmith using his farm shed or shop to 
make broad axes, hatchets, plowshares, 
andirons, froes, hows and wagon and buggy 
parts. 

Not only should books . on the art of 
blacksmithing be collected and saved, but 
also the tools-and the tools that made the 
tools. 

As complete as was the . book of 1890, I 
was disappointed that it did not identify all 
the metal bits and pieces saved here and 
there. 

The book told how to forge iron into a flat 
piece about four by six inches and how to 
make the metal bolts and taps to fasten it 
onto a five-foot wooden handle . It even told 
how to bathe the handle in linseed oil and 
polish it to a soft patina-but what does one 
do with a grub hoe after it is made.

DO YOU HAVE GOOD GARDEN SOU..? 

A good garden soil is capable of 
producing large yields of high-quality 
vegetables. It is 10 to 12 inches deep and can 
hold large amounts of water, but drains 
quickly after a rain. A good garden soil is 
easily prepared into a good seedbed and 
will remain in a crumbly condition 
throughout the growing season. It will 
warm up quickly in the spring but does not 
become excessively hot in summer. It is 
well supplied with plant food and has an 
abundance of organic matter . 

Soil such as this is built or kept by 
plowing under manure or other organic 
materials, such as compost, rotted leaves, 
straw, or a good cover crop 6 to 8 inches 
high each year. A 2-inch covering of one of 
the materials mentioned above will supply 
enough humus. None of them will supply all 
the plant food needed. H manure is used, 
apply 12 pounds of 20 per cent super­
phosphate per 1,000 square feet (or 2lh 
pounds of fertilizer per 100 square feet) 
when other organic materials or cover 
crops are used. 

You can improve your soil structure by 
adding organic materials. They increase 
the soil's water-holding capacity, but at the 
same time improve drainage . Don't 
destroy the benefits derived from the ad­
dition of organic matter by plowing or 
working in the soil when it is too wet. 
Protect the soil from erosion by planting 
cover crops or by plowing and leaving in 
the rough until it is to be prepared in the 
spring. Rains may wash away the most 
valuable portion of the soil during winter if 
left unprotected. 

Plowing heavy clay soil in the late fall or 
early winter will improve soil structure by 
alternate freezing and thawing . It will also 
destroy many garden insects. Plow and 
leave in the rough until the garden is to be 
planted. This will assist in controlling 
erosion.

Remember-the quality of the garden soil 
determines to a large extent the quality of 
the vegetables you eat. Feed the soil well, 
and it will feed you well.
