The Floyd County Mental Health-Mental
Retardation Services has received in-
formal notice that its growth grant has
been approved and has announced that the
grant will mean the placement of a fulltime
clinic and day-care in the northern (lower)
end of the county, as well as a more ef-
fective transportation system.

This information is included in the
agency’s annual report covering the period,
May 1, 1970 through April 30, 1971.

It also was announced that the regional
supportative staff will be increased,

in the area of children’s ser-
vices. Other plans include addition of
workers in retardation, another
psychologist and an additional psychiatrist.

Mental Health Services also reported it
would soon benefit from a 22-bed
psychiatric unit in the new Methodist
Hospital at Pikeville and that a multi-
purpose building will be erected in Floyd
county to house regional business offices, a
center for the retarded and a day-care
program,

These plans should double the staff
serving Floyd county in the next two years
and greatly increase service capacity of the
program, it was said. i

The statistical report shows that as of
May 1, last year, the total caseload of 385
was composed of 334 outpatients and 51
day-care patients. On April 30, this year,
the caseload was 392, with 328 outpatients
and 64 for day-care.

New persons contacted during the year
numbered 389 for an average of about three
every two days. The total number of visits
to Mental Health facilities during the year
was 4766, or an average of slightly more
than 21 per business day.

Jones Held Here
In Hall Slaying
Sunday Evening

What officers described as a beer-
drinking party through most of the day
Sunday at a Stone Coal Creek home, near
Garrett, ended shortly before nightfall in
the slaying of Gernis Hall, 50-year-old
World War II veteran and a resident of
Estill.

D. C. Jones, about 35, of Stone Coal, was
jailed here by Wayland Policeman Troy
Mullins and Constable Kenneth Roberts
and will face arraignment later in the week
before County Judge Henry Stumbo on a
murder charge.

Hall was shot in the left chest at close
range with a .22-calibre rifle bullet which
apparently struck his heart. He died almost
instantly in the roadway fronting upon the
Jones home. Deputy Sheriff Sollie Holbrook
said a group of men had been drinking
during the day at the Jones residence and
that he and another officer had followed
Jones, Hall and Mark Reed in their travels
by auto to Wayland and other points.
Holbrook said Hall was not drunk when he
saw him.

As Holbrook recounted the day’s events,
there apparently was more than one fight.
When Hall crossed the bridge from Jones’
home to the road, around 8 p.m., Jones
fired a single shot from beside his car.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Harold J.
Stumbo took the affidavils Sunday night at
his home het o 770 v per LS wiwe s&id they
were witnesses. Some sawd Hall had a
shotgun when he wasshot; others said they
saw no weapon in his possession. No
weapon was found on Hall’s person or at the
shooting scene, Stumbo said he was told.

The victim was a son of Mrs. Eva Slone
Hall, of Garner, and the late Perry Hall.
Besides his mother, he is survived by his
widow, Mrs. Beulah Hite Hall; six sons and
three daughters, James Hall, of Wayland,
Phillip Hall, in the U. 8. Army, Roy, Gary,
Delmas and Gernis Hall, Jr., all of Estill,
Mrs. Donna Kay Doubas, Cleveland, O.,
Bonnie and Lobanna Hall, of Estill; four
brothers and two sisters, Clester Hall, of
Lackey, Delmas, Cleon and Dillard Hall, all
of Willard, O., Mrs. Vivian Hite, Cleveland,
0., and Miss Phyllis Hall, of Garner. He
also leaves two grandchildren.

Housing Project
Completion Seen

Construction work on the 78-unit low-rent
housing project in the Goble-Roberts Ad-
dition of Prestonsburg apparently is near
resumption, it was said this week after the
bonding company for the original con-
tractor had submitted a proposal by a new
contracting firm to complete the job.

The proposal, made by Bradley and
Powers, of Prestonsburg and Paintsville,
awaits city approval, and this is expected to
be given within the next few days.

Completion of the work devolved on the
bonding firm of the original contractor,
Britt Bertram Associates, when the con-
tractor ran into financial difficulties and
was unable to complete the work. The
housing complex is 79 per cent complete.

Congressional
Hearing Posed
If Work Ends

Although the multi-million-dollar Floyd
County Comprehensive Health Services
Program remained under threat of
suspension this week, nobody here knew, or
admitted knowledge of, what lies ahead.

