Governor Ford presented the check to 
County Judge Henry Stumbo at a ceremony 
in the Governor's office. Forty-two 
counties in all received checks totalling• 
$355,9I5. 

The funds came from a portion of the 
collected by the Department of 

Natural Resources during fiscal year 1971-
'72. As part of Governor Ford's legislative 
package, the I972 General Assembly 
provided that half of the money collected by 
the state in strip-mine acreage and permit 
fees must be returned to the counties where 
the mining took place. 

The provision for returning the fees to the 
counties was contained in a bill which 

the strip-mining fees and made the 
return to the counties effective August 1. 
Several of the county judges indicated they 
were unaware that the legislation was 
effective in the current fiscal year, so the 
ceremony in the Governor's office came as 
a surprise to them. 

In making the presentation, Governor 
Ford said, "This represents another step by 
my administration to participate in 
revenue sharing whereby local units of 
government can receive funds to use at 
their own discretion" and noted that the 
revenue grant was part of his program to 
"return as much government back to the 
people as possible."

Floyd Pageant 

To Star These 

Officers investigating the discovery of 
the body of a newborn baby in a 
Wheelwright garbage dump last Thursday 
morning said Monday they do not have one 
clue as to the identity of the mother or the 
person who left the body there. 

Wheelwright Policeman Harold Johnson 
said he is certain the mother is not a resi­
dent of the town. But County Detective Sam 
Hale said he is not satisfied with the results 
of the probe and that he expects to con­
tinue the search for the mother. 

The discovery was made around 7 a.m. 
last Thursday, a few minutes earlier, Oakie 
Sparks, supply manager for a coal com­
pany at Wheelwright saw a girl who ap­
peared to be from 13 to 15 years of age 
carrying something in her arms. He 
questioned her, he told officers, and she 
told him she was going home. Later, he, Ed 
Smallwood and Oscar Smith decided to go 
to the dump, which is on Hill 79, and see if 
she had left anything there. 

The body of the baby, a girl, was found in 
a shoe-box, approximately 400 feet from the 
spot where Sparks had sighted the girl. The 
box was securely wrapped with masking 
tape. 

Sparks said he had never before seen the 
girl. Detective Hale, State Detective B. J. 
Music, State Trooper Gary Rose and 
Policeman Johnson made a house-to-house 
canvass of Wheelwright in an effort to 
identify the girl but came up with nothing. 

An autopsy, was performed by Dr. Ann 
Hooper, of the Willaimson Appalachian 
Regional Hospital, at the direction of 
County Judge Henry Stumbo and 
Magistrate Eddie Caudill. Dr. Hooper 
reported that the child lived from one to 
four hours after birth and was "normal and 
healthy." The baby had been dead from 24

Three Suits Name Coal Firm; 
One Would Recover $230,000 

Troubles of a Betsy Layne coal operation 
piled up Saturday with the addition of three 
new circuit court actions and the issuance 
of attachments of its assets. A few weeks 
ago the firm was sued by the BeBe Coal 
Company, alleging failure to comply with 
its contract. 

Two of the new suits name Walter C. 
Childers, individually, who is described as 
executive officer of his co-defendant, the 
Colonial Coal Company, Inc. In the third 
only the coal company is named. 

In one of the complaints filed Saturday 
Francis M. A. Leach, who operates under 
the name of Kentucky Block Cannel Coal 
Co., High Mount, N. Y., sued Colonial and 
Childers for $230,033.62. Leach claims 
Childers has for several years acted as his 
agent in procuring coal which he sells at 
retail to customers. He claims that during 
I970, I971 and 1972 he advanced money to 

Childers and that the Betsy Layne man has 
not made any shipment of cannel coal to 
him since June of last year, meanwhile 
diverting the money advanced him to his 
own use in other mining ventures. 

The amount asked in the suit, Leach says, 
represents advances of money made to 
Childers. 

