Hunting Mishap 
Survivor Faces 
Possible Charge 

A Floyd county man who explained his 
fatal shooting last Wednesday in Fleming 
county of a hunting companion by saying he 
thought he was firing at a groundhog, faces 
possible arrest on a manslaughter charge. 

Fleming Coroner Robert Jones said he 
would seek a warrant for the arrest of Alvin 
Caudill, 45, of Melvin, in the shotgun death 
of Northern Brown, 55, of Virgie, when 
Caudill is dismissed from Fleming County 
Hospital where he was admitted for 
treatment for shock and chest pains. 

The inquest scheduled for Monday also 
was contingent upon Caudill's dismissal 
from the hospital. 

Apparently, three shots were fired. 
Brown, a retired miner and Regular 
Baptist minister, was struck in his face, 
shoulders, arms and hips by shotgun pellets 
fired at a range of about 50 feet. 

Hubert Thornsbury, 45, of Melvin, 
hunting companion of Brown and Caudill, 
said the two men involved in the tragedy 
were cousins and that both were ordained 
ministers of the Regular Baptist Church. It 
was indicated that Caudill's condition was 
such that he has been unable to give a full 
statement. 

The shooting took place in a woodland off 
KY 616, near Fairview, Fleming county, 
around 9:30a.m. The three men had been 
hunting since dawn, Fleming authorities 
were told, Caudill and Thornsbury hunting

Childers Jailed 
On Nine Counts 

Walter C. Childers, Betsy Layne coal 
company executive who earlier had been 
named defendant, or co-defendant, in a 
series of civil suits, was jailed here last 
week on nine warrants charging him with 
uttering worthless checks.

Court Buys 
Machinery, 
Asks Grant 
Outdoor Recreation 
Funds Being Sought 
To Build Mini-Parks 

Floyd county last week completed 
negotiations for three items of new road 
machinery, and paid cash for one of the 
three. 

The cash purchase was made possible, in 
part, from the $10,427 in strip-mine fees 
paid to the county by the state. The item 
partially covered by these fees is a grader, 
purchased from the Brandeis Machinery 
Company for $23,500. 

Two other items of machinery were 
bought on a three-year deferred payment 
plan. One of these was a loader bought from 
the Kentucky Machinery Company for 
$33,195, less $10,750 credit on the trade-in of 
the county's old loader. The other is a 
caterpiller dozer purchased from the 
Whayne Supply Company for $35,826, less 
trade-in credit of $11,225 on the old dozer. 

In a recent meeting the fiscal court 
adopted a resolution requesting a grant 
from the Bureau of Outdoor Recreation to 
provide mini parks at several locations in 
the county. 

County Attorney James R. Allen said his 
understanding of the program is that 
federal funds will be available to a 
maximum of possibly $5,000 per site for a 
program of this kind to provide recreation 
in rural areas. The court's resolution in­
dicated an interest in establishing from 8 to 
10 mini-parks, and Allen said at least one 
such facility will be sought for each 
magisterial district. 

The county would be required to provide 
sites for such recreation areas, each to be 
not less than an acre in area. Such 
acquisition would be by 25-year lease. One 
such site is already in prospect. 

The county attorney said communities 
near such parks would be asked to con­
tribute to their planning. Mini-parks such 
as those considered might include picnic 
tables, tennis courts, basketball courts and 
the like.

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Pike Rest Home Workers Strike 
A second Pikeville health facility, the 

Mountain Manor Nursing Home of 
Pikeville, became involved Monday in a 
labor dispute with the Communications 
Workers of America. 

The nursing home is owned by a group of 
F1oyd county men. 

The first labor dispute began at Pikeville 
June 12 when employees of the Methodist 
Hospital went on strike. 

The Mountain Manor situation centered 
on 12 employees who claimed they were 
fired because of requests for union 
representation. 

