Drowned in Lake
Recovered Friday

The drowning late last Thursday af-
ternoon of Gary Deane Tackett, 17-year-old
Beaver youth, was the second of the season
at Dewey Lake.

Edward G. Tackett, of
Melvin, drowned near the dam, May 25.

Gary Deane Tackett drowned while
swimming in the Goble Branch arm of the
lake at 8 p.m. last Thursday. His body was
recovered at 1:10 p.m., the following day,
by divers of the Floyd County Emergancy
& Rescue Squad in 20 feet of water.

Capt. Andrew J. Reed, of the Kentucky
Park Rangers, said he was told that one of
young Tackett’s companions, Gary
Newsome, 17, of Teaberry, had swum
across the lake and that Harold Newsome,
21, who was following him was almost
across when he heard Tackett cry for help,
behind him. Harold Newsome reached the
youth and twice brought him to the surface
but tired and himself barely escaped
drowning.

According to the report given Reed,
Newsome was saved when Grover
Wireman, of Falcon, tossed him an inner
tube to whlch Newsome clung after young
Tackett had disappeared beneath the lake
surface.

An unidentified drunken swimmer was
reported rescued in the German swimming
area last week. Swimming in unsupervised
areas, at night as well as by day, presents a
daily danger of tragedy, it was said.

Young Tackett was a son of Paul and
Kathryn Reynolds Tackett, of Beaver, and
was graduated last spring from Betsy
Layne high school, Besides his parents, he
is survived by two brothers and one sister,
Larry Douglas and Winfred Tackett, both
of Beaver, and Mrs. Vivian Newsome, also
of Beaver,

Monday at 10 a.m. from the Tackett
residence by ministers of the Regular
Baptist Church, and burial was made in the

P. Arche&! has proclaimed this week Jenny
Wiley Summer Music Theatre Week in
Prestonsburg, and Prestonsburg
businesses have sponsored a page ad-
vertisement in this edition of The Times,
backing the theatre and its work. The week
will be highlighted, Friday evening, with
Bert Combs Night at the Amphitheatre. Ex-

While traveling to the park, you will
enjoy the scenery of the Mountain Park-
way. Traveling from Winchester the park-
way leads through Red River Gorge
country, and through the southern tip of
Morgan county where there are 51gns of the

abandoned O & K Railroad. It is said that
the old trains went so slow you could get off,
cut a switch to discipline your unruly
youngster and board again without being in
any hurry.

“Appalachia Revisited,” written by a
Kentucky mountain man, tells how folks
did things 50 years ago. There’s also in-
formation about making a cord bed, a rail
fence, spinning wool and canning berries.

Another book, “By Their Works,” gives
details on dyeing yarns with roots, barks
and nut hulls, carding wool, shoeing horses
and mules, and sulphuring apples.

The book, “Blue Grass Recipes,” tells
how to prepare foods synonymous with
southern hospitality as does the Far-
mington Cook Book. ‘‘What’s Cooking in
Kentucky” (compiled and published by
Mrs. Irene Hayes, of Hueysville, Floyd
county) explains how to make gritted
bread—also the gritter—berry cobblers
and Cassis Bud 12-day pickles.

If your interest is geology, the Kentucky
Geological Survey of 1958 locates limestone
caves, sinking creeks, natural bridges,
waterfalls and mountain gaps. It also states
that at 2 a.m., Dec. 16, 1811, the first shock
of the New Madrid earthquake was felt
through West Tennessee and Kentucky.
Before the shocks ended, parts of both
states had new faces and the beginning of
Reelfoot Lake which was to become a
mecca for sportsmen.

Art prints and plagues by many Ken-
tucky artists can be obtained.

There are also crafts from Loretta
Murray, Paducah, Nippa, Harlan,
Nazareth, Cynthiana and Bowling Green—
and a coloring book about Kentucky.

These and hundreds of other items are
available in the shop at Jenny Wiley as well
as other gift shops in state parks.

State park gift shops are among the many
places to relax and spend a few minutes or
an hour. The quality arts and crafts are the
answer to gift-giving and collecting. What
you purchase from a few cents to $10 this
summer could be valued two or three times
as much before your next vacation or visit.

The lower order of mammals is the
Monotremes, which lay eggs as birds do.
These include the platypus and the spiny
anteaters. Mammals can do most anything
any other animals can do. They can fly
(bats and flying squirrels are mammals);
they can run, crawl, leap, swim, build
houses; some can escape winter by
hibernating (the bear, groundhog and
chipmunk hibernate); others have a warm
coat of fur for winter protection. Mammals
can produce a great variety of sounds., ,

Once I made a list of the various kinds of
emotions mammals express: Fear, alarm,
hunger, anger, warning sounds. Among the
many sounds to express emotion among
mammals there are growling, yowling,
grunting, howling, lowing (as of cattle),
mewing, mooing, barking, yapping (foxes
yap); roaring as of lions, chattering as of
monkeys, bellowing, trumpeting, bleating,
shrieking, screaming, squeaking, talking,
snorting, nickering as of horses, and many
others. See if you can add to this list.

