Measles Pose Threat 
Of Epidemic in Floyd 

Perkins Slates 
Local Meeting 
On Black Lung 

Floyd county is threated with a measles 
epidemic, and the entire state faces a 
si£uation that is even more grave-the 
spread of venereal diseases toward 
epidemic proportions. 

The Floyn owtty Heru{h Department 
announced last Friday that 96 cases of 
measles have been reported to it since Feb. 
22. How many other cases have developed 
and gone unreported, the health department 
could not say. 

One unreported case in Prestonsburg is 
known. In one school, Betsy Layne, 94 
pupils were absent March 9 because of 
measles. One case has been reported from 
each Water Gap and one from David. 

The present outbreak is red, or seven­
day, measles, a severe type. 

Health Department nurses are being sent 
into all communities from which the 
disease has been reported, and the 
department is seeking a b€tter picture of 
the countywide situation. 

Dr. Russell L. Hall, Floyd county health 
office, is urging parents to bring children, 
ages 1-14, to the health department for 
measles "shots." He asked that all cases be 
reported. 

perienced elsewhere in the state has also 
hit Floyd county, but since July 1, 1970 only 
10 cases of gonorrhea and 4 of syphilis have 
been reported to the health department 
here. 

The spread of venereal oi ea e ~ 
reached epidemic proportions. Last year 
22,000 new cases of syphilis were reported 
nationwide and 640,000 new cases of 
gonorrhea. Gonorrhea ranks first among 
reported communicable diseases, and it is 
esti.rilated that it strikes a victim every 15 
seconds.

Groundbreaking 
For Emma Span 
Expected in May 

Groundbreaking for the new bridge 
spanning the Big Sandy at Emma is ex­
pected in early May, Miss Flo Weddington, 
moving spirit in the drive for the facility, 
said last week after conferring in Frankfort 
with Rural Highway Commissioner Otto 
Ingram and other road officials. 

"I also know the completion date 
scheduled for the bridge," Miss Wed­
dington said, but she declined to disclose it.

Recognizing the spirited and continuing 
fight waged by Miss Weddington for the 
improvement, Judge Ingram was quoted as 
saying the new facility will be known as the 
Flo Weddington Bridge and that a plaque in 
memory of her father, the late William 
Harry Weddington, will be placed in the 
superstructure. 

The Emma woman began the campaign 
for a new bridge after returning from 
Louisville to Emma to be with her father 
during his last illness. A commitment to do 
the work followed a public hearing held last 
July 21 at F..mma by Former Highway 
Commissioner B. E. King. 

It was emphasized that funds for the 
construction will come from emergency 
rural highway secondary funds and that the 
outlay will not affect other rural road 
construction.

Drilling Slated 
In Six Counties; 
Oil, Main Target 

The location for the first of 10 or more test 
wells to be drilled in Floyd and five other 
counties of the area this year in a huge 
program of exploration for oil and gas has 
been made by the Weaver Oil & Gas Cor­
poration, of Houston, Texas, it was said 
here last week. 

The first well to test 650,000 acres of land 
in Floyd, Pike, Johnson, Knott , Perry and 
Letcher counties will be drilled on the Long 
Fork of Shelby Creek in Pike county 

E. 0. Ray, vice-president in charge of 
operations, Kentucky West Virginia Gas 
Co., said his firm entered into an 
agreement last November with Weaver Oil 
& Gas, conveying drilling rights to the 
Houston firm and associates on certain 
leases held by Kentucky West Virginia in 
these counties. 

This drilling, he said, will be "shallow"­
that is, exploration may not go deeper than 
the top of the Silurian system, which would 
be to the Corniferous and Clinton for­
mations. Kentucky West Virginia, largest 
producer of natural gas in Eastern Ken­
tucky, would buy any gas production from 
this drilling. It was said, however, that 
Weaver and associates are primarily 
searching for oil. 

Associated with the Houston firm are 
Signal Oil & Gas Co., L. A. Land & 
Development and Amerada Hess, which 
with Weaver comprise the code name, 
SLAW. 

The exploration combine also has certain 
deep drilling rights. Weaver Oil and Gas 
last year teamed with Kentucky West 
Virginia in drilling to a depth of 12,000 feet 
on Raccon Creek, Pike county, but no 
productive yield was found. A second well 
is said to be scheduled this year but its 
location has not been announced. 

Mr. Ray said all his company's shallo 
acreage has not been committed to the 
Texas company and its associates and that 
Kentucky West Virginia will continue it 
own drilling progam. 

