Perkins Says After
New Black Lung Act

Approved by Nixon

Congressman Carl D. Perkins this week
hailed the signing of the Black Lung
Benefits Bill ag a victory for justice to the
American coal miner.

The measure will extend benefits to some
136,000 coal miners who suffer from
pneumnoconiosis (black lung), or to their
surviving widows and dependent orphans,

Approximately 11,000 claims from
Perkins’' Seventh district have already
been approved under the original Black
Lung legislation he piloted to passage in
1969. 1t is believed that the new legislation
he sponsored will result in the approval of
at least that many more in the district.

Amid reports that some federal ad-
ministrative agencies and advisers were
urging the President to veto the legislation,
Perkins last week sent a personal message
to the President, urging that he sign it. The
Congressman fold the President that
simple justice to the suffering coal miners
and their families demanded that the
legislation become law.

Perkins has been advised by the Social
Security Administration that every miner’s
or widow’s claim that has previously been
denied will be returned automatically to the
Bureau of Disability Determination for
review under the new regulations. A letter
will be sent by Social Security to each

Elmeta Allen and Mrs. Judith Hamm, both
registered nurses of the Title I Program of
the Floyd County Board. The nurses were
assisted by Mrs. Charlotte Stumbo, aide,
and were under the direct medical
supervision of Dr. R. L. Hall, county health
doctor.

Loss Above
$100,000.00

11-Car Derailment
Here Last Sunday

Under Investigation

Damage in excess of $100,000 resulted at
West Prestonsburg Sunday morning when
11 cars of an 82-car freight train derailed,
ripping up 120 yards of the main railway
and sidetrack and spilling the contents of
some of the cars along the tracks and into
the yard of a nearby resident.

Cause of the wreck had not been deter-
mined Monday afternoon. Tom Johnson, of
the C. & O. Railway Company’s public
relations department, Huntington, W. Va.,
said a team will be assigned to investigate
the derailment and its cause.

The railway was expected to be restored
to normal traffic by late Tuesday. Mean-
while, the only traffic was routed around
the wreck via a “‘house track” at the old
depot in West Prestonsburg.

Eight of the wrecked cars were loaded
with watermelons out of the South and |
frozen foods., The train, No. 97, was made
up at Elkhorn City and its destination was
Russell.

One car careened into the corner of the
station structure, causing damage
estimated at $2,000. The derailment oc-
curred at 10:50 a.m. Prestonsburg police,
State Police troopers and county officers
quickly placed a guard over the spilled
contents of cars.

A small gas main was broken, and a few
homes in West Prestonsburg were without
fuel until repairs were effected Monday.

Speaker Tells
Lack of Funds
For Programs

Although there is a wide range of
programs for housing and community
improvement planned, theif funding
remains a major problem, Hobart Wooten,
program manager, Louisville area office of
the Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD), told members of the
Big Sandy Area Development Council last
week.

He cited the example of the Neigh-
borhood Development Program which is
intended to provide for community
rehabilitation. Kentucky has been allocated
$2,300,000 for the current fiscal year for that
program—and, said Wooten, “Any one of
our larger cities could have taken it all for
one project.” To prevent that from hap-
pening, HUD set a limit of $500,000 on any
one project, so that at least five areas
would benefit from the amount funded.

Wooten said Kentucky had been allocated
only $624,000 for development of neigh-
borhood facilities, and the entire amount
has been granted to projects in Paintsville
and Salyersville.

The same money problem faces low-
income public housing, the speaker said.
With funding available for about 500 such
units, Kentucky has requests for 12,000.

But housing problems, he said, are not
going to be solved through the construction
of public housing projects, anyhow. ““To
solve the problem in Eastern Kentucky, we
are going to have to get private enterprise
interested,”” Wooten said.

Dr. Henry A. Campbell, Jr., director of
Prestonsburg Community College,
reported on the Upward Bound program
tested a few years ago at the college here.
He said the program was apparently much
more effective than similar programs on
campuses which have no dormitory
facilities.

The pre-coliege program, which provided
cultural exposure, education and campus-
related activities to high school students
from this area, was completed by enrollees.
Of that total, he reported, 268 graduated

f‘ederal Funds
Set for Flood

Relief in Floyd

One of 10 counties designated by the
federal government as a disaster area as a
result of recent flooding, Floyd county will
be eligible to federal grants for the repair of
roads and bridges, and individuals affected
by flood may benefit from low-interest
loans from the Small Business Ad-
ministration and other agencies.

A federal survey of road and bridge
damage will be made before funds are
allocated the county.

Other counties in the ‘“‘disaster area”
classification are Knott, Letcher, Pike,
Breathitt, Bullitt, Franklin, Lincoln,
Madison and Wayne.

The SBA loans are available to
businessmen and private homeowners who
reside within city limits. The loans will be
made to those who qualify, with the
possibility that up to $2,500 of such loans
may be ‘“‘forgiven” if justified by need.

Loans in rural areas can be made by the
Farm Home Administration to repair
property. Department of Agriculture loans
may be available to cover crop losses.
These different types of loans will be
handled separately from the Office of
Emergency Preparedness.

Other areas of Kentucky are still being
investigated for possible disaster area
designation. Governor Ford has asked that
36 counties be so classified.

Sewerage A Necessity, Too

Two water districts activated within as many years have brought
a safe and adequate water supply to a large portion of Floyd county.
These serve the river section of southern Floyd and the Mud Creek
area. Within a matter of months a third district will have completed
the longest system of its kind in Kentucky and will be bringing water
to homes, schools and businesses in both Beaver Creeks.

To have good water at the touch of the spigot, with the con-
veniences of modern plumbing, is @ mark of progress. We have been
interested in all these ventures and, naturally, wish for them suc
cess.

