Water Quality 
......... earing Slated 
Here, Oct. 19th 

One of six hearings scheduled in Ken­
tucky on proposed water-quality 
regulations will be held in the county 
courtroom here from 10 a.m. till 5 p.m., 
October 19. 

The hearing will begin with an ex­
planation by commission representatives 
of the proposal to exempt about 2,000 miles 
of Kentucky streams-several in Eastern 
Kentucky-from thE' most stringent water 
quality standards. Proposed for these 
streams in an agricultural classification 
which would not provide a standard making 

...-s'ucn streams safe for swimming and other 
purposes. Those streams which are placed 
in a higher classification and made subject 
to strongest regulations would be safe for 
swimming, protect fish and other aquatic 
life and be safe for public water supply use. 

Other scheduled hearings will be held in 
wuisville, Madisonville, wndon, Florence 
and Lexinton. 

On the final decision of the commission 
will depend the future of these streams, 
environmentalists say. 

The court docket was bare of murder 
cases, although two men were named on 
murder charges during the term by the 
grand jury.

Bonds of Tivis Neeley, charged with 
grand larceny, and Donald Ray Bentley, 
who is accused of the possession of 
dangerous drugs, were forfeited. Bond of 
each is $500. Juries in four trials failed to 
agree.

Moore Moved 
From Rest Home 
To Pike Co. Jail

Grand Jury's Report 
Sees Organized Crime 

Robert J. Wallace, librarian at Prestonsburg Community College, 
has been notified that his photo of the library wi II be used by the New 
York Times in its ads promoting that newspaper on microfilm. The 
ads will appear in Library Journal, Wilson Library Bulletin and 
other nationally known magazines. Mr. Wallace notes that the PCC 
library not only has the New York Times on microfilm from 
February, 1966 to the present but also The Floyd County Times on 
microfilm from 1953 through 1966. 

The grand jury of the Floyd circuit court 
last Thursday concluded its work with a 
report that is considered to be the strongest 
filed in the history of the court. 

One paragraph, for instance, read: 
"The crime situation in Floyd county is 

terrible. We have received evidence that 
the sheriff and some of his deputies are 
taking bribes and are forming a conspiracy 
with Roy Branham for the purpose of 
organized vice." 

"We are sorry that this report is not a 
sweet one but has the distinct odor of 
organized vice," the final statement filed 
with Circuit Judge Hollie Conley added. 

The report was signed by Oscar B. Smith, 
foreman. It noted that the Commonwealth's 
Attorney and (',ounty Attorney concur with 
the report. 

On its failure to indict in the murders of 
Deputy Sheriffs Lawrence Conley at 
Garrett and James Clayton Conley, near 
Wayland, the jury reported that it had 
questioned more than 50 witnesses and 
some of these two or three times because of 

inconsistencies in their statements to the 
grand jury. Some witnesses were missing, 
and warrants have been issued for them. 
(There are at least three persons wanted 
for questioning.) 

The jury report called on the Attorney 
General's office to investigate the murders. 
"The two murders on Right Beaver 
Creek," the report continued, "are the 
result of a 'whiskey war,' and we think that 
full time investigators should be assigned to 
this matter, and nothing else. We now have 
four unsolved murders in this county which 
need the attention of the state detectives 
continuously and permanently until they 
are solved ... " 

One unsolved case is what the jury 
referred to as "the questionable murder" 
of a four-dayo{)ld baby found in garbage 
dump at Wheelwright. The jury expressed 
the belief that the two Beaver Creek cases 
can be solved if detectives and other law 
enforcement personnel will continue 
working on them. 

The jury voted 56 indictments.

Banker Here Named 
To Head Commission 

Gov. Wendell H. Ford announced at the 
29th annual convention of the Kentucky 
Association of Conservation Districts held 
September 27-28 at Cumberland Falls State 
Park that H. D. Fitzpatrick, Jr., of 
Prestonsburg, had been named com­
missioner of the Kentucky Soil and Water 
Conservation Commission. 

Mr. Fitzpatrick was nominated by fellow 
district supervisors of Area 8 at their 
summer meeting held in July at Jenny 
Wiley State Park. He has been a supervisor 
of the Floyd County Conservation District 
for the past seven years and as a farmer 
has carried on many conservation prac­
tices. 

prime objective of his administration as 
being able to put "employment op­
portunities within commuting distance of 
every qualified Eastern Kentucky 
worker." He pointed out that while there 
are those communities where, due to a lack 
of flat, usable land, industry could never 
locate, there are nevertheless enough 
potential locations to put employment 
within reach of all mountain people. 

To help achieve this development, the 
state Commerce Department is now put­
ting together the first plan of industrical 
sites in Kentucky. Ford said, "A key 
element in this plan is the identification and 
evaluation of large sites, areas capable of 
serving several counties and com­
munities." 

Ford emphasized the great importance of 
Kentucky's present road network and said 
that from now on road-building and the 
identification and evaluation of industrial 
sites would go hand in hand. Thus, at the 
same time roads are being cleared, sites 
will be evaluated and established using the 
same machinery now being utilized for the 
road construction. 

To further help in attracting industry to 
the region, Gov. Ford announced that he is 
creating a "Governor's Task Force" for 
slow-growth counties. This group will be 
comprised of commissioners from several 
governmental departments who will, in 
effect, "combine heads" in confronting the 
problems of such counties. 

Ford told the group that recently, while in 
New York City, industry representatives 
repeatedly referred to the question of 
Eastern Kentucky's "liveability." He said 
that difficulties of urban life were related to 
him and that the main concern was with 
"how it would be to live in Kentucky." Ford 

answered this by saying-with special 
reference to Eastern Kentucky-that, 
above all else, Kentucky offers liveability.

