l''loyd county's share of Rural 
Secondary highway funds for fiscal 1973-
'74, beginning July I, is $393,985, 

,Governor Wendell H. Ford and Trans­
portation Secretary Elijah M. Hogg 
announced last Friday. 

Meanwhile, the Department of High­
ways was advertising for contractors' 
bids on several projects included in the 
program. Bids will be opened April 26 on 
Class I bituminous concrete surfacing of 
36 miles of Floyd county roads and 3.83 
miles of streets, plus painting of two 
bridges. 

Roc.ds scheduled for surfacing or 
resurfacing under the contracts to be 
awarded after the April 26 bid opening 
date are: 

Right fork of Bull Creek road from 
approximately one mile west of the upper 
Bull Creek road, extending westerly .8 
mile; the Martin-Buck's Branch­
Spurlock road from a point 3.9 miles 

~ south of KY 114, southeast a distance of 
3.5 miles; the Dewey Lake road <KY 304 > 
from the May Lodge approach road to 
KY 1107, near Auxier, a distance of 5.599 
miles; the May's Branch road from US 
23, east a distance of 1 mile; the Simpson 
Branch road from KY 1426 south a 
distance of 1 mile; the upper Bull Creek 
road, from a point approximately 1.6 
miles southwest of KY 1428 at end of 
existing blacktop, southwest a distance 
of 1 mile; the Salyers Branch road from 
KY 7, west a distance of 1.5 miles; the 
Steele's Creek road from KY 1086 
southeast .7 mile; the Doty Creek road 
from KY 122 at McDowell, southwest a 
distance of 1 mile; the Melvin-Weeks­
bury road from KY 122 at Melvin, south­
west 1.545 miles; The Martin-Caney 
Fork-Blue River road from KY 404 near 
Blue Ri er to KY 119. at Martin, 7,85 
miles; the Emma-Endicott-Thomas road 
from the Pike county line, west a 
distance 4.8 miles; the Lucy Hall 
cemetery road at McDowell, from KY 680 
a distance of 1 mile; the Glo road from 
KY 7, .9 mile. 

Bridges to be painted are one on the 
Prater Creek-Harold road, 1 mile north­
west of Harold, and the bridge over 
Toler Creek, 1.93 miles from Harold. 

Street work on which bids are sought 
includes .95 mile at Auxier, 1.95 miles in 
New Allen, .25 mile in Burton­
Wheelwright and .68 mile in Dwale. 

Commissioner James E. Gray, head of 
, the newly established Bureau of High­

ways, explained that the program 
selected provides maintenance for 105.8 
miles of rural secondary roads. It also 
authorizes construction of two bridges on 
the Hite road; and raising the existing 
roadway above flood elevation on the Big 
Branch of Abbott road. 

The Rural Secondary Program is 
supported by wo cents of the Com­
monwealth's motor fuel tax. It originated 
in 1948 when the General Assembly 
recognized the need to improve farm-to­
market and other rural roads. To insure 
fair distribution among the various 
counties, it enacted a statutory formula 
in 1962. This formula, which takes rural 
population, rural area, and rural road 
mileage into account, determines each 
county's share.

Damage by Wind 
Slows Changes 
Begun at Dock 

Wind damage sustained last Thursday 
temporarily interrupted expansion and 
renovation of Jenny Wiley boat dock, but 
work in other areas of the park con­
tinued. 

Park Manager George Barker said, 
"just guessing," that $2·3,000 damage 
resulted when unusually strong winds 
snapped four anchoring cables and blew 
roofing from the dock between 11 a.m. 
and 2 p.m. 

"A strong wind from the southwest 
began blowing through the dock hollow 
while at the same time the flag on the hill 
by the lodge was blowing hard due east," 
Barker said. This situation set up a 
whirling effect which resulted in the 
damage. The strength of the wind is 
evidenced in the fact that one gust pulled 
loose a full yard of concrete with post and 
anchor. 

