On $1 Million-Plus

The Floyd County Board of Education
should be receiving contractors’ bids on
the second phase of construction at the
new Allen Central High School at Eastern
by the end of October or during the
following month, Charles Clark,
superintendent of Floyd schools, said
Saturday following the meeting of the
Floyd County Board of Education.

Phase 1l construction involves a
gymnasium-auditorium-music  depart-
ment-swimming pool complex which,
architects estimate, will cost $1,237,752,

Supt. Clark discussed the construction
timetable after the board had approved
the architect’s final plans. The. board
approved a resolution asking the Floyd
fiscal court to advertise the project for
bids, the court acting as fiscal agent, and
this resolution is expected to be given the
court’s consideration at its meeting
today (Wednesday).

If acceptable bids are received without
delay, the architect predicts, the gym-
nasium will be ready for use during the
1974-'75 school year.

Use of pre-stressed concrete slabs in
the outer walls of the structure will speed
up construction, it was said. The
swimming pool will be indoors and of
such size that it will afford all students a
part in the swimming and water sports
program.

A special meeting of the board was set
for Friday of this week at 7 p.m., to
receive the auditor’s report on internal
accounting for the county’s five high
schools.

Miss Mary Elizabeth Nunnery was
employed as the school system’s first
speech-hearing therapist. A graduate of
the University of Kentucky, she will work
in all schools but will deal mainly with
eligible Title I pupils.

‘Follow Every Lead,’
Judge Tells Panel

Circuit Judge Hollie Conley called
Monday morning on the grand jury which
he had empanneled for service during the
current term of court to make a complete
investigation of the July 12 slaying here
of Dr. George P. Archer.

“This is a case you should go .into |

thoroughly,”” he told the jury. “Follow
every lead, every angle.”

At the conclusion of the judge’s
remarks to the grand jury Com-
monwealth’s Attorney Harold J. Stumbo
referred to statements made by Sheriff
Frank Leslie inferring that he (Stumbo)
is biased in his consideration of the Ar-
cher case. The prosecutor said that if the
court feels this could be true, he would be
glad to step aside and leave the in-
vestigaton to some other. Judge Conley
replied that he had no reason to doublt
that Stumbo would do his duty.

Willie Salisbury, of Printer, was
named foreman of the jury, which is
composed of nine men and three women.

The grand jury may be in session for
five days, it was indicated. Judge Conley
emphasized the point that thoroughness

is needednot only in the Archer case but

in all others. He mentioned other un-
solved murder cases and the whiskey
traffic among offenses requiring at-
tention.

The judge bore down hard on the duty
of citizens to answer to jury service and
warned those called for service that
“doctors’ excuses” would be unac-
ceptable. “If,” he said, ‘““you have any
doctor’s excuses, wad them up and put
them back in your pocket. I pay no at-
tention to them. But if you are sick and
unable to do the job right, I will listen to
you individually.”

In IGA Break

A worker’s interest in protecting his
employer's business here resulted in the
arrest Sunday at Winchester of one man
on a breaking and entering charge and in
a possible break for officers in their
efforts to solve earlier offenses.

Ralph G. Harrison, who was arrested
by Winchester city police after they had
been apprised of the license number of a
car seen near Thompson's IGA Store
here shortly before it was looted, be-
tween midnight and daybreak Sunday,
admitted his part in the break,
Questioned by State Detectives Chester
D. Potter and B. J. Music and Prestons-
burg police, Harrison also named three
confederates. The detectives returned
Monday to Clark county where a search
for the three continued.

When Larry Pitts left the store at 2:42
a.m. after he and others had done stock
work, he saw a GTO and a Dodge parked
near the store. Two minutes later, Del
Tackett left. He saw only one of the cars.

En route home, Tackett decided to

- return and take a closer look at the auto.

He did, noted the Hart county license,
and when he learned later in the day of
the break into the store was able to tell
Paul Thompson, the owner, the iden-
tifying number. A phone call to Win-
chester then resulted in the arrest.

Mr. Thompson said the loot consisted
of hams, 300 cartons of cigarettes, bet-
ween 200 and 220 tapes (recordings), a
tape player, two radios, a rifle and
revolver, about $1,700 in coin, including a
coin collection, money orders and a
money order check machine.

The second car which had disappeared
when Tackett returned to the vicinity of
the store had apparently been driven on
to the old road at the rear of the store to
receive the loot. Picnic hams, tapes and
other items were strewn between the
store and the old road, apparently when
the burglars hurried their getaway.

An attempt to break the store safe
failed after the burglars had drilled an
inch into the door. Mr. Thompson said the

Grand Jury Set
To Probe Murder

Leslie Alleges
No Cooperation;
Stumbo Replies

When the grand jury of the Floyd
circuit court convened here Tuesday
morning it faced the task of making a
complete investigation of the slaying
here July 12 of Mayor George P. Archer
and of the circumstances surrounding
the shooting death, a week later, of Mrs.
Judith D. Archer, city clerk.

State Police began serving subpoenas
on witnesses in the twin tragedies a week
or more ago, but the invesitgation was
given impetus last Thursday when
Sheriff Frank Leslie wrote Attorney
General Ed Hancock, asking him to take
part in the probe.

Sheriff Leslie told Hancock that
“‘unless an unbiased prosecutor conducts
an investigation and prosecution, guilty
persons will not be brought to justice.”

In the same letter to the attorney
general he charged that “‘an attempt has
been made and will continue to be made
on the part of three or perhaps four duly
elected county officials to suppress
evidence."”

