Bond was set for her appearance in 
response to grand jury action after 
Commonwealth testimony was heard at 
the woman's examining trial.

Principal witnesses at the hearing 
were the dead man's parents, Morrow 
and Lorna Calhoun Hatfield, whose home 
is near that of their son. Mr. Hatfield said 
he saw his daughter-in-law with a knife, 
heard her during the course of an 
argument with her husband say, "I'll kill 
you if I can." He said the two then 
disappeared from his sight and that he 
later heard his wife cry, "Lord, have 
mercy!-sue, what have you done?". He 
added, that upon running to the nearby 
home he found his son stabbed.

If contractors' bids due next month are accepted and work 
moves as planned on Phase II at Allen Central High school, the 
new school at Eastern will be the largest public school facility 
in the county. 

Phase II is the multi-purpose physical education building at 
Allen Central. Its approximately 60,000 square feet of area will 
house the physical education, music and drama departments 
of the school. The physical education facilities to be provided 
include a gymnasium with inter-collegiate basketball court, 

two intramural courts and loft playing areas for minor 
physical education sports and a swimming pool approximately 
35 x 75 feet. The gymnasium-auditorium facility will seat 
approximately 3,800. 

Cost of the building project has been estimated at $1,237,752. 
It will be of steel structure with pre-cast concrete floor 
systems and masonry walls.The Phase II contract will include 
exterivr site development and parking. Completion is 
schedUled for November, 1974.

Hearing Set 
Here Today 
On Permits· 
Mine Wastewater 
To Be Given Study; 
97 Permits Planned 

The U. S. Environmental Protection 
Agency began public hearings in Frank­
fort Tuesday and is in Prestonsburg 
today (Wednesday) to receive comments 
on wastewater discharge permits 
proposed for 97 · Kentucky mining 
operations, Regional Administrator Jack 
E. Ravan announced. 

The hearing originally had been 
scheduled only for Frankfort--{)n Tues­
day, Sept. 25, at 10 a.m. But at the 
request of the Appalachian Research and 
Defense Fund and the Natural Resources 
Council, the federal agency agreed to 
extend the hearing and reconvene it here 
Wednesday at 10 a.m. 

Paul J. Traina, director, Enforcement 
Division, will conduct the hearing. 

The permits were drafted by EPA 
under the National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System, the new permit 
program established by the 1972 
Amendments to the Federal Water 
Pollution Control Act. The proposed 
permits specify strict limits on the 
discharge of pollutants. 

A temporary permit was granted the 
Inland Steel Company in this county, 
among others. Such permits will become 
permanent if evidence produced at the 
hearing is considered by the En­
vironmental Protection Agency. 

Under the proposed plan every coal 
mining operation, large or small, would 
be required to have a permit. Permits 
would be granted on promise of these 
operations to restrict the sedimentation 
and acid content of discharges from their 
mines into streams.

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"A Gymnasium for Rats" 
Irving Industries, the firm which at one time operated Ken­

tucky Appalachian Industries ( KAI) here and which retains 
control of the KAI building, holds the key to possible future 
manufacturing industry here, and it asks a high price for putting 
the key In the lock. 

Under a lease agreement executed at a time when local in­
terests were anxious to get a manufacturing enterprise of any 
kind or size established here, Irving retains control of the West 
Prestonsburg building which housed KAI as long as it pays the 
$1, 100-a-month rent. It continues to pay that rent, although the 
building Is unoccupied and, according to a company spokesman,· 
the firm does not expect to return here. 

The 30,000-square-foot structure was erected by the Prestons­
burg Industrial Foundation. The original building of 10,000 
square feet was started by 32 businessmen here, each of whom 
Invested $500 in the structure with the sole aim of getting a new 
lndustey to employ people who needed work. The Foundation 
borrowed money to complete that first unit, borrowed more 
money to complete two additions. 

Now they and others see a building with closed doors, and the 
price Irving asks is such that the doors may never be reopened. 

