For this group of people life was a 
c:enstant struggl~ to k~ the wolf from 
the door. Their most immediate concern 
was to provide themselves with the staff 
m life. In the early days of Morehead 
State College. th~ was a Prof. W. L . 
.rayne. wlio taught rural sociology. He 
would jokingly teD his class that com 
bread was the staff of life in all the 
mountain eountitea except Knott; in 
Knott. dried •pples was the staff of life. 
He said that they would eat dried apples 
for b~ast. drink water for dinner and 
swell up for supper. 

In the period we are considering here, 
the staff of life consisted either of com 
bread or biscuits. That newfangled stuff 
called light bread had not yet penetrated 
the hill country. For those at the very 
bottom nmg of the economic ladder, the 
staff of life was corn bread three timet 
daily. To add variety. they sometimes 
bad mush for supper. the leftovers from 
which turned up on the table the 
following day as fried muabcakes. 
Hewever. the main diJI.t made from com 
meal was a concoction called "poor do." 
It wai a ~sy gravy wlth scraps of 
bacoa fat and nmnerous ingredients 
throWn in. I once knew a man who con­
sumed such large quantities of this stuff 
as a boy that they nicknamed taim "Poor 
Do." In later years, after he had become 
quite prosperous. they still called him 
Old Poor Do. 

I am t.old that there lived in our neigh­
borhood at this period a character called 
Uncle Tom Lowe. Uncle Tom never 
seemed to be able to make bOth ends 
meet. The more prosperous farmers 
always raised enough corn to provide 
meal for the entire year. Uncle Tom 
always ran sliort in the early spring and 
had to resort to store-bought meal. 

The country merchants pw-chased 
now- and meal in wooden barrels in those 
days. Those who ~d afford to do so 
purchased a whole barrel of flour at a 
time. The same was nottrue of meal. The 
head of the barrel was removed and meal 
was sold by the. gallon, peck or half­
bushel. In due time paper bags came into 
general use. The paper bags, I might 
add, were not made of the tough, waxey 
material used today. The paper used in 
that ~ay was a soft, PQrous material that 
u .... exposed m moist.!![e. 
One warm cfay in April, Uncle tom 

purchased a 50-pound bag of meal frotn a 
country ttore. l:fe swumg the paper bag 
over his shoulder and headed for home. 
On his way home he had to climb a long, 
steep hill that led through a pastw-e field. 
As he began to climb the hill, he began to 
perspire freely. The moistened paper bag 
began to fall apart. He o.ased the bag 
gently to the grass. What was he to do? 
Some hungry cows were eying the con­
~enl$ of the opened bag. He was too far 
from any house to call for help. If he left 
to fetch a container. the hungry cows 
would certainly devow- his precious 
meal. 

Uncle Tom was equal to the task that 
confronted him . In desperation he 
stripped .off bis I~ underwear, tied a 
string. *Ul'ely around each leg of the 
garment at the tip, poured the meal in-
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side. SWUJllthe contents over bia baCI, 
~nd resumed hiS homeward jourtley
