New Martin Bank
To Cost $500,000

First Guaranty
Building Start

‘Is Made Friday

Work began Friday on the construction
for the First Guaranty Bank of Martin of
a half-million-dollar bank building at the
junction of KY 80 and KY 122 (the Right
and Left Beaver Creek highways) at the
western limits of Martin.

Sam Martin, Jr., builder in charge of
the construction work, predicted that the
two-story structure, one of the finest of
its kind in Eastern Kentucky, will be
ready for occupancy next January.

The two stories of the 60 by 120-foot
brick structure will embrace an area of
14,400 square feet, all of which will be
used for banking purposes. It is being
built on a three-acre lot, a part of six
acres of land owned by First Guaranty in
that section of Martin which 1§ reported
planned for other development. Parking
for 150 vehicles will be available.

The new bank will have central heat
and air-conditioning and will be four
times the size of First Guaranty’s
present building in downtown Martin.

It was the need for more space as well
as the attractiveness of the new location
that led bank officials to decide on a new
structure. ‘‘The growth of First
Guaranty demanded a larger and more
modern facility to serve the vastly in-
creasing number of our customers,”
Glenn C. Spradlin, president, said.

In addition to the added office space,
larger bookkeeping area and teller
windows, the new facility will include a
kitchen and lunch area for employees,
two drive-in facilities and provisions for
a third if needed.

The bank was organized in May, 1946
and now has assels in excess of $20
million.

“Some of the space which we will have
on the second floor may not be used, at
first," Mr. Spradlin said, ‘‘but at our
present rate of growth it will be needed
soon.”

Kentucky, which thrives on a rousing
political row, will have to wait till the
November campaign to get one this year.

Neglecting to vote is a bad habit to form,
they say, pointing out that primary
support, even if it isn’t urgent, is an
expression of voters’ appreciation of
services rendered by those seeking of-

Yet the voters may stay away from the
polls in droves.

Ky. Fails To Enforce
Strip Laws, ARC Told

A two-year study by two private
consulting firms which concludes that
Kentucky has often been lax in enforcing
strip-mining regulation in this part of the
state was released Monday by the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission.

The report said laws governing surface
mining and land reclamation “are not
being administered consistently in
Eastern Kentucky.

The report said that a law enacted in
Kentucky in 1966 was hailed at that time
as the strongest surface mining
legislation in the United States. But, the
report added, ‘“‘the recent dramatic
growth in Eastern Kentucky surface
mining has virtually obliterated many
of the gains made since 1966.”

An inability to detect all violations,
inadequate funding and lack of
decisiveness in acting against major
violators were cited in the study as major
contributors to the problem.

The report recommended an overhaul
in the procedures followed by the Ken-
tucky Division of Reclamation, the state
agency which oversees strip mining
operations.

The study also concluded that strip

mining can be made compatible with the
environment if certain steps are taken to
modernize mining and reclamation
techniques, as well as beefing up the
state’s enforcement program.

Here is a summary of the major fin-
dings and recommendations in the study:

1. The Kentucky Division of
Reclamation ‘‘has not acted decisively in
cases involving the few irresponsible
surface mine operators that operate in
Eastern Kentucky.” The study recom-
mended that the division “‘commit itself to
taking decisive action” in the future.

2. The division’s budget is inadequate
for proper inspection and enforcement.

Clues Missing
After Company
Tipple Ruined

A dynamiting incident early Sunday
morning, the second in the Prestonsburg
area this year, almost demolished a coal
tipple at West Prestonsburg and as of
Tuesday, state and federal investigators
were “in the dark’’ as to the identity of
the person or persons responsible.

The blast, which occurred at ap-
proximately 5:20 a.m., waking most city
residents, caused an estimated $30,000
damage to the tipple located a few
hundred yards north of the West
Prestonsburg railway depot. Another
“bombing”” in February caused ex-
lensive damage to the offices of Harris
Brothers Construction Company
here. No arrest has yet been made
in connection with that incident.

The tipple was being operated by the
Colonial Elkhorn Coal Company which is
owned by Jack Carter and C. R. Hatton,
both of Prestonsburg, and Henry
Hamilton, of Allen. Carter said the tipple
was being rebuilt and that he hoped it
would be back in operation within a
week. Under the ownership of Colonial
Elkhorn, the tipple had been operating
four years and recently had been loading
coal for the Addington Brothers Com-
pany, of Morgan. county.

