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Floyd Company 
Denied a Permit 
On Past Record 

NEWS OF THE MARTIN COMMUNITY Goins Bros. Begin Weekly TV Show 

A !<'loyd county coal operation is tht: 
first in Kentucky to be refused a strip­
mining permit because of its past mining 
and reclamation record. 

The Sterling Hamilton Coal Company, 
which has centered its operations in the 
Mud Creek section of the county and 
which has been invoiYed in litigation with 
one or more property-owners, was denied 
renewal of two permits by the Kentucky 
Department for !'IOatural Resources and 
Environmental Protection. A depart· 
men! attorneY said John S. 'Hoffman, 
~atural Res~urces secretary, refused 
renewal of the permits because of 
Hamilton's "repeated viola! ions" of 
strip-mining laws and because the 
department does not believe his mines 
will conform to state law in the future. 

Representatives of Kentucky's small 
coal operators reacted with anger to the 
permit deniaL "Violations are not suf­
ficient cause to deny an operator his 
permit," Cloyd McDowell, president of 
the recentlyformed Kentucky In­
dependent Coalition, was quoted as 
saying. 

''There is no regulation," he added, 
"that covers Secretary Hoffman's action 
against Sterling Hamilton because of 
alleged violations in the past or 
presumed violations that have not yet 
taken place." 

Perry White, general counsel for the 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection, said 
operators' past performances will be 
taken into account from now on in 
deciding whether to issue companies new 
permits, but he said he knows of no other 
specific examples of operators who may 
be denied permits. 

The department had ordered on Oct. 20 

that the Hamilton company show cause 
why its permit for the Mud Creek mine 
should not be revoked. 

A revocation hearing was scheduled 
Dec. 11 but was postponed. Since 
Hamilton's permit for the Mud Creek 
mine expired Dec. 16, White said, it is 
unlikely the hearing will ever be held. 
However, either the department or the 
company could ask that the revocation 
hearing take place, he said. 

White said Hamilton also could ask for 
a hearing to appeal Hoffman's denial of 
its permit applications. 

Attorneys for the Appalachian 
Research and Defense Fund CARDF>, 
which represents several families living 
near the Mud Creek mine, charged in 
April that state reclamation inspectors 
had reported over 60 serious violations at 
five Hamilton mines between April, 1972 
and February, 1975. The families want 
the mine closed down. ' 

The Natural Resources Department's 
Division of Reclamation issued a 
suspension order Oct. 20 for the Mud 
Creek mine, citing slides, lack of seeding 
and other problems. 

Steven J. Millemann, of Prestonsburg, 
an ARDF attorney, said he was satisfied 
with the state's disposal of the Mud Creek 
mine through denial of a new permit 
instead of through permit revocation. 
Since the permit was expiring, he said, 
revocation action might have been 
irrelevant. 

In the Mud Creek case, the Hamilton 
company became the first operation ever 
ordered by the department, on the state's 
-initiative, to appear at a hearing on 
revocation of permit. 

The department in October revoked the 
stripping permit for a Hurricane Elkhorn 
Coal Corp. mine in Pike County-the first 
such action ever taken in Kentucky-but 
that was in response to protests against 
the mine from local residents.

The official name for analyzing the 
water is in-stream and eutrophication 
monitoring. It provides long-term 
analysis and background data that is 
used by government agencies to make 
sure all is well with the water and to 
detect changes in it. 

Specifically, the submerged boxes are 

ORSANCO does operate six of the 
strategy sites. 

Each of the other sites will be operated 
by a different agency, making the in­
formation obtained available to all of 
them. "This cuts down on the cost of 
operating duplicate stations and provides 
each of the participating agencies with 
more informatio;1 at less cost than would 
otherwise have been possible," said Jett. 

"When two agencies have been operat­
ing a station at the same place," added 
Jett, "one will stop and obtain its in­
formation from the other." 

• gathering information that will be used to 
answer 65 different questions about the 
~ater. To name a few, they reveal the Ph 
of the water, dissolved oxygen content, 
bacterial content, radiology and 
pesticide content, water hardness, trace 
metals and biological life. 

Jett said the state division of water will 
work with information obtained from all 
75 primary sites selected in the strategy. 
Nine of those sites are already monitored 
by automatic devices set up by the 
division of water quality. Electronic 
probes in the monitors record their 
findings on a chart and automatically 
transmit the information to Frankfort by 
telephone using electronic tones. The 
reports are recorded on a tape that can 
be read by a computer. 

The information is used by the U. S. 
Geological Survey, a primary federal 
agency charged with water quality 
monitoring; the U. S. Army Corps of 
Engineers; the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture, Soil Conservation Service; 
the Kentucky Department of Fish and 
Wildlife; several divisions of the Ken­
tucky Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection; and the 
Ohio River Valley Sanitation Com­
mission <ORSANCOJ. ORSANCO, an 
organization of eight states, is respon­
sible for monitoring the Ohio River. 

Until last year, each agency collected 
only the information it needed and, in 
many cases, duplicated what another 
was doing. 

Today, a strategy has l>een adopted 
that will cut out duplication and provide 
each agency with a comprehensive look 
at Kentucky's streams and lakes. 

