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Garth School's Mine Model on Display 

County, Five Towns 
Could Form Joint 
Planning Council 

Letters inviting participation in a 
single planning commission to represent 
Prestonsburg, Floyd county, Allen, 
Martin, Wayland and Wheelwright have 
been mailed by the city of Prestonsburg 
following last Thursday night's meeting 
of the city council. 

Prestonsburg took the initiative, since 
it has planned several projects involving 
federal funds, and such a cooperative 
planning effort is required. If the county 
and the other city governments respond 
favorably to the invitation, a planning 
commission to represent all is expected 
to result. If they do not, Prestonsburg 
would be permitted to act independently. 

A planning commission established by 
a municipality has, under present law, 
zoning authority within a radius of five 
miles from its corporate limits. 
Prestonsburg's commission has in the 
past operated independently and has 

1 exercised zoning powers~n at least one 
occasion, outside its corporate limits. 

Councilman Harold Cooley presided at 
the council meeting in the absence of 
Mayor William 0. Goebel, Jr., who at the 
time was a Louisville hospital patient. 

Council also adopted its annual tax 
levy ordinance, setting the levy at 30 
cents per $100 valuation on all real estate 
and personal property as of Jan. 1, 1975. 
The tax rate is the same as that of last 
year. The ordinance sets the due date for 
taxes at October 1. 

The levy is intended to raise $100,000 of 
the total 1975 budget of $415,540.

without interruption; box-type and slide door air regulators to 
allow specific areas of a mine to be ventilated as needed, and 
line curtains to allow increased air velocity to diffuse poten­
tially dangerous gases in the mine. The model was also 
complete with a miniature explosion door which is designed to 
channel the force of a oossible mine explosion outside the mine 
for minimal damage to the mine's ventilationfan and interior. 
The model, which will be kept at the Martin Bureau of Mines 
office, will be used in various places in Eastern Kentucky as a 
teaching aid for ventilation and coal mine maps.

Set at $12,000 

Tom Puckett, who had been in jail here 
since Feb. 13, charged with the shotgun 
slaying on Abbott Creek of Vernon 
Hopkins, of Royalton, waived examining 
trial last Tuesday, and County Judge 
Henry Stumbo set his bond at $12,000, 
pending April grand jury action.

Hospital Here Loses 
Its Bid To Use Beds 

The Comprehensive Health Planning 
Council of the Kentucky Department for 
Human Resources, has disapproved an 
application from the Highlands Regional 
Medical Center, Prestonsburg, to 
reclassify 25 skilled nursing beds to acute 
care. 

The proposal was deferred at this time 
because the council's Committee on 
Acute Care Hospital Needs is making a 
study, after which definitive recom­
mendations will be made. Upon com­
pletion of the study further consideration 
of the application will be given. 

<The 25 skilled nursing beds at the 
hospital here are not in use and by the 
Council action may not be used at this 
time when there is a shortage of acute 
care beds.) 

This action was taken after a public 
review of the project conducted in 
Lexington, Feb. 12. 

Both the proposal and application are 
subject to the provisions of Section 1122 of 
the Social Security Act. The purpose of 
this section of the Ia w is to assure that 
federal funds are used to support only 
those health facilities and health services 
that are actually needed in the local 
community. 

At the same time, of two applica­
tions from Hazard, one for the Hazard 
Appalachian Regional Hospital to con­
vert 28 skilled nursing beds to 38 acute 
bed and two mental health general 
acute beds was refused. The other, for 
the Kentucky River Emergency Medical 
Services System Plan to establish 
medical services for the region, was 
approved. 

Also denied was the application of 
the Methodist Hospital, Pikeville, to 
construct and equip a radiation therapy 
unit.

After confiscating a quantity of 
whiskey and arresting Clarence Martin 
on a charge of possession of alcoholic 
beverages for purposes of sale in a raid 
February 16, county law officers staged a 
"repeat performance" two days later, 
arresting Martin on a third-offense 
charge.

Group Delays 
Further Quest 
In Deep Sands 

The search for oil and gas to meet the 
national shortages in both fuels is not 
reflected in any great activity in Eastern 
Kentucky, spokesmen for two major 
companies said here this week. In fact, 
drilling in the area was described as 
"generally slow at this time." 

Deep drilling by a group of companies 
for oil and gas in Eastern Kentucky has 
stopped, at least temporarily, after 
upwards of half a dozen wells had been 
sunk to a depth of almost three miles 
without reported success. The last such 
well was drilled on Left Beaver Creek. 

The group holds 250,000 acres of oil and 
gas rights, all in Eastern Kentucky, and 
geologists have held forth the hope that a 
rich store of oil and gas lies somewhere 
in the area. Companies involved in deep 
drilling are Burma Cwhich bought the 
Signal Oil Co.), Chevron, Louisiana Land 
and Exploration and Weaver Oil and Gas 
Company. 

Drilling is almost non-existent in Floyd 
county. The last well drilled in this 
county was plugged as non-productive. 

Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company 
has at least eight rigs drilling in Knott, 
Letcher and Perry counties. Columbia 
Gas is only now completing its 1974 
drilling program and is gearing up for 
work planned this year. 

