Flood Insurance, 
Annex J·ob OK' d 
Contract Seen 
On Courthouse 
Work in August 

The Floyd fiscal court Monday af­
ternoon voted compliance with the 
National Flood Insurance Act and ap­
proved plans for the construction of a 
courthouse annex as a juvenile detention 
center. 

Both moves had been under con­
sideration for months as federal law on 
the one hand demanded flood insurance 
and the Court of Appeals on the other 
called for separation of juvenile 
prisoners from sight and sound of older 
persons held prisoner. 

The court had hesitated to comply with 
the flood insurance law because it did not 
want to assume the task of zoning. And 
its action Monday still does not provide 
for zoning, although a U. S. Corps of 
Engineers map of flood-prone areas will 
control new construction sites, and a 
building inspector will perhaps be 
required. 

In fact, the mapping provided is 
regarded as so incomplete and erroneous 
in some instances that early compliance 
with the Flood Control Act was urged in 
order to give the fiscal court time to 
lodge protests against inequities which 
may result from hasty and admittedly 
inaccurate mapping. 

Had the court refused to comply with 
the federal flood insurance act, all loans 
for construction from financial in­
stitituions operating under the Federal

If No More Toll Road Work, 
Will KY 80 Get Needed Funds? 

The opening of the Daniel Boone Park­
way, Kentucky's newest toll road, and 
the almost-simultaneous freeing of the 
Kentucky Turnpike from further tolls, 
poses the question: · 

"Will Kentucky build other toll 
roads?" 

And, if the answer is no, as some 
predict, another question rises: 

"Then how can KY 80 from US 23 to the 
Daniel Boone Parkway at Hazard ever be 
improved?" 

Governor Carroll recently told a 
Hazard audience that KY 80 must be 
rebuilt-if the state can find the money. 
He is said to oppose another toll road 
unless it can be financially justified. His 
thinking, it is said, Is that some other way 
can be found to finance KY 80. 

U. S. Senator Wendell H. Ford sought 
while he was governor to get Ap­
palachian Regional Commission help, 
but failed. KY 80 was a "firm com­
mitment" of Ford's, and before he len 
office preliminary engineering on the 
route began. Whether he can be more 
successful with ARC as a U. S. senator 
than as Kentucky governor is an unan­
swered question. 

Although the Kentucky Turnpike paid 
out, ahead of schedule, none of the 
others, including the Mountain Parkway, 

is expected to pay its way. That means 
the deficit must be made up from the 
state's general fund. 

But the toll road system began when 
Gov. Bert Combs' advisers told him, 15 
years ago, that the state had only the 
choice of "toll roads or no roads." The 
Mountains as well as the Blue Grass and 
western Kentucky benefitted from a 
splendid highway system. 

Although most financial analysts are 
pessimistic about the toll road picture, 
not so Richard Nolan, coordinator for the 
highways committee, Legislative 
Research Commission. He has a graph 
which on the face of it makes the road 
fund picture very bright, indeed. 
Projecting through the year 2010 when 
the last toll road debt will be due for 
retirement, Nolan puts the road fund at 
$1.5 billion, and that is $650 million more 
than will be required to retire the toll 
road bonds. 

On the basis of this argument, more 
money can safely be made available for 
more toll roads. 

And in such reasoning, some say, lies 
the hope for KY 80, a link between US 23 
and the Boone Parkway which needs all 
the traffic in sight to make it self­
supporting. 

Coal Company 
Claims Sales 
Loss, $132,000 

A Floyd county coal company filed suit 
in circuit court here Monday seeking to 
recover from its market outlet a total of 
$132,000. 

The R & V Coal Company claims it 
entered into contract with the Mari Fuel 
& Processing Company last August 30 to 
deep-mine the Elkhorn No.3 seam of coal 
on the Buckeye fork of Middle Creek 
which Mari had sub-leased. The agreed 
price, plaintiff claims, was $14 a ton for 
coal delivered to defendant's tipple at 
Permele, near David, defendant to pay 
all severance taxes, engineering 
fees,UMWA dues and royalties. 

The coal company claims it mined and 
delivered 30,000 tons of coal but was paid 
only $12 a ton, and claims on that score 
$60,000 is due. 

