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KY 80 Planning
Costs $479,349

But State Has

Trouble Finding
Funds for Work

The state has spent, or has contracted
to spend, almost half a million dollars for
studies and planning of a route for a new,
four-lane KY 80 from this county to
Hazard but was said this week to be very
uncertain about where it will get the
estimated $75-$150 million needed for its
construction.

If built, the road would supplant the
present 57 miles of narrow, twisting KY
80 between Allen and Hazard and would
link the new, four-lane US 23 at Water
Gap in this county with the Daniel Boone
Parkway at Hazard.

State Representative W. J. Reynolds,
of Allen, who is no stranger to Frankfort
thinking, predicted this week that the
money will be found and the road built.
“Even though ARC money may not be
available, federal 50-50 help is,” he
pointed out.

1t was recalled here, too, that Governor
Carroll in a campaign speech here with
Senator Wendel Ford pledged that he
“will complete the work Governor Ford
began.”

One of Ford's firmest pledges while he
was governor was that KY 80 would be
rebuilt, and planning studies were
initiated before he left the office to
become U. S. Senator.

Officers Probe
Death of Crider,
Grunshot Victim

State Police early this week were
continuing their investigation of the
shooting death in the Goble-Roberts
Addition here early last Saturday
morning of Harold Dean Crider, 27-year-
old construction worker.

The blast of a 12-gauge shotgun in
Crider’s forehead caused instant death, it
was held. His death was reported by his
wife, Phyllis Foley Crider, shortly after 6
a.m.

The investigation seeks to determine if
the wound was self-inflicted or if the shot
was fired by another. State Detectives
Fred Bailey and Dennie Williamson and
Prestonsburg Policeman Darrel J.
Conley were involved.in the probe.

Coroner James J. Carter, who said he
arrived at the Crider trailer-home
around 6:45 a.m., said he found the
victim dead, his body covered by a sheet
from head to foot, with the exception of
his left hand. The shotgun lay across a
nightstand at the head of the bed in which
the victim lay. The shot, Carter said, had
been fired through the sheet covering
Crider’s head.

The coroner said Mrs. Crider told him
she had touched nothing but her

Ratliff, Wife Victims
Of Domestic Tragedy

Charles F. (Chuck) Ratliff, 28, for-
merly of Wayland, died by his own hand
last Wednesday morning after his wife,
26-year-old Connie Stigler Ratliff, had
been shot to death in their home at 3620
Grace Drive, Lexington.

Lexington police said circumstances of
the tragedy indicated that Ratliff, a
newspaper reporter, first shot his wife
six times, then turned the weapon upon
himself. Mrs. Ratliff was dead of six .32-
calibre bullet wounds when police
arrived at the home, shortly before 9:30
a.m. Her husband, who was shot one
time in his head, died at St. Joseph's
Hospital at 3:50 p.m,

Police said Ratliff had not been living
at home-afterthe couple had filed suit for
divorce, July 25, but that he had con-
tinued his work as a reporter for The
Lexington Herald until the preceding
Thursday when he resigned with the
announced intention of going to Denver,
Colorado. The police investigation
disclosed that Ratliff, en route to his
home, saw his wife’s auto parked at
another house and stopped there to
inquire about this circumstance, then
left. A co-worker of Mrs. Ratliff for the U,
S. Postal Service in Lexington telephoned
Mrs. Ratliff to tell her he was on his way
home.

While they talked, this informant was
quoted as saying, Mrs. Ratliff screamed,
‘‘Someone is breaking in,"" and dropped
the phone. The caller then telephoned
police, who found Mrs. Ratliff dead on
the bedroom floor, and Mr. Ratliff in the
living room, fatally wounded.

Missing Man’s
Body Is Found
Beneath Truck

A two-day search for Hansford
‘““Hammie'" Burchett, 42, Ivel trucking
company owner, who had been missing
since the preceding Saturday, ended
shortly after 10 a.m. last Wednesday
when his body was found pinned beneath
his truck on Cow mountain.

Burchett apparently had been dead
since the time of the wreck, sometime
Saturday afternoon. He and his family
had regularly enjoyed week-end camping
at Dewey Lake, and he had reportedly
left home alone to prepare the campsite
for the later arrival of Mrs. Burchett and
others of the family. When they arrived
that afternoon they found no trace of him,
and inquiry revealed that he had perhaps
been last seen when his red truck was
sighted ascending the mountain.

The Floyd County Emergency &
Rescue Squad dragged Dewey Lake in
the German area last Tuesday. Next
morning, the search was shifted to the
mountain which must be crossed from
Cow Creek to reach the lake area. At
10:10 a.m., about 20 minutes after the
second day's search began, the body was
found.

The truck had left the highway and
plunged more than 300 feet down the
mountainside. Cause of the wreck is not
known. There were no visible skid marks
at the spot where the truck left the high-
way, approximately 100 yards from
where the road crests the mountain.

A native of Wonder on Buffalo Creek,
the victim was a son of John and Myrtle
Cecil Burchett and was the owner of the
H & B Trucking Company. Survivors
include his parents; his widow, Mrs.

Criteria Changes
To Provide More
Acute Care Beds

Programs for the treatment of chronic
obstructive pulmonary disease which
have been set up at the Highlands
Medical Center her, the McDowell
Regional Hospital and at the Mud Creek
Health Project won approval of the State
Comprehensive Health Planning Council
last Wednesday.

