Jury Told 
To Indict· 
Litterers 
Full-Scale Probe 
Talked But Term 
May Be Too Short 

With major crime at least temporarily 
waning, the instructions of Circuit Judge 
Hollie Conley to the grand jury em­
panelled for the April criminal court 
term Monday morning centered on crime 
against the environment. 

Judge Conley specifically mentioned 
the littering of the county's highways and 
streams and the general garbage 
disposal situation. He recommended 
indictments against violators of the anti­
littering laws. 

Commonwealth's Attorney James R. 
Allen said later that a grand jury probe of 
the entire situation involving littering 
and the disposal of solid waste has been 
considered but he was not certain Tues­
day if the three or four days the jury will 
be in session would be sufficient for the 
undertaking. 

The only murder case to be in­
vestigated by the jury is that of Richard 
F. Spencer, who was arrested on a 
charge of slaying his father-in-law, Jeff 
Nelson. 

The trial of Johnny Wayne Charles on 
charges of murder and assault in the first 
degree is docketed for April 13. He is 
charged with the slaying of Bill Adkins. 
The only other murder case on the 
docket, that of Bobby Workman, is 
almost certain not to be heard, because 
the state of Michigan has not yet honored 
G<>vernor Carroll's requisition for Work­
man's return to this county. The man­
slaughter trial of Mary Couch Flanery 
also appears on the docket but her trial is 
uncertain. She is charged with the fatal 
shooting of her husband. 

The murder trial of Eddie Jones, who is 
accused of the slayings of Deputy Sheriff 
La\\Tence Conley and James Clayton 
Conley, may not be held till the Sep­
tember term of court, the com­
monwealth's attorney said. The delay 
was seen after Special Judge Caswell P. 
Layne had notified court officials that he 
already is committed to other court 
duties till August.

Court Reverses

I am aware that there's little that's 
original about this, and I'm glad it is a 
repeat of the old story of the seasons and 
the years. The burgeoning springtime 
scene is mentioned here mainly for Mrs. 
Miles M. Owens, a Floyd county ex­
patriate now living in Arizona, who has 
expressed a desire to hear from this 
corner something of the scene, back 
home. 

P. S. Mrs. Owens says the mountains 
there are "beautiful but they never 
change." 

NO BLACKBIRDS? 
Last week we reported that the black­

birds had invaded the premises. And I 
had no more than done so when I was 
informed that there is no such thing as a 
blackbird, per se, that they are grackles 
or starlings or crows or cowbirds, not 
plain blackbirds.

At least two sources this week 
challenged the accuracy of the "lead" 
paragraph in Kyle Vance's Courier­
Jour)1al story last wePk, which r~ad: 

"Floyd county's only two public gar­
bage dumps are open, smoking, stinking 
and infested with rats." 

The county has only two authorized 
dumping places---{)ne, located on Turkey 
Creek; the other, on the Sam Hale 
property on the Left Fork of Middle 
Creek. Both are of the landfill type. 

Neither is open in the sense that the 
refuse hauled there is not earth-covered. 
The Floyd fiscal court has provided as its 
contribution to the solid waste problem 
machinery at both landfills which is used 
to cover the refuse dumped there. 

"Green Hamilton is doing a real fine 
job up here," was the comment from the 
Turkey Creek landfill. "And there's 
nothing smoking, because no burning is 
done here." 

Mr. Hale, owner of the Middle/ Creek 
property which serves for the \econd 
landfill, gave a similar report on the 
situation there. The accumulated refuse 
is covered with earth; the county keeps a 
bulldozer and operator there to do that. 
There is no burning and there are no rats. 

"They even have a catch basin to hold 
any water runoff from the dump," he 
said. ' 

It's the promiscuous, uncontrolled 
dumping of waste materials from hun­
dreds of homes and business elsewhere, 
in any convenient spot, that is creating 
the smell, most agree. 

One visitor to Floyd county recently 
pronounced it a beautiful region-"and 
one of the dirtiest I've ever seen." 

'T'r fiscal court awarded a contract to 
Floyd County Sanitation, Inc., to gather 
and truck to the two landfills the solid 
wastes frotn Magisterial Districts 1, 2 
and 3. Tl!e Lawson Sanitation Service 
serves District 4 in the same way. 

A large proportion of the homes and 
businesses pay a monthly garbage 
collection charge, but hundreds do not, 
and no means have been provided to 
require or force them to do so. As a 
consequence, observers say, the garbage 
collection effort is scarcely making a 
dent in the messy situation. 

A landfill for each of the magisterial 
districts, Nos. 3 and 4, which at this time 
havenone,isexpected to be put into opera­
tion later. Meeting state health and 
environmental requirements make the 
location of a landfill a task that involves 
months, and even then not all the stan­
dardscan be met. Soil tests are required. 
When these are met, then there's the 
environmental provisions that the land­
fill must be a given distance from any 
stream. And the sparse levelland in the 
heads of hollows- the only place 
available for dumps- is invariably split 
by a stream. 

Other parts of Mr. Vance's Courier­
Journal story read: 

Sam Johnson, director of the state's 
solid waste disposal program, said by 
telephone from Frankfort that he showed

Educational regionalization as 
represented by Kentucky Educational 
Development regions (formerly ROPES). 
is doomed, Charles Clark, superin­
tendent of Floyd county schools and 
chairman of Region 11 of the 
organization, told the Regional Advisory 
Council in a meeting here last week. 

The regional concept for education is 
destined to end its less than four years' 
existence with the beginning of a new· 
fiscal year, next July 1. And Supt. Clark 
told the council why: 

Assistant superintendents with the 
state Department of Education, he said, 
testified against continuance of KED. 

When Governor Carroll failed to in­
cludefunding of KED in his budget, KED 
boards from all 15 regions in the state 
joined county school superintendents in 
uring financing of the regional offices. 
The matter went before the General 
Assembly's Joint Committee on 
Education, and the same support was 
given the regional concept there. 

But assistants from the Department of 
Education voiced their opposition, and 
the committee failed to approve the 
program. 

Mr. Clark in his talk before the 
regional council here made it clear that 
he blames neither the committee nor 
Governor Carroll. 

