Economic Aid Panel

Votes Allocations
At Recent Meeting

The Floyd County Coal Severance
Economic Aid Board has given top
priority ranking to eight of the 36 projects
filed with it for possible funding
assistance, it was announced last week.

The capital project proposals given No.
1 ranking and the amount recommended
for each follow:

—Weeksbury Park site purchase,
$12.000,

—Prestonsburg Park Commission
{four projects), $60,500.

—City of Wheelwright, pool renovation,
$36,300.

—Ceonstruction of mini-park on  the
Boosters Club property at McDowell,
$15,000.

—Left Beaver District Park at Minnie,
tennis courts, $32,000.

—Floyd County Park at Allen, $30,000.

—City of Martin, recreation and fire
department equipment, $19,500.

—Regional Medical Service,
emergency communications system,
$8,000.

After this ranking was assigned the
projects, the board filed the project
applications with the secretary of the
Executive Department for Finance and
Frankfort, for deter-
mination that the project proposals meet
legal requirements.

Public hearings leading to the board’s
action were held August 31 and Sept. 21.
The order of priority for the several
projects was based on the benefits to be
derived, the need expressed by the public
at the hearings, the number of residents
affected and the time required for
completion.

“The board has made every
reasonable. effort.” a member-spokes-
man said, “to utilize monies from the
Economic Aid Fund in combination with
funds from other sources and to allocate
these funds to benefit the greatest
number of residents in the county.”

Members of the board are Claude
Swiney, Supt. of Schools E. P. Grigsby,
Jr., Richard E. Allen, Prestonsburg
Mayor William O. Goebel, Jr., and
James L. Reed, secretary.

Audit Reﬂects Help
Of State, U.S. Funds

The growth of Floyd county's assets,
largely as a result of coal severance tax
and revenue sharing funds, is reflected in
the audit repport made this week by
Auditor of Public Accounts George L.
Atkins. For example:

The county’s assets for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1974 were $182,027. The
next fiscal year; the total assets were
$805,615. The marked gain in assels
resulted from the fact that the county
received no severance tax funds in fiscal
1974 but the next fiscal year received
$257,199 from that source, and the 1975
revenue sharing allotment to the county
was almost four times that of 1974.

The state audit report covered the
period, Nov. 1, 1974 to Dec. 31, 1975 and
the county and revenue sharing reports
for the fiscal year, June 30, 1974 to July 1,
1975. There was little criticism of the
county audit and nene of individual
reports.

“The county did not operate in ac-
cordance with provisions of the Uniform
County Budget Law,” the auditor
commented, pointing out that it was
indicated both the General and Road and
Bridge Funds budgets were overspent.
This part of the report showed that there
was an increase of $52,684 in the com-
bined funds balance during the year, this
resulting in a $104,905 balance as of June
30 1975.

Dwale Crossing
May Get Work,
Group Is Told

Railroad Commissioner Jimmy
(Gabe) Turner indicated this week that
there is hope that something will be done
to make less dangerous the railroad
crossing at Dwale.

The Department of Transportation
has, a spokesman told the Railroad
Commission, a project in progress to
improve the approaches to the crossing
but that this will require acquisition of
additional right-of-way. The same
Department of Transportation
representative also said ‘‘serious con-
sideration” also will be given to giving
crossing lights priority.

The Commission announced that it will
contact at once the C. & 0. Railway
Company in an attempt to get the weeds
cut which have grown so tall that
visibility is reduced at the crossing, and
Mr. Turner said he will continue his
efforts Lo get county officials to procure
the additional right-of-way needed for the
installation of controls, including gates,
at the crossing.

Turner joined Dwale citizens in
testifying at the regular October meeting
of the commission. This testimony
pointed out that;

—The crossing is so dangerous, located
as it is on an elevation with a very steep
incline to the tracks from both directions,
that it is little used.

—The steep incline and weeds that
have grown up at the crossing severely
limit visibility.