Funds, except those needed to pay debts,
were declared frozen by Dr. Leon Cooper,
chief of comprehensive health programs, at
a meeting here two weeks ago, but program
operation continues.

Two top staff members, Dr. Robert
Titzler, medical director, and Paul Stark,
administrator, were discharged last week
by the program’s executive board, but they
remain on the job.

Among the new developments were
these:

1. A declaration by Harry Eastburn,
executive director of the Big Sandy
Community Action Program, that a
congressional hearing will be asked if the
threatened suspension materializes.

2. The reported ransacking of the
program’s Martin outpost over the week-
end. (Last week’s report that the office of
Dr. Titzler at Wheelwright was entered is
denied in a statement by six program
employees. See separate story.)

Mr. Eastburn said a congressional probe,
and not one by OEO and the Office of Health
Affairs, will be asked because Health Af-
fairs has not acted in good faith in the
matter.

He was quoted in a Courier-Journal story
as saying Dr. Titzler and Mr. Stark were
dismissed ‘“‘because they were working
against the boards that hired them,” and as

Appellate Court

Rejects Motion
To Ban Building

The Kentucky Court of Appeals last.
Tuesday upheld the ruling by Special Judge
W. Major Gardner denying Everett Akers
and other residents of Martin a temporary
injunction forbidding the Floyd County
Board of Education to build a seven-room
addition to the school at Martin. The same
order, signed by Chief Justice James B.
Milliken, denied a motion for oral
argument of the case.

It was one of several court actions lost by
residents of Martin in the long-standing
legal battle involving the school there and
the construction of a consolidated high
school at Eastern.

But the battle was not over. Two days
after the Appellate Court opinion had been
made, the Martin PTA in a special meeting
approved the filing with the U. S. Depart-
ment of Health, Education and Welfare of a
request for an investigation of the State
Department of Education and the Floyd
school board. The probe would pertain to
school conditions at Martin. Requests for
the investigation went to Elliott Richard-
son, HEW secretary, and Congressman
Carl D. Perkins, chairman of the House
HEW committee.

The PTA group pointed out that in-
vestigations asked earlier by state agencies
have not been made and that the school
addition proposed by the Floyd board for
Martin will not provide adequate facilities
for pupils.

On May 27, the Kentucky Guild of Artists
and Craftsmen presents the fifth annual
Artists and Craftsmen’s Fair at Berea’s
Indian Fort Theatre, 50 miles south of
Lexington.

Continuing through May 30, the fair’s
officials state, ‘‘Scenic hills provide the

backdrop for exhibits, demonstrations and

sales of a wide variety of Kentucky art and
crafts. Join us for four days of spring
celebration.”
' Farther east in beautiful Carter Caves
State Resort Park near Olive Hill, the
second annual Mountain Heritage Folk
Festival will start on May 28 and continue
through May 30. ;

“This festival is a grassroots undertaking

‘which seeks to perpetuate the vitality of

Appalachian culture, especially as ex-
pressed in its folk music and native arts
and crafts,”” says Mrs. Barbara Edwards of
Ashland, one of those connected with the
festival.

The first Mountain Heritage festival held
last year at Greenup was a great success
with programs and activities filmed for a
documentary by National Educational
Television.

Throughout the festival mountain
craftsmen and artists from Kentucky, Ohio
and West Virginia will display and sell
pottery, dulcimers, quilts and other hand-
made objects and some will give demon-
stations of their arts and crafts.

Location for the festival is at Cascade
Caves within the state resort park area.
Grounds open at 4 p.m., May 28, and close
Sunday, May 30. Emphasized will be
modern folk and Bluegrass musie, and the
native arts.

On May 29-30, a flea market and arts and
crafts show will take place at Grayson in
Carter County. There are no fees to
exhibitors.

At the flea market, exhibitors will be

~ displaying wares all day Saturday and all

afternoon on Sunday at the Jaycee Show
Grounds.

The arts and crafts show will be held at
Prichard high school gymnasium,
Grayson, at the same times as the flea
market.

An art show will feature paintings in all
media at Grayson City Park from 2-5 p.m.
Sunday.

A little later in the summer, the arts and
crafts entertainment will continue even as
the county fairs begin their annual runs
across the state.

A t least one, the Cumberland County
Fair in Burkesville, is planning, for the
second year, an arts and crafts show in
conjunction with the horse shows, dog
gshows, cattle shows and the other
traditional fair-time events.