In another suit against Childers and 
Colonial the B & H Coal Co., of Lexington, 
seeks to recover $25,977 which, the plaintiff 
claims, is money accrued from the sale of 
coal mined by Colonial on its lease. A 
verbal agreement between the Lexington 
and Betsy Layne firms, the suit contends, 
provided that B & H would pay royalties 
and wheelage charges, with the defendant 
to pay necessary trucking charges and 
tipple fees. B & H says it paid $5,552.40 
royalties on April and May production and 
that the defendants meanwhile sold 7,932 

Jlf coal at tbe aver,age price.Qf $7 a ton . 
Defendants' estimated costs under the 
agreement, were 90 cents a ton for trucking 
and 25 cents per ton for tipple fees for a 
total of $9,I22.80, with the combined ex­
penses of both parties to the contract being 
$14,675.20, half of which each party was to 
bear. 

The sale price of coal shipped was placed 
by plaintiff at $55,524, and after a credit of 
$I,785.20 for additional expense to defen­
dants, the Lexington company claims it is 
entitled to recover $25,977. 

In the third suit the Somerset Coal 
Company seeks to recover from Colonial 
$9,955.50. It claims a verbal agreement with 
the Harold firm provided that Somerset 
Coal was to receive a commission of 8 per 
cent on the sale price of coal produced from 
its lease. In addition to this amount, the suit 
alleges, Somerset paid a commission of 15 
cents a ton to Harold Hicks, which 
amounted to $593.25; royalty to the heirs of

A Prestonsburg man who claimed he 
collected funds for Walter "Dee" Hud­
dleston's senatorial campaign as an agent 
of Governor Wendell Ford has been 
arrested twice within the last two weeks on 
charges of collectiPg money under f 1 e 
pretenses. 

The accused man, Clay Damels, 1s under 
$5,000 bond in each case, one of which 
originated in Clark county, the other in 
Clay county. 

Governor Ford's press secretary, Tommy 
Preston, ,declared Daniels had no con­
nection with the governor's office. 

Daniels was first arrested by state police 
Aug. 10 in Frankfort on a warrant sworn to 
by Dr. J. C. Coldiron, of Manchester, who 
said Daniels, claiming to represent the 
governor, had received from him a $700 
check for Huddleston's campaign . 

A similar warrant was sworn out the next 
day in Clark county by Dr. Robert 
Brashear, of Winchester, who said he had 
given Daniels a $50 check under similar 
circumstances. 

At a hearing Aug. I4 in Manchester 
Daniels gave County Atty. C. C. Smith a 
statement saying Ford had authorized him 
to represent the governor by verbal 
agreement at the Mountain Laurel Festival 
at Pineville last May. 

The statement also said that Daniels and 
another man had leased a private airplane 
to Ford during the gubernatorial campaign 
last year. 

Mrs. Herman Lewis, county judge pro­
tem in Clay county, said Daniels reportedly 
was living in Lexington. The General 
Telephone Co. said it had no listing in 
Lexington for anybody by that name.

With one of its ambulances wrecked after 
had been stolen and its other two broken 

down, Emergancy, Inc., the ambulance 
service established only six weeks ago to 
serve Morgan and Elliott counties, 
suspended operation last week until further 
notice. 

Morgan County Judge Gene Allen an­
nounced later in the week, however, that 
arrangements had been made with the 
Buckhorn Ambulance Service, which 

Another ambulance belonging to the firm 
and stationed in Sandy Hook had started to 
the scene of a wreck on Ruin Creek, four 
miles north of Sandy Hook, when it broke 
down. Another vehicle had to be used to 
take J. C. Redwine of Sandy Hook to St. 
9l~ire Medical Center at Morehead. 

Redwine, son of district conservation 
officer John R. Redwine, had lost control of 
his car in a dense fog and hit a tree. 

jl..l;;er·ves 15 counties of that area, to provide 
service in an emergancy. 

Dan Lacey, president and general 
manager of Emergency, Inc., said the third 
ambulance used by the firm became 
inoperable about three weeks ago. The Campton service will answer calls 

only between 8 a.m. and 6 p.m., and then 
only those made by a peace officer or a 
medical doctor. The service, Judge Allen 
said, has been promised to help till 
Emergency, Inc. can get back into 
operation. 