Meanwhile, the strike situation at 
Methodist Hospital there was puncutated 
by the explosion Sunday night of two sticks 
of dynamite on the hospital grounds. 
Damage was limited to a few cars parked 
nearby. A white 1962 Chevrolet car is said 
to have figured in the dynamiting. 

The action of the employes at the nursing 
home who walked off their jobs Sunday 
night was termed an "unofficial strike" by 

Why Inspect Restaurants? 
By JOE B. Vance 
(Health Educator, 

Floyd County Health Dept.) 
Why do sanitarians inspect restaurants? 

Sanitarians inspect restaurants to protect 
the public health by preventing the spread 
of disease and maintaining sanitary con­
ditions. By law, every restaurant in the 
state must apply for a Kentucky State 
Department of Health Certificate to 
operate. Certificates are granted if the 
restaurant meets the requirments of the 
State Food Service Code. Each restaurant 
is inspected before the Certificate to 
Operate can be issued. It is checked at least 
once every six months thereafter. 

The State Food Service Code is the 
sanitarian's guide to what is checked in 
each restaurant. Basically, they check food 
supplies and methods of protecting food 
from contamination. They check personnel 
for cleanliness, health and disease controls. 
They look at food equipment and utensils to 
be sure they're clean, constructed and 
installed properly so that they can be used 
properly and cleaned easily. Under the 
category of sanitary facilities and controls, 
sanitarians check water supplies, methods 
of sewage disposal, plumbing, toilet 
facilities, hand-washing facilities, methods 
of garbage and rubbish disposal as well as 
vermin control. Finally, they look at the 
tqtal building and the restaurant operation 
in regard to housekeeping procedures, 
provision 'of ,kiressing rooms and lockers, 
appropriate ventilation, lighting and 
materials used for floors, walls and 
ceilings. 

The sanitarian is your friend. It is his job, 
his obligation and his duty to protect the 
health of people patrQJiizing ~ating 
establishments and yet be sure tw.it food 
being prepared is done so .under clean and 
sanitary conditions.

Mrs. Almond circulated a letter Monday 
to eight persons who formed a picket line 
about 3 a.m.

She termed the strike illegal, claiming no 
union member had contacted her 
requesting negotiations. striking employes 
have requested representation by Com­
munication Workers of America weal 
10317, the same union involved in the long 
strike at Methodist Hospital. 

One nursing home employee, Mrs. Trudy 
Thacker, a nurse's aid who stayed away 
from work Monday "to honor the picket 
line," said the 12 employees who left their 
posts on the 11 p.m. to 7 a.m. shift were 
relieved of their duties. 

Mrs. Almond said Monday the employees 
refused to work with those employees who 
had not signed a union card, denoting 
membership in the CWA and were, 
therefore, relieved. 

The strikers are asking, according to 
Mrs. Thacker, for wage increases, suf­
ficient supplies and equipment, a 
guaranteed lunch break, and "to be treated 
alike," claiming employees of equal status 
receive unequal pay. 

Mrs. Almond said she discussed workers' 
grievances at their request last Friday. "I 
asked them to bear with me until the board 
meeting Monday night and they agreed," 
she said, adding the matter was added to 
the meeting agenda. 

The administrator said she also talked to 
the employees Sunday before the walkout. 
"I explained that to sign (a union card) or 
not to sign was their privilege, but I would 
prefer they not do it on the premises or 
during working hours," she said. "They 
twisted what I said, claiming I was firing 
them," she added. 

A nursing home spokesman said a suf­
ficient number of the 90 employees are 
remaining on the job to care for the 88 
patients.

Equalize Funding 
For Schools Urges 
Lieut. Governor 

Lt. Gov. Julian Carroll says Kentucky 
must develop a plan to equalize the funding 
of local school districts, but without taking 
money away from any district. 

Addressing the Kentucky Association of 
School Administrators, the lieutenant 
governor said a prime goal for the state in 
this decade is to "improve education in 
such a way as to improve the quality of life 
for our citizens." 

He said one of the main problems in 
improving eduation is equalization of 
funding. 