The tallest mammal: is the giraffe.
These towering skyscrapers of the African
savannah mostly eat the leaves of the
acacia tree, a relative of the mimosa. Away
up there where they feed on tree tops, there
is no competition for the food supply. The
giraffe has seven neck vertebrae, each of
which is more than a foot long. These
animals grow to a height of 18 feet, three

=~ times as tall as a man, and they have a
tongue 17 inches long, for wrapping around
tree branches. A full-grown giraffe easily
weighs a ton. They are swift, graceful
runners and have a long, loping flight. Each
giraffe has two hair-coated horns which
stick straight up from the top of the skull.
They do not seem to be used for defense.
Giraffes fight one another by using their
long necks like a maul. They pack a
powerful punch in their hind legs and can
kill a lion with a well-aimed kick. The old
king of beasts thinks twice before attacking
a giraffe. The only sounds these animals
are known to make are whistling and
gurgling. The giraffe is a notable example
of how a mammal can adapt itself to a
special way of living. The giraffe is a
popular animal with zoo visitors. The
animal is so tall, I’ve heard it said that in
order to drink water like a horse or cow, it
has to get down on its knees,

The weirdest mammal known is the
duckbill platypus, a strong concoction of
bird and animal. The duckbill makes its
home along the streams and lakes of
Australia and was unknown to naturalists
until the time of the first English settlement
of that country. Settlers took the skin of a
platypus to England and showed it to the
scientists. These pooh-poohed the claim
that this was the skin of any living animal
and accused the settlers of sewing a duck’s
bill onto the furry hide of some animal they
had killed. Not until they went to Australia
and saw this weird critter would they
believe it. Even then it was hard for them to
believe their own eyes, and they gave the
duckbill a name that is almost as weird as
the animal itself; they named it “or-
nithorhynchus paradoxus,” since it was
truly a paradox to observers. The duckbill
seemed to have been made of the left-overs
after the normal animals and birds had
been created. The duckbill was made with a
broad bill like a duck and a furry body like
araccoon; it was made with a flat tajl like a
beaver and webbed feet like a goose. It was
given the knowledge of how to build a nest
of straw and dry grasses in which to lay its
eggs. The female platypus incubates the
eggs much as a goose or a duck does. But
when the young hatch, they are not fed like
the birds but must nurse milk from their
mother, which puts them in the class of
maminals. The bill is soft and rubbery,
lacks teeth, but has horney ridges for
crushing food. The food consists mainly of
shrimp, earthworms, larvae, tadpoles,
crawfish and shellfish, which it digs out of
muddy stream bottoms with its shovel-like
bill.

The duckbill also shows its relationship to
snakes by having a poisonous spur like a
fang, located on the hind leg of the male.
This gives the animal the dubious distinc-
tion of being the only poisonous mammal
known.

The Great Blue Whale is easily the
largest mammal of them all. Even the
great thunder lizards of the Age of Reptiles
couldn’t hold them a light for size. We can
scarcely conceive of the immense size of
this leviathan of the deep. It attains a

™ lengthy of 115 feet and may weigh more
than a large-size brick house! Even its
newborn baby (called a calf) weighs more
than two or three elephants put together.
The “calf" is more than 25 feet long at birth
and nurses a thousand gallons of milk at
one feeding. The whale calf doubles its size
every two years and is mature at three or
four. Strangely, this, the biggest of all
maminals, eats the smallest-size food
known, mostly plankton and krill, which it
strains out of ocean water. The great blue
whale belong to the family of large whales
called Rorquals. It is to be regretted that
this magnificent monster of the deep is now
on the endangered list and must be
protected or face extinction.

The most ruthless, most daring mammal
known is the little mongoose, of the weasel
family. Its skill and daring are shown in
attacking and killing the 12-foot-long king
cobra of India. Such courage is unmatched
anywhere in the animal kingdom. The
mongoose is as fast as “‘greased lightning”’
and piays the dangerous game with the
King cobra by lunging at it in order to cause
it to strike out madly. The mongoose is a
shade faster than the cobra and escapes the

Rural Secondary
Fund for County
Set at $369,071 —

Governor Wendell H. Ford and Highway
Commissioner Charles Pryor, Jr., last
Friday announced the 1972-73 Rural
Secondary Program for Floyd county. The
county’s share of Rural Secondary funds
for the fiscal year beginning July 1 is
$369,071.

The program selected provides main-
tenance for 105.3 miles of rural secondary
roads. It also authorizes blacktop resur-
facing for 5.6 miles of KY 304, the Dewey
Lake Road; 1 mile of May's Branch Road;
1.9 miles of streets in New Allen and 1.5
miles of the Salyers Branch road;
blacktop resurfacing for 3.5 miles and
construction of a bridge on KY 122, the
Martin-Buck Branch-Spurlock road; initial
blacktop surfacing for 1 mile of the Upper
Bull road, .8 mile of the Right Fork Bull
Creek road, .6 mile of streets in Crawdad
Bottom, .1 mile of streets in Lower Burton,
.1 mile of a street in Burton, and 1 mile of
the Simpson Branch road; construction of
bridge superstructures on KY 144, the
Bonanza-Prestonsburg road, and on the
Spewing Camp road; and repairs to a
bridge deck on KY 1498, the Jack’s Creek
road.