J. B. Jamar, Weaver's vice-president for 
exploration, said last week that his com­
pany will become "extremely active in the 
Appalachian Basin ." He added that 
Weaver Oil now holds oil and gas leases, or 
has exploration rights, on more than 4 
million acres of land in Kentucky, Ten· 
nessee, Alabama, West Virginia, Penn· 
sylvania, Ohio and New York. 

A dozen gas or electric power companies 
and pipeline firms have joined Weaver in 
exploration programs in these states. 

"These agreements," Jamar said, "are 
indicative of the renewed interest by South­
west oil and gas companies in developing 
reserves and storage areas nearer their 
Eastern markets."

Louisville. 

The Prestonsburg banker and civic 
leader was born at Printer, Dec. 24, 1913, the 
son of Daniel Wheeler and Jane Salisbury 
Spurlock. The family moved to West 
Prestonsburg when he was quite young, 
and there his father operated a store. Mter 
the death of his father, Mr. Spurlock 
assumed management of the business, 
which he developed into a thriving en. 
terprise. 

In the 1940's he acquired control of the 
First National Bank, and it was in the field 
of finance that he excelled. Mr. Spurlock 
was a member of the executive committee 
of the Kentucky Bankers' Association, a 
director of the Highlands Regional 
Hospital, and treasurer of the Floyd County 
Board of Education. He also was a former 
chairman of the Floyd County Fair Board 
and the Prestonsburg-Paintsville 
Airport Board, a former Prestonsburg city 
clerk and member of the City Council. Mr. 
Spurlock was a member of the Prestons­
burg Kiwanis Club and Chamber of 
Commerce, and was a charter member of 
the Floyd County Hall of Fame. It was 
while he was chairman of the Prestonsburg 
Water and Gas Commission that the 
modern water distribution system was 
instituted, and he had a leadership role in 
atmost every public development here and 
often in other sections of the county. 

Surviving are his widow, Mrs. Elizabeth 
Wells Spurlock, three sons and one 
daughter, Burl Wells, Daniel Wheeler and 
John Archer Spurlock, and Mrs. Betsy 
Spurlock Lambert, all of Prestonsburg.

It's the Governor's Responsibility ·· -·· 
The Kentucky Legislature did next to nothing toward curbing t/ 

strip-mining, but it is too late for epining or criticising. The people LETTERS 
had their chance to be heard, but, except for a pitiful few, they said 
nothing. 

The broad-form deed remains to oppress the lives of Eastern 
Kentucky landowners. 

The law governing strip-mining stands at about where it has been 
the last four years. 

One sop thrown to the people was the legislation providing that the 
landowner,must be notified 60 days in advance of the time the strip­
miner plans to move in, giving, it is presumed, the owner of the 
surface land an opportunity to protests. But no protest can mean 
anything under the law unless there is somebody in state govern­
ment who has the authority to do something and who will listen. 

The Times has an idea that what the General Assembly did, or 
didn't do, was in accordance with the wishes of Governor Ford. We 
say that, because of the success he had with other legislation in 
which he was interested. 

To us, this means that the responsibility for the situation rests 
squarely upon the Governor's shoulders. If the land and the people 
are to have any protection, it must come from him as he acts within 
the law as it stands. What happens in future months will be of 
supreme interest to Kentuckians, especially Eastern Kentuckians. 

It is Governor Ford's duty to enforce the law, and if he dares to do 
that he will be venturing into territory heretofore unexplored. 

If he does that, it may be that we indeed do have enough laws to 
cover strip-mining. 

If he doesn't, the situation could get real sticky before the 
Legislature convenes, two years hence. 

Lost-a Force for Progress 
In the death of Burl Spurlock Prestonsburg and Floyd county lost, 

perhaps, their greatest driving force toward progress. 
He believed in Floyd county and in its people, and he was willing to 

take a chance on them. Scores of businesses, public buildings and 
other improvements that are the county's stand today as witnesses 
to that fact. 

This is not to say that any man is indispensable. Life goes on, 
despite the loss of leaders. But in the death of Mr. Spurlock the 
county lost some of its energy, some of the strong will to attempt and 
to achieve that he so superbly exemplified. 

Two Clubs Join 
In Reward Offer 

The Dewey Lake and Floyd County Fish 
1llld Game Clubs have joined in posting a 
reward of $50 for information leading to the 
AUTest and conviction of any person using 
iQ1egal nets in Floyd county waters. 

Although the action of the two clubs was 
iiPurted heavy seining of white bass during 
the spring rlD'I on Johns Creek, upstream 
from Dewey Lake, the past two years, the 
reward covers any stream in the COWlty. 

Most of the seining violations on Johns 
Creek have been in Pike county where 
sportsmen have learned that out-of-state 
residents have made particularly heavy 
hauls of white bass. As a consequence, 
fishermen say, the species has been given 
little chance to reproduce and the white 
bass population in the lake has been 
alarmingly reduced. 