But, for all their modernity and desirability, water systems in

“solving some problems create others. Every home that has a
bathroom must have a sewer line, and therein lies the cause of added
stream pollution. Septic tanks will, in many cases, suffice. But in
some, where the soil is not suitabie for a ““field,’”” they will not. In
others, there are those who will follow the line of least resistance and
pipe their sewage into the nearest stream, thereby making that
waterway a carrier of raw pollution.

Obviously, then, the functioning of three water districts which
serve several hundred homes, plus private water systems in com-
munities where there is no sewage treatment facilities, poses a
threat to the health of many more than are served. The streams
which thus become sewers eventually feed the Big Sandy, its
pollution content is increased, and all the talk of curbing pollution
becomes meaningless.

All this we point out, not to argue against these fine water systems,
but to emphasize the need of sewage systems and central sewage
treatment plants to go along with the water supply facilities.

But no rural community nor any small town can finance adequate
sewerage. They couldn’t bear the cost of the water systems, to begin
with.

Yet pollution standards are fixed, as they must be. And they must
be maintained. The federal government rightly joins the several
states in demanding an improvement in the quality of public waters,
and still both move too slowly.

Then, in view of the inability of most communities to comply with
these demands, what is to be done?

"The answer may not be as simple as we make it in this one
paragraph, but it should be obivious that if sewers are to be laid and
sewage treatment plants are to be built—as they must be, if all this
anti-pollution talk is to mean anything—,the federal government
must finance in large part the cost of these necessities.

We would also add this: No water district development should be
undertaken without a sewer facility being provided. Sewage
treatment plants in a few larger towns along the rivers are not the
answer. What about those hundreds of places where raw sewage
enters the stream, between those larger towns?

The Beaver-Elkhorn Water District in this county has plans for a
sewer system in the making. It will be interesting fo see the
position taken by the federal government on the venture which
demands immediate attention if more miles of water are not to be
polluted far beyond theidanger point.

Mr. May is a self-taught artist and suc-
cessful sign painter doing business in
Prestonsburg in the same building that
serves as a gallery for his art work, says
Helen Price Stacy in a recent newspaper
feature.

Tourists, especially those en route to
nearby Jenny Wiley State Resort Park,
frequently stop at the gallery to view May’s
paintings. Occasionally one will ask the
artist why he paints so many scenes of the
Alps.

“I've never been able to get their beauty
out of my mind,” he answers. ““That
gorgeous scenery—I have to paint it.”

The Prestonsburg man became
acquainted with the Austrian Alps during
World War II. Thirty years later, this past
winter, he had an opportunity to revisit
Austria and he recently returned home
from a two-month-art-study trip which he
calls “the best part of a good dream.”

It wasn’t easy for May to be accepted as a
student by one of Europe’s leading young
artists. More than a year ago he heard
about Gerhard Neswadba of Austria and
decided that he would study with
Neswadba.

“He had other ideas,” laughed May,
“and giving art lessons to a 50-year-old
man from the hills of Kentucky was not
among them. It wasn’t where I was from
that made any difference to him, but my
age.”

But after persistent inquiries the Floyd
countian was accepted to study with
Neswadba for two months. The European
emphasized that he did not accept May for
the money involved—May’s two months’
expenses would be $7000—but for the
prestige in saying he had a student from
America. Neswadba has tutored only three
persons, May being the third.

Last January, May was all set to fly to
Vienna to begin his study, but an illness of
his father postoponed the trip two weeks.

When he was met by Neswadba, the two

recognized each other instantly. The
European knew only a few words of
English, and May knew no German—"‘‘Just
ja (ya) for yes.” During the months the two
men had corresponded, May had to take the
letters he received to a nearby German
teacher for translation.

“But art is international,” he said,” and
needs no other communication. We had no
trouble understanding each other at any
time.”

They traveled together to Kloster-
neuburg, where the Kentuckian started

“painting at 7:30 a.m. and quit at 7:30 p.m.

I had one break—for lunch,” he said. “‘I
ate breakfast before I started work and the
evening meal afterward. I went shopping
once and to church twice in the two months
I was with Neswadba.”

The two months passed quickly and then
it was time for the Kentuckian to leave.
Neswadba accompanied him to the airport.
At the moment of parting, May said it was
then that he learned for the first time that
his study and his painting were approved
by the European. “I am most content,” he
said to May.

On the plane, he defended his roll of 30
paintings from a stewardess who tried to
put them with the baggage. ““I told her that
roll represented two months of my life and
$8000, and that I would keep it with me.”

Prestonsburg Mayor Dr. George Archer
and other civic leaders think that a Russell
May Day sometime this year would be a
good way to invite the public to Floyd
county to see the 30 paintings he did while in
Austria.

“My life’s greatest experience” is how
May remembers his trip abroad.

And his selection to represent his state in
the coming Washington exhibit is next to
that.

To This County

4% Is $5v% Million

Although the homestead exemption
allowed homeowners 65 years of age or
older will cost Floyd county a total of
$5,499,691 in its assessment for 1972 taxes,
final assessment figures indicate the
county has no major preblem in holding its
tax revenues to at least the level of last
year.

The total assessment last year was
$117,019,338. This year, the assessment
stands at $125,347,043. (Some of this
assessment, however, is not taxable at the
full rate.)

The fiscal court is expected to meet soon
to set the tax rate per $100 valuation.

The assessment on both farmland and
residential lots was up this year—farmland
from $16,377,398 in 1971 to $16,616,436 this
year; residential lots and improvements, in
a sharper rise, from $25,103,489 last year to
$36,676,729 in the new assessment, Com-
mercial property, however, showed a slight
loss—from $17,439,677 to $16,660,935.

Some of the homestead exemption losses
were offset by assessment of new
properties and of mobile homes.

Mineral and timber rights were assessed
this year at $4,005,833, as compared to
$4,608,644 in 1971. Oil rights were valued
this year at $111,975.