The revenue sharing measure, H. R. 
14370, passed the House on JWle 22. 'the 
formula for allocating fWlds to states, 
counties and city governments was 
drastically revised by the Senate on Sep­
tember 12. The conference agreep;nent 
between the Senate and House adoptee\ the 
Administration's and the Senate'S version 
of the legislation. The conference 
agreement which is subject to ratification 
by the House and Senate is likely to be 
considered in the House the week of Oc­
tober 2.

Perkins said that a full disclosure of the 
agreement between the House and Senate 
conferees had not become available Wltil 
Friday, September 29, and that a 
preliminary study of the comprehensive 
measure indicated drastic cuts in the 
allocations to be made to the COWlties of 
Eastern Kentucky over the amoWlt ap­
proved by the House on JWle 22. 

In a speech prepared by Mr. Perkins for 
the debate next week he stated: 

"It is apparent that the Administration, 
in pushing for its revenue measure, has not 
sought to obtain a distribution of theae 
funds on the basis of need but has done the 
exact opposite. In the distribution of fWlds 
it has rewarded the wealthiest com­
mWlities, those commWlities that are best 
capable of financing recreation, water 
facilities, providing an adequate police 
force, securing modern roads, streets, 
highways and other commWlity facilities. 
It has neglected those areas which have 
been neglected too long." 

Perkins released tables showing the 
impact of the conference agreement on a 
number of Kentucky COWlties.

This Is the date when the hearing will be held in the county 
courtroom here on water quality standards to be adopted by the 
Kentucky Water Pollution Control Commission for Eastern Ken­
tucky streams. 

The full story is not at hand, but apparently a move is afoot to 
place most streams of the area in an agricultural classification 
which would not require top quality water standards. To us It ap­
pears to be the sort of thinking that would relegate mountain waters 
to a second-class status while others in the state are to be made of 
higher quality, safe for recreation, even swimming. 

Those who are truly interested in Eastern Kentucky's future, not 
merely in the present, need to. give the long-range effects of such 
water quality standards careful consideration. The final decision 
will not be made at this hearing, but on the facts produced at such 
meetings may depend that ultimate decision. 
· And~ once the decision is made to lower the standards for these 

streams of ours,-streams which, it occurs to us, need every possible 
protection of law,-the time for a change for the better may not 
come soon, if ever.

FRANKFORT, Ky .-Everywhere she 
looks there are weeds surroWlding the little 
clearing where she has stopped, eldlausted, 
after two days and one night in the open. 
She is 75 years old, bruised and weak. 

She wandered away from Central State 
Hospital and they have searched for her 
two days, but the ordeal is almost over. The 
hospital called the Army Aviation Support 
Facility in Frankfort 30 minutes ago. Soon 
National Guard Capt. Je1re Ro'che and a 
park ranger will help her into a station 
wagon for the return to Central State. 

Sometimes the missing parties are found 
before the helicopter arrives. In one case 
the missing person wasn't even lost. In 
another the air search at least prevented 
some needless worry. 

"This last summer a troop of Boy Scouts 
was overdue on a boating trip, and when we 
found them, one of the boys was ill and they 
had only stopped to rest," Tomlinson said. 

For the guardsmen, these~Oights are a 
break in their training routine and a bit of a 
morale boost. "I like helping people," said 
Tomlinson, "1 think we'd all like to do it 
more."

David F. Flemins, Aviation Activity 
Commander, estimates the guardsmen 
have flown about 25 public assistance 
missions in the past two years.

"We were on week-end drill," said 

Tomlinson, "and they sent us out to help 
evacuate people who couldn't be reached in 
boats. 

"We rescued a man and wife and their 
three small children who were in a house 
which had become surrounded by the rising 
water. Another crew picked up an elderly 
couple in a similar situation. They were 
trapped by the water and the woman was 
an invalid, 85 years old." 

How do elderly people react to a ride in a 
helicopter? 

"They were tickled to death; they didn't 
seem to be afraid of it at all, maybe 
because it was their only way out," 
Tomlinson said. "They seemed to enjoy it." 

Kentucky city and COWlty officials may 
request National Guard helicopter support 
during natural or man-made disasters. 
Officials can coordinate with the offices of 
the governor and the adjutant general , 
either directly or through the Kentucky 
State Police. They could receive help with 
20 minutes. 

The public assistance mission is an ap­
propriate one for helicopters. Their ability 
to fly low and slowly, and to land in small 
areas, makes them perfect aircraft for 
searches and disaster evacuations. 

"Two of our ships have hoists," said 
Tomlinson. "When we can't see the ground 
because the trees, sometlmes we can ktwel' 
the crew-chief and let him search selected 
areas. There are areas in the eastern part 
of the state which can be effectively 
searched only by helicopters." 

Not all of the searches are productive.

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Kea Urges Appeal from Ruling 
Of U.S. Court on 'Rollback' 

The Kentucky Education Association 
(KEA) is urging that last week's federal 
court ruling upholding the constitutionality 
of Kentucky's "rollback law" be appealed 
to the U. S. Supreme Court. 

"Such a step, combined with the Supreme 
Court appeals now pending from other 
states in related cases, will help hasten the 
day of school-tax reform and a fair system 
of financing education for Kentucky and the 
nation," said Dr. J. M. Dodson, KEA 
executive secretary. 