Work at the boat dock prior to Thurs­
day's damage was part of a general 
"face lifting" being carried on in various 
a eas of the park A new walkway. 
complete with slips, had lengthened the 
dock considerably and preparations were 
being made to install permanent pilings 
with connecting walkways to the bank. 
Later, after repairs are made to the 
existing facility, electricity to houseboats 
and pontoons will be installed and fresh 
water will be piped to the dock and 
utlized for drinking water, ice and a 
proposed fish-cleaning area . 

In another park project , ap­
proximately 1 11! miles of completely new 
horse trails are being completed near 
Jenny Wiley stables. These trails, ac­
cording to Barker, are for the most part 
level, with no steep inclines as existed in 
the old trail. He said a wood chipper 
would be acquired later which would 
enable the park to "pave" the trails with 
wood chips and provisions are being 
made for drainpipe, ditches and head­
walls to insure adequate drainage. The 
stables will house 21 horses this season. 
Mr. Barker expressed the hope that the 
former riding trails could be converted 
into hiking trails, and cited the beauty of 
the area of the old trails. 

Grading and draining of the large 
Goble Branch camping area is also in 
progress and Barker reported that 120 
campsites will be available, in contrast 
to last season's 88. Playground areas are 
being constructed in addition to 
provisions for water, sewage and elec-

Judge Auxier sustained separate 
motions by both defendants for an order 
permitting them to inspect and copy the 
original tape recording referred to and to 
have it inspected by an expert of 
defendant's choosing, defense counsel to 
advise the attornev for the Com­
monwealth the name.and address of the 
expert, also to state his qualifications 
and the time and place for the tape 
examination. 

Defendants' separate motions for a Bill 
of Particulars was sustained, the the 
Commonwealth's mo ion to amend the 
indictments was also upheld.

Revenue Sharing Pay 
More Than Expected 

Floyd county received its check for the 
first 1973 instalment of revenue sharing 
funds last week, later than most counties 
of the area, but it wa as pleasantly 
surprised by what it got as most of the 
other counties had reportedly been. 

Floyd's check was for $59,580, which is 
for the first quarter of the year. If the 
sharing rate holds at this level, the 
county will benefit by more than $200,000 
from revenue sharing this year. 

County Judge Henry Stumbo said the 
$59.580 is being budget for these pur­
poses : 

New road equipment, $25,000; voting 
machines <the county has bought sixl , 
$22,000 ; right-of-way, $12,000 ; utilities 
account, $5,000; balance in reserve. 

Prestonsburg received its revenue 
sharing check, March 10, in the amount 
of $25,118. Allocation of these funds for 

specific purposes is expected to be made 
Thursday evening at a city council 
meeting. 

P ike county's check was for a whop­
ping $102,143- roughly $20,000 more than 
had originally been earmarked for the 
county. County Judge Wayne Rutherford 
said the check was for more than an­
ticipated. He added that the county would 
not have received the larger check, had 
not he and other officials made a trip to 
Washington to protest discrepancies in 
the allocation of funds to the county. 

Johnson county's $35,934 was repor­
tedly $7,000 more than expected. The city 
of Paintsville received $28,600. 

Lawrence county's $53,000 may be used 
for road repairs. Louisa's $9,911 check is 
expected to be spent on recreation 
facilties, firefighting equipment and a 
landfill ite.

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Drugs: A Frightening Situation 
It can happen here, and we must go a bit farther and recognize 

the fact that it has already happened. The terrifying drug 
problem has been visited upon almost every crossroads, hamlet 
or village as well as upon the larger population centers. Name 
any place on the map, and you have a place where there are 
frightened people. 

The mere hint of narcotics such as heroin, LSD, concoctions 
which terrifyingly alter and twist minds and lives, is horrifying. 
And those whose homes and families are under attack demand 
that something drastic be done. 

The barbiturates, not the "harder" heroin and other narcotics 
which are so frightening, apparently have the strongest foothold 
here. These aren't commonly feared because at this very 
moment they may be found in a thousand medicine cabinets in 
this county. But these are the drugs which, says U. S. NEWS 
AND WORLD REPORT, present the greatest problem. 

Amytal, Nembutal, Secomil, tranquillizers, pep pills-ever 
hear of them? They're on the market, even on school 
playgrounds, in restrooms and hallways. The young now are 
gobbling up what their elders for years have been going to sleep 
and rising by. 