The sheriff did not name any of the
officialswhom heheldsuspect but didstate
in his letter that Commonwealth’s At-
torney Harold J. Stumbo had failed to
cooperate with him in the investigation of
the case.

Stumbo announced Saturday that
Sheriff Leslie was being supoenaed to
appear before the grand jury ‘‘to explain
his accusations that evidence has been
suppressed.” He and County Attorney
James R. Allen issued a joint statement
in which they said the sheriff “will be
asked to provide the grand jury with any
evidence he has obtained in his in-
vestigation of this murder case.”

Commenting on Leslie’s charge that
Stumbo had failed to cooperate with him,
the commonwealth’s attorney said he
will be glad to have any possible
assistance from the attorney general or
any other official. He added that Sheriff
Leslie was not at the murder scene after
Dr. Archer's body was found in front of
the new clinic here which bears his name
and that Leslie had never spoken to him
about the case.

Sheriff Leslie indicated in a con-
versation with The Times that he does
not have new evidence to present but
said, “‘I think the public is entitled to
know the truth as near as it can be
learned.”

Of the subpoena reportedly issued for
him he said it had not been served as of
last Saturday afternoon, adding, ‘I will
answer no questions to Stumbo or Allen.”

The prosecutor said, '‘He is a law-
enforcement officer, and if he has any
information I want to know about it.”

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Can EPA Do the Job?

Industrial pollution of Kentucky streams apparently will
become a federal rather than a state concern, and whether that
will help or hurt the average Kentuckian remains to be seen.

The federal Environmental Protection Agency has already
begun the take-over by issuing almost a hundred tentative
permits to coal companies and other industries to discharge
their effluents into streams. Later, EPA admits, the number of
permits issued in the state may run into the thousands. The
smallest mining operation will route its black water into a
stream under promise to EPA fo reduce the sediment and acid

content of the water.

The 96 tentative permits already issued will become effective
unless EPA is convinced at a hearing scheduled in Frankfort
Sept, 25 that the permits should not be granted. After that, we
learn, permits may be issued without hearing. Literally

thousands of them.

It may be that the federal government can handle stream
pollution more effectively than the state of Kentucky has, but the
people need to know several things before individuals, or their
representatives, undertake at an official hearing to give the
situation due consideration and to make protest if protest is

needed.

Does this mean that Kentuckystreams will run black wherever
a coal mine is located? that coal washings may be released at
any time, or continually, into these waterways on promise of the
company that it will reduce the silt and acid content of the ef-

fluent?

Will EPA supply enough inspectors to maintain surveillance
on all these operations and enforce the regulations?

Will black water, though perhaps not so black as in the past, or
acid water, lowered in acidity, be of such quality that down-
stream water systems and others using the water will not be

affected?

Will the $10,000-a-day fine threatened by EPA be of any greater
effect than the state’s $1,000 if EPA does not maintain a huge
enforcement force to make certain that violators are caught?

The Times does not mean to infer that the EPA plan will not
work. It could work, and it could be an improvement over what
Kentucky has had in the past, but that is no means certain, and
the people are entitled to know. In short, we “Indians’’ would like
to know what the “’Great White Father’’ has in mind for us as he

moves onto the reservation.

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Season for Sneezes

Ragweed pollen is in the air. It’s hay
fever season for millions of sneezing
people.

Pollens that are light enough to be
carried by the wind are the chief culprits
in most hay fever suffering. Trees,
grasses, and weeds all have windborne
pollen. However, the overwhelming
majority of people with hay fever are
sensitive to one special pollen—
ragweed—which flourishes in most parts
of the country from midsummer to late
fall.

But any person may react to more than
one pollen. An individual’s sneezing
season may start in early spring, when
tree pollen float into the air, and stretch
until fall when the first frost arrives to kill
all the pollens. In fact, someone senstive
to dust or animal dander or other air-
born material may suffer all year long.

The symptoms of so-called hay fever
are repeated and prolonged sneezing
spells accompanied by a stuffy nose and
itching eyes. Though the symptoms are
annoying and cause discomfort, the
disease itself is not dangerous. And once
the offending substance is pin-pointed—
by skin tests with suspected substances—
the doctor can give specific desensitizing
injections that can control the allergic
reaction.

If hay fever is untreated, the reper-
cussions from repeated attacks year
after year can be serious. Chronic
sinusitis—inflamation of the sinus
cavities—can result. Growths in the nose,
nasal polyps, may occur. In additon,
about 30 percent of people with hay fever
develop asthma, a widespread narrowing
of the smaller breathing passages.

held at Pikeville to approve District 30's
first constitution.

The 44-page constitution includes
articles calling for an increase in month-
ly dues to $10 and increased salaries for
district officers. These two sections drew
sharp debate during the closing session
of the two-day convention.

The district president’s salary was
increased from $18,000 to $21,000 an-
nually, while the secretary-treasurer will
receive $19,000 annually. Four sub-
district representatives will be paid
$15,000 annually.

Until a recent federal court ruling, the
international union paid the salaries of
the district officers. Now it is a district
responsibility.

The delegates turned down a
proposal to create the post of district
vice-president on the ground that the
$16,000 annual salary would be an un-
necessary expense.

They approved separating four
positions which would have been joint
representative and governing board jobs.
Four persons will serve in each capacity.

The delegates also approved
unanimously a resolution calling for full
support of the strike action in progress
since 1972 at the Methodist Hospital in
Pikeville,

Mr. Stumbo said the bullet removed
from Dr. Archer’s body was sent to the
State Police laboratory for ballistics
tests that he has never been given a
written statement of findings, despite the
fact that he had made several requests
for the information.