For Irving Industries is offering, according to Ed Music, 
ctMtirman of the Industrial Foundation: 

1. To sublease the building for a period of six months at a rental 
of $2,000 a month; and, after that, to charge 90 cents a square 
foot, or $27,000 a year 

2. Or to sell the building back to the original builders and 
owners for $240,000. 

These figures are difficult for Prestonsburg people to un­
derstand, inasmuch as the cost of the building, to begin with, was 
only $110,627, and the rental charge to Irving is only $1,100 a 
month-$900 short of the minimum rental Irving now asks. 

Any industry is entitled to a profit on its investment, but this 
smacks of profiteering. 

The situation thus created is made more tragic because, it is 
claimed, the community has lost already this year one industry 
which had offered up to $1,200 a month rent for the building, and 
another has apparently lost interest while negotiations for the 
building have dragged along to an unsuccessful conclusion. 

Failure to acquire at least temporary control of the KAI 
building and the location of a new plant there also stymies in­
dustrial growth In another direction. The Prestonsburg In­
dustrial Foundation has an excellent industrial site waiting 
development at Cliff. But highway access must be provided to it. 
Road construction to the site, however, can be j ustifled only by a 
commitment by an industry to locate there. An industry cannot 
locate there until a road is built, and so a chicken-and-egg 
situation exits. If the KAI building were available, it is claimed, 
such-an industry could locate in it temporarily, commit itself to 
the Cliff location and in the interim be producing at a profit while 
the access i~· being built. 

Meanwhile, Irving's KAI building stands empty, serving only 
as a gymnasium for rats.

Roberts Says Prisoners 

Returned Where Nabbed 

When Refused at Jail 
Constable Kenneth Roberts said 

Monday that he returned to Maytown, 
where he had arrested them, four 
juveniles charged with drunkenness 
after Jailer Lawrence Hale had told him 
Saturday night he could not jail the four 
until they had first been taken before 
County Judge Henry Stumbo. 

Roberts said one of the youths had 
collapsed on the floor where a dance was 
being held for benefit of the Maytown 
volunteers fire department and that the 
others were drunk. He said the jailer 
called Judge Stumbo's residence, but the 
phone was busy. 

"I took them back where I got them, 
and I want the public to know why," 
Roberts said. 

Judge Stumbo could not be contacted 
Tuesday morning, but Jailer Hale said 
the law requires juveniles charged with 
drunkenness or other misdemeanor to be 
taken before the judge befQre committal 
to jail. He said he suggested to Constable 
Roberts that he drive by the judge's 
home with the prisoners.

Kentucky's frontier hero, it takes the 
motorists right through the Daniel Boone 
National Forest and Levi Jackson 
Wilderness Road State Park. 

Parkways are designed for maximum 
safety, efficiency, and pleasure. They 
are strategically located to connect with 
Kentucky's Interstate highways and 
major cities in all regions of the Com­
monwealth. 

Kentucky's parkways have been rated 
among the safest in the United States. 
According to the National Safety Council, 
the 53-mile-long Jackson Purchase Park­
way has never been the site of a fatal 
accident. 

Generally, the parkways have four 
lanes with access controlled by carefully 
located interchanges. All crossroads go 
over or under the through-lanes to 
provide an added margin of safety. The 
parkways allow long-sight distances and 
provide advance warning signs and exit 
signs that are easy for the motorists to 
read. Convenient exits and rest areas

Hope Abandoned 
For 4 on Plane 
Lost Sept. 9th 

Hope of survival for four men lost since 
the afternoon of Sept. 9 with their 
chartered twin-engine plane has been 
abandoned, and the air search for the 
wreckage has been suspended. 

The ground search continued last 
week-end, however, with Kentucky 
National Guardsmen combing woodland 
in the area of Combs airport, near here, 
which was the destination of the plane. 