Figures Clear Area
Of Murder Stigma

Eastern Kentucky, which has long
been publicized as an area with a high
murder rate, now takes a back seat in
that grim department to some counties in

_ the western end of the Commonwealth.

Lyon county with a murder rate of 10.8
per 10,000 population was Kentucky's
“bloody ground’ for the year 1973, ac-
cording to the annual uniform crime
report compiled by Kentucky State
Police. The Edmondson county murder
rate was 4.6 and Pendleton's was an even
4. Only Leslie in Eastern Kentucky was
as high as 4.3 murders per 10,000
population.

In the five-county area served by
Pikeville Post, Kentucky State Police,
Floyd county had the highest murder rate
with four for the vear and a rate per
10,000 population of 1.1. Johnson and
Knott had one murder each, for rates of
.6 and .7, respectively. Pike had three

with a rate of .5, and Magoffin had none.

Little Gallatin (pop. 4134) led the state
in the number of reported rapes with four
for a rate of 9.7 per 10,000 population.
Rockcastle was next with a rate of 7.3,

and Magoffin was third with a rate of 6.7,

Floyd county reported 10 cases of rape
for a rate per 10,000 of 2.8 (the number
was up by 2 (from the preceding year).
Johnson county had 2 for a rate of 1.1;
Knott, 1 (.7); Pike 4 (.7).

Jefferson county, which had the low
murder rate of 1.3, despite its 91 murders
during the year, led all counties in its
robbery rate (27.3). Floyd county had
only three robberies (.8). Johnson, Knott
and Magoffin had none. Pike had 10 for a
rate of 1.7.

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Try To Put Humpty-Dumpty
Together Again

The Appalachian Regional Commission has decided to stress
coal production in its planning for the region known as Ap-
palachia.

This, perhaps, is a sound choice of priorities for the present.
The nation has an urgent need for coal. Coal may be the only
means of U. S. fuel self-sufficiency. And several states of the
Appalachian region, including Kentucky, produce a high grade
of bituminous coal.

The economy of wide sections of these states is almost pitifully
dependent upon coal, and so we all have an interest, vested or
otherwise, in the industry. We hail its contributions to the nation
in normal times as well as in days of crisis. We wish it well.

But the ARC, like so many of us individuals, may be failing fo
look beyond the present in its study of the regional economy.

Eastern Kentucky coal reserves, for instance, are far from
inexhaustible. What for the region after the coal is gone? Floyd
county is an alarming example of what may lie ahead.

This county has no large, undeveloped coal lands remaining to
attract underground mining. Smaller tracts remain but these
are not sufficient to justify the expenditure of millions in a
modern-day mining venture which would include tipple,
preparation plant and the like. Small “truck’” mines may
operate profitably in such small “’blocks’ of coal, but unless coal
deposits are developed by shaft or slope mining, major coal
mines in this county cannot be expected ever again.

Only the mountaintop coal or thin seams along the steep
hillsides remain, and these are being strip-mined. There lies the
future of coal in Floyd county. And at the present rate of strip-
ping, it may all be gone within another five years.

What then? Has ARC given any serious thought to such a
situation? Surely, it doesn’t regard a county such as this, or an
area such as this, no more than the sacrificial lamb, to be offered
up for the nation and then forgotten. Its thinking, we would like to
believe, would envision more than denuded hillsides, silt-choked
streams and a wasteland to be filled with acid waters.

ARC, then, should consider, among other matters, emphatic,
purposeful action to help Appalachia in the decades that
hopefully lie ahead.

1. It should immediately throw its influence and resources into
providing new industries for areas which, one day, could have no
industry. The few manufacturing plants which have located in
Eastern-Kentucky have discovered a giant labor pool, and those
“in the great industrial centers of the country have found Eastern
Kentuckians to be among their best workers. Industrial sites,
access to such sites which are already available, encouragement
to varied industry to come into counties such as this—these are
needed from ARC. People must work to live after the coal is
gone.

2. ARC should begin now to plan a giant reclamation project to
make the region habitable after the shovels and bulldozers have
departed these hillsides. It is obvious that neither state nor
federal government will ever afford the protection that this
rugged land needs. Both talk a great game, but when the chips
are down they strike out, ingloriously. Technicians, skilled
workers, laborers by the thousands would be needed for the
Herculean task.