The strategy pinpoints 75 locations 
within Kentucky which, when monitored, 
will give the agencies a good picture of 
the state's water quality. Another 100 
sites h.1ve been selected for secondary 

1 monitors, usually used only temporarily 
or to test for a few extra measurements 
when special-area studies are done. Last 
year. about 80 secondary monitoring 
sites were set up . 

So far, 49 of the primary sites are being 
used. Some of those, however, are only 
taking a few measurements-not the full 
65. Plans call for full use of all 75 primary 
sites within two years. 

According to Shelby Jett, an engineer 
with the state division of water quality 
and chairman of the Kentucky Waer 
Quality Monitoring Strategy Study 
Team, the new in-stream monitoring 
system will take all the information 
collected for the various agencies and put 
it together in a comprehensive report. 
"By doing this," said Jett, "we get the 
information we need to determine what 
the water quality is within each of the 
state's 10 river basins." 

Jett said the bulk of the monitoring 
work is being done by the U. S. Army 
Corps of Engineers, the U. S. Geological 
Survey, the state division of water 
quality and ORSANCO. 

ORSANCO does the monitoring of the 
Ohio River and any tributaries that 
contribute more than five per cent to the 
flow of the Ohio. These include the Green, 
Kentucky, Licking, Tennessee, Cum­
berland and Big Sandy Rivers. Other 
agencies get their nformation about 
water quality on those rivers from 
ORSANCO, which operates about 30 
monitors not included in the 75 sites 
selected for the Kentucky strategy.

One thing the robot monitors measure 
is conductivity-the water's ability to 
carry an electrical current. That, said 
Jett, is extremely important because it 
has a direct relationship to the amount of 
minerals in the water. ''Later," said Jett, 
"after analyzing samples of the water, 
we are able to reconstruct approximately 
what is in the water at any time it is 
monitored."

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our-Year Extension 
Of ARC Goes to Ford 

Th(• Congress has adopted the con­
ference report of the Senate and House 
conferees on H. R. 40i3. calling for a four­
year extension of the Appalachian 
Regional De,·elopment Act and expanded 
authorization for the Title \' Com­
miSSions and has sent this legislation to 
the White House for Presidential action. 

Senator Howard Baker of Tennessee. 
ranking Republican member of the 
Senate Public Works Committee. during 
debate on the conference report said. "I 
recommend to my colleagues the con­
ference report on the Regional 
Development Act of 1975. I hope it will be 
approved promptly. and I strongly urge 
the President to sign the bill into law." 

The legislation not only extends the life 
of the Commission for four years but also 
provides for increased funding for both 
the highway and non-highway programs. 
The highway authorization would be 
increased by $840 million through 1981 
and the nonhighway by $640 million 
through 1979. 

Within the nonhighway program 
authorization funds are provided to assist 
in the demonstration of enterprise 
development projects that are related to 
the Region's energy resources. Up to $3 
million annually may be expended on 
such projects. In addition, the nonhigh­
way authorization allows up to $2.5 
million annually for the development and 
stimulation of the indigenous arts and 
crafts of the Region. The legislation also 
allows $9 6 million over four years for the 
administrative costs of the Commission. 

The conference report authorizes an 
expansiOn of the Commission's housing 
activities in two important respects: It 
permits the Commission to assist housing 
under the Farmer's Home Ad­
ministration and state housing agencies: 
and it allows the Commission to provide 
assistance directly to the states. 
Previouslv. the Commission's housing 
program - was restricted to insured 
housing programs of Hl'D. with all site 
grants and planning loans processed 
through that department. 

The conference report also directs the 
Commission to conduct certain studies 
and demonstrations in several specific 
areas: a report and study of the status of 
Appalachian migrants and the impact 
which Commission progams have had on 
out-migration patterns: a study of the 
physical hazards which are constraints 
on land use (with strong emphasis on 
mudslides. landslides, sink holes and 
subsidence l and the risks associated with 
these hazards: and to give special at­
tention to demonstrations and other 
activities for the improvement of rural 
transportation in the Region. 

Senator Jennings Randolph of West 
Virginia, chairman of the Senate Public 
Works Committee. in bringing the 
conference report to the floor said, "This 
legislation will mean much for the people 

·of Appalachia andother regions of the 
country with similar problems. The 
Appalachian experiment is now ten years 
old. The passage of this extension will 
launch the second decade of this unique 
and successful effort."

White Oak-Patriarch of Trees 
BySEVYLESHACKELFORD 

( l'K College of Agriculture> 
Some of the most magnificent 

specimens of white oak in the world once 
grew in Kentucky. Old time loggers and 
lumbermen who cut away these trees, 
mostly for barrel staves and ship tim­
bers. tell of gargantuan white oaks over 
100 feet tall and as much as eight feet in 
diameter. Unfortunately, the great 
stands of these beautiful trees are to be 
found no more in this state. Only a few 
individual specimens that somehow 
escaped the axe still remain as remind­
ers of a great heritage that once was 
ours. 

According to J. A. Newman, Extension 
forester at the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture, the white oak's 
strong, hard, heavy wood ranks among 
the world's finest and most useful. It is 
unsurpassed as flooring material 
because of Its appearance and hardness 
and its ability to take a high polish and 
resist abrasion. It makes fine furniture, 
boxes. crates, watertight barrels, and in 
times past, strong, long lasting wooden 
ships. Tannic acid from the bark also 
helped tan leather in days gone by. 