Columbia Gas Transmission Cor­
poration will drill five wells in Pike 
county this year and complete four 
others now being drilled. 

Paul F. Jarrell, division manager at 
Lockwood, Ky., said the wells being 
drilled and those scheduled to begin in 
1975 would cost some $902,000.00. They 
are a continuation of development well 
drilling into the Berea sand formation. 

Drilling on the first of the 1975 wells 
will start in late June or July. 

Drilling contractors will be Oliver 
Roberts Drilling Company, Pikeville, 
Kentucky, and Ray Resources Cor­
poration, Charleston, West Virginia. 
Cable-tool and rotary drilling methods 
will be used.

School Opening 
Time Unchanged, 
Supt. Announces 

Church attendance was down last 
Sunday morning, a few hours after the 
new wintertime daylight saving time 
became effective, but a day later school 
attendance held its own, although many 
pupils who ride buses from their homes 
in the country rose long before daybreak 
and carried lights to show them the way 
to the nearest school bus stop. 

Superintendent of Schools Charles 
Clark pointed out, however, that the 

. failure of schools to lose in attendance 
may have been caused by the return to 
school of some pupils who have been out 
of school because of flu and other illness. 

The superintendent Tuesday an­
nounced the decision not to delay the 
opening of schools an hour but to continue 
the regular school hours under the new 
time. He said, following a study of the 
situation created by the time change: 

"We are aware that young people are 
catching buses before dawn after having 
to use lights to walk from home to the bus 
stops, and this is not an ideal situation. 
We decided to try to operate under the 
new Eastern Daylight Saving Time with 
the same school starting time, and we 
realize we could delay the opening hour 
for school if we could not operate. We feel, 
after contacting many school people and 
many, many parents about the matter, 
that we would cause more problems by 
delaying the start of school than we 
would solve." 

"If we delay the starting hour, we tear 
up family schedules, particularly if there 
is a working father or mother," Clark 
said.

Flu Increase Sharp 
In East Kentucky 

FRANKFORT, Ky .-Eastern Ken­
tucky has shown the sharpest increase in 
flu cases; reporting 8, 740 new cases to 
the Department for Human Resources 
for the week of Feb. 15. 

Kentucky now has 21,017 new cases of 
flu since the last reporting period, with 
all six regions showing an increase. 
Western Kentucky, the hardest hit in the 
state last week, reported an addition 
7,545 cases. South Central, the hardest hit 
two weeks ago, showed an increase of 
3,045 since the last reporting period. 
North Central has the fewest reported 
cases of all the regions, but showed a 14-
case increase. 

Counties in Eastern Kentucky 
reporting flu cases for the first time are: 
McCreary with 1,600; Owsley, 77; Perry, 
421; Pike, one; and Pulaski, 3,800. 

Eastern Kentucky counties showing a 
significant increase are: Lee, up 254; 
Knott, 257; Rockcastle, 121; and Wayne, 
2,200. 

DHR's Bureau for Health Services 
received reports from local health 
departments in 61 counties. These 
records are based only on reports sub­
mitted by physicians.

Last October, however, State 
Public Defender Anthony Wilhoit 
suggested that one attorney be named to 
handle such cases. 

Mr. Rowland was recommended by 
members of the bar association, but his 
appointment did not become official till 
Jan. 16. 

The public defender acts only in 
criminal trials. Last year, the office 
handled approximately 100 such cases 
in which defendants were unable to 
finance their defense. 

Mr. Rowland, who is a graduate of 
Berea College and the University of 
Kentucky College of Law, has been 
practising here since March, 1972. He 
and his wife, Kay, and son reside here.

In 1916 Henry Stephens became Circuit 
Court Clerk of Floyd County. Prior to 
that time he had been a teacher in the 
public school system. For more than half 
a century he had some position of trust 
and confidence: as teacher, circuit clerk, 
cashier of the First National Bank, judge 
of the Floyd-Knott judicial district and 
again circuit clerk. Integrity, service and 
efficiency were his cardinal virtues. 

During his tenure as judge, his judicial 
decisions in Floyd County were never 
reversed by a higher court and only one 
time reversed in Knott County. In the 
clerk's office, his records were next to 
perfect and he personally did a large 
portion of the work. It has been said by 
men in high places that he was one of the 
best clerks the State of Kentucky ever 
had. It has also been said of him by those 
who know that he helped more people 
than almost any other man that ever 
lived in Floyd County. His advice was 
often sought and always followed. 

His life was long, full, and fruitful. 
Although he outlived most of the people 
he befriended in time of need, there are 
many still around that will never forget 
his unselfish and quiet way of helping 
those in need of a friend. 

He has carved a niche in the history of 
the development of Floyd County that 
will never be erased.

If you are standing on a plateau looking 

out over hills that look like a green­
capped sea blending with a far horizon, 
you could be standing in Bath county, in 
Northeastern Kentucky. If in one 
direction you see stately homes, some 
white-columned, some with ornate 
gingerbread and all of them well­
groomed, you surely are viewing the 
county seat, Owingsville. 

If it has been a long time since you've 
visited a small, friendly and beatifully 
planned town, then some afternoon this 
spring drive to Owingsville, an All­
Kentucky City. 