On May 15, the suit adds, the defendant 
firm advised drivers hauling the coal to 
the tipple not to deliver any more, and 
since that time has refused to accept any 
coal from the plaintiff. Production of the 
mine at that time, and since, averaged 
450 tons a day, and plaintiff was making a 
profit of $4 a ton, the complaint claims 
Plaintiff says it would have delivered 
13,500 tons since the cutoff May 15 and 
would have realized a profit of $54,000. It 
adds that, prior to the May 15 refusal to 
accept more coal, there were at least 10 
one-day periods when coal was refused. 
For this an additional $18,000 was 
claimed.

Work This Year 
To Repair Third 
Of Roof Damage 

The cost of repa1rmg roofs, 
eavestroughs and downspouts of Floyd 
county school property, including the 
administration building here, will be an 
estimated $196,000, and the Floyd County 
Board of Education does not have the 
money for the fuil repair undertaking. 

That dilemma confronted the board of 
education at its meeting last Saturday 
when Walter Price, of the Washington 
Roofing and Sheet Metal Co., Huntington, 
W. Va., reported his findings aner a 
survey authorized recently by the board, 

After a lengthy discussion of the knotty 
question, the board directed Superin­
tendent of Schools Charles Clark to meet 
with Forrest McClosky, Lexington ar­
chitect, decide which buildings most 
urgently need such repair, and then 
perhaps do this year a third of the total 
work suggested by Price. 

At the same time, the board authorized 
the superintendent to file a BG1 (the first 
step required for Division of Buildings 
and Grounds approval of a projectl . Mr. 
Clark said he would meet with the ar­
chitect this week. 

The board of education approved the 
school calendar adopted by a committee 
composed of directors of the Floyd 
County Teachers Association, members 
of the Attendance Department and 
Superintendent Clark. The calendar, as 
usual, provides for 175 teaching days, but 
schools will open for the 1975-'76 school 
year on Aug. 25, a week later than usual. 
The usual spring vacation, which 
historically coincides with state 
basektball tournament time, was 
eliminated, and the only extended 
holiday will be Christmas week. One-day 
holidays will be Labor Day, Thank -
giving and New Year's. If there is no lost 
time, the term will end next May 17. 

The threatened reduction in "job slots" 
for the NYC program did not materialize. 
Supt. Clark said NYC had informed him 
that, instead of the usual 300 youths 
heretofore employed, the number this 
year would be reduced to around 180. He 
added that he and his staff had gone to 
considerable pains to warn those who 
might expect NYC employment of the 
situation. 

"Now, three days after the NYC 
program begins, we receive notice that 
the number of jobs slots will be 100 per 
cent of last year's-300 or more," Clark 
said. "And that put us out to undoing

General Budget 
Set at $460,172 
For Fiscal Year 

A county budget of $460,172 for the new 
fiscal year, plus $785,424 expected in 
revenue sharing funds, was approved 
last week by D. M. Magill, state. finance 
officer. 

The budget does not include any coal 
severance tax funds, since these 
revenues are dispensed to the counties 
from Frankfort. 

Two main items of the regular budget 
were down from last fiscal year. The 
$169,643 marked for general government 
was approximately $12,000 less than in 
fiscal 1974-'75, and the appropriation for 
highways was down from $172,169 last 
year to $146,584. Other items of the 
general budget: 

Protection to person and property, 
$26,600, an increase of about $5,000 over 
last year; health and sanitation, $3,600; 
hospitals, charities and corrections, 
$12,762; libraries and other educational 
activities, $3,000; debt service, $22,607; 
miscellaneous, $72,476; forestry, $2,!100. 

The revenue sharing budget's biggest 
single item is the $663,261 marked for 
capital outlay, providing for the court­
house annex construction. Other items 
in this budget are: 

Public safety, $75,127; environmental 
protection, $36,306; recreation, $3,360; 
social services for the aged, $2,000; 
financial administration, $5,470. 

Sources of anticipated funds to meet 
the requirements of the general $460,172 
budget were listed as these:

Frankfort, Ky.-State and local police 
are latmching a statewide camp, 
urging Kentucky homeownen to mark 
their personal property with an iden­
tifying number as "one good defe011e" 
against the state's high rate of home 
burglaries. 