Funded by grants from the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission, the
programs are primarily for coal miners
but are not restricted to them. A similar
respiratory clinic was approved for
Muhlenberg Community Hospital,
Greenville, Ky., and a fifth to be located
at Harlan is expected to be approved
later.

New criteria adopted by the Health
Planning Counci for allocating hospital
beds for acute care could later solve a
problem at Highlands Medical Center
which, under Hill-Burton criteria, cannot
use unneeded beds marked for extended
care to meet the urgent need of more
acute care beds.

Under the new criteria this area, which
is Region 11, will get an increase of 18
acute care beds. How many of these, if
any, will be given to Highlands Medical
Center may not be determined before
October, however.

Under the new system each of the 15
regions within the state will have
responsibility for planning its own acute
care.

Acute care patients are those who

Strike Spreads,
Tho Union Fined;
Floyd Mines Hit

For the first time since District 30 of
the United Mine Workers of America
founded its annual Labor Day ob-
servance with a giant rally 10 years ago,
the 1975 event, scheduled at Archer Park
here, was called off.

Instead of a Labor Day crowd of
several thousand miners, members of
their families, friends and union officials,
only a drawing for prizes advertised by
the district was held.

No official reason for the cancellation
was given, and an attempt to contact
Squire Feltner, District 30 president, was
unsuccessful. ‘“Turmoil and stress in the
coalfields'’ as a consequence of a strike
which began in West Virginia was one
reason heard.

Another, which is unconfirmed, ran to
the effect that word had come from
District 17, in West Virginia, that the
rally here would be picketed.

During last week hints to the effect that
“there’ll be trouble’’ were heard.

Whatever the real reason for the
cancellation, UMW leaders left, after
announcing there would be no rally, for
Washington where they reportedly were
attempting to iron out strike issues.

The strike, which began in West
Virginia, has spread to half a dozen
states, including Kentucky, and some

Damage Actions
Asking $126,400

Two damage suits filed in circuit court
last Wednesday seek to recover a total of
$126,400.

In one of the actions Karen Risner, 15,
suing by and in the name of her father,
James Risner, names as defendant Ollie
Watts, doing business as Watts Mobile
Homes, and asks $100,000 damages for
injuries received in a collision of a mobile
home owned by the defendant and a car
driven by her brother, Gary, and in
which she was a passenger.

She claims that the November, 1974
wreck, near the forks of Middle Creek,
resulted from the neglect and
carelessness of the defendant. Involved
in damages claimed are loss of earning
power and permanent disfigurement.

In the second suit, Dave Bailey seeks
to recover from the Highlands Hospital
Corporation $26,400, claiming he failed to
receive proper treatment when taken to
the hospital emergency room after
having been injured in a Magoffin traffic
accident. Dr. Rosalie Gaurano is named
as co-defendant.

(Reports of damage suits reflect only
the claims of plaintiffs.)

Three Murder Trials
Of Five Are Doubtful

The Floyd circuit court’s September
term opened Tuesday morning with five
murder cases on the docket, but no more
than two of the cases may be heard this
month.

Trial of these cases during the term
remained in doubt this week:

1. Eddie Jones, charged with the
slaying of Deputy Sheriff Lawrence
Conley at Garrett, Continuance of the
trial has been asked beyond the Sept. 8
trial date by his attorney, John Y. Brown,
of Lexington, on the ground that Brown
must be in U. 8. district court for a trial
beginning this week.

2. Bobby Workman, whose trial was set
for Sept. 11 in the slaying of James
Chaffin. Extradition of the defendant
from Michigan has not yet been made.

3. Robert Sykes, slated for trial Sept. 19
on change of venue from Pike county,
where he was indicted with others in the
shotgun death of Mrs. Boone Deskins.
The trial may not be held as scheduled
unless witnesses in widely scattered
federal prisons can be brought here, as
requested by Sykes, to testify in his
behalf.

More certain of trial are those of Tom
Puckett for the slaying of Vernon
Hopkins, set Sept. 11, and of Herbert
Gene Salisbury, whose case is docketed
for Sept. 15. He is charged with the
slaying of Crit Butler.

Fifty-eight cases in all were on the
court docket when court opened, but
others may be added through grand jury
action this week.

A modern record was set by the court
when only two child desertion cases
appeared on the trial docket. For years
this has been the most frequent offense
appearing on circuit court dockets here.

The docket includes the cases of 12
defendants charged with liquor law
violations, four for narcotics, eight for
grand larceny and one as an accessory
after the fact.

After a grand jury of 10 men and two
women had been empanelled Tuesday,
Circuit Judge Hollie Conley reminded the
jurors that they will have one murder
case to investigate. Judge Conley
especially emphasized the illegal
dumping of refuse and the littering of
roadsides, strongly urging indictments if
evidence of violations could be procured.

“It's amazing to go to other places . . .
you don't see highways littered,” he
remarked.

Instructing the grandjury to in-
vestigate violations of all types, he added
that the court “will not stand for any
harassment of any juror'’ and that what
the jury does is its own business.

Thomas Flanery, of Langley,
named foreman of the grand jury.

A copy of said model set of regulations
is attached hereto and made a part of this
ordinance by reference, insofar as it may
be applicable to the City of Prestonsburg,
Kentucky.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that,
after adoption of the regulations, the
system shall be implemented on Sep-
tember 1, 1975.

One possible source is $65.7 million in
surplus construction funds from the last
two toll-road bond issues.