"Why fund a program for which the 
Department of Education would be 
responsible, if they (the Department of 
Education) don't want it funded?" he 
asked.

Reward To Nab 
Phone Callers 
Set at $2,000 

The Floyd County Board of Education 
at its meeting last Saturday authorized 
Supt. Charles Clark to advertise that the 
board will pay a $2,000 reward for in­
formation leading to the arrest and 
conviction of the person or persons guilty 
of making school bomb threats. 

The action was taken after months of 
harassment and interruption of 
classwork by anonymous telephone 
messages warning that bombs had been 
placed in various schools. Such calls 
have become "almost routine" but in­
variably result in the evacuation of the 
school under threat, it was said. 

In recent months the Prestonsburg, 
Clark and Auxier schools have received 
most of the threats, with the ominous 
phone calls elsewhere in the county 
coming more infrequently. In most 
cases, high schools are threatened. 

The board heard from William 
Criscillis, of the State Department of 
Education's Division of Buildings and 
Grounds, a report on the survey made by 
the division of physical ne·eds of Floyd 
schools. The board discussed the report 
at length but took no action. It has 60 days 
in which to accept, amend or reject the 
report. 

Textbook selections in social studies 
and language arts were accepted as 
made by the Textbook Selection Com­
mittee composed of teachers and the 
director of instruction. After this year, 
final approval of textbook selections will 
be made by the director of instruction 
and the superintendent of schools. 

Forrest Curry, assistant principal at 
Betsy Layne High School, was employed 
as assistant Head Start director for the 
coming summer program. Curtis Moore 
is director of the program. No other staff 
members were employed at Saturday's 
meeting. 

Supt. Clark was authorized to warn all 
non-tenure teachers that they may not be 
re-employed for the 1976-'77 term and to

A two-day Bicentennial celebration of 
religious freedom in America will be held 
in Prestonsburg next week, with a 
replica of the Liberty Bell as a featured 
attraction.

''The bell is exact even to sounding like 
the original with its famous crack, 
because the replica has been har­
monically tuned to the pitch of the 
original," Sturgill said.

Floyd countians to participate in the 
celebration 

Tuesday's program will begin with a 
short march from the corner of Court and 
First Streets to the parking lot. The bell,

"We agree that only one offense was 
committed," the district court of appeals 
judgment reads. The Knott man had been 
sentenced to the maximum pWlishment 
of two years in prison and a $10,000 fine 
on each of the three counts. The prison 
terms and two of the fines, however, 
were later suspended and five years' 
probation imposed. 

"The fact that Jones now faces only 
one fine and only one probationary 
term," the appellate court said, "does 
not render the multiple convictions 
harmless error. Violation of the con­
ditions of his probation would render him 
liable for cumulative pWlishments for the 
several convictions." 

The defendant has asked the district 
court of appeals to set aside his sentence, 
contending the district court had im­
properly used a federal law to enforce the 
Kentucky bootlegging law. 

The circuit court of appeals opinion 
said that in placing Jones on probation 
for five years "it was the clear intent of 
the district court to place a penalty of a 
long-term prison sentence and $20,000 
fine upon Jones if he were ever again 
bootlegging." 

The judge in the trial of his case at 
Pikeville was quoted as having told the 
defendant: "It is the intent, Mr. Jones, of 
this court to get you out of the whiskey 
business."

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"School superintendents," he added, 
"felt that eliminating the several 
regional offices but expecting the 
regional boards to continue to functipn 
was comparable to taking the heart 9ut 
and expecting the body to function."

Clark, who has been chairman of the 
KED board here since its beginning in 
October, 1972, told the council he was 
"enthused and exi cted a bout 
regionalization since its beginning, 
because regionalization seemed to be the 
answer to Eastern Kentucky's problems 
of almost totally 'local' thinking." He 
added that KED regions as legal entities 
qualified for federal grants for which no 
single school district could qualify. 

Following Mr. Clark's presentation, 
council members discussed 
regionalization and other items of in­
terest. Reo Johns, executive director, 
KEDR XI, announced that the next 
council meeting will probably be held in 
conjunction with a special board of 
directors meeting in JWle. W. R. Conley, 
chairman of the council, presided at the 
meeting .

Signing of Juvenile Bill 

Gov. Julian Carroll signed House Bill587 into Jaw on March 29 as three of its co­
sponsors looked on. From left are state Rep. Herbie Deskins, Jr. (D-Pikeville), 
Gov. Carroll, Mark Fitzgerald (D-Cynthiana) and Jim LeMaster (D-Lexington). 
HB 587 allows coWlty judges several new dispositional alternatives for juvenile 
misdemeanor offenders, including permitting a judge to order a juvenile 16 or 
older to work on a community work service project for up to 120 hours, pay a fine 
of up to $150, or be detained for up to five days in an approved detention facility. 
Other provisions of the law specify that juveniles who commit Class A or Class B 
felonies, capital offenses or repeat offenses be institutionalized for a period of at 
least six months in an approved juvenile detention facility. It also allows the 
judge, in agreement with the state Department for Human Resources, to shock 
probate a juvenile after 30 days upon a motion from the defendant.

I thought it might be the flu, or spring

For all my untoward experiences, 
which include a night of vast lostness on 
Norris Lake, a few miles of pulling at the 
oars when somebody failed to get the 
motor out of neutral, and the small 
matter of calling on a doctor to extract 
from the anatomy a well-imbedded hook, 
I am a piker alongside a guy I know. 

This acquaintance approached me, the 
other day, with doleful expression to 
remind me in apologetic tones that I 
should rid myself of this feeling that I am 
but one notch removed from the original 
Jonah .

- Last fall had all of his fishing gear 
stolen. 

- A few weeks ago, was pulling onto 
the highway from a service station when 
a car backed into his, causing $4-500 
damage. Fellow had no insurance and 
was so drunk he actually wasn't sure how 
old he was. 

And yet- well, my friend remains 
reasonably well. 
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the Floyd county situation to a federal 
official from Atlanta last week to explain 
why garbage disposal remains a problem 
in most of the moWltain counties. 

"He was utterly and totally amazed," 
Johnson said, "and all he saw was what 
could be seen from the main roads.