—An estimated 40 children who attend
the Dwale Day Care Center refuse to use
the crossing, and some children have
dropped out of school because of the
situation.

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers has
awarded a contract for construction of
the Paint Creek dam to the S. J. Groves
and Sons Co., Canton, Ohio, on its bid of
$12,966,471.

Opponents of the dam say the Corps’
early awarding of the contract may have
been an attempt to put the controversial
project beyond the reach of a lawsuit,
invited by Gov, Julian Carroll, to test the
legality of the state's participation in
Corps dam development.

The suit, now ready for filing by the
Kentucky Rivers Coalition has the
potential of Kkilling the Paint Creek
project and three other dams in Ken-
tucky should a ruling go in KRC's favor.

Theatre Work
To Cost $110,000

A contract calling for the expenditure
of approximately $110,000 for complete
renovation of the Strand Theatre here
has been awarded Rambo Construction
Company, Lexington, and Elliott Glass &
Electric, of Prestonsburg.

The Lexington company will do in-
terior structural and remodeling work
while Elliott Glass & Electri¢ will be in
charge of all electrical renovation work.

The work, which will result in what a
spokesman for the theatre said would be
“the same as a new theatre,"" will involve
a new exterior, lobby, screen and seats.
Complete repainting in a bright and
modernistic design is planned and an
addifional $40,000 will be spent for new
wall drapery and seats. A new heating
and air-conditioning system will be in-
stalled. With a 600-seat capacity, the
facility is predicted to be ‘‘as nice a
theatre as can be found in the eastern
part of the state,™

The work, which is expected to begin
within the week, will take approximately
three months to complete. The theatre
will remain open throughout the
renovation.

Gov. Carter
Has Lead
Of 7,043

Floyd county, as expected, turned in a
whopping Democratic majority at Tues-
day's election, and, as was not expected,
polled more than 13,000 ballots, or ap-
proximately 55 per cent of the
registration total.

In the Presidential race Jimmy Carter
had a total of 10,151 votes in the 44 voting
precincts and absentee voting to 3.108 for
President Ford.

In the only other race in which there
was a semblance of opposition
Congressman Carl D. Perkins defeated
his Republican opponent, Granville
Thomas, 10,732 votes to 1,844,

Carter led in every precinct in the
county but had a close call in Prestons-
burg No. 2 precinet where his margin
was only 13 votes.

The campaign inthis county was on the
lack-lustre side, with no local races to
engender inlerest, and the vote total far
exceeded guesses of seasoned politicians
and political observers. Perfect weather
and an unvoiced interest in the political
situation contributed to the balloting.

The vote tabulation was completed
here by 8 o'clock Tuesday night.

Over Kentucky, Carter was the ap-
parent winner, but nationally only 3 per
cent of the vote had been tabulated when
The Times was near printing and the
final outcome was still in doubt.

that the money will be released shortly.

Coal Busmess Good?—
Depends on Viewpoint

The coal business in Eastern Kentucky
is good, or it's not so good—dependmg
upon your viewpoint.

One observer views the situation from
the number on mine payrolls and the
wages they receive, '‘More people
working for more money,"” he sum-
marized. "‘Isn’t thal good business? The
only ones not profiting as much as during
the boom are the relatively few
operators, and they aren't hurting.”

The other point of view considers the
lower per ton prices and the production
record. The Kentucky Coal Journal, for

instance, points out the market for MET
(metallurgical) coal is definitely
depressed, and that the modest increases
predicted for the last quarter of this yvear
will have to wait till 1977, It points out
that high volatile coal is selling for $35-
$38 a ton and low volatile coal at $40 to
$50, depending on the ash content.
Pessimistically, the Journal remarks,
“Western coal is hurting more than ever
before, and it's only just begun."”

In the Big Sandy field coal men admit
there's a definite upswing—perhaps not
so much in higher prices paid for coal as
in demand. Mines are busy, men are
working, coal trucks, some of which were
idled, are running.