The Cumberland River Arts and Crafts
Show will run Friday through Sunday, July
23-25, and last year drew some 40 exhibits,
everything from cane-bottom chairmakers
to rare Indian arrowhead collections.
Exhibitors will be on hand to demonstrate
their skills, and examples of most of the
wares will be offered for sale.

On Sunday, the show will conclude with a
Union church service and old-time singing
in the morning, and an old-fashioned
muzzleloading rifle shoot in the afternoon,

both on the craft show grounds.

3 KILLED IN TENN. TORNADOES

Three persons were killed and 38 injured,
including 16 hospitalized, as a result of
tornadoes which hit Carroll County, Ten-
nessee, Friday evening, May 7.

Damage reported by Red Cross survey
teams includes: homes destroyed, 31;
homes with major damage, 88; homes with
minor damage, 81; mobile homes
destroyed, 5; farm buildings destroyed, 35;
farm buildings with major damage, 20;
small businesses destroyed, 15.

Principal destruction was in a nine-mile
stretch between Huntington and Buena
Vista. About 225 families suffered losses.

The Memphis Area chapter dispatched
two mobile vans to the scene, as well as six
volunteers and four staff members. Four
national and reserve staff members are
also in the area, assisting local chapter
staff and volunteers.

Coal Research Badly Needed,
Spindletop Director Declares

“I think the coal companies have been
very derelict in not doing more research,”
the president of Spindletop Research Inc.,
said in a speech at the University of Ken-
tucky.

““The question is how to get chemically
bonded sulfur out of coal,” said Theodore
Broida, speaking at the three-day Energy
Resources Conference which ended May 13.

“If you are selling a product that'’s
deficient in some way. . .and it (coal) is
deficient if it’s got sulfur in it, and you have
to burn it, according to the new standards,
then it seems to me that it’s in the best of
interest of the company producing and
selling the product to get that sulfur out of
there,” he added.

Discussing the problem of regulation,
Broida said there are 34 different depart-
ments and agencies in Kentucky that have
some role in the management of natural
resources.

“How in the world can you ever coor-
dinate 34 different agencies and depart-
ments?” he asked. ‘“‘How can you get an
expression of state policy from 34 voices?”

Broida implicated the federal govern-
ment in sharing the blame for inadequate
research on coal, oil and coal gasification
(a process of manufacturing gas. from
coal).

“It’s a crime, in my opinion, that so
pitifully little has been done in the way of
federally-sponsored research,” he stated.
““The percentage of the national budget for
research on any energy resources is so
small as to be a national disgrace.”

He said the national research budget
amounted to $20 billion annually.

The Coal Mine Health and Safety Act was
an emotional piece of legislation, Broida
declared.

“The figures quoted to support the
legislation has no relationship to any ex-
perimental or actual situation,” he said.
“There is some allegation, for example,
that the coal dust standards were based on
the British experience, which is a flat-out
misstatement.

“Sure, there were some figures, but the
people in England will tell you there isn’t a
mine in all of England that could meet the
standards that are in our Coal Mine Health

“Also, nobody knows the relationship
between dust levels and incidence of
pneumoconosis. I feel that the same thing is
happening in the environmental area. We
spent two months analyzing all the
research that anybody has done on sulfur
dioxide and nobody knows what the effect
on humans is.

“We are rushing off to create a stan-
dard. . .a multi-million dollar problem by
putting a standard into effect with only
the flimsiest amount of experimental
evidence to substantiate it, and we all sit
here and accept it.

Broida touched on what he called a
linkage between ‘the good life” and en-
vironmental problems.

He favors the passage of a constitufional amendment on
November’s state ballot that will give Kentuckians over 65 a tax
exemption on the first $6,500 of the value of their residences.

““Many do not realize, however, that even if this
“homestead’’ amendment passes, it will be necessary for the
subsequent legislature to implement it with legislative action,”’
Combs explained.

He promised that the implementation of the amendment
*will be an important part of my program in the 1972 General
Assembly.”

He will push for a law to permit recipients of old-age
assistance to reside with their children without suffering a
reduction in their welfare payments. Combs noted fhat Gov.
Louie B. Nunn vetoed similar legisiation inthe 1968 legislature.