Emergency, Inc. was expected to resume 
operation in Elliott county by last Satur­
day, but a meeting with the Morgan fiscal 
court is being sought by its president, Dan 
Lacey, of West Liberty, before service is· 
resumed in Morgan county. Lacy said the 
fiscal court there is $440 behind in promised 

LJ>ayme~nts and that Elliott county is $100 in 
arrears. "As soon as the fiscal courts meet 
their obligations, we'll complete repairs 
(on the ambulances) and be back on the 
road," Lacey said. 

The two courts had agreed to subsidize 
the service to the extent of $300 a month. 

The ambulance that was stolen was being 
used to transport Lonnie Dulin, 23, of West 
Liberty, to the U. K. Medical Center at 
Lexington. Dulin was shot in the lower 
abdomen. 

Arrested and placed in Morgan county 
jail, charged with malicious shooting 
and wounding with intent to kill, was 
Dorsey Ferguson, of Grassy Creek. 

The ambulance taking Dulin to the 
hospital broke down near·Grassy Creek and 
had to be abandoned while a vehicle loaned 
by Potter Funeral Home finished the trip 
with the wounded man. 

The abandoned ambulance was stolen 
that night and the vehicle was later found 
on Ky. 191, near Malone, Ky.

Goble Br. Site 
Ready for Use 
In '73, Promise 

With the possible exception of a central 
service building, the Goble Branch camp­
ground on Dewey Lake will be developed 
and in use for the 1973 season, Gerald 
Borders, administrative assistant to 
Commissioner of Parks Ewart Johnson, 
indicated in a letter to The Times this week. 

"We in the Department of Parks have 
every intention of making this campground 
functional by the 1973 season," he wrote. 

Once equipment which has· been rented 
through the Department of Highways is 
moved onto the site, work of grading and 
draining the land will start immediately, 
and this should be completed within 60 
days, or earlier, Mr. Borders said. This 
work by the Highway Department will be 
followed by the laying of sewer lines, a 
WDrk which is expected to require two 
months for completion. The timetable 
outlined by Borders sets actual con­
struction of camping pads and supports to 
follow, and this phase of construction 
should be completed in four months, 
weather permitting. 

This basic work done, construction of the 
central service building would be the main 
uncompleted portion of the camping 
facility. 

The site for the proposed camp was made 
available to the Department of Parks by 
the U. S. Corps of Engineers, and to these 
holdings the state added the former Camp 
Chatterawha, Girl &out building, in the 
Goble Branch vicinity.

Business Figure in Hawaii ATTENTION 

The story of the rise of Benjamin William 
Baker, Maytown native, to a successful 
career in Hawaii is told in two publications, 
"Men and Woman of Hawaii" and "Men 
and Women of the West." 

The former Floyd countian's successful 
career is described as "a bootstrap 
operation," since he had little family 
financial assistance. His father, Ben W. 
Baker, long a railway conductor on the 
Right Beaver Creek branch line of the C. & 
0. Railway Co., died when he was still in 
high school at Maytown. His mother, 
Elizabeth May Baker, began teaching at 
Maytown on an emergancy certificate in 
1934 and for several years after that at­
tended summer school and extension 
classes to earn a degree and qualify as a 
school librarian. 

Mr. Baker received the A. B. degree from 
Berea College in 1939 and after two years as 
a teacher and coach enlisted inthe Navy in 
1942. After three years of wartime Navy 
service he received his bachelor of science 
degree from Western Kentucky University 
in 1947 and the MBS from Stanford 
University in 1940,-the same year his 
mother was gradutated from Western. 

Beginning as a junior accountant for 
Haskins & Sells, San Francisco in 1950, he 
later became the firm's senior accountant 
and manager of its office on the island of 
Maui. In 1955 he was named comptroller of 
Alexander & Baldwin, Inc., and in 1970 he 
became vice-president of the Maui Land 
and Pineapple Co. and the Honolulu 
Plantation Land Company. He is a trustee 
of the Hawaii State Tax Foundation. 