"Like California, Texas and most other 
states in the nation, Kentucky makes use of 
property taxes in financing its public 
schools," Lt. Governor Carroll said. "And 
herein lies the source of great disparities." 

He noted that the assessed valuation per 
student in Kentucky ranges from $9000 in 
some districts, to more than $90,000 in 
others. 

"The Supreme Court may tell us we must 
equalize these disparities, or it may not," 
he said. "In any case, we ought to do it." 

Lt. Governor Carroll did not outline a 
proposed plan, but said it should be a 
"leveling-up" process which would raise 
the expenditures of the lower districts 
toward the highest. 

"It would be opposed to any scheme 
which would take money away from any 
district," he said. 

Robert C. Stone, executive director of the 
Kentucky Law Enforcement Council, says 
the state's newly-revised penal code "must 
be polished up by the next legislature." 
Stone's staff has prepared an 83-page 
analysis of the code's weaknesses for study 
this summer.

Cooper Asks More U.S. Aid 
For Community Sewage Plants 

Reynolds 
Construction Co., 

Inc. Senator John Sherman Cooper, member 
of the Senate Public Works Committee and 
the Subcommittee on Air, Water and Solid 
Waster Pollution-known as the Muskie 
Subcommittee-said last week that the 
conferees from the House and Senate have 
not yet reached agreement on the Water 
Pollution Control Act of 1972 but that he 
expected an agreement will be reached 
next month. 

"The bill will provide controls on in­
dustrial and other sources of water 
pollution and municipal sewage treatment 
plants with the purpose of improving the 
quality of water in two stages, the first 
through 1977 and the second through 1983." 

Senator Cooper noted that two propcsals 
he had offered during the conference had 
been approved. The first would authorize a 
basic federal grant of 75 percent of the cost 
of municipal sewage treatment plants 
including improvements to bring the plants 
into compliance with the law when the bill 
is enacted. The present law authorizes a 
federal grant of 30 percent which can be 
increased to 55 percent when the States 
provide supplemental assistance. 

"Thus far, most Kentucky com­
munities," Senator Cooper commented, 
"have received a basic federal grant 
between 30 percent and 33 percent." 
Senator Cooper noted that the bill provided 
reimbursement to communities which have 
expended funds under the existing law-up

Campsite Area 
Work Is Begun 
By Parks Dept 

Bulldozers began moving earth at Gob e 
Branch this week in preparation for the 
installation by next season of an 88-unit 
campsite by the Kentucky Department of 
Parks. 

At the same time Park Superintendent 
George Barker announced that plans are 
being made for a dinner theatre at May 
Lodge. 

The campsite work, which has been in the 
planning for about four years, will provide 
a central service building with showers and 
restrooms, concrete camp "pads" and 
utilities to serve campers, a sewage system 
and highway construction. 

The Department of Parks is considering 
either the construction of a new building for 
central service or the moving of a nearby 
structure formerly used as a church by the 
Girl Scouts to serve the purpose after 
renovation. The lodge structure at the 
former Camp Chatterawha there will be 
converted into a recreation building for use 
by campers during the camping season and 
for community and park events at other 
times. 

The dinner theatre is planned for the 
lounge area of May Lodge. Meals there 
would be buffet-style, and a portable stage 
would accommodate theatre offerings. 

Mr. Barker said plays which require 
small casts are planned. It was pointed out 
that the entertainment feature is planned 
not only for park guests but also for 
residents of the surrounding area. 

Five or six members of the cast of 
"Jenny Wiley!", one of the offerings 
featured during the Jenny Wiley Summer 
Theatre during the season which ended last 
Saturday evening, will remain here to play 
the dinner theatre roles. The first 
presentation planned is "AU-American 
Girl." 

The innovative entertainment feature is 
due for its opening early in October. Plays 
will be offered on Thursday, Friday and 
Saturday nights. 