The Rural Secondary Program is sup-
ported by two cents of the state motor fuel
tax. It originated in 1948 when the General
Assembly recognized the need to improve
farm-to-market and other rural roads. To
insure fair distribution among the various
counties, it enacted a statutory formula in
1962. This formula, which takes rural
population, rural area and rural road
mileage into account, determines each

Computer Instruction Held Success
After Year in East Ky. Schools

After only one year’s run, “the first
Computer Assisted Instruction (CAI)
program in Floyd and 19 other Eastern
Kentucky counties has proved to be ef-
fective and successful, evaluators of the
program say.

According to a 10-page evaluation report
released today (July 16), the Computer
Assisted Instruction (CAI) program in
reading and math, operated and offered by
the Eastern Kentucky Educational
Development Corporation (EKEDC), of
Ashland, proved effective in the areas of
basic skills, grades, attendance and at-
titudes.

In addition, CAI reading students in one
school tripled their growth while some CAI
math students had a growth rate of 150 per
cent,

“]T would like to credit the success of this
CAI program to the Superintendents of
Eastern Kentucky," said Edwin R. Jones,
EKEDC director, “‘for they are the people
who spirited the establishment and im-
plementation of this commitment to
education to carry it on.”

“They started and proceeded to work
with the belief that CAI could individualize
instruction, and these first evaluation
results serve to prove that their convictions
were correct and their efforts have not been
lost.”

Jones added that although the only real
purpose of the CAI program is to improve
the achievement of the student. The
superintendents also realized the coming of
the computer age and the need to in-
corporate it in their schools.

“They have realized that we in education
are in the forefront of experimentation and
research,” Jones said, ‘“‘and now that such
suceessful data has begun to roll in, they
are duly proud of their efforts.”

The evaluation report went on to
specifically cite and identify four areas of
greatest growth. They are:

1. In both their ‘“‘pre’ and ‘‘post” tests,
CAI math and reading students performed
significantly better than did a group of
comparison students, even though the
reported intelligence of the comparison
students tended to be better.

2. In grades and attendance, CAI students

also improved more over the previous year
than did non-CAI students.

CAI student grades improved by six per
cent over the non-CAI group, while other
figures for the two groups remained about
the same. However, CAI students improved
their attendance by nine per cent over non-
CAI students, while their absentee rate
declined by a whopping 16 per cent over the
non-CAI students.

3. The attitudinal questionnaires in-
dicated that the students, parents and
teachers all liked CAI and want it to con-
tinue next year.

Of the students responding, 53 per cent
indicated that they liked the computer
terminal for arithmetic very much, while
31 per cent said they “like it 0.k.” In ad-
dition, 76 per cent responded that they
wanted to use the computer again next
year,

The parents were equally enthusiastic
about CAI, with 73 per cent indicating that
they thought their child did better in school
this year than last and 80 per cent saying
they would like to see the schools use ter-
minals in more of the classes next year.

Surprisingly, 39 per cent said they were
willing to have taxes raised to pay for CAI if
necessary.

The teachers said they also liked CAI and
would like to see it extended to other sub-
ject areas.

4. The CAI math students scored con-
sistently higher than comparison groups in
math skills and reading test performance,
even though the project was not directly
concerned with reading.

‘“‘Although the CAI program works ex-
tremely well with the average child in both
these areas,” said Keith Powell, EKEDC
Instructional Coodinator, ‘'‘the most
dramatic gains occur with slow learners at
grades four through seven in math and

grades seven through nine in reading.”

The following chart indicates how much
the students in Region VII (the 20 Eastern
Kentucky counties and their schools served
by EKEDC) have grown through CAI
math:

GRADE Growth Growth
Before CAI After CAl
3 90 percent 100 percent
4 88 percent 125 percent
5 86 percent 113 percent
6 77 percent 125 percent
7 28 percent 150 percent
10 75 percent 175 percent

The figures presently available in CAI

reading are those for grade nine, which

indicate that students tripled their growth
rate from 47 per cent to 150 per cent.

Basically, CAI or Computer Assisted
Instruction is a one-to-one learning process
involving only the student and his
teletypewriter (computer typewriter) in
various supplementary math and reading
drills. Using a computer housed in the
basement of Holy Family School in
Ashland, the CAI math program was begun
by EKEDC on a 2%-month trial basis
during the 1970-71 school year. Because of
its trial-run success with students in grades
two through six, the program was
broadened for 1971-72 to include a full year
of CAI math and reading for over 3,800
elementary, secondary and vocational
education students.

This, according to EKEDC Director
Jones, made it the largest CAI program in
the nation.

The state attorney general’s office is
preparing a legal opinion to relieve the
confusion over state and federal em-
ployment laws relating to women.

New Plumbing Code
Cited by Dr. Hall

The new Kentucky State Plumping Code
establishes new requirements for plumbing
of all new private and public buildings to be
plumbed in accordance with the new code,
Dr. Russell L. Hall, county health officer,
pointed out this week.