Frye Appointed 
Martin Postmaster 

The appointment of Hubert G. Frye as 
postmaster of the second-class postoffice at 
Martin was announced Friday by C. B. 
Gels, regional postmaster general, through 
the office of Bremer Ehrler, whose district 
includes the Martin office. Mr. Frye has 
been officer in charge of the postoffice 
there since April 23, 1971, following the 
death of the Postmaster Denzil Stumbo. 

A resident of Martin for a number of 
years, Mr. Frye is aU. S. Army veteran, 
married, and the father of one child.

To the .Editor 
Disappointed by Failure 
To Curb Stripmining

know, our lawmakers have failed to pass 
two bills that would have put a dent in 
stripmining in Eastern Kentucky. Another 
failure has been in failing to pass an 
amendment for the abolishing of the lroad 
form deed. 

Actions like theae lead me to wonder if 
these elected officials really act in the best 
interest of the people who elect them. 
Surely, by blocking these bills our 
legislator have done more harm than good 
to the people of Eastern Kentucky. 

Also I wonder if these men have seen the 
effects of stripmining in the hills of Eastern 
Kentucky. If not, I would suggest that these 
men tour stripmining sites and see, first­
hand, ~e terrible effects of stripmining. 
They should see these mines through the 
eyes of the public, not through the eyes of 
the owners. The owners tend to glamirize a 
view that in no way is glamourous. Surely, 
be able to see how bad stripmining is for 
Eastern Kentucky; see how striprnining 
has torn and scaned the beauty of the hills 
of Eastern Kentucky. It is hoped that by 
seeing these effects that the legislators 
would vote to abolish striprnining, not only 
in Eastern Kentucky but in all of Kentucky. 

The citizens of Kentucky can help in this 
effect, if they will write to their Senators 
and Representatives and voice their 
opinions against stripmining. If enough 
people do so, maybe something can be done 
to abolish stripmining.

Lack of funds has plagued public health 
officials in their fight against VD. For the 
last two years, the state VD division has 
operated on about $35,000 from federal 
funds, anc' approximately $48,000 from 
state funds.

There is no charge for treatment in public 
health clinics.

The spirochetes may stay hidden for years. 
In fact, a person may not realize the 
disease is present. Then, suddenly, it 
emerges, and may cause insanity, blind­
ness, crippling, heart .disease, and even 
death. It is estimated that the direct cost of 
maintaining patients with syphilitic 
psychoses in mental hospitals is $41 Iilillion 
annually. 

Another danger of syphilis involves 
pregnant women. A child, born with 
congenital syphilis, may be dead at birth or 
deformed. State law in Kentucky requires a 
blood test for syphilis in pregnancy. A 
premarital test for syphilis also is required. 

Perhaps one of the saddest things about 
VD is that the tragic results of untreated 
cases could be avoided so easily. Treat­
ment is simple, usually penicillin in­
jections. 

But public health officials are more 
optmistic about the future effectiveness of 
their efforts. Congress recently ap­
propriated $16 million for VD control, and 
the state health department has requested 
about $300,000 in federal funds. Gov. 
Wendell Ford's budget for the next bien­
nium calls for $200,000 for the control and

He said new short-term insecticides, 
developed to replace agents such as DDT 
which remain in the environment for 
long periods, require more frequent ap­
plication. 

Gregory and Dorough said insecticide 
thus is often overused, "but farmers don't 
want to run the risk of being without it." 

They noted recent studies which indicate 
the amount of pesticides used on cotton in 
the U. S. could safely be reduced by 50 per 
cent. About 40 per cent of all pesticides used 
in the U. S. go on cotton, they said.

Frankfort, Ky.-The state Senate took a 
major step in governmental reorganization 
with the passage of a bill creating a cen­
tralized Department of Environmental 
Protection. 

Such an umbrella agency for controlling 
environmental affairs was one of Gov. 
Wendell H. Ford's major campaign 
promises. 

The bill, which already has passed the 
House, now goes back to that body for 
concurrence in some amendments adopted 
by the Senate. If the House concurs, as 
expected, the bill then goes to Governor 
Ford for his signature. 

The new department, to begin life Jan. 1, 
1973, absorbs the duties of the air and water 
pollution control commissions and the 
Division of Reclamation, as well as cerain 
environmental responsibilities now han­
dled by the Health Department. 

It also permits any citizen to sue for 
enforcement of any environmental law or 
regulation. 

Ten new regulations adopted by the 
Kentucky Air Pollution Control Com­
mission have been filed with the Legislative 
Research Commission and are scheduled to 
become law April 9.