In the tangible property division drilling,
mining and construction equipment was
valued this year at $3,544,400. Last year
these were assessed at $1,298,600. The
10,708 motor vehicles listed this year were
valued at $16,631,720; aircraft, at $277,400
and watercraft at $301,300. Merchants’
inventories rose from $5,243,516 last year to
$7,016,657.

The final recap of the assessment shows
that $19,422,000 of the assessment is subject
to the gym tax levied for the construction of
the Prestonsburg high school gymnasium,
This is restricted to Prestonsburg property.
The assessment lists 173,766 acres of farm-
land and 168,065 acres for fire protection.

Measure Request
May Yet Be Made

Set-aside inspection and measurement
service is now under way in this county by
the Floyd county ASCS.

There is still time for any farm program
participant to get this service for his crop
and set-aside acres before the certification
deadline of July 15. This may be done by
filing a request at the County Agricultural
Stabilization and Conservation Service

Service (ASCS) office.

This year, the ASCS measurement ser-
vice, which is provided at cost, also in-
cludes inspection of set-aside acreage at
the time of measurement to determine if it
is of acceptable quality to earn full set-
aside payments without deductions.
Acreage set aside under the feed-grain
program must be of average productivity
and similar to the acreage on which the
program crops are grown in order for full
payments to be earned.

Emphasis now is on measurement of set-
aside acreage, and of that feed-grain
acreage which was signed up for limited
production under one of the feed grain
program options.

Producer certification may be made as
soon as a farmer has his program crops
planted and his acreage in compliance with
program regulations. All set-aside in-
spection and measurement service in Floyd
county is expected to be completed before
final certification dates.

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Kentucky loses strip-mine conirol lead

Kentucky’s 1966 strip-mine-control law,

once considered a model for the nation,

no longer carries the reputation as the
toughest.

The neighbor states of West Virginia,

Virginia, Ohio and Tennessee—some of

. which copied sections of Kentucky’'s law

—

almost word for word—have since de-/

cided to get even rougher on strip-mine
operators.

In most categories, the laws of the five
astates are similar, defining permissible
slopes and setting out rules for reclama-
tion—grading, draining, backfilling and
revegetation.

However, the neighboring states have

taken several giant steps.
For example, Tennessee, Ohio and
West Virginia demand liability insur-

ance of up to $300,000 to guarantee pay-
“w  ments for property damage and personal
injury or loss of lives.

Kentucky ‘doesn’t. It is the only state
that recognizes the old broad-form
deeds, which let the mineral owner ex-
tract coal without regard to the rights
of surface owners.

- West Virginia even has a “ireble
damages” provision in its law wl_'lich lets

_wssd PrOpErty owner recover three times the
amount of damages set by a court for
an irresponsible operation.

Virginia, West Virginia and Ohio back
up their laws with provisions for civil
penalties, including both big fines and
prison terms for failure to obey their
laws.

All five states have guarantees that
reclamation will be done without cost
to the taxpayers. Kentucky’s law may be
toughest in this respect. Any operator
who has three permit revocations is
thereafter denied any future strip-mine
priviege, even if he restores the land at
his own expense.

The other states, except Virginia, deny
permits after one revocation unless
reclamation is finally accomplished with-
out cost to the states. Virginia’s intention
is to deal with this subject by regula-
tions, now being worked out.

Tennessee and Ohio apply their laws

to all members of management and, in
the case of corporations, to owners of 10
per cent or more of shares, Permits are
denied to any of those involved in one

“ Tevocation—unless the land is later re-
claimed without cost to the state.

All states require bonds, either in cash
or surety, to guarantee that reclamation
plans will be carried out. The laws, in
general, base bonds on the estimated
cost of reclamation, depending on the

-__,‘terrain, but each requires additional
funds from the operator when costs are
underestimated, An operator doing his
own reclamation, as most do, is entitled
to a refund after successful reclamation.

Kentucky, which must deal with strip-
ping on relatively flat land in the west
and on steep slopes in the east, requires
bonds of $200 to $1,000 an acre, depend-
ing on estimated cost of reclamation.
Mostly mountainous West Virginia re-
quires $1,000 an acre, in all cases.

! All of the states also require a li-
rense, based largely on the total acreage
“~, covered by a permit. The fee ranges from
$6 an acre in Virginia to $100 in West
Virginia. Each of the states except Vir-
ginia also demands a basic fee for each
permit, ranging from $25 in Tennessee
to $500 in West Virginia.
* The states require an inspection of the
. proposed mining area before a permit
sy can be issued, but in some cases all such
matters can be finished in a day or less,
allowing the applicant operator to de-
liver his application to the state adminis-
trator and get his permit the same day.
. Only Tennessee requires a waiting
period—20 days. Kentucky requires
either approval or refusal of an applica-
tion within 20 days. Ohio’s law gives the
state up to 60 days to approve an appli-
cation.

Among states with both laws and ap-
proved regulations, Kentucky is tougher
than the others on the steepness of slopes
that can be strip-mined. Mining is pro-
hibited where the slope is steeper than
27 degrees, to minimize the danger of
slides. Tennessee permits stripping on
28 degrees, and West Virginia goes up
to 33 degrees. Ohio and Virginia set no

= limits. However, Ohio doesn’t have the
terrain problem, and Virginia plans to
set limits by regulation.

Enforcement money inadequate

A careful study of the five state laws

indicates that each, if properly enforced,

~. should be adequate. Yet, mud and rock

slides still come off of both old and new

operations on the steeper slopes, includ-

ing those reclaimed under the newer
laws.

Such slides cover roads, fill streams,
cause flooding, strand residents in their
hollow homes, and raise fears for life and
property.

- Administrators agree in general that

oo the legislators who made the laws failed
to provide enough money for enforce-
ment. They believe they could use more
money to hire and train efficient inspeec-
tors to work at all phases of the strip-
mine operation—before, during and after
stripping.