Plaintiffs in the suit, the first federal 
court challenge to Kentucky's rollback law, 
were a group of parents and students in the 
Owensboro and Daviess county school 
districts. The rollback law, which with 
some exceptions froze property-tax 
revenues at their 1965 levels, had been 
upheld by the Kentucky Court of Appeals in 
earlier cases.

Dodson issued this statement on the 
decision by a panel of three federal judges: 

"In view of recent federal and state court 
rulings in other states we had anticipated a 
favorable ruling in the Kentucky case. We 
are .lisappointed that the panel of federal ' 
judges ruled otherwise. ('nnrts in 
California, Texas, Minnesota, New Jersey, 
and Arizona have said, in effect, that the 
property tax as usually imposed to raise 
local school revenue does not provide equal 
educational opportunity to children.

Such a step, combined with 
the Supreme Court appeals now pending 
from other states in related cases, will help 
hasten the day of school-tax reform and a 
fair system of financing education for 
Kentucky and the nation." 

Kentucky's rollback law was enacted in 
special legislative session in 1965 after the 
Kentucky Court of Appeals ruled that all 
property must be assessed at 100 per cent of 
its true value as the Kentucky Constitution 
requires. Assessment rates varied widely 
from county to county before the ruling. 

Plaintiffs in the federal suit contended 
that the rollback law converted former 
assessment-ratio inequities into tax-rate 
inequities. They charged violation of the 
equal protection provision of the 14th 
Amendment to the U. S. Constitution. 

The panel's opinion, written by U. S. 
Judge James F. Gordon of Louisville, said, 
"The effect of the rollback law was to 
freeze the tax rate which any school board 
itself had the power to levy. All such boards 
were treated equally and there were no 
exceptions." 

"Additionally," said the opinion, "the act 
does not freeze the taxing power of any 
school district, which may still select, by 
referendwn, as high a tax as it chooses for 
local ad valorem taxes ... " 

The opinion, also signed by U. S. Circuit 
Judge Anthony J. Celebrezze and U. S. 
District Judge Rhodes Brathcer, added: 

"While 'dollar descrepancies' may exist 
among the counties, such is certainly not 
conclusive of unequal educational op­
portunities. Too many factors exist to make 
the amount of money the sole test or guide. 

"The courts have ruled, further, that the 
equal protection clause does not demand 
perfect equality in the amount of money 
spent per pupil among different school 
districts in the state ... 

"We think it well settled that inequities 
are not in and of themselves fatal to state 
legislation, asswning such legislation has 
withstood the rigors of the tests of invidious 
discrimination, of being rationally based, 
related to the pursuit of the goal, and not 
wholly irrelevant to the achievement of the 
state's objective. 

"As to these tests, the Kentucky 'rollback 
law' has prevailed."

Governor Promises 
Forest Resources 
Study in Kentucky 

-
Gov. WendeD Ford and state Natural 

Resources Commissioner Thomas 0. 
Harris have pledged full cooperation and 
support for an in-depth study of the 
development and utilization of Kentucky's 
forest resources. 

The survey, to be undertaken by the 
Kentucky Forestry Council, is designed to 
establish a platform for long-range land­
use planning and forest policies. 

"I am very aware of the importance of 
Kentucky's forest and forest-baaed in­
dustries in the state's economic growth," 
Governor Ford said. "We must make a 
strong effort to maximize the use of this 
valuable resource." 

He said the Jll'Oposed study, "if supported 
by a sound plan for action," can be a ''most 
~t 1tep in this direction." 

Kentucky Forestry CouncU officials said 
"periodic pl'Ogress reports" will be made to 
the governor, and to Commissioner Harris 
as weD as to the General Assembly's In­
terim Committee on Agriculture and 
Natural Resources. 

The coancU is an ~ group 
designed to coordinate the forestry policies 
and programs of industry, conservation 
groups, educators and agencies at all levels , 
of government. 

Robert H. King, council chainnan, said 
the present survey will be the first ''major 
study" of Kent\lcky's forest resources since 
1955. 

"Every great surge forward in forestry 
in Kentucky has been pl'eceded by the sort 
of review now proposed," King said. He 
pointed to the Clifford Hall Reports of 1908-
1911, the Central States Forestry Congress 
held in U>uisville in 1932 and the Society of 
American Foresters-Pack Forestry 
Foundation Study in 1945. 

Such studies do more than merely 
establish a pl'Ogram or platform," he said. 
"Properly promoted, they establish in the 
public mind the forestry problems of the 
state and the need for action." 

Kentucky has almost 12 million acres of 
commercial timberland, controlled by 
243,000 farmers and other private owners in 
holdings that average less than 100 acres. 
In addition to representing $145.4 mlllion in 
raw material for industry, these forests 
provide scenic and recreational at­
tractions, watershed protection and habitat 
for fish and wildlife. 

The state's forest industries Jll'Ovide 
nearly 20,000 job opportunities throughout 
the commonwealth. Forest industry 
payrolls in '11 of Kentucky's 120 counties 
total $83.6 mlllion and generate an ad­
ditional $52.7 million in indirect wages. 
Their capital investment in plant and 
equipment totals $259.8 mlllion and gross 
sales amount to $262.4 million annually. 

Prior to his appointment by President 
Woodrow Wilson as the first Secretary of 
Labor, William B. Wilson was the 
Congressman from Pennsylvania who 
sponsored the legislation whichcreated the 
Federal Department of Labor. Wilson, a 
burly, friendly Scotch inunj,gr..ant and 
former officer of the National Union of 
Miners, was appointed on March 6, 1913 and 
served to March 4, 1921.