Half, or more, of the drug deaths are caused, we are told, by 
overdoses of bar:biturates such as these. Medical authorities 
say that withdrawal from these "less harmful" drugs is more 
dangerous than shaking the heroin "hook." Officers approach 
those who are "high" on these drugs with extreme 'caution 
because, they say, the barbiturate user often becomes more 
violent than the wildest drunk. 

Then what is to be done? Most will agree that the problem 
should be attacked at the source, that "pushers" should be 
tracked down, that every resource of the law must be employed 
to find them and catch them and to put them away where they 
will no longer be able to create their own brand of terror. Strong 
laws and strong men to enforce them, on the streets and in the 
courts, are basic to the battle that has already been joined. 

Curtailment of the production of barbiturates has been un­
dertaken to some extent and with some success. But they cannot 
be eliminated, because they play a strong part in the treatment 
of many human ailments. 

Others have called for a general cleanup to convince young 
America that their elders mean to abide by all law. In Prestons­
burg, if the drug supply were totally dried up, under present 
conditions the young could turn to bootleg whiskey and beer. As 
has been said, "You can't clean up a garbage dump by removing 
only one kind of can." 

Then there is the matter of drug education. This currently may 
be the greatest need in the whole field of education. And it may 
need to begin with adults, the parents who now are crying 
frantically for help. One 16-year-old boy told a Senate in­
vestigating group: "People we consider people to be with were 
doing it ... I decided to do it, too." 

Dad steadies his nerves or perks himself up with a drink of 
whiskey. His son knows that was bootleg whiskey. Is it any worse 
for him to smoke a "reefer" bought from a bootlegger popularly 
known as a pusher? 

Some authorities are arguing that we must get back farther 
than the seller and buyer-back to the underlying causes which 
get people into the use of drugs. Does the parent shrink from 
reality and drown his troubles in the bottle or allay them with a 
pill? Are the realities of life too much for the best-fed, best­
clothed, best-educated people on earth? Is "escape" the only 
word left in the vocabulary as the adult refuses to face up to his 
own problems under the watchful eyes of his children? 

We are not forgetful of the importance of attacking the 
problem through the law. The "pusher" must be under the 
heaviest possible pressure. Yet we find this statement by an 
official in the President's Special Action Office for Drug Abuse 
Prevention at once a· severely frank diagnosis and a good, stiff 
remedy for what ails us: 

"For the short run, controlling the supply of drugs is the best 
method we have. But the real problem is that children are 
learning from their parents that there is a pill for every 
discomfort, and you don't have to suffer. Relatively few parents 
these days teach their children that life does include pain-that 
you can/t take a pill or a chemical for every problem."

This newspaper always applauds when a neighboring county in Eastern 

Kentucky moves forward; commercially, educationally, religiously, 
agriculturally, or otherwise. For we think that if another county "can do it" 
maybe we can also. Anyway, it helps the GMP (gross mount!J.in product), and 
some of it may trickle down our way. 

So, congratulations are in order for our neighboring Floyd and Pike counties. 
The Social Security Administration has established a district Social Security 

office in Prestonsburg to serve Floyd, Martin, Magoffin and Johnson counties. 
Also the State Forestry Division has moved its district office to Prestonsburg 
along with a number of jobs. And, too, Gov. Ford has named Floyd County Judge 
Henry Stumbo and Pike County Judge John Wayne Rutherford on the all­
important new State Manpower Council, which under revenue sharing will have 
charge of spending over $17 million in Kentucky. They are two of a 22-member ­
committee that will wield a lot of power in months to come-and about the only 
members from northeastern Kentucky. 

Floyd and Pike have a lot of voters, it is to be noted. But they are fortunate also 
in having some effective local leaders-leaders who have good liaison with both 
Washington and Frankfort, it seems. And these things always help a county, and 
we congratulate both counties on their good fortune.

MINERVA PARK, Ohio-The 20,000 
inhabitants of Minerva Park, Ohio, are 
serviced solely by a volunteer ambulance 
force of women known as the "Squaw 
Squad."