Relatives of the missing men have 
requested owners of woodland to un­
dertake an individual search of their 
farms. The search by helicopters and 
other aircraft has been suspended 
because the heavy leaf cover of trees 
makes detection at ground level virtually 
impossible. 

The Floyd County Emergency & 

Rescue Squad has assisted in the ground 
search. Every report of a low-flying 
plane or of a plane apparently in trouble 
on the afternoon when the plane disap­
peared has been checked out, without 
result. 

The lost aircraft, a red-and-white 
Cessna, reported by radio to Tri-State 
Field, Huntington, W.Va., around 6 p.m. 
on the day of its disappearance, noted its 
position as four minutes from Combs 
field and did not report any trouble. The 
plane, en route to Combs airport from 
Hum bolt, Tenn., was charted for a direct 
route from London, Ky. to the airport 
near here. 

Three of the missing men were em­
ployed by the McCarley CoJiloration in 
the construction of the Louisa General 
Hospital. They were J. W. Milam, 
superintendent; his son, Joe, and James 
Hall, all of the Brownsville, Tenn., 
vicinity. The fourth man was the pilot, 
Bill Wickersham, Dyersburg, Tennessee.

added features. 

Kentucky's first parkway, the Ken­
tucky Turnpike, was opened to traffic in 
1956. The last in the sytem, the Daniel 
Boone Parkway, will be completed in 
1974. No other parkways are planned. 

With the completion of the parkway 
system in the near future, Kentucky will 
have the most extensive toll road system 
in the United States. At that time, 10 
parkways will total 688 miles taking 
motorists to every region in the Com­
monwealth. 

The parkways were made possible 
through special toll road issues and were 
built with money raised from the sale of 
bonds. This has enabled the state to 
develop the parkways at a steady rate. 

Since toll collections are not sufficient 
to meet the annual bond retirement 
schedule, the Bureau of Highways meets 
the deficiency by budgeting a portion of 
the general road fund for this purpose. 

Kentucky's toll receipts for August, 
1973 totaled $2,247,497. This represents an 
increase compared to $1,870,423 collected 
over the same period last year. 

Toll facility collections as compared to 
their 1972 aggregates were: 
Shawneetown Bridge, $39,971, up from 
$36,851; Kentucky Turnpike, $820,924, up 
from $777,870; Mountain Parkway, 
$217,273; up from $189,618; Western 
Kentucky Parkway, $391,994, up from 
$342,080; Blue Grass Parkway, $253,732, 
up from $225,139; Jackson Purchase 
Parkway, $50,069; up from $46,293; 
Pennyrile Parkway, $198,539, up from 
$193,770; Sebree Bridge, $4,619, down 
from $4,759; Audubon Parkway, $61,796; 
up from $33,435; Daniel Boone Parkway, 
$27,473, up from $20,608; the Green River 
Parkway, opened to traffic in December 
of 1972, collected $153,693 for the month of 
August; and the Cumberland Parkway, 
which is partially opened to traffic, 
collected $27,414 last month.

one county, for hill counties all the way to 
the Tennessee and Virginia borders were 
equally, if not more, uneducated. 

Realizing that she had within her in­
fluence those things needed to do away 
with ignorance so far as book learning 
was concerned, Mrs. Stewart opened 
night school for adults. Classes were to 
meet in rural and county schools only on 
moonlight nights. 

In an article in The Rowan County 
News <no The Morehead News) Cen­
tennial Edition of 1956, a writer stated 
that "mothers bent with age came that 
they might learn to read letters from 
absent sons and daughters, and that they 
might learn to write to them for the first 
time." 

On Labor Day, Sept. 4, 1911, Mrs. 
Stewart and volunteer teachers made a 
canvass of the county to explain the 
program. The following evening 1,200 
men and women from 18 to 86 showed up 
to start their "schooling." 