It may not seem fair for taxes from states untouched by
devastation to help pay the cost of such an undertaking, but the
coal is going to the benefit of the nation, and whatever can be
done to restore the area must be done.

It’s true, you can’t put Humpty-Dumpty together again. But,
please, won’t somebody try?

$620,000 Available
For College Students

that $620,000 in state money is expected
to be available for needy Kentucky
college students this fall.

Veterans Who Travel
Should Check Benefits

The Veterans Administration cautions
veterans who plan to travel or establish
residence abroad to be sure to check on
availability of benefits before departure.

A “must” for your travel kit, VA ad-
vises, is a statement of service connected
conditions issued by VA offices which
maintain the veteran’'s medical records.
Then, should a need for medical care
arise, the statement, together with an
application for medical benefits, may be
presented to the American embassy or
consular office in country of travel or
residence.

In an emergency an eligible veteran is
entitled to VA-paid hospitalization if he
or a representative notifies the embassy
or consular office within 72 hours after
the hospitalization begins. Notification of
outpatient treatment must be made
within 15 days.

Only in the Philippines at the Veterans
Memorial Hospital in Manila is care
available to veterans with both service
connected and nonservice connected
disabilities. As in the United States,
however, veterans with nonservice
connected disabilities are eligible on a
space available basis, and only if they
are unable to defray expenses.

Retired servicemen are eligible for
medical benefits from military hospitals
and clinics.

GI home loans are not available to
veterans living in foreign countries, but
compensation and pension checks may

Embedded in a small patch of North-
ern Kentucky soil—soil that was at one
time so unstable that the impact of a man
walking would cause the earth to shake
for many acres all around—is 20,000
years of history.

This is Big Bone Lick State Park, a
recreational area 20 miles southwest of
Cincinnati and two miles east of the Ohio
River, which was the first widely known
location for the collection of prehistoric
animal bones in North America.

A large salt lick created by sulphur
springs attracted massive mammals
being driven south by the advance of the
Ice Age glaciers. The boggy earth—or
“jelly-land” as it was once called—
trapped the animals, their dying bodies
slowly sinking into the bog where their

prehistoric mammal life.

Since 1960 the bog, the salt lick and the
hills surrounding them have been in-
cluded in a state park, now 512 acres
large, with well-groomed campgrounds
and picnic areas, and well-equipped
recreation facilities.

The park was visited by nearly 250,000
people last year, most of whom came to
enjoy its recreational possibilities
without realizing the area’s true
significance—its natural history, which
holds much to fascinate all who visit,
vacationers and scientists alike.

To answer some of the questions
visitors invariable ask, the state De-
partment of Parks has embared upon
a development plan for Big Bone Lick
that promises to turn the park into an area
of great educational interest and value.

A museum, already open, and a
diorama to be completed by mid-
summer, will explain what the area
looked like 20,000 years ago and the
reasons for its existence and
significance.

A path will take visitors through the
remainder of the bog, past a recon-
structed Indian village,a model ‘‘dig,”
explanations of both vertebrate and
invertebrate fossils, a platform
surrounding the sulphur spring, a
reconstruction of a pioneer salt works, an
explanation of pre-Ice Age rivers
describing the formation of the area’s
hills and valleys, and life-size models of
Ice Age mammoth and bison.

A considerable amount of human
history is also represented at Big Bone
Lick. Just as the salt attracted animals,
the animals attracted the primitive
people inhabiting this part of North
America in prehistoric times.

And just as the bones were preserved
in the bog, so were tools and implements
fashioned by these people. Excavations
have even uncovered what appearstobea
kill site where a group of hunters felled
one of the large bison trapped there.

Park officials plan to allow the area
surrounding the new diorama to grow
wild, in hopes it will appear as it did when
mastodons and mammoths, betrayed by
their craving for salt, fell prey to the
disguised dangers of what came to be
known as Big Bone Lick.

Give your furnace an efficiency check-up, to make sure if's not wasting fuel.

1 Adjust your home thermostat to the recom-
mended fuel-saving temperatures: between 65
and 68 degrees during the day. Down to 55-60
degrees at night.

2 Make 50 miles per hour your top speed when
driving. On the average your best mileage
happens around 35 mph.

3 Turn off lights, electrical appliances and TV
sets when you're finished with
them. Unplug instant-on TVs.

11 Don't waste fuel heating the garage.

12 Keep windows near thermostats closed.
Otherwise the cold air will cause a lower read-
ing, and your furnace will run longer but not
make you any warmer.