White oak acorns are moderately 
sweet. and edible to many forms of 
wildlife. Some authorities indicate they 
were also used by Indians and early 
settlers as food. The acorns were boiled 
in water to make them more palatable 

The acorns also may have some 
medicinal value. At least, the Indians 
thought so. According to a 17th-century 
botanist, the redman obtained from 
white oak acorns "an oyle which they 
keep to supple their joynts and subdue 
fleam in their throats." 

There have been many famous oaks in 
time. and perhaps the most famous was 
the Charter Oak that once stood near 
Hartford, Ct. In 1687, James II, having 
found Connecticut's charter a barrier to 
his making that colony a part of his New 
England scheme, sent his officers to 
demand delivery of that documents 
Legend has it that the colonists hid the 
charter in this oak where it remained for 
two years. When the tree blew over in 
1856, it was estimated to be 1,000 years 
old. 

Then there was the Wye Oak in Talbot 
county, l\ld. This was a giant white oak 
95 feet high with a 165-limb spread and a

trunk 28 feet in circumference The State 
of Maryland purchased the Wye Oak, 
making it a state monument, and also 
chose the oak as a state tree. 

Legend has it that a mighty white oak 
once stood atop a high hill on Buffalo 
Creek in Owsley County, Ky. The height 
of this tree has been forgotten, and, 
at the time, was believed to be the 
largest tree of its particular species in 
the world. 

Another such white oak still stands on 
theLeecountyfarmofMr.andMrs. J. B. 
Gabbard at St. Helens. About 90 feet tall 
and 13 feet in circumference 4 feet from 
the ground, this tree has been estimated 
by foresters to be approximately 300 
years old. How it escaped the loggers 
during the great lumber boom in the 
county which saw the clear-cutting of 
surrounding forests is unknown, but the 
escape must be regarded as a sort of a 
minor miracle. The tree stands guard 
over a cool spring of everlasting water­
a spring that once provided water for a 
whole community. Gabbard surmises the 
tree may have been left as sort of 
protection for this natural fountain. 

There are few more stately or majestic 
sights in nature than a mature white oak. 
Its deep root system makes it one of the 
sturdiest of forest trees and rarely ever 
does it blow over in a storm. Perhaps this 
is one reason so many of our huge white 
oaks are now to be found around old 
homesteads . There was little danger of 
them blowing over on a building, and 
they furnished the best of shade. 

The woodland hiker who likes to 
identify trees faces a bewildering 
challenge in the white oak. This is 
because the white oak (quercus alba) is 
only one of more than 150 species, sub­
species, and varieties of the oak genus 
found in the United States. 

Tomorrow Ends 
Private Hauling 
Of Solid Waste 

Garbage disposal from homes and 
businesses to landfills via the county's 
two sanitation services will become 
mandatory tomorrow (Thursday>, it was 
announced by Magistrate Kenneth 
Roberts, of District 2. 

The magistrate said the fiscal court 
voted mandatory compliance with the 
waste collection system by all residen­
ces, mobile homes and businesses 
because hauling of waste by private 
trucks to landfills was littering roads and 
compounding the waste disposal 
problem. 

The order means. he said, that no 
burning of wastes by residents, or 
commercial enterprises, will be per­
mitted: that the waste must be hauled 
away by the two sanitation services 
franchised for the work. The charge for 
residences, including mobile homes. will 
be $4 a month. The rate for businesses is 
to be negotiated between the owners and 
the sanitation service. 

Up-hollow homes located on roads 
which cannot be reached by the garbage 
trucks will be reached by four-wheel­
drive vehicles , Roberts said. 

The fiscal court at its Dec. 20 meeting 
directed that two new landfills be put into 
operation Jan. 1. These are the landfills 
located on the Sam Hale farm on Middle 
Creek and the site leased from Reba and 
Harry i\1artin at Drift. The Hale landfill 
was expected to be m use this week but 
the Drift facility opening may be delayed 
a few days longer. it was said

AFTER-CHRISTMAS 
Winter Causes Landfill Problems­
State Inspectors Offer Advice CLEARA 

By MARVA GAY 
Frankfort, Ky. During winter, state 

solid waste inspectors must face more 
than their usual share of adverse con­
ditions to make· sure that 150 landfills in 
Kentucky are operating properly. 

"There is always a danger that , 
because of the difficult winter conditions, 
more landfills will be operated im­
properly," said Sam Johnson. director of 
the division of solid waste in the Ken­
tucky Department for Natural Resources 
and Environmental Protection. 

"Some few may even use the weather 
as an excuse for sloppy operation," he 
said. "Because of this, we must make 
special efforts to inspect the landfills 
regularly and to offer advice and 
assistance to landfill owners and 
operators who must deal directly with 
the effects of the weather. 

"We try to tell the landfill operators 
about special problems they may en­
counter during the winter and to advise 
them of methods they might use to avoid 
and solve some of thoe problems," 
Johnson said. "Most of all, we urge 
caution and safety during the winter." 

Problems at the landfills are mainly 
caused by mud, snow and cold. 

Johnson said a major problem results 
when a high number of freezes and thaws 
destroy the bearing value of the soil. That 
means the soil gets squashy. 