Bath county was formed in 1811 from 
Montgomery county, the organizational 
meeting taking place at the home of 
Capt. James Young on Flat Fork. 
Present were 11 commissioners, bearing 
appointments signed by Gov. Charles 
Scott. 

Before that, Indians roamed the traces 
and in 1771 Simon Kenton, George 
Yeagher and John Strader scouted the 
rolling hills and meadows, followed soon 
by surveying groups. 

On Sept. 2, 1794, the Rev. Joseph Price 
Howe, with six charter members, 
founded Springfield Presbyterian 
Church, the first in what would become 
Bath county and one of the oldest 
churches west of the Alleghenies. Ac­
cording to Elizabeth Headley Garr in 
History of Kentucky Courthouses, the 
church "is located on the first road ever 
cut through the wilderness from Mt. 
Sterling to Upper Blue Lick," and "it is 
still in use today (1972)." 

Historian Henry Scalf, of Floyd county, 
recorded that James Mcilhenny was 
commissioned sheriff of Bath county by 
Gov. Scott, and, lacking a jail, found it 

Married Women Required 
To Use Husband's Name 
For Driver's License 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-U. S. District 
Court Judge Bernard T. Moynahan, Jr. 
has upheld the state Division of Driver 
Licensing's requirement that a married 
woman must use her husband's surname 
when applying for an operator's license.

corn crib. 

Owingsville was named for Thomas 
Dye Owings, who, along with Richard 
Menifee, gave land for the county seat 
and served as associate judge at the first 
circuit court session in 1811. 

It is wondered how once having seen 
and lived in the beautiful countryside of 
Bath, early settlers could lock their cabin 
doors and travel on. Some did and 
became founders of Morgan and other 
nearby counties. But more of them 
stayed to build the handsome, sturdy 
brick houses that became the nucleus for 
cultural and social gatherings that in­
cluded high officials and nobility. 

One of the first places for early society 
to meet for elegant balls and drinking 
and bathing in healing mineral water 
(these early baths gave the county its 
name; was Olympia Springs. There were 
cabins at the Springs as early as 1791, 
but it was decades later, when a large 
resort hotel was built, that the spa 
reached social glory. 

Three early houses of Owingsville are 
the Owings House built in 1811 (now 
Owingsville Banking Company), the Lee 
House and the Bryon House, both dating 
from 1842. 

Standing in the heart of the city is its 
stately brick courthouse built in 1866, the 
county's third such building. 

The many other structures built in the 
early years of the century are enough to 
make Bath nationally known for its old 
buildings and for its culture. 

How Owingsville has progressed and 
yet retained its old buildings is a story in

Tax Rate Ordinance No. 75-001 

WHEREFORE, the City of 
Wheelwright needs to provid~ services 
for the citizenry of said City, including 
but not limited to police protection, fire 
protection, police court, street and 
sidewalk maintenance, and social ser­
vices, including recreational benefits, to 
said citizenry and to protect and promote 
the health and general welfare of said 
citizenry. 

WHEREFORE, that the above cited 
services, which said Board of Trustees of 
the City of Wheelwright is to provide, and 
which said citizenry is in need and 
desiring of said services to be provided, it 
causing said City to incur expenses and 
costs, which said City is obligated to pay 
on behalf of the said citizenry of 
Wheelwright, and said City of 
Wheelwright, needing to collect revenues 
through taxation, does hereby enact the 
following ordinance: 

THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by 
the Board of Trustees of the City of 
Wheelwright, Floyd County, Kentucky, 
that there is hereby laid and levied a tax 
of seventy-five cents (75c) upon each and 
every one hundred dollars ($100.00) 
worth of taxable property (property as 
used in the revenue statute meaning 
everything of value that a person owns 
that is or may be the subject of sale or 
exchange or that when offered for sale 
will bring some price, be it either real or 
personal property, existing within the 
corporate limits of the City of 
Wheelwright, Floyd County, Kentucky) , 
real, tangible, intangible, within the 
corporate limits of the City of 
Wheelwright, Floyd County, Kentucky, 
and said levy is laid upon the value of 
said property as appraised and valued by 
the City of Wheelwright, Floyd County, 
Kentucky. The taxes to be collected 
thereby are to be billed by November 1st 
of each year and are due and payable by 
January 1st due date are subject to a two 
percent (2 percent) discount; payments 
made on the due date or within thirty (30) 
days thereafter are subject to no discount . 
and no penalty; payments made 
thereafter are subject to a five percent (5 
percent) penalty, with an annual seven 
percent (7 percent> interest on said tax. 

That there is also laid and levied, and 
shall be collected for the years hereafter, 
a poll tax of one dollar ($1.00) upon each 
and every citizen who lives within the 
corporate limits of the City of 
Wheelwright. 

That any citizen of the age sixty-five 
(65) and over, who is the owner of joint 
owner of any personal property or real 
property within the corporate limits of 
the City of Wheelwright is hereby exempt 
from the seventy-five cents (75c) per one 
hundred dollars ($100.00) property tax on 
the first $7,200.00 of real property in 
which they reside, and that each and 
every citizen sixty-five (65) years of age 
or over is hereby exempt from the poll 
tax hereinabove levied. 