Already practiced on the local level in 
several scattered jurisdictions across the 
state, "Operation Property lden­
tification"-as it is being called­
advocates that police and civic groups 
loan etching tools to citizens so they may 
inscribe their social security or driver's 
license numbers on property items of 
value at home or their places of business. 

H property is stolen and subsequenUy 
recovered by police, the identifyin& 
number both insures the return of the 
property to its rightful owner and im­
proves the chances for successful 
prosecution of the thief. 

Adoption of the program on a statewide 
basis recenUy was announced here 
following the first strategy planning 
session of the newly organized Kentucky 
Office of Crime Prevention CKOCP) and 
a special advisory committee appointed 
by Gov. Julian Carroll to study ways and 
means of combatting rising crime rates 
in Kentucky. 

In a speech devliered before a meeting 
of that committee late in April at Louis­
ville, Carroll gave "Operation Property 
Identification" top priority in a 
SUI&ested list of eight crime prevention 
meaiiUI'SS. 

According to two spokesmen for KOCP 
and the special committee, more than 
300,000 Kentucky homeowners will he 
contacted by state and local police over 
the next 12 months and offered the use of 
the etching tools. 

Jefferson County Police Deteetive 
Robert Payton, who aleo serve& as ad· 
viaory committee chairman, described 
the campaign as potentially being one of 
the beat safeguards against proper ty 
theft. 

"H people will only cooperate with 
their local and state police in geUiDJ 
their property engraved with ap­
propriate serial numbers, the average 
baqlar will not want to risk the chance ol 
geUing caught (by stealing it)," he said. 

Payton added that the number ol 
homeowners to be contacted by police 
during the next 12 months represents 
more than one-third of the state's ~ 
homeowning population. 'lbey allo are 
potential targets for better than 58,0110 
burglaries over the next year as well, he 
said. 

State Police Capt. William 0. Newman, 
named by gov..,.. te-bead KOCP,

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Workmen Find 
w·oman's Head 
At Paintsville 

Discovery by workmen Monday 
morning at Paintsville of a women's head 
was followed by officers' attempts to 
determine if murder had been committed 
or a grave had been robbed. 

The grisly find was made as workmen 
were cleaning a parking lot near the new 
restaurant constructed in the vicinity of 
the Paintsville Stockyards. The head 
rolled out of a plastic garbage bag as one 
of the workers prepared to burn it. 

State Police Detective Jack Music and 
the Johnson county sheriff's department 
are investigating the case. The head, 
believed to be that of a woman between 
40 and 60 years old, was taken Tuesday to 
the UK Medical Center, Lexington, for 
laboratory tests to determine if the body 
had been embalmed. · 

Acting Coroner Bill Phelps said that if 
the body was originally embalmed, death 
may have occurred as long as three 
years ago; if not, possibly six months 
ago. The head was in a fair state of 
preservation, still retaining facial tissue, 
hair and teeth. 

Hearing Continued 
On Fishtrap Road 

A federal court hearing in the case of 
the Crescent Coal Co., which has been 
ordered to stop construction of an access 
road near Fishtrap Lake, was continued 
last week till Monday in Catlettsburg. 

A spokesman for the U. S. attorney's 
office said the continuance was granted 
by agreement of both the plaintiff and 
the Elkhorn City firm. 

The hearing concerns a temporary 
restraining order, issued in U. S. District 
Court in Lexington about two weeks ago, 
prohibiting Crescent Coal from further 
road construction near the Grapevine 
Creek recreation area of Fishtrap Lake 
in Pike county. 

The order was issued on behalf of the 
Army Corps of Engineers, which owns 
the road site and developed the Fishtrap 
dam and lake in the late 1960s. 

The corps is seeking a permanent 
injunction against Crescent, as well as 
"mandatory relief" from what it says is 

a hazardous situation created by the 
construction. 

Corps spokesmen in Huntington, W. 
Va., said construction of the road, which 
would be used to haul auger-mined coal, 
has caused large boulders to fall into the 
four-acre recreation area. 

FIREWORKS at Archer Park here Friday night were viewed by thousands and climaxed 
Prestonsburg's July Fourth celebration. 

No identity has been established. No 
woman is known to be missing in Johnson 
County, and there has been no reported 
case of grave robbery. 

The corps had closed the Grapevine 
facilities, which include picnic tables, 
campsites and launching ramps, while 
construction of the road was in progress. 