Roberts, however, said he ‘‘could
never recommend spending all that’ on
the Hazard-Water Gap project, although
“‘some portion . . . would be of some help
if we had other funds.”

One of four firms selected to do
location study in Brighton Engineering
Co., Frankfort, which was overall con-
sultant for the Daniel Boone Parkway
and several other state toll roads.

In a contract amendment signed by
Roberts on Aug. 11, Brighton assumed
supervision of the other three firms’
work and agreed to prepare an ‘“‘overall
report’”’ on location studies and cost
estimates.

Despite similarities to past toll road
projects, the new road is not being
planned as a toll facility, Roberts in-
dicated. _

“] don't see how we could afford
another toll road,” Roberts said.

There has been mounting concern over
the size of the state’s toll-road debt. Last
year, debt payments were $54.5 million
while only $14.6 million was collected in
parkway tolls, the difference coming
from road-fund tax revenue.

(An interim legislative committee
recently recommended that the 1976
session require legislative approval of
new toll-road bonds. Under present law
the governor has effective control over
issuance of bonds.)

Highway Design Director E. B.
Gaither said present design criteria for
the Hazard-Water Gap road call for
partial access control, rather than the
complete control needed for a toll road. It
would be *‘difficult’’ to switch a toll-road
design, Gaither said.

Negotiations on all four engineering-
consultant contracts began last year
during former Gov. Wendell Ford’s
administration, Gaither said.

Contracts with Bluegrass Engineering
Co., Louisville, and Adam K. Grafe &
Associates, Lexington, for location
studies of two Floyd county segments
were awarded before Ford left office.

Contracts with Brighton and with
Hazelet & Erdal, Louisville, were not
approved until after Carroll succeeded
Ford. Brighton's original contract was
signed by Roberts on Feb. 4.

Brighton's original fee was to be "‘cost
plus $20,000,"" with a ‘‘total estimated
fee'’' of $194,471. In the Aug. 11 amend-
ment, the fee was made a “‘lump sum
payment'’ of $194471.

For studying shorter segments in
Floyd county, the other firms are to
receive: Bluegrass, $89,069; Grafe,
$116,809, and Hazelet & Erdal, $79,000.

The contract change by which Brighton
assumed overall supervision was due to
the Bureau of Highways' heavy
workload, Gaither said.

U. S. District Judge K. K. Hall last
week handed the UMW a $500,000 fine for
civil contempt and announced that the
fine would increase by $100,000 a day for
each day the strike continues after Tues-
day of this week. Hal added that the fine
would be reduced by $100,000 a day for
each day the miners are on the job for the
next 10 working days. Hall ruled Distriet
17 and 34 locals in contempt,

District 30 President Squire Feltner
estimated that 5,000 of the 8,500 miners
were idle a week ago. ““The majority of
our people want to work but they feel
they have to honor picket lines,” he said.

Judge Hall commented, in handing
down the $500,000 fine:

““This court is of the opinion that the
UMW has a duty to discipline its mem-
bers in such a manner as to compel
compliance with its contract.”

On an earlier occasion Judge Hall
held that miners cannot be forced to
cross picket lines but was reversed by the
U.S. circuit court of appeals. Last week,
however, he termed the traditional
refusal of miners to cross a picket line as
“fraught with danger . . . Any group
could shut down the entire coal-
producing section of the United States.”

The mushrooming strike began in
Logan county, W. Va., Aug. 11, repor-
tedly over the firing of a miner, and this
was followed by such issues as the
slowness of new grievance procedures
under the 1974 contract, the lack of right
to strike over local issues and monthly
shift rotation. )y

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require 24-hour medical attention on a
short term basis for an illness, injury or
other disability.

The council’s action came as a result of
a study by a committee named last year
to research the most effective way of
determining the need for beds for acute
care patients.

The basis for need determination has
been the Hill-Burton formula, by which
the federal government allocates funds
for expansion and renovation. Under the
new criteria, district health planning
councils within the state will be able to
vary the Hill-Burton formula to figure
their need. It changes the mechanism by
which the planning council makes
recommendations to the Certificate of
Need and Licensure Board for licensing
of acute care facilities.

“You'll see a better distribution of
beds,” said Jack McVey of the Center for
Comprehensive  Health  Systems
Development in the State Bureau for
Health Services.

Since the Hill-Burton formula is based
partly on the square footage of a facility,
it may not accurately reflect the number
of beds devoted to acute care at a given
facility.

Wade Mounz, who chaired Wednes-
day’s meeting of the Health Planning
Council, said the formula has meant that
“‘we have paper beds—they don’t exist."”

In other words, the hospitals are listed
as having beds to which they have never
committed space.

soon keeping hives that produced 200
pounds of honey per hive. “I was a real
novice at that time but I was producing
much more honey than the state average
of about 26 pounds per hive, so I was
greatly impressed. I soon realized what a
money-making proposition this could
become,” Wright related.

When two Johnson county miners,
Homer Short and James Witten,
reopened a large tract that had already
been strip-mined below Dewey Dam,
Wright, owner of part of the land, moved
his growing collection of hives to the flat,
high benches formed by the strip-mine
operation. While the miners worked to
recover coal left from the former mining
operation, Wright tended his hives
nearby. The land was ravaged by the
older stripping scars which were made
before much in the way of reclamation
laws or environmental awareness even
existed,” Wright pointed out, “and the
miners and I all agreed that all possible
efforts should be made to make the
acreage and soil worth something.”