"Every place you look that used to be a 
possible sanitary landfill site is now 
occupied by several trailer homes. 

"They are even putting their homes 
below the existing public dumps. There 
must be 300 homes below the Turkey 
Creek dump Cin Floyd county). You'd 
think the places would be overrun with 
rats, but that isn't the case, strangely. 
The fact is that the rats can find enough 
to eat in the dumps, so they haven't in­
vaded the homes." 

He said a serious pest problem 
probably would result if the dumps 
finally are covered in compliance with 
the Jaw. 

Just as serious, Johnson said, is the 
lack of space for septic tanks. 

"In some areas, I am sure, people have 
moved their mobile homes in on top of 
other people's septic tanks. The odor is 
awful in some neighborhoods," he said. 

Johnson said his office has been 
working with the Floyd county problem 
"a long, long time." 

"If we get no improvements, or unless 
they show some efforts to make im­
provements, I suppose we will call them 
(Prestonsburg and Floyd coWlty of­
ficials l in for a hearing," he said. "To tell 
the t ruth, I can 't see how even that will 
help. You fine them, and that takes that 
much more of their money that could be 
used for improvement. It's easy to order 
a site closed, but when you do that you 
are creating something worse." 

Johnson said he will propose the use of 
severance tax money rebated to coal 
counties to develop sanitary landfills, 
although he has no sites lined up. He said 
he expects to learn in two or three weeks 
if any federal money will rssult from the 
Atlanta official's visit. 

The two Stumbos (County Judge Henry 
Stumbo and CoWlty Attorney Harold J. 
Stumbo) said Floyd fiscal court voted 
about a year ago to contract with Adrian 
Lafferty, a building contractor, to 
operate coWlty garbage dumps and 
college garbage. 

County Atty. Stumbo said the county is 
supposed to provide dump areas for 
Lafferty, who would pick up garbage for 
a fee from the customers. The county 
would be paid 5 per cent of Lafferty's net 
profit. Stumbo said that he ·knew of no 
payments from Lafferty to the county. 

<CoWlty Attorney Stumbo told The 
Times he was not accurately quoted 
here; that he told Vance he did not know 
of any payments and that Vance should 
inquire of the county treasurer about the 
matter.) 

Judge Stumbo said fiscal court took the 
action without advertising for bids and 
that the contract probably is illegal . The 
county attorney agreed. 
. Both said the garbage is being hauled 
m open trucks and that some has been 
blowing off to the roadsides. 

Both also said they are anxious to clean 
up the county and are trying to make it 
possible. 

"I h.ave hopes that we can get 
somethmg started," Johnson said. "If we 
give up , we might as well quit. And if 
someth~ng isn't done pretty soon, gar­
bage Will be all over the countryside."

The winning 
horse also paid $24.20 to show and $12.80 
to place along with Cur Be Quick and 
Chief Roller combined for a trifecta 
payoff of $7,392.90, one of the largest of 
the season.

CUMBERLAND: Black bass fair on 
medium runners and by jigging night­
crawlers in inlets and bays; crappie slow 
over submerged cover; white bass fair in 
South Fork on do-jigs; in tailwaters, 
crappie and white bass fair; clear to 
murky to muddy, falling, 23 feet below 
timberline and 54 degrees.

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Julian Carroll 
has signed into Jaw 375 bills passed by the 
1976 General Assembly, allowed 13 others 
to become Jaw without his signature and 
vetoed just four measures. He completed 
his action one day before the April 1 
deadline for the legislation to become law 
without his signature. 

The figures, particularly the low veto 
total, reflect the most harmony between 
governor and legislature in recent 
history. 

Gov. Carroll has said that he is "highly 
pleased" with the session. "All of us, both 
legislators and the executive branch, 
worked to put together legislation that we 
felt would do the most good for the most 
people. This common goal, I feel, has 
produced much impressive, quality 
legislation." 

Included among the latest legislation 
signed into law were the following: 

-Legislation creating a code of ethics 
for legislators, including procedures for 
members to abstain from voting on 
legislation in which they have a personal 
or private interest. 

-Legislation permitting public school 
teachers to include the Biblical theory of 
creation in any course involving the 
theory of evolution. Further, it permits 
Biblical reading in conjunction with such 
instruction and permits credit for such 
Biblical theory to those students ac­
cepting it. Another bill permits voluntary 
recitation of the Lord's Prayer by 
elementary school pupils. 

-An open records bill which opens to 
the public nearly all records used or held 
by state and local governments. 

-several bills with expenditures for 
elementary and secondary education and 
fringe benefits for teachers, all designed 
to improve the quality of education in the 
Commonwealth. 

- Legislation creating several new 
alternatives for dealing with juvenile 
misdemeanant offenders, including 
permitting a judge to order a juvenile 16 
or older to work on a community work 
service project for up to 120 hours, pay a 
fine of up to $150, or be detained for up to 
five days in an approved detention 
facility. Other provisions of the law

-Coal severance tax legislation which 
calls for $47 million of the $85 million coal 
severance lax expenditures to be 
returned to the coal-producing counties, 
the rest to be used for economic 
development programs throughout the 
Commonwealth. 

-Legislative creating a Hemophilia 
Advisory Committee and appropriating 
$150,000 for each year of the 1976-'78 
biennium for the operation of a 
hemophilia treatment program.

Among the four bills which became law 
without the governor's signature was 
legislation legalizing small wineries in 
Kentucky. 

The four bills Gov . Carroll vetoed in­
cluded legislation dealing with the 
prohibition of monopolistic practices 
including the creation of an anti-trust 
division in the state Department of Law 
and a bill relating to a work release 
program for prisoners . 

Gov. Carroll explained that he vetoed 
the work release bill because an 
estimated "165 inmates currently in­
volved in the work release program, both 
as trustees outside the prison confines 
and upon the prison farm operations, 
would be excluded from work release 
privileges and subject to confinement. 
The existing law can be administered 
without disruption to the present 
program ." 

The governor said that he vetoed the 
bill dealing with monopolistic practices 
in lieu of another bill, which he signed, 
that deals with anti-trust and 
monopolistic practices "in a more 
responsible manner." The bill the 

governor signed includes a section 
repealing the general fair trade laws of 
Kentucky in accordance with recently 
enacted federal Jaws, whereas the vetoed 
legislation did not. 