Some of the improvement in the
situation, one observer thinks. may be
coming from the fact that heavy users of
coal are offering better prices on long-
term contracts., Which may leave the
spot market spottier than usual.

Relaxation of environmental stan-
dards, heavier-than-usual electric power
demands and the bugaboo of Arab oil
price increases, or even a future em-
bargo, all figure in the brightening
picture for coal production, as some view
the situation.

In August Eastern Kentucky coal
production edged ahead of tons mined
during the same month in 1975 after
lagging earlier. August loadings for this
area lotalled 7,931,000 tons as compared
with 6,979,000 tons for August, a year ago.
September production rose further to
8,239,000—from 7,973,000 tons in the same
month of 1975.

At the end of September coal
production for the entire state was ‘al
102.5 million tons—about 5 millien tons
short of the 1975 production for the same
period.

Fragile Earth

By DR.JERRY HOWELL
Director of Environmental Studies
Morehead State University

This article begins a series on ur-
banization, including its environmental
implications.

Our large cities usually were initially
centered around one major industry, a
major geographic feature. around
particular manmade features or a
combination of the three. Venice, Italy,
was built on a river delta for protection
from possible sea attacks and because of
the city's oceanic trade markets. Paris
and London were located on large rivers,
as were countless other cities along the
Ohio and Mississippi rivers. The rapid
growth of cities like Lexington, Ky., and
Indianapolis, Ind., was a result of central
locations with regard lo railroads and
interstate highways. New York City, San
Francisco and others sprang up around
adaptable harbor systems.

The early growth of these major cities
was generally unchecked by legal or
authoritative measures and was usually
only restricted by economiecs. The un-
paralleled growth of the human
population and the inherent economic
drawing power of cities have contributed
to rapid building programs in our major
cities and construction and expansion
.became and are false idols, blinding
many city officials Lo the obvious dif-
ferences between quantity of life,
standard of living and the quality of life.

Few people disagree with the obvious
attainment of the quantity of life and the
increased standard of living. There are
certainly enough peaple on this planet
(an increasingly popular opinion is that
there are too many) and there is little

evidence to support the theory that we
will actually willingly reduce the number
of earthlings, although in a few countries,
the rate of increase has slowed.

The standard of living has gradually
risen in many industrialized nations to
the point where more people than ever
before are enjoying *‘the good life.'" This
does not discount the severe and
widening chasm between the rich and the
poor nations; therich get richer while the
poor get hungrier.

The problems in industrialized
countries and some underdeveloped
couniries that accompany a higher
quantity of life and an elevated standard
of living are ecological. Both our in-
creased quantity of life and our higher
standard of living result in a lowered
quality of life and no one aspect of human
civilization reveals this factor to us more
than our large cities. These cities,
regardless of why they were founded or
how they have grown, all exhibit a
lowered quality of life, at least to some
degree, for their inhabitants,

The dreams of utopian city planners
have been shattered by sprawling
growth, high crime rates, air and water
pellution, solid waste and sewage
problems, overtaxed transportation
systems, graft and greed, unreasonable
worker and public demands, and general
unrest. It is not a pretty picture.

Liquidambar styracifiua,” the American

Cortez, was rambling around in Mexico
searching for gold and mistreating the
natives, he found them adulterating their
tobacco with a substance they called by
the all but unpronounceable name of
“Xochiocotzoquahuitl."”

These natives, the Axtecs, also burned
this substance as incense and used it in
treating all sorts of ailments ranging
from colds to skin disorders.

Being a somewhat, educated and well-
informed man, Cortez recognized this
substance as liqguidambar, a commodity
obtained at great price by European
merchants trading with the Orient. This
substance was used by Europeans, too, in
perfurme, incense and medicine,

Even under torture, as the folklore
stories go, the Aztecs never revealed to
Cortex the source of this precious sub-
stance. However, nine years later, in
1528, another Spanish explorer—one
Alvar Numez Cabeza de Vaca, by
name—had better luck. While exploring
the fair and sunny land we now know as
Florida, he discovered that this valuable
stuff was a resin, a ‘'liquidambar’’ that
exuded from wounds madein the bark of
a tree we now know as the American
sweetgum, a tree whose leaves are the
first to turn purple in the fall.