U. S. Takes First Step
To Aid Tornado Victims

Preliminary meetings betwen federal
and state officials and local groups from
eight tornado-damaged Kentucky counties
have been held to outline proper procedures
for obtaining federal aid for those affected
by the April 27 storms.

The meetings were held Thursday,
Friday and Saturday, May 13-15, in three
South Central Kentucky county seats after
President Nixon declared eight counties
disaster areas.

The counties involved are Russell, Adair,
Green, Butler, Warren, Muhlenburg,
Pulaski and Ohio.

Governor Nunn, in announcing the
Presidential action last week, said the
counties will qualify for full federal relief
and recovery assistance which will be
coordinated through the U. S. Office of
Emergency Preparedness (OEO).

Estimates of damage from the three
tornadoes, which killed nine persons and
injured over 100, are still not complete but
are expected to mount into the millions.

Assistance will be provided under the
Disaster Relief Act of 1970 which allows
expanded federal relief programs for
disaster victims.

Under the law, persons may receive
assistance from OEP in obtaining tem-
porary housing while their own homes are
rebuilt.

Federal funds may also be obtained for
removal of wreckage and debris from
public and private lands or streams.

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FRANKFORT, KY.—-It’s always a
pleasure to go fishing in one of the big
~ lakes. It’s fun and the trip is exciting and
the scenery beautiful but still it is not
necessary. If it’s for catching fish, a farm
pond will do very well.

Some of the finest fishing is, perhaps,
‘within a few miles of the average home.

We're talking about farm pond fishing
and specifically bluegill fishing at this
immediate time. Just about now, through
the remainder of May, the bluegill, that
pesky little battler that will give you more
fight per ounce than any other type fish, is
on the nest and when this conditon exists it
 means trouble, It's trouble of the right kind,
however.

Bluegill act just opposite from the black
bass, for instance, when nesting. The black
bass will hover around deposited eggs and
will protect them but will almost never
strike at a lure when on this guard duty.

The bluegill, on the other hand, is gullible

to the proffered lure, most generally a
wiggley garden worm, while protecting his
nest.
It’s not known whether this vengance is
born of protection or of a healthy appetite,
~ but the fact remains that while on the nest,
- the bluegill offers the best sport of the year
for the fisherman.

All he needs to do is drop the meal worm
or garden worm over the bed and almost
before the lure settles, it will be gobbled up
by the bluegill who handles it roughly and
furiously. This fish, often called bream in
Kentucky, also succumbs to the tempting
artifical bug or fly when it is properly
presented by the fly rod devotee,

'Once a big bluegill has been caught from
a farm pond it's a good idea, if the
spawning season is on, to cast again and
again over the very same area. Likely as
not, each cast will be rewarded with the
handsize bluegill that’ll dart through the
water like a drunken motoreycle rider as it
is being retrieved by the fisherman.

For the first few seconds after the strike,
fishermen say, the bluegill gives more fight
ounce for ounce than any other species.
However, after this few seconds it’s easily
brought in, although it will come through
the water in a gliding position, never in a
straight line.

1. QUESTION: Last week, in dealing with
how mental retardation is measured, you
mentioned classifications such as
“educable’, ‘“‘trainable,” and ‘‘custodial.”
What do these classifications mean?

ANSWER: These classifications, as well
as the specific 1. Q. score on which they are
based, are merely rough estimates of the
expected ability level of the person to whom
one is referring. They are only estimates
because it is possible for anyone to do
better on a test on some days than on other

lines.

days and because the test itself is not

completely accurate as a measuring
device. For example, the ‘“‘average person”’
whose I./Q. score is 100 can vary up to 15
points either way (85-115) and still be
considered ‘‘average." In fact, an
“average person’’ may get scores varying
from 85 to 115 if they took the same test on
different days, without any inference that
he was more or less intelligent on a par-
ticular day.

Since the specific score made on a test
does not occur exactly the same on dif-
ferent days when taken by the same person
neither can we say that a more general
“‘classification’’ exactly fits. The
“classifications”, mentioned in the above
question, are meant only to describe what
generally can be expected of a person in a
certain range of [, Q. scores. Those people
whose test scores border on two different
“classifications” may have some of the
abilities ascribed to each -classification.
While there are some disagreements
between experts, the following are brief and
simple descriptions of what may often be
expected of a person who fits into one of the
three listed classifications.