Mr. Baker and his wife, the former 
Elizabeth Lee Watkins, have two children, 
Mrs. Sherry J. Conley, of San Francisco, 
and Ben, III, a graduate student at the 
University of California, Santa Barbara. 
His mother resides in Honolulu, but is 
spending the summer at her home in 
Maytown.

martin box on a slender steel pipe placed 
right in the middle of his garden! He claims 
these birds catch every insect that dares to 
fly over the garden; more than that, they 
catch every mosquito that venture forth 
and can eat about 2,000 of these obnoxious 
insects in a single day. 

Martins have five bad enemies which I 
shall discuss in turn and tell how to guard 
against them. About this time, the young 
martins are beginning to hatch out and 
these are often in danger of being killed by 
mites. Unless you dusted a teaspoonful of 
sulphur in each room of the martin house, 
the mites may invade it. They soon cover 
the young and can kill them. If you have 
gourd houses for your martins, these are 
highly suitable for harboring the mites, as 
the pulpy lining of a gourd affords a good 
breeding groung for mites. House sparrows 
sometimes enter the martin house, seeking 
to build a nest and these ornery birds are 
often infected with mites. If you suspect 
your young martins are infested with 
mites, or if you see the parent birds picking 
at their feathers, it is a good (or bad) sign. 
Then is the time to dust sulphur in the 
martin nest. 

If your martin box is placed on a slick, 
slender steel pole, your martins are in no 
danger from cats and snakes, but if it is 
placed on a wooden pole, or on a rusty iron 
pipe, then these predators can climb up and 
devour the young. One remedy is to grease 
the pole with axle grease; another is to put 
the proper guards around it, such as a long 
piece of aluminum roofing fastened around 
the pole, or two lengths of stove pipe. Even 
with these safeguards, a hungry 
blacksnake can somehow manage to get up 
and devour the martins. Cats have also 
been known to climb the poles and catch the 
adult martins. A large shield of tin or 
aluminum placed aroung the pole, just 
below the box, is a good safeguard against 
such predators. 

Some parents unwisely let their teenage , 
or younger, sons have 88 guns, which can 
shoot hard enoughto kill almost any bird. 
Last year, I had a couple of adult martins 
shot dead on the box by a boy with an air 
rifle. The dead martins fell over on the 
porch of the house; the other martins for 
miles around flocked there to grieve over 
this tragedy. They circled about the house 
with the two dead martins lying in full view 
and they chattered and scolded and carried 
on until it was enough to touch one's heart. 
After the "funeral services" were over the 
others left and never ventured back to the 
box. I had to move it to a new location and I 
now have three pairs building in the same 
box. 

If you see boys with air rifles shooting at 
the birds, you should reprimand them and

martins and other birds; also report them 
to the parents. Mter the boy killed two of 
my martins last year, the boy's father got 
the air rifle and put it under lock and key. 

Martins can capture and eat most insects 
that fly, but they have a mortal terror of 
honey bees and will flee from them in wild 
panic. I have seen bees chasing martins, 
and the birds would somersault and turn 
sharply in the air in order to elude them. 
They never dare catch a honey bee, as they 
know it would be fatal to swallow one. Only 
the kingbird is accused of eating honey 
bees, but close observation has shown that 
the kingbird captures none but the drones. 
Apparently this bird also knows it would be 
fatal to swallow a live bee with its lethal 
stinger. 

Never make the mistake of putting your 
martin house too close to a hive of bees. 
Bees hate martins as violently as martins 
hate crows and hawks. They gang up on 
these predators and soon put them to rout. I 
have seen martins light on the back of a 
hawk, clawing and tearing at the feathers. 
If the hawk had some honey bees for allies, 
he too could soon put the martins to rout. 