These and other improvements are a part 
of a general program designed to restore 
Jenny Wiley State Park after 10 years of 
operation without major improvement or 
repair. Gov. Wendell H. Ford recently 
directed the Department of Finance to 
make a capital construction grant of $90,000 
for the park-$65,000 for furniture, drapes, 
carpeting and bedding at the lodge and in 
cottages, and $35,000 for plumbing, wiring 
and other repairs.

Beach Decides 'Punch Mining' 
Is a Form of Surface Mining 

State Reclamation Director 
Buddy A. Beach says he no 
longer believes special 
regulations will be needed to 
control punch mining, which in 
the past has been considered a 
form of deep mining, and, 
therefore, outside the 
jurisdiction of the Division of 
Reclamation. 

Beach had been planning to 
develop some new regulations 
to cover the process, which 
embodies some characteristics 
of both surface and deep 
mining. 

The punch mining process 
involves the use of deep mining 
equipment to remove coal from 
an already established high-

Auditor Is Critical 
Of 1972 Pay Raise 

State Auditor Mary U>uise 
Foust has criticized several 
laws passed by the 1972 General 
Assembly, including one raising 
legislators' monthly expense 
allowances from $300 to $400. 

Miss Foust pointed out that 
only five of 120 expense ac­
counts submitted by her own 
field agents since Jan. 1 ex­
ceeded $400. And those auditors 
were on the road full time, she 
said. 

Under the expense boost, 
legislators' get $400 each month 
the General Assembly is not in 
session for "secretarial 
assistance, books and 
periodicals, reports or 
publications, conduct of small 
scale studies, postage, 
telephone services or any other 
expense incident ot per­
formance of the legislator's 
duty." 

Miss Foust also criticized a 
1972 law which authorizes the 
state treasurer to clear his 
records of unpaid checks after 
one year. 

State agencies could use that 
to get around the requirement 
to turn in to the general 
treasury each June 30 any funds 
appropriated to them which are 
not spent, she said. 

That could be done, she said, 
by the agency's writing a check 
to itself, then holding it for 13 
months, at which time the 
money would revert to the 
agency under the 1972 law. 

Opinions Touch 
Officials, Voters 

The attorney general's office 
says a county attorney may 
hold a state Highway Depart­
ment contract for title work 
without conflict of interest as 
long as he performs no title 
work in his home county. 

"The state Highway 
Department informs us that 
title work involving lands in the 
county attorney's own county is 
not assigned to county at­
torneys," the opinion said. 

It also said pay for such work 
"would be money received in 
private practice" and would not 
apply toward the $12,600 
maximum salary for county 
attorneys. 

In another opinion, the at­
torney general's office said any 
group created to promote or 
defeat any public question on 
the ballot is not required to 
register with the Kentucky 
Registry of Election Finance.

Beach said his office probably 
will prepare a memorandum 
announcing that, after a certain 
date, punch mining will be 
considered a form of surface 
mining and subject to state 
reclamation laws. 

Month of July 
Tax Receipts Up 

Revenue Commissioner John 
Ross says total general fund 
receipts during July, the first 
month of the new fiscal year, 
were up 9.9 per cent over the 
same period last fiscal year. 

Road fund receipts increased 
fractionally over last July, 
totalling $22,970.587. However, 
road fund tax receipts jumped 
56.2 per cent, totalling 
$21,963,607. 

Ross said non-tax receipts 
decreased significently during 
July, because no federal 
matching funds were processed 
during the month. 

Individual income tax 
receipts increased 35.6 per cent 
during July, while sales and use 
tax revenues were up 8.3 per 
cent. 

Corporation income tax 
receipts were down 56.4 per cent 
during the month, primarily 
because of delays in processing, 
Ross said. 

Coal severance tax revenues 
totaled $2,684,731 for the month. 

Motor fuels normal tax 
receipts totalled $16,234.010 for 
the month, a 71.2 per cent in­
crease over July, 1971. Ross 
attributed the increase to the 
advancement of the filing date 
for the tax. 