All buildings must have an acceptable
sewage system, either by connecting onto a
municipal sewage system or by the in-
stallation of a septic tank and properly
installed disposal field. The overflow or
effluent from the septic tank must drain
into a properly prepared ditch and must not
pool or flow on the ground surface or flow
into any stream.

Plans for the construction of all public
buildings must first be submitted to the
Floyd County Health Department for
forwarding to the State Health Depart-
ment, Frankfort, for approval before
construction is permitted, Dr. Hall added.

Information regarding the installation of
an acceptable sewage system or installing
proper plumbing may be procured from the
Floyd County Health Department.

Man’s Reported
Suicide Attempt
Poses Questions

Charles Everett Jenkins, 22, who lies in
critical condition in a Lexington hospital
after a revolver bullet had been fired
through his brain, shot himself, his mother
has told authorities, but Sheriff Frank
Leslie said Monday that there are unex-
plained aspects of the case.

Jenkins reportedly shot himself around 2
a.m. last Friday while in a stolen auto,
outside his mother’s home on Conley fork of
Rock Fork Creek, near Garrett. His
mother, Mrs. Delilah Jenkins, was quoted
as having told officers that he told her, “If
you don’t want to see it, go in the house.”” A
youth also said Jenkins shot himself.

But Sheriff Leslie contends that Jenkins,
who is right-handed, was shot in his left
temple. (State Detective Chester D. Potter
said, however, nurses told him Jenkins was
shot in the right temple.)

He also is curious to know why five sticks
of dynamite were in the front seat of the car
where Jenkins lay after the shot was fired.
Another stick lay in the roadway, outside
the car.

The .38-calibre revolver from which the
shot presumably was fired was found inside
the car. Deputy Sheriff Sollie Holbrook said
he found it, almost entirely concealed,
under the front seat.

Vertie Fitch, of Roack Fork, was jailed
here by State Trooper Dennie Williamson
on an auto theft charge. He is accused of
taking the auto of Elisha Chaffins, the car
in which the shooting took place.

Two Free After
Agreeing To Give
State’s Evidence

After they had agreed to turn state’s
evidenceagainsta man now being heldin the
Floyd county jail for safekeeping,
Laurence E. Norton, II, Hazard attorney,
and Gordon Singleton, of Stormking, Ky.,
won dismissal Monday of the charge of
knowingly receiving stolen firearms that
had been lodged against them.

Commonwealth’s Attorney Tolbert
Combs, of Perry county, said, in an-
nouncing that the charges had been
dropped against the two men, that federal
firearms control officials had suggested
that the Perry county charges against
Norton and Singleton be dismissed.

People’s Rights, a poor people’s legal
organization. He and Singleton were
arrested Jan. 25 on the charge of knowingly
receiving eight stolen military-type rifles.

Kermit Hall and his brothers, Merle and
Danny, were brought to jail here from
Jackson, May 9. They are charged with
transporting firearms, and all three remain
prisoners here. They are natives of Rome
City, Indiana.

It was said that Kermit Hall faces federal
charges in Indiana which involve interstate
transportation of the weapons which
eventually reached Norton and Singleton.

activities have been noted by publications,
including THE NEW YORK TIMES,
Southern Theatre, and After Dark. The
theatre has drawn such performers as film
star Tommy Kirk, Jacqueline Pierce of the
Metropolitan Opera, and, this year,
Broadway and Metropolitan Opera star
Christine Johnson who sang her way to
fame with ‘“You'll Never Walk Alone" in
the original ‘“Carousel.”

From a financial standpoint, a survey
conducted recently by the Jenny Wiley
Drama Association indicated that local
spending by company members alone for
rent, food, clothing,;gas, gifts and other
items totals more than $30,232. Personal
guests visiting company members during
the summer, the survey showed, spent an
additional $26,909. This total of $57,141 does
not include tourist spending or spending by
the theatre for technical materials.

Housing is still a major problem for the
theatre. The Paintsville Clinic, which
houses 30, has one bath tub and three toilet
facilities in the second floor accomodation.
The housing in both Prestonsburg and
Paintsville is overcrowded, with no closets
and few chests.

Most puzzling to members of the com-
pany is the local attitude which ranges
from cordial to indifferent to rude.
Prestonsburg and Paintsville businesses,
especially restaurants, welcome summer
theatre personnel warmly. On the whole—
again, according to the Drama Association
survey—the general attitude was found to
be tolerant but lacking in the kind of en-
thusiasm found in Harrodsburg and Bards-
town where other outdoor dramas flourish.

The climb to artistic excellence has been
a difficult one for the theatre. Now, with
quality artists and productions, the theatre
needs local support to continue its work in a
summer when weather has created severe
damage financially.

The schedule for the remainder of the
summer follows:

Tuesdays, Thursdays, Saturdays, now
through August 5, “‘Once Upon a Mattress,”
Tuesdays, Thursdays, Saturdays, August
10 through August 27, the theatre will
feature Christine Johnson in ‘““Carousel;”

LRC Will Help
With Home Rule

The state Legislative Research Com-
mission is developing a plan for helping
local. governments handle new respon-
sibilities given them under new home rule
legislation, according to LRC Director
Jackson White,

The 1972 General Assembly granted
county fiscal courts ‘‘all fights, powers,
privileges and franchises not in conflict
with the state Constitution or statutes.”” The
new law enables local governments to
handle their own services, including water
supply, sewage systems and police and fire
protection,

But, because local courts are new in
dealing with such responsibilities, Lt. Gov.
Julian M. Carroll, chairman of the com-
mission, urged the LRC to give them a
helping hand.