PCC To Be Link 
In TV Network 

Teachers and other professional 
educators, as well as parents, will take part 
in a statewide television network discussion 
of open education saturday (March 25). 
• The closed-circuit facilities of Kentucky 
Educational Telvision will link 17 separate 
workshops. One of these workshops will be 
at Prestonsburg Community College; 
others at each community college, except 
Madisonville, and at Eastern, Western, 
Morehead and Murray universities and 
Northern Kentucky State College. 

Dr. John Bremer, founder of the 
Philadelphia Parkway &hool, an innovator 
of the open education concept, will serve 
the Kentucky Open Education Workshop as 
keynoter. 

The seminar is sponsored by the Ken­
tucky Education Association committee on 
instruction, the Kentucky Department of 
Education, and KETV, as well as UK 
through its Community College System. 

Open education generally is defined as 
non-graded, with each child encouraged to 
proceed at his own pace. A high priority 
goal is to help each child become a self­
directed, willing and, ultimately, an in­
dependent learner. Cooperation, rather 
than emphasis on competitive grading, is 
encouraged. 

The plan is based on the theory that 
active exploration in a rich environment, 
offering a wide array of manipulative 
materials, will facilitate learning in 
children, and that children have both the 
competence and the right to make 
significant decisions concerning their own 
learning. 

There will be spearate discussions at 
each workshop, led by local coordinators. 
The 17 workshops will be linked for audio 
return, enabling participants to discuss 
applications of the open classroom concept 
with a group of respondents on the UK 
Lexington campus as well as with other 
participants in the separate workshops. 

The respondents on the UK campus will 
include Dr. Bremer, Dr. Lyman Ginger, 
state superintendent of public instruction, 
and Mrs. Ellison. 

The seminar will begin at 10 a.m. and 
continue until1 p.m. (EST). Educators are 
attempting to encourage attendance by the 
general public and no pre-registration is 
required.

Lexington, Ky.-One of the earliest 
flowering fruit trees of the wild is 
Amelanchier canadensis, the "sarvis." 

Long before the gentle magic wand of 
returning spring begins to transform bare 
winter woods into a splendid mosaic of 
green and pink and lavendar, the bloom of 
this shrub splotches the hillsides, crevices 
of perpendicular cliffs along the river, and 
other waste places of the land with great 
masses of misty white. 

In the lexicon of the more sophisticated, 
this shrub is listed as Juneberry, ser­
viceberry, and sometimes as "shadbush." 
But, to Kentucky mountain people, the 
common name has always been "sarvis." 

Not only is the "sarvis" one of the 
earliest blooming shrubs of the wild, but its 
bittersweet, maroon-purple fruit also 
ripens earliest. This fruit, about the size of 
buckshot, ripens in early June and, ac­
cording to wildlife biologists, provides food 
for more than 35 species of birds and 21 
species of wild animals. 

The sarvis belongs to the same family as 
the apple, cherry and plum. It grows well in 
most soils and, in one or more species, is 
found in many areas across the United 
States. Its ripe fruit, while slightly bitter, is 
delicious and was once widely used by 
Indians in the manufacture of pemmican, 
an extremely nournishicg food which later 
sustained many an explorer searching out 
the far reaches of North America.

Historians say the name, "shadbush," 
was given the shrub by early settlers along 
the eastern seaboard. In those days shad 
was a most important fish. Salted down in 
barrels, they formed a large part of the 
pioneers' food supply. The settlers called 
this shrub the "shadbush" because it 
always bloomed at the time shad were 
swarming upstream to spawn. 

In Kentucky, its blooming has long 
signaled the spawning of white suckers, 
which country folk used to take from the 
shoals of streams at night with pine torches 
and long-handled gigs. 

Although a wild shrub, the "sarvis" is 
rather easily transplanted or can be 
propagated from ripe seed. Although some 
trees may attain heights of up to 35 or 40 
feet, it is usually low-growing. In either 
case, it makes a delightful and valuable 
addition to the orchard or homestead. The 
dense white flowers make an attractive 
show in early spring, and in the fall its 
leaves take on a beautiful shade of red. In 
between times, its fruit, resembling a tiny 
apple, attracts songbirds and provides 
ingredients for jellies and jams of un­
forgettable taste and flavor.

Frankfort, Ky.-Two dams made by coal 

companies in the hollows of Eastern 
Kentucky have been labeled "hazardous" 
by Ule state and they have been ordered 
removed to protect persons living below 
them. 

Two other coal company dams have been 
classified as " potentially dangerous" and 
have been marked for further study by 
embankment and foundation experts. 