Ohio’s new law, for example—already
proclaimed by its makers as “the tough-
est”—provides a field staff of seven men

—~— to inspect the terrain, determine the
honesty of applications, follow opera-
tions and, finally, to decide if all reclama-
tion requirements have been met and
entitle the operator to a refund of his
reclamation bond.

qualified inspectors “by the end of the
year.” He said a training program for
the inspectors will come “eventually.”

Tennessee has nine men to do the same
kind of job in more rugged, mountainous
terrain, and with no provision to hire
more under a law that, on its face, is one
of the most stringent.
 Virginia has eight eg:arn'lanent inspee-
tors to enforce a demanding new law
that covers about 400 strip-mine opera-
tions. They are helped by two area super-
visors and three trainees hired with fed-
eral funds under the Emergency Employ-
ment Program.

Marvin M. Sutherland, director of Vir-
ginia’'s Board of Conservation and Eco-
nomic Development, said “a little more
money than we have had in the past” will
enable his staff to devote “more time to
inspections.”

West Virginia uses helicopter

Kentucky and West Virginia are much
better prepared.

West Virginia is the innovator. It even
uses a helicopter to fly supervisors and
inspectors to study conditions of opera-
tions, and can make inspections of three
or four counties a day, “in good
weather.”

Drainage and slope requirements can
be measured from a hovering helicopter,
and a citation, if necessary, can be
delivered after a landing on the strip-
mine bench. In one hour’s time, the
helicopter can reach any strip-mine loca-
tion in the state.

As a result, the 24 successful prosecu-
tions for violations in 1970 are dwarfed
by the 125 prosecutions last year—afier
the helicopter was put into service—and
73 in the first three months of this year.

A prosecution in West Virginia re-
quires the operator to stop his mining
until any failure at compliance has been
corrected.

In addition to the helicopter, West Vir-
ginia uses four-wheel-drive vehicles to
g0 up haulage roads and reach the
mountain benches where coal is taken
from the mountainsides.

The state has 32 trained inspectors
who, according to Ben Greene, chief of
reclamation, can visit mining locations
at least every 15 days. The inspectors
have college engineering degrees.

Greene admits, however, that, like in
Eastern Kentucky, slips and slides con-
tinue to occur, especially in the southern
part of the state.

The state, almost totally mountainous
and with most to lose from irresponsible
operators, is trying to face up to its prob-
lems, Greene says.

Greene considers his inspection force
adequate to police fewer than 500 li-
censed operations going at.one time, on
the average, in recent years.

31 inspectors on Kentucky's staff

Buddy A. Beach, Kentucky’s director
of reclamatiion, believes his enforcement
program is “not too bad” with a staff of
65 that includes 31 inspectors and four
area supervisors, even though he had
1,109 permits to police on a recent day.

These were what he called “active”

permits, but not necessarily working op-

erations. Kentucky refunds all but $100
an acre of bond money when grading and
backfilling are completed on stripping
jobs. The $100 guarantees seeding and
planting to hold the cover.

Therefore, Beach explained, the *ae-
tive” permits might include a large num-
ber of finished mining operations merely
being watched for acceptable final recla-
mation.

Beach has openings for eight more in-
spectors, and, he said, he would like to
have at least three more fully qualified
mining engineers and four water quality
control experts.

Ohio can use fewer inspectors to look
at more operations on land mostly com-
parable to Western Kentucky. Virginia,
West Virginia and Tennessee are con-
cerned largely with problems comparable
to Eastern Kentucky’s.

Kentucky’s law is aimed chiefly at the
mountain end of the state, where steep
slopes always leave the danger of slips,

slides and complete washouts. All often
happen after heavy rains, in spite of laws
that say they must not happen.

Of the 1,109 permits concerning Ken.
tucky reclamation enforcers on a recent
day, 933 were in the mountainous east
end of the state—about half of them
“working” and the other half “watched”
for revegetation.

Beach said that, notwithstanding this
spring’s unusually large number of heavy
slides, the state's law and enforcement
program have saved an even larger num-
ber. He is preparing a report on the sub-
Ject for Gov. Wendell H. Ford.

Beach expects federal enforcers
The Courier-Journal’s study of the

problem, plus extensive interviews, indi-
cates that federal intervention is coming,

probably this year. Bills for that purpose’

are pending in Congress.

Beach and other administrators
agree. In his opinion, Beach said, the fed-
eral law will tell the states how they
“must” shape their laws and will provide
federal enforcers to oversee the state en-
forcers.

If the states fail in efficiency, federal
enforcers will take over their programs
and put a foot down at all levels—appli-
cations, permits, slopes, observation,
judging the character of operators, re-
guiring an absolute reclamation program,
and requiring a solution to the drainage
problem before the operation starts.

The National Coal Association, an or-
ganization of coal operators in Washing-
ton, formerly kept up-to-date records of
24 state laws and regulations covering
strip mining. It quit last August.

A secretary, who didn’t want to be
named, said the reason was that federal
laws are coming “for sure.”

Elmore Grim, former Kentucky direc-
tor of reclamation and now a consultant
with the federal Environmental Protec-
tion Agency’s Cinecinnati office, said he
wouldn’t attempt to compare the state
laws.

“They are about all the same,” he said.
“Enforcing them is another matter.”

May 28 Service To C_ommemorate'

First Ky. Religious Ceremony

Services to be held this month will mark
the 197th anniversary of the first religious
ceremony in Kentucky, held at Fort
Boonesborough on May 28, 1775, 17 years
before Kentucky became a state.

Re-enactment of the service will be held
on the same date, Sunday, May 28, at 3
p.m., near the bank of the Kentucky River
at Fort Boonesborough State Park, under
the auspices of St. Hubert’s Episcopal
Church, Lexington, and the Kentucky
Department of Parks.