The suits are the result of a crackdown on 
strip-mine violators announced Aug. 30 by 
Gov. Wendell H. Ford and Natural 
Resources Commissioner Thomas 0. 
Harris. At that time, Ford said he had 
ordered four lawsuits prepared. 

Harris on Aug. 30 named one possible 
defendant as Barber and Childers Con­
struction Co., Paintsville, which was in­
corporated last year by Paul Childers, 
Paintsville, and Charles R. Barber, Paints­
ville. 

But Acting Reclamation Director Buddy 
A. Beach explained later that a different 
type of action is pending against Barber 
and Childers and the reference to a lawsuit 
was due to an apparent misunderstanding. 

Unlike the four named defendants, 
Barber and Childers did have a permit but 
allegedly did not do required reclamation 
work, Beach said. The division last Mm:ch 
ordered forfeiture of a $4,000 reclamation 
bond posted for the company by Hamilton 
Mutual Insurance Co. of Cincinnati. Beach 
said the money has not yet been collected 
and that the state will renew its order 
demanding the company pay. 

The Division of Reclamation recently 
suspended three more Pike county strip­
mining permits, charging the operators 
with alleged reclamation-law violations, 
bringing to 10 during the current "full-scale 
investigation'' of strip-mine pillage ordered 
by Gov. Wendell Ford. 

The three companies most recently cited 
are Mary Mounts Coal Co., Freeburn; 
Green Ridge Coal Co., Pikeville; Hawkeye 
Elkhorn Coal Co., Pikeville. 

Two of the six companies charged with 
the first seven violations have had their 
permits reinstated after performing 
remedial measures and paying state 
penalties totalling $5000. 

Commissioner of Natural Resources 
Thomas 0. Harris said he did not know 
whether any more permits would be 
suspended. 

"We have not covered the entire 
territory, and therefore have not completed 
our investigation," said Harris. "We may 
or may not find further reclamation-law 
violations." 

Prior to the announcement of the seven 
suspensions last month, two permits in both 
the Paintsville district and the Hazard 
district were revoked by the state. Three of 
these firms have resumed operations, but 
one company chose not to go back to work. 

Since Harris took office in mid-June, 
several suspensions have occurred in other 
districts of the state. All of the operators 
cited have complied with reclamation laws 
and resumed operations. 

Violations have included stripping with 
"auger-only" permits, exceeding 
authorized bench width, failure to construct 
silt basins, stripping off permitted areas, 
and allowing spoil material over outslopes. 

Harris said each operator, with one or 
two exceptions, had been very cooperative. 

"They have done the damage, and we are 
not going to release their permits until it is 
corrected," he said. "They very well may 
find it's cheaper in the long run to do it right 
to start with." 

Governor Ford provided for additional 
reclamation inspectors in his budget and 
has promised help from his emergency 
fund, if necessary, to hire more engineers 
for the Natural Resources Department. 

New inspectors receive on-the-job 
training and also attend a one-week school 
in Frankfort. 

Harris also commented on the an­
nouncement of a $550,000 six-phase study of 
surface mining being undertaken by the 
state, largely financed by the Appalachian 
Regional Commission. 

He explained that the basic idea behind 
the study is to examine various possibilities 
of extracting coal from the land with 
minimum distrubance to the natural 
terrain. Possible methods include elec­
trifying coal or dissolving it into a gas. 

''Many of the ideas may be fantastic and 
far-out, but I would not say they are all 
inconceivable or all absolutely possible," 
said Harris. "There are bound to be some 
things we will learn."

Many people who have tried to improve 
their language have assumed that 
whatever disagrees with Tidewater 
Southern or with Boston New England is 
below standard. It is often a source of. 
comedy for a person who knows something 
about regionalisms to hear some person of 
good Scotch-Irish backgrounds trying, 
usually not whully successfully, to talk like 
Richmond or Boston or Charleston. These 
quaint old cities, long associated with 
culture and learning, do have a very 
agreeable speech when it is genuine and 
inherited; but acquired Tidewater or 
Boston English is always sitting on a small 
volcano. The user at any moment may 
revert to his own native speech of Inland 
America and show that his dressup speech 
is veneer and not to-the-bone. In college 
circles, where Fate has thrown me, it is 
better than most circuses to watch the 
Midland boy who grows up with an ease of 
language and lives somewhat unconscious 
of speech until he goes East to college or 
even to graduate school. The most 
pronounced affected Boston I have ever 
heard was used by a native Kentuckian, 
raised, like the rest of us, in Scotch-Irish 
surroundings but with graduate work Down 
East.

SHOOT Big Firms Join To Drill 
More Deep-Test Wells Beginning at 10 a.m. 

(From The Licking Valley Courier) . 
Plans to drill three more deep-test wells 

in northeast Kentucky to hunt for gas in the 
lower structures were announced this 
week, making four deep-tests announced in 
recent weeks. 

Bink Strickland, of Sandy Hook, field 
manager for Monitor Petroleum Co. of New 
York, said his company is joining with 
Texaco, Ashland Oil, and Columbia Gas to 
sink a deep well near Red Bush in nor­
thwestern Johnson county. 

Strickland also said Monitor Ashland Oil 
and Inland Gas will drill a second deep-test 
on the Elliott-Carter county line about a 
mile west of the 9,980 foot well they recently 
completed on the Everett McDavid farm in 
northern Elliott county. Strickland said the 
McDavid well was a "dry hole." The new 
deep test in that area will be drilled either 
on the Stanford Pennington farm or the 
Lindsey Porter farm. Crescent Drilling Co. 
of Owensboro will drill the deep-test, going 
below the Johnstown formation, which is 
estimated at about 8,500 feet. 