Kentucky Grows-But Not High Court

Frankfo~t, Ky.--There is a side affect 
of the population explosion which 
perhaps has never occurred to the 
scientists and researchers- the problem 
of the courts. 

As the population has grown, the 
number of people using the courts to 
settle disputes has also grown. To meet 
this increase the legislature had almost 
doubled the number of circuit judgeships 
since the present court system was 
formed in 1894. 

This is not true of the Court of Appeals . 
It has remained the same, except for an 
early increase from five to seven justices 
and the employment of four com­
missioners approved by the legislature 
early in the 1920's. 

Chief Justice John S. Palmore also 
notes the many, many changes made in 
the past 13 years by the Supreme Court of 
the United States with regard to con­
stitutional law. "The law isn't as settled 
as it used to be. Our court is in the 
middle, we don't make the changes but 
we have to comply with them," Justice 
Palmore says. 

people are deprived of a prompt set­
tlement of their cases," Judge Palmore 
said. 

Carrying the preferential treatment of 
"precedence" are criminal cases, work­
men's compensation, and child custody. 
And, black lung legislation has tripled 
the workmen's compensation load. 

Justice Palmore says this all means "a 
Workmen 's Compensation case filed 
today may be completed by the summer 
of 1973, while 53 percent of the cases filed 
(mainly civil actions ) may be delayed as 
much as 21 months." 

One court innovation in the past ten 
years has been utilization of circuit judges 
in preparing high court opinions. This 
resulted from the last pay increase to the 
circuit judges, which carried with it 
the additional responsibility. 
Simultaneously, the caseload carried by 
these judges has grown. Justice 
Palmore 's opinion is "They have their 
own work of quite a different nature and 
shouldn 't be asked to do anything but 
what is strictly their own." 

In the ten years the circuit judges have 
been working for the court, they have 
written about 1,000 opinions. "This 
constitutes about a year and a half of 
work for the court," says Palmore.

Ackerman, Greater Louisville Council. 
The term of office extends from July 1, 
1973, to June 30, 1974. 

Caseload statistics provided by the 
clerk of the Court of Appeals, Mrs. 
Frances Jones Mills. underline the chief 
justice's concern. In 1961 the total cases 
docketed for consideration by Ken­
tucky's highest court totaled 666, while in 
1972 the case load totaled 1267-nearly 
double 

Judge Palmore also explained how the 
backlog of cases is divided under present 
law. " Certain cases take precedence and 
the law designates them. We have no 
recourse but to process them first. These 
advanced cases constituted 47 percent of 
the total caseload for the court in 1972. 

The end result is that the Court of 
Appeals is dealing wtih more cases, 
which have been made more complicated 
by Supreme Court changes, while the 
court itself has remained nearly the 
same as it was 80 years ago. 

Justice Palmore had outlined some 
ideas for change which would bring about 
a more equalized action on all cases. He 
would like to see a " spillover" court to 
handle the overflow, or power for the 
court to reject a case as the Supreme 
Court of the United States does . On either 
of these changes, the legislature would 
have to make the final decision.

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Forestry Unit 
Ranger Office 
Moves to Park 

The Kentucky Division of Forestry unit 
ranger office at Allen is presently being 
moved to a new location in the old 1xirl 
Scout bathhouse building at Goble 
Branch, Jenny Wiley State Park. 

The move comes as a result of the need 
of the Department of Highways which 
owns the office space at Allen, to utilize 
the building for its own expansion pur­
poses. 

District Forester Jim Winter said 
Monday that he hopes the move will be 
completed sometime next week. The 
former Girl Scout building, a block 
structure, is quite sound, according to 
Winter, and work on the new office will 
consist of painting and sealing in certain 
areas. 

The office in the new location will serve 
exactly the same functions as the Allen 
office, said Winter-as command 
headquarters for the Floyd-Magoffin 
county ranger unit. This unit forms one of 
three ranger units in the Division of 
Forestry's six-county Eastern district, of 
which Winter is head. The office handles 
radio dispatching in Floyd and Magoffin 
and keeps foresters and firefighters 
alerted in case of woodland fire. 