It was not easy to admit they could not 
read or write, said Mrs. Stewart, and 
they mentioned excuses by the dozen. 
"High bills, bridgeless streams. 
weariness from the day's toil, the shame 
of beginning study late in life and all 
other others. But they were not seeking 
excuses-they were earnestly and sin­
cerely seeking knowledge. Their in­
terests, their zeal and their enthusiasm 
were wonderful to witness." 

Word spread about the schools in 
Rowan county and by the following year 
Moonlight Schools had been formed in 10 
Eastern Kentucky counties. 

A retired Lewis county teacher said 
many nights at a late hour she would 
answer her door to find some adult 
standing there "embarassed, but wan­
ting to learn to read and write so much all 
they could say was 'Will you help me?' " 

If extreme shyness prevented some 
aged persons from seeking help through 
the schools, teachers frequently traveled 
to the homes out in the county and gave 
private lessons. 

The Moonlight Schools continued 
through World War I. 

Morehead State University President 
Dr. Adron Doran and the university paid 
tribute last week-end to the Morehead 
Chrisian Normal School and Mrs. Cora 
Wilson Stewart, and open house was held 
at a one-room school moved to the MSU 
campus and restored as a "Moonlight 
Schoolhouse."

Region 11 Mental Health-Mental 
Retardation Board, the regional policy 
board of Mountain Comprehensive Care 
Center, approved Monday the purchase 
by the board of the old Prestonsburg 
General Hospital on First Avenue here 
for use as a regional administration 
office.

Media Is Topic 
AtAAUWMeet 

American Association of University 
Women members from all over Kentucky 
gathered Saturday at Jenny Wiley State 
Park for their fall conference. 

With 72 officially registered, Kathryn 
Frazier, of Prestonsburg, A.A.U.W. vice 
president for program development, 
welcomed the group and introduced the 
theme of the conference, "Media: Issues­
Communications." 

Alice Kousser, supervisor of 
educational television in Tennessee, 
began her presentation on "Mass Media 
and Children" with a plea that media be 
an aid in communication which she 
described as a two-way process. Using 
graphic visual aids, Mrs. Kousser made _ 
the point that media in any form should 
be utilized with the objective of fur­
thering a child's self-expression and 
development. 

In a panel presentation, Bos Johnson, 
of WSAZ-TV, made a plea that individual 
citizens communicate their views to the 
people who are responsible for mass 
media. This communication puts the 
media in a better position to assess 
community needs. 

Richard Schwein, assistant editor of 
the Lexington Leader underscored the 
need for the public to speak up, focusing 
his remarks on the need for citizen press 
councils which would function as a 
communications system between 
journalists and the community. 

The psychological aspects of today's 
media was the topical Thurston Taylor, 
of Mountain Comprehensive Care 
Center, Prestonsburg. Mr. Taylor urged 
his listeners to be mindful of the vast 
amount of material available on the 
psychological impact of the media, 
particularly television. He said extensive 
research is necessary before any con­
clusion can be arrived at, since experts 
differ so greatly at this time. 

Kentucky Educational Television was 
represented at the conference by Tom 
Potter, who spoke briefly. Mr. Potter 
pointed out that Kentucky has the largest 
operation of its kind in the United States. 
He also took the opportunity to announce 
that K.E.T. will be starting a series of 
college courses for credit and urged 
anyone interested in taking them to 
contact their nearest state university. 
The courses include law enforcement, 
semantics, black history and U.S. 
history.

Visitors to the parks find 
Kentucky geography is as fascinating as 
her abounding history, for there are 
lodges on, or in, or near mountains, 
caves, waterfalls, natural stone bridges 
and great sprawling lakes. 

In the state's eastern area, Jenny 
Wiley State Resort Park, at Prestons­
burg, is the choice of many travelers who 
seek a mountain vacation. The park is on 
860-acre Dewey Lake and caters both to 
visitors who crave sports and to those 
who want a quiet holiday. The area is 
steeped in history, tradition and folklore. 
The park was named for a pioneer girl 
who was captured by the Indians but 
escaped to return to her people. Many 
variations of the saga of Jenny Wiley are 
still heard in the mountains and around 
the resort in the magnificent and colorful 
Big Sandy Valley. 