14 Weatherstrip or caulk
around drafty doorframes
and windows.

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Coal Firm Asks
Court To Curb
Owners of Land

A dispute between owners of surface
rights and a company which has leased
the underlying coal acquired from the
original landowner under a 64-year-old
deed reached the Floyd circuit court last
week when the mining firm asked a
temporary restraining order to protect
its right to mine the coal.

The suit was filed by the B&H Coal
Company, of Lexington, against Daniel
and Linken Conn, of Dana. The company
says it procured last September 12 a
lease on the underlying coal on a 180.5-
acre tract lying on the Boyd Branch of
Prater Creek, later was granted a permit
to strip and auger the coal and notified
the Boyds of its intention to do surface
mining.

But, the company’s petition says, one
or more of the defendants directed the
company Lo cease its operations and on
one or more occasions were armed and
threatened the coal company’s em-
ployees.

The petition, which was signed by T. M.
Williams as company representative,
claims each of the Boyds named as
defendants own only .01 of the surface
involved in the dispute.

The lease provides that the company
shall pay to the Harkins Mineral Corp. 45
cents a ton of coal mined, or 6 per cent of
the gross sale price of the coal,
whichever is greater, plus a minimum
annual royalty of $5 per acre.

Three Protest
Reynolds Hiring

The employment of William J.
Reynolds, 111, of Allen, as manager of the
Prestonsburg office of the Bureau of
Manpower Services was under fire again
last week as three other employees of the
office filed an appeal in protest to his
hiring and claiming that any of them
possesses qualifications for the job that
are higher than Reynolds’.

The appeal was filed with Cattie Lou
Miller, state commissioner of personnel,
by Thomas M. Hereford, III, of Prestons-
burg, senior ‘employment counselor;
James L. Reed, Salyersville, and
William Lewis Baldridge, of Prestons-
burg.

The appellants wrote Miss Miller that
each has had training and experience
which far exceeds the minimum
requirements for the post of office
manager, that each is qualified for
promotion to the position and that Mr.
Reynolds did not possess such
requirements,

Claiming that the Allen man’s ap-
pointment was politically inspired, the
three point out that he is a son of State
Representative W. J. Reynolds, Jr., and
that he was promoted to the job after less
than two years in the office here as a
senior employment technical service
representative.

They also contend that Reynolds’
employment discriminates against them
because of their political affiliations.

Carter said he and the co-owners were
shocked by the incident. ‘“We don’t have
any idea who or why anyone would do
this,” he said. According to Carter,
neither he, Hatton, or Hamilton felt they
had any serious personal differences
with anyone and he said the company had
experienced no labor problems.

The study suggested an increase in state
funds, higher permit fees levied against
mine operators and federal grants as
possible sources of additional revenue, It
also said funds could be freed by
automating and streamlining
procedures.

3. Many sirip mining procedures used
in Kentucky are the same as those used
in the 1950’s. The study suggested in-
dustry be made to modify and improve
its methods ‘‘for area mining on
mountaintops and contour mining on
mountainsides.”

4. Strip mining laws are not always
administered impartially and
vigorously. The study called for
modernized procedures for enforcement,
including the use of a computer based
system to provide state officials with the
information needed to monitor mining
operations. It also suggested betler
training of mine inspectors and those who
administer the program.

5. Mining is sometimes permitted in
areas that are ‘'‘geologically,
aesthetically or economically unsuitable
for surface minng."”” The study recom-
mended the state revise its permitting
procedures to prohibit mining in such
areas.

6. The state’'s methods of
surveillance are inadequate.
The study called for a revision of in-
spection routes, installing radios in in-
spection vehicles, gearing inspection
frequency to the frequency of violations
and using aircraft (such as helicopters)
to detect violations.

Tom Harris, state commissioner of
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection could not be reached Monday
for comment on the report. But his chief
deputy, Billy Lewis, said he knew of no
instance of a lack of decisiveness in
enforcing the strip-mining law since he
and Harris look over in June, 1972.

Lewis said all the enforcement cases
used in the study came during calendar
year 1972.

“I'm not trying to put the blame on
someone else,” Lewis said. “We know
we've made mistakes too, but we're
{rying to correct them.”