It happens like this. The moisture in 
the soil freezes and expands. When the 
moisture thaws, the soil is left puffed up 
with little real support. Then the soil 
won't adequately support the weight of 
bulldozers and collection vehicles used at 
landfills. Areas with silty clays, loamy 
soils and Edan shales experience the 
worst freeze-thaw effects. 

"It becomes extremely difficult for 
collection vehicles and bulldozers to 
move onto the landfill," said Johnson. 
"The squashy nature of the soil also 
makes it hard to cover the landfill with 
the six inches of soil required at the end 
of each day. 

"To overcome those troubles ," con­
tinued Johnson, "we advise extra time to 
work the cover soil over the landfill and 
special attention to keeping the vehicles 
in good repair, including clearing mud 
from them so they don't become 
damaged." 

Johnson said soil that is to be used to 
cover a landfill must be protected from 
low temperatures because frozen soil 
can't be moved. He suggests covering it 
with tarps, plastic or hay. 

Inspectors must work around the ef­
fects of the squashy soil, too. Entry roads 
leading to landfills often become deeply 
rutted by collection vehicles. The 
collection vehicles have a different wheel 
width than the inspectors' cars. So, the 
inspectors must frequently leave their 
cars and walk long distances through the 
cold to reach a landfill. 

Johnson said his division is especially 
concerned with alerting operators to

winter safety hazards. Said Johnson, 
''We've held !>eminars and many person­
to-person talks with operators and 
collection personnel to encourage good 
safety procedures so that injuries can be 
reduced." 

Back injuries due to trying to move 
frozen garbage cans are common. So are 
injuries from falling off the back plat­
form of a slippery collection vehicle--Qr 
from walking and driving in snow and 
ice. 

Poor visibility due to snow causes 
many accidents-trucks run off roads, 
bulldozers hit objects in the snow and 
vehicles strike other vehicles. Problems 
can often be caused for other vehicles on 
nearby highways when collection trucks 
track mud onto those roads. 

"Besides trying to a void injuries," said 
Johnson, "we urge operators to protect 
themselves from sickness by wearing 
heavy clothes and taking time out to 
warm themselves. 

''Winter is a difficult time for operating 
landfills," added Johnson, "but they 
can be operated properly if the right 
procedures are followed. We're here to 
offer assistance to make sure things run 
as smoothly as possible."

Treatment Operators 

To make sure that water and 
wastewater are treated properly in 
Kentucky. the operators of the treatment 
plants have gone to school to be certified . 

On Nov. 17-20, the division of san i'tarv 
engineering held its 22nd annual water 
and §ewage operators school. Water and 
wastewater treatment operators came to 
be certified through the divisions of 
sanitary engineering and water quality 
of the Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection. In anticipation of the cer­
tification test given the last day, they 
brushed up on their water laws, 
chemistry, monitoring plans and bac­
teriology. 

Kentucky water and wastewater 
operators must be certified for one of 
nine job classifications. A person must 
become certified in a higher grade before 
he can be promoted. 

Nick Johnson, director of the sanitary 
engineering division, said that about 
2,000 water and wastewater operators 
have been certified since the 
requirement became mandatory in 1967. 

Johnson said that attendance by the 
operators is very important. "The 
satisfactory operation and maintenance 
of the water and wastewater treatment 
facilities can be assured when the 
operating and managing personnel are 
properly trained and qualified," he said. 
''In addition to the regional training 
schools, this annual training session is 
one of the ways of preparing the water 
and wastewater operators toward cer­
tification. 

"Efficiently operated plants are a 
credit to each community," Johnson 
continued, "and also promote general 
economic and social growth in the 
regional areas. A community's initial 
investment in the facilities will be 
protected and increased by proper and 
skilled operations." 

The sanitary engineering and water 
quality divisions plan to conduct more 

.certification tests at regional locations 
later this year.

NEWS OF THE ALLEN COMMUNITY

"It's been by far our biggest year for 

rockfish stocking in Kentucky," Charles 
Bowers, director of the Department of 
Fish and Wildlife's fisheries division, 
said after completion of the fmal stocking 
of the year. 

A total of 339,731 rockfish were placed 
in Kentucky waters in 1975, according to 
Bowers, including 91,063 "windfall" fish 
which the department had not expected 
but which were offered from surplus stock 
raised at the Edenton national hatchery 
in North Carolina. These five- to eight­
inch rockfish were stocked in November 
and early December. 

Rockfish were placed in Herrington, 
Cumberland, Barren, Kentucky and 
Barkley lakes this year, Bowers says. In 
addition, the Ohio River received 40,175 
rockfish in 1975, the first time Kentucky 
has stocked these fish in the Ohio. 

"We expect a high survival rate in the 
Ohio " Bowers says, "and the fish should 
reach the 15-inch legal size sometime 
next year." West Virginia has been 
stocking rockfish in the Ohio for several 
years according to Bowers, and some 
legal-~ized fish have come out of the river 
recently. 

In addition to the stocking programs, 
there is now clear evidence that rockfish 
are spawning in Kentucky and Barkley 
lakes. A study conducted by Tennes~ee 
Valley Authority biologists last sprmg 
and summer revealed that a substantial 
spawn occurred in Barkley Lake and a 
spawn of undetermined size in Ke~tucky 
Lake, according to Bowers. There IS also 
evidence that spawning .has occurred 
previously in Lake Cumberland. 