That this ordinance will take effect and 
be in force from this date hereinafter 
enacted in the time and manner as 
required and provided by law and will 
stay in full force and effect until such 
time as the Board of Trustees of the City 
of Wheelwright repeals same. That all 
other ordinances heretobefore enacted 
by the Board of Trustees of the City of 
Wheelwright which are in conflict or 
inconsistent with this ordinance are 
herein expressly repealed. 

That this ordinance is to be published 
as provided by the laws of the Com­
monwealth of Kentucky in order to give 
the citizens of Wheelwright, Floyd 
County, Kentucky, a fair and reasonable 
constructive notice of its existence.

ORDINANCE NO. 1-75 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, 
PROVIDING FOR THE ASSESSMENT 
OF REAL AND PERSONAL 
PROPERTY AND FOR THE LEVY OF 
A GENERAL PROPERTY TAX AT THE 
RATE OF THIRTY CENTS (30c) PER 
EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLAR 
(.100.00) VALUATION OF REAL AND 
PERSONAL PROPERTY LOCATED 
WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF 
THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, 
KENTUCKY, ON JANUARY 1ST, FOR 
1975. 

WHEREAS, it is necessary in order to 
provide the revenue required for general 
purposes of the City's government, in­
cluding general expenses of the City 
including but not limited to general 
health, sanitation, maintenance of 
streets, operation of parks and other 
necessary and indispensable services, 
affecting the City of Prestonsburg, 
Kentucky, that a tax be levied upon all 
property, both real and personal, having 
a tax situs in the City of Prestonsburg, 

• Kentucky. 
WHEREAS, the total budget for all 

such expenses for general purposes 
during the year of 1975 in said City is in 
the amount of $415,540.00, and the 
budget's source of revenue for 1975 in­
cludes an estimated amount of 
$100,000.00 to be derived from such 
property taxes, and without such amount 
to be derived from such property taxes, 
the revenue required for such general 
purposes would be insufficient. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT OR­
DAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY , AS 
FOLLOWS : 

SECTION 1. A tax is hereby levied 
upon all property, both real and personal, 
having a tax situs in the City of Prestons­
burg, Kentucky, as of January 1, 1975, for 
general purposes , including general 
expenses of the City. All monies received 
hereunder shall be paid to the City 
Treasurer of Prestonsburg and placed in 
the credit of a general fund of the City 
and shall be used in defraying current 
and incidental expenses of said govern­
ment. The tax hereby is levied as 
follows: 

A. The sum of thirty cents (30c ) for 
each one hundred dollars ($100.00) 
valuation of all real and personal 
property located within the City of 
Prestonsburg, Kentucky, as of January 
1, 1975. 

SECTION 2. The property taxes for the 
' year 1975 shall become due and payable 

on October 1, 1975, by which date tax 
notices shall have been mailed each 
taxpayer, and all taxes paid prior to 
November 1, 1975, shall be allowed a 
discount of 2 pet. 

SECTION 3. All taxpayers who do not 
pay the tax herein levied prior to 
January 1, 1976, shall be required to pay 
a penalty ot 6pct. of the amount of the tax 
in addition to the tax levied herein. 

SECTION 4. All taxpayers who do not 
pay the tax herein levied on or before the 
1st day of April, 1976, shall be required to 
pay a penalty of 25 pet. of the amount of 
the tax, in addition to the tax levied 
herein. 

SECTION 5. The Delinquent Tax 
Collector is hereby authorized to ad­
vertise for sale in a newspaper having a 
general circulation in Floyd County, 
Kentucky, all delinquent taxes on real 

. property placed in his hands for 
collection, and the charge for such ad­
vertising shall be added to the amount of 
the tax bill .

Pioneer Cures for Animals

In these bi-centennial years, the high 

points of Kentucky pioneer existence 
have been pretty well covered. However, 
there are some low points that also seem 
significant and worthy of mention-spots 
that show that , in the earlier years, there 
were things to contend with other than 
Indian attacks and kidnaps, cornmeal 
and salt shortages , hard winters, and 
outbreaks of disease. 

To exist and progress , the pioneers had 
to have domesticated animals like the 
horse to plow up the soil, cows to furnish 
milk, hogs to provide meat when deer 
and buffalo became scarce, and sheep to 
supply wool for winter clothing. Ac­
cording to the old annals left behind, the 
winters of pioneer times were much 
more severe than now and Iinsey-woolsey 
garments were a must. 

To treat human ills, real doctors were 
few and far between on the frontier and 
veterinary science was virtually 
unknown . Therefore, when either a 
person or an animal fell victim of disease 
organisms or hurt in an accident, both 
were treated with an admixture of faith, 
experience, herbs, and an occasional 
resort to the supernatural. 

MAYTOWN NEWS 
MAYTOWN WOMAN'S CLUB 
MEETS, FEBRUARY 20 

The Maytown Womans Club met 
Thursday, Feb. 20, in the club house, with 
Miss Lorena Hall, hostess. 