Consumer Comments

Some people furnish their homes or 
apartments in "Early American", and 
others prefer "Old Attic" <also known as 
used furniture). Whatever type of fur­
niture you buy, new or used, learn to 
examine it carefully before you make 
your purchase. 

Always begin by checking the 
framework, to see how well something is 
put together. A good quality frame won't 
creak or give when you push against it. 

If you are looking at something with 
drawers, pull them out and examine the 
inside corners of the chest frame. Wood 
corner posts are a sign of good quality. 
The drawers should pull out smoothly, 
and the sides and bottoms of drawers 
should be solid. When closed, drawers 
should fit squarely in the openings. 

If you are looking at a table or chair, be 
sure the legs are securely attached. Does 
the piece of furniture stand evenly on the 
floor? 

Upholstered furniture pieces make an 
examination of the framework a bit more 
difficult. The outer covering of 
upholstered furniture should hang 
smoothly. Examine the fabric for 
durability and ease of care. 

The cushioning material of upholstered 
pieces may be of several types. Cellular 
foams, called urethane or polyfoam, are 
distinguished by their resistance to wear, 
their nonallergenic quality, and their 
mothproof characteristics.

Auxier Road Gas Co. 
Reduces Gas Rates 

Customer rates for gas supplied by the 
Auxier Road Gas Company, Inc. were 
decreased, effective July 1, according to 
a recent order of the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission <PSCl. 

Rates for gas supplied to Auxier by 
Columbia Gas of Kentucky, Inc. were 
decreased as of that date.

The total decrease in wholesale rates 
for gas will amount to approximately 
four cents per thousand cubic feet. 

Herman said that the reduction in rates 
results from application of the same 
"purchased gas adjustment" clause 
responsible for recent rate increases. 

The "purchased gas adjustment 
clause" allows utilities to maintain a 
reasonable return while compensating 
for increases or decreases in the cost of 
purchased gas.

Plane Crash 
Claims 2 Lives 

Dr. Ray C. Haley, 50, head pathologist 
at the Methodist Hospital, Pikeville, and 
Donald D. Sloan, manager and flight 
instructor at the Pikeville airport, died 
almost instantly Saturday when the 1943 
model plane in which they were flying 
crashed at the edge of Lake Helen, a 
small, commercial impoundment near 
the airport. 

Eyewitnesses told Pike County 
Coroner Brafford Hall that the plane had 
travelled perhaps 500 feet after takeoff 
when it apparently developed engine 
trouble. The plane then changed direc­
tion, veering south, heading back toward 
the airport. An attempt may have been 
made to land on the lake, it was 

. theorized, but the craft rammed into the 
bank instead. 

The coroner said Dr. Haley's position 
in the plane indicated he was piloting it at 
the time of the crash. Sloan was thro:-vn 
clear of the wreckage but the doctor's 
body was found in the plane. 

Dr. Haley was widely known in this 
section and was frequently called upon 
by officials to perform autopsies. 

Authorities said an 11pparent attempt 
to sever the head at the jaw had been 
made with a knife. That failing, 
decapitation was made by cutting or 
sawing at the neck. 

Officers theorized that the head was 
left at the parking lot Sunday night or 
early Monday morning. Other parts of 
the body have not been found.

Puffer, Fugu, or Blowfish by Any Name 
This Inflationary Freak Can Be Deadly

Last January, famed Japanese Kabuki 
actor Mitsugor Bando III sat down in a 
Kyoto restaurant to feast upon a gourmet 
seafood dinner. Hours later, he died of 
paralysis and convulsions, the victim of 
one of nature's more puzzling 
paradoxes-the "preposterous, 
prepossessing" puffer, or blowfish. 

As reported by senior editor George 
Reiger in the current (July-August) issue 
of INTERNATIONAL WILDLIFE, this 
strange-looking fish is both a delectable 
seafood and the source of one of the 
deadliest poisons known to man. 

In Japan, where the fish is called fugu, 
cooks receive intensive training in the 
preparation of fugu dinners and must be 
licensed. Nonetheless, gourmet dinners 
still run the risk of a sudden end to a 
pleasant evening meal! At least 200 
people die annually by consuming the 
perilous puffer and more than one cook 
has been known to drop dead after 
performing the crucial taste test on a 
fugu dinner, according to the National 
Wildlife Federation magazine. 