According to Wright, bees kept on
mountain tops will produce 20 per cent
more honey than those on a hillside or in
the valleys. ‘‘It is thought that the longer
period of daylight on the hilltops is the
answer to the increased production,”
Wright said. ‘‘At any rate,” he em-
phasized, ‘‘all these abandoned strip
mines are the perfect location for bee
hives.”

Wright and his miner-friends agreed
that plants more valuable than locust
trees should be tried on the land, and
immediately he began researching and
consulting various agencies in an effort
to identify adaptable plants—more
specifically, nectar-bearing plants which
would be advantageous to honey
production. Having achieved success
with such plants as fescue, lespedeza,
sweet clover, white clover, hubam and
nectariferous trees such as autumn olive
and the Siberian pea tree, Wright has
proved that strip-mined land can be
reclaimed by plants which, in turn,
enhance the hilltop bee operation.

Wright pointed out that the larger,
flatter acreages will be sown for hay
production, while the slopes and “‘spoil”
banks will be planted in nectar producing
plants. ‘“The bees don’t care how steep
the grade is,” he quipped. Witten and
Short are working on head-of-hollow fills
where steep slopes with overburden
(trees, boulders and dirt pushed over the
slope) are being filled with earth and
smoothed and contoured. Pointing to one
such area, Wright said, ““All of this will
be planted in fescue, clover and autumn
olives—the bees will have a field day
here.”

“I think we're into a real good thing for
the community,” Wright suggested. “It
can help the economy, utilize strip-mine
spoil banks, and, it’s a heck of a good
product.” Wright pointed out that one
hive of bees will earn the bee man as
much or more money than one head of
cattle. ““And they're a lot less work and
trouble,” he emphasized. He said that
currently honey sells for a dollar a
pound, ‘‘and when you figure as much as
200 pounds of honey per hive, that adds
up.” Wright currently keeps about 150
hives,

Wright thinks another ‘‘plus” to the

whole concept is that many handicapped

persons could handle the work. “One bee
man I know has one leg and walks with
crutches, yet he raises a bunch of bees, 1
think the work is also tailor-made for the
many fellows with lung diseases in this
area, The exertion is not that great and it
keeps you out in the clean air on those
hilltops.”

The ultimate development of Wright's
idea would be the formation of a local
cooperative with all the honey marketed
under the same label and processed at an
area facility. *“Why, we couldn’t supply
enough honey to meet the demand,” he
said.

There are those who are impressed by
Wright’s ‘‘experiment’ and sound logie.
Joseph S. McCauley, executive director
of the Big Sandy Area Development
District, has requested that Wright
compile his ideas into the form of a
proposal to be submitted to the Ap-
palachian Regional Commission for
possible future implementation of such a
program.

For a man who ‘‘more of less staggered
into” the bee business, Lee Wright's
work may be setting an important
precedent to the possible development of
a thriving area industry.

“I'm convinced it would work on a
large scale. It just makes good sense,”” he
maintains.

During the preceding two years of
operation, the project has provided funds
and leadership for the following ser-
vices: regional inservice for teachers
and aides of exceptional children,
dissemination of instructional materials
from the University of Kentucky, pur-
chase of supplemental instructional
materials for Region 11 units, consultant
services, workshops for the construction
of teacher-made teaching aids, out-of-
state visitations to exemplary programs,
curriculum planning assistance,
assistance with long-range planning for
education of exceptional children, and
publication of a regional brochure on
exceptional childrens’ programs.

Johns said that services provided
under earlier grants to Project Lead will
continue, but the primary thrust of the
project for.the fiscal year will be the
attempt to develop a system of iden-
tification-location-evaluation of ex-
ceptional children who are not now
receiving educational services, Efforts
will be made to involve school personnel,
parents and the general public in an
attempt to develop a system to find
children and provide services to them.
Johns said that the main drawback to the
placement of exceptional children is the
lack of funds to screen children
adequately. Effective testing is ex-
pensive and school districts have neither
the funds nor the personnel to carry on
elaborate testing programs. The price of
testing purchased from private agencies
is too expensive to use in any but the most
obvious cases.

“Hopefully, Project Lead will help to
define a system that will be helpful to
local school district,” Johns cautioned,
“but the only real answer to the problem
is to provide more funds to local school
districts for testing purposes.”

Mrs. Audrey Pratt, of Paintsville, will
continue as Teacher-Consultant for the
project.

Appalred Serves
2,000 Yearly

LEXINGTON, Ky.—'‘There's an
abundance of lawyers in this state—for
people of the right class,’”” says a young
Lexington attorney.

For those others—who can’t afford an
attorney’s services—there’s the Ap-
palachian Research and Defense Fund of
Kentucky Inc.

Born in the last years of the War on
Poverty and funded by the now-defunct
Office of Economic Opportunity, the
organization known as ‘‘Appalred’ has
survived where many other poverty
programs have died.

It has survived and grown because,
according to director John Rosenberg, of
Prestonsburg, ‘‘people in all areas felt
that legal services for poor people are a
necessity’’ as much as education or
medical care are.

The corporation was founded in
Charleston, W. Va., in 1970. The Ken-
tucky office incorporated separately two
years ago for funding purposes,
Rosenberg said, and is now financed
mainly by a grant of about $330,000 per
year from the Community Services
Administration.

Ten attorneys staff three offices in
Prestonsburg, Barbourville and
Lexington, serving about 2,000 clients a
year.

Appalred tackles issues ranging from
strip mining to water pollution to black
lung disease, and handles individual civil
cases involving pensions, disability
benefits, welfare appeals and divorces.