Gov. Carroll has talked proudly of the 
legislation which created an Economic 
Development Fund for economic growth 
and development in several commerce 
and tourism-related areas, and the wide­
ranging consumer protection package 
which adds increased enforcement 
powers to the stale Attorney General's 
consumer protection division. 

The governor also has said he was 
highly satisfied with the legislation he 
pushed through the legislature to outlaw 
commercial bail bonding for profit in 
Kentucky. He cited the history of repeat 
crimes being committed in order to pay 
off the bondsmen as an overriding 
necessi ty for the measure. 

Kentucky is the first state in the nation 
to pass such a law.

School Boards May Now Assist 
Pupils thru Medical Program 

Frankfort, Ky.-Schoo! boards in 
Kentucky may now participate in the 
Kentucky Medical Assistance Early and 
Periodic Screening, Diagnostic and 
TreatmentProgram <EPSDT) according 
to Dianne Caines, supervisor of school 
health services in the Kentucky 
Department of Education. 

Mrs. Caines said the Jefferson County 
Board of Education, Newport City School 
Board, and the Russell County Board of 
Education are already participating in 
the screening program. 

Medical Assistance, or Title XIX, is a 
federal-state assistance program that 
provides payment for certain medical 
services to persons who lack sufficient 
income to meet the cost of medical care. 
Children up to 21 years of age, having a 
Medical Assistance <Medicaid) card, are 
eligible for the screening services. 

A child screened undergoes a general 
health assessment that includes a 
medical history; growth and develop­
mental assessment; vision, hearing and 
dental assessments; screening for 
kidney abnormalities, tuberculosis, 
anemia and updating of immunizations. 
Screening for venera! disease, sickle cell 
and lead poisoning is done as medically 
indicated. Children who need medical 
care are referred to an appropriate 
health care provider. 

Gail Huecker, commissioner of the 
Bureau for Social Insurance, said some 
160 000 children in the Commonwealth 
ar~ eligible for participation in EPS~T 
program. Since the start of the screemng 
program in 1972, approximately 54,785 
have been screened. 

The low number of eligible children 
screened prompted the inclusion of 
school boards as a provider of the ser-

vices. "Some physicians participate in 
the program; however, most of the 
children are seen in clinics throughout 
the Commonwealth," said Commissioner 
Huecker.

God's Remedy 
Ask God to put the blood of Jesus on 

every part of you. Then every time that 
Satan tries to put fear upon you about 
your disease say aloud, "I have neither 
fear nor care about it because the blood 
of Jesus has killed it at the root."

Whitesburg, Ky.-Supervisory per­
sonnel at Scotia Coal Co.'s No.1 mine, the 
scene of two explosions last month that 
killed 26 men, acknowledged to a federal 
investigating . panel Monday that the 
mine section where the explosions oc­
curred was rarely checked for ac­
cumulations of explosive methane gas. 

Two Scotia foremen said no methane 
readings were taken in the section in the 
early morning of March 9, before a crew 
of 15 men-who were killed in the first 
blast---€ntered the section. 

Harreld Kirkpatrick, commissioner of 
the Kentucky Department of Mines and 
Minerals, said the lax gas checks violate 
state mining laws, and federal Mining 
Enforcement and Safety Administration 
<MESAl officials said federal law may 
also have been broken. 

In addition, Scotia employes told the 
panel that the fresh air supply to the 
section had been short-circuited for 
about a week before the explosion and 
that it was further reduced during a 
MESA inspection the night before the 
March 9 explosion. 

These disclosures were the high points 
of the testimony by witnesses on the first 
day of public hearings being held in the 
crowded Letcher county courtroom by a 
"high-level'' five-man commission ap­
pointed by the U. S. Interior Department, 

Alcohol Abuse

Betsy Layne F .H.A. would like to give 

you some facts about alcohol abuse. 
Alcohol is a drug, a chemical sub­

stance. It acts on the brain like an 
anesthetic putting the brain centers to 
sleep from the top down. Although the 
whole body is effected by an overdose it 
is the brain that suffers first and most. 

The term "intoxication" means one 
thing: there is enough alcohol in the body 
to have a toxic (poisonous) effect on the 
brain. Detoxifying or "sobering up" only 
takes place when the body gets rid of the 
alcohol. Exercise, fresh air, and hot 
coffee do not speed up this process. Cold 
showers don't w'ork either. The liver 
must metabolize the alcohol and there's 
no way to hurry it. 

The majority of people who choose to 
drink do so in a responsible and con­
trollable way. Drinking can be a 
pleasurable activity. It can also be a 
disasterous experience. Blacking out is 
just one effect of overdosing with alcohol. 
There are other immediate and long­
term results of getting drunk. Un­
derstand the risks of drinking so you can 
manage your decisions wisely. 

We would like you to take this quiz and 
find out for yourself, WHAT KIND OF A 
DRINKER ARE YOU? 

1. Do you drink and talk about drinking 
often? 2. Do you drink more now than you 
used to? 3. Do you often take a drink to 
help you relax?

explosions. 

MESA believes both of the disasters at 
the mine at Oven Fork in Letcher County 
were caused by explosions of methane 
gas near the temporarily idled head of a 
mine section known as 2 Southeast 
Mains. 

Two days after 15 Scotia miner s were 
killed March 9 about 312 miles inside the 
mine, a second blast in the same area 
killed 11 more men---€ight Scotia em­
ployes and three MESA inspectors­
preparing the mine for a probe of the first 
blast. 

In addition to the revelations about gas 
checks and air-supply manipulation, 
yesterday's testimony also included 
statements about a possible unreported 
methane fire in the section three months 
before the blast, unreported methane 
streams in the section, sparking battery­
powered equipment in the area and poor 
safety training for Scotia employes. 

Federal law requires that all active 
mine sections be thoroughly checked for 
methane within three hours of the start of 
each work shift. State law requires such 
a check at least every four hours. 

Responsibility for making the checks 
normally rests with the "fire boss," a 
supervisory employe, on the previous 
shift. 