And strange as it may seem,
liquidamber is still collected from the
sweelgum and is known to the American
drug trade today, not as the Aztec
“Xochiocotzoquahuitl,” but as '‘Storax."
a word more easily pronounced.

But, according to the National Stan-
dard Dispensatory, a one-time hible of
druggists, this substance of the Aztecs is
still used in the flavoring of tobacco, in
perfume to make the girls smell sweeter,
in scenting soap and other toilet articles
and in the preparation of some
medicines, especially to treat scabies.

sweetgum, a tree that is common to
Kentucky and which often takes over in
abandoned crop fields, especially along
small watercourses.

In areas where the sweetgum is not
too common, persons only slightly
familiar with trees often referred to this
tree as a maple. This is because the leaf
of a sweetgum is 'star-shaped and
vaguely resembles a maple leaf. In all
other respects, however, the two trees
differ. Sweetgum leaves, for instance,
are attached alternately on a twig, Maple
leaves are attached in pairs opposite
each other on twigs. And something else
as a method of differentiation, sweetgum
twigs often haveirregular corky wings or
ridges not found on maple twigs.

Mine Service Firm, Governor
Announce Greenup Expansion

Frankfort, Ky.—National Mine Service
Co. and Gov. Julian Carroll last week
jointly announced that the company will
break ground next July for an $8.5 million
expansion of its Greenup plant with
expectations for more than 300 new jobs.

Longwall mining components which
provide a shield-type roof under which
miners work will be manufactured at the
expanded facility.

Gov. Carroll attributed the an-
nouncement to efforts made during his
recent European tour designed to
promote economic development in
Kentucky, He said he toured the joint
venture companies in Germany through
which National Mine Service sells the
longwall components in the United
States.

“I can frankly tell you that our visit to
these two fine German plants and my
discussions with those companies’ of-
ficials strongly supported their decision
to come to Kentucky," the Governor
said.

K. E. McElhattan, president of
National Mine Service Co., agreed with
him saying after Goy. Carroll visited in

Germany, he had no trouble convincing * |
the companies’ board of directors they

should expand in Kentucky. ™

According to McElhattan, the firm is

committing the $8.5 million from a recent
publie stock offering principally for the
Greenup plant expansion. That plant
opened a year ago last September. The
company also hasa plantin Ashland, but,
Charles Douglas, vice president of
National Mining and head of the Ashland

and Greenup plants, said there was no
space to expand the Ashland facility.

In the longwall mining technique, the
roof of the mine is supported by
hydrauli¢c props which advance as the
mining proceeds. The miner works under
the shield-type roof which is essentially a
solid, protective shield. Coal is extraected
by a shearing machine which travels
along the full length of the longwall
support system removing coal from the
face.

McElhattan said the method is the
safest way known for exlracting coal
underground. Although the system is
widely used in Europe, there are only two
shield-type operations in the United
States, he said, adding that longwall
mining is the fastest growing lechnique
of coal removal in the United States.

The Governor noled that the longwall
process increases productivity, and the
proximity of the manufacturing plants to
the Eastern Kentucky coal fields will
make Kentucky coal more competitive
with coal mined in other states.

Kentucky Economy Upswmg
During September Reported

Frankfort, Ky.—Kentucky's economy
took an upswing during September.

Claims for unemployment insurance
benefits continued to decline in the state,
reaching a 22-month low in September,
and the unemployment rate continued its
downward trend.

An average 26,000 Kentuckians were
receiving unemployment insurance
benefits in September, compared to
40,000 a year ago and a record high of
63,000 in April, 1975.