The term ‘“‘custodial’” is often used to
refer to people who are the most severely
retarded. These individuals generally
require supervision and care in meeting
most, if not all, of their personal needs.
They may be able to learn simple tasks
such as using a fork. They may learn to
communicate by using simple sentences
and may learn to play simple games. Most
can learn one step tasks.

“Trainable’ retardates can learn all the
self-help skills such as dressing and feeding
themselves. They can talk, deliver simple
messages, do chores and play in groups.
They usually require supervision of money,
work and their total living situation.

Most ‘“Educable” retarded can stay in
the public schools through grade school and
can become self-supporting with ap-
propriate help. They can learn complex
tasks and maintain concentration for fairly
long periods of time. Those people at the
upper end (top scores) of their
classification can hold manual jobs of
many sorts and compete quite well with
more intelligent but less energetic people.

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Grim Says Never
To Gorge Mining

Reported plans by two mineral ex-
ploration firms to mine coal and uranium
from the scenic Red River gorge area of
Eastern Kentucky have evoked a stern
“never, never”’ from state Reclamation
Director Elmore Grim.

The firms, Lionel F. Deacon, Louisville,
and Nuclear and Space Minerals Inc., has
leased some 15,000 acres in and around the
gorge after core samples showed the
presence of commercial grade ore.

Officials of the firms indicated they hope
o receive state approval for coal mining
operations. there to help finance the ex-
pensive exploration and extraction of more
precious minerals if further analyses of
core samples are encouraging.

Although the firms have not applied for
state approval, Grim stated his office
would never approve any strip mining or
quarrying permits in the gorge.

- If necessary, he said, he would call a
public hearing and propose changes in the
state strip-mine law to ensure state control
of the mining of precious minerals.

Grim said he understands the extraction
of uranium involves huge pits, much like
those found where iron ore is mined.

“There wouldn’t be any gorge after
something like that,” he added.

Grim noted the companies would be free
to deep-mine the ores, since there are no
federal or state regulations that would
prohibit such a deep-mine operation.

Tornado Damage
In Central Ky.

Arouses Concern

FRANKFORT, KY.—The savage
destruction in eight South Central Ken-
tucky counties from recent tornadoes has
stirred concern among Kentuckians about
future such storms.

The tornado season normally reaches its
peak from April to June. The frequency

increases in February with the center

moving toward Kentucky through Ilate
March.

Tornadoes can occur at any hour of the
day or night, but because of meteorological
combinations which create them, they form
most readily during the warmer hours of
the day.

According to National Weather Service
figures, seven tornadoes struck Kentucky
in 1970 but there were no deaths. Through
an 18-year period (1953-70) a number of
tornado-caused injuries were reported but
deaths occurred in only six instances.

Sixteen tornadoes were reported in 1967,
which is almost three times the yearly
average.

Tornado watches are alerting messages
between the National Severe Storms
Forcast Center and areas potentially
threatened by tornadoes. They specify the
area covered by the watch and establish a
time period during which tornado
probabilities are expected to be
dangerously high.

Tornado warnings are issued when a
tornado has actually been sighted. War-
nings indicate the location of the tornado at
the time of detection, the area through
which it is expected to move and the time

riod during which the tornado will move

ugh the area warned.

When a tornado watch is issued persons
should not interrupt their normal routines
except to watch for threatening weather.
When a tornado warning is given, persons
in the path of the storm should take im-
mediate safety precautions.

Safe places during storms include
modern, steel reinforced office buildings,
storm shelters, tunnels, caves, vaults,
underground parking facilities and
basements.

Bill Bright, of the Civil Defense, said, “A
person should seek shelter in a basement in
the western quadrant of the house. If no
basement is available, persons should seek
shelter in the center of the house under
heavy furniture.” Heavy furniture will
protect persons from falling or flying
debris.

Bright added, ‘‘If a person is in an open
area, such as a large field, he should either
move away from the tornado’s path at a
right angle or if time does not allow, lie flat
in the nearest depression, ditch or culvert.”

A few windows in houses opposite the
direction of the tornado should be open to
relieve pressure within the building should
a tornado strike.

Mobile homes, auditoriums and gym-
nasiums should be avoided during tornado
warnings. Auditoriums usually have large,

s weakly supported ceilings, and trailers are “§*
particularly vulnerable to overturning

during strong winds.