The following true story shows what 
happens when man interferes with the due 
processes of nature and tries to keep a 
greedy predator like a barred owl around 
the premises. A young man had reared the 
owl from a fledgling and when the owl got 
old enough to hunt, he would turn the owl 
loose and let him hunt over the countryside. 
He had trained the owl to come to him when 
he blew his whistle. It is an owl's nature to 
hunt, slay and eat. This owl would knock 
birds off their roost and devour them. Soon 
one of the neighbors began to miss her 
martins and couldn't tell what was hap­
pening to them. Two adults disappeared 
before the mystery was solved. One night 
the man of the house stood guard over his 
martins. On searching the roof of his house, 
he spotted the big pet owl on the roof, 
calmly devouring one of the adult birds. He 
reported this to the local Audubon Society, 
who ordered the owner of the owl to take 
him far out in the woods, so that he could 
hunt as nature intended. 

In the wilds of nature, owls mostly 
capture the weak, old or those birds unable 
to fly and escape. Thus they help nature to 
maintain the proper balance. But to keep 
such an owl about the premises is to invite 
disaster to all the birds of the community ...

"H each individual is not 
directly influenced by some 
phase of our program, then he is 
indirectly affected," Tracy 
said. 

In Monty's case, the 
homemaker played and worked 
with him. She took along books 
and read to him. 

At different times during the 
day, she would help him play 
with his toys, then take his hand 
and go for walks along a path 
near the woods. She pointed out 
flowers. They stopped to ex­
plore rocks, and see tadpoles 
swimming in small pools left in 
a cow's tracks. 

Monty's seizures had been too 
frequent to count. Today, 
through proper medical care 
and treatment, he has only 10 or 
12 a day-still too many but a 
decided gain. 

Another improvement is the 
mother's outlook regarding her 
child's illness. She no longer is 
bound by frustration, and, 
though told by doctors that 
Monty quite likely would always 
have seizures, she looks at the 
child who once could not play or 
be active because of them, and 
has hope that some day 
something will be discovered 
that will eliminate them 
altogether. 

Workers with the social 
service supervisor noted the 
mother's capabilities and urged 
her to take aptitude tests with 
an employment service. 

The results were so good that 
she has an opportunity to start 
work in August to supplement 
the meager income of the 
father. The job will be 
gratifying, for she now can be of 
service to others.

Rural Areas Show New Signs 
Of Growth, Says Ag Department 

WASHINGTON, Aug. 14-The move from 
farm to city may be coming to a halt, a new 
era of economic and social growth for rural 
America may already be launched. 

These are two conclusions to be drawn 
from various reports on the progress of 
rural America, from the arid stretches of 
the Southwest to the green fields of the 
Southeast. They also are indications that 
the much-talked-about goals of rural 
development are beginning to emerge as 
realized accomplishments for an in­
creasing number of communities. 

Some signs of the recharged energies 
within rural areas are: 

1. More jobs: During the 1960's nonfarm 
jobs increased by 39 percent in the coun­
tcyside, a slightly better rate than the 34 
percent increase in metropolitan areas. 
This growth rate has been high in com­
pletely rural counties as well as in those 
with cities of up to 50,000 population. 

2. Farm-exodus ending: The farm 
population has dropped to fewer than 9lh 
million persons. With so few people 
remaining on the nation's farms, little 
further decline in the population is possible. 
As the farm-to-city migration dwindles to a 
negligible level, continued gains in 
nonagricultural jobs will have a more 
visible impact on the overall economy and 
population of rural areas. 

3. Greater federal commitment to rural 
areas: The government is stepping up its 
investment in rural America manyfold. For 
example, funds earmarked for housing in 
rural areas amount to $2.2 billion this year, 
four times the 1969 level; sewer and water 
programs are allocated $342 million this 
year, nearly twice the 1969 level. Total 
funds devoted to rural development efforts 
by the Department of Agriculture will 
amount to $3.5 billion this year-four times 
the level in 1961 and twice as much as in 
1969. 

More important than the statistics or the 
governmental expenditures, however, is 
the determined individual in community 

after rural community who resolves to 
solve the problem on his own, who takes 
action to set his own neighborhood on the 
road to progress. 