July receipts included 
gasoline tax payments for May 
and the first half of June. Also 
included was $33,000 in two 
cents per gallon "floor stocks" 
tax due on seven-cents-per­
gallon inventory on hand at the 
close of business June 30.

Paul Hudson, Chicago, lll., president of 
the Old Regular Baptist Church of Jesus 
Christ, Inc., the organization which has 
been chartered in five states, explained 
here last week that the organization which 
he heads is designed simply to establish a 
base of friendship and cooperation between 
associations of the church and to cultivate 
cooperation among moderators of all 
associations.

The corporation, he pointed out, would 
have a 25-member Central Committee, 
composed of moderators and assistant 
moderators of corresponding associations. 
This committee, he added, would work in 
the background, appearing only when 
situations arising in churches or 
associations could not otherwise be settled.

Pikeville Studies 
Rate Increases 

Extension of water and sewer services at 
Pikeville may hinge on a 6 per cent in­
crease in rates for the two services, but the 
meeting of the City Council there adjourned 
last week without definite action. The 
motion for a rate increase was tabled and 
"is to be studied" before further action is 
taken. 

Although tentative contracts have been 
awarded for water and sewer service ex­
tensions, Dr. William C. Hambley, 
Pikeville mayor, said names of the con­
tractors will not be announced until 
fmancing of the projects is effected. 

The proposed $1,500,000 water project 
would add service to Ferguson, Chloe and 
Ratliff Creeks, Harolds Branch and 
Fairview. The proposed sewer expansion is 
designed to include Ferguson and Chloe 
Creeks and Fairview. 

The Council voted to authorize the 
renegotiation of the city's water contracts 
with the two water districts served by 
Pikeville. They are the Big Sandy and 
Mayo Village areas. 

Reports were distributed at the meeting 
on the proposed two-stage increase in the 
city's water capacity, but no action was 
taken. The study by Watkins & Associates 
of Lexington, Ky., outlines expanding the 
plant filter capacity in the first stage and 
later enlarging the plant itself. 

Hambley said the city has reached 20 per 
cent of its capacity service load and such 
expansion, not necessary at present, will be 
needed within the next two years. 

During fiscal 1971, the Occupational 
Safety and Health Administration con­
ducted 32,701 safety and health inspections 
in 29,505 establishments employing over 
five million workers.

Only Skin-Deep, Claim

Orange growers in California and 
Arizona have asked the State Department 
of Health's nutrition director to assure 
Kentucky consumers that green-tinged 
oranges now. in _the markets are fully ripe. 

lldrs. Harriet Dotson, director of the 
Nutrition Program, said, "We want people 
to have this information because oranges 
are such a good source of vitamin C and 
shoppers may hesitate to buy the green­
tinged oranges thinking they are not fully 
ripe." 

The western orange growers explain 
their green-tinged product this way: while 
most of the country was suffering from 
record cold weather and severe rain and 
floods, the western part of the nation was 
experiencing an unusually warm spring. 
This caused the Valencia oranges grown in 
California and Arizona to color early before 
they were fully ripe. Then as the fruit 
ripened, it began to green again, just on the 
outside. This phenomenon of nature is 
called "regreening" and is caused by warm 
ground temperatures which actually cause 
chlorophyll (the greening substance) to 
return to the skins.

1,900 In Appalachia 
To Get Job Training 

The AFL-CIO Appalachian Council will 
help an additional 1,900 jobless or un­
deremployed persons in 12 Appalachian 
states get job training under a new $2-
million contract with the Labor Depart­
ment, Secretary of Labor James D. 
Hodgson announced recently. 

Vietnam-era veterans will make up 40 
percent of the new hires recruited by the 
Council, Hodgson said, in response to 
President Nixon's call for priority service 
for veterans and continuing concern for the 
hard-core jobless. The program will be 
undertaken in Kentucky, Virginia , West 
Virginia, Georgia, North Carolina, South 
Carolina, Maryland, Mississippi , Ten­
nessee and Ohio. 