“We're trying now and in the course of
the next few weeks will have a com-
prehensive program for the LRC’s role in
helping with home rule,” White said.

He emphasized that the plan would rely
on a give-and-take information program
between the commission and local
governments. At least one full-time LRC
staffer will be assigned to handle the
program, he said.

The communication system not only will
aid local governments, but also will help
the LRC in its function of preparing for the
next general assembly, White said.

The plan should be completed and
presented to the full commission at its
monthly meeting in August, he said.

phasis on expansion of alcohol treatment
and prevention programs.

The Department of Mental Health
recently established a new Division of
Alcohol and Drug Abuse.

The governor said Kentucky is one of the
first states in the nation to have its state
plan for alcohol treatment, prevention and
rehabilitation approved by federal
authorities.

Approval of the plan and with it the grant
for $514,720 was given by the two-year-old
National Institute on Alcohol Abuse and
Alcoholism, a component of the Natioan]
Institute of Mental Health.

“Kentucky’s mainstreamn approach for
combating this urgent problem will be
based on treatment and education
programs delivered in the community with
special input from the state level,” the
Governor said. ‘‘Included will be
detoxification centers, halfway houses,
group homes, individual and group coun-
seling, family guidance, rehabilitation, job
placement and after-care. Residential
treatment, and rehabilitation services at
state psychiatric hospitals, will also be
expanded.”

The Kentucky plan includes three major
priorities:

Identification and help for the still em-
ployed and functioning alcoholic in an all-
out effort to reach him before acute
deterioration sets in. The greatest number
of alcoholics are in this group.

Intensive residential treatment on state
and local levels for the acute alcoholic with
medical problems so severe as to require
partial hospitalization or to have required
full-time hospitalization.

Expansion of the Driving While In-
toxicated Traffic Safety Court Schools,
already operating on a pilot basis in several
areas of the state. '

Mental Health Commissioner Dr. Dale H.
Farabee indicated that the Department will
work closely with the 15 regional mental
health-inental retardation boards, as well
as courts and law enforcement officers, on
local programs. Existing programs will be
expanded and new services added at the
state level.

The regional boards operate 22 com-
prehensive care centers throughout
Kentucky with technical and financial
assistance from the Department of Mental
Health. All centers are required to provide
assistance to citizens with alcohol
problems. Four centers have received
individual alcohol program grants from
federal authorities, three are awailing
funding of approved requests and three
others have approval pending.

Officials estimate there are more than
100,000 alcoholics in Kentucky, each
seriously affecting the lives of four other
persons. Thus, an estimated one-million
Kentuckians are either directly or in-
directly affected by alcohol addiction—
almost 20 per cent of the state’s entire
population,

Could Boost Voter Numbers

Secretary of State Thelma Stovall thinks
the number of registered voters will in-
crease under the re-registration which will
begin with the November election this year,
despite the fact that the new registration is
expected to do a job of purgation that
purgation boards have never been able to
do.

The reregistration is expected to end the
“tombstone”’ lists, rid the rolls of dead
voters, those who have moved away or
otherwise become ineligible to vote, But,
basing her prediction on the experience of
South Carolina, where computerized
registration was initiated several years
ago, and where the registration jumped by
150,000, Mrs. Stovall thinks Kentucky’s
registration may rise from its present 1.4
million, plus, to 2 million.

Observers here cannot see Floyd coun-
ty’s registration increasing under the new
registration system. Most think it will show
a sharp drop. As of the last election, about
24, 500 were on the registration rolls in this
county, which has a total population of only
about 35,000.

Floyd purgation boards have over the
years removed the names of several
thousands of voters from the lists, but there
has never been an appreciable drop in the
number of those registered.

The new registration must be completed
45 days prior to the 1973 November election.

Mrs. Stovall said the re-registration will
be the first on a statewide basis in more
than half a century. Once it is completed,
she added, the master registration list will
be updated every month in the secretary of
state’s office.

State Democratic Chairman J. R. Miller
of Owensboro has indicated that he will
recommend formation of a bipartisan
committee to study the impact of the new
law and its implementation.

State Republican Chairman John Kerr of
Lexington has expressed concern that the

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New System To Benefit Taxpayers,
Welfare Recipients, Lowell Says

wew===The nation's taxpayers and the welfare

population will both benefit from sub-
stantial reform in the welfare system that
became effective July 1 under the
Talmadge Amendments to the Social
Security Act, Assistant Secretary of Labor
Malcolm R. Lovell, Jr., said recently.

He told the Senate Finance Committee
the amendments provide the basis for a
redesign of the Work Incentive (WIN)

Erogram which will give the taxpayer ‘“‘a

"~

tter system and a greater accountability
for their tax dollars.