Gov. Wendell H. Ford said he has issued 
instructions to destroy the two most 
dangerous dams and to "see what must be 
done" about the other two. 

Ford's press secretary, Thomas L. 
Preston, said the governor is "gequinely 
concerned" about preventing ap ex­
perience in Kentucky "like the one in 
West Virginia." ' 

A search for such dams-used to collect 
and settle silt, slurry and sludge from coal 
operations-resulted from the Buffalo , 
Creek disaster in West Virginia Feb. 26, i 
when at least 115 persons were killed under 
an avalanche of water and coal waste 
turned loose after a dam's collapse. 

Between 30 and 40 homes could be 
washed away by the waters held by one of 
the two condemned dams in Kentucky 
according to Jewell Graham, director of 
water in the Department of Natural 
Resources. 

The Labor Department has imposed 
plans for expanding minority employment 
in construction crafts in five cities, in­
cluding Philadelphia, Washington , D. C., 
San Francisco, St. Louis and Atlanta.

'The chairman of a House subcommittee 

has charged that the py Corps of 
Engineers failed to protect an East Ken­
tucky reservoir from the adve~se effects of 
nearby coal mining on federally owned 
land, despite official policy requiring such 
action. 

Rep. Henry ReuSs, chairman of the 
House conservation and natural resources 
subcommittee, said that the problems 
caused by coal mining around Fishtrap 
Reservoir may mean that the project's 
recreation and fish-and-wildlife potential 
will never be achieved. 

Reuss said the situation makes it "quite 
clear now that mineral production and the 
project purposes are not compatible." 

The reservoir is in Pike county, just 
southeast of Pikeville, on the Levisa Fork 
of the Big Sandy River. 'The floodcontrol 
dam cost $53.9 million and was completed 
late in 1968. 

A heavy load of silt is being deposited in 
parts of the lake by runoff from auger 
mines and from access roads serving both 
surface and underground mines. Coal dust 
dropped from tnlcks and around loading 
facilities is also being washed into the 
reservoir. 

'The mines and access roads are on 
governmento0wned land that is a part of the 
reservoir project. 

In a letter to Lt. Gen. F. J. Clarke, chief 
of engineers, Reuss pointed out that federal 
policy requires that mining on federal lands 
around reservoirs be done ''in a manner 
that will not interfere with the primary 
purposes of the project, including public 
access,'' 

Yet, said ReUBS, a review of deeds 
executed by the corps in acquiring lanq for 
the projects shows that no regulatory 
safeguards on minng practices were 
written into the deeds. 

He asked for an explanation of that 
omission. 

Reuss also asked the corps to study its 
policies regarding extraction of minerals at 
other projects and to report to him whether 
the purchase of all mineral rights on corps 
projects would be advisable. 

After a Courier-Journal story in 
December revealed the silting problem at 
Fishtrap, ReUBS asked the corps to in­
vestigate. 

The engineers responded with a detailed 
study which Reuss received late last 
month. His letter of response, charging that 
the Army failed to take proper steps to 
protect the reservoir, and the engineers' 
report were released by him Tuesday. 

The report's central conc1usion is that 
"the entire aesthetic and recreation quality 
of Fishtrap Lake is degraded by the 
sediment content which results in 
decreased aquatic productivity, limited 
fish population and a general reduction in 
the aesthetic qualities of the water itself." 

The report al8o aaya: 
''The eonsta tk.ilon Gf accest and haul 

roads and auger mine benches has changed 
the Fishtrap Lake from a primitive ap­
pearing lake with steep, wooded un­
developed sides to one with a series of 
hillside scars running both horizontally and 
diagonally." 

The engineers' study made these 
revelations about details of the silting 
problem: 

A 6-foot layer of silt, deposited in a year, 
forced the corps to cancel plans to build a 
public access area on the lake at lick 
Qoeek. 

Small-boat access up lick Creek was 
reduced by a distance of 1,000 feet in the 
past year because of silting.

Access roads for coal mines "almost 
never are adequately designed but are 
constructed on the basis of experience and 
existing ground conditions." Few culverts 
are used and ditches become clogged with 
debris, with the result that the roads wash 
out badly. 

Acid drainage is not now a problem in the 
area, but "as additional surface areas are 
disturbed, the potential for acid drainage 
problems will greatly increase." 

The report said that the extent of the 
silting Pt"oblem was fully realized last fall, 
when the wat.., level was lowered for the 
winter-an ani10al practice at flood-control 
reservoirs so that they can absorb runoff 
from winter and spring rains. 

Since late last year, the report said, the 
Fishtrap problem has been under close 
study, and owners of the mineral rights and 
mine operators soon will be called into 
conference to discuss the situation. 