Invitations were sent to the
congregations of churches in Clark,
Madison and Fayette counties, but every
Kentuckian is invited to travel back into
history and stand at the spot where the first
service was performed.

A giant elm sheltered the meeting of the
House of Delegates, made up of elected
pioneers from Fort Boonesborough,
Harrodsburg, Boiling Springs and St.
Asaph’s, who gathered at Fort
Boonesborough in May, 1775 to attempt—
for the first time in the vast region west of
the Alleghenies—the founding of an in-
dependent state, the Colony of Tran-
sylvania.

Observing the symbolism that marked
legislative functions of the time, the House
of Delegates met on Saturday, May 27, for
the third and last day of their session, to
hold the ancient feudal ceremony, “Livery
of Seisin,”

This ceremony was the final act in the
transfer of the immense Transylvania
territory sold by the Cherokee Indians to
Richard Henderson and his Transylvanis
Company. The historian George W. Ranck
visualized that ceremony as: ‘‘Standing
under the great elm, the attorney employed
by the Indians, John Farrar, handed to
Judge Henderson a piece of the luxuriant
turf cut from the soil that extended beneath

them, and, while they both held it, Farrar
declared his delivery of seisin and
possession of the land, according to the
terms of the title deed which Henderson
displayed, and the immediate reading of
which completed a legal requirement now
long since obsolete and almost forgotten.”

After this ritual the House adjourned, but
before the delegates dispersed they joined
the entire settlement the next day, Sunday,
in ‘‘divine service for the first time” in
Kentucky. The service was performed by
the Rev. John Lythe, a Virginia minister of
the Church of England.

Perhaps for the last time, as well as the
first, prayers were publicly recited on
Kentucky soil for the King and the royal
family of England. Those early pioneers, as
they joined in the sevice, did not know that
more thana month earlier, April 19, 1775,
Minutemen had clashed with British
soldiers in the Rebolutionary War Battle of
Lexington, Mass. News of the batttle
reached Fort Boonewborough more than
six weeks later. The next spring, the
Virginia Convention expunged from the
liturgy the words relating to the royal
family.

By BARBARA SCEARCE
muting to Prestonsburg
Community College, where she
was the first handicapped
student to attend. She is now in
her second year at UK and
hopes to graduate next
December witha B. S. degree in
social work. After that, she
wants to work in rehabilitation
with the blind somewhere in
Kentucky. She chosé social
work, because, she says, “I
wanted to work in a field where
I could help someone else who is
unfortunate.”

At the University of Kentucky
the place for handicapped
students to get help is the

- Human Relations Center in the

Student Center. It is through
this agency that Phyllis learns
how to get around campus to
her classes and where she gets
here ““books” which come in the
form of tapes.

The tapes come from
“Recording for the Blind”’ in
New York and are provided by
the state. Those bookw which
aren’t pretaped are read and
taped by volunteer readers
from Lexington.

At first, Phyllis says, she had
to listen all the way through the
tapes to find the right lesson,
but now she’s learned to locate
the right spot by listening to the
page numbers.

Phyllis has the same study
habits as most students. She
studies on her bed and oc-
casionally catches herself
falling asleep while listening to
the tapes. Loads of papers are
due for her, too, ‘I usually write
them up in braille and then type
them,” she says. Phyllis owns
and can operate a braille and
manual typewriter.

Getting around campus can
be a problem for the blind. The
braille markers on the doors
and elevators of the Classroom
Building and the Office Tower,
which Phyllis thought were a bit
help, have now been torn away
by thoughtless students.
Another problem facing blind
students are people sitting on
the steps and sanding in front of
doors.

Before each new semester
opens, volunteers from the
Human Relations Center take
the blind students around

_campus to help them locate

their classes. Phyllis, being in
social work, must walk all the
way across campus to the
Medical Center; where most of
her classes meef. Crossing
streets can be a real problem
for the blind student.

Only four of the 15 blind
students have seeing eye dogs.
These dogs are a great help, but
with a dog you can’t live in the
dorms and must live in
Cooperstown, Shawneetown or
off campus. Phyllis laughs
when she recalls the fear she
had of using a cane. She

remembers when she was
forced to use one on February
17, this year, and now she can’t
do without it.

With her pleasant personality
she doesn’t seem to have any
trouble making friends in her
classes and in her dorm, Blazer
Hall. She remarks that people
are more friendly and helpful
now since she began using her
cane.

Traits  which Phyllis
recommends to other han-
dicapped students going to
college are “a strong deter-
mination, willpower, and a
desire to continue their
education.”

“l wanted to quit the first
three weeks after I got in
Lexington, but I had to prove to
my high school principal,
rehabilitation adviser and

‘myself that I could make it.”

There is a new club this year
for handicapped students at
UK. It’s the Handicapped
Student Union. This June
they’'ve planned to hold
orientation for new han-
dicapped students coming on
campus. Then, in the fall, many
of the old handicapped students
are coming three days early to
help new handicapped students
learn how to get around on the
UK campus. Phyllis hopes she
can come back and help.

Like most students, Phyllis
can hardly wait for the end of
this semester. The reason is
that she will be going to the
Training Center for the Blind,
on Brownsboro Rd., Louisville,
for part of the summer. There
she will learn mobility training.

Look, What's New!—
Mallet, Frow Print

Folklore specialist Helen
Price Stacy, whose weekly
column is printed in The Floyd
County Times and other
newspapers across Kentucky,
has joined the growing ranks of
Kentucky artists whose works
are available as prints.

The subjects of still life she
recently released in print form
are two antique tools— a mallet
and a frow (or froe).

The commonwealth’s earliest
settlers fashioned the mallet of
hardwood strong enough to
withstand blows of many years.
The blade for the frow was
forged in a farmer’s own
blacksmith shep, according to
Mrs. Stacy, and then a hard-
wood handle was attached.