And Strickland announced also that 
Monitor plans to drill another deep well 
near Stephens on Little Ford in Elliott 
county where it drilled its first test well a 
few years ago. This well will be on either 
the Stephens or Gallion property and will be 
about a mile east of Monitor's first well on 
the Cecil Ison farm at Stephens post office. 

Last month five of the bigger oil and gas 
companies announced they would join in 
sinking a deep-test on Buffalo Creek in 
Johnson county. The five cooperating 
companies in this venture are Columbia 
Gas and Transmission, Kentucky-West 
Virginia Gas Corp., Signal Oil and Gas Co., 
Weaver Oil and Gas Co., and Louisana 
Land Exploration Co. A spokesman for the 
group said they are prepared to go below 
15,000 feet with this test. 

The deep-test at Red Bush results from 
Columbia's recent purchase of 65 leases 
from Crate Rice and James Trimble of 
Paintsville, which include 6, 753 acres 
roughly in the corner of Morgan, Johnson 
and Lawrence counties. 

Five of the tracts are in eastern Morgan 
totaling 395 acres. 43 tracts are in western 
Johnson totaling 4,444 a\!res, and 16 tracts 
are in Lawrence totaling 1,414 acres. The 
other cooperating companies also will 
contribute acreage for the test. 

Strickland said Columbia will supervise 
the drilling at Red Bush and that work on 
the well is due to start the second week in 
October. 

Strickland said the well at the Elliott­
Carter county line should be started by the 
third week in October. 

And Monitor, which has acquired big 
acreage in western Lawrence county, said 
also that his firm plans to sink 25

David Wilson is 27 years old 
and blind. He is also a scholar 
and traveler, and a writer for 
the state Department of 
Economic Security. 

Wilson joined the department 
' recently as the first trainee in a 

program for the blind sponsored 

by the Ashland Department of 
Rehabilitation. 

Today he was going to Louis­
ville with a photographer and 
myself to conduct an interview. 
His interview was on a DES 
program. Mine was on him. 

After our introduction and a 
statement of my purpose, the 
Louisa, Ky. native asked: 
"What's so great about me?" 

Isn't there someone youtl like to be 
near? Get in touch by long distance. 

Call today. And dial it airect. 

There was silence. I mean, do 
you tell a blind person that he is 
blind, and that blindness at­
tracts a variety of human in­
terests? 

It turned out that his blind­
ness was not what was "so 
great." The greatness was what 
Wilson has done, what he is 
doing and what he plans to do. Dialing direct is easy. Here's how: First dial "1," plus the area 

code (if it's different from yours), plus the number. If by chance you 
get a wrong number, just call the operator and tell her what happened. 
She'll make sure you're not charged. So keep in touch the personal 
way. Dial long distance direct and save.

"I just got back from England 
where I took another master's 
degree at Leeds University," he 
said. "After a year of living on 
the continent, I have a different 
set of values. There are a lot of 
intrinsic things in the United 
States that are good, but I hope 
to return to Europe." 

Wilson received his 
bachelor's degree in English 
and journalism from the 
University of Kentucky in 1969. 
Last year, he completed his 
first master's. 

Then, at the suggestion of UK 
English professor Dr. Bill 
Hansen, he applied for a Rotary 
Foundation Fellowship grant 

~ and got it. 
"They gave me a grant to 

~ study almost anyplace in the 
world that I choose," said 
Wilson. "I chose Leeds because 
it had one of the most prestigous 
institutes of dialect and folk life 
studies in the world." 

At Leeds, Wilson wrote a 157-
page thesis on folklore in 
American colleges and 
universities today. He also 
wrote short stories and poetry, 
and still does. 

But all his time was not spent 
between the covers of books and 
theme pads. He also met people 
and "felt" Europe. 

"The people are really great 
over there," he said. "Not just 
the middleclass people, they're 
the same everywhere. But the 
rich people who don't have to 
worry about money, and the 
poor who don't gain if they do 
worry. They live for today." 

Wilson returned to Louisa last 
spring for a month and then, at

"artificial barrier" as he calls 
it-was on the table. 

"I'm not much of an in­
terviewer," he said. "Oh, I can 
do alright if I know a little about 
the subject." 

He was doing alright. 
"This rehabilitation program 

lasts for a year," Wilson said 
later as we drove back to 
Frankfort. "I plan to save as 
much as possible during the 
year and, if things work out, 
continue with another agency. 
However, if an irresistible 
opportunity presents itself, I 
will go to either Canada or 
Mexico. 

"Hopefully, I will publish 
enough there to finance my way 
ba k to Europe," he added. 

"By the way, what time is it? 
I've got about 11, but the minute 
hand on my watch is missing." 

Governor Proclaims 
Newspaper Week 

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Wen­
dell Ford has proclaimed the 
week of Oct. 8-14 as Newspaper 
Week in Kentucky. 

The observance honors 
newspapers for their many 
roles in community service in 
the commonwealth. 

Kentucky has 180 papers in 
142 towns and cities across the 
state. There are 109 newspapers 
published in county seats. 
Kentucky has 27 daily and 148 
weekly papers. The remaining 
publications are bi-weekly, 
semi-weekly or monthly. 

In signing the proclamation, 
Governor Ford stressed the 
importance of a free press in 
preserving the rights of the first 
amendment. 

"The liberties exercised by 
the free press belong to all 
people, not singularly to the 
press," he said. 