The new location in the state park is 
considered an advantage to both the 
Division of Forestry and to the park it­
self. Ranger Winter expressed the 
opinion that the closeness of the new 
office to the adjacent camping area and 
to the old Girl Scout lodge, which is 
scheduled to be renovated and developed 
as a recreation building for park guests, 
will enable the Division to reach more 
people with its message of fire preven­
tion and conservation.

In the days of the Indians there was an 
abundance of wild tobacco and there was 
the cultivated variety_ Back then, 
tobacco was unknown to the rest of the 
world. The Indians used tobacco in 
scores of different ways, mostly as a 
remedy for the various ailments of their

race. They also smoked it in their peace 
pipes on ceremonial occasions. They 
regarded tobacco as a gift from heaven 
and smoked it as a religious offering to 
the Great Spirit. They also smoked it as a 
token of peace and goodwill among the 
tribes. When they made treaties with the 
whites they sealed them by smoking 
tobacco. If disaster happened to strike 
any of the tribes, the Indians smoked 
tobacco to appease the "spirits." Rarely 
did they use tobacco to satisfy lustful 
craving, their use of its being mostly 
medicinal. They used the juice to expel 
worms and in an enema to relieve colic; 
they also used tobacco smoke to revive 
fainting or drowning victims. 

For piles, they used a suppository of 
raw fat mixed with a pinch of powdered 
tobacco. To stop the violent spasms of 
lockjaw, they used an infusion of 
tobacco; they also used it to ease the 
symptoms of rabies. 

Tobacco was chewed by the Indians, 
mainly for its medicinal properties and 
as a tonic for the system. The stronger 
the tobacco, the more it was regarded as 
a great medicine. Few whites could use 
the strong tobacco of the Indians. 
Chewed-up tobacco leaves were applied 
to snakebite, but only after the poison 
had been sucked out. Poultices of tobacco 
leaves were bound on the chest to relieve 
bronchial congestion; a poultice on the 
jaw was used to cure toothache. As a cure 
for rheumatism, the patient was bathed 
in hot water in which a handful of tobacco 
leaves had been put. And there was the 
cure for athlete's foot, which seemed to 
have afflicted the redmen as well as the 
palefaces. To cure this, they used a 
dresssing of tobacco leaves mixed with 
green grass . 

For disinfecting wounds the Indians 
used tobacco leaf poultices, as did our 
foreparents; they also used the juice to 
kill lice and cure the baby's colic. They 
also blew tobacco smoke under its 
clothing to stop the pain. To cure

through the woods took up tobacco 
chewing to cause them "to spit away 

. their big fat." 
The most unusual use of tobacco by the 

Indians was that of treating stunted 
children. They made these chew tobacco 
and swallow the juice! It is said this 
didn't make them sick but actually cured 
them of being stunted. The tobacco was 
needed by the puny child to counteract 
the effects of the disease of whatever 
might be stunting its growth. Small 
wonder the Indians regarded tobacco as 
a gift from heaven. They taught the 
whites about tobacco's great value as a 
medicine and how to use it for various 
ailments . 

Nicolas Monardes, the botanist who 
wrote many books on herbs and 
medicinal plants of the New World, 
recorded that tobacco was introduced 
into Spain as a garden plant in 1569. Later 
the Spaniards heared of its medicinal 
value and begun to use it as a medicine. 

Jean Nicot was one of the first white 
men to develop tobacco remedies for 
diseases . He used it to cure a young man 
with a sore on his nose; also to heal one of 
his cooks who cut his thumb with a 
chopping knife. 

Tobacco is a member of the NIGHT­
SHADE FAMILY and is related to the 
beautiful petunias, also to ground 
cherry" and black nightshade. From the 
poisonous members of the Nightshade 
family, some of the greatest medicines 
have been developed.

When I travel in areas of Kentucky 
where surface mining has continued for 
years, I am saddened by the devastated, 

• derelict land which was left in terrible 
condition before Kentucky had laws to 
prevent such destruction. 