In the northeastern hills of Kentucky is 
another winter park attraction, com· 
bining the fascination of caves with 
mountain music and crafts. Carter Caves 
Resort Park at Olive Hill offers a tour of 
two different caves, by request only, in 
the off-season months. Ingenious lighting 
in the caves allows you to enjoy many 
interesting formations. Bat Cave is 
especially fascinating for children, as 
well as adults, who enjoy seeking 
animals in their own environment. A full­
time naturalist conducts the tours and is 
a 1o-year veteran of the woods and caves 
of the thousand-acre park. Experimental 
plans were put to work last summer to 
conduct classes on ecology for high 
school and college groups who want to 
obtain additional education in the at­
mosphere of the eastern cave area. 

Natural Bride State Resort Park, also 
in the mountains and, in addition, within 
part of the massive Daniel Boone 
National Forest, is another winter resort 
that offers the unusual. Right in the 
middle of a beautiful wilderness, nature 
has carved a high bridge out of rock that 
is the result of millions of years of wind 
and water wearing on the exposed sur­
face. The bridge stands in all its grandeur 
atop a mountain at an elevation of 1500 
feet. You can ride a chairlift to the top 
(through October 31 > and enjoy a view of 
deep valleys and of mountain ridges that 
seem to be supported by sheer rock 
walls. 

The Cumberland River winds its way 
through the southeast comer of Kentucky 
hills for hundreds of miles until it reaches 
one of the world's largest man-made 
impoundments, Lake Cumberland. On a 
select hilltop offering the very best view 
of the broad waters is Lure Lodge, 
ultramodern and designed with enough 
glass to let the beauty of the country 
through to you. Private balconies and 
patios help you enjoy the wonderful 
aroma of thick forests, and the distant 
lake sounds. Lake Cumberland State 
Resort Park offers planned recreation 
throughout the year for its guests. 

Cwnberland Falls, called "the Niagara 
of the South," is well worth the trip just to 
see the largest waterfall east of the 
Rockies (except for Niagara itself). A 
beautiful sandstone-and-timber lodge 
nestles into the scenery to become a part 
of one of Kentucky's loveliest resort 
areas. A full moon on a clear night, 
combined with the mist from the falling 
water, creates a moon bow ... one of only 
two in the world. 

Barren River Lake State Resort Park 
is almost directly south of Louisville and 
you might make some sightseeing stops 
along the way at Hodgenville, to take in 
Abraham Lincoln Birthplace National 
Historic Site, and Lincoln's boyhood 
home at Knob Creek ... and a stop in the 
CentralKentucky Cave Area, for a scenic 
tour. You will most certainly be im­
pressed by the spacious, relaxed at­
mosphere on reaching Barren River. You 
begin to get glimpses of the lake between 
tall trees along the way, and finally of the 
expansive lodge, over 600 feet from one 
end to the other, curving around the lake, 
offering a splendid view from dining room 
and lobby on one end, all the way around 
to the three-tiered guest wing. There is so 
much to see and do in the Cave Area, you 
will most probably want to stay a few 
extra days, and Barren River Lake is 
just a nice drive away. 

Kentucky's west is wonderful for lots of 
water and land activites. The two winter 
state resort parks there offer boats for 
rent and great golf courses among lots of 
other attractions. Kentucky Dam Village 
State Resort Park, at Gilbertsville, has a 
golf course that has been called one of the 
top courses in the state. A new course at 
Lake Barkley State Resort Park ... just 
a short distance away by land or water .. 
.is also popular with golfers. The lodge at 
Lake Barkley is an impressive structure 
of redwood beams and glass that curls 
around some beautiful lakefront views­
that can be appreciated from the dining 
room or any of the many balconies that 
adorn the lodge. 