Lewis also said he knew of no case in
which the department issued a strip-
mining permit for a site which was un-
suitable in terms of being able to reclaim
the land.

Lewis did point out, however, that the
department has no authority to deny a
strip-mine permit solely on esthetic
grounds. Along that line, it can only deny
a permit if it has reason to believe the
operation would physically damage a
state park or pollute state waterways.

vation and eligibility for commodity
loans. The program also offers a new
disaster payment provision. The
Department of Agriculture, under cer-
tain conditions, will make payments for
prevented planting and for yield losses
due to bad weather or other natural
disasters. Disaster payments cover feed
gain only.

When disaster strikes a program crop,
and the farmer chooses not to carry the
crop through to harvest, he must first
report the disaster to the county office of
the Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service, according to Mrs.
Conley.

Secondly, the farmer must request an
appraisal to establish his eligibility for
payment under the disaster provisions of
the Cotton, Feed Grain and Wheat
Programs. The county ASCS office may
decide that an appraisal is unnecessary
when the damaged or destroyed crop
acreage is in excess of applicable
allotments.

Once an appraiser completes a
damage evaluation, and the acreage is
released, the farmer may devote the
acreage to other uses.

Certification or program crops is still
important this year for disaster benefits,
Mrs. Conley said. Producers who harvest
program crops, such as corn, before
certification will find that crop ineligible
for disaster payments.

Although May 13 was the deadline for
receipt of campaign spending reports
required by state and federal law, Vinsel
said this office would not turn in an of-
ficial delinquent list until next Monday,
May 20. The recent session of the Ken-
tucky Legislature passed a law that
allows a five-day grace period for per-
sons late in filing campaign-spending
reports. Although that law doesn’t take
effect until June 21, Vinsel said the grace
period is clearly the intent of the
legislature and ‘“‘we’'d have trouble
prosecuting any candidate who is a few
days late.”

Reynolds Says Coal
Tax Money Will Aid
Local Industry

State Representative W. i Reynolds,
of Allen, who has been named chairman

of the legislative committee to establish

guidelines for the spending of coal
severance tax monies returned to the
counties under the new state law, said
last week that the spending of the money
for development of industrial sites will
probably have top priority.

Other members of the committee are
Rep. Hoover Dawahare, of Whitesburg,
and Senator Gibson, of Madisonville.

All 42 coal-producing counties of the
state are expected to benefit materially
from Lthe new legislation, which provides
that half of the coal severance tax shall
be returned to county where the fuel was
produced. The severance tax is 30 cents a
ton, or 4 percent of the market value of
the coal, whichever is greater.

Eastern Kentucky coal has been selling
at $30 a Lon, or more, since the beginning
of the fuel crisis, and the return to
counties of this area is expected to be
heavy.

The legislation which returns half of
the severance tax to the counties was
known as ‘‘the Mountain Amendment,”
and this developed during consideration
of the Governor's budget bill into a near-
revolt by mountain legislators.

When the severance tax funds are
allocated to the coal-producing counties,
the fiscal courts of the several counties
will set up projects for review by the
legislative group headed by Reynolds.

Guidelines for use of the tax revenues
are expected to be established by June 1,
after which the commission will meet
with the fiscal courts of the coal counties.
The severance tax funds are expected to
be in the hands of the fiscal courts around
August 15.

In 1931, the Davis-Bacon Act provided

Reveals Pollution Danger

Frankfort, Ky.—A U. S. En-
vironmental Protection Agency (EPA)
official says the level of sulfur dioxide in
Jefferson county is so high it causes at
least 10 premature deaths each year.

The statement came from Dr. John
Finklea, EPA’s director of the National
Environmental Research Center, at a
state Public Service Commission hearing
on a Louisville Gas and Electric Co.
(LG&E) request to install sulfur dioxide
removal equipment at its power plants in
western Jefferson County.

Finklea also said the sulfur dioxide
emissions are responsible for 20,000 asth-
matic attacks and serious illness to about
50,000 elderly residents each year.

Finklea said the figures are based on
statistical analysis and not on medical
records of Jefferson County residents. He
said the estimates were developed by
applying tests done in other areas of the
country to Jefferson County.

The doctor’s statement marks the first
time anyone has supplied such data in the
months LG&E has sought to obtain PSC
approval to install devices to control the
amount of sulfur dioxide emitted from
the power plants.