The rockfish is actually a saltwater 
species, the striped bass. These fish 
make long spawning runs from the sea up 
coastal rivers, and when the. Santee­
Cooper Lake in South Carolina was 
impounded, some striped bass were 
trapped in the lake. 

To everyone's surprise, the fis~ sur­
vived quite well in fresh water, so fishery 
biologists began looking into the 
possibility of creating a ."new" fresh­
water game fish, one which would not 
only provide excellent sport but w~uld 
also help maintain a suitable ecological 
balance in the lakes where they were 
stocked. 

The rockfish has met all the biologists' 
expectations. "In 18 years of working 
with this species," Bowers says, "we've 
yet to find that it possesses any bad 
habits." 

Rockfish grow to well over 50 pounds, 
will readily take artificial lures and are 
strong, powerful fighters, according to 
Bowers. They also are delicious table 
fare. 

From a biological viewpoint, the rock­
fish is also a welcome addition to certain 
lakes. They are open water fish and thus 
do not compete with other game species 
such as bass or crappie which prefer 
shoreline or bottom cover areas. 

The rockfish's primary food is gizzard 
shad, a forage fish which, because of its 
size, cannot be utilized by most game 
species. Without a biological check, the 
shad can overpopulate and when this 
happens, Bowers explains, the shad stop 
spawning, depriving bass and ot~er 
game fish of the smaller shad, an Im­
portant source of food. 

The role of the rockfish, then, is to 
reduce gizzard shad populations enough 
to stimulate yearly spawning. This will 
provide both a food supply for the rock­
fish (the adult shad) and for bass and 
other game fish (the smaller, immature 
shad), according to Bowers. 

The Department of Fish and Wildlife 
Resources has been stocking rockfish in 
Kentucky since 1959, and good catches 
have come from Herrington and Cum­
berland lakes and from the tailwaters 
below Kentucky and Barkley dams. The 
next few years, Bowers says, should ~ee 
an increase in the number of rockfish 
caught, as more of thse fish reach legal 
size and as more and moe anglers start 
fishing for them.

"Ma, her friends and all the oldtimers 
around Prestonsburg talked Old 
Christmas. The main thing was that 
animals were supposed to kneel and pray 
on Old Christmas night. We really did try 
to catch them, but we never did. You had 
to stay awake till midnight and we 
always fell asleep. The Baby's birth was 
a wondrous time." 

Mrs. Edith Fitzpatrick James was 
remembering a Christmas besides the 
one occurring on Dec. 25 and also was 
setting the date for this year's Old 
Christmas observance at Jenny Wiley 
State Resort Park. "Old Christmas is 
really Jan. 6," she explained, "and for 
the last two years we've set it the Sunday 
immediately before the 6th. But May 
Lodge won't be open that Sunday, so we 
will all gather at the lodge on-Jan. 11." 
She added, ·'Why, that's the way they did 
in the old days. If the weather was too 
bad, they'd put it another day so 
everybody could attend. We want 
everybody to be at the lodge at 4 p.m. 
Jan. 11." 

She continued, "It wasn't that we 
observed Old Christmas when I was a 
child growing up at Garfield Place, but 
we always talked ·it, listened to stories 
about it and always remembered it." 

There are people who believe that Jan. 
6-£alled Old Christmas in the deep 
mountains of Appalachia-was the birth­
date of Jesus and later when changes 
were made in the calendar the date 
became fixed at Dec. 25. 

"We always spent Christmas in the 
Garfield house (so-called because the 
house was headquarters for Col. James 
A. Garfield during part of the Civil War) 
and left our decorations up through Old 
Christmas." 

Most holiday trimmings were 
homemade by the Fitzpatrick girls. 
"Sister Winnie made the tree trimmings 
except what Cousin Mertie Weddington 
sent up on the boat from Ironton, Ohio. 
Winnie would make chains from pieces of 
paper pasted together in rings and she 
knew how to notch and scissor a paper 
chain without cutting it apart." 

Mrs. Fitzpatrick, the former Rosalind 
Evelyn Parsons from Virginia, and her 
daughters popped corn to string for the 
tree. "And our cousin sent such pretty 
little Christmas things on the boat-and 
the fanciest little crackers that would 
light and pop," said Edith James. 

The girls made sure they met all tht! 
boats during the holidays. "We were 
afraid we'd miss the goodies from 
Ironton," said Mrs. James. "We'd go to 
the Lower Landing, then to the Upper 
Landing. There would be The Cando and 
The Cricket-two Big Sandy boats I 
remember. The Cando was really the 
C&O, but we called it The Cando. Most 
times Cousin would send those good

Five groups representing the owners of 
small independent coal mines in Eastern 
Kentucky have banded together for the 
first time to lobby during the 1976 
General Assembly. 

The "Kentucky Independent Coalition" 
was formed Dec. 10, according to Ken 
Hart, secretary-treasurer of th e 
Pikeville-based Coal Operators and 
Associates, one of the five groups . 

Hart said that the new group's "main 
thrusts" in the legislature would be 
fighting a new coal tax proposed for 
blacklung benefits, and increased labor 
safety restrictions and environmental 
controls. 

Hart said that the new coalition 
represented about 500 member 
operators. He said a poll was being 
conducted to find out what percentage of 
Kentucky's coal output the member 
mines produce. 

Most of the operations in the new group 
are owned by Kentucky-based cor­
porations that deal exclusively in coal , 
Hart said . Most are served by trucks. 