Mrs. Dennis Mayo, president, presided 
over the meeting and introduced Phil 
Price, coordinator for Meals on Wheels, 
who was guest speaker. Mr. Price gave 
each member an outline of questions 
concerning Meals on Wheels and an­
swered each on such things as who 
qualifies, how long it has been in 
operation, cost of meals, how it is funded, 
etc. Mrs. Mayo announced that the 
student contest sponsored by the KFWC, 
would be held March 15, at Prestonsburg 
Community College. Jeff Keathley will 
represent the club in art and Kelly Joe 
Dingus will be the music participant. 
Others will be announced later. 

Most of the home remedies for animal 
ailments were based on fire, water, 
smoke, pepper, salt, hog grease , herbs, 
and physical force, according to Dr. Bill 
Wise, Extension specialist in veterinary 
medicine at the University of Kentucky 
College of Agriculture . For instance, 
when a horse or cow suffered snakebite, 
the wound was treated with a salve by 
frying Balm-of-Gilead buds in lard. 

Then, if a horse was beset with the 
"heaves," it was forced to breathe in the 
smoke from a bucket of burning sumac 
leaves. For colic, the horse was thrown, 
tied down, and its belly whipped with a 
wet rope. If that failed, a strong drench of 
boiled blackoak bark was administered. 

If a horse had a " blemish," it was 
treated with hot tallow rubbed on well 
with the thigh bone of a buffalo. If such a 
bone wasn't available, the bone of a cow 
was supposed to work about as well. 

For botts, the remedy was a drench 
composed of sorghum , water, and 
pulverized tobacco leaves . The theory 
was that when the drench reached the 
animal 's stomach, the intestinal 
parasites would turn loose to eat the 
sorghum, get sick on the tobacco, and 
then were dispelled by digestive action. A 
dose of fried dirt dauber grubs and a bit 
of hard riding or work was supposed to 
cure distemper. 

Ailing hogs were dosed with lye 
drained from the ash hopper,and sick 
·cows had their tails split with a knife and 
the gash filled with pine tree resin. In 
later years , when turpentine became 
available, it was substituted for the resin 
or "rosum," as it was called. Also , to 
keep cows from giving "bloody milk," 
the pioneers were very careful not to kill 
a toad. 

To stop bleeding from a wound, a 
mixture of spider webs and charred duck 
feathers was applied, and when a calf 
took the "scours," it was given a strong 
dose of ooze made by boiling the inner 
bark of a whiteoak tree. · 

Although a bit far-fetched, Dr. Wise 
says,, undoubtedly some of these old 
remedies had some merit. Just how 
much , he · will not say . Modern 
technology, he adds, has not quite caught 
up with a lot of the old ways of doing 
things so there's just no way of knowing 
for sure. 

Dr. Wise , of course, does not recom­
mend any of these old "kill or cure" 
remedies. He merely lists some of them 
to give an idea of veterinary medicine as 
practiced in the good old days.

Dr. Yancy Watkins, of Murray State 
University, speaking at recent meeting 
of the Jenny Wiley Reading Council.

. In this day and time we think of the 
hollow-jointed arundinari gigantea (wild 
cane), largely in terms of fishing poles, 
corncob pipestems, ·beansticks, popg~ms, 
and materials for various forms of home 
bandicratt. However, according to 
Timothy H. Taylor, agronomist with the 
University of Kentucky, College of 
Agriculture, this giant member of the 
grass family bas a much greater 
significance. Besides furnishing all the 
things meiltioned, as well as crude knives 
and fishing spears for the Indians, wild 
cane also contributed substantially to the 
settlement of Kentucky and other states 
in the lower Mississippi and Southeastern 
regions. 

Early chroniclers left behind tales of 
vast canebrakes measuring "three miles 
wide and hundreds of miles long." So 
dense and so tall were these growths that 
they formed all but impenetrable j~mgles 
and provaded perfect sanctuaries for 
animals and fugitives of all kinds. Many 
a tale exists of pioneers, including Daniel 
Boone, elicaping death or capture by the 
Indians by plunging into one of these 
thickets of wild cane. 

In those days, scouts were sent out to 
locate canebrake growths, indicative of 
fertile soil, as possible sites for pioneer 
settlement. Another advantage of set­
tling near a large canebrake j~mgle was 
that from, late autumn 1mtil early spring 
it provided the main forage for deer, elk, 
and buffalo that provided much of the 
meat for pioneer tables By the same 
token, leaves of wild cane made forage 
for pioneer livestock. Even pioneer hogs 
fared wen by rooting out and eating the 
canes rhizomes ~uring winter. 

In comment on this, Taylor said there 
was little doubt that many a pioneer 
oxen, cow, horse, and mule was saved 
from starvation by the green leaves of 
wild cane during winter.

Research on the subject, he added, has 
revealed that cane is indeed good forage 
for ruminants. With a small amount of 
grain, and a patch of wild cane for 
forage, a ruminant can very easily 
"comethrough" the winter. 

One other interesting thing about the 
canebrake: It helped make Kentucky the 
"happy hunting ground" of legend. In 
pioneer times, the eastern species of the 
buffalo was mostly found south of the 
Ohio River. This, according to historians, 
was because of the abundance of 
canebrakes that furnished winter forage 
for these animals. 

Canebrakes still exist along some 
rivers and isolated ungrazed waste 
places of Kentucky and other states of 
the South, but as historian John Bakeless 
once wrote, they are the "poor and 
pitifully reduced descendants" of the 
mighty green j1mgles that once abounded 
over the Southeast.