This unusual fish has other unique 
qualities besides its fine taste and deadly 
poison-it can swell to enormous 
proportions simply by ingesting air or 
water to ward off potential enemies. The 
swollen strength of the fish is 
"remarkable," notes Reiger. Inflated, it 
is able to withstand the weight of a grown 
man standing on it or the kicks of 
children using it for a ball. 

Scientists still are not certain of the 
source of the puffer's poison-which is 13 
times more potent that potassium 
cyanide. One theory is that the fish 
consumes great quantities of chemicals 
found in the ocean while eating, and that 
their bodies convert these chemicals into 
the poison tetradotoxin, or tetradoxin as 
it is known in its shorter form. 

Tetradoxin induces death by attacking 
the central nervous system and 
depressing the respiratory center of the 
brain, restricting the victim's ability to 
breathe. It is found most extensively in 
the ovaries and liver of spawning 
blowfish. Paradoxically, the fugu taste 
best during spawning, a time when they 
are the most poisonous. 

The poisonous types of puffer-blowfish 
are found in tropical waters, which ex­
plains why fish caught off the coast of 
Maryland are eaten regularly without 
any incidence of poisoning. Restaurants 
in New York, Chicago and Baltimore 
feature sea squab, a nonpoisonous puffer 
cousin of the deadly fugu. 

According to expert angler Reiger, the 
puffer is a delight to fishermen because 
of its relative ease in catching and its 
superior taste. 

"Blowfish feed avidly on all natural 
baits, tiny artificial lures, and during 
their spring feeding frenzy, I've even 
taken them on bare hooks," says Reiger 
in the INTERNATIONAL WILDLIFE 
article.

loyd Near Kentucky Average 

Dr. Dickerson Begins

Of Education Ass'n. 

FRANKFORT, Ky .-Unemployment 
in Kentucky feU four tenths of one per 
cent in May, according to figures 
released last 1bursday by the Depart­
ment for Human Resources CDHR>. The 
state unemployment rate now stands at 
7.2 per cent. 

Floyd county's unemployment rate is 
.1 per cent altove the state average. 

"Although unemployment statewide 
dropped in May, there were increases in 
tbe Louisville, Lexington and Owensboro 
areas," said Robert MacDonald, labor 
market analyst for DHR. 

"The decrease is due to seasonal hiring 
ill industries luch as lumber, clothing, 
aericulture and service (vacation- and 
tourist-oriented> industries,'' Mac­
Donald continued. None of these in­
dbstries are located predominantly in the 
three metropolitan areas where 
unemployment increased. 

The May r~ show 17 counties with 
over 10 per cent of the labor force 
unemployed. This compares with 32 
counties in April in the same situation.

State Police Report 

Because of increased 
mailing costs, notices to 
subscribers of their ex­
piration dates will be 
discontinued.

Frankfort, Ky.-A high-ranking state 

police official has declared that the 16-
month-old 55 m.p.h. speed limit is "still 
having some effect" in Kentucky, 
although the average speed of both cars 
and trucks has been climbing In recent 
months. 

Col. James H. Mayes, commander of 
State Police Administration and Ser­
vices, praised Kentucky's safety and 
enforcement record since the 55 m.p.h. 
law went into effect March 1, 1974 in a 
report he prepared for the American 
Association of Motor Vehicle Ad­
ministrators. 

"Voluntary compliance, prompted by 
immediate public information and a ... 
sound enforcement program, has had a 
distinct safety effect upon Kentucky's

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total traffic system ... " Mayes said. 
Mayes said the new speed limit was 

largely responsible for a significant 
decrease in highway fatalities last year­
a decrease of 29 per cent over 1973, from 
1,117 to 795. Only one other state recorded 
a bigger decrease. 

Kentucky also recorded its lowest 
highway death rate ever in 1974. The 
death rate of 3.3 for every 100 million 
miles of travel placed the state below the 
national rate of 3.6, the first time Ken­
tucky ever has produced a lower rate 
than the nation's. 

But highway fatalities are up in 1W5, 
and a table Mayes prepared showing 
average speeds of truck~ and cars at five 
different intervals since 1973 indicates 
that motorists are steadily speeding up. 