Although its mandate is to serve the 49
Appalachian counties east of Lexington,
Appalred focuses on about 22 coal
producing counties in the far eastern part
of the state, Rosenberg said.

Most of the cases relate in some way to
the coal economy of the region, he said.

Legal services are provided free to
those who qualify under federal poverty
guidelines. An individual in the non-farm
category (which most of Appalred’s
clients are in) must earn no more than
$2,590 a year. A family of six is allowed to
earn $6,690, with an $820 increase for
each additional family member.

The attorneys are ‘“‘mostly young,
mostly unmarried,” according to J. T.
Begley, who has been with the Lexington
office for several years. Their work
requires a great deal of travel, and the
Lexington staff of two attorneys puts as
many as 9,000 miles on the corporation’s
car in a ten-month period.

When Appalred began operations five
years ago, it was met with suspicion by
the mountain people and skepticism by
others that it would last, Begley said.

“Now it's established that we've done
good things, that people can obtain high
quality legal service,” Begley said.

“People don’t always agree with our
lawsuits,” Rosenberg said, “‘But if you
handle it responsibly and win the case,
then they known you were right to bring
it.

“That has brought us credibility,”” he
said.

Idle Rate Here
Over Ky. Average

Eastern Kentucky's unemployment
rate continues to be higher than the state
rate, according te statistics released
Friday by the Department for Human
Resources (DHR). In July, the state rate
was 6.9 per cent but the area’s rate was
7.5 per cent, or an estimated 19,500
unemployed persons.

Floyd county's unemployment rate
was 7.4 per cent—higher than the state
average but .1 per cent below the Eastern
Kentucky average.

Robert MacDonald, chief statistician
in DHR’s Bureau for Manpower Ser-
vices, explains that while coal mining
has been ‘‘booming,"” the return of many
former residents who have been laid off
jobs in other states has contributed to
Eastern Kentucky's unemployment
problem.

The unemployment picture statewide
is brighter than it was in June, when the
state posted an 8.1 per cent rate. Mac-
Donald credits the improvement to two
factors, a decrease in unemployment
claims and in-school youths who have
dropped out of the labor force.

In Eastern Kentucky, Magoffin county
has the highest rate (13.4 per cent) and
Martin the lowest (3.2 per cent).

Statewide, 63 counties have a 6.5 per
cent or higher rate, ranging from a high
of 16.1 in Powell county to the lowest rate
of 3.1 per eent in Hopkins. Only seven of
the state’s counties did not have a lower
rate in July than in June.

Hot Meals for Aged

(zoal of State Plan

Frankfort, Ky.—An additional 1,500
meals served daily to Kentucky's senior
citizens is one goal of the new State Plan
on Aging.

The plan, prepared by the Department
for Human Resources’ new Center for
Aging and Community Services
Development, outlines the use of Titles
ITT and VII funds of the Older Americans’
Act for fiscal year 1975-'76.

Also set forth in the plan are the
responsibilities of the Development
Center which was created by executive
order last June. ‘‘“The reorganization of
the aging program of the Department for
Human Resources gives higher visibility
and importance to services for the
aged,’' said Secretary C. Leslie Dawson,
head of the Department.

The Center, which is administratively
located within the Department’'s Bureau
for Social Services, is responsible for
administration of Titles III and VII of the
Older American’s Act.

Currently, Title VII of the Act provides
funds for nine projects in Kentucky
which serve 3,550 meals daily to senior
citizens. During the year, the Depart-
ment for Human Resource plans to
contract for six more projects.

The federal government has allotted
about $2 million to Kentucky for Title VII
nutrition projects for 12 months.

“This means that virtually every area
in the state will eventually have a hot
meal program for the elderly,” said
Harold Mann, assistant director of the
Center for Aging and Community Ser-
vices Development.

Mann pointed out that individuals are
not required to pay for the meals if they
cannot afford it. If they can afford to pay,
they may give a donation.

The plan proposes that all existing
Title VII nutrition projects will get at
least five per cent but no more than a 15
per cent increase on Older American Act
funds. However, no projects would be
continued or begun at less than $65,000.

For Title III of the Older Americans'
Act (which involves planning, in-
formation and referral, homemaker
transportation and other social services
for the elderly) Kentucky has been
alloted more than $1 million by the
federal government for 12 months. This
will allow for expansion of some of these
services. _

While Title VII funds are distributed by
the Department for Human Resources
directly to the nutrition projects, Title III
funds are distributed to the 15 Area
Agencies on Aging in Kentucky which
correspond to the Area Development
Districts.

A citizens advisory group to the
Department for Human Resources, the
Institute for Aging, reviewed the state
plan at its August meeting. Institute
members voiced general support of the
Department's plan for use of Titles VII
and III monies for programs for the
elderly.

Public review of the State Plan on
Aging is now in process. All comments on
the plan have to be in the Center for
Aging and Community Development
offices by September 5, Mann said. The
plan will then be reviewed by the federal
government and will become effective
October 1.

Show 250 Gain

In Enrollment

At the first day of school last week
Floyd county’s school population stood at
9,233—a gain of 250 over the enrollment
on the same day, a year earlier.

The increase was a sharp jump but was
a continuance of the climb registered last
school year, which had 50 more enrolled
than for the preceding year.

More grade schoolers enrolled this
year, but the enrollment in the county’s
five high schools, over all, was down by
29 from the 1974-'75 enrollment at the
beginning of the term.