However, Charles Fields, a Scotia fire 
boss, said he did not check the head of the 
No. 2 Southeast Mains before the ill-fated 
crew entered March 9. He said he had 
been in the head of the section only about 
twice since the mining equipment was 
withdrawn five or six weeks earlier and 
placed in a new section, (2 left) bran­
ching off about half way up to 2 Southeast 
Mains. 

Fields acknowledged that his fireboss's 
book showed an entry for March 9 that 
1~,300 cubic feet of air per minute (the 
legal minimum is 9,000) was reaching the 
end of the section.

Fields said the figure was supplied by 

the shift foreman, Arvil Cornett, but 
Cornett then testified he had not 
firebossed the heading of the No. 2 
Southeast Mains either, suggesting that 
Fields' entry was fabricated. 

"It wasn't firebossed. If it was, we 
wouldn't be here today," Kirkpatrick 
said in an interview. 

Fields, Cornett and other company 
witnesses indicated the heading was 
checked infrequently because they 
considered it an inactive section. 
However, several Scotia supervisors 
testified that they considered it only 
temporarily inactive. 

Kirkpatrick said state law requires 
temporarily idle sections and sections 
adjacent to working sections (2 left, 
adjacent to 2 Southeast Mains, is active) 
to be treated as active sections and in­
spected every four hours when men are 
underground. 

Panel chairman Robert R. Barrett, 
MESA administrator, said he also 
considered the section active because 
two motormen were working in the area 
unloading rails at the time of the March 9 
explosion and because fresh air to 2left is 
routed first all the way to the head of 2 
Southeast.

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Official Says Process Could 
Revive Big Sandy Gas Field 

The Big Sandy gas field, which to date 
has produced more than 2 trillion cubic 
feet of natural gas, has the potential of 
even greater production if a recovery 
process known as pyrolysis can be made 
practical, an official of the U. S. 
Geological Survey said recently. 

(Pyrolysis involves heating the shale, 
thus breaking down the formation and 
releasing pent -up gas reserves.) 

Shale formations throughout the Ap­
palachian basin which once produced 
natural gas, and which may still yield 
significant additional supplies, will be 
the targets for detailed studies by a team 
of specialists from the Geological Sur­
vey. 

The five-year program, spurred by the 
gas shortage in the eastern United 
States, and aimed at assessing the gas 
potential of black shales of Devonian age 
that underlie an area of more than 160,000 
square miles in the Appalachian basin, 
will be carried out by the USGS on behalf 
of the Energy Research and Develop­
ment Administration (ERDA) under 
terms of a recently signed agreement. 

Wallace de Witt Jr., program chief at 
the Survey's National Center, Reston, 
Va., said that there is a large volume of 
natural gas locked in the black shales. He 
said, however, that "as yet, geologists 
and engineers don't have the key to free 
this gas. The problem is to develop 
methods for well stimulation and 
enhanced gas production that will 
economically recover even a modest 
percent of the total volume of gas locked 
in these shales." 

"The potential volume of natural gas in 
the black shale is great, and the volume 
of black shale available in the Ap­
palachians is also very large," de Witt 
said, emphasizing, however, that "much 
must be learned about promising areas 
where the black shales may be most 
amenable to new techniques for release 
of the gas by the use of heat, chemicals, 
or combinations of both." 

During the 1920's, de Witt noted, gas 
was found in the black Devonian shales of 
Eastern Kentucky, and during the next 25 
to 39 years the huge Big Sandy gas field 
was developed in an area of about 2,150 
square miles. 

The Big Sandy gas field, de Witt said, 
contains about 200 cubic miles of gas­
productive black shale. Individual wells 
in the field have an initial open flow of as 
much as 5 million cubic feet, and at least 
one well has produced 7 billion cubic feet 
of gas during its 35-year life. "Although 
many noncommercial wells-called dry 
holes by the well drillers-were drilled in 
the Big Sandy field, the productive wells 
average about 350 to 390 million cubic 
feet of gas before reaching the limit of 
economic recovery," de Witt said, ad­
ding that "to date, the Big Sandy field 
has produced more than 2 trillion cubic 
feet of gas-about 1-ISth of the total 
volume of gas produced in the Ap­
palachian basin. 

"Production data from wells in the Big 
Sandy field," de Witt said, "show that the 
black shale has produced slightly more 
than 1 cubic foot of gas per ton of shale 
where the operators are using the 
present method of well stimulation and 
production. Lab tests, however, indicate 
that by heating chips of the black shale in 
a retort to about 500 degrees C the 
complex organic compounds in the shale 

can be broken down, and as much as 1,000 
to 2,000 cubic feet of gas per ton of shale 
can be released by this process, called 
pyrolysis. 

"If the 126,000 cubic miles of black 
shales in the Appalachians could be 
made productive at the same volumetric 
rate as the 200 cubic miles of black shale 
in the Big Sandy field, an additional 149 
trillion cubic feet of gas could be 
available in the Appalachian area," de 
Witt said. 

The USGS-ERDA program, to cost 
nearly $5 million, will involve as many as 
20 USGS experts in stratigraphy, 
petroleum geology, structural geology, 
geochemistry, geophysics, and 
paleontology in the study of the black 
shales throughout the Appalachian basin 
in cooperation with geologists from State 
Geological Surveys, universities, and 
mdustry. 

The USGS and other cooperators in the 
study expect to develop a series of 
criteria which will enable ERDA and the 
natural-gas industry to delineate targets 
of black shale that would be most likely 
to yield significant amounts of gas under 
more sophisticated techniques of ex­
traction.

Many consumers have credit cards and 
receive monthly computerized bills. 
Problems arise when an inaccura te bill is 
received or when an unfair credi t billing 
practice is followed by a company. 

To alleviate these problems, the 
federal government has enacted a law 
entitled the "Fair Credit Billing Act." 
This law establishes a problem-solving 
procedure to settle billing disputes . 

Under this law, if you receive a bill 
which you feel is incorrect, a written 
notice must be sent to the company 
within 60 days of the mailing date of the 
bill. The creditor must respond in 30 
days. The company then has 90 days to 
either correct the error or explaih why 
the bill was correct. 

During this settlement process , you do 
not have to pay the disputed amount or 
finance charges on that amount, but the 
other portions of the bill that are correct 
must be paid. If the creditor does not 
follow these procedures as specified by 
law, you do not have to pay the disputed 
amount up to $50- even if you do owe it. 