About one million of the 1.4 million
employed Kentuckians have jobs
covered by unemployment insurance.

*The state’s unemployment insurance
fund has weathered the high unem-
ployment rates through 1975 and 1976 and
now is on the upswing,' said James
Hayden, director of the Division for
Unemployment Insurance for the state
Department for Human Resources.

Derived from employer taxes paid for
each employe, this fund's total is the
amount available for payments of
unemployment insurance benefits. The
total reached a low of $109 million a few
months ago. Now it is up to $131 million.

“This is still well below the pre-
recessionary total of $220 million," said
Hayden, ‘‘but Kentucky is faring far
better than the 21 states which com-
pletely depleted their unemployment
insurance funds and had to rely on
federal assistance,” he added.

Kentucky’'s unemployment rate, which
mirrors the decline in unemployment
insurance claims, dropped to 5.2 per cent
in September, the lowest since
November, 1974.

“Kentucky is pulling out of the
recession at a faster rate than the rest of
the nation,” said Robert MacDonald,
chief labor market analyst for Human
Resources. ‘‘The national unemployment
rate hovers above seven per cent, while
Kentucky’s rate continues to decline.”

This state does not depend on the
automobile or steel industries, which
have suffered the most severe cutbacks
over the last two years, MacDonald
pointed out, and Kentucky’s coal in-
dustry has helped the economy.

He expressed some concern that
Kentucky is not experiencing a good

growth rate in availability of new jobs.

“We're just eatching up with our 1975
losses. This' makes it hard on people who
want to change jobs or enter the labor
force for the first time,” MacDonald
said.

He also noted that the unemplovment
rate usually drops in October and
November, but begins to climb slightly in
December and during the first quarter of
every year.

Hayden expects c¢laims for unem-
ployment insuranee benefits to rise with
the unemployment rate this winter, but
to remain well below the high number of
claims filed during last year’s recession,

“During the winter months, generally,
construction industries are not operating
at warmer-month capacities and
seasonal labor is harder lo find,"" he said.

General Electric, the state’s largest
employer, is expected o lay off some
workers in Louisville over the Thanks-
giving and Christmas holidays. This
would affect both Kentucky's number of
unemployment insurance claims and the
unemployment rate.

Now that the recessionary surge for
unemployment insurance benefits has
slacked off, more emphasis is being
directed to prosecution of fraud cases,
said Commissioner Gail S. Huecker of
Human Resources’ Bureau for Social
Insuranee. More than 800 fraud cases
have been singled out by staff in-
vestigations to date, she said.

The Bureau for Social Insurance has
eight persons working in its fraud unit,
compared lo five persons (who were
responsible for other areas as well) a
year ago.

Kentuckians who are eligible for
unemployment insurance benefits ecan
receive payments for up to 39 weeks,
including 26 weeks of regular henefits
and 13 weeks of extended benefits.
‘“*Additional programs which allowed up
to 65 weeks of benefits have been phased
out as the state unemployment situation
has improved,” noted Hayden.

Sheltered Workshops: New
Alternative To Institutions

Louisville, Ky.—*‘This is a much better
way to live than bein’ in an institution,”
says Richard Butler, with fervent accent
on the word “‘much.”

Both he and Danny Cottrell should be
good judges, because for nearly 20 years
they were residents of the old Frankfort
State Hospital and School under
supervision of the state. Now they're
living in their own apartment and
working full-time at the Sheltered
Workshop of the Jefferson County
Council for Retarded Citizens.

Richard and Danny are living fairly
normal lives. They have enough income
to cover their needs and can cope with
day-to-day activities, needing only a little
help from a few interested people. They
do have legal guardians who handle
finanecial matters for them, and a staff
worker from the Council for Retarded
Citizens helps them with grocery
shopping. But instead of being two more
residents of a large institution and wards
of the state, they are individuals, two
men free to enjoy a life not too different
from the lives of others.