In Tulia, Texas, for example, local 
leaders set out to combat decaying 
businesses, blighted housing. As a result -of 
their efforts, the community has 386 new 
low-cost homes and jobs and incomes are 
up because of the construction work. In 
North Carolina, citizens mounted a driver 
education campaign as a small but vital 
part of theri Statewide effort to connect 
more rural workers with more better 
paying jobs. 

Rural development is an idea whose time 
has come-mostly because increasing 
numbers of local groups are taking it upon 
themselves to make sure that it does.

Precious Power

If offered power greater than that of the 
hydrogen bomb, one would accept. Such 
power is ours for asking, yet millions know 
UtUe about 1t and few avail themselves of it. 
Prayer is the greatest source of earthly 
power. Heaven and its riches are open to 
those who pray as taught in scripture. 
Prayer costs nothing. As a subject it is 
inexhaustible. Few WJderstand and know 
how to use it, to master the science of it. 
Only a small percentage of Christians 
become real prayer warriors, mighty in 
prayer. God gives and blesses according to 
the prayers of His children, so blame for 
present moral decay and spiritual 
deterioration can be laid at our feet, for he 
keeps his promises. II Chron. 7:14. We have 
not because we ask not. James 4:2. 

Most yoWJg Christians are never taught 
how to pray. The only way to learn is to 
start. God can and will assist all who try but 
He cannot help those who never begin. If we 
want to play the organ, tennis or ball we 
have to start. Study and practjce make 
perfect. We learn as we progress. CoWJtless 
believers call on God only in trouble or 
crisis, though He says come to him about 
everything. We are told to pray without 
ceasing, not to give up, to stay in an attitude 
of prayer, to keep the lines to heaven Wl­
clogged by sin. All prayers will not be 
answered as requested, for God knows 
what is best for His children. Earthly 
parents do not grant every request of their 
children. It may be years before some 
prayers are answered. 

"Ginune, gimme," is the most common, 
childish prayer. But prayer has many 
levels: 1. For seH and family; 2. For 
others; 3. Meditation and worship with 
thanksgiving, 4. Practicing the presence of 
God, the most difficult aspect, the one 
where God tells us things we dislike but 
need to hear, for no mortal is perfect. 

The third level provides opportunity to 
praise God. He enjoys fellowship, ap­
preciation, expressions of love and 

. gratitude. Often in scripture praise to God 
solved problems, brought answers to 
prayer, and praising God blesses all who do 
it. In II Chron. 20, God rescued 
Jehosaphat's anny after praise to him. 
The military were commanded not to fight. 
The battle was God's. Verse 15. When crises 
come, we fret, talk, seek support, but 
neglect to pray and leave things to God who 
has all power. Joshua asked God to let the 
sun stand still. He did it. Joshua, 10:12-13. 
The Bible provides guidelines for success in 
prayer. Righteousness, obedience, faith are 
among other keys that unlock the heavenly 
powerhouse. Prov. 15:29, Ps. 84:11. 
Remember the magic name of Christ. John 
14:13,14. God MUST come first in our lives. 
His work must not play second fiddle in our 
schedules. He demands priority. Since all 
we have comes from him He wants no left­
overs in our time, money, and talents. 
America would not be fioWJdering today if 
Christians put emphasis on His program 
instead of on other matters, if we cared 
more for prayer than for pleasure, more for 
lost souls than for gay times, status sym­
bols and popularity. For answered prayer 
we must please God, not man; fear God, not 
man, rely on Him, seek His will, submit 
ours to Him. It is a hard task. 

The walls of Jericho fell without battle 
because Joshua and his people prayed with 
faith, obeyed without question, sang a song 
of victory before it came, and kept quiet as 
bidden. Joshua 6. Too often time is wasted 
talking and doubting instead of praying and 
believing. Doubt grieves God. Prayer has 
two major facets: asking and praising. So 
many never thank God for answered 
prayers. Few indeed ever fast, though 
Jesus himseH did. Prayer is asking if the 
answer will come. Praise is knowing in 
your heart it has or will come. Prayer says, 
"Please." Praise says, "Thank you." 
Prayer makes Christians give up the world, 
or the world will make us give up prayer. 
Which will it be? Mt. 7:7. 