The Council is a cooperative effort of 
AFL-CIO organizations to aid in the 
economic development of Appalachia. It 
works with employers to create job­
training opportunities. 

The contract provides for about 185 
trainees in Kentucky with an approximate 
federal allocation of $217,800. 

About $1,392,650 is earmarked for on-the­
job training costs and $186,100 for 
classroom trainee allowance costs to be 
administered by the Labor Department's 
Manpower Administration; $421,250 for 
supplemental instruction costs to be ad­
ministered by the U.S. Office of Education. 

On-the-job training will last from 4 to 26 
weeks, for an estimated average of 15 
weeks. About 300 trainees will get 
classroom instruction in basic education 
and prevocational training for 6 to 16 
weeks, for an average of 10 weeks. The 
average OJT and classroom, or "coupled," 
training period, will be for a period of 25 
weeks, with a maximum period of 36 weeks. 

Training for journeyman upgrading or 
preapprenticeship will be given to current 
employees selected by employers. 

Trainee wages and benefits paid by the 
employer will comply with existing 
collective barganing agreements. Trainees 
are paid the federal minimum wage or 
wage rates prevailing in an area, 
whichever is higher, and fringe benefits.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-For anyone in­

terested in getting the lowdown on sin and 
sinners in the state, a little, blue~overed 
publication, recently released by the 
Kentucky State Police is proving pretty 
hard to beat. 

According to one nervous citizen, it 
certainly seems to reinforce an unhappy 
view held by some, that things are getting 
so bad that the day may not be far off when 
we will have go worry about being mugged 
even within the sanctified confines of that 
last great American retreat, the executive 
washroom. (Last year in Kentucky, a 
robbery was reported every three hours 
and 40 minutes .) 

But the 1971 Uniform Crime Report, as 
this gentleman's "Kentucky Confidential" 
is officially designated, also offers some 
other rather informative sidelights on crime 
which don't always attract much attention 
from a hardened, big~ity police reporter. 

For example, Robertson county is having 
a crime wave. Or so the 150 per cent hike in 
felony offenses reported there during 1971 
might lead you to believe. Only three other 
Kentucky counties (Washington, with a 285 
per cent increase; Morgan, up 210 per cent; 
and Knott county, 180 per cent) reported a 
bigger climb in crime for the year. 

Yet, it seems highly improbable that such 
a whopping surge in crime is apt to drive 
any of Robertson county's 2200 residents 
into hiding behind locked doors and cocked 

' shotguns, or force its two-man sheriff's 
department to issue a frantic plea for state 
police help. 

Robertson county is still one of the safest 
places in Kentucky, if not the United States, 
to live. 

As the county-by~ounty crime count also 
shows, no county reported fewer offenses. 
Behind that 150 per cent increase was a 
grand total of 10 offenses (one rape, two 
assaults, one breaking and entering and 
four thefts) as compared with four in 1970. 

Jefferson county, on the other hand, 
while registering a slight drop in the 
number of offenses reported (from 27,725 in 
1970 to 26,173 for 1971), easily led all 120 
counties in each of the seven major crime 
categories which make up the annual state 
police statistical report on crime in Ken­
tucky. In addition to those crimes already 
mentioned, the report also covers murder, 
robbery and car stealing. 

One other category, included in the 
survey for the first time this year, also 
shows Jefferson county leading the state in 
total drug arrests. 

In those cases which involved violence 
(about 12 per cent of a total63,302 offenses), 
murders and assaults were at their 
heaviest in June, August was the peak 
month for robberies and September 

1 recorded the highest number of forcible 
rapes. 

A composite picture of the average 
murder victim showed him to be a white 
male, between the ages of 20-24. He most 
likely was shot to death with a handgun 
during an argument with a relative or 
friend in his home on a Saturday in June. 