“For the adult welfare population, the
Talmadge amendments strengthen their
opportunity for meaningful work by giving
them a better chance to receive training,
get a job, and have access to the social
services that will allow him or her to get
and keep that job,” Lovell said.

He outlined the major changes instituted

by the Talmadge Amendments, stressing
that “‘the first important difference is that
the states no longer have discretion over
who may participate in the WIN program.

“Instead,”” he said, “unless specifically
exempted by law, every adult and child 16
or over must register for WIN as a con-
dition for AFDC eligibility.”

Other changes in the role of the states is
that they will only be required to pay 10
percent of the financial burden of the WIN
program and this 10 percent can be paid in
facilities or services.

State welfare agencies are also given an
affirmative responsibility, he said, to
provide supportive services such as child
care, health care, counseling and
vocational rehabilitation.

““The planning element will be an im-
portant feature in the new WIN program
whereby labor market advisory councils,
consisting of local business and civic in-
terests and statewide plans will have
substantial input for identifying the types of
jobs available in a particular area,” he
said.

The Job Development tax credit which
permits an employer to claim a tax credit
equal to 20 percent of the first 12 months of
a WIN enrollee’s wages, will be an
‘““‘equalizer”” for WIN participants in
competing for jobs which will get them off
welfare rolls or materially reduce their
need for public assistance.

“The emphasis,” Lovell said, “is on
jobs.” This includes requiring public or
private nonprofit agencies to sign a six-
month contract with a WIN enrollee,
concentrating on on-the-job training, and
giving high priority to the placement
process.

If a welfare recipient is eligible and
available for work, he must accept work
when offered or lose part of the welfare
stipend.

“In additiun, we are going to alter the ‘in
again - out again’ game that some AFDC
recipients now play with the current
system. There will be no speedy rein-
stitution of AFDC benefits once an in-
dividual has been terminated for failure to
participate in the program. He must wait at
least 90 days after an adverse adjudication.
The initial adjudication will be done by
State examiners who are independent of
program interests with a Federal review
panel.

““This system will promote consistency of
legal interpretation, protect the integrity
of the work test, and assure the con-
stitutional and statutory rights of the in-
dividual.”

Lovell stressed that ‘‘the amendments
represent a significant and highly desirable
step in the direction of welfare reform, and
embody many of the ‘workfare’ ideas put
forward in H. R. 1.”

He warned that “‘the welfare system is in
need of even further reformm—reform that
was not intended by the WIN amendmepts
and that only H. R. 1 can provide.

“The welfare system needs additional
incentives to keep families together and to
encourage welfare recipients to take jobs,”
he said. ‘“The WIN amendments do not fully
cover this situation; they do. not cover
families headed by unemployed fathers in
most States, or the families of the working
poor. In contrast, H. R. 1 would.”

Under Talmalge, the benefit levels will
continue to vary from state to state.

Lovell closed by saying, “WIN-Talmadge
is a major step forward and we plan to
administer it with all the determination we
can bring to the program. In doing so, we
will encourage imaginative approaches by
local sponsors, and carefully evaluate their
results so that when comprehensive
welfare reform is a reality, we will have
benefited from our experience under the
WIN-Talmadge program.”

Mountain Parkway
June Receipts Up

Receipts on Kentucky's toll facilities for
the month of June totaled $1,740,617. This is
an increase of $232,570 over the same period
last year.

Toll facility collections for June as
compared to 1971 were: Shawneetown
Bridge, $35,579, up from $34,402; Kentucky
Turnpike, $739,826, up from $621,579;
Mountain Parkway, $171,363, up from
$160,399; Western Kentucky Parkway,
$317,042, up from $295,422; Blue Grass
Parkway, $200,736, up from $178,600;
Jackson Purchase Parkway, $44,780, up
from $40,342; Pennyrile Parkway, $179,082,
up from $153,556; Sebree Bridge, $4,471, up
from $2,608; and the Audubon Parkway,
$29,131, up from $21,138. The Daniel Boone
Parkway, which was opened to traffic in
October of 1971, received $18,606 for the
month of June.

June’s collections showed a $132,841

Crime Drops
In County

Kentucky crime dropped
during the first three months of
this year from the level set for
the same period of 1971, and so
did Floyd county’s.

This county had no slayings
during the period—January,
February and March—in either
1971 or 1972, and it had the same
number of forcible rapes (2) in
both years. One robbery was
reported for the first quarter of
this year, as compared with
none in the same period last
year, but the cases of
aggravated assault dropped
this year to four from seven in
1971.

Burglary and breaking and
entering cases were more
numberous in the first three
months of last year when 43
were reported. This year, there
were 34 such cases. Larcenies
increased this year from 13 to
17, and auto thefts were up from
two to three.

Pike and Bell counties had
five murders each in the first
three months of this year.
Jefferson county had 19,
Warren 4 and Christian 4.

The crime picture is reflected
in data accumuwated by the
Uniform Crime Reporting
Bureau, Kentucky State Police.

Of the seven major crimes on
which the bureau compiles
records, only forcible rape and
thefts of $50 or more showed any
increase, statewide, over the
same period in 1971.