The mineral-rights owner was identified 
as the Berwind Corp., a holding company. 
Four operators said to do most of the 
mining were identified as Eugene Bane, 
Donald T. Johnson, Cecil Olaney and 
James Potter. 

Representatives of the corps, the U. S. 
attorney's office in Lexington, and the 
Kentucky Reclamation Division, Water 
Pollution Control Commission and 
Department of Mines and Minerals spent 
several days in the reservoir area late in 
January. 

Col. Kenneth Mcintyre, head of th~~.Qrp's 
Huntington (W. Va.) district, which has 
jurisdiction over the reservoir, said in a 
telephone interview that the corps would

first seek voluntary action by the mine 
operators to correct the problems. 

He said no decision had been made on 
what to do if the operators refuse. Mcintyre 
also said he couldn't comment on whether 
the corps believes it has. the power to order 
the owners to halt practices that are 
causing siltation. 

The engineers' report outlines, in ad­
dition to voluntary action, four possible 
courses: 

Taking criminal action against 
the operators, based on the 1899 Refuse Act 
which forbids discharges into navigable 
waters and their tributaries without a 
federal permit. But the report said it 
doubted that Fishtrap's waters would be 
considered navigable because there is no 
commercial use of them,. 

Filing civil suit, based on the same law, 
but this was also deemed unpromising. 

Purchasipg the mineral rights, so as to 
preclude further mining.

They can be caught also alongside sunken 
logs or over submerged stumps, in tree laps 
or in bushes near the banks which have 
been flooded and washed by the higher 
waters. 

But, to jig fish, a special rig is required. 
It's simple to prepare, but requires the use 
of strong lines, hooks and poles. The jigging 
pole is from 10 to 12 feet in length, fairly 
rigid but not too heavy to handle. Onto this 
pole is tied a heavy-duty line of not less than 
50-pound test, at a length of about six feet. 

A large, rigid hook is attached to the end 
of this line and immediately above is placed 
a fairly heavy sinker. About 18 inches 
higher up the line is the cork, or floater. 
With a wad of three or four nightcrawlers 
draped onto the hook, the rig is completed. 

The fisherman must scull his boat very 
quietly and slowly eight to ten feet from the 
bank. As the boat moves along, the 
nightcrawlers are jigged from the end of 
the line into the water at a depth almost up 
to the floater. The pole is handled in a sharp 
up-and-down (jigging) motion, and the lure 
is taken from the water periodically and 
placed down in likely-looking spots as the 
boat progresses along the bank. 

Black bass are lethargic in the cooler 
waters and a bit bashful about taking the 
offered lure. Therefore, when the fisher­
man feels a slight tug or nibble at his bait, 
he should gently lower the line into the 
water until the cork comes to rest on the 
surface. 

After fondling the worms for a few 
seconds the typical bass will then decide 'h

largely due to the ubiquitous collard patch 
found on every farm. Unusually rich in 
natural vitamins and minerals, collard 
greens were providing the nourishment 
necessary to keep these people strong and 
healthy. 

This story is oft told in the South and at 
least the part about ~e vitamin and mineral 
contenl of the plant is true. According to C. 
R. Roberts, extension horticulturist with 
the University of Kentucky College of 
Agriculture, collard greens-and other 
greens, as well-are indeed replete with 
thl!se valuable lifHustaining properties, 
especially vitamin C and vitamin A. 

A corruption of "colewort," and old 
Anglo-Saxon term for "cabbage plants," 
the collard is a native of the eastern 
Mediterranean region or of Asia Minor. It 
has been in cultivation for so long and has 
been shifted about so much by migrating 
tribes and pre historic traders that it is not 
certain which of these two regions is the 
point of its origin. Anyway, it has a long 
history as a table viand. 

Ancient Greeks cultivated and relished 
the collard. So did the Romans of the pre­
Olristian area. First mention of it being 
grown in America was in 1669, but because 
of its pQpularity in European gardens, wu 
probably introduced somewhat earlier. 

Essentially a cool weather plant, hora­
ticulturists say the collard will withstand a 
greater range of temperature, both heat 
and cold, than any other vegetable crop 
grown in the South. It does not thrive too 
well in hot weather, which gives it a strong, 
unattractive flavor. But let autumn and a 
few hard frosts come and it becomes high in 
sugar content and develops a wonderful 
taste-that is, for those who love potherbs. 
like wild greens, it tastes best when cooked 
country style with a piece of hog jowl and 
eaten with cornbread and onions. 

The collard is among the easiest of all 
veetables to grow. qne method of 
producing it is to sow the seed in rows from 
three to three and one-baH feet apart and 
then, when the plants come up, thin to about 
24 inches. Planting for a fall and early 
winter crop is usually done in late spring. 
Any type of soil that will grow cabbage will 
be satisfactory for collards. 