“It would seem from
reviewing the early days of this
country that these tools were
among the most useful,” she
said.

“In Knott county, Otis and
Cody Jacobs, of Pippa Passes,
used a mallet and frow to rive
shingles for a new roof on
Founder's Shack, a small board
cabin on the campus of Alice
Lloyd College on Caney Creek.”
The crude shack was home for
50 years to Mrs. Alice Geddes
Lloyd, who came from
Massachusetts to found an
educational institution in the
Kentucky mountains.

The mallet and frow are not in
common use today, having been
replaced with power hand tools.
But, Mrs. Stacy says, ‘‘along
the country roads and rural
lanes of Kentucky they still can
be found in use.”

The prints of ‘“Mallet and
Frow” are in a limited edition of
500 and sell for $5, plus $1
mailing and handling fee. They
are available from Helen Price
Stacy, 555 Prestonsburg Street,
West Liberty, Ky. 41472 or from
Folklore Series Co., West
Liberty, Ky. 41472. A brief essay
on the tools and a protective
cover, are included with each
print.

Beach Claims Responsible Mining

Possible Under Exixting Laws

Frankfort, Ky.—In a comprehensive
report issued by the Kentucky Division of
Reclamation, Acting Director Buddy
Beach has concluded that “surface mining
can be carried on responsibly’” under
existing laws ‘‘with significant reclamation
of the mined land to a state of usefulness.”

The report, which has the stated purpose
of reaching ‘“a common ground in the
heated debate over surface mining,”
describes the extent and role of surface
mining in the economy of Kentucky, the
methods of mining and reclaiming now

being used in Kentucky and the effects that
surface mining has on Kentucky’s land and
environment.

Also included in the report are
descriptions of reclamation research
projects of the Division of Reclamation and
other agencies, as well as projections on the
future of surface mining and reclamation
efforts.

The project was carried out with the
assistance of numerous state and federal
agencies, and representatives of the sur-
face-mining industry and anti-surface
mining groups.

“We've tried to be as objective as
possible,” Beach said, “in treating an
extremely controversial topic. We feel that
there’s a common ground of information
about surface mining and reclamation,
particularly reclamation as it’s carried out
under Kentucky’s 1966 law, that may be
overlooked in the heat of argument.”

Beach also noted that the report is
neither pro-surface mining or anti-surface
mining. “We’re pro-Kentucky,” he said.

But he pointed out that the Division of
Reclamation does have a philosophy and
that philosophy is presented in the report.

Beach said the report determines that
much has been done in the field of
reclamation in Kentucky, but that much
remains to be done.

“Given time and effort, the remaining
problems connected with surface mining
should be brought under control,”’ he said.
“Given time, the once-beautiful Kentucky
can be restored to its first excellence.”

Copies of the report on ‘“Surface Mining
and Reclamation in Kentucky 1972”’ will be
distributed to legislators and government
officials, all news media, and major
Kentucky libraries, Beach said, as well as
o organizations.representing both sides in
the surface-mining debate. A limited
number of copies are available at the Frank-
fort Offices of the Division of Reclamation,
Department of Natural Resources.

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The Romance of the Apple

By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD
(UK College of Agriculture)

. Down through the centuries the apple has
played an important role in the history of
man. It has figured prominently in his
legends, myths, literature and, perhaps, his

destiny. Had not Adam and Eve meddled
with the apple, mankind might still be
dwelling in the Garden of Eden and had not
an apple dropped on the head of Sir Issac

Newton, he might not have discovered the
law of gravity. In any way it is taken, the
apple is a wonderful fruit that has con-
tributed immeasurably to human health,
nutrition, economy, and enjoyment.

According to Carl E. Chaplin, hor-
ticulturist at the UK College of Agricullture
and authority on pomology (the science of
fruit growing), the apple is the most
profitable fruit of temperate regions and
probably the most valuable in all the world.
It grows in every state of the Union, at least
to some extent. The apple blossoms
throughout Europe, all across Asia, and is
picked and eaten in Japan, Australia, New
Zeland, and South America.

In fact, says Chaplin, the apple can thrive
where few other fruits survive. It will grow
and produce in warm climates, provided
there are moderate winters in which the
tree can get a rest, and many varieties can
withstand temperatures down to 40 degrees
below zero.

There are many species of apples, or
crab apples, according to Chaplin, but the
ones from which our present varieties were
developed, Malus pumila, probably started
in southwestern Asia in the area from the
Caspian to the Black Sea. Long before man
started recording his history, however, this
fruit had spread across Europe. There is
evidence that Stone age lake dwellers of
central Europe not only stored fresh apples
for eating, but also preserved them for
future use by cutting and drying them in the
sun.

Research indicates that apple cultivation
started with the beginning of agriculture in
Europe. In one of his treaties on botany,
written about the fourth century B. C.
Theophrastus, the Greek philosopher,
mentioned a numberof varieties being
grown in his country. Early Romans knew
and prized the apple, and probably in-
troduced it into Great Britain. At the time
of the discovery of America, it was the most
important cultivated fruit in central and
northern Europe.

Because of its popularity, it is not sur-
prising that the apple tree was taken along
by first settlers to temperate regions of the
New World. The English are given credit
for planting it in Virginia and New
England, the Dutch in New York, and the
French in Canada. Once started, seedling
apples, like honeybees, preceded white
settlers westward on their course of
Mainifest Destiny. Some Indian tribes
planted apple orchards around their
villages and, to further disseminate this
wonderful fruit, Johnny Chapman
(““Johnny Appleseed’’) roamed frontier
settlements preaching the Gosepl and
planting apples.