Newspapers, he said, are a 
"forum for the free exchange of 
ideas and opinions" and make 
"vital contributions to the 
social, religious, educational 
and economic lives of their 
communities.

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deciding for themselves," the sheriff ad­
ded. "I have had many calls, encouraging 
me and expressing confidence in me." 

Mrs. Lykins, who freely admitted that 
she sold whiskey and beer, told the grand 
jury she paid Deputy Sheriff Conn $50 a 
week "protection money." She added: 

"And another one is Buddy Ward and 
with him each time was Ray Adkins and 
Roy Branham ... " they told us after we 
paid them if we bought our stuff from Roy 
Branham there would be no more problems 
and (we) wouldn't have to pay anybody." 

The woman said Sheriff Leslie was not 
with the deputies when she paid them but 
that he came to their house and drank and 
told them "we was all right, that Roy would 
take care of us." 

She produced to the grand jury checks for 
$917 and $1,542 which, she claimed, were 
initialed by her and Branham. She said the 
source of liquor supply was in Cwnberland, 
Ky. Mrs. Lykins also showed the grand jury 
a list of whiskey and beer which, she 
declared, "was in Roy's own handwriting." 

Commonwealth's Attorney Harold J. 
Stwnbo denied any political overtones to 
the grand jury action. The jury in its final 
report to Circuit Judge Conley (see 
separate story) described the crime 
situation as "terrible." Stwnbo said the 
people of Floyd county are entitled to the 
protection of the law and that the grand 
jury was attempting simply to make that 
possible. 

He said certified copies of the grand jury 
report will be sent to Governor Ford and 
Attorney General Hancock. 

The indictments, made under Kentucky 
revised statutes 242.010 to 242.970 provide 
for fines ranging from $50 to $200, but 
conviction would mean that the office held 
by the person convicted would be declared 
vacant. 
. Although these indictments were the 
most sensational acts of the grand jury, the 
jury's hardest work was performed in the 
persistent probe into two Right Beaver 
Creek slayings. No indictment was made in 
either case. 

Two men were named on murder 
charges. They are Adrian Burchett, 
charged with the slaying in early July of 
George Kendrick, and Mont Robinette, who 
is accused of killing his wife, Laura, at 
West Prestonsburg. The elderly Robinette 
also was named in an indictment charging 
him with shooting and wounding Darrell 
Conley, Prestonsburg policeman. 

Eddie Jones and Johnny Martin were 
named in an armed robbi!rty bill in which 
they are accused of robbing Zeer Chaffins, 
of the Garrett vicinity. Chaffins and his 
wife said a snub-nose "38" Special was 
displayed during the robbery, early last 
December. 

Nine were charged with liquor law 
violations and two with possessing illegal 
drugs for sale or use. These are: 

Lark Hunt, Joe Lykins (two cases), 
Lonnie Neeley, Cora Slone and James 
"Red" Slone, all accused of selling in­
toxicants; Clifford Jarrell, possession of 
alcoholic beverages; Percy Dean Johnson 
and Morgan and Harold Joseph, each ac­
cused of transporting alcoholic beverages; 
David Justice and Larry Dean Brewer, 
drug possession.

9,113 Floyd Residents

Bowhunters Begin 
Deer Season Friday; 
Regulations Defined 

Kentucky bowhunters took to the woods 
and fields Friday for the beginning of the 
statewide archery deer season. The first 
part of the split season continues through 
October 31, with the second season running 
from December 1 through December 31. 

Hunters may use only the longbow with 
barbless arrows, and broadhead points 
must be at least 7/s inch wide. Crossbows of 
at least 80-pound pull are legal weapons 
only on the Pioneer Weapons Hunting Area. 

Hunting is restricted to daylight hours 
only and the limit is one deer per year per 
hunter, whether the deer is harvested by 
gun or bow. 

Archery hunters may take either sex 
deer in any of 118 counties. Only Jackson 
and Owsley counties are closed to all deer 
hunting. 

All bowhunters must have a valid hunting 
license and deer permit in possession 
whether hunting or assisting in a deer hunt. 
The statewide resident hunting license, 
available at all county clerks' offices, cost 
$5.00. The non-resident hunting license is 
$27.50 (the three-day non-resident hunting 
license is not valid for deer). Deer permits 
are $10.50 for residents and non-residents 
alike. 

After killing a deer each hunter must 
immediately attach to the deer the locking 
metal tag provided with each deer permit. 
The tag may be attached to any portion of 
the deer provided that it cannot be removed 
without mutilating the deer carcass or 
damaging or destroying the locking tag. 
The tag must remain attached to the deer 
until the carcass is processed and packaged 
by a locker plant, butcher or by the hunter. 
The card portion of the deer permit must be 
separated from the metal tag and retained 
in possession of the licensee. 

All hunters under 18 years of age must be 
accompanied by an adult while hunting 
deer. 

Residents of other states whose laws 
prohibit Kentucky residents from hunting 
deer in their state during open season will 
be denied permits to hunt deer in Kentucky. 

Deer hunters are reminded to ask per­
mission of the landovvner before hunting on 
or crossing over private property. 

Forests of Area: 
'An Autumn Song' 

By BETTY ELLISON 

Kentucky's Eastern Highlands (that's 
us!-Ed.) are preparing to burst forth in 
haunting compositions of gold, russet and 
brown in about three weeks. The exact time 
for autunm leaves to reach their calorific 
peak changes from year to year; tem­
perature and moisture conditions that call 
the tune. 