Many acres stand barren and rough as 
orphan lands. Acid seeps from many 
areas of Western Kentucky, turning 
streams a poisonous orange and killing 
the vegetation. 

On Governor Wendell Ford's recom­
mendation, the 1972 Kentucky General 
Assembly appropriated one-half million 
dollars to establish a revolving fund for 
the purchase, restoration, and resale of 
insufficiently reclaimed land affected by 
strip or auger mining. Federal funds will 
be solicited where possible. 

We in the Kentucky Department for 
Natural Resources and Environmental 
Protection estimate that 65,000 acres of 
orphan land in the state need restoration 
in terms of grading, draining of acid 
water impoundments, and revegetation. 
In 1966, the U. S. Forest Service in 
Eastern Kentucky and the Tennessee 
Valley Authority in Western Kentucky, 
with assistance from the state 
reclamation agency, released surveys 
showing that 38,000 acres in the east and 
27,000 acres in the west needed 
reclamation. 

We accumulated that much disturbed 
land because the Commonwealth of 

Kentucky was a late-comer to the ranks 
of the coal states which enacted laws to 
regulate strip mining. However, Ken­
tucky has made up for its slowness in 
recent years. The 1966 Legislature 
passed Kentucky's first effective strip 
mine legislation, even though we had 
some legal controls as early as 1954. 
However, the 1966 reclamation 
requirements were not retroactive. They 
did not solve the problem of what would 
be· done to repair the lands stripped 
before 1966. 

To reclaim these disturbed lands, we 
are establishing an orphan land 
rf'storation program within the Division 
of Special Projects, which will also 
handle noise pollution, pesticides, wild 
rivers and beautification programs. Our 
Division of Reclamation and Office of 
Planning and Research have been 
working together in setting up a plan for 
attacking the problem of orphan lands. 

Already we have selected two sites for 
orphan land restoration in Western 
Kentucky. Both of these will be coor­
dinated with the Job Corps. 

We look forward to progress in 
reclaiming these orphan lands and 
turning them into constructive areas. 

In the building trades, union craftsmen 
surpass the median earnings of their 
nonunion counterparts by more than 40 
percent.

The Prestonsburg-based Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund last week 
filed a writ of mandamus and a petition 
of stay in the Sixth U. S. circuit court of 
appeals, asking that a portion -of the 
decision made in the Paintsville housing 
case March 21 in U. S. district court at 
Catlettsburg by U. S. District Judge H. 
David Hermandorfer be reviewed. 

Judge Hermandorfer's decision called 
for the Paintsville Housing Authority to 
set up a grievance committee to hear 
appeals or protests of housing applicants 
following the housing authority's 
decisions . 

We Call It Checking Plus 
The Research and Defense Fund case, 

a class action filed on behalf of Elsie 
Dale, a Paintsville resident, alleged that 
the housing authority was refusing to 
admit as tenants qualified applicants and 
was treating tenants arbitrarily and 
evicting tenants for improper reasons. 

"We're only taking issue with part of 
that order," John Rosenberg, head of AR 
& DF, said. "We take no issue with Judge 
Hermansdorfer' order to establish a 
grievance committee for future 
claimants." 

Rosenberg stressed his firm will 
comply with Judge Hermansdorfer's 
order. 

In the original case the establishment 
of a grievance panel was sought. 

Rosenberg noted that this section of 
Judge Hermansdorfer's decision was 
"one of the things we were after," but 
added that "the order, in our judgment, 
does not take care of all the problems 
we've been trying to remedy." 

In effect, the attorney, the recent 
action in the Cincinnati Court of Appeals 
is a request that Judge Hermansdorfer 
act on "what we have asked for. We feel 
the court should hear and rule on 
testimony of past housing applicants." 

''This is the way a class action should 
proceed," he said. "We were seeking a 
decision that would affect everyone ... a 
broad order that would bear on an entire 
class of applicants and address itself to 
some of the practices and procedures 
rather than initially referring it to the 
grievance committee." 

He contends that the particular people 
who filed the case in 1971 and other past 
housing applicants "have a right to have 
their case heard in Judge Her­
mansdorfer's court now, rather than 
having to proceed through the grievance 
committee." 