The last of the winter parks mentioned 
here is often the first for many visitors to 
Kentucky, as it is on the northern border 
of the state. General Butler State Resort 
Park is just the place for a few days' 
relaxation, though there is always some 
planned activity if exercise is your bit. 

Although it is not always necessary to 
make reservations at the winter parks, 
the best idea is to plan ahead. It is easy to 
make your reservations by making a toll­
free phone call. If you live in Ohio, In­
diana, Illionis, Missouri, Tennessee, 
Alabama, Georgia, South Carolina, 
Virginia or West Virginia, dial 1-800-626-
2911. From any location in Kentucky, dial 
1-800-372-2961, toll-free. If you are calling 
from a place where the toll-free service is 
not available, call the central reser­
vations service in Frankfort at (502) 223-
2326: You'll pay for the call in this case, 
but what a wonderful wintertime holiday 
is at the other end of the line!

Health Board Slaps 
Reorganization 

Frankfort, Ky.-The State Board of 
Health voices reservations and some 
displeasure late last week with Gov. 
Wendell Ford's reorganization that 
threw the health department in with two 
other huge agencies. 

The board appeared to be somewhat­
although not completely-mollified when 
Laurel True, Ford's secretary of human 
resources, assured it that public health 
would continue to get a high priority. 

Several board members also lavished 
praise on former health commissioner 
William McElwain, Jr., whose status was 
cast in some doubt by the reorganization. 

Board Chairman Dr. Robert Long, 
Louisville, all but asked True what the 
shifts would mean to McElwain but got no 
forthright answer. True said later he 
would very much like McElwain to 
remain with the department but the 
decision would be up to the former 
commissioner. 

The reorganization put the program 
aspects of both the departments of health 
and mental health into a new bureau of 
health services, to be headed by former 
mental health commissioner Dale 
Farabee. That bureau, along with the old 
child welfare and economic security 
departments and other, smaller agen­
cies, were put under True. 

McElwain became health com­
missioner in Ul70, when that position was 
filled by the board of health. A 1972 law 
gave the governor authority to appoint 
the health commissioner while another 
1972law reorganized the board of health, 
broadening its representation and in­
cluding consumer interests on it so it no 
longer is basically a panel of doctors. 

McElwain told the board at the con­
clusion of Thursday's meeting that he 
was unsure of his personal position but 
that "I look forward to working with 
you." The implication was that he would 
remain with the department if a suitable 
position were offered him. 

While acknowledging some discomfort 
at "running second in what was essen­
tially a two-man race," McElwain 
declared that "it's no shame to be second 
to Dale Farabee."

To 'Strip' Huge 
Martin Acreage 

INEZ, Ky .-A Chicago-based firm last 
week announced plans to open a major 
strip mine operation in Martin county. 

Robert E . Thomas, president of 
MAPCO, Inc., a national energy fuel 
concern, said the company plans to in­
stall a surface mine operation which 
would "reach a capacity of three million 
tons annually by January, 1976." 

MAPCO will exercise its coal mineral 
rights on 18,000 acres of undeveloped 
land in Martin county. The land is owned 
by Pocahontas Land Co., a subsidiary of 
the Norfolk and Western Railroad. 

Thomas said exploratory drilling on 
the land, although not yet complete, has 
already indicated recoverable reserves 
there total more than 60 millions tons of 
low sulphur, high grade steamcoal. 

He said that " a few hundred thousand 
tons are expected to be sold in the fourth 
quarter of 1974" from the stripping 
operations. He estimated that between 
one and 11 2 million tons will be sold the 
following year . 

"This new mine will be one of the most 
modern stripping operations in 
America," Thomas said .

He said it would "comply in all 
respects with the most restrictive of any 
stripping legislation now proposed to the 
end that air and water pollution will be 
controlled." 

Thomas vowed the land surface will be 
reclaimed and will be productive after 
the operation is completed.