John Smither, director of the state Air
Pollution Division in the Department for
Natural Resources and Environmental
Protection, said he was unfamiliar with
EPA’s statistics and could not prove or
disprove them. But, he added, Finklea is
a respected expert on the health hazards
of air pollution and ‘‘should know what he
is talking about.”

Studies conducted on the effects of
sulfur dioxide, a poisonous gas produced
when coal, oil or other fuels containing
sulfur are burned, have shown that it
aggravates heart and lung ailments as
well lowering respiratory resistance to
disease. Sulfur dioxide also damages
plants and building materials.

Finklea was one of a dozen EPA, state
and local officials testifying in an effort
to gel the commission to change an
earlier ruling on LG&E’s request. In
March, LG&E was denied permission to

install more than one unit instead of the
two the company has sought to add. PSC
officials said the equipment had not been
proven effective and would be too costly
for the consumer to bear.

Tests on a similar scrubber have shown
the device will work, according to J. F.
Mayrose, LG&E executive vice-
president. Another EPA official, Frank
Princiotta, agreed with Mayrose, citing
similar equipment now being used in
Japan. Princiotta alsc noted that such
devices were proven reliable 40 years
ago in Great Britian,

Disagreeing with EPA and LG&E
officials was A. V. Slack, a consultant
with the Edison Electric Institute. He
said his and other electric companies
were not convinced that the sulfur
dioxide removal equipment is reliable.

The commission will schedule another
hearing next month to complete

testimony on the LG&E request. A final _

decision is is not expected until later in
the summer,

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Attorney General’s
Opinions Are Listed

Among opinions released this week
from the office of Atty. Gen. Ed W.
Hancock were the following:

In response to a question from William
S. Haynes, Louisville, Asst. Atty. Gen.
Patrick B. Kimberlin III said that it is not
necessary for an elected official, officer
or employe of a governmental entity to
register as a lobbyist when working
during the General Assembly session for
or against legislation which may affect
people of the state as a whole. Kimberlin
explained that Kentucky law defines
“lobbyist’’ as any person employed as
*‘legislative counsel to promote, oppose
or act with reference to any legislation
which affects private pecuniary interest,
as distinct from those of the whole
people.”

In response to a question from James
C. Milam, City Attorney of Russellville,
Asst. Atty. Gen. Thomas R. Emerson
said that a fourth class city may require
abutting property owners to keep
sidewalks in repair or to pay for the
repair of the sidewalks, and may impose
a reasonable fine for failure to make or
pay for such repair. Milam explained
that there is no specific statutory
authority for the city to levy a special tax
assessment or place a lien on the abut-
ting owner’s property for failure to pay
for the cost of repairing the sidewalk.
However, an ordinance requiring the
abutting property owner to repair the
sidewalk may be enforced by the city
under its power to impose fines and
penalties for the violation of the city
ordinancé, he said.

In response to a question by David H.
Pribble, Pendleton County Judge, Asst.
Atty. Gen. Emersoncondluded that a
county fiscal court does not have the
authority to levy a tonnage tax on
quarries or mining companies that are
operating in said county.

In response to a question asked by John
C. Darsie, Jr., special counsel for the
University of Kentucky, Asst. Atty. Gen.
Carl Miller replied that if a UK Board of
Trustees member is found to be in a
conflict of interest situation, he is subject
to removal for cause but could continue
in office until removed by a court
judgement. Miller said in conflict of
interest cases involving school board
members, the attorney general has
traditionally authorized citizens to
employ counsel for prosecution when
sufficient documentary evidence
suggests that a violation has occurred.

Responding to a question submitted by
John A. Hartman, of Walton, Asst. Atty.
Gen. Walter C. Herdman issued an
opinion that no person shall be eligible to
hold the office of mayor or councilman
unless he is a property holder in the city.
Payment of real estate taxes is not a
prerequisite for holding public office, he
added.

Asst. Atty. Gen. Carl Miller stated that
the provisions of the Proprietary School
Act makes it a misdemeanor for such a
school to operate without a license or for
an agent of the school to perform his
duties without a permit. In addition,
Miller said, each day’s failure to comply,
punishable by fine and imprisonment,
shall be considered a separate violation.

The information was sent to Ray
Corns, director of the Division of Legal
Services, Department of Education,
Frankfort.