The majority of the state's coal is 
mined by members of the Kentucky Coal 
Association, a Lexington-based group 
that represents the largest mines 
throughout Kentucky. 

Many of the association's members are 
large mine operations served by 
railroad. Some are owned by parent 
steel, automobile, railroad or oil cor­
porations based outside of Kentucky.

Forty-three, working for the 
state conservation division, plan farm 
ponds, waterways, terraces and other 
conservation measures. 

The project is funded by a grant 
through the manpower services bureau 
of the state Department for Human 
Resources. 

Stanley Head, director of the division 
of conservation, said that the program 
has been beneficial in several ways. "It's 
brought in conservation aides to assist 
district personnel in planning and ap­
plying conservation practices," said 
Head. "Also, by opening up job slots to 
fill with qualified workers, the program 
has probably eased the state's unem­
ployment situation." 

Scattered inconservation district of­
fices all over the state, the conservation 
aides under the CET A program operate 
survey levels and survey equipment, as 
well as plot and design permanent 
conservation practices. They also assist 
with the layout and installation of many 
of these conservation measures. 

The CETA employes who are en­
vironmental control inspectors for the 
division of water quality perform routine 
field surveillance. By noting pollution 
sources and reporting locations, these 
inspectors help the water field staff make 
inspections and maintain records.

Ky .-Kentucky's 
unemployment rate continued to drop in 
Ko\ember for the third consecutivt> 
month, reaching i . l per cent of the labor 
force, according to Department for 
Human Resources (DHH l statistics. 

Tbis represented a drop of 6.200 
unemployed persons since October. 
according to Robert MacDonald, labor 
market analvst for DHR 

In November there were an estimated · 
106,100 persons out of work. This is the 
lowest number of unemployed persons in 
Kentucky since February, 1975 when 
there were 103.400 persons seeking jobs. 

Compared to the national unadjusted 
rate of 7 8 per cent in November. the 
state rate remains 0.7 of one per cent 
below the national rate. 

This continued downward trend in 
unemployment is due primarily to in­
creased hiring throughout the state, said 
MacDonald.

listener spellbound and chuckling for 
hours. 

· Described as scholarly, humorous, 
eloquent, eccentric, insightful, con­
cerned and a long Jist of other adjectives, 
the Frankfort attorney has served on the 
Kentucky Council on Public Higher 
Education since 1966, except for one 
year, 1971, when former Gov. Louie 
1\'unn, a Republican, did not reappoint 
him 

But Prichard's friends say that he is 
especially proud of the work he did on the 
Constitutional Revision Committee from 
1964-66 They say he 1s a scholar of such 
thmgs and enjoys the work that others 
find tedious and complicated. Prichard 
laments, though, the outcome of the work 
done by the committee, remembering 
that the. legislature "beat it severely." 

Those two appointments are the only 
two official positions he has held in 
Kentucky state government. But former 
Gov. Combs asserts that Prichard has 
served as an advisor and confidante to 
more Kentucky governors than any other 
man . Prichard stated that he has served 
as an unofficial advisor to every 
governor since Clements, with the ex­
ceptions of Louie Nunn and A. B. 
"Happy" Chandler. 

Now 60-years-old with failing eyesight, 
mustache and longish salt-and-papper 
hair, "The Philosopher" was 15-years­
old when he graduated from high school. 
At 22 he became Justice Frankfurter's 
law clerk. 

The former Supreme Court Justice was 
one of Prichard's instructors at Harvard 
Law School. As was his custom, Frank­
furter invited the top graduate in the 
class to become his law clerk. That was 
Prichard. 

Judging from his track record in later 
vears, Prichard must have served 
Frankfurter well. But Prichard likes to 
tell one Frankfurter story which taught 
him the power and respect of authority. 

"Justice Frankfurter used to tell me to 
turn up at the house about 8:30 to have 
some breakfast and begin work," 
Prichard remembers. "I'd always get 
there by 8:30 and have to wait a half hour 
or so for him to come downstairs. One 
morning I was about 10 minutes late, and 
I found him downstairs waiting for me." 

"Prich" smiled and continued, "He 
chided me for being late, and I explained 
to him how I turned up on time every 
morning and had to wait for him. He then 
told me that I was working for him and 
not be for me. He kidded me once saying, 
'I think you have the judicial tem­
perament Prich. You hate to work." 

Following his stint with Frankfurter, 
Prichard worked for the Justice 
Department and the Defense Depart­
ment. At age 27 he went to the White 
House as general counsel to what 
Roosevelt called his "braintrust"-what 
Prichard calls the Office of War 
Mobilization . 

One of the most frequently-told Ed 
Prichard stories is that when he was 
working in the White House, President 
Roosevelt noticed too many information 
leaks to the press. He called together a 
group of White House aides and told them 
that from that point on no information got 
leaked to the press without his per­
mission. 