The vast and tremendous primitive 
canebrake jungles such as those 
discovered by pioneer scouts are no 
longer in existence. The fertility of the 
land upon which they grew and which, as 
William Bartram wrote in 1773, produced 
canes "thirty to forty feet high and thick 
as a man's arm" was the indirect cause 
of their undoing. Knowing that a 
flourishing canebrake meant first eta. 
cropland, the pioneer soon slashed the 
"brakes" away to extinction. Also, it was 
far easier to clear away a growth of 
canebrake than it was to clear up a field 
of forest land thickly studded with giant 
trees. 

The white man's most common method 
of _subduing a canebrake, according to 
Taylor, was to burn it in early sprillJ, 
then over graze the new tender growth in 
early summer. This practice was so out 
of step with the cane's reproduction and 
survival requirements that its 
destruction was complete in a few short 
years.

Floyd, Bell, Harlan and Letcher 
counties were the first in the nation to 
begin the Special Supplemental Food 
Program for women , infants and 
children (WIC). 

Now, one year later, WIC is regularly 
supplying no-cost nutritious foods to 
more than 1,300 nursing or pregnant 
women, infants and children up to four 
years old. 

Needy individuals can get milk, eggs , 
cheese , fruit juices, iron-fortified for­
mula, baby cereal and other foods 
through WIC. They are eligible if they 
participate in the Maternity and Infant 
Care Project clinics, which are located in 
all four counties . 

Elaine Perkins , in charge of the 
project, attributes a great deal to WIC. 
"Physicians have noticed that the 
children are not as anemic as they were 
before they began participating in WIC," 
she said. 

In addition, clients now come in every 
month . "Before, we only saw them once 
every two to three months," Mrs. 
Perkins said . 

Statistics indicate how much the 
program has grown. In July of 1974, there 
were 989 persons getting WIC foods-now 
there are 1,308. 

Maternity and Infant Care Projects are 
located in each of the four counties . 
Locations are Prestonsburg , Martin , 
Pineville, Middlesboro, the Daniel Boone 
clinic in Harlan and the Whitesburg 
Health Department. 

The project holds prenatal and infant 
~linics handled by a staff of nurses, with 
community physicians participating on a 
rotating basis . 

Federal guidelines specify that in­
dividuals are eligible if: 

-They live in an approved low-income 
area served by an approved health 
clinic; 

-They are eligible for reduced cost 
! medical treatment from the clinic ;

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Department's Tom Raney Helps 
With Black Lung Questions

FRANKFORT, Ky.-Kentucky coal 

miners eligible for federal black lung 
benefits sometimes have great difficulty 
in receiving them and often never get 
them. 

"Frequently, inquiries concerning 
federal black lung benefits are sent to my 
office," said Gov. Julian M. Carroll, 
"and I ask the Kentucky Department of 
Labor to review them as soon as possible. 

"Even though the federal black lung 
program is not in our jurisdiction," he 
added, "we do try to help a person by 
speeding things up." 

Tom Raney, deputy commissioner of 
the labor department, usually receives 
the inquiries and personally contacts the 
complainant to advise him of ways to 
speed up the process. 

"Raney was chosen because he is a 
veteran coal miner," Carroll said. "He 
knows the people and the situation.

"His efforts have paid off, and even in 
cases where they didn't, the people ap­
preciate him taking his time." 

The governor added that "this is what 
a government should do." Before his 
state employment, Raney had been a 
black lung counselor for the United Mine 
Workers of America. 

"I don't take anything for granted," 
Raney said. "I go directly to the person's 
home and discuss the matter." 

He added that he consults records, 
neighbors or anyone knowing the ap· 
plicant to help verify years of service. 

Raney cites three major factors for the 
delays and denials. They are: 

1. The applicant doesn't submit suf· 
ficient evidence; 

2. There are two different programs, 
state and federal, and the applicant may 
get them confused; 

3. It usually takes considerable time to 
get a federal hearing. 

"The main factors in securing black 
lung compensation are medical and work 
records," Raney explained, "and some 
people do not know how to secure 
adequate data." 

According to Raney, black lung is 
sometimes difficult to detect and a doctor 
is not always qualified to diagnose the 
disease. As a result, the Social Security 
Administration<SSA) denies the ap­
plication on the basis of insufficient 
medical evidence. 

Raney says that he furnished a list of 
doctors who are experienced in detecting 
black lung. 

The state and federal programs are 
different, according to Raney. The state 
processes the applications faster and 
awards a higher number of claims. 

Kentucky's program requires a 
hearing before the workmen's com· 
pensation board and the applicant may 
be represented by an attorney. On the 
federal level, records filed with the SSA 
is all that is necessary-no hearing is 
required initially. since a person could 
qualify for both state and federal 
benefits, he should file accordingly. 

The 1972 records show 49.5 per cent of 
all national claims processed by SSA 
were awarded. However, that figure 
amounted to only 32.2 per cent in Ken· 
tucky-which placed the Commonwealth 
last among eight coal-producing states. 
These are the latest available figures. 