Although Mayes reported that the 
state police spent two per cent less time 
on traffic-related duties in 1W4 as 
compared to 1973, the "overall traffic 
enforcement program with some em­
phasis on the enforcement of speed" has 
produced large increases in speeding 
citations, driving-while-intoxicated 
CDWI> arrests and other measures of 
traffic control. 

For example, speeding citations 
jumped from 3,140 in February of 1974 to 
11,081 in March. There was a record total 
of 232,155 traffic tickets (for all 
violations) written last year, UP from 
182,933 the year before. 

In other categories, DWI arrests in­
creased from 12,370 in 1973 to 14,403 last 
year; speeding citations, 61,230 to 
107,517; reckless driving decreased from 
20, 915 to 16,271; traffic accidents 
declined from 92,262 to 81,130. 

In the last five years, the number of 
licensed drivers and registered vehicles 
has steadily increased. The number of 
motorists has grown from 1,620,000 in 
1WO to 1,946,183 last year while vehicles 
have increased from 1,815,437 to 
2,350,000. 

Among hardware used in the state 
police traffic enforcement program are 
24 vascar units, 42 radar units, 25 "speed 
guns" and two aircraft with six pilots. 

Voc Education Gets 
$400,000 ARC Grant 

The Appalachian Regional Com­
mission has approved a grant of $400,000 
for the operation of vocational education 
projects in the Appalachian section of 
Kentucky. 

'lbe fuo.da will be UIN!Clfor vocational 
programs and services offered in flve 
state vocational-technical schools, 11 
area vocational centers and one 
correctional institution. 

Vocational education projects provide 
training opportunities for secondary and 
post-secondary students and employed 
adults and offer job placement on 
completion of training. 

The ARC also has approved a grant of 
$400,000 for the construction of an ad­
dition to the St. Clair Medical Center in 
Morehead. The grant will be used in the 
construction of a 20-bed psychiatric unit 
and in the expansion of emergency, 
laboratory, radiology and respiratory 
therapy services. The expansion will 
make the medical center a major in­
patient referral facility for Cave Run 
Mental Health Center. A survey taken in 
1974 indicates that 40 patients a month 
would have used a psychiatric unit if 
available. 

Total cost of the project is ap­
proximately $1.2 million. The National 
Institutes of Mental Health will provide 
approximately $240,000. Local sources 
will provide $569,361.

Garrett Native 
Foils Robbers 

When three men plotted the holdUP of a 
Paintsville pharmacy last Wednesday, 
they failed to take into account that an 
officer lived nearby. 

State Trooper Keith Scott, native of 
Garrett, was working in his yard when he 
saw the three donning masks at the rear 
of the Professional Pharmacy. He ran 
into his home, armed himself and arrived 
at the pharmacy as two of the men were 
leaving. 

Scott arrested William Slone, 20, who 
reportedly was carrying $275 in cash. 
Donald Ray Robinson, 20, ran away from 
the officer who did not fire upon him, 
Scott later explained, because he feared 
hitting others. Jonathan Arthur Mat­
thews, 21, who apparently was the driver 
of the getaway truck, flooded the motor 
of the vehicle and, unable to get it 
started, took to his heels. He was cap­
tured, later in the day, by Paintsville 
police when he attempted to return to the 
truck.

All .three were charged with armed 
robbery, and $50,000 bond was asked for 
the release of each.

FRANKFORT, Ky.-John R. Roberts, 
director of reclamation for the Depart­
ment for Natural Resources and En­
vironmental Protection, has resigned. 

Roberts said Monday night that he is 
joining National Mine'! Corp., of 
Lexington. His resignation is effective 
July 15. Roberts said he will be in charge 
of environmental control for National 
Mines. 

"I just had this opportunity come up 
last week," Roberts said, adding it 
meant such a boost in pay that he could 
not turn it down. 

Roberts said his resignation did not 
reflect any disatisfaction with the 
department's policies, but was just 
simply a matter of "economics." 

He is the third head of an control 
pollution agency to resign from the 
department within a week. 

Last week Herman D. Regan, com­
mission for environmental quality, and 
Harold T. Snodgrass, director of the 
Division of Water Quality, resigned also 
effective July 15. 

Roberts said his reaipation was in no 
way refated to th08e of Regan and 
Snodgrass. The two said they were 
quitting to start an environmental 
consulting firm.