Only Betsy Layne and Wheelwright
high schools show gains this year, and in
neither of these more than five. The only
elementary schools to lose enrollment
are Home Branch, Prater, Drift and
Stumbo. Heaviest grade school gains
were made at Betsy Layne and Clark.

Immunization Required
For School Children

Frankfort, Ky.—State law requires
immunization of children entering school
for the first time.

According to Diane Cains, supervisor
of school health programs in the Bureau
of Pupil Personnel Services of the
Kentucky Department of Education, all
local boards of education require each
child beginning school for the first time
tohave a medical examination within six
months prior to entering school, or one
month after he has been admitted to
school. According to state law, each child
must be immunized against diphtheria,
tetanus, poliomyelitis, pertussis and
measles.

All children must have a valid im-
munization certificate when they enroll
in school. An up-to-date immunization
certificate must be kept on file by the
school for each child.

The medical examination and im-
munizations may be given by the
family's private physician or by the
county health department personnel.

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Black Lung Law Reform
Target of Scheduled Rally

Calling major reforms of
the federal Black Lung
compensation program ‘‘the
UMW’s No. 1 priority in
Congress,”’ United Mine
Workers President Arnold
Miller announced last
Saturday that the union has

scheduled a giant rally in

Washington on September 17
in cooperation with coalfield
Black Lung associations as
part of an intensive lobbying
effort in support of im-
provements in the Black
Lung law.

“T’ve seen too many miners
in the coalfields and hollows
of Appalachia who are suf-
fering from the deadly,
choking effects of Black Lung
but who are unable to receive
compensation that they are
legally entitled to,”’ said
Miller, who himself suffers
from Black Lung. ‘‘H. B. 3333,
sponsored by Representative
Carl Perkins (D-Ky.), would
put an end to the

bureaucratic red tape which
has stood in the way of an

effective compensation
program mandated by
Congress."

The union said that since
the Department of Labor
assumed responsibility for
determining eligibility for
Black Lung compensation,
only 879 claims have been
approved by the DOL out of
nearly 60,000 filed. One of the
main provisions of the
Perkins Bill is an automatic
granting of Black Lung
benefits to any miner or his
widow who worked at least 15
years underground in a mine.

It’s time to end the cruel,
impossible eligibility stan-
dards used by the Depart-
ment of Labor,” said Miller.
“The automatic 15 year rule
would also eliminate the
costly and time-consuming
hearings and appeals process
which has created a logjam of
back claims.”

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What To Do In September

By NEVYLE SHACKELFORD
(UK College of Agriculture)

In her beautiful descriptive poem of the
same name, the American novelist and
poet, Helen Hunt Jackson, calls Sep-
tember the month with “Summer’s best
of weather and autumn’s best of cheer.”

Truly it is that and more. The month
marks the transition period between
summer and fall and possesses many of
the characteristics of both wonderful
seasons.

In the far South, it is one of the hottest
months of the year and even in the
northern tier of states, hot days are often
frequent. The nights, however, are
usually cool and there is often more than
a touch of that nostalgic blue haze that
marks the advent of that incredible
season known as ‘‘Indian Summer,”

September is a fairly busy month in
rural Kentucky because it is the harvest
period for many crops and the “‘storing
up’’ period for many housewives. It is
apple and shucky bean-drying time;
pickle-making time; and watermelon-
eating time. It is also apple-smoking
time; potato-digging time; grape jelly-
making time; and time to store away
other rich fruits of the wild, the field, and
the garden.

In the Calendar of Charlemagne, that
great Roman and Frankisk king, Sep-
tember was called the ‘‘Harvest Month”
and in Switzerland, as research reveals,
it still is known by that name. The Anglo-
Saxons, ever known for their self-
sufficiency and personal independence,
were more specific in their choice of a
name and called September the ‘‘barley
month.”

Many months have undergone changes
in their number of days, but calendar
makers say that since old Roman times,
September has always had 30 days. It has
not, however, always been the ninth
month. Before the calendar was revised
by Julius Caesar, it was the seventh
month and its name is from the Latin
“septim,” meaning seven. When the
month was shifted in the Julian calendar
the name was not changed.

Checking with the calendar on the wall,
the only holiday of any great significance
in September is Labor Day. This fact will
give more time for the homeowner,
farmer, and gardener to get some
recommended jobs done around the old

According to University of Kentucky
Cooperative Extension Service
specialists, these are some of the many
things that can be done in September
with profit.

In the yard, many trees can be suc-
cessfully planted. Broadleaf evergreens
should be planted as soon as possible
during the month. Birch, magnolia,
redbuds, and tulip trees do best when
planted in spring.

Clip hedges for the last time this year.
Select vegetables for winter storage. Sow
cover crops in the field and garden.
Harvest apples, grapes, and nuts.

If needed, renovate the lawn, but first
check with your county Extension agent
for more information on the subject.
Control broadleaf weeds but, as on the

subject of lawn renovation, check first
with your Extension agent.

September is a good month also in
which to plant spring flowering bulbs, to
plant peonies and daylilies, and to bring
in cuttings of plants that will freeze out
during the winter. And don't forget to
water plants in dry weather.

Then for fall and winter house
decorations, this is the month to gather
the materials. Milkweed, foxtail, bit-
tersweet, sumac, curly dock, hydrangia,
okra, and many, many other plants, both
wild and domesticated, which are ex-
cellent for drying, can be gathered
during this month.