Remember, if the creditor was not in 
error, you will be required to pay the full 
amount plus finance charges. This late 
payment must be noted on your credit 
report as resulting from a billing dispute, 
so as not to effect your credit. 

The "Fair Credit Billing Act" gives 
you other rights as well. If a consumer 
buys an item or a service at a s tore and 
charges it on a non-store credit card, 
such as Bank Americard or Master 
Charge, the consumer can refuse to 
make payments if the produc t is un­
satisfactory. 

To do this, the consumer must attempt 
to negotiate in g-ood faith with the store, 
the items or service must cost more than 
$50, and the store must be located within 
100 miles of the consumer's home or 
within the same state. 

These portions of the "Fair Credit 
Billing Act" are already in effect. More 
provisions are expected to be effective 
this summer. If you want more in­

I ~ Frankfort, Ky., March 30-The 
opening day for the statewide gun deer 
hunting season has been "standardized" 
by the state Fish and Wildlife Com­
mission to open annually on the first 
Saturday in December but the length of 
the season will be reconsidered each year 
and could vary from season to season, 
depending on the status of the state's 
deer population, according to Fish and 
Wildlife Commissioner Arnold Mitchell. 

Dates for the 1976 season will be 
December 4 through December 8 and the 
state will be divided into four "zones" for 
purposes of gun deer hunting. In Zone No. 
1 <McCracken, Livingston and Crit­
tenden counties) and in Zone No. 3 
(Gallatin and Owen Counties), either sex 
deer may be taken December 4 but only 
bucks with at least one forked antler may 
be taken during the other four days of the 
season. 

Either sex deer may be taken during 
the entire five-day season (December 4-
8) in Zone No. 2 (Barren, Hart and Ed­
monson counties) and only bucks, again 
with at least one forked antler, may be 
taken in Zone No. 4 which includes the 
remainder of the state except for those 
counties and management areas which 
are closed to deer hunting or in which 
special regulations apply. 

Three new counties-Perry, Johnson 
and Knott-and a portion of Breathitt 
(that part south of Buckhorn Creek road) 
were added to the list of counties 
previously closed to all deer hunting. The 
counties closed prior to this year are 
Jackson, Owsley, Clay, Harlan, Powell, 
Clark, Leslie and Wolfe. Wildlife 
management areas closed to hunting for 
deer (and all other species) are Robinson 
Forest, Beaver Creek, Grayson Lake, 
Pine Mountain and Redbird. 

The commission also initiated a 
requirement that all gun deer hunters 
check their deer in at a county check 
station in an effort to obtain more ac­
curate statewide kill data for use in 
formulating the 1977 season. Plans call 
for the check stations to be located at 
business establishments in each open 
county where space and services will be 
volunteered. 

Dates for the archery deer season will 
be October 1 through November 14 and 
December 18 through December 31. 
Either sex deer may be taken and all 
counties open to gun deer hunting will be 
open to the archers . 

Seasons for the various wildlife 
management areas and military 
reservations, which sometimes differ 
from statewide regulations, will be an­
nounced at a later date. 

The 1976-'77 small game hunting 
seasons was set with virtually no 
changes, Fish and Wildlife Com­
missioner Arnold L. Mitchell said. 

The squirrel seasons wi1l open on the 
traditional third Saturday in August­
August 21- and continue through October 
31; reopen November 18 and continue 
through December 31. The seasons for 
taking rabbits, quail, grouse and fur­
bearers will open as usual on the third 
Thursday in November-November 18-
with the rabbit and furbearers season 
continuing through January 31 and quail 
and grouse hunting extending through 
February 28. CAll small game season, 
except trapping for furbearers, will be 
closed during the statewide gun deer 
hunt, December 4 through December 8.) 

Bag and possession limits for squirrel 
remain at 6 and 12; for rabbit, also 6 and 
12; quail, 10 and 20, and grouse, 4 and 8. 
There is no limit on the number of fur­
bearers. which may be taken by trapping 
but raccoon hunters will be limited to a 
bag and possession !mit of one per 
hunter, with no more than three raccoons 
per party of three or more hunters,

limits will apply during the "taking" 
season, November 18 through January 
31, whether the raccoons are taken by 
gun, dog or alive. 

Seasons and limits on wildlife 
management areas and military in­
stallations, which sometimes vary from 
statewide regulations, will be announced 
at a later date. 

ln other action, the commission 
authorized expansion of the Department 
of Fish and Wildlife Resources' hunter 
safety education program ; set the 
statewide gun deer season for December 
4 through December 8 and the statewide 
archery deer season for October 1 
through November 14 and December 18 
through December 31. 

The commission also opened to grouse 
hunting the counties of Christian, 
Caldwell, Hopkins, Butler and all por­
tions of Hardin, Bullitt and Meade lying 
outside of Fort Knox. These areas had 
previously been closed due to grouse 
research and experimental stocking 
programs which were conducted there.

With Gov. Julian Carroll's 
proclamation the Commonwealth joined 
states across the country recently in 
participating in the annual observance of 
National Wildlife Week. 

As in the past, the National Wildlife 
Federation has chosen an important 
aspect of wildlife conservation upon 
which to focus the nation's attention. 
Both through the national organization 
and through state affiliates (such as the 
League of Kentucky Sportsmen), the 
NWF has devoted much time, effort and 
money to get across this year's 
message-"Save Our Wetlands." 

But it's going to take more than a week 
of publicity to halt the destruction of 
wetlands, areas which the Committee on 
North American Wildlife Policy has 
called ''our most endangered wildlife 
habitats." The NWF estimates that over 
half of this country's original 127 million 
acres of wetlands has been lost forever. 

Wetlands-marshes, swamps, bogs, 
natural stream banks, lake borders and 
so one-form important natural com­
munities which support a wide variety of 
plant and animal life . Wetlands are 
essential for waterfowl, and provide 
homes for everything from song birds 
and turtles to swamp rabbits and rac­
coons. 

Wetlands also play an important role in 
the natural purification of water supplies 
and help control erosion by preventing 
the rapid run-off of rain water. They can 
also furnish recreational and scenic 
areas for hunters, birdwatchers, nature 
photographers and other outdoorsmen. 