They ride regularly scheduled buses to
work each morning, making a transfer
en route. They cash their paychecks at a
neighborhood bank, cook their meals,
clean their apartment and do their own
laundry.

The usual payroll taxes are taken out of
the wages they earn at the Sheltered
Workshop. In addition, the young men
receive Supplemental Security Income, a
federally funded program of assistance
to the aged, blind and disabled. This
program is administered through the
Department for Human Resources.

Richard and Danny were committed to
Frankfort State Hospital when each was
about seven, and they lived there until
the institution was closed in the fall of
1972. They learned numbers and how to
print their names, but couldn’t learn to
read and write. ‘‘School’s hard,"” ex-
plains Richard. He says he worked in the
canteen at the hospital, and that was all
right, but there was some work he didn’t
like. “They give you a mop, a bucket . . .
you sweep, mop and clean up.”

After the old Frankfort School was
¢losed, Danny and Richard were trans-
ferred to another state institution,
Outwood Hospital in Dawson Springs.
Later they moved to a group home in
Shelby County which ceased operations
following the death of one of its owners,
The Council for Retarded Citizens then
helped the home's residents find new
living arrangements.

David A. Graves, director of the
council’s Citizen Advecacy Office, says
that in the Louisville area alone, there
are several hundred mildly to
moderately retarded persons, who, like
Richard and Danny, could manage

apartment living il they received some
supervision. The cost per person would
be less than half what the state currently
spendsforinstitutional care, Graves adds.

Aside from cost benefit to the state,
there is the great personal satisfaction
for Danny and Richard. At the Sheltered
Workshop, they perform necessary work.
On one recent day, Richard was assigned
to a team handling warranty cards for
General Electric. He opened customer
mail and sorted the cards according to
the type of appliance covered. Danny
was counting out the screws, nuts and
other items of hardware which make up
an installation kit for an appliance.

At home, both young men enjoy wat-
ching baseball or other sports events on
TV. Their modest two-bedroom apart-
ment is clean and neat. They've put up
some posters as decoration, and have a
wind chime in the hallway. Their
building is in a large, well-maintained
complex, near both a shopping center
and the Sheltered Workshop.

Richard says that living in the apart-
mentis ‘pretty good," but he'd rather be
on a farm. While they lived in Shelby
County he worked in the garden and in
the tobacco field of the home and found
that he likes working out-of-doors.
However, he now enjoys walking around
the neighborhood—the apartment
complex has wide, well-trimmed lawns
between the buildings. Richard has
become acquainted with another resident
of the complex and often visits his
friend's apartment.

Danny prefers the apartment to farm
life, He does most of the cooking using
convenience foods which help him pre-
pare balanced meals. However, he'll fry
eggs or potatoes and makes coffee.
Danny sometimes plays basketball with
young neighbors, or wvisits with his
brother or sister. Not long ago, he went
fishing with his father. Danny also enjoys
listening to records. Elvis and the
Osmond Brothers are favorite per-
formers. He keeps his record collection
in his own room rather than the living
room because ‘‘Richard doesn’'t agree
with my tastes in music."

They work, shop, clean, enjoy life’s
ustial recreations, but most of all,
Richard and Danny are proving that,
with a little bit of help, they can live on
their own. They don't need to be in an
institution.

Mosely considers concentration the
most vital rider factor in a sport which
involves a race against the clock as
riders.explode from a starting position at
almost full.speed and strain to keep their
machines under control as they ascend
hills that appear almost vertieal.

A motoreyeling enthusiast since his
teens, Mosely, now 29, credits his long-
time friend Terry Kinzer with developing
his interest in hillclimbing. Mosely also
thinks that geography has something to
do with the success of the “Allen boys."

“When you ride around here," he said,
“you find yourself climbing hills out of
necessity. Hillclimbing was just a
natural direction to do.”

Mosely, like the Kinzer brothers, is
presently experimenting with new
designs in frame configuration to be
assured of having the *‘right machine.”