Boy Scout Tree 
Farm Day Slated 

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Wendell H. Ford 
has proclaimed Friday, Aug. 25, as Boy 
Scout Tree Farm Day in Kentucky in ob­
servation of ceremonies that will bring 
nearly 5000 acres of Scout-owned timber 
land Wider the protection of the American 
Tree Farm System. 

In his proclamation, the governor pointed 
out that 30,000 scouts throughout the 
commonwealth "benefit materially and 
spiritually from multiple-use management 
of the forest resources entrusted to their 
care." 

To qualify for the American Tree Fann 
System, timber land must be privately 
owned and pledged to provide recreation, 
food and habitat for fish and wildlife, 
watershed protection and the growing and 
harvesting of repeated timber crops. 

Several Kentucky forest areas will join 
the system on Tree Farm Day, along with 
certified sites acorss the COWl try. 

The Kentucky Forest Industries 
Association, which administers the 
program throughout the state, says seven 
sites have already been certified in 
preparation for the Aug. 25 observances, 
one of which is Camp McKee, 840 acres, in 
Montgomery COWJty, owned and operated 
by the Bluegrass Council.

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Stumbo, Allen May Share Load 
When New Court Term Begins 

Although Commonwealth's Attorney 
Harold J. Stumbo has been advised not to 
resume work till later because of a heart 
attack which he suffered a few weeks ago, 
he expects share in handling the workload 
of the Floyd circuit court docket when the 
new criminal term convenes, Sept. 5. 

He will be assisted by County Attorney 
James R. Allen. Circuit Judge Hollie 
Conley, who has urged Mr. Stumbo to delay 
his return to his office and its duties, said 
the grand jury may be in session only two 
days, early in the month, then return later 
to complete its work. 

The court docket includes 146 cases, and 
to this number will probably be added 
others resulting from new indictments 
voted by the grand jury. 

The docket does not have a murder case, 
but the grand jury will have three slayings 
to investigate, and an indictment in at least 
one of the three is certain. These involve 
the slayings of Mrs. Laura Spradlin 
Robinette at West Prestonsburg, Deputy 
Sheriff Lawrence Conley at Garrett and 
Clayton Conley, near Wayland. 

It is not know if the investigation into the 
slayings of the Conleys has advanced to the 
point that the case is ready for the grand 
jury. Illness of Commonwealth's Attorney 
Stumbo and State Detective Chester D. 
Potter has slowed the probe into the two 
mystery slayings. 

Among the 146 cases already docketed 
are an even dozen liquor cases and three · 
alleging the possession or sale of narcotics. · 
Seventeen of the cases are appeals from 
lower court convictions-three for liquor, . 
the remainder for drunk driving and other • 
traffic violations.

WHAT ABOUT 
FRUIT COCKTAIL? 

Although harvesting of peaches and 
grapes begins in July, those packed in 
mid or late August are most desirable 
for fruit cocktail. By then, the Cling 
peaches desired for IGA fruit cocktail 
are a ripe, appetizing yellow and the 
grapes are fully sugared, better 
colored and hold their shape without 
exploding during the cooking process. 
Good quality pineapple pieces are 
included as are enough Maraschino 
cherries which will provide the basis 
for a half cherry for each 4 oz. 
serving. Keeping the consumer 
acceptance in mind, the size of fruit is 
varied according to the size of can as, 
for example, the smaller pieces are 
attempted to be held for packing in 
the smaller size of cans. 

IGA fruit cocktail is packed in heavy 
syrup which will let the fruit flavor 
come through but also hold the shape 
of the fruit. Too heavy a syrup tends 
to hide the flavors whereas too light 
syrup often results in more debris in 
the cans