Nearly 31 per cent of all murders (352) 
reported for the year occurred in a private 
residence. Spouse killing spouse accounted 
for 16.5 per cent of those slayings, parent 
killing child, 1.4 per cent and murder by 
relative or friend, another 12.8 per cent. 
Felony murders, those which occurred 
during the commission of another crime, 
cripped up in only 16.7 per cent of the total 
deaths reported. 

If there is any single group which might 
be classified as hardest hit by the reported 
5.1 per cent rise in murders during the 
year, it probably would be Kentucky's law

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Ancient Indian Settlement 
Uncovered Near Air Base 

-The 123rd Tactical Reconnaissance Wing, 
attached to the Kentucky Air National 
Guard, had plans to build a sound sup­
pressor for the RF-101 Voodoo jets near its 
Louisville headquarters, but the con­
struction work has been temporarily 

,delayed. 
Shortly after bulldozers and earth 

graders went to work at the construction 
site, adjacent to Louisville's Standiford 

,....J::.ield, workmen came upon the remains of 
an ancient Indian settlement. 

The operators had just begtm to skim the 
earth's surface for fill dirt when they 
noticed bits of bones, flints and other Indian 
artifacts. 

Dr. Joe E. Granger, archaeologist at the 
University of Louisville, was immediately 
called in to examine the find. Terming the 

'discovery "of national importance," Dr. 
Granger said it appears to be an Archaic 
Indian settlement possibly dating back 3000 
years. 

"We won't know how old the settlement is 
until radio-carbon tests are run on the 
artifacts," he said. "But I estimate it to be 
about 2500 B. C." 

-As soon as funds are available, a team of 
archaeologists will be sent to the area, just 
off one of the airport's main rtmways, to 
excavate the site. 

"Presently we do not have the money to 
finance the entire excavation" said Dr. 
Granger. He has requested the Department 
of Defense to supply the funds (it would 
take about $8000) but has not yet been 

.. successful . 
"My contention is that the Federal An­

tiquities Act of 1906 specifically states that 
no person shall destroy sites on lands 
owned or controlled by the federal 
government," he added. "We believe that, 
even though the land is leased from the Air 

.,...Board, it is controlled by the federal 
government." 

Dr. Granger said that if he is not suc­
cessful in getting monies from a federal 
agency, he will request financial aid from 
the state.

A natural spring, located about 100 feet 
from the settlement, may have led the 
Indians into settling in the Standiford Field 
area. . 

"The Archaic people had a subsistence 
settlement system," said Dr. Granger, 
"whereby they moved to different locations 
in Jefferson County during each season.

"This site represents one of the last 
examples of this subsistence settlemel!t 
system," he claimed, "because most of .the 
other sites have been destroyed by housing 
and industrial developments." 

Dr. Granger said there were between 300 
and 400 such sites in Jefferson County alone 
before industrial and residential expansion. 

Dr. Granger said the s~te was not 
discovered when the airport was being 
constructed "because of the natural spring. 

"The air board would have been required 
to drain the spring and fill in the 
surrounding area. Instead, they moved the 
runway about 500 feet west," he said. 

Since the site has been "destroyed of its 
originality," archaeologists say the only 
solution is excavation and preservation of 
the information which will be found. 

. "We will use salvage techniques," Dr. 
Granger added, "to preserve the 
maximum amount of information in 
materials which we consider to be suf­
ficient to describe the activities once taking 
place." 

The Paleo Indian, regarded as the 
earliest migratory hunters in North 
America, came into the continent between 
20,000 and 10,000 years ago. The Archaic 
period began about 6500 years ago. 

So far, Dr. Granger said the find has 
yielded organic remains, bones, shells, 
charcoal, fired-rock (broken in the process 
of heating), remnants of food and flint chips 
(the by-products of manufacturing flint 
artifacts). 

"There definitely is a very deep deposit 
of materials," he said. "As we excavate 
further, possibly two to three feet, we 
should find a burial site and other in­
formation which will help describe their 
activities. 

"But we don't expect to run across any 
surprises."