Forcible rapes increased 37.3
per cent during January,
February and March, while
thefts of $50 or more climber 3.4
per cent,

Aggravated assaults dropped
11.3 per cent compared to last
year, breaking and entering
cases were down 9.2 per cent,
auto thefts were down 3.3 per
cent, murder cases decreased
2.8 per cent and robberies were
down .6 per cent.

Heading the list of offenses
reported form all counties
during the first quarter of 1972
were breaking and entering
(5,484), thefts over $50 (4,770)
and auto thefts (2,458).

addition to seasoned flour, corn
meal and assorted flours.

With harvesting of the grain
at its peak in the early summer
months, this is a busy season at
the mill. When the wheat
arrived at the mill, it is given a
preliminary cleaning to remove
foreign material such as straw,
chaff and dust and is then put
into temporary storage to await
milling. Weisenberger says that
the main aim of flour milling is
separating the starchy en-
dosperm from the other parts of
the wheat grain and pulverizing
it into fine flour.

“First of all, a water con-
ditioning process is employed to
insure that the physical con-
dition of the grain will permit
the bran and the germ to be
removed from the endosperm in
large flakes, and the endosperm
itself to be powdered,” he ex-
plains.

The conditioned wheat then
goes to the roller mill, a pair of
iron rolls known as the “first
break rolls,” where the grains
are broken into relatively
coarse pieces, with a minimum
of crushing to avoid a
powdering of the bran.

The grinding and sifting
porcess continues until almost
all of the endosperm is
removed. The purified particles
of endosperm are then sent to
reduction mills which crush the
particles into flour.

The flour is then treated by
the addition of minute quan-
tities of a bleaching agent.
Enrichments are blended with
the flour to increase its
nutritional value. The flour is
then ready for packaging or
mixing.

New State Plan Would Require
Operators To Mend Highways

Apparently unable to curb highway
damage through citations and court action,
the Department of Motor Transportation is
reported to be experimenting with a plan to
require coal operators to pay for the repair
and maintenance of roads damaged by
overweight coal trucks.

Field representatives of the department
say they have issued hundreds of citations
to drivers and owners of coal ftrucks
operating over Eastern Kentucky roads,
but that few of those cited are ever
penalized by the courts of the area.

The new plan, it was admitted by Motor
Transportation Commissioner Elijah
Hogge, is being revealed to coal operators.
The new policy, it is said, applies to both
surface and underground mining
operations and requires the operators at
the time they apply for a permit to submit
to the Natural Resources Department a list
of roads which their trucks will travel.

If that department decides the weight of
fully loaded vehicles will exceed the legal
limits, it will tell the operator to obtain a
special permit from the Highway Depart-
ment,

That department will then issue the
permit only under two conditions:

1. That the operator post a per-

In Crisis Situations

FRANKFORT, Ky., July 14—A statewide
program of emergency assistance is now
available to needy families in crisis
situations, the Department of Economic
Security announces.

The program provides assistance to
families with children under 21.

Need for assistance must result from a
natural disaster, civil disorders, illness,
accident, death, desertion, or im-
prisonment, and temporarily place the
child in extreme poverty.

Families eligible to receive emergency
assistance are those already receiving
AFDC (Aid to Families with Dependent
Children), applicants for AFDC and
potential AFDC recipients who have no
other resources available to them.

Families will receive payments for a
thirty day period following approval of
their application. They will not be eligible
to receive emergency assistance again for
a calendar year.

State funds available for the program
total $250,000 per year. This amount will be
matched by the federal government,
yielding $500,000 per year.

formance bond equal to the value of the
stretch of highway used.

The Motor Transportation Department
will be responsible for seeing that the
special permit provisions are carried out.

The plan was worked out by com-
missioners of the departments involved.

“The governor told us to do something
about the situation and this is what we've
done,” Hogge said in an interview. "...if
you have a better suggestion, I'd like to
know it.”

Hogge said five special permits have
been issued so far—for operations in
Whitely, McCreary and Magoffin counties.

The amounts of bonds posted ranged
from $10,000 for a county road from a mine
site to $200,000 for a stretch of KY 92 in
McCreary and Whitley counties.

Three of the applications were by new
operators and two by established firms.

“For those already operating, hopefully I
can force them into some sort of submission
to go to the Highway Department to get the
special permit,” Hogge said.

He added that the plan does not mean
enforcement will cease.

“But if we go out and just doggedly en-
force the law on every truck we find
overweight, I don’t think we accomplish
what we’re trying to do for the state,” he
said.

Hogge said he and two other com-
missioners—Charles Pryor, of the
Department of Highways and Tom Harris'
of Natural Resources— discussed other
options, such as obtaining injunctions
everywhere to ban outright the use of
overweight trucks.

“We felt this would be unduly sup-
pressing an integral part of our economy,”
he said. “I think the coal industry has to
live, too, for Kentucky to prosper,” Hogge
said.

The experiment will continue “‘until we
can deem if it has succeeded or failed,” he
said, estimating an accurate assessment
would take at least six months.

One current court action that will not be
dropped is the joint Highway and Tran-
sportation departments’ attempt to enjoin
seven truck operators in Breathitt and
Wolfe counties from using the bridge on KY
30 over the Kentucky River at Jackson.