Keep collard greens in the refrigerator at . 
near 32 degrees until you are ready to cook 
them, Roberts suggested. Collards lose 
much of their valuable vitamin content if 
stored several days at temperature higher 
than this. He also noted that the thin part of 
the collard leaves contains much more 
vitamins and irOn than the midribs. This 
poses no problem, since the thinner part of 
the leaves makes better eating than the 
thicker ribs anyway. 

Despite the fact that Cato and other 
writers of ancient vintage were extolling 
the virtues and recommending the growing 
of collards as long as 200 years B. C., 
modern g~.~~ usually malte short 
shrift of DUpfint thiS is a pity because it 
is a good vegetable that no home garden 
should be without.

Circumstance has something to do with 
two yoWlg girls from Elliott coWlty who 
after one semester at Eastern State Nor­
mal School did not quite make it back for 
the second. Circumstance, but little pomp, 
for in this year 1923 luxuries, conveniences 
and frills were not crowding the minds of 
young people. They were intent on getting 
an education. 

"At the beginning of the fall semester," 
writes Mrs. Irene Brown Resko in her book 
"It Took Courage," "Eileen Gullett and 
Effie Rice (cousins) started to Eastern 
State Normal School at Richmond to enter 
their second semester of school there. They 
traveled by muledrawn wagon to Redwine. 
That was a distance of 20 miles or more 
from their home near Sandy Hook.

At Redwine the two girls boarded a train 
of the Morehead and North Fork Railroad­
or The Morehead and No Further, as some 
students chose to call it-and rode to the 
C&O depot at Morehead. There they would 
change trains and make the trip on to Rich­
mond. 

"It was Friday and a beautiful day," says 
Mrs. Resko, a native of Elliott COWlty and 
now a resident of South Amherst, Ohio. "On 
the train she (Effie Rice) and Eileen sat 
across the aisle from Roscoe Atkins, native 
of Elliott county who then resided at 
Morehead. He knew their parents and 
many of the folk aroWld them" 

The girls and Atkins arrived in Morehead 
at 12:30, .had their boxes and bags tran­
sferred to the depot and found there would 
be a four-hour wait for the train to Rich­
mond. Atkins and his wife America then 
invited the girls to their home till train 
time. 

To while away the bours, the two girls 
and their hosts walked to the ground of the 
Normal School.

Royalty, Miss Humphrey, and the matron, 
Miss Watson, and all were joined by Dean 
Lewis, still in overalls.

Hall with a hand pwnp," the author notes. 
.. Water was carried from the well to the 
buildings ... TI1ere were furnishing of a 
washstand with pitcher to carry water into 
the room. Since there was no rWlning water 
in each room, they (the girls) carried their 
used and excess water out in slop jars and 
emphed it into the bathroom." 

Mter three years at Morehead and with 
their credits transferred from Richmond, 
the girls were graduated. 

"She (Effie Rice) further continued that 
her start at Morehead was most enjoyable 
and that the essence of the teaching may be 
seen in the lives of the students through the 
years."

There was no way of talking the matter 
over with their parents, back in Sandy 
Hook, so the decision was one for the girls 
to make. They asked the administrators 
about scholarships and were told 
something would be worked out so they 
could attend the school: 

There are students who walked from 
Morgan and other counties even farther 
away to go to school at Morehead. When 
they got there they stayed till school was 
out before making the long walk back to the 
mountains. Others rode a horse or mule and 
some traveled in a jolt wagon.

The girls decided to spend the night with 
Mr. and Mrs. Atkins and make their final 
decision next day, which would give them 
time to go on to Richmond. Having 
remained awake most of the night trying to 
reason through their problem, they over­
slept next morning, missed the train to 
Richmond and their decision was made for 
them. That morning they registered for 
classes in Morehead. 

School life then was as different from that 
today as was home life. Girls' rooms in 
Hodson Hall were heated by coal-burning 
fireplaces. Boys enrolled in the school had 
the job of carrying coal and kindling wood. 
There were bathrooms on the second and 
third floors. 

To them the goal was education and any 
sacrifice was worth that coveted teacher's 
certificate.

House Vote Kills 
Off-Track Betting 

A bill to allow off-track betting m Ken­
tucky died quietly at the starting gate as it 
was tabled in the House on a 61-20 vote. 

The measure was opposed primarily on 
moral grounds although its sponsors, Rep. 
Jerry Kleier, D-Louisville, and Rep. Bruce 
Blythe, R-Louisville, said it would provide 
a "gold mine" of needed revenue as well as 
license and control a flourishing illegal 
business. 