Although their ancestors came from
Europe, most apple varieties now popular
in America started as seedlings developed
here. The apple, according to Carl Chaplin,
does not sprout true to form from seed. A
hundred trees from the seed of a single tree
will all differ from the parent and each
other. Occasionally, however, a stray

Gov. Ford Launches ‘War’
On Highway Accidents

Frankfort, Ky.—A seven-area
press conference held by Gov.
Wendell H. Ford earlier last
week marked the beginning of
an all-out war on traffic
fatalities and injuries.

Terming the venture ‘‘a
series of crisis conferences,”
the Governor selected Monday,
May 22, as the date orl which to
announce the new traffic safety
campaign because, he said, it
would serve as a prelude to
Memorial Day Week-end which
is a statistically tragic period on
Kentucky highways.

Ford said, “Every innovative
approach which could save lives
by making the driving public
more safety conscious was
being considered.”

“The State Police will

spearhead this program, one
which is unprecedented among
law enforcement agencies
anywhere,” Ford said.

The governor was joined at
each airport by state troopers
who are to be part of a visual
display illustrating the fight
against death, injury, and
property damage on Kentucky’s
highways.

Over the Memorial week-end,
State Police and tour in-
formation personnel will wear
black armbands to mourn those
already dead and those who yet
may die in traffic accidents
during the months ahead.

“Every opportunity to make
the public aware of this threat
of life and property will be
seized throughout 1972, the

governor confirmed.

“With deaths on Kentucky
highways headed toward an all-
time high, we must give the
public a constant and starkly
visual reminder of just how
dangerous life on our highways
has become,” Ford said.

The governor pointed out
that, during 1971, Kentucky
ranked among 24 states which
reported a decline in ftraffic
fatalities. Only 12 of those states
bettered Kentucky’'s record
which showed the state ending
the year with 1,023 deaths, or
five percent fewer than the
number recorded during 1970.

“Unfortunately, instead of
looking upon that achievemnent
as an incentive to work toward
an even greater reduction of
this year’s toll, we seem headed
in exactly the opposite direc-
tion,” he said. ‘“‘Right now,
indications are that as many as
1,100 persons will be killed on
our highways during 1972.”

Governor Ford expressed the
hope that, because the State
Police approach to the problem
is unusual, it might “stick in the
public’s mind” and help to slow
the current accident trend.

In addition to wearing the
armbands, State Police also
have prepared 60,000 black-
bordered leaflets carrying
safety messages by both the
governor and the director of

State Police, Col. Larry G.
Boucher.
The leaflets  will be

distributed to traffic violators
stopped by troopers over the
holiday and at state-operated
information centers and parks
as well as through restaurants
and filling stations along
tollways and interstates. A
recorded safety message by the
Governor will also be released
for use by every radio station in
Kentucky. Boucher said that
State Police post commanders
and trooper information of-
ficers will also make safe
driving pleas over local radio
stations during that week-end.

A part of the penalty section
of the 1972 state financial
disclosure law was called un-
constitutional by the Kentucky
attorney general’s office.

Asst. Atty. Gen. Walter
Herdman said a constitutional
officer cannot be removed from
office for failing to disclose his
finances, as the law provides.
However, he said the law still
would apply to candidates for
such offices and to appointed
state officers.

Because of a severability
clause added to the law before it
was enacted, the rest of its
provisions will stand.

State Unit To Aid

In School Programs

Frankfort, Ky.—The
Department of Education is
now organizing a com-
prehensive planning unit to aid
in the coordination and planning
of educational development.

The new unit, called the Of-
fice of Planning, Research,
Evaluation and Dissemination,
will operate under the direction
of the superintendent of public
instruction.

Ken Miller, director of
dissemination, said the
department hopes to have the
new unit staffed by July 1, and
that one of its first tasks will be
to plan for the implementation
of the statewide kindergarten
program.

Although other objectives
have not yet been established,
the new office will basically
study, evaluate, plan and im-
plement new programs sup-
ported by state funds and
federal planning grants as well
as evaluate and coordinate
existing programs.

Miller said the office will
initially have a staff of 10 to 12,
“but will gradually evolve into a
larger force to meet the
department’s needs.”

He said the concept of a
planning office had been under
consideration for more than two
years, but no attempt had been
made to implement it.

The Kentucky State AFL-CIO has filed an
official request for federal action against
-~ the rate increases recently imposed by
Kentucky’s Public Service Commission at
the request of the South Central Bell
Telephone Company.
In a communication to Chairman C.
Jackson Grayson, Sam Ezelle, state AFL-
CIO executive secretary, pointed out that
wages are now pegged at 5.5 per cent in-
creases, far below the 45 per cent rate in-
creases received by the telephone com-
. bany. Ezelle claims that the South Central
Bell rate increases ‘“‘violate the meaning
and the spirit of President Nixon’s control
program on prices and wages in the in-
terest of preventing inflation.”

Ezelle added that the aged, the indigent,
and the working people of Kentucky are left
at the mercy of a Public Service Com-
mission apparently appointed for the
purpose of granting the world’s largest
corporation $25.6 million per year in rate
increases.

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ORDINANCE NO. 72

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY,
PROVIDING FOR THE ASSESSMENT OF
REAL AND PERSONAL PROPERTY
AND FOR THE LEVY OF A GENERAL
PROPERTY TAX AT THE RATE OF
THIRTY CENTS (30c) PER EACH ONE
HUNDRED DOLLAR ($100.00)
VALUATION OF REAL AND PERSONAL
PROPERTY LOCATED WITHIN THE
CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, ON
JANUARY 1ST, FOR 1972, AND A FUR-
THER LEVY OF POLL TAX OF ONE
DOLLAR AND FIFTY CENTS ($1.50) ON
EACH MALE PERSON OVER THE AGE
OF 21 YEARS AND UNDER THE AGE OF
65 YEARS RESIDING WITHIN THE
CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, ON
JANUARY 1ST, 1972, WITH CERTAIN
STATUTORY EXEMPTIONS.