Travelers can hearken to the leaves' last 
refrain along the trails in the Red River 
Gorge, off the Mountain Parkway, in the 
Daniel Boone National Forest. There are 
roads that wind through the 26-mile-long 
gorge, and scenic overlooks provide a place 
to stop. 

If close harmonizing with nature is your 
special talent, there are 18 hiking trails in 
the gorge. Seven of them run a mile in 
length or shorter, and most are less than 
two miles long. 

Each of Kentucky's eight state forests 
sings its own fall lyrics. Four of the state 
forests, Pennyrile, Kentucky Ridge, 
Tygarts and Dewey Lake, encompass or lie 
nearby state resort parks-Pennyrile 
Forest, Pine Mountain, Carter Caves and 
Jenny Wiley-and thereby can offer the 
complete vacation week-end for viewing 
fall foliage. 

Knobs State Forest, near Bardstown, is 
next-door to Bernheim Forest for a double 
measure of autumn sightseeing. Bernheim 
Forest has a nature center and landscape 
arboretum, and is stocked with wildlife. 

Kentenia State Forest is near Harlan in 
Eastern Kentucky. Farther east is Lilly 
Woods, near Whitesburg, which contains a 
remnant of one of the great prehistoric 
forests-Mixed Mesophytic-which 
reached its peak in the Cumberland 
Mountains of Eastern Kentucky. 

Olympia State Forest, near Owensville 
lies near the boundaries of the Daniei 
Boone National Forest. 

All the state forests have hiking trails. 
Some have roads through them, some have 
only access roads. 

Other suggestions for fall travel include 
Big Black Mountain, viewable from Harlan 
County's Little Shepherd Trail, which 
winds 38 miles between Harlan and Whites­
burg along the crest of Pine Mountain· 
Cumberland Gap at Middlesboro; a crui~ 
along the palisades of the Kentucky River 
in the area near Shakertown at Pleasant 
Hill; and, of course, the always lovely Lake 
Cumberland.

Prestonsburg is a fast-moving town, 
these days, and of all those who live here a 
fellow named Bobby Watson moves fastest. 

Watson does his moving on the auto 
racing circuit and he currently holds 
second place in total point standings in 
American Racing Club of America (A. R. 
C. A.) sanctioned races. He enjoyed this 
same distinction in 1969. His most recent 
win was three weeks ago at Tri-county 
Speedway, Cincinnati, when he led a field of 
40 cars 200 laps to the checkered flag. In the 
same competition, Watson recorded fastest 
qualifying time. Five other victories this 
season include the Louisville 500 an In­
ternational 500 late model stock ~ar race 
which he also won in 1964 and 1969. 

A Louisville native, Watson began 
following automobile racing in the Louis­
ville-Jeffersonville, Ind. area at an early 
age and by the time he was 15, he entered 
his first race in a 1940 Ford ... and won. For 
the next 15 years he competed in his home 
area developing his driving skills and 
winning races. Watson characterizes 
himself in these early years, and most 
young racers generally, as "all foot and no 
brains." It is not until a racer is in his 30's, 
says Watson, that he acquires the 
necessary restraint and ability to "size up" 
a situation and take advantage of it. At 36, 
Watson feels that he is in his prime. 

After being introduced to the late Harry 
Ranier in 1!~67 by a Prestonsburg friend, 
Watson began that season driving a car 
sponsored by Ranier and won, first time 
out. He followed up this impressive start by 
winning all the races held at Salyersville 
that season. Regularly competing at the 
local tracks, Watson also participated in 
such races as Daytona, where he placed 
second in 1970, and Talledega, Alabama. t 
was during this time ( 1969), while under the 
sponsorship of Ranier, that Watson placed 
second in A. R. C. A. point standings. The 
same status was achieved this season as 
Watson raced his own vehicle, a 1972, 350-
cubic-inch Chevrolet Camaro. 

Watson has never been seriously injured in 
his racing career. He has had some close 
ones though, the most chilling experience 
occurring at Talledega when a right front 
tire blew out at a speed close to 200 miles 
per hour. He escaped, only slightly shaken 
from this potentially disastrous situation by 
turning into the right wall of the track, 
using the wall to slow his car after the 
blowout had rendered his brakes useless. 
He claims his worst injuries are sustained 
in the pits where, more than once he has 
been showered by scalding water and 
radiator coolant. Conditions inside the 
stock car driver's vehicle are far from 
comfortable and Watson SPeaks of times 
when during a race temperatures have 
risen to 150 degrees and the heels of his 
boots have actually burned. 

With such dangers and discomforts 
constantly facing the racer, one can hardly 
help but ask, "Why?" or "Is it worth it?" 

Bobby Watson puts it simply: "After 
you've done it so long it just becomes a 
habit." He claims that every racer tells 
himself that he's given it up for good at the 
end of every racing year, but that "when it 
starts gettin' the season, you start gettin' 
the urge." He says that before a race he is 
troubled, not by any sort of nagging fear or 
apprehension but by extreme restlessness 
and a desire to "get going." As a result of 
this, Watson says jokingly, "I'll walk 30 
miles or so before a race begins." 

But well into a race Watson reports that 
he becomes very much at ease and even 
says that "it's the only place I can actually 
relax." In a race, Bobby explains, there is

State, County Veneral Disease 
Figures Show Increase for Year 

For the ninth consecutive year, Kentucky 
has experienced an increase in the number 
of reported cases of gonorrhea. In fiscal 
year 1972 7,201 cases were reported, 
compared to 5,815 in fiscal1971 and 4,319 in 
1970. 