Rosenberg stressed that "we're not 
trying to prevent the orderly process set 
down in the hearings. We're anxious to 
have the grievance committee work." 

But he indicated Hermansdorfer's 
decision does not answer the question 
originally brought before the court. 
"While we hope the implementation of 
the grievance procedure helps present 
and future tenants and applicants, we 
hoped they would declare Elsie Dale and 
other original plaintiffs eligible for ad­
mission to housing."

Meanshile, Paintsville city attorney 

Howes Johnson reported three of the six 
grievance committee members have 
been named and hearings may begin as 
early as April 23. 

Johnson said he had received the 
names of 130 persons who would be 
scheduled to appear before the com­
mittee "and we're trying to set times for 
hearing that will fit everybody's con­
venience." 

Already named to the committee are 
Russell Chandler, retired clothing 
merchant; William Martin, Paintsville 
businessman, and Lynn Jennings, retired 
Kentucky Power Co. sales represen­
tative. 

Judge Hermansdorfer stressed in his 
decision that, should a claimant not be 
satisfied with the grievance committee's 
decision, the matter would be heard in 
his court.

developed and made available m the 
particular community and area. 

Such licenses issued will include the 
designation of whether there is "con­
formance or non-conformance with 
standards." In the case of non­
conformance the deficiencies will be 
identified and reported to health plan­
ning councils and appropriate agencies 
and officials. 

To accomplish this, the board will 
revise its regulations and include 
provisions to assist and stimulate im­
proved services . The revision will at­
tempt to avoid any interpretation that 
standards are unreasonable and ex­
cessive. 

Additional provisions allow accepting 
plans and assurances in lieu of im­
mediate compliance with licensure 
regulations . 

The board's unanimous action 
recognized the difficulties that exist in 
various sections of the state where time 
is needed to deal with problems that have 
occurred as the result of the regulatory 
measures. 

Also, in its session, the board noted that 
ambulance (vehicle> regulations were 
not effective until 1975 and required an 
expenditure of only $400 <approximately> 
in equipment for compliance . Dr. 
Howard L. Bost, chairman, noted that 
funeral homes have been the only source 
of ambulance service in many com­
munities. These services have been 
declining, he satd, but regulations have 
tended to accelerate that trend "creating 
a very real and immediate problem." 

The board agreed in its revision to 
''attempt to be supportive and helpful to 
the development of improved services." 

Ky. Power Warns 
Against Imposters 

The Kentucky Power Company this 
week issued a warning to residents after 
it had been reported that a person or 
persons unknown have approached 
house-holders in this area as represen­
tatives of the company for the purpose of 
inspecting switch boxes. 

In the incidents reported an Omaha 
orange pickup truck was used. Most 
Kentucky Power Company vehicles are 
painted this color and, in addition, have 
Kentucky Power Company decals on the 
side. Kentucky Power has not, does not, 
and will not have a representative 
routinely checking switch boxes in the 
homes and businesses in Floyd county, a 
company spokesman said. He advised : 
"Should you be approached by a stranger 
introducing himself as a representative 
of Kentucky Power Company, you may 
ask to see his identification. All Kentucky 
Power Company employees carry 
identification cards. It would be ap­
preciated if you would notify Kentucky 
Power Company, Phone 886-3050, or the 
Prestonsburg Area Chamber of Com­
merce Phone, 886-2335, if you are ap­
proached by such an imposter."

Historymobile To Feature 
Kentucky's Colorful Past 

By BONNI BROCKMAN 

Frankfort, Ky .-More than two years 
ago, the Kentucky Historical Society 
began making plans for a historymobile 
which would feature the state's colorful 
past. 

Sponsored by the Kentucky Historical 
Society, the 40-foot history-mobile will 
teach Kentuckians about their state's 
past through films and exhibits. This 
unique vehicle began a statewide tour 
April 16. 

"Our first presentation will be on pre­
historic Indians," said Tom Gatewood, 
curator. "The Indian exhibit will last for 
~bout six months, then we will feature 
Kentucky's bicentennial. Eventually, we 
will gear the historymobile exhibits to 
the area of the state we are visiting." 