Parents May Register
Handicapped Children

Parents of handicapped children of
school age (6-16) should register their
children with local school officials now.

At the recent Board meeting of the
Kentucky Association for Retarded
Children, Dr. Nancy Riffe, Govern-
mental Affairs Chairman, reported it is
the association’s understanding that new
laws and an additional appropriation
mean that legally every school-age child,
regardless of handicaps, should be
enrolled this September.

Under the administration of Governor
Ford and Superintendent of Public In-
struction Lyman Ginger, provisions for
handicapped children in the public
schools will be more than doubled. “But,
unless parents get their . children
registered immediately schools districts
will not be able to plan adequate
programs in time for the opening of
school,” Dr. Riffe said.

Frankfort, Ky.—There’s a gourmet's
delight down by a nearby stream or pond,
and all it will cost you is a new set of
flashlight batteries, a night's sleep, and
perhaps a good dunking.

We're talking, of course, about frogs.
And about frog hunters, who after the
May 15 opening date will be tired, sleepy,
and wet, but welil fed.

Experienced frog gathers have their
favorite techniques for capturing their
quarry. Perhaps the favorite is gigging,
although others prefer to use a .22 rifle or
a bow and arrow. But the most basic
method is just to wade in and grab them
by hand. This also is often the most ex-
citing technique, particularly for those
who can’t tell the difference between a
frog’s eye and a snake’s in the beam of a
flashlight.

It's also possible to capture frogs
during the day by ‘“‘fishing’’ for them
with a rod, reel and artificial lure. The
“fisherman” looks for frogs resting close
lo the water's edge or on a clump of
moss. He then dangles a small wet or dry
fly in front of the frog, bringing it closer
and closer unti the frog ‘‘strikes.”” When
hooked, the frog will usually take to the
water, and landing it is as much a
challenge as playing a good-sized fish.

Farm ponds are excellent places to
hunt frogs, particularly with the
“fishing’’ method. With the tens of
thousands of ponds in Kentucky, chances
are that there is one nearby where you
can obtain permission to do some
frogging. Other good locations are small
rivers, streams, and over-flow lakes.

The 1974 frog season runs from 12:01
a.m., May 15 through 12:00 p.m., October
31. The daily limit is 15, with no more
than 30 in possession after two or more
days of frogging. Since most frog
gathering is done at night, the legal
“day’’ extends from 12 o’clock noon to the
following noon. During this fime, a
person may have no more than 15 frogs in
possession while in the field.

A license is required to capture frogs.
If a gun or bow and arrow is used, a
hunting license is necessary, and a
fishing license is required of the person
using fishing tackle. Either a hunting or
fishing license will suffice for gigging or
hand grabbing frogs. The holder of a
combination license may, of course, use
any of the above methods.

One last tip: When you clean your
frogs, remove the white cord in each hind

leg. This cord, which can be readily seen -

where thelegs are s’filit apart in actually a
nerve, and this is what makes the legs
jump while being cooked.

Health-Mental Retardation

Bank Robbery Defendant
Gets 55 Years in Pen

Harold Jackson Bartley, 25, of New
Carlisle, Ohio, was sentended last week
to a lotal of 55 years on charges arising
from the June 12, 1973, armed robbery of
the Virgie branch of Pikeville National
Band and Trust Company.

Assistant U. S. Attorney John M.
Compton detailed that a .38-caliber
revolver was used to rob Mrs. Billie
Newsome, a teller at the bank, of
$6,292.00 which included $400 in currency,
the serial numbers of which were
recorded prior to the robbery. Some of
those bills were in Bartley’s possession
when arrested, two days after the rob-
bery, at Dayton, Ohio, by agents of the
Federal Bureau of Investigation.

A codefendant was arrested the same
day by FBI agents and Kentucky State
Police in Pike county and his trial is set
in Pikeville, July 24.

U. S. District Judge H. David Her-
mansdorfer ordered that Bartley be sent
to the Medical Center for Federal
Prisoners at Springfield, Missouri, for
physical and mental examinations and at
the end of 75 days his sentence will be
reviewed, since 55 years is the maximum
sentence that could be imposed.

Fulton Whitlow Stewart, 59, and his’

wife, Agnes, 56, were convicted on two
counts of possessing and selling moon-
shine whiskey to undercover Treasury
agents during October and December,
1973 at their residence near Democrat in
Letcher county.