The president then said that there was 
one story he would like leaked to the 
press. He looked around the room for a 
candidate to leak the story and chose 
Prichard . The young Prichard responded 
that he could not do it. The president 
asked why, and Prichard responded, "I 
already did it, sir."

as featured speaker for a whole host of

An insatiable reader, Prichard can 
quote from most books m print But the 
scholarly side of Prichard goes hand-in­
hand with the eccentric side 

Friends tell of times when he would 
disappear for days with no one knowing 
his whereabouts . After one of these ex­
cursions to a Louisville hotel , he waded 
through the wall-to-wall books he had 
devoured during his stay, walked to the 
lobby and handed the doorman his 
parking ticket. The doorman looked at 
the ticket with amazement and ex­
claimed, "You've been here longer than I 
have ." Prichard had been in his room 
reading for three weeks, his friends 
claim . 

Gov. Combs describes "Prich" as 
possessing " intellectual honesty," and 
attributes much of the Commonwealth's 
progress in the areas of civil rights, 
education and a more efficient state 
government to the work and advice of Ed 
Prichard. In his eloquent southern 
gentleman style of speaking, Prichard 
shows that his mind is still sharp by- often 
sharing his views on cur~ent problems. 

"The Philosopher" believes that one 
important way to help the current 
economic dilemma is to Jievelop in­
ternational leadership to slow down the 
armaments race. "Armaments don't 
create wealth. They destroy wealth ," he 
observed. 

He also believes the energy crisis could 
have disastrous results and that a drastic 
change in our living manners may be the 
only way to preserve life. 

Viewing the conflicts of the 1960s as 
more complex than just a youth 
rebellion, he saw it encompassing blacks, 
the poor and society's fringe groups. 
Prichard stated, ''There was a lot to 
rebel a bout," and noted that he believes 
it stemmed from "the eight year nap the 
country took during Eisenhower's ad· 
ministration." 

A close personal friend of Lyndon 
Johnson, Prichard believes the former 
president's administration was partly at 
fault , also, "for promising more than 
anyone could deliver." 

The scholar viewed the rebellion as 
"anti-intellectual ," though, saying, "You 
can't simply march around the Walls of 
Jericho three times and expect them to 
fall down." 

Observing from his more than 30-year 
close association with government, 
Prichard believes that one cause of 
public mistrust of government is that 
"too many public officials try to create a 
personality cult. They try to make the 
party subservient to the leaders. That 
type of attitude makes us susceptible to 
an authoritarian." 

The unofficial advisor and confidante 
to most of the Commonwealth's recent 
governors believes that " rational 
coherence" <a quality of making planned 
progress) is what makes a governor's 
administration a good one. "Earle 
Clements had it and Bert Combs had it 
Happy Chandler's first administration 
had it, even though I'm not sure Happy 
understood it, " Prichard stated. 

He also stated that Govs. Lawrence 
Wetherby and Wendell Ford had 
programs which benefited Kentucky, and 
added, "Ned Breathitt got less 
recognition for his accomplishments." 
Prichard praised Breathitt's work in the 
areas of civil rights, the environment, 
strip mining and pollution. "Breathitt 
had a very far-sighted legislative 
program," he remembered . 

One Prichard story reveals the true 
intellect of the man. Last year a group of 
foreign politicians was touring America 
to learn what they could of our political 
system. In Frankfort they were set up for 
a dinner with Ed Prichard as the 
featured speaker. 

An unusually modest Prichard stated 
that he could not understand why he had 
been chosen to address the group. But 
most of the foreign politicians had heard 
of him and they were looking forward to 
hearing what he had to say. 

Although his eyesight would not allow 
him to see his audience very well , 
Prichard remembered their names by 
their voices . He ended up giving each 
visitor some insight to their own coun­
try's political system as well as ours . He 
also kept them well entertained with his 
famous wit. 

But one longtime friend of Prichard 's 
told a tale of how his mind is so full of 
political, governmental and legal con­
cerns, he is often forgetful of everyday 
matters . In one of their weekly Sunday 
morning breakfasts, Prichard's friend 
bet him a dollar that he couldn't 
remember his own telephone number 

Never one to back "down from a 
challenge, and not wanting to lose a bet 
with his friend, the former White House 
"Boy Wonder" walked to a telephone 
booth to phone his wife at home. Prichard 
returned momentarily and handed his 
friend a dollar 
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Rupp: Distinguished Kentuckian, 
More Than Basketball Legend 

Some 45 years ago. a high school 
basketball coach in Kansas was hired as 
head basketball coach at the University 
of Kentucky. 

Adolph Frederick Rupp, known as "the 
Baron of Basketball" and "the Man in 
the Brown Suit," will always be 
remembered for his accomplishments at 
UK. But there's more to the man than his 
life as a basketball coach. 

A Lexington resident since he came to 
Kentucky, Rupp is an extensiv·e. land 
owner in the Central Kentucky area, a 
cattleman, a former general and a 
tobacco farmer.

Rupp's teams won · four NCAA 
championships and numerous 
Southeastern Conference titles in his 42 
years at the University. Many of those 
teams were tagged with nicknames­
"The Fabulous Five," "The Fiddlin' 
Five," "Rupp's Runts." 

And, though Rupp has never said which 
team is his favorite, "and I probably 
never will," he does call the 1965-'66 
Rupp's Runts, "the greatest passing 
team ever developed in this country." 

The Runts, appropriately named -
because the tallest starter was 6-feet-5, 
included Larry Conley, Tommy Kron, 
Pat Riley, Louie Dampier and Thad 
Jaracz. Together, they won 25 straight 
games but fell short of giving Rupp his 
fifth NCAA title, losing to Texas Western 
in the NCAA finals. 