Pennsylvania led the way with 6?.4 per 
cent claims awarded. Research by the 
Kentucky Labor Department indicates 
that the differences are that one-half of 
the Pennsylvania miners are involved 
with anthracite coal. Studies by the U. 
S. Public Health Service show that the 
potential in contracting black iung is 
greater with anthracite coal, which is 
almost non-existent in Kentucky. 

Also, Pennsylvania miners were found 
to be older on the average and to have 
had more years of service. 

Although many miners feel they can't 
afford a lawyer, Raney says that it is 
advisable to employ one in seeking 
federal black lung compensation. 

"It is hard for some claimants to un­
derstand the technicalities in filing," he 
continued, "and as a result their sub· 
mitted evidence is of limited value." 

After the initial denial, an applicant 
has the right to appeal. But Raney 
pointed out that ''many of the appeals are 
rejected because these people don't 
realize they need more evidence. They 
try to appeal with the original facts." 

Raney added that "too often when we 
become aware of an individual's case, it 
is too late because he already has 
exhausted his appeals. 

"However, the number of Kentucky 
applications denied possibly could be 
reduced if the claimant were given 
proper assistance ·upon the original 
filing," he concluded.

Consumer Comments The Nifty 'Weather Machine:

If you plan to buy land in a new 
development, be sure it is the land, and 
not a sales scheme, that is being 
developed. Consumers have written to 
tell us how their purchases of land for 
vacation or retirement homes have 
developed into big trouble. To protect 
yourself from land sales schemes, force 
yourself to heed some basic tips: 

1. Get copies of the contract, the 
property report, a map with the location 
of your property clearly marked and all 
other pertinent documents. If a 
salesperson will not let you take this 
information home, go home without it 
and without buying property. There is no 
reason why you should not be allowed to 
take this information home for further 
study or for consultation with a lawyer. 

2. Once you have the contract, read it­
all of it Some contracts allow the seller 
to retain title to the property until the 
buyer has paid in full. Under this 
arrangement, if the buyer misses a 
payment, the seller could resell the 
property to someone else. If this hap­
pens, the consumer loses the land and a 
probable increase in property values,

ETV To Air Laws 
Covering Crimes 
Against Property 

<Delayed from Last Week) 

By HERB BROCK 
FRANKFORT, Ky.-New laws 

covering crimes against property will be 
the subject of a half-hour program to be 
aired Monday, Feb. 24 at 8 p.m. on 
Kentucky Educational Television 
(KET). 

Property crimes include burglary, 
criminal trespass, littering, criminal 
mischief, arson and larceny-theft. 

The program is the third in a series of 
KET telecasts focusing on major aspects 
of Kentucky's new penal code. The 
Kentucky Department of Justice is 
sponsoring the series, which started in 
mid-December and will last until 
January, 1976. 

Under the new code, a person found 
guilty of littering could get fined up to 
$250 and a corporation convicted of the 
same offense could be fined as much as 
$5,000. 

Also, the code redefines some of the 
property crimes, such as burglary and 
theft. For example, a person who breaks 
into a house and steals a television set is 
no longer charged with burglary_ From 
now on, it would be theft . 

John L. Grenough, a state Justice 
Department consultant and coordinator 
of the television series, said the 
programs have been produced in a 
"straightforward and clear" manner to 
help the average citizen understand the 
highly complex body of laws. The series 
is "part of the department's continuing 
effort to educate and involve the citizens 
of Kentucky 'in the improvement of 
justice in the Commonwealth." 

Mangeot said the series is funded 
under a grant of $100,000 from the 
Kentucky Crime Commission. 

Grenough said remaining programs 
and their dates (each will be aired at 8 
p.m.) are: 

Theft (Mar. 24), judicial ad­
ministration (April 28), public order 
(May 26), assault (June 23), public ad­
ministration (July 28), fraud and forgery 
CAug. 25), disposition (Sept. 22), sexual 
offenses (Oct. 27), public health and 
morals (Nov. 24), defenses (Dec. 22) and 
administration of the code (Jan. 1, 1976) .

The consumer would only be refunded 
the money paid until that time. Have the 
property title transferred to you im­
mediately and always make payments on 
time. 

3. If a salesperson gives you any special 
assurances or guarantees, get them in 
writing. It'-s the written contract that 
counts- not what you've been told. A 
legitimate business will be delighted to 
put in writing; a swindler will not. Our 
office has received complaints that 
consumers were told one thing, while the 
contract said something else. If you are 
told something different from what is 
contained in the contract, go elsewhere 
for your land-and go quickly. 

4. Don't fall for the "last lot" routine. If 
you have to sign immediately to reserve 
the lot, pas..<; it up . There are many more 
lots and many more developments where 
the companies do not use rush tactics. 

5. Inspect the landl Consumers have 
complained that their land was not what 
was promised. If your land is to be near a 
lake, ask to see the lake. If your land is an 
oversized lot, have it measured again . 
Check the property report and compare 
it to what you see. Don't agree to sign 
now and see later, with the option to 
cancel if you don't like it. For one reason 
or another, you may not be able to see the 
land until your right to cancel has ex­
pired. 