Like all other months, September is a
great month in which to be alive. Do the
jobs that must be done but by all means
enjoy it.

Some Chemicals in School Labs
Cause Cancer, Warning Given

Frankfort, Ky.—Department of Labor
officials in Kentucky's Occupational
Safety and Health program are notifying
all Kentucky high schools and univer-
sities that certain chemicals used in
some school laboratories can cause
cancer if they are improperly used or
stored.

Dr. J. Bradford Block, the depart-
ment’s medical consultant, said ex-
planatory letters have been mailed to 350
high schools and 42 institutions of higher
learning along with a list of cancer-
causing chemicals that are commonly
used in school laboratories.

Federal and state laws require these
chemicals to be registered with the
Departmentof Labor. Registration forms
were sent with the letter, Dr. Block said.
He added that so far none of the
chemicals have been registered with the
department, explaining that ‘‘probably
the schools were not aware of this
requirement.”

Dr. Block urged immediate
registration of the chemicals. He said
registration will “‘allow the Department
(of Labor) to better assess the extent of
the use of these chemicals and will allow
the department to provide the schools
with more detailed information as to how
each of them can be controlled.

‘““Students and their families should not

overreact,”” Dr. Block said. ‘“There is no
significant risk associated with these
chemicals when used under proper
supervision and handled by responsible
students. The real danger occurs when
the chemicals are misused.”

Cannons Evidence
Of Treasure Ship

KEY WEST, Fla.—Divers say five
bronze cannon they found about 40 miles
west of Key West are proof that they have
located one of the richest treasure ships
that ever sailed.

Beth McHaley, vice president of
Treasure Salvors, Inc., said the cannon
were spotted in 50 feet of water near the
Marquesas Keys.

She said the guns once were mounted
on the deck of the Neustra Senora de
Atocha, a Spanish galleon laden with 47
tons of New World gold and silver when
it was blown onto a reef by a 1622
hurricane. The value of the complete
cargo is estimated at $10 million to $400
million.

“We've known since 1971 that we were
working a wreck of the 1622 fleet,” said
Miss McHaley. ““And we were convinced
in 1973 that three silver bars we found
were from the Atocha. But this is the
capper.”

Critics have long disputed that the
Atocha is at the site.

If it is, they asked, where are the 900
other 60-pound silver bars that were
aboard when it went down? And where
are the ships’s other cannon, which be-
cause of their bulk are usually among
the first items found by treasure hun-
ters?

State and Texas Firm Ask
Coal Gasification Plant

Gov. Julian Carroll announced Wed-
nesday that the Commonwealth of
Kentucky and the Texas Gas Trans-
mission Corporation have filed a
statement of interest in a demonstration
plant for the production of pipeline
quality gas from coal.

The formal statement was filed in
response to a request from the Federal
Energy Research and Development
Administration (ERDA).

The federal request specifies that the
coal to be used in the demonstration
facility is to have a high sulphur content.
If the Kentucky bid for the plant is
successful, it will be built in Western
Kentucky where Texas Gas has extensive
high sulphur coal reserves.

‘‘We have every reason to believe that
we will be successful in our bid to have
this plant located in Kentucky,” Gov.
Carroll said. “The Texas Gas Trans-
mission Corporation and our own
research and demonstration staff people
have been working together for the past
several months in anticipation of this
opportunity.”

Gov. Carroll added, ‘*As a result of this
foresight, Kentucky is remarkably well-
prepared to make this response.”’

The work that the state and Texas Gas
have been doing on this project is part of
a joint program to promote and evaluate
advanced technology for the conversio of
Kentucky coal into clean energy in the
form of pipeline quality gas.

This program involves joint funding of
the cost of preliminary engineering
design, cost estimates and en-
vironmental studies. Under this
agreement Kentucky is also committed
to cost sharing in the constructin of the
demonstratin plant if it is located in
Kentucky.

Gov. Carroll pointed out that this
demonstration plant will constitute a
market for 6,200 tons of Kentucky coal
per day and will produce 82,300 million
cubic feet of pipeline quality gas per day.

On successful completion of the
demonstration phase the plant is ex-
pected to be tripled in capacity. In its full
commercial scale operation this facility
could be expected to produce gas in
amounts equivavent to half of the current
consumption of gas in the whole state of
Kentucky.

‘““This plant’’, the governor em-
phasized, “‘will not only convert high
sulphur coal into clean-burning fuel, but
the project itself involves a very clean
process, complying fully with every
requirement for the maintenance of a
healthy environment.”

The statement to ERDA cautions that
the costs of such a demonstration plant is
beyond the reach of private capital.
Current estimates have placed these
costs beyond a half a billion dollars.

The Kentucky statement urges that
ERDA consider the federal government
share of these costs at well above the
usual 50 per cent formula normally
followed in federally-funded demon-
stration projects.

Kentucky and Texas Gas are hopeful

that the federal request for formal ¢

proposals will be issued within the next
several months.

Gov. Carroll has urged ERDA on
several occasions to speed up this
process so that the plant can be con-
structed and in operation before the end
of this decade.

It is estimated that this process will
take about four years to complete.

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Of Trespass Changes

Frankfort, Ky., August 27—Squirrel
hunting season has returned to Kentucky
and many landowners are discovering a
change in procedure dealing with hunters
and fishermen on private land without
permission.

Due to a change in Kentucky's penal
code the Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources no longer has jurisdiction over
those hunting or fishing without per-
mission on private land. The power of
arrest has shifted to local peace officers.