The problem is, wetlands are all to 
often considered "wasted" areas which 
could be "improved" by being drained or 
filled. To the agriculturist or the land 
developer, they are places which are too 
wet to plow or too soggy for suburbs or 
shopping centers. 

When a wetland is destroyed, the 
wildlife which it sheltered is also lost. 
Filling a bog, draining a swamp or 
channelizing a stream may open up a few 
more acres of land for immediate profit, 
but the long-term loss, in terms of the 
destruction of irreplaceable natural 
wildlife habitat, is likely to be much 
greater. 

Kentucky, which had few wetlands in 
the first place, has relatively more to lose 
with each mile of drainage tile or each 
scoop of the dragline. 

Loss of wetland habitat in Western 
Kentucky has caused a serious decline in 
the swamp rabbit population there, and 
migrating ducks and geese are finding it 
harder each year to locate suitable 
resting and feeding grounds in the state, 
making such areas as the department of 
fish and wildlife's Ballard county wildlife 
area or the Sloughs wildlife area (near 
Henderson) more importc1nt with each 
passing year. 

Like other pressing environmental 
problems, halting the destruction of

wetlands will require much planning, 
persuasion and hard work. While a week 
devoted to this endeavor is a good start, it 
should be considered as only the 
beginning of a struggle which will be with 
us for a long time, and which will become 
more important as land values increase.

It might not have been a tree similar to 
the Kentucky coffee tree, but a coffee 
tree figured in the banishment of an 
Englishman from his native country. 

England's loss was America's gain, 
however, and ultimately that of the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky. The story 
as told from one generation to another in 
the families involved said the son of the 
banished man fought in the Continental 
Line in the Revolutionary War and 
became the ancestor of many Eastern 
Kentuckians. 

In England, Peter Sullivan was a 
tenant farmer. His master was a man of 
title. The estate was a large one with 
much work to be done. Sullivan's tasks 
often were menial and difficult, but there 
were times when he took great pleasure 
in his work, especially those days when 
he was asked to ride over the land to 
inspect crops and property. 

Sullivan was a family man and happy 
that he had work that provided a good life 
for his loved ones. He would find out that 
his taskmaster sometimes ruled with a 
cold heart. 

He had been ordered to ride over the 
estate one day, then to make his report. 
Things had not gone well and there was 
not enough time it seemed to get the job 
done. His horse was lazy, or perhaps in 
his frustration he (Sullivan) was too 
impatient. 

He needed a crop to spur the horse to a 
faster gait and so, hesitating alongside 
the path, he broke a withe from a tree. He 
did not stop to consider that the withe had 
been snapped from his master's prize 
tree, an imported coffee tree. 

Sullivan was brought before the noble 
one. His sentence for committing the 
deed was "exile to America." For­
tunately, he was ordered to take with him 
his family and any personal possessions 
he wished. 

They packed what they thought they 
could manage on the sailship, including 
china that some descendants think might 
have been given the couple by the titled 
family. 

Not too much is known of the in­
tervening years, but in 1782 in Lincoln 
County, N. C., a son of the couple, also 
named Peter, was married to Catherine 
Ayrehart. 

Their daughter Susanna became the 
second wife of Eastern Kentucky Pioneer 
John Sellards, son of Hezekiah Sellards 
who came to the New World from Ireland 
in 1732. John's sisters were Virginia 
(Jenny) and Elizabeth and there were a 
brother Sam and a younger brother. 

Sellards also served in the 
Revolutionary War while in his twenties 
and later scouted along the Big Sandy 
River. He, as much as anyone, took part 
in the search for his sister after Jenny 
had been taken captive by Indians. 

His sister Jenny had married Thomas 
Wiley, and Elizabeth had married an 
English soldier John Borders. John's 
younger brother was with their sister 
Jenny when Indians attacked the Wiley 
cabin on Walker's Creek, Va. The young 
brother and three of Jenny's four 
children were killed. 

According to historian Henry Scalf of 
Stanville, Ky., it was Susanna Sullivan 
Sellards who remembered many details 
of the captivity of her sister-in-law. 

John Sellards had established Sellards 
Settlement on Buffalo Creek in about 
1794, Scalf said, and later with his second 
wife, Susanna, a younger woman, made 

· his home at I vel in Floyd county where in 
1838 at age 73 he died and was buried. 
Susanna lived until she was 90. She died

Morehead State University 
Junk automobiles present huge 

problems for recycling promoters . 
Although scrap processers have been 
able to utilize automobiles for some time, 
their volume and value have not been 
high in the recent past and our landscape 
has been littered with rusting hulks for 
some years . 

There have been many programs 
started and many solutions proposed for 
the junk car problem. The Tennessee 
Valley Authority, headquartered in 
Knoxville, Tenn., has one of the most 
successful programs in the nation . They 
aid local civic groups and elected of­
ficials in the immediate Tennessee 
Valley region and surrounding area, 
including Kentucky, in initiating and 
completing junk car pickup programs . 
TV A designed a special carrier truck for 
transporting the car bodies to an 
automobile shredding operation for 
processing and outlined a legal 
procedure for obtaining permission to 
pick up deserted cars. This effort is an 
example of the renewed interest in 
automobile recycling. 

This interest is economically based. 
Virin ores used in the steelmaking 
process have risen in price recently and 
more efficient recycling methods have

been developed. Because energy costs 
have also risen and because it takes less 
energy to recycle a car than to produce it 
from raw materials, it is economically 
cheaper energy wise to recycle, not to 
mention the savings in natural resources. 

One proposed method of automobile 
recycling has had little exposure. That 
method consists of requiring that a 
deposit be made on each new car sold, so 
that, regardless of age, the car would 
always be worth the deposit of say $200-
$300. If this were the case, the last owner 
would certainly try to sell the car to a 
scrap dealer or return it to a 
reprocessing center. H this proposal 
were instituted, a car would become a 
giant soda pop bottle which could be 
returned for a deposit. 