[t is this sort of experimentation that
gives the local riders an added edge,
Mosely believes. *'I think we may go at
the whole sport a little harder than other
riders,” he concluded.

(In Carl Perkins the Seventh district of
Kentucky has a Representative in
Congress who is not only the most
powerful Kentuckian in Washington but
also a Congressman who practises the
old-fashioned virtues—one of which is
hard work. The following is excerpted
from an article written by Geofirey
0'Gara for Capitol Hill News Service.—
Editor.)

After 28 years in the House, Perkins is
the dean of the Kentucky delegation, and
by far the most powerful Kentuckian on
Capitol Hill. He has chaired the
Education and Labor Committee since
the fall of Adam Clayton Powell in 1967,
and it's nearly impossible to find
members of either party who'll say a
¢ritical word about his stewardship. He
instituted committee reforms, they say,
opening up the operations and increasing
participation of younger members,
before such reforms were passed by the
House in general.

During the 94th Congress, 1,089 bills
were sent to the committee, which
reported out 34, many of which were
consolidations of several smaller bills.
Sixteen of those 34 are now law.

“The invasion of Europe in World War
II' would have occurred 18 months
earlier’” if Perkins had been running
things, says a committee aide, only half-
jokingly. “‘He doesn't know delay as a
legislative tool."

An aide to a Republican congressman
on Perkins’ committee, who had worked
on other House committees, said this one
was ‘‘extremely exciting” by com-
parison. Perkins, she said, handled ‘‘not
only the issues (before the committee)
but the personalities—which are flam-
boyant."”

Indeed, many committee members,
among them Rep. Frank Thompson, D-
N.J., John Erlenborn, R-Ill., and John
Dent, D-Pa., are strong personalities who
can be, at times, flamboyant.

Perkins is not. He is courteous, good-
humored, soft-spoken, even drab. A
staffer  for another Kentucky
congressman said they would look
elsewhere in the Kentucky delegation if
they needed someone to attend a
banguet.

But those who mistake his low-key
style for a lack of strength—and some
do—have only to look at the steady

National Guard
Recruiting Drive
Now Under Way

Frankfort, Ky.—The Kentucky Army
National Guard began its second major
recruiting drive of the year Nov. 1, ac-
cording to Maj. Gen. Richard L.
Frymire, the state’s adjutant general.
The goal is 500 new enlistments,

An earlier campaign brought in 786
recruits, and this one is designed to bring
all Kentucky Guards units to full
strength.

Lt. Col. Armando J. Alfaro, recruiting
and retention officer, explained that the
Guard has remained above 90 per cent
strength during a very difficult year.

“‘Six years ago several of our units
returned from a tour in Vietnam and we
had an almost complete membership
turnover. We were able to recruit people
to fill the vacancies then, but many who
came in for six years are now leaving
us,’”” he said. “Of course we're also
working without a draft, so we have to
sell our programs even more.”

The 1976 General Assembly provided
several incentives that have already
begun to bring dividends. Frymire cited
the Guard’s tuition assnstance program
as a ‘‘great recruiting tool.’

Under that program, members of the
Kentucky National Guard may receive
reimbursement of up to 50 per cent of
tuition fees at state-supported univer-

Faced with a Republican ad-
ministration opposed to many of the
Great Society programs that came out of
Education and Labor in the sixties and
which must be renewed and modified
reguiarly, Perkins' ability to work with
Republican commitiee members, and
make legislation palatable to them, is an
essential skill. He avoids strong-arm
tactics—when Republican objections to
the aid to higher education legislation
this year led to only a one-year renewal
of the act, Perkins did not try to force the
longer extension he favored.

But an aide to Rep. Albert Quie, R
Minn., the ranking Education and Labor
Republican, says the divergence on the
committee on education issues has *“‘not
been so great,” although there’s been
rougher going on more controversial
subjects, like the black lung legislation.
He adds that Perkins “has been very
generous™ in funding the minority staff
and encouraging minority participation.