“I can’t ever envision that we could issue
permits in excess of legal weight limits on
the bridge,’”” Hogge said. “If our engineers
are correct in their estimates, it could very
well collapse under large loads.”

Play-Party Games

Along with numerous other things once
well-known everywhere, such as log-
rollings, house-raisings, husking-bees, and
quilting-parties, have passed the singing-
games, or as they are often called, “‘play-
party games.” Only rarely now, in some
secluded section of the hills or mountains,
or some other place still unaffected by
sophistication, can one find remnants of
this type of folklore. And even more rarely
still can a stranger, especially if he is from
the city, get a glimpse of these plays as they
were actually given by old and young.

Believing that young people would ap-
preciate the old singing-games given under
proper direction and beyond the range of
their previous bad name, some years ago I
revived many of them and directed them on
our college campus during the summer
terms. The response from the young people
was in every way fine; many have helped
reintroduce games from their own neigh-
borhoods, with all the local touches that
make anything of the folk pleasing. I began
with about a dozen couples, to whom I
taught the steps; they in turn became
assistant directors of the games, in which
dozens and even hundreds often par-
ticipated in a single late afternoon. Those
who took part in these time-honored games
went into their own neighborhoods and
reintroduced them. One of my students
conducted a play-and-game period in his
home town for five years as a result of his
interest in these forms of entertainment. I
have been delighted within the last few
years to find that several of the mountain
schools, with a desire to keep good things
found in our state, have revived these
games and have made them a part, along
with ballad-singing, of their regular school
activities.

Unlike ballads, singing games are not
interested in telling a story. Not in-
frequently the words are mere directions,
versified. Many of the singing-games imply
a singing group and a dancing group.
However, some of the most effective ones
have the singing and dancing done by the
same people, who, of course, must have
plenty of breath. The words have a marked
rhythm, which is usually based on four or
eight counts. Normally a series of
evolutions is given three times, after which
another is introduced, and s0 on. The steps
are very simple, usually a walk or skip,
with very marked rhythur. The rhythm is
further intensified by hand-clapping by the
players or those standing in a ring awaiting
their turn to dance. Sometimes there are
two or three types of rhythm in a single
game: one when the partner is being
chosen or the whole group are marching or
skipping, the other when the individual
couples are performing their steps.

Though the Virginia Reel is a singing-
game is some parts of the state, in most
places it is a sort of cross between the
square dance and the singing-game, with a
prompter to call “figgers.”

They will be
notified how their application is affected,”
he said.

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Environmental Law Goes To Courts of the States

By Marva Gay

FRANKFORT, Ky.—In seven days in
May, Ken Howe traveled 1438 miles to court
polluters. In June he slowed to 1313 miles.
By the first of the year he expects to split
3500 miles a month with a colleague.

The Assistant Attorney General, in the
new Division of Natural Resources and
Environmental Law with the Aftorney
General’s office, expects his travel to in-
crease as he takes more polluters to court.

Howe, and Assistant Attorney General-
Engineer Paul Lynch, will handle air,
water, solid waste and strip mining cases
referred to them by the Department of
Environmental Protection (DEP) which
will begin its operations in January. Unitl
then, the division will handle cases referred
to it by the air and water commissions.

Howe, averaging two new air pollution
cases a month, currently has seven water
pollution and four air pollution cases, and
expects the caseload to increase because
DEP will be more streamlined than the
present commissions. DEP will have one
commissioner who can ask the division to
prosecute. ‘‘Before, we had to wait for the
commission to meet and decide to

Unit labor costs in U. S. manufacturing

prosecute,”

Howe said, in addition to processing
cases quicker, DEP will probably have
more polluters to sue. “The number of
cases will steadily increase until people
realize that the law and regulations are
there for a specific purpose and that we do
have the tools and means by which we can
enforce them.”

Howe added, “‘Some people are not aware
of the rules. It will take an education
program to reach them. Others do not
believe the orders of the commission are
serious and are finding out those orders can
be taken seriously when they find them-
selves in court,

“We're trying to stay objective about
these cases. We do not go to court on any
frivolous action. We go to court when we
can’t enforce the laws any other way.”

Howe and Lynch will be hitting the road
often because the present law and the one
going into effect January 1 both require
them to travel to court. Usually, they can’t
try their cases in Frankfort at the Franklin
Circuit Court. Because of this, Howe said,
“By the first of the year, odds are fairly
good the two of us will be traveling 3500
miles a month on litigation alone.”

Now the two attorneys must go to the
circuit court in the county where the
alleged violation occurred to prosecute air
pollution cases. In water pollution cases
they can go to either the Franklin circuit
court or the local court. Appeals may be
made in the local circuit court or in the

Franklin circuit court but that’s up to the
person appealing.

When the new law goes into effect, Howe
and Lynch will always travel to the local
circuit court for air, water and solid waste
cases. Strip mining cases may be held in
either the local circuit court or Franklin
circuit court. Appeals will always be in the
Franklin court.

When Howe and Lynch go to court, they
usually don’t go alone. They take a con-
tingent of state investigators and engineers
as expert witnesses. ‘“This gets to be a lot of
travel but it gets the job done,” Howe said.