To make the bill more palatable, a 
committee substitute was added that would 
return half the revenue from the licensing 
of bookies to schools in districts where they 
operate. 

It also provided for legalization of off­
track wagering on a local-option basis. 

Opponents still attacked the bill as 
having bad effects on public morals and on 
the racing busin,ess .. 

Rep. Bart Peak, D-Lexington, said the 
bill might tempt persons who normally do 
not bet to begin wagering, while Rep. 
Dexter Wright, R-Louisville, said it might 
cause many persons in the racing business 
to lose their jobs.

Dr. Samsell Aims 
At Pollution-Free 
Area Development 

Dr. Gene. L. Samsell, Jr., grandson of 
Mrs. F. D. Welhnan, of Morehead, for­
merly of Prestonsburg, is putting his 
knowledge of water pollution to good use by 
developing an ecologically controlled lake 
in Lawrence county on the site of the 
boyhood home of his grandfather, the late 
Mr. Welhnan. 

Dr. Samsel, who received his Ph. D. in 
aquatic ecology from Virginia Polytechnic 
Institute after earning his A. B. in biology 
from Morehead State University and the M.

ool Busing 
ByWILMAY 

With ao racial problem here, interest i.n 
the school busing issue is more limited. 
Most persons agree that improved 
education and other opportunities for all 
minOrities (including the poorest whites,) 
are long past due, and that all of us are 
more or less to blame, from our pioneers 
who robbed the Red Man, doWn the line. 

But mass evils cannot be corrected in 
decades, and a modem school will not more 
educate the migrant child than a palace 
will turn a reprobate into a prince, for the 
man makes the house, not the opposite. Put 
a tramp into a manaion and it becomes a 
pigsty. Put an energetic, good, thrifty 
dtizen into a shanty and see him improve 
it. Such is fundamental to the ways of life. 
No child determines the quality of his 
education, but his heredity and en­
vironment are more decisive factors than 
the school he attends. Increased funds, 
better equipment and teachers, per se, 
\fill not produce good students. Time is 
essential. In most instances, generations 
are necessary for permanent progress. 
Prbnarily, it takes students with a desire to 
achieve. No race has a monopoly on that. 
Ambition is one parent of "advancement." 
Poverty is often . the most powerful in­
centive. Booker T. Washington, Willie 
Mays, George Washington Carver, Pearl 
Bailey and others prove that America 
gladly gives individuals of any race 
abounding success if they work for it. But 
ambition, pride, and independence are 
tieing undermined in our land. 'lbe 
ptOlonged dole, without accompanying 
work 1)l'Ograms, is responsible for this. 

Schools desperately need funds for 
buildings and higher salaries for teachers. 
Why squander millions on buses, repairs, 
gas, drivers' wages, endanger the health 
and lives of pupils daily when traffic is 
already jammed, deny them time for study, 
play, and home chores, make PI'A's im-

• possible because of distance, remove 
children from their neighborhoods? 
Imagine the feelings of little folks and 
mothers, 12-20 miles apart, when SUzie 
lreaks her leg or is tak4tn violenUy ill in 
school!

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State's Clean-Air 
Regulations Become 
Law on April 9th 

Frankfort, Ky.-After a series of set­
backs including a temporary restraining 
order, the Kentucky Air Pollution Control 
Commission (KAPCC) recently took the 
last step toward making its new set of 
regulations law. · 

The commission filed the 10 regulations 
with the Legislative Research Commission 
March 10, and they are scheduled to 
become law April 9, 30 days after filing. 

The regulations were originally due for 
by the end of January, the federal 

ue~IUJlJilt for submission of an air pollution 
control plan to the federal Environmental 
Protection Agency, but the threat of legal 
actions pushed that date back. 

At the Jan. 20 meeting of the KAPCC, 
James Neel, then an assistant attorney 
general, said proposed revisions to the 
regulations made after a Jan. 11 public 
hearing required that another public 
hearing be held before the regulations 
could be adopted. 

At its Feb. 1 meeting the commission 
approved part of the plan, retaining most of 
the regulations and sending EPA the rest. 
At the Feb. 15 meeting, the commission 

"'""~iidoote:d the present 10 regulations after 
several revisions. 

On Feb. 28, the Citizen's League to 
Protect Surface Rights obtained a tem­
porary restraining order from the Franklin 
Circuit Court. The league said the KAPCC 
had not provided adequate notice of the 
first public hearing. 

On March 6, Judge Henry Meigs 
dissolved the restraining order but granted 
the league until March 10 to appeal his 
decision. They did not appeal.

Three men in neighboring Pike and Knott 
counties were shot to death last week-end.