WHEREAS, it is necessary in order to
provide the revenue required for general
purposes of the City’s government, in-
cluding general expenses of the City, but
not limited to general health, sanitation,
maintenance of streets, operation of parks
and other necessary and indispensable
services, affecting the City of Prestons-
burg, Kentucky, that a tax be levied upon
all property, both real and personal, having
a tax situs in the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the total Budget for all such
expenses for general purposes during the
year of 1972 in said City is in the amount of
$363,448.00 and the budget’s source of
revenue for 1972, includes an estimated
amount of $110,600.00 to be derived from
such property taxes and without such
amount to be derived from such property
taxes, the revenue required for such
general purposes would be insufficient.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED
BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF PRESTONS-
BURG, KENTUCKY, AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. A tax is hereby levied upon
all property, both real and personal, having
a tax situs in the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky, as of January 1, 1972, for general
purposes, including general expenses of the
City. All monies received hereunder shall
be paid to the City Treasurer of Prestons-
burg and placed in the credit of a general
fund of the City and shall be used in a
defraying current and incidental expenses
of said government. The tax hereby is
levied as follows:

A. The sum of thirty cents (30¢) for each
one hundred dollars ($100.00) valuation of
all real and personal property located
within the City of Prestonsburg, Kentucky,
as of January 1, 1972.

B. A poll tax of $1.50 on each male person
over the age of 21 years and under the age
of 65 years, residing within the City of
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, on January 1,
1972, excepting those persons exempt from
tax under KRS 92.300 (3) and KRS 142.020.

SECTION 2. The property taxes and poll
taxes for the year of 1972 shall become due
and payable on October 1, 1972, by which
date tax notices shall have been mailed
each taxpayer, and all taxes paid prior to
November 1, 1972, shall be allowed a
discount of 2 per cent; all property and poll
taxes for the year 1972 becoming due and
payable on November 1, 1972,

SECTION 3. All taxpayers who do not pay
the tax herein levied prior to January 1,
1973, shall be required to pay a penalty of 6
per cent of the amount of the tax in addition
to the tax levied herein,

SECTION 4. All taxpayers who do not pay
the tax herein levied on or before the 1st
day of April, 1973, shall be required to pay a
penalty of 25 per cent of the amount of the
tax in addition to the tax levied herein.

SECTION 5. The Delinquent Tax
Collector is hereby authorized to advertise
for sale in a newspaper having a general
circulation in Floyd County, Kentucky, all
delinquent taxes on real property placed in
his hands for collection and the charge for
such advertising shall be added to the
amount of the tax bill.

SECTION 6. All Ordinances or parts of
Ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed, and this Ordinance shall take
effect as of the date of adoption and
publication as required by law.

SECTION 7. The provisions of this Or-
dinance are separable, and if any of the
provisions or penalties provided herein
shall be held invalid or unconstitutional by
any court of competent jurisdiction, such
decision of the court will not affect or im-
pair any other section, clause, provision or
portion of the Ordinance which is not in itself
invalid or unconstitutional. DATED: May

neglected, needy or abandoned;

A child ten years of age or
under.

In effect, the measure
removes these children from a
“delinquent” classification, a
move reformers have recently
been advocating, since offenses
like truancy are not public
offenses and are applied only to
children.

William Ryan, deputy
commissioner of the Depart-
mentof Child Welfare, praised
the measure, saying, “It’s a
whole new way of thinking.”

Since Child Welfare has no
institutions that are not
operated for delinquents, he
said, the department will use
social workers to supervise the
children in their homes, foster
homes or group homes. Ryan
said the department will set up
an instituion designed to handle
those children who cannot be
supervised by social workers
but he “will not encourage its

person who has ‘‘reasonable
cause to suspect that a child has
been abused”’ must report it to
Child Welfare. The bill also
allows the court to order the
removal of an abused child
from the home without deter-
mining who was responsible for
the abuse, a section that Ryan
said ‘“‘may be tested in court.”

SB 172 which prohibits
detaining a child for over 48
hours without a hearing,.

SB 291 which sets standards
for group homes.

HB 295 which puts in statute
the rights of children appearing
before Juvenile Court. The U. S.
Supreme Court redefined the
constitutional safeguards to
which juvenile defendants are
entitled in the 1967 Gault
decision, but Kentucky is one of
the first states in the nation to
put these rights in statute.

HB 432 which under certain
conditions allows Child Welfare
to make subsidy payments after
an adoption to parents who

New 30-Day Residency
Proposed for Ky. Voters

The interim Committee on
Elections and Constitutional
Amendments approved a bill
which would reduce voter
residency requirements to 30
days for all Kentucky state and
local elections.

It is expected to be introduced
during the special legislative
session, which governor Ford
has called for June 8, to bring
Kentucky into conformity with
a recent U. S. Supreme Court

decision.

The court ruling overrode
Kentucky's constitutional
requirement that voters reside
in the state for one year, in the
county for six months and in the
precinct for 60 days.

The court action originally

had been expected during the

1972 General Assembly session
and the legislature had planned
to bill to bring Kentucky into
conformity at that time.

National Guard Bureaun

working on the problem,” Davis
said at the hearings, ‘‘we hoped
that one or two, or maybe ten,
“viruses’’ would be the most
common causes and then we
might have hoped to develop a
preventive vaccine.”’

As the years went by, Davis
said, still more cold viruses
were discovered, and it became
apparent that an effective
vaccine would have to contain
killed or deactivated
representatives of each type.

At present, some 113 cold
viruses are known—a number
that cannot be combined in one
or even a reasonably small
number of injections under
present  vaccine-making
technology, Davis said.

Some scientists estimate
there may be as many as a
hundred more cold viruses yet
undiscovered.