The 300 cases of infectious syphilis 
reported in fiscall972 represent the largest 
number reported for any 12-month period 
since 1951. The incidence rate for 
gonorrhea increased from 183.0 in fiscal 
year 1971 to 222.0 in fiscal1972. Between the 
fiscal years, 1970 and 1972, the incidence 
rate for infectious syphilis more than 
doubled. It soared to 9.2 in 1972 from its 1970 
rate of 4.5. Rates are per 100,000 population. 

For the year 1971-'72, Floyd county had 15 
reported cases of gonorrhea in a population 
of 35,700. This is an incident rate of 40 per 
100,000 population. Four cases of syphilis 
were reported in Floyd county for an in­
cident rate of 10 per 100,000.

The risk group for venereal disease is 
between the ages of 15-30. Floyd county has 
9,800 persons within this group. 

In Kentucky, as elsewhere, officially 
reported veneral disease morbidity is by no 
means synonymous with true incidence. 
One obvious reason for the marked 
discrepancy is that many infected persons 
never seek medical attention and also 
because great numbers of cases diagnosed 
and treated by private physicians are never 
reported. 

Venereal diseases can be treated buy 
only by a qualified physician. Appropriate 
laboratory tests (a blood test for syphilis 
and a smear or culture test for gonorrhea) 
are essential in aiding the physician to 
detect venereal disease.

Internal Revenue 
Service Beefs Up 
Aid to Taxpayers 

The Internal Revenue Service now offers 
more assistance to taxpayers in this area, 
according to James I. Tackett, the direc­
tor's representative for the Pikeville In­
ternal Revenue Service office. 

Tackett announced the appointment of an 
additional taxpayer service representative. 
She will be in the Pikeville office from 8 
a.m. to 4:45p.m. on Monday and Friday of 
each week to help taxpayers with their 
questions and problems. 

The Internal Reveune Service office in 
Pikeville is located in the U. S. Post Office 
Building at Main and Hoffman streets. The 
number to call for assistance is 437-7336. 

Lower income taxpayers may be able to 
receive free assistance with their returns 
during the coming filing season if the In­
ternal Revenue Service enlists enough 
civic-minded volunteers for a unique public 
service program, according to Robert J. 
Dath, District Director for Kentucky. 

The program, officially known as VITA 
(Volunteer Income Tax Assistance), 
provides an excellent opportunity for 
concerned individuals and groups to assist 
taxpayers who have fairly simple filing 
requirements. These taxpayers who are 
generally the poor, the elderly, the 
illiterate or persons with language 
problems, often have to pay for 
professional assistance, although they can 
least afford it, Dath said. The key to the 
VITA program is the training of volunteer 
assistors who help taxpayers in their own 
neighborhoods to prepare returns fully and 
accurately, without charge.

According to Howard T. 
Goodpaster, director of the 
Division of Archives and 
Records in the state Depart­
ment of Finance, a document 
has archival value if it is 
historically, legally, ad­
ministratively or scientifically 
significant and has a retention 
need of at least 10 years. 

"We secure and maintain 
state records so that historians 
and researchers, as well as 
~tate and local governments, 
can have quick use of them," · 
Goodpaster said.

has not always been in effect. 
The state Legislative 

Research Commission launched 
a study of the arfhives problem 
in 1957, and legislation enacted 
in 1958 created archives and 
records management programs 
for both state and local 
government. 

Before the storage center was 
established in 1964, state 
records were under the custody 
of the agencies of origin. Since 
space was scarce and their 
value was often unappreciated, 
the records usually received 
inadequate care. 

"Similar problems still exist 
today," said Goodpaster. 
"We've retrieved many county 
records from trucks headed for 
disposal units." 

The division is authorized to 
make a continuing survey of 
local and state government 
records; establish retention and 
disposal schedules for records; 
assist state and local govern­
mental agencies in records 
management; and oversee 
microfilming of records. 

Documents and records are 
stored according to their im­
portance, some being kept for 10 
years, some for infinity. 

"Our county-records 
warehouse is frequently visited 
by people seeking marriage, 
divorce and death records for 
genealogical purposes," said 
division employee William 
Hearn. "Many people also want 
to know about military records 
-whether their great-great­
great grandfather fought in the 
Civil War or the War of 1812." 

Although genealogy is one 
lure of the archives, several 
other attractions can be found 
there. 

Not only does the center have 
records of the first woman ever 
put into a penal institution in 
Kentucky, but also an original 
land grant signed by Thomas 
Jefferson and a survey record 
written by Daniel Boone. 

Documents are stored in 
metal boxes and coded ac­
cording to National Archive 
Service standards. 

The center has two storage 
warehouses with a total 
capactiy of approximately 
100,000 cubic feet. Currently 
there are 40,000 cubic feet of 
archival holdings and 23,000 
cubic feet of non-archival 
records with a retention value 
of less than 10 years holdings. 

If not to be kep for infinity, the 
records are destroyed when 
their period of retention is over, 
unless the agency involved 
requests otherwise. Disposal is 
accomplished by shredding or 
burning. 

"Everything used to be 
disposed of by burning," said 
Goodpaster. "But now certain 
statutes require some 
documents to be shredded . 
Doing our thing for recycling, 
you know." 

With a steady flow of state 
' and local government records 

coming into the center, storage 
space will one day become 
scarce and the division is tur­
ning to computer technology 
and microfilming to solve the 
problem. 

Some microfilming already is 
in use, but the computer is still 
in the planning stage . 

"We hope to have all our 
holdings on computer within the 
next couple of years so that 
print-outs will be available to 
anyone," Goodpaster said. 
"What better method to present 
the old in a new way?"