For example, information on coal 
mines will be presented in Eastern 
Kentucky, while items such as caves, 
iron furnaces and cotton will be featured 
in the western part of the state. 

The presentation on pre-historic In­
dians will include exhibits of Indian 
artifacts and a ten-minute slide show. 

The artifacts, on loan from Dr. Lathel 
Duffield, director of the Museum of 
Anthropology at the University of 
Kentucky, are in glass-enclosed cases on 
the interior walls of the historymobile. 
Information is given on the six Indian 
cultures living in Kentucky from 13,000 
B. C. to 1650 A. D. The exhibit begins with 
the Paleo-Indian culture, composed of 
people who migrated from Asia to North 
America during the last Ice Age, and 
ends with the Fort Ancient Culture, 
whose people lived in small villages and 
grew beans, corn and squash. 

Visitors to the historymobile will stand 
on the van's green checkerboard carpet 
while watching a ten-minute narrated 
slide show on Indian artifacts. The show 
will consist of pictures of Indian relics, 
and drawings by Mrs. Eugenia Black­
burn, curator of the Historical Society 
Museum. 

Gatewood, with the help of the Ken­
tucky Department of Public Information, 
has taken pictures of Indian artifacts 
owned by Kentuckians, including Larry 
Meadows of Clay City and Dr. Fred Coy 
of Louisville. 

"The exhibit is geared to adults, 
although eventually the programs will 
try to reach a happy medium between 
children and adults," said Gatewood, a 
graduate student in Southern religious 
history at the University of Kentucky. 
"Since we'll be taking the exhibit to 
schools, teachers can interpret the 
presentation for the children. Parents 
can do the interpreting when we stop at 
public places, such as state parks."

On permanent exhibit in the 
historymobile will be a replica of Daniel 
Boone's rifle, portraits of Abraham 
Lincoln and Jefferson Davis, the Com­
monwealth seal, and Kentucky's first 
state flag. 

"Another important aspect of the 
historymobile is its microfilm equip­
ment," said Gen.William R. Buster, 
coordinator of the Historical Society. 

As he travels, Gatewood hopes to 
microfilm family Bibles, church records, 
and any information on genealogy for the 
Kentucky Historical Society library files. 
The van also will carry recording 
equipment. 

"We'd like to record people who are 
knowledgeable in history or who recall 
important events," Buster said. "For 
example. we might find someone in the 
mountains who remembers when Civil 
War \eterans came through." 

Those who spent about three years 
planning for the historymobile include 
Frank G. Ranklin, former Historical 
Society president, Lewis Woods of 
Harrodsburg, director of the Kentucky 
Young Historians; and Mrs. Ann Bevins, 
editor of the Young Historians' 
magazine. 

Mountain Parkway 
Receipts in March 
Show Slight Loss 

Frankfort, Ky., April 11-Kentucky's 
toll receipts for the month of March 
showed an overall increase compared to 
the same period in 1972. 

The total cash received on the parkway 
system last month was $1,605,910.90. This 
compares twith $1,460,627.46 collected in 
March, 1972. 

The revenue breakdown for each 
facility is: Shawneetown Bridge, $29,948 
for 1\larch 1973, up from $29,416 for 
March 1972; Kentucky Turnpike, 
$675,101, down from $680,368; Mountain 
Parkway, $142,033, down from $144,776; 
Western Kentucky Parkway, $243,488, up 
from $277,056; Blue Grass Parkway, 
$164,028, up from $151,539; Jackson 
Purchase Parkway, $39,683, up from 
$34,071; Pennyrile Parkway, $146,514; 
down from $148,912; Sebree Bridge, 
$4,182, up from $3,799; Audubon Park­
way, $35,238, up from $24,329; Daniel 
Boone Parkway, $19,026, up from $16,384; 
The Green River Parkway, which was 
opened to traffic in December, 1972, 
collected $90,662 for the month of March, 
and the Cumberland Parkway, 26.6 miles 
of which were opened in February of this 
year, collected $16,009 last month. 

Among year-round, full-time workers,