Judge Hermansdorfer sentenced
Agnes Stewart to three months in the
custody of the Attorney General and
placed her on active probation for one
year. Sentencing on Fulton Stewart was
deferred until July 1, following a
psychological and medical examination.

Danny Looney, 31, of Feds Creek, Pike
county, was sentenced by Judge Her-
mansdorfer to six months, probated and
fined $500, plus court costs, for improper
storage of explosives. The assistant U. S.
attorney detailed that a quantity of
dynamite and blasting caps were located
by Pike county detectives while
executing a search warrant at Looney’s
home on Moltey Fork, May 24, 1973.

Judge Hermansdorfer sentenced
Roland Collins, 60, and his son, Randall
Collins, 18, on four counts of an in-
dictment relating to the operation of a
moonshine still in the White Cabin Fork
section of Wolf Creek, near Pilgrim, in
Martin county. Roland Collins was
sentenced to five years in prison which
was suspended and he was placed on
probation for three years and fined
$3,000. All but $1,000 of the fine and costs
were suspended and he was placed in the
custody of the Attorney General until the
fine and costs are paid. Randall Collins
was given an indefinite sentence under

- the Federal Youth Corrections Act and

placed on probation.

McKinley Belcher, 77, of Cromona,
Letcher county, was convicted on three
counts of an indictment arising from the
possession and sale of moonshine during
August and September, 1973. The pur-
chases were made by agents of the
Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco and
Firearms of the Treasury Department at
Belcher’s residence. He was given a
sentence of a year and a day on each of
the three counts to be served con-
currently and placed on probation for
three years.

Marvin Dixon, formerly of Prestons-
burg, and now living in Florida, was
fined $750, plus costs, and sentenced to
six months in jail for improperly storing
explosive materials. Service of the
sentence was suspended and Dixon was
placed on probation for 15 months, but
the fine was ordered to be paid. Two
juveniles, who had earlier pleaded guilty
to charges relating to the theft of the
explosives, transferred them to Dixon,
who stored them temporarily in his
vehicle, the assistant district attorney
alleged.

Lee Harmon and Harold Thacker, both
19, of the Fishtrap area of Pike county,
pleaded guilty to the September, 1973
burglary of the Fishtrap Post Office.

A sentence of six months was imposed
on both, and they were probated for 18

months.

Compton further explained that a
special condition of probation is that each
of these defendants must work at least
three hours on 20 Saturdays at the post
office, painting, cleaning windows,
mowing grass or any other reasonable
chore that the postmistress, Mrs. Gloria
Justice, may have for them relating to
the building housing the post office. If
either of these defendants fail to perform
the special conditions of probation, he
will have to serve six months in the
custody of the U. S. Attorney General.

Randall Gene Blankenship, 25, of
Stopover, Pike county, Kentucky,
pleaded guilty to burglarizing the
Stopover Post Office. He was sentenced
Lo the custody of the Attorney General for
a period of 30 months for the violation
which occurred on March 16.

Owen Collins, 20, of Combs, Perry
county, was convicted of possessing a
firearm after having been convicted of a
felony.

Collins was sentenced to an indefinite
sentence under the Federal Youth
Corrections Act. Under the Act, Collins
could serve up lo six years.

Coal Trucks Account for Most Citations
Although Convictions Are Few

Frankfort, Ky.—Officers of the Bureau
of Vehicle Regulation issued 551 over-
weight Lruck citations between March 25
and April 26.

Included in the total are 288 citations to
overweight coal trucks, most of which
were cited in the 24 coal-producing
counties of Eastern Kentucky.

The other 263 citations principally were
issued to overweight freight carriers at
the bureau’s weight stationslocated
onthe interstates and other major
Kentucky truck freight routes.

Bureau of Vehicle Regutation-Com-
mission O. B. Arnold said, ‘“‘Although
there are practically no convictions in
the Eastern coal counties where most of
the road damage caused by overweight
coal (rucks occurs, our enforcement
officers will continue to issue citations
whenver violations are detected.”

The current figures bring the total of
overweight citations issued for 1974
(including the last week of 1973) to 1,939.
Overweight coal trucks have accounted
for 676 of the citations.

Arnold added that of the 1,400 over-
weight citations issued in the coal
counties in 1973, only 12 resulted in
convictions. The overweight cases are
tried in the county courts of the counties
in which the violations occur.