Rupp talks with Billy Thompson on the 
"Distinguished Kentuckian" program. 
Thompson, former Lexington Herald 
sports editor and now news director at 
WLEX-TV in Lexington, travelled often 
with the Wildcats while Rupp was 
coaching, and the two recall some of the 
more exciting moments on the plane 
trips_ . . doors flying off, planes catching 
fire and a pilot who slammed on the 
brakes on takeoff in Lexington, just 
before reaching the end of the runway. 

Rupp will be remembered for what he 
has meant to basketball but he is justly 
proud of his other activities, mainly 
farming. 

"I am a good farmer." he says. "I 
don't hesitate to tell anybody that." 

He claims he does not do any physical 
work in tobacco. But his name is at­
tached to the crop when brought to 
market. A warehouse representative 
tells the buyers, • 'This is Coach Rupp's 
tobacco. Now, boys, let's get with it." 

Several years ago, Rupp got out of the 
hog business and became a cattleman, a 
move he now regrets. "Everybody knows 
the difference in beef and pork prices. 
It's hard to find pork on the market. And 
beef prices .. _ well, somebody's making 
money but it sure isn't the cattlemen." 

Rupp served in the military twice; first 
as a colonel, then commissioned as a 
general by President Eisenhower. Rupp 
tells. of receiving orders to report, though 
he was above draft age. "I thought it was 
a joke. But I checked into it and it wasn't 
a joke." 

Not well-versed in military protocol, 
Rupp recalls sitting on a plane with other 
soldiers and WACs. "I thought they 
should get off first. So I just sat there. 
Finally, A WAC came over and asked me 
to get off ... WACs also told me a Jot of 
other things. But I told her to go ahead 
and get off and I'd wait. She then in­
structed me on military customs, that the 
ranking officer was the first to get off and 
the first to board a plane. I thought that 
was just great since I was the ranking 
officer." 

Rupp had offers for other coaching 
positions while he was at the University, 
once at three times the salary. "I came 
home and told my wife about the job. She 
told me she and Herky (their son, Adolph 
Jr.) :were staying in Lexington. So did 1." 

About Kentucky Rupp says, "When I 
come in over Calumet Farm (near the 
Lexington airport), I'm proud to be a 
Kentuckian." (A Kansan by birth, the

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Roberts Claims Weight Limits 
In Effect, Despite Dismissals 

Frankfort, Ky.- Dismissal of the 
Transportation Department's damage 
action against a number of coal com­
panies and individual operators and 
haulers in Pike county does not mean 
that agency has abandoned enforcement 
of its weight-limit regulations, Trans­
portation Secretary John C. Roberts said 
recently. 

"This department agreed to dismissal 
of the suit filed in August, 1974, only 
because the number of defendants, and 
the difficulty of proving specific damage 
to ·particular roads by each of them, 
make its successful prosecution 
unlikely," Roberts said "We have not 
given in to weight-limit violators t>y any 
means." 

He pointed out that dismissal of the suit 
had been sought by the defenders. The 
department's acceptance of their motion 
was "without prejudice." This means the 
department can act later to reinstate its 
action against one or more defendants, if 
that proves necessary or desirable. 

The department had sought $3,059,000 
for damage to state-maintained high­
ways in Pike county. Its suit named 504 
defendants. 

New regulations and continuing en­
forcement efforts will substantiate his 
promise of "no surrender," said the 
secretary. 

Expected to go to the Legislative 
Research Commission before the 
holidays are new weight-limit 
regulations. They were developed in 
response to the 1974 General Assembl)''s 
authorization of new dimension and 
weight limits for Kentucky highways. 
Particularly significant is the 20,000 
pound-axle-weight restriction. 

The proposed regulations also respond 
to the Federal Highway Act of 1974,

which authorized a higher WPight-limit 
on the interstateS) stem and provided a 
new formula for appraising bridges' 
capacity for carrying trucks. 

Citations for weight-limit violations 
have had little effect m many coal· 
producing counties because county 
courts are reluctant to restrain their 
community's principal. sometimes only, 
industry. Some have argued that the 
30,000 pound limit on minor roads IS 

unrealistic in terms of today's 
technology. The new regulations will 
allow a maximum of 44,000 pounds for 
such roads. 

A. R. Romine, highway executive in 
charge of operations. said, "\\'e believe 
that the rules we are proposing which 
take into accounts axle weights. rather 
than gross loads· wili protect our high­
ways adequately and, at the same time, 
prove easier to enforce 

The Bureau of Regulations has issued 
1,126 citations for overweight coal­
hauling in coal-producing counties 
during the first six months of 1975. Only 
235 have been convicted and fined in 
county courts. 

Commissioner 0. B. Arnold of the 
Bureau of Motor Vehicle Regula! ion said, 
"Secretary Roberts and I are con­
sidering the possibility of bringing circuit 
court action against repeated weight­
limit violators. It is much more time­
consuming to go to circuit court, but 
considering our lack of success in county 
courts it may be necessary." 

Such prosecutions will be on an in­
dividual basis, he noted. Dismissal of the 
department's action in Pike county 
shows there is little hope that suits 
naming a number of defendants can be 
brought to successful conclusion. 

In 1975 the department devoted $21.5 
million to a special program for im­
provement of a number of coal-carrying 
roads. It provided substantial upgrading