6. And speaking of the right to cancel , 
never waive that right. A waiver might 
be written into your contract. Read 
carefully and refuse to sign any contract 
which tries to take away your right to 
cancel. If and when you do cancel, put it 
in writing and send it by certified or 
registered maiL

Gov. Julian Carroll is petitioning the 
federal governm~nt for a more realistic 
allocation of Kentucky's share of waste 
treatment construction money im­
pounded by the Nixon administration 
more than a year ago. 

Kentucky's apparent share of some $4 
billion to be realsed is insufficient, says 
Carroll, if the state is to meet a con­
struction timetable set out by the Federal 
Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA). 

Kentucky's share is .66 per cent of the 
$4 billion total, of $26.4 million. The 
money is to be released for construction 
work during the 1976 fiscal year. 

But, according to Kentucky Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection Secretary John Stanley 
Hoffman, needs surveys required by the 
EPA were conducted in the state and 
show that $60 million of the money is 
needed in Kentucky. That is 1.5 or 1.6 per 
cent of the $4 billion. 

Carroll is asking federal EPA Ad· 
ministrator Russell Train to distribute 
the money on the basis of findings of the 
current needs study. 

The needs surveys were conducted at 

Officers Issue 
2,039 Citations 

FRANKFORT, Ky.-Officers of the 
Bureau of Vehicle Regulation's 
Division of Highway Enforcement in­
spected a total of 88,700 freight-carrying 
trucks during January, the period 
covered by that state agency's most 
recent report. 

The officers issued 2,039 citations 
during the past month to truckers found 
to be in violation of various state and 
federal trucking Jaws on Kentucky's 
highways. The citations were issued to 
carriers ranging in size from half-ton 
pickups to five-ton tractor-trailer trucks. 

"State and federal trucking laws are 
vigorously enforced by our inspectors," 
said Vehicle Regulation Commissioner 
0 . B. Arnold, "in order to correct safety 
violations which are hazardous to the 
truck driver and the driving public with 
whom he shares the road. 

"Also, by issuing citations to trucks 
which are carrying loads over the 
allowable gross-weight limit of the high­
way they are driving on, we hope to deter 
truckers from the practice of overweight 
hauling, which leads to severe road 
damge." 

Included in the January citations were 
271 issued to operators of coal trucks 
carrying overweight loads on Kentucky 
highways in 28 different countites. Ar· 
nold said that most of these citations 
were issued by officers weighing trucks 
with portable scales on coal haul roads in 
Eastern Kentucky. 

A total of 199 weight citations were 
issued last month to carriers of other 
types of freight. Most of these citations 
were issued, according to Arnold, at the 
Bureau of Vehicle Regulation's weight 
stations located on interstates and other 
major Kentucky trucking routes. 

"The number of overweight coal trucks 
cited represents a much greater road 
damge problem than the number of 
citations issued to carriers of other types 
of freight," said Arnold. 

"The problem is particularly acute in 
Eastern Kentucky, where loaded trucks 
.carrying perhaps 65,000-80,000 pounds 
begin their trip to market from strip 
mine sites on hillside roads which were 
built to carry loads of no more than 30,000 
pounds gross weight." 

Arnold cited 'Bureau of Highways 
estimates of $20 million damage to the 
state's roads each year from overweight 
coal hauling, most of which occurs in 
Eastern Kentucky .

the direction of Congress and the EPA, 
under the guidelines of Public Law 92· 
500, passed in 1972. 

Gov. Carroll points out that the 
distribution formula being used by 
Washington also was developed in 1972 
and is "archaic." Some $9 billion 
designated for municipal waste treat­
ment system was impounded by former 
President Nixon in 1973·74. 

In his letter to Train , the governor said, 
"From the Commonwealth of Kentucky 's . 
standpoint, FY 1976 funds are just that , 
funds received in fiscal year 1976 for use 
in fiscal year 1976. The fact that the 
money comes from fWlds impounded in 
1973-'74 should not make any difference; 
we are receiving the funds in 1976 under 
1976 costs, rules and regulations. " 

He says that Kentucky was hurt in 1972 
because of a poor distribution formula 
and does not think the state should suffer 
the same fate next year. 

He told Train that the construction 
industry in this country is in trouble and 
Kentucky is not unique . . . the con­
struction and building industry here is 
also in deep trouble . The governor 
pointed to Kentucky's share of unem­
ployment and asked, "Would it not be 
better to have people working on building 
waste treatment facilities for 
municipalities than having them on the 
unemployment rolls due to the lack of our 
ability to receive what we think is a fair 
share of the construction grant monies?" 

Required of Kentucky under an EPA 
schedule for completion by 1985 are 28 
major waste treatment construction 
projects, which, according to Hoffman, 
will be delayed if Kentucky is to receive 
only $26.4 million next fiscal year. 

Carroll says the $33.7 million to $37 
million that will be lost to Kentucky will 
result in only $9.4 million left to apply to 
all but one of the projects, in Kenton­
Campbell counties, for which $17 million 
for a secondary treatment facility is 
already earmarked. 

The total cost of just the waste treat­
ment requirements placed on Kentucky 
in 1972 by EPA, says Hoffman, is $435 
million, and this would require funding 
over a six- to ten-year period for only 
partial completion. 

And, he concluded, this cost figure does 
not constitute the state's total waste 
treatment funding needs.