The change occurred with no prior We Redeem
knowledge of the department, which
worked for passage of the former law in Federal

1960.

Under the 1960 law, a conservation
officer could arrest a person hunting or
fishing without permission on written
complaint of the landowner if the CO
was already on the land. An arrest could
also be made on the CO’s initiative.

Under provisions of the new penal
code, a landowner must swear a warrant
to be served by a local peace officer,
sheriff or state policeman. Conservation
officers can no longer arrest those
hunting and fishing without permission.

According to A. H. Henson, director of
the department’'s Division of Law En-
forcement, landowners should first
record the license number from any
unauthorized vehicle on his land. The
landowner should then locate trespassers
and ask that they leave. A warrant can
then be obtained from the county judge
for the arrest of the guilty parties.

Landowners can also contact a local
peace officer. If the peace officer wit-
nesses the trespass, no warrant is
needed, Otherwise, a warrant must be
obtained.

Under the former law on hunting and
fishing without permission, a fine of not
less than $15 or more than $100 was
levied. The current penal code divides
trespassing into three degrees. The two
applicable to hunting and fishing
trespass both carry a fine of no more

Carrol Confident Coal
Resources To Be Developed

LOUISVILLE, Ky.—More than 300
Kentucky business leaders heard praise
for the state's energy programs and
words of confidence in the development
of the Commonwealth’s coal resources at
the governor's first Economic Growth
Conference, held Aug. 27-28 here.

Kentucky has accomplished ‘‘some of
the most far-reaching and effective
energy planning’ in the United States,
Federal Energy Administrator Frank
Zarb told conference participants. The
nation’s top-ranking energy official, Zarb
called the state's energy research and
development programs ‘‘an example to
the rest of the country.”

Optimism about Kentucky’s economic
development came from Gov. Julian
Carroll, who told his audience that the
state's vast coal reserves could stimulate
growth. ““There is more energy in the
Appalachian Mountains than in the
Middle East,” Carroll said, adding that
coal conversion processes producing oil,
gas and char could serve as the basis for
industrial development across the state.

The two-day conference brought
members of the governor's Economic
Development Commission together to
discuss growth of Kentucky's economy.
Seminars at the conference featured
panel discussions with speakers from
state and federal agencies and the
business world.

U. S. Senators Walter ‘‘Dee’” Hud-
dleston and Wendell Ford headed a panel
of the state's congressional delegation,
which fielded questions on current issues
from conference participants.

Huddleston and former Kentucky Gov.
Earle C. Clements participated in a panel

discussion on agricultural legislation,

while a group of economists traced the
relationship between the Kentucky and
the national economy.

In a seminar on the national and state

energy picture, Kentucky’'s ‘‘active
program’’ of energy development was
cited by Roger Saleeby, an official of
Coalcon Corp., who said he knew of no
other stat as involved in energy research.

Each month more than 40 per cent of
the cases handled by the State Police
Narcotics Section involved either traf-
ficking or possession of marijuana.

Small Grants Made To Help
Teaching About Environment

Frankfort, Ky.—A little money can go
a long way toward educating Kentucky's
young people about the environment.
That's the philosophy behind a series of
mini-grants presented to 31 Kentucky
school districts by the Environmental
Quality Commission (EQC).

Eight Eastern Kentucky school
districts—Boyd, Elliott, Lawrence,
Montgomery, Pike and Wayne counties
and Fairview and Corbin independents—
have received grants averaging $450,
according to Bill Blankenship, en-
vironmental education consultant for
the state Department of Education.

Blankenship said that, though the
grants are small, they are helping to
start environmental education programs
where none existed before. In districts
that already have environmental
education the funds are being used to
help build and equip outdoor
classrooms—natural sites near schools
where students can observe and study
the environment.

Some school districts, such as Wayne
county’s, are near natural sites that are
suitable for environmental studies.
Wayne County High School has initiated
a student project to determine what
effect, if any, strip mining has had on
nearby Lake Cumberland and its
tributaries.

An EQC mini-grant will supply
chemicals for laboratory tests, field trips
to streams and strip mines, as well as
printed and audio-visual materials for
study of the environment.

Pike county and Corbin independent
schools will hold workshops to stimulate
interest in environmental education and
to help teachers carry out environmental
education within a variety of subject
areas.

Corbin has set aside part of the EQC
grant for materials teachers might want
to buy after attending the workshops.

The influence of the weather on the
environment is a popular approach to
environmental education in KEastern
Kentucky. Four school districts—
Lawrence, Elliott, Boyd and Mon-
tgomery counties—are using mini-grants
to buy weathervanes, thermometers,
rain gauges, wind indicators and other
weather-watching equipment.

Part of Montgomery county's grant
will supply a bird blind, binoculars and a
feeding station for each of three
elementary schools. Fairview is also
building bird watching stations, with bird
houses, fencing and the like paid for by
the EQC mini-grant. Parents and

custodians will build the stations.

Originally, the mini-grants were part

“ofa larger project funded with $10,000 by

the EQC in December, 1974 *“‘to develop
an environmental ethic in the young
people of Kentucky,” according to Jackie
Swigart, EQC chairman.

The grant sponsored a series of
Department of Education workshops that
trained environmental education
coordinators to administer programs in

However, the mini-grant idea proved
so popular, Blankenship said, that the
requests far exceeded the amount left in
the EQC grant.

The EQC awarded a subsequent grant
of $5,000 to support environmental
education projects proposed by school
districts throughout Kentucky.