Of course this method has many 
inherent problems, as does any method 
used to recycle these cumbersome metal 
beasts. One of the method's primary 
problems would be concerned with proof 
of title : intercounty and interstate title 
transfer problems would be major. 
Nonetheless, with proper management 
this system will work and would be well 
worth the effort if our landscape could be 
free of these ugly sights. 

The Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, through a special division, 
has a junk car recycling program which 
has proved very successful . Local groups 
have independently conducted car 
removal programs with some success. 
These efforts, along with those of TVA, if 
coupled with some strict regulatory 
measures, can make a difference. 

There are other solid waste disposal 
methods which have recently received 
lots of publicity.

Floyd Man Named Member 
Of Deep Mine Safety Body 

Gov. Julian Carroll has 
signed an executive order 
creating the Kentucky Deep 
Mining Safety Commission, a 
body with the ultimate 
responsibility of examining a 
program of full-time deep mine 
safety inspectors and drafting 
legislation on the subject for 
consideration by the upcoming 
special session of the Kentucky 
General Assembly. 

Gov. Carroll's action follows a 
pledge made by him on March 
20 in which, while committing 
himself to establishing such a 
commission, he said: "I am 
wholeheartedly in support of the 
concept of a full-time safety 
inspector who does not have 
work responsibilities, but has 
the sole responsibility of the 
safety of the miners who are 
working in a particular mine." 

The executive order names 15 
individuals who will make up 
the membership of the com­
mission. The panel will be 
chaired by state Sen.

UMW Pension 
Plan Changes 
Announced 

WASHINGTON, D. C., March 
31-Trustees of the United Mine 
Workers of America (UMWA) 
Health and Retirement Funds 
have confirmed that mine 
workers retiring under the 
Funds' newly implemented 1974 
pension plan can receive 
pension credit for periods of 
employment with construction 
companies prior to October, 
1968. 

"There has been some con­
fusion over this issue," said 
Funds Chairman Harry Huge, 
"largely because October, 1968 
was the date when construction 
workers were first covered by 
the provisions of a UMWA wage 
agreement." 

Huge noted that the 1974 
contract between the UMWA 
and the Association of 
Bitwninous Contractors (ABC) 
stipulates that pension credit 
will be granted for on-site 
construction of bitwninous coal 
mines as well as for con­
struction work in a shop away 
from the mine site. However, 
shop work will be credited only 
if it is directly related to the 
development, expansion or 
alteration of a mine. 

The 1974 pension plan, 
created by the UMWA wage 
agreements signed on 
December 6, 1974, substantially 
increases pensions for con­
struction and other mine 
workers who retire during or 
after 1976.

Frankfort, Ky.-Revving up en­
forcement of Kentucky's present strip 
mine regulations is only the ribbon on the 
package deal brought by the state's new 
environmental head. 

Robert D. Bell, the new secretary of 
the Kentucky Department for Natural 
Resources and Environmental 
Protection, says he intends to beef up one 
of the protective functions of his agency 
by strengthening state control of strip 
mining, especially through a renewed 
emphasis on engineering. 

Unwrapping his package, Bell is 
already carrying out his intention to 
increase the number of registered 
professional engineers on the division of 
reclamation staff from two to 20. 
Through raising the number of 
reclamation engineers, Bell will be able 
to place three engineers in each regional 
office. 

Out in the field is where questions are 
raised on how the earth should be 
properly put back in place, and Bell feels 
that's where the engineers should be--at 
the mine site to answer questions and 
make decisions. 

Five engineers new to the reclamation 
program have appeared on the scene and 
begun working. Those five are sup­
plementing the work of the two 
registered professional engineers 
already employed by the division. 

In addition to two recent appointees by 
Bell-John Witt as Bell's successor as 
head of the bureau of land resources and 
Ralph Waddle as Witt's successor as 
director of the division of reclamation­
the other three new engineers are 
Charles Rogers and Frank Foreman, 
who have both worked previously in the 
coal industry, and Danny Garland. Each 
has a bachelor of science degree in civil 
engineering from the University of 
Kentucky. 

In his move to bring to the agency more 
technical expertise on putting the earth 
back right, Bell is hiring registered 
professional engineers to head all five 
area offices of the division of 
reclamation. He plans eventually to 
place three registered engineers in each 
of the regional offices and five in the 
Frankfort office. The present super­
visors of those offices will become 

getting other state agencies to join the 
fight on illegal strip mine operations. He 
also wants to make a restudy of the state 
strip mine regulations soon.

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Governor Signs 
National Guard 
Benefits Bill 

Frankfort, Ky.-Gov. Julian Carroll 
signed three bills into law Monday 
granting benefits to members of the 
Kentucky National Guard. He had earlier 
signed another bill affecting the Guard. 

One of the new laws will enable 
Guardsmen to purchase distinctive 
vehicle license plates for $25 and renew 
the license each year for a $1 fee . 

The bill previously signed establishes a 
"Kentucky National Guard Educational 
Encouragement Fund" within the 
Department of Military Affairs , and will 
provide for payment of 50 per r.ent of 
tuition fees at state-supported univer­
sities, colleges, community colleges, or 
vocational schools. An appropriation of 
$50,000 was made to cover a two-year 
period. 

Two other bills signed into law were 
basically "housekeeping" pieces of 
legislation relating to occupational taxes 
and workmen's compen~tion. 

Guard officials said that the new laws 
will be very helpful in recruiting and 
retention activities. They said that such 
incentives are essential if the Kentucky 
Guard is to maintain an adequate force in 
the state.

Again Are Available 

Frankfort, Ky.-Grants to assist rural 
fire departments in upgrading their 
equipment will be made again this year, 
according to Harry Nadler, director of 
the division of forestry in the Kentucky 
Department for Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection . 

The grants are available to com­
munities of less than 10,000 in population 
in the form of 50-50 matching grants. 
Nadler said $59,400 in grants is available 
this fiscal year. Last year, $62,400 was 
portioned out to 54 rural fire depart­
ments. 

The three-year pilot program is 
designed to identify needs and solutions 
to problems faced by rural communities 
in conducting a fire protection program 
and to upgrade their fire protection 
capabilities. 

Nadler said the funds will be 
distributed on a need basis. Special 
consideration will be given to present 
protection level, ability of the community 
to help itself, values protected and past 
fire occurence.