The aide cited the vocational education
amendments, which extend the
Vocational Education Act through 1982,
with a price-tag of about $2 billion a year,
as one that *‘worked out on just about a

completely bipartisan basis."” The bill
included provisions to make states more
accountable for their use of funds, and to
make the programs more relevant to
developing participants’ job skills.

The committee fought over renewing
the higher education aid bill because
some members wanted to direct it more
toward the middle class. Perkins wanted
more aid for the disadvantaged. Finally,
they decided to sidestep the issue by
renewing it for one year and coming back
to it in the 95th Congress.

The program got a three-year exten-
sion in its present form from the House-
Senate conference, much 'to Perkins’
delight. He had his way without having to
be an autocrat.

storm of modernity better than
most others that I know about in
the Appalachians or elsewhere
featuring the British Isles folk

‘legacies which we have found

predominating in practically
every state but weakening in
many now.

Many of the participants are
singers or musicians who have
known the folk songs, music,
legends, and other lore all their
lives. Mrs. James knows and
loves her people. She is
musically ‘trained, but she has
never lost touch with folk
musie, and the folk musicians
around her mountain home.

She recognizes that as life
touches musie, dances, and all
art, as time moves on, even
tradition itself adapts and takes
on certain elements of the
present, or it could not unite one
generation with the next.

When Edith James was a
student at the Cincinnati
Conservatory of Music, she first
heard Gregorian Chant and
exclaimed, “Why we have this
kind of music at home,’
meaning the music she heard
all her life in the isolated
churches of different
denominations in the Kentucky
Mountains which surround
Preslonsburg.

I doubt that musicians would
agree that this was Gregorian
but when 1 heard this kind of
natural music by untrained
musicians, it had a peculiar
charm with a certain resem-
blance to my untrained ear.

The Plain Song Chanters was
the name of the group that Mrs,
James first brought to a
National Folk Festival in
Washington, D. C. in the 1940’s.

I shall never forget the
simple, natural entrance of the
eight tall, gaunt men of the
mountains as, insingle file, they
came on stage at Constitution
Hall in our nation’s capital,
Representatives from eighteen
states were on hand fo present
folk legacies brought by the
early colonists who had settled
in different sections of our
country.

The Chanters represented
Kentucky, and they sang the

songs that had been a part of
their isolated everyday lives
inherited from their British
Isles ancestors who came to
make their home in the United
States in the early days of our
history.

The men had a distinctive-
ness, a special kind of dignity,
and the songs had an in-
describable charm and depth,
somehow strangely connected
with the men as a very part of
them.

I was in Prestonsburg for the

eighth annual Kentucky
Highlands Folk Festival in
August, 1973, and 1 was

delighted that this Festival had
not only held its own from the
first Festival which I attended,

but T believe that it had grown in
depth and in the real values;
holding on to traditional at its
best. Yet it was not hidebound,
and it did not everlook some of
the developments that have
come with changing times:

I started to single out some of
my favorite singers and
musicians and the traditional
styles of that Festival; but as I
looked over the program there
were too many, each with his
own distinctive style untouched
by modernity. After all, there is
no way to describe the charm of
either the ballads or the manner
of singing the songs, but among
those 1 especially remember
was Robert Rennick, singing
‘*Seeds of Love" unac-

companied, in a way it seemed
Lo me the best of the minstrels
of old would have sung the
sorig—that rare ballad. Paul
Neil Allen, one of the younger
singers of this generation, chose
“Oh, Death”, another little
known ballad.

On every hand today there is
musical emphasis on the Blues.
Some feel that this is a new kind
of musie style and. that it
belongs to the ‘‘now’’ group, but
the kind of Blues heard at this
Kentucky Festival seems. lo
have been a part of the folk
singers’ repertoire of the
mountain folk to which Goldie
Swain belonged before W. C.
Handy called attention to this
type of music.
